Two men died instantly in an almost
head-on automobile accident at 10:45
p.m. Wednesday, 10 miles north on the
Snyder Highway.

Dead are Jackie Don Crawford, 32,
Route 1 Box 325, and William Fletcher
Holt, 31 ;Midland.

Texas Department of Public Safety
Trooper Dean Richardson said he
believed the two died instantly .

“One of them was completely over
on the wrong side of the road,” said
Richardson. The point of impact was
in the outside lane of the southwest
side of the blacktop.

The position of the vehicles made it
impossible to determine which driver
was in the wrong lane, said Richard-
son. The two deceased were the only
ones in their vehicles and there were
no other witnesses, he said.

Richardson said the wreck would
have been head-on but that the drivers
evidently swerved at the last second
to avoid the collision. ““The drivers’
sides got the worst of it,"”” he said.

Holt was working a daylight shift
for Rankin Oil Company, Midland, on
a job in Snyder. He was driving a
brown 1980 Ford pickup owned by the
oil company. His employer said he
was a respected employee in a super-

visory position in the company.

Crawford worked as a plumber for
Crawford Plumbing, a firm he owned,
He was driving a white 1976 Chevrolet
van,

‘“We won't know until we can talk to
some people which way they were
going,” said Richardson.

The wreck occurred at the top of a
hill in a climbing lane near the
Howard County feed lot. Holt’s pickup
came to rest 372 feet from the paved
entrance of the feed lot

Crawford’s van was 33 feet from the
point of impact and Holt's pickup
came to rest 17 feet from the point of
impact.

The pickup was resting on the
shoulder of the southwest side of the
road with the right front tire on the
outside , white stripe. The van
remained on the roadway in the north-
west bound lanes.

Howard County Sheriff’s office
received the call at 10:53 p.m
Richardson arrived on the scene at 11

.m,

Howard County Sheriff’s Deputies
Sgt. Robert Puente and Richard Hall
assisted Richardson at the scene.

The bodies were taken to Sheppard
Funeral Home by the funeral home
ambulance after the men were
pronounced dead by Justice of the
Peace Lewis Heflin.

New law helps hospital
patients cast ballots

Getting out the vote in

Howard County for
Tuesday’s election reflected
a new trend among legis-
lators toward helping
communities do just that.
Volunteers at Malone-Hogan
Hospital implemented a new
State Election Code, passed
in 1978, providing a voting

for persons who
found themselves in the
hospital on election day, and
unable to get to the polls to
vote.

John Bingham, ad-
ministrator, initiated the
project. ‘“The right to vote is
the salt that preserves our
freedom as individuals,”
said Bingham. It is im-
portant that every citizen in
Howard County have an
opportunity to exercise that
right, hospitalized or not, he
believes.

Knowing that the new elec-
tion law would be used for
the first time in this general
election, Bingham asked
that special attention be
given for patients of Malone-
Hogan Hospital.

Volunteer Jo Lipscombe,
who spearheaded the project
with the assistance of Orene
Reed, Helen Draper, and
Clarinda Harris, said that
\he Volunteers were ‘‘sur-
prised at the reaction of
patients and their families,”
as the volunteers explained
the voting process.

“It was one of the most
pleasant experiences [I've
had as a volunteer,”” Mrs.
Lipscombe said. Ten
Malone-Hogan patients re-
quested the applications,
planning to rely on their
families to help them
register their vote. Two
others accepted the offers of
assistance by the volunteers.

Johnnie Hooper, a Cosden
employee hospitalized
Tuesday, just hours before
he planned to vote at the
polls, was elated that he
would get to vote anyway.

Coming into the hospital
just before the noon deadline
for obtaining the ballot,
Hooper was being admitted

when the volunteer ap-
proached his family about
the possibility of getting his
vote counted.

“You bet 1 want to vote!
You get to vote for a
President only once every
four years,”” the recovered
Hooper stated later, as he
punched out his choices on
the ballot.

“I thought I'd missed out
on another election,”” Alvin
Yanke, Jr., a Sand Springs
resident hospitalized
Saturday with an insulin
reaction. Yanke thought
about the significance of a
single vote in a national
election.

