Minimum Wage 
Effective Sept. 1

September 1 is the effective date 
for the new Texas minimum wage 
requirement for farm workers, the 
latest of Federal and State laws 
covering, and in some instances 
double covering, virtually every 
aspect of agricultural employment.

The new Texas mandate sets the 
minimum wage at $3.35 per hour 
beginning September 1. That is the 
same as the Federal rate in effect 
since 1981. However, the Federal 
minimum applies only to farms 
using 500 man-days of labor in a 
calendar quarter, while the State 
law will apply to all farms, large 
and small. Neither State nor 
Federal statutes require overtime 
for field work.

“ To say farm labor laws are not 
a popular subject with producers is 
probably an understatem ent,’’ 
comments Donald A. Johnson, 
Executive Vice President of 
Lubbock-based Plains Cotton 
Growers, Inc., “ but they are on 
the books and we need to be 
familiar with them for our own 
protection against prescribed 
penalties.”

In addition to the wage 
minimum, there are requirements 
for social security, unemployment 
compensation coverage, workers’ 
compensation insurance, field 
sanitation, worker eligibility 
verification, child labor and labor 
contractors.

A good start for understanding 
the full range of regulations, 
Johnson advises, can be found in a 
roundup of the basics on each 
subject compiled and published in 
the August 1 issue of the Cotton 
Gin and Oil Mill Press. Copies of 
that magazine can be found in 
most gin offices, or PCG will 
supply a complete copy of the 
labor regulations summary on 
request, Johnson offers.

Field sanitation standards, 
governed by both Texas and 
Federal law, may be the area where 
producer knowledge is weakest, 
Johnson believes.

Federal sanitation requirements 
cover only farms with 11 or more 
employees engaged in hand labor 
operations at a given time. They 
include toilet facilities (one per 20 
workers) within one fourth mile, 
hand washing facilities (one per
20), and “ cool” drinking water*
with single-use cups.

State field sanitation law applies

to ten or fewer workers in a field, 
requiring at least one toilet facility 
within one-fourth mile or no more 
than five minutes travel if 
transportation is provided. Hand 
washing facilities are also required 
along with drinking water below 82 
degrees and adequate shade.

More detailed information on 
this subject is available from the 
Texas Health Department at 797- 
4331 and from OSHA, 743-7681, 
both in Lubbock.

Some employers also are vague 
on the immigration law that went 
into effect July 1, Johnson 
continues.

Under that law every employer, 
farm or other, must maintain a 
completed INS Form 1-9 for each 
new worker hired, regardless of 
nationality or age. Generally, each 
employee must produce documents 
proving he or she is either a citizen 
or an authorized alien. Acceptable 
documents include a naturalization 
certificate or “ green card,” or the 
combination of a driver’s license, 
with picture, and a social security 
card.

booklet are available from 
Immigration and Naturalization 
Service offices.

SS Number 
Required

Today, most working people 
and two-thirds of their dependents 
have a Social Security number. It is 
used primarily in recording 
lifetime earnings for entitlement to 
future Social Security benefits. 
Also, it may be requested for a 
bank account or savings bond, a 
driver’s license, an application for 
government benefits, a college 
entrance examination, or other 
purposes.

A provision in the Tax Reform 
Act of 1986 requires you to have a 
Social Security number for each 
dependent age five and over whom 
you list on Federal tax returns due 
after December 31, 1987. If a 
dependent now has a number, 
there is nothing for you to do. Just 
make sure you have it when you 
file your tax return early in 1988.Form 1-9 and an instruction

Boys 
State was a place to learn about 
our State government, to become a 
better citizen, to become a better 
leader, and most of all to have fun 
and make a great number of 
friends.

The things I learned and the 
friends I made will be with me 
forever.

Bill Clements.

It was very important to get 
involved in something. We heard 
this from every speaker and from 
every counselor. This was very 
true, because in order to get the 
full effect of what Boys State was 
all about, you had to get involved.

After we were placed in our 
cities and got the elections rolling, 
things started getting exciting. 
Everyone was divided up into the 
Federalist or the Nationalist party.

Every day you went to city, 
precinct, county, and state party 
meetings. In our precinct, I ran for 
precinct chairman and won. I had 
to give a speech in front of twenty 
guys in order to run for this 
position. Being precinct chairman, 
I ran our precinct meetings, made 
decisions, and also ran all the 
elections that were held in our city.

Being precinct chairman, I was 
automatically a county voting 
delegate. This was very exciting 
because I was one of twelve county 
delegates who made decisions on 
the county level.

I ran for county chairman, but 
lost, so I decided to run for state 
voting delegate. The members of 
the county voted and picked three 
delegates from the county to 
represent our county at State 
meetings. I knew around six out of 
the eighty guys in our county, but I 
got up and gave a speech on why I 
would be a good delegate and to 
my surprise I won one of the three 
spots.

Traditional hunting fees are much 
higher.”

