
Improverished nation under martial law
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Bangladesh president assassinated
NEW DELHI, India (AP) — Troopa 

led by a ma)ar gancral aaaasalnaM  
B an^deab  Praaidant Zlaur Rahman 
in the port of Chittagong Saturday and 
announced they took over the
^ e m m e n t ,  broke relationa irith 
India and had navy aupport. But of- 
fidala in Dacca laid they weia in
charge, declared a  atata of emergency 
and curfew and told the rebela to 
aurrender.

The United News of India reported

that two aidea and six bodyguards 
were killed with the Bangladeah 
preakent, that there wre heavy 
claabea between loyaliat and rebel 
troopa in the Chittagong area, and 
diat IndUn border poliM were on 
alert on the T rip u a  state frontier on 
the east side of Bangladeah to prevent 
a ixwsible influx of refugeea.

Loyalist troopa were reportad 
patrolling the streets in Dacca, the 
B an^deah  capital 140 miles to the

northwest where Zia had run the 
government since November 197S. 

/  There were reports the curfew in 
' Dacca extended to other d ties as well 

as the capital, which was said to be 
naariy paraljraed, with shops and 
n u r f c ^  doaed and traffic halted.

According to news, didonuitic and 
official r e p ^  of Dacca Radio, the 45- 
year-dd ^ - a s  Zlaru was called on 
second reference in this part of the 
world — was slain about 4:30 a.m. —

3:10 p.m. EDT Friday — in the 
govermnent guest house at Chit­
tagong. Travellara arriving in India 
f r m  Chittagong said heavy firing 
round frie guest house lasted about 
two hours.

The leader of the coup, MaJ. G ea 
Abul Mansur, the commander of the 
24th division in Chittagong, one of five 
infantry division headquarters , 
broadcast over the radio in Chit­
tagong that he had formed a 
revoti^onary council to run the 
government. He said he had flred the

chief of staff, Lt. Gen. H.M. Arshad, 
and eigia other army generals. He 
also said the 1972 friendship treaty 
with India was abrogated and claimed 
the B an ^d esh  navy, headquartered 
a^Chittagong, had joined the revolt.

But Arshad called on Manzur to 
“surrender inunediately’’ and said all 
other military units in Bangladesh 
remained loyal to the authorities in 
Dacca.

Vice President Abdus Sattar took 
control in Dacca, declared an “in­
ternal emergency" and slapped near-

martial law restrictions on the im­
poverished South Asian nation of 90 
million, Dacca Radio reported.

As acting president, Sattar quickly 
suspended all civil rights under 12 
articles of the constitution, forbade 
people to seek redress to the order 
through the courts and banned all 
meetings and public gatherings. He 
also announced a 40^ay period of 
mourning.

Sattar announced that Bangladesh 
would continue to honor all in­
ternational treaties and com­
mitments

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Inmates dies in fire
SAN QUENTIN. CiOif. (AP) — Two convicted 

armed rofabera were killed Saturday when one of 
them apparently set fire to a blanket in their cell 
following a  nignt of diaturbances at San Quentin 
State Priaon, officials said.

Andrea Valdes, as, and J o s ^  Hurtado, 38, died of 
bums and aspfay^tion in the fire that broke out 
about 1:36 a.m., said prison spokesman Mike

iddlng.
One ot the men apparently ignited a blanket with 

a match and bung it on the front of the cell. Madding

Prison guards emptied six fire extinguishers on 
the blase and then suayed  water from a high- 
pressure hose. Maddingsaid.

“Because of the intense heat, the cell door ex­
panded and jammed and could not be opened until 
the water how had been brought up, the fire put out 
and the steel door cooled with water,’’ Madding 
said.

Other inmates in the cdl block had been lu t in g  
sporadic fires and shoving them out onto walkways
since about 11:45 p.m. Friday, Madding said. 

