Ten more Haitian , their
departure from a Miami, Fla., holding
facility delayed because of lack of
space on a plane flight, were
scheduled to arrive at the Big Spring
Federal Prison Camp this afternoon.

The refugees were originally
scheduled to arrive with the 90 men
who were transferred to the camp
Saturday night by U.S. Immigration
and Naturalization Service order. A
plane chartered out of Miami at
federal expense did not have enough
space to accommodate the full
number of 100 refugees destined for
temporary holding in Big Spring.

The arrival of the 10 — booked
aboard a Texas International plane to
Midland and set to be bused here —
was confirmed to The Herald by camp
Assistant Superintendent Jerry
Fdwards.

Edwards also said INS péersomnel,
who have not accompanied any
refugees to Big Spring, would be in
town Thursday.

Details on INS
available, but ards said the INS
would begin a screening process
which will decide whether the
Haitians — who fled their island home
to find jobs in the U.S. — are accepted
as resident aliens or deported. ’

INS officials reportedly would hold
hearings before judges in the employ
of the immigration service in order to
determine the fate of the refugees. It's

In a move that may mean a
reorganization of the city’'s utilities
department, Bill Brown resigned
Monday as director of that depart-
ment.

Brown cited ‘‘personal reasons’’ for
the resignation, effective Oct. 1, 1981,
and declined to offer detailed reasons
for leaving his post.

He and City Manager Don Davis
said the departure was being made on
a friendly note, with Brown describing
his 13 years with the city as years
during which he maintained a ‘‘good
working relationship’’ with Davis's
office.

Davis announced the resignation in
a 9 a.m. press conference today,and
took the opportunity to indicate some
structural reorganization would be
made in the utilities department.

““Obviously, we're going to have to
do some reorganization when you lose
a person of this capacity,’’ said Davis.

Davis said he had no plans for
immediately lacing Brown and
conceded he might even split Brown's
post into a two-man position.

“I don’t want to cast anything in
stone yet,” he cautioned.

He said he had authority under the
city charter to hire a replacement and
make any other departmental
changes.

Brown said he will stay in Big
Spring and has not yet sought another

Polish plane hijacked

BERLIN (AP) — A Polish national airlines plane
with 50 passengers aboard was hijacked to West Berlin
on Tuesday.and a suspect was taken from the plane by
U.S, military’ authorities for questioning, a U.S.
military esman said.

The Poligh news agency PAP said the hijacked flight
had been heded from Katowice in southern Poland to
Gdansk.

The official agency said a “‘terrorist’’ brandishing a
weapon ordered the LOT airlines two-engined
propeller Antonov 24 to West Berlin and that it had
landed there.

It did not give any further details.

Maj. Larry Seals said 49 adults and one child were
aboard the plane when it landed at Templhof airport
just west of the Berlin wall at 1500 GMT (11 a.m. EDT).

“One man left the plane and is currently being
questioned at the airfield,”’ Seals said ‘‘No one was
reportd injured.

“What appeared to be a hand grenade and a handgun
were reported to have been carried off the aircraft by
the suspectecd hijacker,”” Seals said.

Postal workers on job

WASHINGTON (AP) — A tentative agreement to
avert a nationwide mail strike collapsed today after
union leaders said the final Postal Service wage offer
contained ‘‘a serious inconsistency’’ with what they
had accepted two hours earlier. Postal workers
remained on the job, however.

As the negotiations resumed, leaders of the two
largest postal unions said there were no immediate
plans for a strike by their half-million members.

The unions had threatened to pull their workers off
the job at midnight Monday, when the old contract
expired

Moe Biller, president of the American Postal
Workers Union, told his members today ‘‘to hang in
tough."”

Postmaster General William F. Bolger told report-
ers at mid-morning. ‘‘We had a misunderstanding; I
don’t want to go into details

“The mail is being delivered; people are working;
and isn't that good news,’" he added

Biller and Vincent Sombrotto of the National
Association of Letter Carriers said they thought they
had reached agreement about 2 a.m. EDT on a ten-
tative three-year contract

Integration plan opposed

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Justice Department has
decided to oppose an integration plan drawn up by the
Chicago school board as inadequate and un-
constitutional, department sources said today.

‘We will have a strong statement that the board’s
plan does not meet the constitutional requirements,”
said one source, who asked not to be identified.

