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Police cut back 
paperwork on 
'tender benders'

Starting Sunday at 7 a.m. the Big Spring Police 
Department implements its new policy c i spending leas 
time investigating minor motor vehicle accidents.

Police Chief Elwood Hoherz announced the starting 
date for the policy at a press conference held this 
morning in his ofrice.

Hoherz got the dty council’s approval of the policy 
last Tuesday at the council's regular meeting.

Hoherz stressed that police officers will respr~td to 
“ every accident, just as we have in the past”  — but the 
difference is officers will spend about five minutes 
investigating minor accidents rather than the 
estimated 15 or 20 minutes officers usually spend on 
“ fender benders.”

Accidents involving death and injury still would be 
completely investigated, Hoherz said, as would ac­
cidents involvii^ alcohol and drugs. Accidents in 
which a party fails to produce a driver’s license or fails 
to identify himself or to stop and render aid also would 
be investigated fully, he said.

Ofncers also would reduce the amount of time spent 
processing accidents on private parking lots, such as 
apartment parking lots, he said 

In the case of fender benders, all the officers will do 
is make sis-e the parties involved exchange highway 
patrol “ blue forms”  as well as their names, addresses, 
vehicle rei^tration and insurance numbers, the chief 
explained.

Accidents involving d ty vehicles and d ty property 
would be fully investiuted, he added 

Primarily, he explained, the purpose of the new 
policy is “ to cut down on paper flow There's more and 
more demand on the employees we’ve » t  . This is the 

ay a lot of departments are doing it. We’re notunioue 
in this.”

Hoherz told the city coundl that during the first three 
weeks of September his officers investigated 89 motor
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Police Chief Elwood Hohert aanouacet the new policy 
of spending less time investigating minor traffic acci­
dents.

vehide acddents Forty of them would not have been 
investigated fully had the new policy been in effect, he 
said.

Coundiman Larry Miller suggested implementing 
the policy on a temporary basis and asked the chid 
how much time he would like to see used for the 
program in its trial phase.

“ I’d like to see six months,”  Hoherz responded “ I 
don't think you’d get a fair evaluation before that.”

The coundl then modified the city code to enable the 
police department to Implement the policy. City 
Attorney Elliott Mitchell (who announced his 
retirement Tuesday) told the council they could repeal 
the code modification at the end of the six-month 
period if it seemed like the policy wasn't effective

Inconsistency' delays 
senior citizen housing

Canterbury, a complex of apart­
ments for retired and handicapped 
people, has received word from the 
U.S. Department of Housing and 
Urban Dwelopment that its request 
for an expansion loan - a loan which 
would have provided for an additional 
142 new retirement units - will not be 
funded this year, according to 
Guilford Jones III, attorney and 
housing consultant to Canterbury.

“ HUD turned down the loan request 
due to a technical inconsistency 
between the proposed project and the 
city of B ig Spring’ s Housing 
Assistance Plan which HUD uses to 
determine the city's housing need,”  
said Jones.

Jones explained the Housing 
Assistance Plan Is submitted to HUD 
every three years and the current 
plan was last composed in 1978 and 
thus reflected the need for elderly 
housing at that period in time

Jones said HUD referred to the 1978 
plan when it reviewed Canterbury’s 
request for a loan to expand 
retirement housing He said HUD 
turned down the acMitional funding 
after it diacemed Big Springs 
projected housing plans did not In­
dicate a need for more elderly 
apartment units.

Jones said the city of Big Spring had 
updated the Housing Assistance Plan, 
to show a need for elderly housing, but 
HUD evidently had considered the

expansion loan before the update was 
submitted.

City housing director Bill Hall said,
“ Under the Housing Assistance Plan 
the city makes a determination of 
what construction, subsidized 
housing, and rehabilitation projects 
the City might need and then the plan 
is submitted to HUD When the plan 
was made up in 1978 we weren’t faced 
with the housing shortage we have 
now, so wtien HUD looked at the new 
Canterbury loan it saw the request 
was, in fact, inconsistent with the 
needs of the city ”

Hall also said the city of Big Spring 
had updated the 1978 Housing 
Assistance Plan to include a revision 
for the new apartments, but the new 
plan was not timely enough for HUD 
to use when considering Canterbury’s 
situation

Despite the setback, Jones is op 
timistic that Canterbury eventually

will get its loan approved by HUD.
Jones said the current Housing 

Assistance Plan expires in December 
of this year and a new plan should be 
in the making by January, 1982. Jones 
said Canterbury hopes to resubmit a 
new loan application to HUD in 
January.

Hall said the Canterbury expansion 
is supported by the city and he expects 
the new Housing Assistance Plan to be 
revised to reflect the current demand 
for elderly housing.

