SINCE MANY OF our readers 
were not able to view the 
“ Candidates Forum” program on 
Channel 2 this week in which yours 
truly was a panelist for candidates 
Teel Bivins and Mel Phillips, we 
wanted to share the questions and 
responses that we tailored 
especially toward our local area.

QUESTION: Small cities have a 
problem with residents and 
businesses located outside the city 
limits. These residents and/or 
businesses enjoy the same 
privileges as city residents, but pay 
no city taxes. Would you favor 
legislation that would allow small 
cities to annex such areas?

BIVINS: It certainly appears 
that this issue dis-favors the small 
cities. But I’m going to have to 
educate myself on this issue, and 
see how it would affect both the 
cities and the outlying residents 
involved.

PHILLIPS: This is a good 
example of how the small cities are 
hampered in their needs to expand. 
If elected I would favor a law 
enabling the small cities to rectify 
this problem.

QUESTION: As we have 
mentioned, rural hospitals are 
hurting badly. One of the reasons 
is the fact that the re-imbursements 
they receive from Medicare and 
Medicaid may be 30 to 60 per cent 
below what they charge for certain 
procedures. What can be done to 
correct these inequities?

BIVINS: The formulas used by 
Medicare and Medicaid are the 
biggest culprits. Other areas also 
need to be explored, such as tort 
reform . Tb« -Supreme Court 
overturned a law passed by the 
state senate that put a cap on pain 
and suffering, where hospitals are 
involved. I’ll sponsor a constitu­
tional amendment to turn that 
around. Hospitals can’t afford 
liability insurance. Hospitals also 
have trouble affording Workmen’s 
Compensation Insurance, which 
also is a problem with other 
businesses. I would try to get that 
changed.

PHILLIPS: The first thing is to 
adopt a policy that all Texans are 
equal. This goes for other financial 
issues as well. Those living in 
Amarillo feel we’re city residents, 
but in many cases we get the same 
treatment as the rural areas do. If 
it was just West Texas that was 
discriminated against, we’d have 
an insurmountable problem, but 
you see the same thing in East 
Texas and in far West Texas. We 
have to put together a coalition. A 
Democrat can put this coalition 
together, and a conservative 
Democrat can make it work.

QUESTION: As you know, 
House Bill 72, instigated a number 
of programs for local school 
districts, but stopped short of 
funding the programs. Do you 
think this is right and proper, and 
if elected, would you pass a law for 
new school requirements without 
at the same time providing 
funding?

BIVINS: .The state legislature 
has had a nasty habit the last 8-10 
years of creating mandates, not 
only on our school districts, but 
also on our city and county 
governments, and not providing 
the funding: the 22-1 ratio, the 
mandated salary measures, and the 
career ladder, are all state 
mandates that are not funded and 
as you pointed out, that has caused 
our local school taxes to skyrocket. 
I’ve pledged to the people of this 
district that mandates without 
funding is wrong.

PHILLIPS: I think too often 
we’ve seen both the state and 
federal governments pass the 
burden down the line instead of 
assuming the responsibility and 
biting the difficult bullets. It’s not 
right for either the federal or state 
governments to pass a mandatory 
program for people in this district 
without providing the money to do 
it. You have to have state respon­
sibility, and I consider it 
irresponsible for the state to cause 
our people to pay for a state 
program. If it’s a state program,
they need to provide state money 
for it.

Jackie Morgan just can’t pick 
against the Dallas Cowboys.

Chiefs Are
Sugar Plant Termed Hoping to 
Vital For Area

With the 1988 sugar beet harvest 
underway, Holly Sugar Corp. and 
the Texas Sugarbeet Growers 
Association used the occasion to 
underscore the importance of beet 
growing and processing to the area 
during a “ Media Appreciation 
Day” tour on Wednesday.

Holly pays sugarbeet growers 
more than $30 million annually for 
their product. In addition, the 
Holly plant purchases from $4 to 
$5 million worth of goods and 
services within the area each year, 
and spends an additional $5 
million annually on utilities, to run 
its processing plant.

(An example of what it costs to 
run the plant during the processing 
season is seen in the fact that 
during this 110-130 day period, it 
costs the plant around $50,000 per 
DAY for natural gas alone, used 
mainly in cooking the beets in the 
sugar-making process.)

“This plant is good not only for 
the city of Hereford and Deaf 
Smith County--it is good for 
Amarillo, and for other 
communities in the Panhandle,” 
said Bill Cleavinger, president of 
the American Sugarbeet Growers 
Assn.

This year, there are 330 beet 
growers, with between 35,000 and 
37,000 acres of beets located 
within a 40-mile radius of 
Hereford.

The Hereford factory employs 
150 to 160 people on a year-around 
basis, plus an additional 400 
during the processing season. The 
plant’s annual payroll is around 
$5 million.

The Holly plant began 
processing the 1988 crop on 
October 1. It will operate 24 hours 
a day, seven days per week until 
processing is complete, according

to Dennis Printz, Holly’s 
Agricultural manager.

If the weather cooperates, 
harvest operations could be 
complete by the end of November, 
and processing would run into the 
early part of January.

