Chief Agencies Of 
Higher Death Rate 

In Annual Report
WASHINGTON, D. C„ D - .  17.— 

Influenxa and pneumonia were main­
ly responsible fur the Jump in the 
death rate which aniounUal to 50 more 
persons per 100,000 population in the 
death regi.sti^ than in the previous 
year, the Department o f Commerce 
announced today.

Increases were also registered by 
h—rt disease, which leil all causes of 
d—th. Deaths from whooping cough, 
cancer ami accidental fall.s at— in­
creased.

Death rates d—r—se«l were regis­
tered in tuberculosis, diphtheria, ma­
laria, and typhoid. A—idental deaths 
claime<l 74,1̂ 31, of which automobile 
a—htents were responsible for 14,411. 
Autos killeil only ll,r>00 the previous 
y—r.
