Conservation of Our 
Land Resources

by H. H. Kildee, Dean of Agriculture 
Iowa Stats College

During recent years we have become increasingly 
conscious of the importance of conserving our land 
resources. Accordingly, we have initiated conserva­
tion programs and practices which are sound and 
logical. Such action was and is urgently needed, not 
alone for the current generation, but as an obligation 
to generations yet unborn. As one result of the Dia­
grams adopted, much land (which because of its 
character and slope was being destroyed by erosion) 
has been turned back to grass. Thus, expanding live­
stock production has become an increasingly impor­
tant part of the program of conserving our natural 
resources.

Continual sale of crops off a farm or ranch results 
in serious loss of plant food. But the maintenance of 
plant food elements in the soil is urgently needed if 
our crop land is to continue to provide adeouate 
quantities of human food. Livestock farming is help­
ing accomplish this. For when land is used for craz­
ing, rather than for crops, soil erosion ceases and the 
unnecessary loss of plant foods is checked.

COI NTY’S RURAL PROPERTY 
SHOWS HUGE VALUATION

Farm property in Callahan 
county is now worth more than 
$12,191,000, and rural homes 
here and throughout the state 
are in the best condition in his­
tory, according to a report just 
released by the Tile Council of 
America.

More than 75 per cent of farm 
dwellings in Texas and the South 
are in excellent condition or need 
only such minor repairs as 
painting or general maintenance, 
the report revealed. Only 01.1 
per cent were in good repair in 
1940. The report was based on 
Bureau of the Census Surveys.

“The rise in farm income and 
property values since 1940 has 
been accompanied by a great 
increase in the number of rural 
homes equipped with such modern 
conveniences as electric lights, til­
ed buths and showers und runn­
ing water,” said F. B. Ortman, 
chairman of the Council’s resi­

dential construction committee.
Electricity, for instance, has 

gone into hundreds of thousands 
; of the nation’s rural dwellings 
I since 1940, Ortman said. More 
| than 59 per cent of all farm 
] homes now have electric lights, 
in contrast to 31.3 per cent in 
1940.

More than 32 per cent of rural 
dwellings in the United States 
today have running water, and

according to the Tile Council re­
port.

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3 Unions Block Labor Peace— Refuse Wage Boost 
Already Accepted by 19 Other Railroad Unions!

The Brotherhood of Locomotive Kngi- 
n»*ers. Brotherhood of Locomotive Fire­
men and Engine men and the Switchmen’s 
Union of North America, representing
125.000 railroad employes, have refused 
to accept the offer of the Railroads of a 
wage increase of 15'j cents an hour.

This is the same increase awarded 
1,000.000 non-operating employes by an 
arbitration board in September. 1917.

This is the same increase accepted by
175.000 conductors, trainmen and switch­
men by agreement on Novemlx-r 14, 1947.

Agreements have b<*en made with
1.175.000 employes, represented by nine- 
tt'en unions. Hut these thri-e unions, rep­
resenting only 125,000 men. are trying to 
get more They are demanding also many 
new working rules not embraced in the 
settlement with the conductors and train­
men.

Incidentally, the Switchmen’s Union of 
North America represent* only about 7% 
of all railroad switchmen, the other 93% 
being represented by the Brotherhood of 
Railroad Trainmen and covered by the 
settlement with that union.

S trike Threat
The leaders of these three unions spread a 
strike ballot while negotiations were still 
in progress. This is not a secret vote but is 
taken by union leaders and votes are 
signed by the employes in the presence 
of union representatives.

When direct negotiations failed, the 
leaders of these three unions refused to 
join the railroads in asking the National 
M«*diation Hoard to attempt to settle the 
dispute, but the Hoard took jurisdiction 
at the request of the carriers and has been 
earnestly attempting since November 24, • 
1947, to bring about a settlement. The 
Hoard on January 15, 1948, announced 
its inability to reach a mediation settle­
ment. The leaders of the unions rejected 
the request of the Mediation Hoard to 
arbitrate. The railroads accepted.

What Sou ?
The U nions having refused to arbitrate, 
the Railway Labor Act provides for the 
appointment of a fact-finding board by 
t/ie President.

The railroads feel it is due shipjiers, 
passengers, employes, stockholders, and 
the general public to know that through­
out these negotiations and in mediation, 
they have not only exerted every effort to 
reach a fair and reasonable settlement, 
but they have also met every requirement 
of the Railway laibor Act respecting tile 
negotiation, mediation, and arbitration ol 
labor disputes.

It seems unthinkable lhal these three unions, 
represejiling less than 10 per cent of railroad

employes, and those among the highest paid, 
ran successfully maintain the threat of a par­
alyzing strike against the interest of the en­
tire country— and against 90 per cent of their 
fellow employes.

