The Federal Government, through the Depart-
ment of Agricalture, his nlso established rules and
regulations governing the movement of cattle as
hetween the states, and to enforce the same have
waintained a corps of ngents ard  inspectors
throughout the United =tates and
quarantioe Hoes and distriets, thereby restraining
the movement of cattle with a view to the preven-
tion of the spresd of this aud other infietious dis-
eases. The result is that cattle froon all that dis-
triet lying above or north of the Federal quaran-
tine line are free 10 move at any season of the year
to any locality or market, ‘while those helow or
sonth of the lue are restricted to points whrhin the
area Included therein. In mwany of the states
where one part has been found to be free from in-
fection, the Federal Government has recognized it
by exiending the gonarautine lines and regulations

eral government had experimented along this line
for several yeurs The states of Texas Missouri
anod Hlinois and the Territory of Oklabowa also
made several and varied experiments In  se-
vordance with and in furtheranee of results ob-
tnined and prools made by the Federal govern-
ment and the states mentioned, ax well as other
states aud territories. the plan of dipping the cat-
tlein a solution of what I8 called extra dynamo
oil, which is nothing more than « high class of
lubricating o] with flower of -ul'.hu. ~“-'.q~u.l.d
therein in the proportion of cighty.six pounds to
the one thousand gallons of oil, was adopted.

It was discovered that ticks, when submerged in
this oll, shrivel up and die in wmost cases within
twenty-four hours, Vats, containing this oil for
the dippiug of eattle infested with ticks, were
erected in many parts of the United States, and in-
fested cattle successfully dipped in both an experi-
wental and commercial way Approximaiely,
about eight thousand head were dipped under the
supervision and in complinnce with the regula-
tione of this commission within the last four
months, The resullts were entirely. satisfactory
from an experimential as well as practical and
commercial standpoint. In sowe few cases where
caltle were young and weak 1 he dipping was at-
tended with disaster, but where cattle were in
good coundition the results have Letn wost satis-
factory. Couvsiderable complaint cawe frow the
owners of herds that were dipped who, wherever
any loss occurred subsequent 1o dipping, attrib-
uted the cawre of death 1nvariably to the dipping,
with no allowauce whatever for the injury the
cattle wmight have sustained while in trapsit on
ratlway cars or from the effect-of sudden climatie
changes,

and veterinarians of the department of the Bureau
of Animal Industry, proved beyond question that
in most cases the death of the stock could be at-
tributed more to other causes than that of the dip-
ping. ‘The heaviest losses occurred in herds of
cattle that had suffered greatly in shipment hefore
being dipped and thdat had come from a climate
which was much warmer than Oklahoma, and
when cattle were in very poer condition, The loss
amonyg the herds of Joeal cattle in good condition at
the time of dipping was proven by actual. compu-
tation to be less than one-half of one per cent,
I'bhe experience of this commission was and 1s
sutficient to warrant and justily the adoption .of
the dipping regulations governing cattle from the
‘ area. There has been some hardships up-
on the owners of voung and weak cattle during the
past year, caused by the dipping of cattle at a very
unfavorable season, but by the timely promulga-

established | Hion of these regulations for the future there need

pever be a recurrence of these disastrous results,

It being proven bevond the possibility of a
doubt that ticks carry the.fev. rand that the
dipping kills the ticks, the incalculable ben
efit and good rosulting from a vigid enforee
ment of these regulations and the resulting
freedom of movement of eattie at all seasons
of the year und to any and all loealities will
be =0 great in the end that the féew who have
suffered rnd lost, and the small per cent ol
loss that is likely to ocenr from the contin-
ance of the process, willbe so little as to have
no place for consideration,

Heretofore our farmers and smull stock
men throughout the Territory have saffered
heavily from the loss caused by Southern or
Splenetie fever, the infection of which was
brought into and among: their herds every
season by eattle from the infected area dur-
ing what has been known a8 “‘open season.’

farmers and
small ranchmen trom the ¢luss known as the
“feeders” who heretofore have made it a
practice of bringing infested cattle - from
these infected areas umong our local hoerds
for the purpose of wintering. In the spring

| the cattle are removed und either tanken to

the markets or back to the ranges, leaving

| behind them infection on every hand, the re

sult of which ultimately has beeu the destrue
tion of the mileh cows and small herds of
cattle which, inmany cases, were the main
source of subsistence and support