“I didn’t vote the year |
turned 18, and I've always
wished that I had. This is the
second one I've voted in. |
guess being in the hospital on
an election day makes me
more conscious of the im-
portance of being able to
vote from my hospital
room,"” Yanke said.

County Clerk Margaret
Ray advised the volunteers
on implementing the election
code, which required an
application for the
emergency absentee ballot,
physician’'s signature,
picking up the ballot,
allowing the patient to vote,
and returning the ballot to
her office. One person could
help only one hospitalized
voter, so it was a one-on-one
relationship between the
hospital volunteer and the
patient.

Deadline for obtaining the
ballot was Tuesday noon, but
the ballots could be
registered up until the polls
closed ‘at 7 p.m., Tuesday
night.

Processing of the new
voting law will gofaster next
year, the County Clerk said
later. ‘‘It adds a new
procedure to our office each
time a new law such as this
one is enacted.” It takes
time to work it into the office
system, she said, but she's
always interested in getting
out the wvote in Howard
County.

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Ronald Reagan’s political
earthquake has shaken the
foundations of the
Democratic Party
domination of Congress —
and the country — and the
exvected series of af-
tershocks is just beginning.

On Wednesday, the day
after Reagan's smashing
defeat of President Carter,
the focus of partisan politics

shifted from campaigning to
trying to consolidate power,
or merely hold on toit.

In the Senate, Minority
Leader Howard Baker, R-
Tenn., announced he had
gained backing to keep his
leadership vosition as his
party took control. And Sen
Robert Byrd of West
Virginia, now majority

The deputy speaker of
Iran’s Parliament says he
expects Ronald Reagan’s
election to delay U.S. ac-
ceptance of Iran’s terms for
freeing the 52 American
hostages. But one of
Reagan’s chief aides said the
president-elect would
cooperate with President
Carter in the effort to get the
hostages released.

‘‘Because Carter was
already in office, we would
have reached a solution
faster if he were re-elected.
With Reagan’snvictory this
will need a long time,”
Hojatolislam Musavi khoeini
said Wednesday in an in-
terview with Greek
television.

Reagan’s campaign chief
of staff, Edwin Meese, said
the president-elect’'s staff
would ‘“‘work cooperatively
with the present ad-
ministration to provide for a
continuity of government
policy’’ and would ‘‘work out
a way in which to cooperate
in any fashion that might
help our national interest
and help in getting the
hostages home."’

Asked if Reagan might try
to veto Carter's plans con-
cerning the hostages if he
found them unacceptable,
Meese said he ‘“‘would have a
hard time believing that
could happen.”

Carter said he would keep
Reagan informed but
stressed to reporters in
Washington that “‘I'll be the
president for the next 2':

Man tries extra hard to remain the
prince of creatures on this remote
space station, sometimes too hard.
He’s prone to get suspicious of others
like him and carry out a pogrom
againt those whose color or political
testimony may offend him.

HIS EFFORTS to gain immortality
may all be in vain, however. There
are those of the same species who
reason that it's just a matter of time
until insects take over the world. They
may not be far off the mark. The
weapons we use to fight the durable
creatures like the mosquitoes, the
common house fly, the ants and the

grasshoppers work to a degree until
such time as the insects build up an
immunity to their poison.

Be that as it may, a publication of
the Texas Agricultural Experiment
Station takes note of the fact that
entomologists are now monitoring the
performance of a little leaf-eating
insect that lives and feeds on honey
mesquite, western mesquite and
velvet mesquite.

The ring-necked mesquite webber,
as it is now being called, is being
studied for possible integration into a
biological control program.

The gelechild moth’s larvae makes
webs, usually in the forks of twigs,
where they remain when not feeding

Mesquite tree has a new enemy

and where they pulpate. The females
lay an average of 123 eggs. The larvae
averaged eating 6 leaflets during their
development.

NATIVE POPULATIONS are low in
the wild, seemingly subject to
predation (preying and plundering by
other creatures). A total of 4 or 5
generations a year can occur in the
field, however, and it may be possible
to encourage their proliferation as
part of a biological control program of
mesquite.

For centuries, the mesquite has
been West Texas' more durable plant
— able to withstand drought, cold
weather, extreme heat or any kind of

predator. It has defied man to kill it
out and remains one of the hardest
flora to killpr control. It endures
and - proliferates even when the
tumbleweed dies. Those who do try to
kill it off find the undertaking ex-
pensive and time-consuming.