Mauro pointed to a 1982 Texas 
A&M University study showing the 
average cost of a hunting lease was 
$393 a year. Transportation, food, 
hunting supplies and other costs 
are additional.

The Land Office addition to the 
program will bring the total land 
set aside for public hunting to
413.000 acres, Mauro said. Half of 
the acreage is in East Texas timber 
lands, 160,000 acres are in the 
Trans Pecos and 28,000 acres are 
in the Panhandle. The acreage is 
composed of 47 different “ units,” 
each comprising of several tracts.

The Parks and Wildlife Depart­
ment is marking each unit with 
10” x l 0 ”  d ia m o n d -sh a p e d , 
chrome-yellow signs with the 
legend “ Posted No Trespassing- 
Hunting By Permit Only.”

The Type-II Permit for these 
public hunting grounds costs $35 a 
year and will go on sale at the 
Austin Parks and Wildlife 
headquarters for a two-week trial 
period beginning Monday, August 
10. By September 1, the permits 
will be available at 28 Parks and 
Wildlife field offices across the 
state and the Austin headquarters.

The hunter will be provided with 
a 50-page booklet with maps of 
each unit and the legal game for 
each unit. In addition, hunters 
under 13 are allowed to hunt free 
when accompanied by a permitted 
adult.

DPS Asks 
Drivers T o 
Be Cautious

Texas Department of Public 
Safety officials are asking all 
drivers to begin thinking about the 
safety of our school children as the 
beginning of a new school year 
commences.

The first few weeks of school are 
the most dangerous, according to 
Major V.J. Cawthon, Regional 
Commander for the Texas 
Department of Public Safety. 
“ This time of year presents safety 
problems for both the school 
children and the driver,” Major 
Cawthon explained. “ Many 
youngsters are attending school for 
the first time and others might be 
going to a different school where 
they are unfamiliar with local 
traffic conditions.”

Another problem is that during 
the summer vacation some drivers 
have gotten out of the habit of 
being alert for both school zones 
and school buses. “ Every year 
there appears to be an unnecessary 
rash of accidents caused by drivers 
who fail to follow safe driving 
habits for a stopped school bus,” 
Major Cawthon stated.

Texas state law requires drivers 
on the same roadway as a school 
bus that is stopped to load or 
unload students, to also stop until 
the bus driver has turned off the 
flashing red lights. This law applies 
unless the vehicle is separated from 
the bus by a divided highway with 
a median strip.

Let’s all work together to make 
this a safe school year for our 
children by observing the speed 
limits in school zones and be alert 
for increased pedestrian traffic in 
neighborhoods at the beginning 
and ending of each school day.

This time was spent travelling to 
Central Montana with Richard, 
Frieda and Brandon Dickson by 
way of Elkhart, Kansas, where we 
spent one night in the Gerald Floyd 
home, and several points of 
interest in Colorado, Wyoming 
and Montana before reaching 
Lewistown, Montana, where Wes, 
Susan, Clint, Kory, and Tye 
Phillips live on the Bar Diamond 
Ranch.

It seemed that most of the time 
we were driving along a river’s 
edge where alfalfa, sweet corn or 
popcorn and related crops were 
being grown. Most of the pasture 
land we saw was green and horses, 
cattle and sheep were in good 
shape.

Since an extremely severe winter 
a few years ago caused the death of 
so many Wyoming antelopes, we 
missed seeing large numbers of 
these graceful wild creatures in just 
about any part of the state we 
travelled in.

We also visited several 
old forts, which had been built 
following the Civil War when 
pioneers were moving westward.

Scottsbluff, Nebraska was a 
very interesting place. I had never 
been there before and thoroughly 
enjoyed the mountains which are 
in that area. We drove to the top of 
the bluff and could see acres and 
acres of strip wheat farming. Some 
of the wheat had been harvested, 
but the stubble was still standing, 
so there was an interesting contrast 
between the color of the summer 
tilled ground and the yellow 
stubble.

Brandon, who had his tenth 
birthday while we were gone, never 
tires of visiting Custer Battlefield, 
so that is always an interesting 
stop. We heard one lecture by a 
Crow Indian woman, who was 
dressed in native costume.

In addition to our stay with the 
Phillips family, the five of them 
accompanied us on a side trip, 
which took us to Great Falls and 
Helena. On the way we took a two 
hour boat tour on the Missouri 
River and saw the Gates of the 
Mountains, named by Clark of the 
Lewis and Clark Expedition.

Our tour guide was very 
knowledgeable about the area and 
pointed out several osprey nests, 
one brown bear near the river’s 
edge, several interesting rock 
formations, caves and one 
pictograph area, which he 
explained in detail.

In Helena we had an interesting 
tour of the Capitol Building, which 
was conducted by an athletic 
trainer who knew his Montana 
history well and patiently answered 
all questions asked of him.

Last Chance Gulch with 
buildings dating to the 1870’s was 
also a very interesting place.

It is 
a Gothic structure of European 
form and was built at a time when 
gold must have been abundant.