Tensions were nigh because inmates were locked
in their cells following discovery of some weapons

lid in-and a recent fistfight. Madding said. He said 
mates start flres “sometimes for a protest, 
sometimes becaiue they’re bored.’’

Valdes was sent to prison from Ventura County on 
Oct. 30,1979, convicted of first-degree robbery with 
use of a firearm. He would have been paroled Nov. 
9,1962, Madding said.

Hurtado, serving a flrst-degree robbery con­
viction from Sacramento County, entered the pris«i 
June 28,1979, and would have bwn paroled Nov. 20, 
1985.

Miners hear contract
United Mine Workers President Sam Church 

travels across the coalfields this week to explain the 
proposed new contract with the coal industry in 
hopw of ending a strike in its 66th day on Sunday.

“Under the circumstances we are now in, 1 think 
it’s a pretty good contract,” said John Kennedy, 
presidmt of Virginia-based District 28 of the U n it^  
Mine Workers union. “We’re not going to get 
everything ideal, but I think it’s a workable con­
tract.”

The miners have been on strike since March 27, 
and union officials are hoping they will react more 
favorably to the tentative agreement reached last 
P r i^ y  than they did to an initial agreement, which 
was voted down on March 31 by a more than 2-1 
margin.

Kennedy said the miners’ determination to stay 
out on s t r ^  paid off in the latest agreement, which 
he said is "a big improvement over the other 
agreement.”

day trek from Liverpool to protest Britain’s 
unemployment rate, at its highest level since the 
JaiTow hunger march of theGreat Depression.

Vietnam vows continued
searching for Americans

HANOI, Vietnam (AP) — 
Vietnam has promised to 
continue searching for the 
remains of Americans 
missing in action after it 
announced the bodies of 
three more GIs will be 
returned to the United 
States. "We are pretty damn 
happy,” said the leader of 
the U S. delegatitx) that got 
the news.

"The Vietnamese office 
for seeking missing persons

has informed the U.S. side 
that three sets of remains 
have been found, and the two 
parties will discuss a date for 
their return,” Vu Hoang, 
head of the Vietnamese 
search team, said FTiday. 
“The Vietnamese govern­
ment, prompted by good will 
and humanitarian spirit, will 
continue the search 
process.”

Hoang described the latest 
negotiations as having been

held in a “very favorable” 
climate.

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — A

Dear Dr. Donohue — I am 70 years 
«M. S' asM a tnttiM tsU and have
weighed around ISO since my 

chardischarge from the service in World 
War II. I am careful of what I eat. 
Three years ago, my wife bought me a 
set of weights. Through daily use of 
them I can now lift over a ton and a 
half a day, though I generally do only 
slightly over a ton five days a week. I 
like the outdoors and enjoy 20-30 miles 
on the trail. I know I have arthritis in 
the left hip area. I believe I am 
helping myself overcome the arthritis 
by the weight exercises. I am taking 
no medication. Any advice you can 
give me would be greatly 
received.—L.A.J.

Your physical prowess astounds 
me. I want to answer your question 
directly, but I want to know how you 
are positive you have arthritis of the 
hip, and w h i^  kind. If it’s only on the 
basis of pain in that area, I would not 
be so sure that you have arthritis So 
what I am suggesting is that you get 
an accurate diagnosis of your hip 
pain.

I will grant you that exerdae is good 
fer arthritis, but it is not a cure for it. 
Exerdae and medidne for arthritis 
have one thing in common. They both 
must be taken in just the right 
amount, you don’t want to overdo or 
underdo either Exercise wiU keep 
muscles rirm, but overdone, it can 
harm joints and cause further In- 
flammstion.

Certainly, I cannot fault your 
program if you are not having more 
pain as a result of it. But I would urge 
you to use caution in using heavy 
weights or in doing exercises that 
involve your hipa, like aquats. I don’t 
think that would be advisable if you 
have hip arthritis. That is placing too 
much weight on a damaged joint.

I admire your program. I really do.