The sources said the department’s opposition would
almost certainly prompt U.S. District Judge Milton I
Shadur in Chicago to order the board to redraft the
plan it submitted April 29 for integrating the nation’s
third-largest school system

Fhat plan, which would delay any mandatory busing
until September 1983, was approved hours before

Shadur's deadline on a 6-5 vote by the school board.

“We will not be filing a case,’ said police Sgt.

William Stanley. ‘“We had it ready to file, but without
the witness we don't have a case.”’

He said that Sheryl Brown, who with her mother
moved to Dallas only a few weeks ago, was the only
witness to the weekend attack. She died Saturday at
about 10:15 p.m. of a gunshot wound to the head

The man accused of attacking her was released on
$2,500 bond Sunday.

He was arrested about 1:30 a.m. Saturday after
police were told someone was screaming in a park.
Miss Brown was taken to Parkland Memorial Hospital,
where she was examined and treated for ¢uts and
bruises. She talked with a rape crisis counselor for
about an hour and a half

The counselor later reported that Miss Brown was
upset, but there were no signs that she was in any
worse condition than other rape victims

WASHINGTON (AP) —

Mickey
Leland, D-Houston, for
blocking an attempt by
House Majority Leader Jim
Wright of Fort Worth to
reinstate the benefits, which
both the House and Senate
whacked off in their budget
bills.

Gramm admits readily
that benefits are being cut,
but he insists that the only
ones hurt are a bunch of
freeloaders

Talking about cuts in
Social Security benefits is
‘‘an easy issue to
demagogue, but they don’t
have a leg to stand on,”
Gramm said

The cuts need to be made
and will cut almost $3 billion
in abuse from the Social
Security program over the

WASHINGTON (AP) —
The Republican-controlled
Senate today killed a
Democratic attempt to
preserve the minimum
monthly Social Security
benefit.

By a vote of 5246, the
Senate tabled, and in effect
killed, an amendment by
Sen. Donald Riegle, D-Mich.,
to the pending tax bill that
would restore the benefit.

The Senate voted 5345 to
end the minimum benefit on
June 23.

Today's Senate action
came after President
Reagan, accusing
Democrats of playing ‘‘on
the fears of many
Americans’”’ to keep the
minimum Social Security
benefit, said he would go on
national television to set the
record straight.

Meanwhile, the House was

In
1974 we brought in SSI
Supplemental Security
Income, which eliminated
the reason for minimum
benefits, but it was never
taken out.

Take
a widow getting half of her
husband’s benefit, which is a
minimum of $122 plus sup-
plement. This would not
change how much she would
get. It just means the
minimum would be lower
and the supplement higher.

There is no significant
information on the-
remaining 500,000 people,
Gramm said.

Guenter Maisch, who is a teacher at the
Hagnburg School for the Deaf in Germany,
was in Big Spring recently, studying various
aspects of SWCID, and in particular, talking
with SWCID personnel about the inter-
preter-training program.

Since Maisch became interested in sign
language, he and his colleagues who share
his interest ‘‘have started a little
revolution’’ in Germany, he said.

Last year, the World Conference for Deaf
Education was held in Hamburg, and
Maisch and his colleagues intensified their
study of interpreting for the deaf. A partner-
ship for the study was formed between the
Hamburg Association for the Deaf and
Gallaudet University in Washington, D.C.

Maisch came to the United States to tour
the Washington, D.C. facility, and while
there, met Sam Hill, a member of the
SWCID staff. Hill talked Maisch into coming
to the Big Spring-based school

“SWCID is wonderful,’’ said Maisch. ‘‘All
the teachers and staff can fluently sign (use
sign language).’”’ He also said he was glad to
see programs such as health education
being offered. - . .

Judge lifts Texas'
quarantine on fruit

DALLAS (AP) — A federal judge ordered
Texas agricultural authorities to end their
quarantine of California on the
same day that inspectors established the
blockades at four locations along the state’s
western border.

U.S. District Judge Patrick E. Higgin-
botham, acting on a request by a group of
California growers, signed a temporary
restraining order Monday night that lifted
the state quarantine on produce not certified
free of infestation by the destructive
Mediterranean fruit fly.

Higginbotham scheduled a Saturday
hearing on a preliminary injunction.