Jones said Canterbury has been full 
since it opened in 1979 and the waiting 
list for apartments is in excess of 150 
people. He said it would take ap­
proximately three to three and one- 
half years to build the additional 142 
units.

The new apartments are scheduled 
to be built adjacent to the existing 
units at 1700 Lancaster, Jones said

The Coalition of Texas Organiza­
tions Serving the Deaf was seeking an 
80 percent i^uction in long-distance 
telephone rates for the deaf Moore 
said the PUC ordered a reduction on 
intrastate rates of about 50 percent. 
The reductions should become ef­

TTY for a long-distance call ”

A TTY is a teletype writer device 
which features an acoustical coupler, 
or modem, which enables signals to be 
transmitted and received over 
standard telephone equipment 

(Conversations between two com­
patible TTY units are conducted by 
typing information onto a typewriter­
like keyboard The message appears 
in printed form, similar to an LED- 
display, which can be read by the 
receiver of the message

The coalition also requested 
elimination of charges for required 
accessories, such as amplifiers, light 
signalers and loud bells, more access 
to telephone business offices and 
service (such as operator assistance) 
and placement of TTY 's in public 
telephone areas

Moor* explalnad the . oaalltlon 
sought these items because “ we were 
paying full-price for one-fourth of the 
service”

Many of the service* the hearing 
had access to were unacceasible to the 
deaf, Moore said, such as operator 
assisted calls, and the availaUllty of 
numbers to call in case of phone 
trouble or a disagreement about a bill 

“ It wasn’t fair to pay for service* 
we couldn’t use,”  Moore said.

Following the action taken by the 
coalition, Texans can now call three 
phone numbers which feed into a TTY 
device These number* can be used to 
report Inaccuradea on a phone bill, 
trouble with the phone, or to contact 
the telephone business office

Huts and loud bells, which 
previously had to be paid for monthly 
on the telephone bill Now, the PUC 
ruling says, “ auxiliary equipment 
that have been determined usable by 
the deaf will be made available for 
purchase at cost, with no profit to the 
telephone company ”

Moore explained that in order for 
people to take advantage of these 
options, some form of certification 
must be offered to establish deafness

“ We may have to show an audio- 
graip. or produce a statement from a 
doctor," Moore said. “ The exact 
procedure will be worked out soon ''

Help hummingbirds migrate, 
Big Spring woman suggests

Winter Is not for the bird* At least 
rtot for humbingbirds According to 
Bebe McCaslandof 183 West 17th, now 
is the time to remove all humming­
bird feeders

“ When the trumpet vine, red 
honeysuckle and red cannas quit 
blooming, it's time for the birds to 
migrate,”  she said today “ People 
need to bring hummingbird feeders in 
now, or if they keep getting food from 
the feeder they will stay. If they slay 
too long, they could be killed by, say, a 
hard freeze”

Aside from the danger of freezing, 
the small birds also risk starving to 
death if they do not migrate

"Hummingbirds also eat small 
insects as a source of protein," said 
McCasland, “ and after a freeze the 
insects are gone ”

Where do the birds go’’ According to 
the National Georgraphic’s book, 
“ Song and Garden Birds of North 
America,” Mexico Is a popular 
gathering for hummingbird* during 
the winter months Some of the birds 
fly as far south as the Latin American 
countries, and the rubythroat hum­
mingbird travel* 2,(X)0 mile* and 
crosses the Gulf of Mexico

McCasland says she is Interested In 
all bird* and works with the Bird 
Sanctuary in Midland.

“ Now is the time to send the birds 
south,”  she said “ Next spring, about 
April, they'll be back ”

Genher wiu continue to d n w  die strip, collaborating 
with Dean Young, son of “ Blondie's”  late creator. Chic 
Young.

Raymond collaborated with Chic Young until 
Young’s death in 1973. Then he and Dean Young 
worked on the strip.

Bom in RWenide, Conn., Raymood joined the art 
sU ff of K i i «  Features after h i^  school. He became 
CUc Youths full-time aasUUnt, and when, in 1937, 
Young went to Europe, King Features named 
Raymond to fill in «  artist and writer of the comic 
atrip.

The substitution was successful and when Young 
returned, Raymond continued to draw “ Blondie.”

In addition to drawing “ Blondie,”  in the I940e, 
Raymond sometimes subbed for Ms brother, Alex, 
creator of “ Flash Gordon,”  “ Jungle Jim”  and “ Rip 
lOrby.”

Raymond and Ms wife, Helen, moved to Florida in 
the 1960s and also maintained a home in Bermuda. He 
.is survived by Ms wife, four sons, three stepchildren 
and nine grandchildren.

Book on shroud re leased
DALLAS (A P ) — The author of a book that contends 

the famous Shroud of Turin is evidence (Christ was 
resurrected said We<kiesday be is at odds with 

' colleagues on a scientific team that examined the relic.
Kenneth Stevenson, a member of the team that 

studied the yellowed strip of linen beglnMng in 1978, 
said he has found Mmself In a tbeol^cal-scientific 
controversy.