The Holly officials explained 
that at the present time harvest is 
on a “ limited” basis, meaning that 
farmers can harvest either 
Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday 
or Thursday, Friday and Saturday.

While the weather is still warm, 
the plant tries to maintain a 
stockpile of beets on the ground 
that is equal to what the plant 
needs to process for a two to three- 
day period, since sugar content in 
the beets drops if they are exposed 
to prolonged warm temperatures 
after being harvested.

As the weather cools, full 
harvest can begin, as larger 
stockpiles can be made.

“ When the plant first opened, 
and they told us who could dig 
beets, and when they could dig 
them, there were a lot of upset 
farmers, because they did not 
understand the workings of the 
plant,” Cleavinger told the 
members of the press.

“ But as we became more
affiliated with the plant, and share 
in the profits of the plant, we 
realized that what was good for 
Holly Sugar Corp. is good for us 
as growers,” Cleavinger 
continued.

It was explained that due to the 
extreme high costs of operating the 
plant, Holly officials try not to 
have to stop the processing once it 
has started. “ Sometimes that 
means that some growers have to 
dig beets while their fields are 
muddy,” Cleavinger said.

In recent years, Holly has added a 
giant warehouse that has allowed 
the plant to really “go after” the 
grocery chain sugar market.

As a result, at the present time 
Holly is packaging sugar for 20 
different labels, in addition to their 
own Holly label. “ So if you don’t 
think you want Holly’s sugar, and 
you reach for another brand at 
the super market, you might be

surprised to learn that you were 
still buying Holly sugar,” said 
Gene Allen, Holly’s plant 
manager.

Even some generic brands are 
packaged at Holly’s plant, and this 
is the very same sugar that goes 
into the “ higher priced” 
packages, Allen said.

Allen pointed to the coding 
system printed on the tops of sugar 
packages and explained that the 
string of numbers that begin with 
an “08” identifies the package as 
having been processed at 
Hereford’s Holly Sugar plant.

The 1988 growing season has 
been a good one, aided by rainfall 
averaging five inches above 
normal. Early harvests indicate 
that the beets are averaging 13.4 
per cent sugar, somewhat higher 
than last year.

Rebound
The Friona Chieftains were 

licking their wounds while 
preparing to face the Tulia 
Hornets Friday, October 14 in 
their home-opening district game.

Tulia, according to Coach 
Tommy Moss, has some good 
backs, with adequate speed.

“ We did a good job at times 
(against Littlefield). We only gave 
the one long run. We just couldn’t 
get their receivers down after they 
caught the ball,” Moss said.

“ Returns per acre for the 1988 
crop could reach over $800.00 per 
acre,” according to Dennis Printz, 
Hereford’s agricultural manager.

Harvest proceeded last week 
with factory operations beginning 
Saturday, October 1. It should be 
complete by late November with 
processing to continue into 
January 1989.

Printz indicated the average 
grower in the Panhandle produces 
sugar to satisfy the needs of 
approximately 74 people. This is 
significant, as well as the 
thousands of jobs the local 
industry supplies, generating many 
dollars into the area economy.

Truck driving jobs to seasonal 
processing help at the Hereford 
factory are only a portion of the 
employment enabled by this 
industry as harvest crews in the 
fields perform the actual 
“ digging” of the crop. Many 
others still, are involved in 
transporting the finished product 
--sugar-to the market place.

Veterans Administration (VA) 
expenditures in Texas have had a 
positive effect on the local 
economy during fiscal year 1987, 
according to Waco VA Regional 
Office Director Steven L. Lemons.

“ The $1,909,390,261 that the 
VA expended in Texas during 
fiscal year 1987 went directly into 
the local economy,” Lemons said.

He noted that Texas veterans 
received $1,040,076,680 as com­
pensation for disabling injuries or 
diseases incurred while in the 
armed forces, or as pensions for 
wartime veterans with limited 
incomes; $95,632,799 for re­
adjustment and vocational re-

benefits; and 
for insurance and 

payments. An 
$53,677,711 was 

expended for facility construction 
and $621,318,021 for medical 
services and administrative costs in 
Texas.

“ The Veterans Administration 
proudly serves those who served 
our country,” Lemons said. “ The 
value of services and benefits 
provided to veterans doesn’t stop

The Littlefield Wildcats made it 
look like “just another day at the 
office,” when they downed the 
FHS Chieftains, 35-0 in the 
opening district game last Friday at 
Littlefield.

The Wildcats took just two plays 
to get the ball into the end zone, 
with Gonzales hitting Mike Smith 
for a 26-yard gainer as the ’Cats 
hiked their lead to 35-0.

On a third down play, Burney 
lofted a strike which Jacky 
Lafuente caught in full stride at 
about midfield.

The internationally acclaimed 
Gregg Smith Singers have been at 
the forefront of the world’s 
greatest choral groups for over a 
quarter of a century.

In 1968, Smith became artist-in­
residence at the State University of 
New York’s Stony Brook campus.

A year later, he became the 
director of choirs at the famed 
Peabody Conservatory in 
Baltimore.