The threat of a strike cannot justify grant­
ing more favorable conditions to 125.000 em­
ployes than have already been put in effect 
for 1.175.000. nor will it alter the opposition 
of the railroads to unwarranted wage in­
creases or lo changes in working rules which 
are not justified.

A glance at the box shows whal employes 
represented by the Engineers and Firemen 
make. They are among the highest paid in 
the ranks of labor in the United States, if not 
the highest.

Doyle Nordyka Chosen 
On All-European Squad

lDOYLE n o r d y k e

Doyle Nordyke, 20, husky son 
of Texas Ranger and Mrs. ( Ihr- 
ence R. Nordyke of Brownwood, 
has been chosen fullback on the 
All-European Conference Class B 
mythical football tcum from 
among U. S. Army military 
teams, according to word receiv­
ed from Germany, where he is 
serving in the Army Air Forces 
as a private first class.

The Brownwood and Baird 
youth was the top punter and 
top passer of the Conference f<>r 
1947 and was second highest 
acorer. He missed only one or 
two punts during the 1947 sea­
son and was a star member of 
the Rheim-Main Rockets teams 
which won tt»e ESAFE title hut 
lost to Frankfort for the Euro­
pean title.

Doyle plays all hackfield posi­
tion. He is stationed at the 
Rhein-Main Airfield. Frankfort, 
Germany, a n d  will enter some 
American college when his en­
listment expires in 1949.

Young Nordyke in 1945 pitched 
at d played first base for < <>g- 
gin Avenue Baptist softball team 
which won the Brownwood soft- 
ball league title. In the 1945 fall 
football season, he played with 
Baird High School, which won 
the district championship that 
year. He was voted the most 
valuable player on the team and 
made the all conference team.

His coach, Bill White, who had 
coached Navy teams for three 
years, said Doyle was the best 
all-round athlete he’d ever met.

In May,. 1945. Doyle joined 
the Army Air Forces. That fall 
he played with the Westover. 
Mass., Army Air Field team 
and was team captain.

During 1947, Nordyke, who is 
called “ Muscles” by his Army 
teammates, has been playing 
mostly Jhe fullback slot for the 
Rockets doing most of the pass­
ing and kicking, according to the 
Special Services Bulletin pub­
lished at the Rhein-Main Air 
Base in Germany. Early in the 
season, he helped coach the 
squad.

The Army newspaper contin­
ued: “  ‘Muscles’, as he had been 
nicknamed by the team, stands 
five feet, 10 inches ami weighs 
200 pounds more or less. He 
played high school football for 
four years for Baird High, where 
he made the all conference team 
and was voted the most valuable 
player in his last year. He led 
the conference in passing com­
pletions and punting. ‘Muscles’ 
played for the Westnver F'ield 
Flyers last season as quarter­
back on the T-formation. Univer­
sity of Texas may gain a valu­
able player in 1919 when Nor­
dyke gets out of the Air Force. ’ 

The Rockets wound up their 
1947 conference season by de­
feating Kafertag, 56-0, for the 
Central European Class B. 
championship. Stars and Stripes 
for Dec. 31, 1947, reported the 
AH European team selections by 
coaches, athletic officers and o f­
ficials, listing Nordyke as a 
hack on the first Class B team. 
The conference is divided into 
two groups of teams.

The Rockets staged an upset 
14-0 victory over the Gelnhausen 
Red Raiders. In that game, mid­
way of the second quarter, Geln­
hausen ran and passed to the

Rocket five-yard line and appear­
ed headed for a sure touchdown.

“ However, at this point Geln- 
hausen again fumbled, right into 
Nordyke’s arms, and the Rocket 
halfback raced 98 yards for a 
score,”  the Army newspaper ac­
count stated. It added that Nor­
dyke’s 49-yard average on punts 
kept the losing team on the short 
side of punt exchanges ev^ry 
time. The victory put the unde­
feated Rockets in undisputed pos­
session of first place in the ( en- 
tral Conference.

In the game for the l SAFF. 
title against the Landsbcrg 
Rams at Landsberg, Nordyke 
took a lateral from Fabecich, 
who had skirted end for 20 
yards, on the Ram 15 and 
“ rumbled the remaining 15 yards 
without a hand laid on him,” the 
Army newspaper reported.

Early in the season, the Rock­
ets lost 7-6 to Bremerhaven Port 
of Embarkation in the second 
game of league play, then won 
seven in a row. Frankfurt 
Blackhawks won the Class B. 
title.

Doyle Nordyke was born at 
Putnam, Callahan county. He 
lived all of his civilian life at 
Baird and B r o w n w o o d .  except one 
year at San Angelo, and return­
ed to Baird to play high school 
football because of eligibility 
rules which would have prevent­
ed him from playing at San 
Angelo or Brownwood.