The principal objJection to the dipping of
cattle springs from this class who, by the
way, seldom are residents of the Terrvitory,
paying no taxes intq our treasury or in any
manuer contributmg to our weltare and who
have no further interest in the transaction
than in their owan gain Exagperated noews
paper aceaunts und compleints originating
from these sources have had a tendency o
prejudice the publie mind against the oficers
of the law charged with the entorcement ol
these regulntions and against the theory and
regulations themse es, but, In support of
our position, and in the furtherance of this
stutement, we bheg to refer you to the report
of the Sanitary boards of the other states and
territories and 1o that of the Burean of Ani

imal Industry and to other rules dnd regula

tions for the coming vear, sl of which huave
been based dand formulated upon the expernd
ences of the past year and all of which are
fdenticunl with those of this Commission,

We am sutisfed that when the
comes to adapt itsell 1o the new  regulations
and 1o witness the results ftrom time to time
dunrnng thecoming yoear, they wil regurd the
U antine e gilntions as they now  stand,
recognizing and entoreing the 4|1||||n|-_' regu
lmtions ns the greatest boon that has ever e
fallen the cattie industry of our country

“.julnlnn',i!\ reason of the existencos ol
the infection of Southern or Splenctiec fever
in the areas apameoed, the cattle therefrom
conld e moved to other loealities for pur
poscs other than immedinte slanpghter during
only two mwonths of the yem The resut of
this was o great hardship, not oenly to the
feeders of the nortn, but to the breeders of
the south aswell, for in case of an overpro
duction and surplus of feed on the one part,
cattie could not be had, and in case of great
drouth on the south and woest plaing the oat
tie could not e marketed or transported, e
ariting in great woss in both cases

Under the present regulations there is no
restenint whatever upon the movement of
cattle atter dipping, at any season of the
yoear, or to any locality Fhe result will Ix
that inn briel time Oklaboma's cattle in
dustry will be as sate and profitable as it is in
the northern states whoere the fear and loss
from this dread disease s not known and in
the sounthern loe 1ty where it hus no effect

The cattle industry of Oklnhoma has never
prospercd more than it has in the Jast two
yeurs, and especinlly in the western part
where the gquarantine regulations have been
mwore rigidly enforced by the oflicers and re-
spected by the citizens, Owirg to the ten-
dency of many of our citizens and loecal of-
ficers on our eastern border ta disregard the
enforceme tof the guarantine regulations
the beneficial results have not been as fully
realized. We hope, however, that with some
needed legisiation hereinafter suggested, we
may cure these evils, and hayve a uniform en-
forcement and regard for quarantine regula-
tions throughout the entire Teérritory

The present lawg are more modern than of
any other state orterrvitory in the union and
are probably, all things being considered, the
best, yet at the snme time are not without
some defects
A Section 3 of the present gquarantine regula-
tiong Axes the date of the goin: into eff-ct
each year of the regulations preseribed by
this Commission as contemporancous with
those of the Federal government, Our ex
perience leads us to believe that this should
e modified, and that the time should be left
to the discretion of the Commission, for the
reason that the regulations made by the
government, while they might be proper in
point of time for the states or territories
vn the Atlantic or Pacific coast they prob-
ably would not be for vs., The difference n
the chimate and alti-ude between the various

Luvestigation of all these complaints, | y | states nlong the federal line is very great, so

that what would be a proper date for one
might not be for another. We would there
fore recommend that this provision be mod-
ifled accordingly.

S8cetion 3 further provides and detines the
boundary line of the Territory. We belteve
thet this should be stricken out and that the
formation of this line be left to the discre-
tion of the Commission. Conditionsare con-
stantly arising necessitating loeal changes
80 that we believe the best interests of the
different parts of the Territory would be
subserved if tite making of the line was dele
gated to the Commission i

Under the present law there is no provis-
ion made for the enforcement of regula-
tions against the spread of contagious orin,
fectious diseases na ong other live stock than
cattle and horses. The wonderful growth
and advancement in the hog and sheep in-
dustries and the presence of infectious dis-
¢ ses among the herds thereof leads 'us to
sugg~st an amendment to the laws s0o a8 1o
inciude this class of live stock and to throw
around them such provisions and regulations
us are necessary for their- protection . We
would further suggest that greater power be
given to the sheriffs and deputies of the sev-
ernl counties of our Territory, 80 that they
may be enabled to act with full powers dur-
ing the absence of the inspeetor and until his
arrival and inspection,