The question that must be worrying
the scientists, however: Would the
ring-necked webber develop such a
voracious appetite that it would look
to other plants which contributes to
man'’s well being?

We have created monsters before
we haven’t been able to control. At
least, the mesquite tolerates our
company.

Dear Dr. Donohue: On a recent
checkup my husband was told that his
resting pulse rate is 32, a low point at
which most_persons would be a faint-
) id this is a
dallSar st
‘Sinus syndrome."’ The doctor said that
with this illpess, the pulse rate could
also go very fast. I'm told that if my
husband should reach a fainting
stage, a pacemaker would be the
likely remedy. I'd appreciate a
comment on this. — Mrs. M.P.

I hardly need tell you that this has
nothing to do with sinuses in the head
It refers to the sinus node in the heart,
the natural pacemaker, which sends
out messages to keep the heart pump-
ing at proper rhythm. In sick sinus
syndrome the sinus is sending out
messages too slowly, and that's why
your husband’s pulse rate is so low. At
other times, the messages go out too
quickly and the rate speeds up.

If the heart rate becomes too slow,
too little blood gets to the brain and
one may faint. Such symptoms are
reasan to consider an artificial pace-
maker, which takes over for the sinus
node. Once the normal heart rate has
been_established, the pacemaker will
also prevent racing. It is good that
your hiisband's condition is” khown
and being followed.

Often, there is no
noticeable difference for one to two
days after beginning it.

Because of the gradual nature of the
medicine’s laxative effect, I don't
think it would be dramatic enough to
interrupt your wife’s bridge game.

Almost all children have some dis
ruption in the natural flow of speech
between the second and fifth years.
No single cause can be found for most
children who stutter. Often, it is
simply a matter of the brain running
ahead of the vocal cords. Many new
words are being learned faster than
the ability of the child to formulate
their sounds

If stuttering persists and is quite
pronounced, the child should be
evaluated by a physician or a speech
pathologist. Most school systems have
speech programs for problem speak-
ers. For some children, if is only a
temporary phase

Parents should not correct a stut-
tering child except in the most gentle
manner. Exhibiting frustration
usually compounds the child’s anxiety
and makes stuttering worse. There
are a variety of techniques to help a
stuttering child. Children can be
taught breath control exercises. A
miniaturized metronome, very much
like the one used to keep time in
music, is used to pace the rhythm of
speech. These are only a few of the
ways to help the stuttering child

A wooden plaque Was made with
Packer’s name burned into it. It was
then shellacked and given a high
polish, and mounted over the door of a
capitol building cafeteria.

“How nice,”’ a legislator was heard
to comment as he passed under the
plaque into the Austin eatery,

WASHINGTON — The recent ex-
posure of former CIA agent David
Barnett’s sellout to the Soviet Union is
only one chapter in a story of
treachery that has shaken the
American intelligence community in

already learned about three other
Americans who sold secret documents
to Soviet intelligence: William
Kampiles, Andrew Lee and
Christopher Boyce. The public has
also been told about the reported
death of the top American spy in the
Kremlin — code-named Trigon —
whose cover may have been blown by
a White House official's careless
remark at a Washington diplomatic
party

» ———

BUT WHAT THE public doesn't
know is that a major spy scandal may
be developing, its proportions un-
matched since the exposes that
rocked the country after World War
II. The Justice Department is in-
vestigating several cases involving
leaks of sensitive information to the
Soviets by U.S. officials and private
individuals

Because more positive proof is
needed, it would be unfair to name
actual names. But here are the
details, given to my associate Dale
Van Atta by sources in the White
House, the Justice Department and
the intelligence agencies:

—Some Carter administration of-
ficials are under investigation by the
Justice Department for suspected
espionage on behalf of the Soviet
Union. One source said there are files
on “at least three” such cases, and
there may be as many as half a dozen

—Intelligence sources charge that a
high-level White House official
recently blew the cover of a CI1A agent
who travels in an East European
country. So far, the agent has not been
warned that he has been com-
promised and that officials of the
country he spies upon now know who
and what he is.