Your resting pulse rate of 55 in­
dicates good physical conditioning. 
Your program sounds excellent, but 
perhaps it’s not for you. Dr. Kenneth 
Cooper, the king of aerobic exercise, 
suggests that if the pulse rate is more 
than 120 after five minutes of post- 
exercise rest, the exercise is too 
strenuous for the person. The pulse 
should be below 100 aRer 10 minutes of 
rest. Do you have his book? It is titled 
“The New Aerobics,” and it’s in 
paperback. Quite good.

I think a stress EKG would be a 
good idea for you. It will help deter­
mine if you are overdoing and what 
level of exercise is best for you.

The 1096.4 billion blueprint 
adopted by Congress mrUer 
this month requfres 15 House 
committem and 14 Senate 
committees to revise or 
eliminate existing programs 
within their Juriidictians to 
achieve about $35 billion 
worth of cuts for next year.

A solid* Republican

majority in the Senate is 
expected to have little 
trouble making the cuts, 
although members of the 
Senate Labor and Human 
Resources Committee have 
been at odds over ad- 
ministratian proposals to 
consolidate a variety of 
programs into block grants 
which would give money 
directly to state and local 
governments.

And, as Brooks, longtime 
show bis columnist for the 
Port Worth Star-Tdegram, 
says: "A t least it will, 
eliminate all those 1 ajQ.

In case you’ve aver 
wondered, the song ki^eot 
on “Your Hit Parade” wm 
“People Will Say We're in 
Love.” X

The year was IMS and the 
record was 90 w edn. But the 
tune that remained No. 1 tbe> 
kngm t was “Too Young,” 
Nat King Cole’s lilting love 
song of 1951.

It was No. 1 for 12 weeks.
You may be surprised to 

learn that “Stardust” never 
made it to the top.

Even stranger, the No. 1 
tune of the d e p r^ ic n  year 
1930: “Happy Days Are Here 
Again.”

Fifty years later, a group 
called Air Suppiv recorded 
something cailM “Lost in 
Love” and, with six weeks as 
No. 1, it ruled as the top song 
of I960.

But how about 1960, when 
Americans were putting 
footprints on the moon? Or 
1974, when President Nixon 
resigned? And 1966, the year 
of Elvis Presley?

In 1960 it was “Aquarim” 
and in '74 it was “I Honestly 
Love You.”

More comfortable with G O P  philosophy

Archer credits West Texan for switch
WASHINGTON (AP) — A 

continuing battle with a 
powerful West Texas 
Democrat p la } ^  a major 
role in the switch by Rep. 
Bill Archer, R-Texas. to the 
Republican Party in late 
1967, Archer says.

“1 don’t want to mention 
his name, but his concept of 
doing business and the way 1 
felt th in^ should be done 
were not exactly in har­
mony. He ran  the 
Appropriations Committee, 
wmch I was a member of, 
like a floating crap game,” 
said Archer, 53.

“I asked him if the press 
shouldn’t have access to our 
meetings. He said. 'Oh. the 
press is welcome to our 
meetings. If they can find 
us.' About the same time, I 
saw Hubert Humphrey’s 
influence stamped on the 
future of the Democratic 
Party, and I wanted to get 
my i^ilasaphy where I could 
be more com fortable,” 
Archer said.

Now in his 11th year in 
Washington, Archer is still 
comfortable as a Republican 
and says he hopes the voters 
will elect enough other GOP 
candidates in 1982 to give the 
party a majority in the 
House of Representatives.

“It would be the difference 
between night and day,” said 
Archer, who said the 
domination by liberal 
Democrats through most of 
his tenure in Congress “has 
been very frustrating.”

Democratic liber^s have 
led the way in massive 
federal spending that has 
gotten out of control. Archer 
said.

As a city councilman in the 
Hunters Creek community of 
Houston, he and the rest of 
the council once put in new 
roads, sewer lines, water, a 
police department and a fire 
department, and still 
lowered the tax rate for 
three consecutive years, he 
said.