Texas Agriculture Commissioner Reagan
Brown said late Monday night that the state
would abide by Higginbotham's order.

““We removed the roadblocks ... I have
absolutely done everything I can to protect
Texas interests — now it is out of my han-
ds,”” said Brown.

‘““This crisis is not over... the very food
supply of this nation is in danger from this
insidious insect, every precaution should be
taken,” Brown said in a telephone interview
from his home in Austin.

Texas was one of five states that began
quarantining California produce Monday.

Mississippi and Alabama.

The Texas tine, which included 53
different varieties of fruits, vegetable and
nuts, went into effect at noon Monday when
inspectors set up checkpoints at four points
along the state’s western border.

Brown said no truckloads of California

were turned back, but three
truckloads had to be fumigated before they
were allowed to continue.

Higginbotham’s ruling came at the
request of lawyers for the California Grape
and Tree Fruit League.

The growers' attorneys argued the
quarantine was illegal because it attempted
to supersede a July 13 agreement between
Californa and the U.S. Department of
Agriculture that mapped a strategy for
containing the medfly infestation.

Daryl Arnold, president of the Western
Growers Association, estimated that a 30-
day quarantine by Texas could cost
California growers as much as $2 billion in
lost revenues. And Richard Harrington, a
lawyer for the growers, said California

Reagan agrees to ‘developing nations’talks

MONTEBELLO, Quebec (AP) — President Reagan, in
an apparent concession to American economic partners,
agreed today to preparations for ‘‘global negotiations’’ to

help poorer “nations in development and trade,
knowledgeable summit meeting sources ted.
Until now, the Reagan administration had refused to

commit itself to global negotiations on the ground that the
concept was too vague

The final communique of the seven-nation summit of
major industrial democracies concluding todaf' indicates
that ‘‘mutually acceptable circumstances’ will have to be
found for worldwide talks.

But Canadian sources at the summit said the qualified
U.S. commitment nevertheless represented a significant
breakthrough in the stalled dialogue between wealthy and

nations. Canadian Prime Minister Pierre Elliott
g,r‘:deau is a leading advocate of global talks on the rich-
poor issue

One U.S. official who requested anonymity said the
United States was satisfied with this agreement and said,
“We’re willing to talk about talking.”" -

He said the standard for engaging in such talks would be
‘‘a reasonable expectation of success.”’

The section of the communique on ‘‘North-South
dialogue”” says, ‘“We are rea to participate in
preparations for a process of global negotiations in
mutually acceptable circumstances offering the prospect
of meaningful progress.”

Third World nations have been demanding just such a
broad-based forum for improving economic cooperation
and aid programs between the wealthier countries of the
north and the underdeveloped south around the world.

The summit sources, who spoke to reporters on the
condition that they not be identified, said negotiations on
the North-South language were completed Monday night,
and the wording was accepted by Reagan and the other
heads of government at this morning’s formal summit
session.

Reagan met over breakfast today with Japanese Prime
Minister Zenko Suzuki, the last of the six heads of

overnment with whom the president has conferred in-
&vidunlly. White Hoyse aides said Suzuki spent much
time urglﬁg expanded technological and other aid for
developing countries in Asia.

Aides to Reagan said Monday that the other govern-
ment leaders concurred with a U.S. request for a meeting
of major industrial countries later year to consider
new restrictions on the export of goods and technology
that might be of strategic benefit to the Soviet Union and
its allies.

Breader reactor is fiasco

WASHINGTON Governmen/
boondoggles are always good for
evanescent headlines. But if they are
really to stick in the public craw, two
considerations are usually necessary:
The fiasco must occur under high
auspices, and the story must have a
certain oomph capable of kindling
public interest

By all the oomph indicators, the
Clinch River breader reactor at Oak
Ridge, Tenn., may not register high
It is an unheralded project, with an
awkward name, well off the beaten
path. But it is a multimillion-dollar
fiasco born of fraud and mismanage
ment

The plant, darling of the nuclear
power industry, is supposed to
produce more nuclear fuel than it
uses, which sounds like a bargain. But
it has been no bargain for the tax
payers who are unwittingly paying for
it

ORIGINALLY, IT WAS to be in
operation by December 1979, at a cost
of $669 million. But it has already cost
$1 billion, and the latest estimate is
that it won't be operational until
February 1990. By that time, the bill
will be at least $3.2 billion.