His book was to be released today, a week after 
' announcement of the team's official results. The 
Shroud of Turin Research Project has declared that 
the faint image on the ancient cloth is that of “ a real 

; human form, of a scourged, crucified man.”
Some of the 40 team members “ do not have an ex­

planation but are not willing to accept the human 
image as a poaitive conclusion,”  stated one report.

' Stevenson said in his book that the 4-by-14-foot cloth 
is the burial shroud of Jesus and that the faint image is 
a “ scorch”  resulting from a supernatural resurrection.

He said he wrote from the perspective of a Cliristian 
who bdieves the shroud Is authentic. But many 
scientists disagree that the “ scorch”  theory indicates a 
resurection occurred.

“ Going in, I was pretty skeptical,”  said Stevenson, 
who joined tlie team when be was a professor at the Air 
Force Academy, “ but the more 1 have learned about it, 
the more convin<»d I have become that it is genuine”

Playing with matches 
started day-care fire

HOUSTON (A P ) — A cMId playing with matches 
taken from a teacher’s purse s tart^  a fire that killed 
three cMkkw in a day care center restroom, arson 
investigators have determined.

Dee Sherrouse, one of the investigators, said Wed­
nesday the Sept. 26 blase was started by a boy who was 
left unattended for about 30 minutes in a rear room of 
the northeast Houston building. He said the boy, who 
was not killed, and four other children were being toilet 
trained when they were left alone.

Another child told investigators he watched the boy 
take matches from a teacher’s purse and begin playing 
with them, Sherrouse said. Sherrouse said an in­
vestigation of the fire’s point of origin revealed apile of 
com l^ttble materials on the floor, including 
discarded papeprs, diapers, clothes and sacks.

Hie three cnildrca who died were trapped in a 
windowless bathroom. H ie dead were idmtified as 
Shamarion Brooks, 8; Chelsea Andrea StagMlI, 3; and 
Randrick Frazier, 2.

Floods reported in Panhandle

A moisture-laden cold front brought heavy rains and 
some flooding to the Panhandle today, but forecasters 
said the front would stall and not hamper recovery efforts 
in hard-Mt North Ontral Texas.

Unofficial estimates of property damage in 
Breckenridge and Haltom City near Fort Worth have 
risen to about 94 million. More than 200 people still are 
homelces in Breckenridge, and residenU there are being 
warned not to use municipal drinking water, a city official 
said.

Water continued rising in lakeside homes and 
businesses in northern Tarrant County, and at Eagle 
Mountain Lake, 20 residents had been evacuated Wed­
nesday before waters crested at 7 feet above normal. The 
level at Lake Worth was expected to crest at 4.25 feet 
above the spillway

Seven peraons have died this week after the remnants of 
a tropical storm hammered a Mne-county area with Mgh 
winds and rain. Tornados touched down in isolated areas 
and winds tore into buildings in Waco.

A spokesman for the National Weather Service in Fort 
Worth said a 20-mile-wide band of thundershowers bet­
ween Canyon and Pampa in the Panhandle should bring 
more rain to the area but not threaten points south.

In Pampa, where two inches of rain fell today, streets 
were flooded and two residents of a nursing home had to 
be moved after water seeped through the building’s 
foun^tion. Four inches of rain were reported at nearoy 
Panhandle.

Depths at low-water crossings Inside Palo Duro Canyon 
State Park near Amarillo measured two feet tMs mor­

ning, but Randall (bounty sheriffs officers said campers 
had not been stranded. At nearby Lake Tanglewood, 2.20 
inches of rain had fallen, and flash flood warnings were in 
effect for Armstrong, Randall and Gray counties.

Breckenridge C t̂v Manager Dwain ToUe said as many 
as 400 residents had returned to their homes tMs morning 
to remove debris and mud from their homes, and the city 
was still operating under emergency electrical power.

“ We know that as far as the city is concerned, our 
damages are going to exceed f l  million, when we look at 
the wastewater treatment plant, street damage and the 
whole thing,”  he said.

He said that state disaster officials continued to truck in 
water, but workers were clearing out the city’s water lines 
and had restored pumps to operation.

’ ’People are getting enough water for health and 
sanitation reasons,”  he said. “ We still advised them to use 
imported water for (kinking purposes.”

The city’s power plant is still inoperable, he said, after 
floodwaters from Gonzales Creek washed away trailer 
houses and moved houses off their foundations. T te  creek, 
gtollesaid, has receded below its banks.

” We are still in the process now of a general cleanup 
and refuse removal,”  he said. “ We have streets androaca 
cleared and we are helping to get the people to locate their 
lost articles.”