Owing to a mistake or oversight by the last
legislative assembly the appropriation, mauade
for the expenses, a8 well as the per diem ot
the inspectors, was wholly inad:quate to

. meet the requirements of a fu | and faithtul

enforcement of tne law. The inspectors, un-
der the appropriation, were limited to 1550
allowance for ench month's expenses, which
prevented them in many cases from the em-
ployment of necessary means for the proper
enforcement of the law in their districts,
Unless they are provided with necessar,
means for a vightful execution, the law will
become practically of no force and effect
Under the present law they sre allowed $3 00
per day for time actually employed, and only
£1,000 appropriated annually to cover same
We would therefore request that you recom
mend an appropriation by this legislature for
a sumcient amount toenable them to work
every day in the year if necessary. and for 1
least £50¢ each tor eéxpenses for each year for
each of the years 1800 an t 1900, or so much
thereot as may be necessary Notwithstuand
itig the fact that sufficient appropriation  was
not made for the pay ment of expen<es by the
last legislature, all of the inspectors have
gone whead and expended money far In ex
coss of wont was allowed them under the
law, =0 that they were At expense consider
ably in excess of their allowanee, and each
of them has also served more days than
there was money approoriated to pay, W
therefore request that you recommend a de
ficiency appropriantion for the payment ol
the amount of £, or 80 much thercof as
may be necessary for their remmbursemem
for money exp nded in expenses in excess
of what was approprinted by statute, and
also for their per diem yet due them,

Section 1 of the presemt quarantine laws
proy ides for the election of one member as
secretary, upon whom devolves, under the
by dnws of this Commission, the sole diree
ton of the Inspectors in the discharge of
their du y and of the keeping of the  red
ords of the Commission, as well as  attend
ing to the correspondence and other re
quirements of the Comun ission. Fora proper
fultifiment of these requirements there is »
necessity of considerable « X poense incurred
n the way ol stationery, postage, telegraph
and telephone communications. We there
fore request that you recommend an appro
priation of SHX, or 0o much thercol as may
be necessary, for the payment of expenses
of the ofice of the secretary

{ 'nder the present law the number of days
duricLg the course of a year which this
Commission may hold legal sessions i= lim
Ited 1o twe v Owing to the Krowing Iin
portance and the Increasing amount  of
work we believe that it will require more
time, and would thercfore request that  the
law be modified aad the number of days in
creased 1o thirty

Owing 1o the dual capacity in which the
members of this Commission serve., belng
commissioned as members of the Board ol
Regents of the Agricultural College and ex
oficio members of the Live Stock Sanitary
Commission, we have been greatly alded in
our work as mombers of the Live Stock
Commission by being constantly in touch
with the faculty and work of the Agricultu
ral Codege and Experimental Station, which
goes hand in hand with the live stock inter
ests of the Territory., While the officers of
the Agricultural and Mechanieal College
and the members of the faculty thereol
have ever been wi ling and have ajded us in
our work as members of the Live Stoek
Sanitary Commission, it has been done vol
untarily on their part without authority of
law During the several times we have had
ocension to eall to our assistance the ser
vices of the veterinarian, Dr. L. L. Lewis,
he has at all times respond d, but, at the
same time, it has been with considerabl
hardships to himself, since no allownnee
wag o ade for his per diem or for his ex
penses while acting for us,. As we contem
piate the work' in the future we cannot
help but feel there wlli be great necessity
for the rervices of a competent veterin
arnan. We would therefore suggest that a
suitab ¢ amouut be appropriated for the
payment of the per diem of a veterinarian
and his expenses while ncting under the di
rection and order of this Commission.

With the above amendments to our Inws
and proper appropriation smade, we feel
that the growing needs of the live stock in-
dustry in the way of proper sanitation will
be served, and this greatest of our indus-
tries be placed on the basis of safety and
made still more inviting to the farmer,
ranchman and banker with his loans, Prop-
er regulations and a striet enforcement
thereofl are absolutely necessary. Without
them the interests of all—the ranchmah
with hig herd oy the tenant with his single

miich cow -are jmperiled and rendered dan-
erous and uncertain. :