—A- ranking Romanian diplomat
who defected last February has given
CIA debriefers the details of a wide-
ranging Soviet espionage operation
based in the Romanian Embassy in
Washington. Code-named ‘‘Liberty,"
the network was designed to penetrate
the federal government at various
levels. Each target had a code name:
Congress was ‘“‘Oregon,” the White
House was ‘‘Amazon’’ and the State
Department, with sardonic Russian
humor, was “‘lowa."

THE. ROMANIAN diplomat had
easy access to half a dozen
Democratic senators and at least two
Republican senators. More alarming,
though, was the Romanian's iden-
tification' of a former Senate staff
member as a purveyor of intelligence
to Romania. He was employed by a
senior Democratic senior.

‘““The three leading

— all claimed before the
election they were born-
again Christians. And there
are as many as 80,000 born-
again Christians in this
country,” Moore, 50, said in
an interview this week.

“We ought to be the salt of
the earth, but these people
were divided among the
candidates. Some Christians
aren’t talking to other
Christians because of the
candidate they support.
There’s infighting in the
house of the Lord.”

Drafted a month ago, the
prayer says, in part:

“Lord, You know everyone
isn’t happy. Many people are
disappointed right now
because their man didn’t
win....But whether or not we
voted our man into office
doesn’t matter now. We have
our elect\ed President and we

need help....

“Our country is in serious
trouble, Lord, trouble from
all sides. The problems our
President faces here at home
are already enormous. The

cost of producing food,
clothing and other vital
negessities has

skyrocketed....Millions of
our workers — many of them
veterans — are being forced
on welfare rolls while
billions of hard-earned
American dollars are
flowing overseas to pay for
grossly overpriced imports.

‘“Violence is in the
headlines, pornography is on
the newsstands and selfish
pleasure is the goal....Please
God, rekindle a new spirit
within us, a new
awakening.”

Moore said he thought of
the prayer because ‘‘our
nation is suffering from a
great malaise right now. As
a people we need to open our
eyes and see what’s hap-
pening to us.

“We as a people ought to
pledge our honor, integrity,
support and loyalty to our
president. We need to give a
good day’s work for a day’s
pay. And, we need to go back
to our spiritual heritage. Our
country needs God.”

Americans should praise
the country’s strengths
rather than bemoan its
weaknesses, Moore said.

“I want to tell people to
look at the positive side
instead of the negative,”’ he
said. “We've only got one
president and we can't tear
him up without destroying
ourselves) Constant tearing
down is no good..

— A sit-in that began as a
protest against Ronald
Reagan, but drifted into
support of several campus
causes, was ended Wed-
nesday night when campus
police hauled dissidents
from the University of
California { ~administration
building. * ERe

About 70 students and non-
students had been
threatened with arrest if
they did not leave volun-
tarily. When they made no
move, campus officers
began removing them. Some
of the protesters went limp
and were dragged down the
stairwell they had occupied
for five hours.

Even then, the protesters
were told they could avoid
arrest if they would just walk
away. But 52 persons were
taken into custody.

Inside the building, the de-
monstrators chanted
defiance, but a reporter said
he observed no violence

Originally about 150 de-
monstrators, at first
reported to be protesting a
possible draft and angered
by Reagan’'s presidential
election, moved into the
campus administration
building. But after two
earlier arrests, some dissi-
dents started drifting away.

The building occupation
began at about 2 p.m. as a
campus rally “to build an
educational movement”’
against Reagan, who was
elected president Tuesday,
according to a rally activist.

The demonstration began
when several hundred people
marched from Sproul Hall-
site of many anti-draft
rallies in the late 1960s and
early 1970s — to Peoples
Park and on to the campus
ROTC building and to the
administration building.

At Sproul Plaza, speakers
had exhorted the crowd to
“make sure Reagan can do
as little as possible to hinder
human rights in the coun-
try.”

A reporter inside the build-
ing with the dissidents said
that, among other things,
they were protesting the
campus ROTC military
training office and univer-
sity support of government-
sponsored nuclear weapons
research, and were sup-
porting campus child care
and Third World studies.

He said some of the
demonstrators were passing
out Communist literature.

All were demanding that
the charges against the two
men arrested earlier be
dropped, he said.

At times the protesters
chanted “Hey hey, ho ho,
ROTC has got to go.”’