When he was in the Texas 
Legislature, he added, 
“every million dollars was 
looked at very, very

carefully.”
But in Washington, “ I 

learned if it wasn't in the 
range of several hundred 
million dollars, no one 
seemed to look at it very 
carefully The closer to the 
people that government is, 
5ie more they can scrutinize 
it and it C sn’t become as 
much of an inflationary 
monster that can’t be easily 
changed.”

Consequently, he’s solidly 
behind the president’s at­
tempt to abolish numerous 
federal programs and allow 
state and local governments 
to administer them.

He's also for forcing 
Congress to balance its 
budget and restric t its 
sperrting to the money it has 
on hand.

“What’s good enough for 
Texas is good for the United 
States,” Archer said, em­
phasizing the surplus Texas 
has had for many years.

The former varsity tennis 
player at the University of 
Texas got into politics, he 
said, l^ a u se  as a small 
businessman he felt the 
unwanted interference of the 
government in people’s 
lives.

After getting a law degree 
from Texas, he served in the 
Air Force during the Viet­
nam War, then returned to 
Houston and began 
operating a livestock and 
poultry feed business started 
by his father. He was elected 
to his community’s city 
council in 1955 and served it 
for sever years.

“As I perceived govern­
ment taking away more and 
more of my life, I finally 
realized if I was going to 
control it, I was going to 
have to give more of my life 
to government,” he said.

“ I got very concerned 
about what I saw happening 
in government tiiat was-not 
appealing to me. It was the 
same basic thrust that has 
gone on unabated until this 
last election on the ability of 
small businesses to sur­
vive.

He won election to the 
Legislature in 1966, changed 
parties after 11 months in 
Austin and then was 
reelected to a second term in 
1968 without an opponent in 
the Republican primary.

Then, in 1969, he began 
hearing talk that George 
Bush was considering giving 
up his 7th congressional seat 
from Houston’s posh west 
side to contest ^ n .  Lloyd 
Bentsen.

Bush did challenge Ben­
tsen, and Archer announced 
for Congress, winning a hotly 
contested primary battle 
against Dudley Sharp Jr. 
and then defeating 
Democrat Jim Greenwood in 
the 1970 general election.

Harris County voters gave 
him the highest percentage 
vote of any Republican 
congressman in the nation in 
1972,1974,1976 and 1978 — an 
honor he failed to win last 
year when Rep. Clair 
Burgener, R-Calif., was 
opposed in San Diego by a 
grand dragon of the Ku Klux 
Klan and picked 'up 88 per­
cent of the vote while Archer 
drew “only” 84 percent.

The Watergate scandal hit 
Washington soon after he 
arrived. Archer terms it “a 
depressing part of Congress, 
because what occurred 
reflected on everybody in 
government.”

What followed, as the 
nation turned out 
Republicans and replaced 
them with Democrats, was 
tragic. Archer said.

“After the election of 1974, 
to be so completely out­
numbered in ashington by 
people who wanted to go in 
such completely different 
directions than we had gone 
before — which was to throw 
money in every program at 
whatever cost — was ex­
trem ely  f ru s tr a t in g ,” 
Archer said.

The cest of operating the 
House Ways and Means 
Committee grew in one year 
from $250,000 to $3 million, 
he added.

“We were allowed to make

six paid trips back home 
every year, and now we’re 
allowed 42. We had a staff 
allowance of $140,000; now 
it’s $350,000. You could have 
12 people on your staff; now

you’re allowed 22. You had to 
pay for your own newslet­
ters; now the taxpayers foot 
the bill. Tliat’s what the so- 
called Watergate Congress 
did in one year.”

Traveling around dm county,. 1 have visited with 
numerous growers who prefer to use a  dust rather than a . 
spray.’ In tests done in other areas, no differonoe can be 
demonstratod between a dust or spray application.