How could this happen? It's easy,
when the government officials who
are supposed to keep track of the
project’s contractors shirk their
responsibilities

According to a spokeswoman for the
Clinch River project, about 80 percent
of the cost increase was due to cir-
cumstances beyond official control. In
other words, the bureaucrats were
responsible for “only’’ $500 million of
the estimated $2.5 billion overrun.
That's bad enough

But it's actually worse than that. In-
vestigators for Rep. John Dingell, D-
Mich., told my associates Tony

James Watt, our much-hated much
loved Secretary of the Interior, has
inspired more discussion and com
ment than his position probably
deserves. He is appreciated and
supported by those who feel his view
of the environment is well-balanced,
and just short of despised by environ
mentalists who fear he doesn't give a
hoot about the land and wildlife

WHAT'S INTERESTING about this
is that Mr. Watt obviously loves it. He
has seemed to go out of his way to
make himself look ugly in the eyes of
his opponents, and he told Reagan
immediately after his appointment
that he planned to be so controversial
the president may have to fire him

There are those who believe his
wish may soon come true

To be sure, placing a dedicated
conservation-fighter like James Watt
in charge of the environment is a little
like placing John McEnroe in charge
of British protocol, but the reality of
what Watt intends, and is allowed, to
do is not so horrible. He wants to

1) Develop a long-range plan for
careful development of America’s
natural resources. 2) Use the depart-
ment's money to improve existing
parks before purchasing new ones. 3)
Ease the federal government's hold
on land in the western U.S. and in
Alaska. 4) Give private con-
cessionaires more of a say in how the
National Parks are run

Those goals are controversial, and
their success depends on Watt's
pledge to develop natural resources
with the care of a surgeon. But trying
to develop slowly instead of going

WASHINGTON — Secretary of De-
fense Caspar Weinberger has ten-

DEAR DR. GRAHAM: How can

I be sure that I am ready for

heaven? I have committed my life

to Christ but wonder if that is

enough. — R.D

DEAR R.D.: The Bible tells us there
is only one requirement for going to
heaven, and that is a personal trust in
Jesus Christ as our Lord and Savior

“For God did not send his Son into
the world to condemn the world, but to
save the world through him. Whoever
believes in him is not condemned, but
whoever does not believe stands
condemned already because he has
not believed in the name of God's one
and only Son'’ (John 3:17-18)

I want to be clear on this because |
am afraid there are many people who
misunderstand God's plan of
salvation. Many people, for example,
believe that the only requirement for
getting into heaven is being good
enough. Perhaps (they suggest) if
your good deeds are more numerous
than your bad deeds, then God will
reward you by letting you into heaven.

But this is not what the Bible
teaches. The Bible instead tells us that
God is holy and perfect, and will not

allow anyone into heaven who has
even the least stain of sin. ‘‘Nothing
impure will ever enter it, nor will
anyone who does what is shameful or
deceitful, but only those whose names
are written in the Lamb's book of life”’
(Revelation 21:27)

Since none of us can ever be good
enough, does that mean there is no
hope for eternal life in heaven? No!
There is hope, because Jesus Christ
has opened up a different way for us
He has done for us what we could
never do for ourselves.

He has fulfilled God's law perfectly,
and through his death on the cross he
has made sacrifice for our sins. He
offers us forgiveness and salvation,
and it is possible by trusting him and
turning to him as Savior and Lord.

at home. The land-based MX mobile
system adopted by former President
Carter is under heavy political fire
from such leading pro-defense
senators as Nevada's Paul Laxalt,
Reagan'’s closest friend in the Senate,
and Utah's Jake Garn. The Carter
system was to be based in those two
States

Putting the MX in the air would also
end environmental opposition known
to be particularly disturbing to Wein-
berger. But he has yet to solve what is
called ‘‘the interim question’': how to
fill the time gap before the long-
endurance airplanes are ready to fly,
perhaps by 1990

One selution currently favored by
Weinberger and under urgent Pen-
tagon stugly is to reopen the assembly
line for the giant C-5 cargo plane,
which can accommodate the MX
missile and launch it from the air.
Weinberger has been told that 100 new
C-58 could be ready to carry 100 MX
missiles by 1985

But lacking long-duration flying
time without touching ground would
expose the C-5 to roughly the same
vulnerability to sudden-surprise at-
tack that threatens B-52 bombers,
only a small portion of which is
constantly in the air. Air Force
strategists fear that using the C-5 to
fill the “interim’ gap would fail to
solve the problem: a survivable
basing system for the MX by 1985.