Woman gets 30 years in slaying of realtor
FLORESVILLE, Texas (A P ) — A woman who admitted 

shooting San Antonio realtor Julian Dess one time in 1979 
has been sentenced to 30 years in nison.

Irma Zani, 34, a Mexican national who was promised 
immunity to testify against her husband in the Dess 
killing, was sentenced Wednesday after being convicted of 
murder in 218th District Court

After District Judge Pat Priest of San Antonio 
pronounced the punishment, Mrs. ZaM shook hanck 
across the counsel table with Wilson County Distri<;t 
Attorney Alger Kendall Jr. and said, “ I hope God forgives 
you (or this”

Mrs Zani admitted shooting Dess but said her husband 
— who has been implicated in three killinu, including the 
mutilation death of his mother — forced her to pull the 
trigger after she thought the realtor already was dMd.

Dess’ body, wMch had been ravaged by coyotes, was 
found on a desolate stretch of the Padre Island national

Seashore on Dec. 8, 1979, four days after he disappeared 
wMle showing property to a couple in Wilson Countv.

Dess, 73, was shot three times in the head wlm a .25- 
caliber pistol, an autospy showed. Testimony showed the 
pistol was found by the FBI in Acapulco and had been 
purchased by Zani in Austin in Septemoer 1979.

In a statement introckiced into the trial, Mrs. ZaM said 
her husband, Robert, shot Dess two or three times and 
“ then gave me the pistol and told me to shoot Mr Dess. I 
told Mm ‘I tMnk he is dead ’ Robert Zani said, ‘So what?’ 
and Robert put the gun in my hand. I closed my eyes and 
shot Mr. Dess one time.”

Robert Zani, 37, is seving a 99-yesr prison term for Ms 
March 1977 murder conviction In the (leath of UMversity 
of Texas StudeM George Vizard at an Austin grocery 
store.

A federal grand jury also indicted him on a murder 
charge in Dess’ slaying because the body was found in a 
national park

DOE says heating oil, natural gas 
will be available, but expensive

WASHINGTON (AP ) — No shortages of heating oil or 
natural gas are expected tMs winter, but consumers will 
be paying more for both fuels, the Energy Department 
says.

The government's forecasters said that because of 
improvements to pipeline systems and Increased storage 
capacity in the New England area, the severe natural gas 
shorUges wMch Mt the region last winter should not 
recur.

Nationally, DOE’s Energy Information Administration 
predicted that both natural gas and fuel oil supplies would 
be adeouate to meet needs tMs winter.

The department projected that there would be a surplus 
of natural gas throu^ 1962 as residential consumers 
conserve more because of higher prices.

It also projected that the price homeowners pay for 
natural gas will go up 18.5 percent this year over 1960 and 
would rise another 13 percent in 1962.

The government forecasters predicted that residential 
customers will pay 95.(7{ per thousand cubic feet for 
natural gas for the remainder of this year and that the 
figure would jump to $5.83 by the end of 1963. A year ago 
natural ^  was selling for $4.07 per thousand cubic feet

The increases are coming about as the result of a 1976 
law which is gradually lifting price coMroia on natural 
gas. The Reagan aibnlnistration is preparing a plan that 
would speed up tMs decontrol timetable. O itics say the 
Reagan proposal wcaild hike natural gas prices by 60 
percent in one year.

The DOE predicted that the price of a gallon of heating 
oil will average $1.30 for the rest of the year, compared to 
96 cents last year. It forecast the price would be $1.31 a 
gallon by the end of 1962.

The forecasters said stocks of beating oil are 4 percent 
higher than they were a year ago and demand Is expected 
to be 4 percent lower than last year.

For gasoline, the DOE prcidicted an average price of 
$1.35 for the rest of this year, 10 percent higher than a year 
ago. It forecast the price would go up another dime in 1963 
to $1 45 a gallon by year’s end.

Overall energy consumption in the United States was 
expected to decline 1.6 percent from 1960 with use of 
petroleum products down 4 percert. However, the 
departmeM predicted a 3 percent increase in energy use 
in 1962 if the economy e m ^ e s  from the current business 
slump.

AUSTIN, Texas (A P ) — A 
state senator predicts 
Texans w ill pay higher 
property taxes (or schools if 
voters pass the water fund 
constitutional amendment 
next month.

Th e  am en d m en t, 
Proposition 4 on the Nov. 3 
ballot, dedicates half each 
biennium’s treasury surplus 
to water projects. It defines 
surplus as the difference 
between revenue and the 
state spending limit.

Sen. Carl Parker, D-Port 
Arthur, a member of 
Citisens Against Water 
Taxes, told a a news con­
ference Wednesday the 
surplus has enabled the state 
to pay a larger share of 
public school costs, slowing 
the growth of property taxes.