Student Theresa Clarke,
among three people who
ke ‘with campus vice
ncellor Robert Kerley in
the building, said the elec-
tion of Reagan as president
was the “catalyst” that
started the demonstration.

Democrats keep control
of the House; are hurt badly

WASHINGTON (AP) —
The Democrats are keeping
control of the House but the
nationwide voter mutiny
against Jimmy Carter
slashed sharply into their
ranks and likely will insure a
receptive forum for the
conservative programs of
Ronald Reagan.

Several of the House's
most prominent — and
liberal — Democrats were
defeated Tuesday as the
mood of the electorate swung
sharply to the right, giving
Reagan a landslide victory
and, in the Senate, ousting
Democrats from the control
they had held for the last
quarter-century.

Republicans won at least
29 additional House seats,
surprising even themselves,
and were leading in all five
remaining races. A 34-seat

gain would restore the party
to the strength it held before
the Watergate scandal
ousted Richard Nixon from
office and decimated the
GOP's ranks.

Democrats hold a 276-159
margin in the outgoing
House. With five races still
too close to call, the lineup
_was 242 to 188.

The additions, coupled
with the scope of Reagan’s
landslide, are sure to put the
House on a more con-
servative course than has
been the case. The House,
with its membeyrship up for
election every two years, is
necessarily sensitive to the
mood of the electorate.

Even House Speaker Tho-

mas P. O’Neill Jr., D-Mass.

called the election results a
‘“disaster for the Demo-
crats’’ and said ‘‘the

president collapsed in the
last few days.”’

Among the most notable
Democratic losers were
John Brademas of Indiana,
who held the 3rd ranking
leadership post among
Democrats; Frank Thomp-
son of New Jersey, a top
spokesman for labor causes;
Thomas Ashley of ©Ohio,
influential . in- hotsing legis-
lation; John Murphy of New
York, a leader of American
shipping interests; and
Harold T. Johnson of Califor-
nia, head of the House Public
Works Committee.

“We're going to be doing
this a lot,”" said satirist
Stoney Burke, one of the
protest organizers.

Campus police arrested 35
students and 17 others after a
5'2-hour protest that moved
from Sproul Plaza, site of
anti-war rallies of the 1960s
and early 1970s, to the
campus ROTC building and
then to the administration
building, where 150 people
occupied a stairwell.

All 52 were charged with
misdemeanor trespassing
and 10 were charged with
resisting arrest. They were
released on their own
recognizance and no
arraignment date was set.

The rally was called ‘“‘to
build an educational
movement against Reagan...
when Reagan reinstates the
draft and begins to cut back
social programs,”’ said Joe
Lambert of the Berkeley
Progressive Students
Organization.

But the election was only a
‘‘catalyst” for a protest
encompassing long-standing
campus issues, Ms. Clarke
explained.

Inside the occupied
California Hall, dissidents
handed out communist
leaflets, denounced the
campus ROTC — chanting
‘“Hey, hey, ho, ho, ROTC has

“I'm doing it (protesting)
just to make a Point about
what’s going on,” explained
one student.

Launch of space shuttle delayed
to investigate technical problems

SPACE CENTER,
Houston (AP) — The launch
of space shuttle Columbia
has been delayed four days
to provide time for ad-
ditional tests of the
spacecraft, already two
years behind the original
launch date because of
technical problems, NASA
officials said Wednesday.

The launch now is
scheduled for March 14, said
Donald K. “‘Deke’’ Slayton,
astronaut in charge of or-
biter tests for the National

Aeronautics and Space
Administration.

Slayton said a ‘“rollout
review” on Nov. 13 will
determine if Columbia
should be moved from the
orbitor processing facility at
Cape Canaveral, Fla.. on
Nov. 23.

‘“Everything is looking
good at this moment for a
rollout on Nov. 23, Slayton
told reporters in briefing on
the orbital test program.

If the shuttlecraft can be
moved from the processing

facility, it will be mounted on
the solid rocket fuel and
propellant tanks that will
thrust Columbaa into space.

The solid fuel and
propellant tanks will be
mated at Cape Canaveral on
Thursday, Slayton said.

Columbia is scheduled to
make four orbital test
missions between 54 hours
and seven days in length, he
said.