The secret of good dieeaee control with either of the 
pesticide formulations is early detection of the (fioease, 
thoroug) pesticide eeverage, and ronfinual applications 
as long ss weather condtUons favor dhesse development. 
When using dusts, apply them in the evening to get better 
(fistributlon of the pesfleide over the leaf. Dusong when 
leaves are wet with dew can' result in an uneven 
(fistributlon siBce dust will be attracted to water droplets. 
Sprays can be applied a t any time.

I often get tpiestione in the office about the effect of 
rainfall on a  spray or dust application. If leaves have 
dried far two-mree hours afim  the appUcation, little 
pesticide will be removed by rain. However, if foliage has 
not ( f a ^  then repeat spraymg or dusting.

For a pestidds to be effective against a  (fisease, it hhas 
to be on the leaf during the time srhen the pest is present 
and dev^iping. For most diaeases, that is during and 
immediately after rainfall or heavy dews. During periods 
when diseases are severe, it may be beat to apply the 
pesticide before a predicted period of wet weather. This 
wili protect foliagB and fruit during this critical period

The secret to disease control is to use the peroper 
peetidde, apply it at the proper time, and continue ap­
plications as long as the weather favors disease 
development.

DANVERS, Maas. (AP) — 
In an attempt to clear the 
air, as well as the area of the 
court near the basket, the 
Rules and Competition 
Committee of the National 
Basketball Association has 
voted to redefine the 
league's rule against zone 
defenses.

"(Xir zone enforcement 
situation was in a shambles 
last year,” said Axelson. 
"We want to enter next 
season with everyone clear 
about what a zone is and 
what it isn’t. And our 
referees will be instructed to 
enforce it UK) percent.”

The guidelines, will be 
tested in the Southern 
California Summer League 
and, if there are  no 
problems, the committee 
will ask the Board of 
Governors to adopt them for 
ase in the NBA next season.

The c o m m it te e ’s 
recommendations came at 
the end of the first phase of 
the NBA s annual summer 
meetings The governors, 
who have the final say on all 
rule matters but usually 
follow the com m ittee’s 
wishes, will begin their 
meeting in Cambridge, 
.Mass., Tuesday

any major changes, the rules
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committee did vote to 
recommend;

—Lessening the penalty 
for zone violationa, so as to 
encourage referees to 
strictly enforce the rules.

Bird spent 45 minutes at an 
attorney’s office Friday 
afternoon giving a sworn 
statement in connection with 
the suit filed by a San 
Antonio Spurs fan.

San Antonian Johnny A. 
Merla contends in the 
lawsuit, filed last year, that 
Bird spat on him and 
knocked him to the ground 
with a tote bag after a game 
in January 1980

State Ctpsrict Judge Rose 
Spector issued a subpoena 
earlier this week requiring 
Bird to appear at the office of 
attorney Ceasar Molina and 
give a tie position.

Merla contends he suf­
fered injuries and em ­
barrassment in the alleged 
incident outside HemisFair 
Arena after the Spurs had 
beaten Boston.

At the tim e, Boston 
players complained that 
they were harassed and spat 
upon by a group of angry ^ n  
Antonio fans as they left the 
arena.

Bird would not comment 
on the suit, but his attorney, 
Robert Summers, termed 
the allegations “completely 
unfounded.”

Summers said it was “a 
very sad situation” that 
N a tio n a l B a s k e tb a l l  
Association players could 
not travel to and from games 
without being harassed.

” I think he (Bird) was 
fairly well abused that 
night,” the lawyer said.

He attended 
ooed i^  school in Galveston, af­
terwards returning to Big Spriim to 
aet up hia own memcal practice, ’rhat 
practice spanned 57 years, during 
which he built the hospital now known 
as HaU-Bennett.

Dr. True came to Big Spring In 1MB 
from Ellis County in s e a i^  of a drio ' 
climate for his youngeat son, who had 
tuberculosis. He was already in Ids 
40’s when he came to this area and 
became Big Spring’s first medical 
specialist. He delivered 6,000 babies 
during Us 58 years of practice, and 
spent 46 (rf those years in Big Spring.