The committee of experts, headed
by Dr. Charles Townes, that Wein-
berger appointed to recommend a
basing system for the MX missile has
completed a split-decision report that
Weinberger has tentatively rejected.
Insiders say the report steers clear of
precise take-it-or-leave-it solutions.
However, its consensus clearly favors
some kind of land-based system —
although not the Carter proposal.
Townes also recommended thorough
study of a future airborne system,
partly to give the administration
running room if it decided to take that
route. Townes was careful to avoid
foreclosing any possible choice that
President Reagan might decide on.

THUS, WEINBERGER may yet
decide to proceed with a scaled-down
land-ba system to solve the
problem of the gap between 1986 and
1990, then switch to his first-choice
airborne system when the  Jjong-
duration airplanes are ready to fly.

This is the solution being lobbied
hard by Pentagon critics of the C-5
interim  solution. Air Force
specialists, with some strong support
within the White House, want an in-
terim land-based system — probably
some variation of the Carter plan — to
solve the prott>m of vulnerability
until the new aircraft are ready. They
claim that a mobile land system for
100 MX missiles, half the number
Carter planned, could be completed
by 1985 or 1986.

With Weinberger all but committed
to an airborne solution, the fight now
is how to fill the gap, and it | tobe
bitter boith inside the Pentagon and
out.

Increasing your deductible
helps lower insurance costs

Inflationary pressures have hit the car owner, the
homeowner and insurance industry alike.

It costs more to repair cars. It costs more to rebuild
homes. And, because of the same inflationary pressures,
the costs of insurance, which helps pay for car repairs and
home rebuilding, have also gone up.

Despite these pressures, however, policyholders are not
as helpless as they may think.

““One way you can keep your insurance costs down is by
increasing the deductible on your insurance policy,” a
spokesperson for Allstate Insurance Company says.

The deductible is the amount of money specified in your
insurance contract that you are responsible for before an
insurance company reimburses you for your loss.

““We support the concept of insureds assuming higher
deductibles on their policies and reward it with lower
premiums. They insure against the more costly losses and
assume the smaller losses which they can sustain easier.”

Before increasing the deductible limits on all your
policies, there are several considerations to take into
account. Examine the different insurance discounts being
offered. Also, look at income tax deductions and their
limitations for losses you may suffer — and the odds of
having a loss and what the loss may cost you.

Most insurance companies will have a set limit on the
amount of deductible a policyholder may assume. For
instance, in most states, Allstate will allow deductibles as
high as $500 on its homeowners policies, $500 on its auto
collision coverage and $250 on its auto comprehensive
coverage.

What about losses? How often will they occur?

The odds of having a loss are greater for the auto policy-
holder than the homeowner policyholder, the Allstate
spokesperson says

Therefore, you may want to assume a lower deductible
on your auto policy. The higher auto premium may be

offset if you decide to increase the deductible on your
homeowners policy

With personal property there is more to consider.

Personal property that would be covered to certain
limits under your homeowners policy — such as jewelry,

watches and furs — may be claimed as an income tax
deduction if they are not insured and a loss occurs. These
losses, however, qualify for Uncle Sam'’s subtraction table
only after $100 of the loss of each item is assumed by the

owner. For example, an $800 fur coat that is stolen
qualifies for a $700 deduction on your federal income tax.

If the property is insured and the insurance company
reimburses you for only $600 — based on depreciation —
then your tax deduction is limited to the amount not
covered by the insurance company.

And still, laws may limit your recovery to the item’s
original purchase price or its fair market value imme-
diately before the loss. Or the loss may not be allowed at
all if you do not have the original bill of sale.

For full protection of items that may appreciate in value
over the years, it is a good ides to insure them to their full
market value.

The purchase of a homeowners policy endorsement like
Alistate’s ‘‘Coverage J”’ — insurance for jewelry, watches
and furs — will increase the recoverable limit on your
homeowners policy. For instance, if your homeowners
policy has a $500 limit on jewelry, watches and furs, the
company’s endorsement will allow you to increase the
coverage to $4,000.