Without the surplus each 
session, “ property taxes 
would be out of sight by 
now,” Parker said.

He chided Austin Mayor

Oil royalty tax relief is needed
WASHING’TON D.C. — Some months back a woman 

from Clyde wrote to tell me that her widowed B4-yeor-old 
mother had been looking f<wward to her new oil royalty 
check as "a  good supplement to Social Securitv.”  
However, the woman found that the so-called "windfaU 
profit”  tax took IIOO.SO from her check for one month, 
lea ving her with only tlW.64

In another letter, a retiree from Del Rio, dependent on 
Social Security and royalty income, says his royalty 
payments were cut $20.01, to $62 0$, by the “ windfaU”  tax.

Last year, I traveled to Austin to preside over a Senate 
Finance Committee hearing on the effect the “ windfall 
profit”  tax has on smaU royalty owners This tax, in 
reality an excise tax on oil production, hits the pocket- 
books at millions at individual royalty owners — as many 
as 6SO.OOO of them in Texas. The typical smaU royalty 
owner is a person of modest means, holding title to an 
average of less than five barrels a day of crude produc­
tion

Not even a searing sununer heat wave could deter more 
than 3,500 dtlxens from coming to the hearing to protest 
what they consider an opporessive, unjust tax.

Among those testifying at the Austin hearing were 
elderly people who rely on their oil paymenU as a major 
source of income. A 76-year-old woman from Houston said 
the tax meant she would be unable to cope with rising 
medical and daily living cosU. There are also plenty of 
farmers and ranchers, who can’t sUy on their fanns and 
ranches without royalty Income.

When Congress det>ated and passed the “ windfall 
profit”  tax, I fought hard against strapping this unfalc 
burden on the ^ ck s  of hard-pressed smaU royalty 
owners. After the tax was signed into law, I co-authoi^ a 
blU to amend it.

This amen<!bnent, which was enacted Into law last (all, 
permitted royalty owners filing their liM  Income tax 
returns to apply for a “ windfaU” tax refund (or credit) of 
up to $1,000.

The tax credit provided some relief for smaU royalty 
owners, but not much. After all, they still had to go 
thrdligh the roundabout process of payinig the tax and then 
applying for a refund.

Meanwhile, the government was able to hold their 
money for up to a year, sometimes longer, without having 
to pay aity interest on it

Renntly I fought to include more permanent and more 
equitable “windfaU”  tax relief for small royalty owners In 
the iggl tax cut.

Under the new tax legislation, royalty owners will 
receive a tax credit of $2,500 for “ windfall’ ’ tax payments 
made in calendar year 1061. For the year* 1962-84, royalty 
owners wiO be exempt from the tax on the first two 
barrels of daily production Starting in 1965 this exemp­
tion wiU Increase to three barrels a day

According to the best estimates available this new 
legislation will completely exempt over 00 percent of our 
country’s royalty owners from the so<alled “ windfaU" 
tax.

They should never have been paying it in the first place.

Palestinian founded arms company

WASHINGTON -  The exclusive 

contract for shipping American arms 
to Egypt is held by a company that 
was fouiided by a Palestinian and may 
still be controlled by him.

Egyptian sourcea say they are “ 100 
percent certain”  that tome of the U.S. 
munitions were diverted to 
Palestinian groups and other 
elements opposed to assassinated 
President Anwar Sadat. These 
sourcea also suspect the Palestinians 
and anti-Sadat forces used their 
connpetion to gain valuable in- 
telligenoe about the inner workings of 
both the American and Egyptian 
military.

What makes the situation all the 
more startling to the involvement of 
Cabinet ministers six) other high 
Egyptian officials in the secret con­
tract manipulations. Amaxingly, the 
arms shipment contracted w o t^  up 
with the Palestinian, an itinerant 
merchant named Ali el Sborafa.

My associates Dale Van Atta and 
Indy Bacliwar have Identified several 
E^ptian Mgshota' who have been 
actively associated with the 
backroom deal. Thes^ iaclnds Brig. 
Gen Motmir Sabet, chief of military 
procurement for Egypt and brother- 
in-law of Vice President Hosni 
Mubarak; Kamal Hassan Ali, deputy 
premier and foreign minister, and

Defense Minister Abu Ghazala.
THE AMERICAN CONNECTION 

was Thomas Clines, a former deputy 
chief of covert operations in the CIA. 
He is also a c l ^  friend of Edwin 
Wilson, the renegade ex-CIA agent 
who jumped bail after indictment for 
smuggling munitions to Libyan dic­
tator Muammar Qaddafi. Wilson, now 
hiding out in Tripoli under Qaddafi’s 
protection, has also been identified as 
one of those working behind the 
scenes to get the arms-shipping 
contract for the Palestinian firm .