“In my opinion, 90 percent
of the risks (in test flights) is
taken on the first flight,”
Slayton said.

The same pattern held
when voters were asked if
they agreed that the decision
about an abortion should be
left to the woman and her
doctor.

Seventy-two percent
agreed and 21 percent did
not. Reagan took a majority
from both groups, but his
strongest support was
among abortion foes.

News poll can vary from the
opinions of all those who
voted in Texas on Tuesday
because of chance variations
in the sample.

Historians and archivists
are concerned: Americans
are writing fewer letters
these days and for the most
part no longer keeping
diaries, gnce 'invalggble
research sources for piecing
together the past. To help
counter this loss, however,
many professionals are turn-
ing on their tape recorders to
capture the yecollections of
the nation’s decision-makers
and pace-setters. !

Pioneered - at Colpmbia
University in.the late.1940s,
the first so-called oral
history interviews recorded
the memoirs of political and
military leaders who had
participated in World War I1,
Gens. Dwight D Eisenhower
and Omar N. Bradley among
others.

Since thén, the technique
has become a wvaluable
resource for such organiza-
tions as the Smithsonian’s
Archives of American Art,
where millions of original
research materials deeded
by artists, collectors, critics
and others document U.S.
cultural history. The Ar-
chives’ collection of talks-on-
tape, for example, helps
chart how! New York City
became the world capital of
contemporary - art | in: the
1950s. And now thousands of
families and local history
buffs also are finding tape
cassettes useful tools for
puzzling together their own
heritage.

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Reagan’s farm policy unclear

WASHINGTON (AP) — President-
elect Ronald Reagan’s agriculture
policy is still unclear but if his actions
follow his campaign rhetoric. the
partial embargo on U.S grain exports
to the Soviet Union will end under the
new administration taking office Jan.
20.

Meanwhile, there is an initial in-
dication of the direction farm matters
will take in the new Republican-
controlled Senate,

Conservative Sen. Jesse Helms, R-
N.C., the current ranking Republican
on the Senate Agriculture Committee,
said Wednesday he expects to become
chairman of the panel when the new
Congress convenes in January.

Helms said in Raleigh, N.C., that he
would make trimming the federal
food-stamp program one of his top
priorities.

The Agriculture Committee handles
the food-stamp program, and Helms
said he believed it ‘“has got to be
changed so you won't have so many
freeloaders onit."”

“The future, as far as I'm con-
cerned, is to reduce it (the food-stamp
program) to those who are truly
needy,” he said.

Helms said he believed as much as
40 percent of food-stamp assistance
goes to those who do not need it.

He said the only thing that could
prevent him from taking the
agriculture post would be Illinois Sen.
Charles Percy's refusal to accept the
chairmanship of the Senate Foreign
Relations Committee, leaving Helms
inline to take over that slot.

“It would be a real dilemma,"”
Helms said.
Helms said he believed the

government is currently ‘‘dishing out
these food stamps to people who don’t
deserve them.”

Helms said his goal would be to
““continue to help the truly needy but
limit it (the program) to the truly
needy.”

Asked how much of the program
was being wasted on those who don’t
need it, Helms said, ‘“I've heard
estimates ranging up to 40 percent ... |
believe them to be valid.”

Helms also said as chairman of the
Agriculture Committee he would seek
an immediate end to the imports of so-
called ‘‘scrap’ tobacco, which far-
mers contend is actually higher-grade
leaf slipping through at reduced
tariffs because of improper
classification. The growers contend
the imports are displacing sales of
domestic leaf.

“I belive we'll get that resolved
expeditiously,”” Helms said.

During the presidential campaign,
there was limited controversy over
farm policy and Reagan’s proposals
for agriculture have not been well
defined.

It is also unclear who the president-
elect will pick to be secretary of
agriculture.

Sen. Roger W. Jepsen, R-lowao was
designated as Reagan’s senior farm
policy adviser during the presidentis]
campaign. Prior to the clection,
however, Jepsen said he was not in-
terested in leaving the Senate to head
the Agriculture Department.

Earl Butz, controversial agriculture
secretary in the Nixon and Ford
administrations, also served as a
Reagan campaign adviser. However,
he has said he has no interest in

returning to Washington.

Reagan had accused the Carter
administration of undermining farm
income by failing to control inflation

But the prime campaign farm issue
was the grain embargo.