Hden Hurt, daughter of Mr. and 
Mrs. John Clifford Hurt and mand- 
daughter of Dr. Hurt was also pleased 
with the exhibit “I t l i ^  tUs is a 
lovdy gesture,” she commented. 
“Some of the displays that they have 
created are really fascinating.” Earl 
Luske, a member of Dr. Ttue’s family 
voiced his approval of the exhibit and 
described it as “wonderfully interest- 
iog.”

Also on display during the exUbit 
was the painting, ‘The Flrat Record­
ed Surgical Operation in North 
America; Cabexa de Vaca taking the 
arrow he^ from the InUan’s chest, in 
West Texas in the year 1535.” TUs 
paintihg was comminioned in 1965 by

descriptive account, w ritten  by 
Cabeia de Vaca, of the operation after 
Ua return to Spain. According to 
historical accounts, Texas’ first 
surgeon earned Ua title thorugh a long 
aeries of utaisual events.

Cabeu de Vaca set out from Spain 
for the New World in 1527 u ^ e r  
Captain Panfilo de Narvaez. With 
orders to conquer and colonize a large 
territory arotmd the Gulf of Mexico, 
five ships and 600 men set out, only to 
be c a u ^  by a hurricane and driven 
to the west coast of Florida.

After traveling overland in a fruit­
less search for gold, the group now 
reduced to 250, set out in barges in an 
attempt to sail to Mexico. Before the 
men again found- land, three of the 
barges were lost at sea, leaving 
Cabeza de Vaca as one of the few 
survivors.

place either in West Texas or Mexico. 

The painting was created from the

111 and near starvation, the small 
band of men could not have survived 
without the food and protection given 
to them by the IndUns that found 
them. In return for tUs protection and 
food, the men were forced to be vir­
tual slaves for more than six years. 
During that time, however, the 
natives conceived the idea that 
Cabeza de Vaca was a healer and he 
was compelled to “treat” the sick 
members of the tribe. The usual 
method of treatment used by the 
Spaniards was to bless the sick, 
tm athe on them, and recite prayers. 
Their efforts were weli rewarded, for 
the sick Indians all claimed to be 
healed following the rituals. The 
Indians, in return for the healing, 
treated Cabeza de Vaca and his men 
well.

In 1534, the Spaniards managed to 
escape from the Indians. Following 
their escape, they were aided in their 
travel by tribes of friendly Indians 
who had heard of Cabeza de Vaca's 
healing abilities. In 1535, one of these 
friendly tribes brought to him a man 
with an arrowhead lodged over his 
heart. With a knife, Cabeza de Vaca 
opened the man’s chest and found the 
arrowhead. Because the gitow had 
lodged eiewasBya, heicoiiHiiued to eut 
until he was able to extract the object. 
Since the Indian was bleeding a 
great deal, he then stitched the wound 
using a deer bone The surgery was 
successful, and the man recovered 
completely.

'Though it is not known exactly 
where this surgery took place, Cabeza 
de Vaca’s d ^ r ip tio n  of the area 
make it virtually certain that his 
travels led him to Big Spring and 
surrounding area over 400 years ago.

For aparkling windows, 
never use soap. Make your 
own perfect window washing 
solution by adding Vk cup 
ammonia, tk cup white 
vinegar and 2 tablespoons of 
cornstarch to a bucket of 
warm water.

Another solution — one 
, that’s cheaper and works 

better than com m ercial 
window sprays — is wind- 
shield-washer-fluid, the type 
that comes in a gallong jug.

For clean screens, try the 
dusting attachment of your 
vacuum cleaner. Or, brush 
with carpet scrape nailed 
into wooden blocks. If the 
screens are hopelessly dirty, 
take them to a do-it-yourself 
car wash. The high-pressure 
hoses shoot streams of hot 
soapy water and clean all 
grim and dirt.