Or an endorsement to your homeowners policy that will
schedule, by listing in the contract the property and the
insured value you specify, will serve that purpose.

The extra cost to your homeowners policy for those
coverages could be offset when you increase the deduc-
tible on the policy.

C. Scott) and Marvin Miller ( Fairbanks Jr. in
the movie) are innocent of any guilt in this baseball-
less -go-round.

Rep. Wright to bring home

more goodies as speaker?

AUSTIN — Think ahead to
a time in the early 1980s. The
place is the National Capitol
in Washington,  D.C. The
issue: election of the next
speaker of the U.S. House.

U.S. Rep. Jim Wright of
Fort Worth probably will be
there, despite a 1982 fight
against both would-be
successors and a negative
publicity attack by a super-
conservative committee.

But all congressional re-
districting plans so far give
Wright a tailor-made district
that he should be able to win.

Fort Worth voters know
how nice it can be to live in
the district of the House
majority leader. They've
come: to expect that their
local-boy-made-good will
someday become the
powerful House speaker, and
thus be able to bring home
more goodies, such as
federal contracts for local
industries.

So, let's say that Wright is
in the House in our make-
believe scene as the speaker
is elected by the majority
party. What we must try to
imagine is whether he is
smiling while being sworn in
as speaker or sitting with a

Imagine that scene either
way, and you can better
understand the importance
of the congressional redis-
tricting struggle that has
been going on in Austin this

year.

Wright's political future
may be riding on how a few
lines are drawn between
congressional districts in
Texas, and he doesn’t have
much reason for smiling
these days.

Two events are necessary
for the congressman with the
bushy eyebrows to achieve
the position he badly wants:
The Democrats must retain
control of the House, and a
majority of those Democrats

must support him when
Speaker Tip O’Neill of
Massachusetts retires.

Democrats these days are
reeling under the awesome
popularity of President
Reagan. They are confused
and disheartened, either
swinging with pillows at an
agile giant or just sitting and
waiting for things to im-
prove.

Republicans surprised
themselves last year by
capturing a majority of the
100 Senate seats. In the 435-
member House, they are
only 26 seats short of control,
and if the Reagan band-
wagon keeps rolling through
the 1982 elections, they may
make it.

The way the boundaries
are drawn for congressional
districts in Dallas County
could determine whether
Republicans pick up an extra
seat there. They're already
expected to win two of the
three new seats Texas
earned by growing faster
than the rest of the country
in the 1970s.

It’s possible that new Re-
publican representatives
from Texas could help give
their party a majority and
make a Republican the
speaker of the House.

Even if the Democrats
maintain control of the
House, the expected
Republican gains could
prevent  Wright from
becoming speaker.

His supporters say he can

win the speakership easily.
But there are Democratic
representatives who don’t
like the idea of a Texan
becoming their leader.

They would be happy to
support someone else, and if
their number gains in the
1982 elections while the GOP
is taking Texas seats from
Democrats, they might deny
Wright his goal. Remember
that Wright won his majority
leader position in 1976 by
only one vote.

Denial of the s
to Wright would another
victory for Gov. Bill
Clements, who is getting
more than his share lately.

Two years ago everyone
wondered how effective a
Republican governor could
be in a state government
dominated by Democrats.
Today the answer is clear:
darn effective.

Clements chalked up an
impressive record for get-
ting his pet legislation
passed in last spring’s
regular legislative session.

Now, in the special
session, he's giving the
image of a man in control.
Thanks to a political working
arrangement with Speaker
Bill Clayton, he's pretty
much had his way on major
legislation in the House.
That’s particularly true on
redistricting.

Then, last week, the
Senate gave up the fight and
approved basically the
congressional redistricting
plan Clements wants.

Significantly, Lt. Gov. Bill
Hobby led the cratering.

kership

That left only a few
frustrated Democrats
muttering in disbelief at

Clements’ power.

It also adds to Hobby’s
image — acknowledged even
by some of his closest sup-
porters — that he is a nice-
buy type with administrative
skills but without the will to
play hardball with the
governor.

Many Democrats must be
wondering when the dark
cloud will move away from
thern. Wright certainly is
hoping the move will come
before that fateful day when
the speakership ballots are
cast.