Pentagon, CIA and industry sources 
describe the E^ptian arms deal as 
one of the most suspicious they've 
ever seen Here’s why:

Part of the Camp David peace 
accords signed in March 1979 
provided for American arms ship­
ments to Egypt — billions of dollars' 
worth. Legitimate American and 
Elgyptian busineaamen eagerly went 
after the lucrative shipping contract. 
Two companies even submitted

At the time, Tersam was little more 
than an office in Geneva and another 
in Washington. It had no experience 
whatever in shipping The front man 
in Egypt was an Egyptian intelligence 
officer named Hussan Salem; ex-CIA 
official Gimes was the man in 
Washington But the silent partner 
and finacial backer was Ali Shorafa.

Shorafa. a merchant in the Gaza 
strip until 1973, tried to do business in 
E ^ p t with no success, and then 
settled in Abu Dhabi, capital of the 
United Arab Emirates It wasn’t till 
he hooked up with Salem that his 
fortunes dramatically improved 
Salem brought in the high officials of 
the Sadat regime — and Shorafa's 
dark-horse company won the race for 
the arms shipment contract

EGYPTIAN SOURt’E.S SAY it was 
pressure from the Pentagon and CIA 
that got Tersam the contract. They 
quote the deputy premier-foreign 
minister, Hassan Ali, as saying

In the first place, you need to realize 
that it is not necessarily easy to be a 
Christian.

Jesus — who knew what it was to be 
scorned by men — warned that his 
disciples would also know what it 
meant to be in the minority.

Also realize that Jesus Christ is with 
you every minute of the day He loves 
you, and he will always stay with you 
Even if you feel isolated from others.

"There’s no way we were going to 
jeopardize the Oct 6 parade ship­
ments by passing them to that com­
pany,”  said a Pentagon official So the 
Defense Department handled the first 
eight months of arms shipments itself

Meanwhile, the Defense 
Intelligence Agency and some honest 
Egyptian officials were checking into 
Tersam's credentials It was soon 
clear the company was not qualified 
to handle the arms shipments

Tersam solved this problem by 
subcontracting with legitim ate 
shippers — and changing its name to 
Egyptian American Transport and 
Services Corp Clines became 49 
percent owner of Tersam’s new in­
carnation. But the predecessor 
company owns the other 51 percent — 
and sources believe Shorafa, the 
Palestinian exile, still owns most of 
that

Constant, repeated unnatural stress 
on any joint can end up as arthritis — 
osteoarthritis, not the other kind, 
rheumatoid arthritis. Osteoarthritis is 
sometimes called the “ wear-and- 
tear”  kind of arthritis.

Reagan gained more time when Senate

leaders dsddad to postpons their vote from 
next ’Tuasday, as originally scheduled, until 
sometime the following week.

Tom Griscom, an aide to Senate

C. Byrd agreed on the delay because 
Reagan is to be in Mexico next week for an 
economic summit.

STOCKHOLM, Sweden (A P ) — ’The Swedtah Academy 
awarded Bulgarian-bom writer Elias Canettl the 1981 
Nobel Prize in literature today “ for writings marked by a 
broad outlook, a wealth of ideas and artistic power .”

The 76-year-old Nobelist, who writes in German, has 
prockiced novels, plays and memoirs since the 1930s.

One of his most wril-known works is a memoir from his 
youth “ Die Gerettete Zunge”  (The Saved Tongue), 
published in 1977.

CanetU has lived in London since 1936 For a time he 
lived in Austria and Switzerland, where he learned 
German, the language in which he writes.

State Supreme Court 
overturns rape ruling

HARRISBURG, Pa. (A P ) — 'The state Supreme Court 
overturned a rape conviction In an attack on an 80-year- 
old widow because the sexual assault may have occurred 
after she was dead

The court decided 4-3 Wednesday Uwt the Jury that 
convicted Albert A Sudler for the slashing murder of 
Lillie M. Katzeivnoyer and the Ixrglaiw at her apartment 
didn’t have enough evidence to c o n ^ t  him of rape.

" It  is clear that the Legislature intended the crime of 
rape to encompass only indignities to the living,”  Justice 
Samuel Roberts wrote for the majority. He added that 
abusing a corpse was a less severe offense under state 
law

The court upheld the murder and b i l ia r y  convictions, 
for which Sudler is serving consecutive prison terms of 
life and 10 to 20 years

Justice Rolf Larsen said in Ms dissenting opinion that 
the decision makes It impossible to convid a 
rape when the victim is killed.

BEIRUT, Lebanon (A P ) — Saudi Arabia 
is stepping up its campaigh on behalf of an 
alternative to the Camp David peace 
process following the assassination of 
Egyptian President Anwar Sadat. But Israel 
says it will make no concessions.