President Carter blocked the sale of
17 million tons of wheat and corn to
the Soviet Union in response to the
Soviet occupation of Afghanistan. The
administration soight to minimize the
domestic impact of the embargo on
farmers by spending $2 billion to $3
billion to ease the burden of the sales
suspension.

Reagan, though, has declared the
embargo.

On July 3, Reagan said: “I will,
when elected, fully assess our national
security, foreign policy and agri-
cultural trade needs to determine how
best to terminate yet another of the
inequitable and ineffective policies of
the Carter administration.”

The platform adopted last summer
at the Republican National Conven
tion in Detroit stated flatly, “The
Carter grain embargo should be
terminated immediately.”

Reagan and the new lineups in
Congress — Republicans took control
of the Senate for the first time in 26
years and cut the Democrats’ lead in
the House by 33 votes — will come at a
critical time for farmers

The Food and Agriculture Act of
1977, the basis for major agriculture
programs, expires in 1981.

During the campaign, Republican
sources who asked to remain
anonymous agreed that Reagan would
favor a moderate approach to federal
farm programs and not support a
massive cut in them.

examine the post-secondary
education needs 'of deaf
persons throughout the
United States, with the
primary focus being on
Texas and eight surrounding
states. The eight states
focused upon were New
Mexico, Arizona, Colorado,
Kansas, Oklahoma,
Missouri, Arkansas and
Louisiana,

Essentially, the study,
which was based wupon
statistics obtained from the
Office of Demographic
Studies, Gallaudet College,
revealed that there was an
extremely serious need for a
self-contained post-
secondary campus program,
The need was particularly
noticeable in regard to the
post-secondary deaf
population that was not
enrolling at Gallaudet
College, N.T.I.D., and
existing integrated post-
secondary education
programs.

This underservéd and un-
served tion, not in-
cluding the 30 percent
considered to be functionally
illiterate, outnumber the
enrolled population by about
6-1. In addition, for the
decade beginning with 1983,
the so called ‘“Rubella”
students will begin to enter
the post-secondary am
level, which will drastically
increase the demand for
special training programs.

Since most of the unserved
population in need of ser-
vices have severe language
problems, possess lower
achievement levels, and
require staff with a superior
level of communication
skills, their chances for
success at existing self-
contained and integrated
post-secondary  programs
are very slim indeed.
However, outside . of
Gallaudet College and
N.T.L.LD. there are no op-
portunities for  post-

The abovementioned ex-
treme need, ‘and the need
being brought about by the
Rubella epidemic of the mid-
sixties, warranted and led to
the decision to establish
Southwest Collegiate
Institute for the Deaf in Big
Spring. The new college,
located on a self-contained
campus, is three miles from
Howard College, a college
for hearing students. Both
colleges co-operate within
the Howard County Junior
College District and operate
under the districts’ board of
trustees. By operating as an
integral of Howard
College, the Southwest
Collegiate Institute for the
Deaf was able to implement
Public Law 94-142 in its
fullest sense, through
providing deaf students with
the complege range of least
restrictive educational and
extra curricular environ-
ments.

The arrangements for
establishing and funding
Southwest  Collegiate
Institute for the Deaf
promises to be one of the
most unique in the annals of
education for the deaf, since
there may be four levels of
government participating in

a partnership effort to
provide this opportunity for
deaf students.

The city of Big Spring, for
example, became the first
prime mover when its city
council unanimously voted to
donate approximately 75
acres of land and facilities
that some estimate is worth
over $15 millien, wherein
which the new college could
commence its operations.
This property was part of the
abandoned U.S. Webb AFB.
In addition, the city has been
attracting new businesses
and industries to the
remaining part of the base,
which can be an excellent
site for on-the-job training
and employment oppor-
tunities for deaf graduates.

The Howard County Junior
College District also decided
to become a partner and
assume, through its college
Board of Trustees and the
president of Howard College,
the leadership role for the
new college. Students that
require self-contained
programs will enroll at
Southwest Collegiate
Institute but students who
can matriculate successfully
in the mainstream will be
encouraged to do so in the
Howard College program.

Another participant in this
joint effort has been the state
of Texas.