Keep tennis shoes looking

like new by spraying heavily 
with starch. Spraying new 
canvas or rope trimmed 
shoes with a fabric protector 
keeps them looking new.

To keep paintbrushes and 
roUers i ^ b l e  after you’ve 
used them, clran  them 
thoroughly first, then soak 
them in a small amount of 
fabric softner and water 
before drying.

Brighten wall panelling by 
polisUng with shoe polish in 
the same color.

C^ean the insides of 
drawers vdthout disturbing 
the contents by covering the 
vacuum-cleaner noezle with 
cheesecloth and fastening 
with a rubber band.

Before storing wintor 
blankets for the summer, 
wash them andaddlcigw of 
mothballs to the rinse water.

Store out-of-season clothes 
in large plastic-lidded trash 
cans. Not only will your 
clothes be moth-proof, they 
will stay  dry in humid 
basement.

To cut down humidity in a 
cloaet, fill a coffee can with 
charcoal briquettes. Punch 
holea into the cover and 
place the container on the 
floor.

Eating nutritious goodies 
between meals is a good, 
healthy babit for c h ild m  to 
get into, according to a 
curren t Fam ily Circle 
magazine artide, “Super 
Sna<^.’’ H ea lth ^  snacking 
helps provide children “with 
a sound basis for a lifetime of 
sensible nutrition,’’ says 
New York pediatrician Dr. 
Mortimer L. Mark in the 
article. Children actually 
need snacks to kem  them 
going, says Dr. Fredrick J. 
Stare of Harvard Univer­
sity’s School of Public Health 
in the a rtic le , because 
they’re  so active that they 
constantly bum up energy. 
Besides, children’s stomachs 
are small, so thm  can’t 
consume as much during a 
meal as adults; yet, children 
may need more calories per 
day.

’The Family Circle article 
gives recipes for nuhitious 
snacks (like: frozen bananas 
on a stick, laced with 
chocolate; frozen pineapple- 
apricot yogurt sandwiches; 
cranberry whirl) and offers 
basic snacking tips and 
guidelines, including these: 

Think of snacks as mini­
meals that fulfill part of your 
child’s overall nutrition for 
the day. For example, if a 
child has a snack of raw 
vegetables and dip, don’t 
worry if he barely picks at 
his vegetables during dinner. 
And don’t make mealtimes 
into emotional battles.

Don’t allow children to 
snack an hour or less before 
a main meal.

Recognize that kids do 
have a sweet tooth. (Studies 
show that they’re bom with a 
preference for sweet-tasting 
things.) Satisfy that craving 
by keeping lots of fruit on 
tend — it’s got its own 
natural sugar.

Occasionally serve ' ice 
cream and chips and other 
not so nutritious packaged 
treats.

Special consitderations help 
in merture makeup applioatioris

Special considerations 
h e ^  when applying makeup 
to mature faces.

Apply moisturizer to a 
clean face to k e ^  valuable 
oil and moisture m the skin 
from escaping to the air.

Use fingers to apply 
makeup. Brushes can creat 
hard-looking, definite color 
lines.

Use cream  cosmetics 
rather than powder ones 
which can fall into and 
exaggerate facial lines.

Avoid pearlized products 
such as lipstick, cheek color 
and M ghli^ters. 'These tend 
to em^iasize lines.

Also, avoid black mascara 
which is generally un­
complimentary to older skin 
tones. Use brown or mid­
night for lashes.

Keep brows soft — never

distinctly outlined or harshly 
colored.

If you want to contour the 
eye with shadow, do so 
carefully. Use a darker color 
slightly above the crease to 
help “lift” the face.

To minimize laugh lines at 
the eyes and mouth, gently 
put a lighter foundation 
undo* and around the eyes 
and around the mouth. But,

A b68vy 
application will siiqply 
emphasize lines more. *

For a soft, matte fihUb. 
after applying base, patCtfae 
face li^ tly  with moisturtzer 
or with a sponge dampened 
with cold water.