The oil-rich kingdom is expected to 
present Crown Prince Fahd’s eight-point 
blueprint for Mideast peace to the Arab 
summit scheduled Nov. 25-27 in Fez, 
Morocco.

WASHINGTON (AP) — President Reagan

Vickie Daniel recounts 
shooting of her husband

LIBERTY, Texas (A P ) — The widow of 
slain former Texas House Speaker Price 
Daniel Jr. told two medical aides she shot 
her husband, but insisted it was accidental, 
the aides testified.

“ She said she did not mean to do it,’ ’ 
Oscar Cantu, an emergency medical 
technician, told jurors Wednesday In the 
Vickie Daniel murder trial 

Mrs Daniel, 34, is accused of killing her 
wealthy, widely known husband at the 
family's stylish ranch house last January 

Cantu. 20, and co-worker John Anderson, 
the lead-off prosecution witnesses, told of 
arriving at the Daniel home within minutes 
of the nighttime shooting 

The medical aides and family friend Bill 
Buchanan, a broadcast executive, said they 
found Mrs Daniel crying and screaming 
and Daniel lying in a pool <n blood.

“ She was in a high state of hysteria, ” said 
Buchanan, whose Tuesday testimony was 
interrupted by the overnight recess.

Cantu, looking nervous and tense, said 
Mrs Daniel met him inside the front door 
and recalled her saying,“ He’s in the back 

The witrwss said he located the body in a 
hallway near a back entrance and that he 
checked but found no vital signs 

“ What happened’’ ’ ’ Cantu said he asked 
Mrs Daniel ♦

“ I shot him,” he said she replied 
Later, on cross-examination, c:antu 

elaborated, “ She said they were arguing, ”

" I t  is one thing, however, to read that item to say that 
such a tale is circulating and being given currency by 
estimable public figures who repeat it — and quite 
another to conclude from this that the place was In fact 
bugged and that the barters did in fa c tn «M | a | M u c^ ^  
scheme,” toP fls tsa iill’ f ■JjT.

, The Post said that such bugging was not Jimmy Car­
ter's style and “ based on everything we know of the 
Carter instijict and record on this subject, we find that 
rumor utterly impossible to believe.”

Carter's former press secretary and his lawyer have 
said Carter is thinking about suing for libel.

“ He finds it incredible,”  lawyer Terrence Adamson said 
today after the editorial appeared in the Poet. “ They said 
they published a rumor knowing it was false. ”

Adamson said Carter hasn’t made a final decision, but 
wrote this comment after reading the Poet editorial:

“ I consider the owners and publishers of the 
Washii^ton Post responsible for their libelous action and 
for their failure and refusal to correct it in a timdy 
fashion.”

"Man has a friend," tUke tells Velda, "they go through 
life together, good and bad, thick and thin. The friend gets 
killed, you do something about it.”

Kevin Dobaon ia Mike Hammer, the latest reincarnation 
of Mickcw Spillane’s tough-guy irivate eye. Despite its 
flaws — besides the inevitables, "Margin for Murder”  is 
too long, as moat two-hour shows are — there is a certain 
charm to CBS’ made-for-TV movie, to be broadcast 
tonight, 9-11EDT.

The good gu ^  win, and that's appealing. But no small 
amount of c r ^ t  is due Dobson hiniself, one of TV ’s rising 
young stars. "You know,”  Velda says early on, "inside 
that tough exterior, you’re quite a guy .”

And she’s right.
Hammer is summoned to the scene of a car wreck by his

The Big Spring City Council bit the 

bullet last night and accepted without 
complaint the news that the d ty 
sUnds to lose a subsUntial portion of 
federal funds in the near future.

The money is federal revenue 
sharing funds divvied out to cities 
across the nation each year. This 
year, as part of P r e s id e  Ronald 
Rea^n 's belt-tightening policies, the 
amount of revenue sharing may be cut 
by 12 percent.

In fact, it appears ineviUbie that 
the cut will come, so council members 
— who had before them a rssolution 
protesting the cut — decided to be 
philosophical about the matter and 
accepted the city’s fate.

"Tm t quicker we can get away from 
taking rnsney from the federal 
government, the better,”  said 
Councilman Larry Miller.

‘ ‘Everybody’s got to bite the bullet, 
but when it comes time, people say, 
‘Don’t give it to me, give the bullet to 
s o m e b ^  else,’ ”  remarked Coun- 
clhnan Jack Y. Smith, suggesting Big 
Spring should bite down hard and 
accept the pain of the cut.

The council then ignored the 
resolution and moved on to other 
matters. After the meeting. Finance 
Director Tom Ferguson told The 
Herald the city w o i^  lose $35,000 a 
year ‘ ‘if the fuU twelve percent filters 
down to us.”

The ntH>ney typically is used for 
capital outlays sudi as equipment and 
vetatcle purchases, Ferguson ex­
plained.