Soviets say

landslide

due to dissatisfaction

MOSCOW (AP) The
Soviet media said today that
Ronald Reagan’'s landslide
election victory reflected a
widespread dissatisfaction
among Americans with
President Carter’s
policies—including his
hostility toward the Soviet
Union and his boycott of the
Moscow Olympics.

“As for the US.S.R,” the
radio said, ‘““our country has
always stood for the nor-
malization and development
of Soviet-American relations
on the basis of the principles
of peaceful coexistence.”

Commentaries over the
Soviet radio and the official
news agency Tass explained
the election results ex-
clusively as a rebuff to
Carter and gave no
assessment of Reagan or his
policies.

Soviet radio said
American voters had
demonstrated a desire ‘“‘for a
change from the profound
political and economic

crisis’’ in the United States
Alexander Druzhinin,
Soviet radio’s correspondent
in Washington, said Carter’s
drubbmg was explainable

“by the unhappiness of

millions of Americans’’ with
the president’s internal and
external policies.

Among the policies
Americans were said to have
rejected, the radio listed the
“arms race and Carter's
renewed hostility towards
the Soviet Union."”’

Though it took no position,
the Kremlin was thought to
favor  Carter slightly
because of his support for the
SALT Il treaty.

Several Russians
questioned on Moscow
streets early today said both
candidates were ‘‘basically
the same,’’ and unanimously
added that they hoped
Reagan would come out in
favor of ratifying the SALT
Il treaty. The Republican
candidate has called for

Normally, about 15 per-
cent of California’s voters
cast thecr ballots between 5
p.m. and the 8 p.m. close.
The network projections
began between 4 p.m. and 5
p.m., PST.

When President Carter
conceded, it was only about 7
g‘m in California, and Mrs.

u said many voters chose to
stay away from the polls.

“T am strongly inclined to
pursue legislation at the
federal level to require a
universal closing time for
polling places throughout the
nation. Failing that, I can
pursue legislation in
California,”” Ms. Eusaidina

She said Carter’s ‘‘early

concession of defeat, com-
bined with the even earlier
projections of winners by the
major networks, resulted in
a twin depressant effect on
late-in-the-day voter turnout
in California and doubtless
other states in the West,

“I have never heard of a
presidential candidate for a
major party conceding
defeat prior to the close of
polls in the West,"" she said.

Ronuld Reagan wrote in his
biography, ‘‘drama, politics
and sports.”

Reagan never was as good
an athlete as he was movie
cowboy and politician but he
has had enough association
with sports as a minor
competitor and sportscaster

to carry on the long
tradition of a keen White
House interest in the nation’s
fun and games.

Reagan swam and played
some football not as

prominently as Gerald Ford
at Michigan for little
obscure Eureka College. 20
miles from Peoria. 1l
where he graduated with a
degree in economics and
sociology

But the sports world knows
him

best for his role as
George Gipp in the movie,
“Knute Rockne.” with Pat

O'Brien plaving the famed
Notre Dame football coach
Gipp was a colorful. gifted
player of the post-World War
I era who was fatally
stricken in midseason with a
throat infection

Legend has it that, on his
deathbed, Gipp beseeched
Rockne, some day when the
team was in peril, to exhort
the Irish to ““win one for the
Gipper.”

Allegedly, the opportunity
came when the Irish met a
stronger and heavily favored
Army at Yankee Stadium in
1928. Rockne delivered his
appeal. Notre Dame won
The Irish have been ‘‘win-
ning for the Gipper'’ ever

After college. Reagan
announced University of
lowa football games on the
radio in Davenport, lowa.

Leonard World Boxing
Counce $.g5lterweight title
rematch at the Superdome.

Holmes stopped Ali in the
11th round in Las Vegas on
Oct. 2 as the 38-year-old
former champion tried
unsuccessfully to regain the
WBC heavyweight crown.

Ali later said that he was
taking medicine which
drained his strength. But
Holmes said medication
didn’t changed the outcome
of the fight.

“If he had fought harder,
he would have been hurt
more because the harder he
would have fought, the
harder I would have fought.

‘1 was just ready to go. I
don’t think anything could
have happened to me that
night.”

The best seats for the
Duran-Leonard fight go for
$1,000, but promoter Don
King says they’ll be worthit.

““That’s a small price for