In other matters, the. council ap­
proved settling two claimg brought by 
dtisens against the dty which arose 
out of aeddents involving police 
cruisers.

Johnny Munoz was awarded $523.97 
was involved in a coUialon with a 
police vehicle Oct. 3. ‘The award 
equalled the lowest of three estimates 
submitted to the d ty for repairing 
Munoz’s car

That claim was awarded with little 
discussion, while the second claim 
generated a little  more head- 
scratching by the coundl Ricky 
Sneed was asking (or a payment 
rssultlng from a coUlaion with a police 
cruiser Sept 22. The lowest of threeST ffiSSr fSiJR'IM !
recommended paying Sneed Mdy $800,

which he determined to be the fair 
market value of the car.

Councilman Robert Fuller told his 
colleagues he thought it would be best 
to give Sneed both the market value 
and salvage value of the car, which 
Fuller figured to be around $1,100 ‘The 
coundl then approved an award in 
that amount.

Sneed appeared disappointed in the 
award and remained standing at the 
podium where he had made 1^ pitch 
for an award. He told the council, " I 
hope I can replace (my car) for 
$1,100.”

Coundiman Kuss McEwen told 
Sneed “ we’re attempting to be as fair

and equitable as possible”  Sneed then 
returned to his sest 

In other actloo, the council ap­
proved the signing of an agreement 
with Howard County which would give 
Ihe county tax collector the Job of 
collecting tbe city’s property taxes 
’The county made overtures to the dty 
in 1977 abwt setting up such a system, 
according to Tom Ferguson, but a 
formal agreement between the county 
and the dty council — which liked the 
idea — was never executed 

The way the plan would work is that 
the county would collect current taxes 
for a fee ̂  one percent and delinquent 
taxes for a five-percent fee The city

estimates it would be cheaper to nay 
the county to collect the taxes ratner 
than have a d ty  tax office in 
operation.

"An added inducement,”  Ferguson 
said in a memo to the council, is “ the 
fact that this would give a oneatop 
centralized location for paying 
property taxes, since the county 
would be c o l l i n g  for the dty, 
county and (Howard) coUsge.”

In other busineM, the coundl:
e  Approved Della Hague’s request 

to opm a day care center for up to 17 
children at 1514 E. 17th. Hogue was 
granted a specific use permit allowing 
her to remodel a bullmng she owns at 
that address — loned for single- 
family dwelling — and convert it to a 
day care center. She said she had no 
opposition from ndghbors and needs 
state approval before she can begin 
remodding.

•  Delayed action on granting Fran 
Hom^  a dangerous animal permit 
for Clyde, her dtlldren’s four-foot boa 
constrictor. Hooper said she bought 
the snake three months ago and 
initially wasn’t ̂ ware she needed a 
permit. City Inspector Dewey Byers 
told the coundl 14 letters were moiled 
to neighbors of the Hoopers to gauge 
thdr reaction to Clyde’s presence and 
out of seven letters returned, five 
were oppoeed to the request for the 
permit.

To get the permit, Hooper has to 
satisfy dty ordinances and state 
inspections mandating the safety of 
keMlng the soaks, Byers sold. He also 
said Hoopar needed to be able to 
respond to up to $100,0W liability in 
case of death or injury resulting from 
the snake.

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Extension Service offers 
tips on cutting budget

Stretch your meet dollar — 

and make a major impact on 
your food budget.

During 1981, food-price 
hikes will be due maiidy to 
upward trends in prices of 
meet and meat products, 
forecasters predict.

Since meat costa are 
usually the largest part at 
the food budget — 25-30 
percent, follow several 
meat-stretching basics and 
save.

Generally the moat 
economical meats are those 
that take longer to prepare 
— Including chuck or rump 
roasts. These are as 
nutritious as cither meats, 
providing high-qual ity 
protein, iron, B ritamins and 
some fat.

Let “ coet-per-serving" be 
a buying guide. Don’t go by 
"coit-per-nouDd’ ' only. T

figure according to "ccst- 
p-r-serving,”  determine how 
many servings a pound of 
various cuts at meat will 
yield, then look at the price 
per pound and divide It by 
the number at servings. 
Your answer Is the cost-per- 
serving

Here’s an example of how 
that works: Let’s say a 
pound of ground meat coats 
$1. R yields four servlngi. 
Divide $1 by four. The an­
swer is 25 cents, ao ground 
meat — in this case — costa 
25cents per serving.

Now compare that with 
riba. Say a pound of riba 
coats 80 cents. Riba only 
yield about two acrvingi per 
pound. So divide 80 by two. 
The answer Is SO cents, so 
riba, tai this tilsa, coots 90 
cents periervlng.

Surprisingly to some 
consumers, tte ribs are
