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IS THIS A GREAT
COUNTRY, OR WHAT! Last
week the "Silent Majority" finally
spoke out all over the country and
Boy! did the rest of society sit up
and take notice. Election Day,
Tuesday November 8, 1994 may
become known in future history
books as the "Republican Rev-
olution," the day when the
electorate shouted to the rooftops
that they were tired of governmental
intrusion into their private lives.

A socialized society was not what
our founding fathers had in mind for
America.

But changing directions takes
time. A system as big as this one
cannot be turned inside-out
overnight. Changes will require a
lot of patience from a public that
has already been impatient for a
very long time.

Be aware that the disarmed
Democrats, the White House left-
wing elitists, the well-entrenched
bureaucracy, the liberal media and
the sewage spewers in Hollywood,
will all be combining their efforts
to undermine every step which is
taken toward making the govern-
ment more workable and cost-
effective.

If you thought there was a lot of
negative stuff on the airways before
the election, just wait until the
Republicans get busy changing
regulations, discarding mandates,
cutting costs and laying off
government employees. The late
night comedians have already started
in on their jaundiced slant of the
newly-elected regime,

Before we get all smug and
complacent about what is going to
happen after the Republicans take
office on January 4, 1995, remem-
ber that we still have a lame-duck
congress in office and they are
being called back into session to
pass on a major piece of legislation
which will put the U.S. economy
under the control of a One World
Government.

President Clinton is pushing
Congress to ratify GATT (General
Agreement on Tariffs and Trade;
24,004 pages long) on November
29 (House) and December 1
(Senate). Congress will be given
only four hours of debate prior to
the vote.

The reason the President is
seeking "fast-track" approval on
this item is to sabotage the legis-
lative process (no ammendments,
no deletions, no filibuster). This
is the type of treaty which should
require ratification by a two-thirds
majority vote of the Senate, rather
than just a simple yes or no vote.

Just the fact that President
Clinton is so anxious to get this
legislation passed, should be a red-
flag wamning to public. We've seen
his "hurry up and vote on it" tactics
used several times in the two years
since he took office.

GATT will increase the federal
deficit by $31 billion in trade
sanctions and imposed tariffs.
(There goes your balanced budget
amendment, Republicans.) There's
a $2 billion provision in the treaty
which gives federal subsidies to the
Washington Post and the Atlanta
Constitution (both big Clinton
supporters).

U.S. Agriculture will be a
substantial loser under the GATT
deal, and American workers will be
competing with countries that pay
25¢ hourly wages It eliminates the
guaranteed minimum interest rate
on U.S. Savings Bonds, and
requires every newborn to have an
assigned IRS ID number (the mark
of totalitarianism). GATT and the
World Trade Organization (WTO)
will deny people in 123 nations any
choice in protecting their own land,
farms, food supply or health care.

The WTO is an international
bureaucracy with authority to decide
trade disputes, giving them power
over U.S. domestic policies in the
name of "unfair trade practice.”
All local, state and national
governments will be bypassed in
the interest of a global "free
market" run by a few large
international corporations and secret
panels or boards. Our states will

NEW LOOK FOR CONGRESS

Combest Expecting
Sweeping Changes

The next two years should see
monumental changes in the U.S.
government, according to
Congressman Larry Combest, and
he says he looks forward to being
part of this change.

"The people sent about as clear a
signal as they could send. It was a
signal for massive changes, for pro-
business and anti-regulations. The
business climate should improve
significantly during the next two
years. We've always said that
people are better qualified to spend
their money than Congress is,"
Combest commented.

The congressman for the 19th
Congressional District made these
remarks, and discussed other
ramifications of the recent election
during a conference telephone call
to several newspaper publishers and
editors on Tuesday of this week.
Publisher Bill Ellis was a part of
the group.

Combest said that the newly-
elected congress was looking
forward to trimming thousands of
govemment jobs. "Several thousand
employees will be replaced by a lot
smaller number of employees," he
said.

In response to a question as to
what his number one priority would
be, the congressman said that the
"de-regulation" of American citizens
had been his number one aim for
several years. "I want to help get
government off the people's backs,"
he said.

But looming as a threat to the
new congress' ability to restructure
government will be the Clinton
administration. "The administration
will try to legislate by executive
order, as a method of by-passing
congress," he predicted.

"The Democrats have been
abusing their power for the last 40
years, by overloading committees.
Instead of appointing a proportional
number of Republicans, most of
the committees have been virtually
totally Democratic in their
makeup," he said.

One of the things that the new
congress will do is to write a new
farm bill, and Combest hopes to be

a part of that for the area farmers.
With the new Republican majority,
the area congressman might be
offered the chairmanship of the
House Agriculture Committee,
although he has also mentioned in
regard to other committees.

With the defeat of area
Congressman Bill Sarpalius, that
leaves Congressmen Stenholm,
Combest and DeLaGarza as the
Texans on the Agriculture
Committee.

Concerning the House action on
the pending GATT treaty, Con-
gressman Combest said the
Republicans in the House tried to
have the decision on GATT delayed
until the new congress convenes
after the first of the year.

However, there is a time frame
connected with the bill in which
some action was deemed necessary.
"We hope to accomplish some
changes to the bill. There are some
concerns as to the way the bill is
structured. It's not the bill we'd
prefer.

Passage of the bill threatens
America's trade balance, requiring it
to compete against countries where
goods are produced by virtual slave-
labor, it has been pointed out by
opponents.

Congress is scheduled to take up
the bill on November 29, and it is
to be considered on a "fast track"
basis, which means no debate.

Concerning the GOP con-
gressmen's "Contract With
America,” Combest said that he and
his colleagues had taken a Calculated
risk when they signed the treaty,
but that they were confident that
their promises could be delivered.

"President Clinton may veto
some of the measures, but we plan
to deal with a number of bills that
haven't been introduced before. At
least we'll get them through the
congress," he said.

Also discussed was welfare
reform. "Much of the money spent
on welfare goes to the government
for administrating the programs.
There is no incentive for the
recipients to work. In fact, those
receiving welfare are often penalized

PROCLAMATION

By Executive Order of the
Honorable Clarence Monroe, Mayor
of the City of Friona, it is
proclaimed:

WHEREAS, April 1994
marked the twenty-sixth anniversary
of the passage of the Civil Rights
Act of 1968, which included Title
VIII, the Fair Housing Law, for
guaranteed equal housing
opportunity for all citizen; and

WHEREAS, Fair housing is
consistent with the principle of
equality and justice for all,
providing the challenge to combat
discrimination, and to broaden the
protection of the beliefs upon
which our nation was founded; and

WHEREAS, This month
provides an opportunity for all
Americans to rededicate themselves
to the principles of free choice and
to reacquaint themselves with the
rights and responsibilities that are
theirs under the Fair Housing Law.

NOW, THEREFORE, I,
Clarence Monroe, Mayor of the
City of Friona, do hereby proclaim

not be able to defend their own laws
against the WTO panels, since only
national governments will have any
standing.

Should Americans have the
freedom to set their own trade
policies? If GATT/WTO passes,
Congress cannot exempt any of our
American rights, because the WTO
agreement states "No reservations
may be made in respect to any
provisions of this agreement."

President Clinton enjoys
comparing himself with the late
President Truman. When inter-
nationalists tried to get GATT
started back in 1947 (known then as
the ITO), Congress and the Amer-
ican people were so opposed to it
that Truman didn't even submit it
to Congress for a vote.

Traditionally, lame duck con-
gressional sessions have only been
used in cases of national em-
ergency. There is no emergency
connected with GATT/WTO. Trade
will not cease. World trade will
continue based on the previous
GATT rules.

We have until June, 1995 to pass
or not pass on this one. The issue
is self-government. Democracy
should not be coerced by power-
hungry politicians and global
corporations. There is still time to
write and call your Congressmen
and Senators.

Childress Ends Friona's
Cinderella Season, 20-3

The Friona Chieftains ran up
against the toughest defense they
had seen this season in their bi-
district game last Friday, and the
Childress Bobcats overpowered the
Chiefs, 20-3.

The game, marking Friona's first
trip to the playoffs since 1986, was
played at Bulldog Stadium in
Plainview.

Friona stayed neck-and-neck with
the Bobcats in the first half, which
ended with Childress holding a 6-3
lead. But the larger Bobcats wore
the Chieftains down as the game

Childress, in the playoffs for the
ninth time in ten years, made a 72-
yard drive to open the game,
scoring a touchdown in their first
possession. The PAT kick failed,
but the Bobcats had a 6-0 lead.

Friona's first four possessions
resulted in four punts, before the
team finally found some
weaknesses in the Childress defense
and completed some passes.

Chieftain quarterback Jay Belcher
connected with Jimmy Arias on a
vital third down play, and later
connected with Cory Hamilton for
14 yards and another first down, to
keep Friona's scoring drive going.

Runs by Belcher and Chris
Hanna netted 18 yards, as Friona
reached the Childress 25.

Five plays later found the
Chieftains on the Childress six-
yard-line, before a pair of passes fell
incomplete. Belcher had Hanna
open in the end zone on the third-
down attempt, but Childress
defensive back Quenton Gould

Jprevented the touchdown by
knocking down the pass.

Kit Preston came on to boot a
37-yard field goal with just five
seconds left in the half, making the
score 6-3.

Childress dominated the second
half, scoring a touchdown and a
two-point conversion in the third
quarter to stretch their lead to 14-3.
The Bobcats added their third score
on the last play of the game, to
bring about the final score.

The Bobcats forced a Friona punt
on their first possession of the third

quarter, and got excellent field
position at the Chieftain 42. That
led to their second touchdown.

Childress quarterback Jason Keys
hit Gary Van Ausdal over the
middle for a 27-yard gain, setting
up a seven-yard run by Keys for the
TD.

Friona's last opportunity to
score came midway through the
fourth quarter when Friona drove to
the Bobcat 24. But on a fourth and
ten play, Belcher's pass to Juan
Gamboa gained only three yards,
and Childress ran out the rest of the
clock with their final drive.

The Childress coach singled out
the play by his defensive back
prior to halftime as being pivotal in
the win. "That was a very key play.
Who knows what might have
happened in the second half if they
had scored a touchdown right before
halftime?' said longtime Bobcat
coach Charlie Johnston.

Coach James Morton had words
of praise for the Chieftains. "Our
kids have done everything we have
asked of them all season. We had
opportunities to score some points,
but just didn't capitalize on them,"
he said.

The Chieftains were held to just
84 yards rushing and 88 passing, or
172 total yards, one of their lowest
totals of the year. Gamboa, who
had 832 rushing yards going into
the game, was held to only 33
yards, and Belcher, who had gained
over 100 yards in his last two
games, was held to just 16.

Friona had only eight first
downs, to 14 for the Bobcats.

Chris Hanna caught a pair of
passes for 54 yards, as Belcher
completed five of 14 attempts.

"The kids were pretty 'down'
after the game, but I tried to point
out to them that all of the teams
except one in our classification has

to end with a loss, and that over.

160 teams in 3A didn't make it to
the playoffs," Coach Morton said.
Morton said the district title was
a credit to the hard work by the
team and the coaches. "We

challenged the kids when they were
sophomores, to stick with it, and it

paid off," he said.

Common-sense Investing

"Making the Most of Your
Money," by Jane Bryant Quinn is a
common-sense investment book
that merits reading. It suggests
simple investment strategies for
various periods throughout our
lifetimes. More importantly,
however, it reminds us of five basic
invesment principles that are
invaluable at any stage of our lives.

Buy stock, Statistics show
that over periods of ten years or
more, stocks consistently
outperform bonds, savings accounts
and other fixed-income investments.
In fact, common stocks of large
corporations have yielded an average
of 6 per cent more than inflation
since 1926.

When investing in stocks,
Quinn advises doing so through
mutual funds rather than trying to
select and manage a portfolio of
individual stocks. The full-time
professionals who manage mutual
funds offer the expertise needed to
prosper in the stock market.

Diversify, Although common
stock has a  history of
outperforming other investments
long term, putting all your eggs in
one basket can be a costly mistake.
Limit risk by selecting different
types of assets, those whose values
generally do not move together.
Stocks and bonds are a good
example. When the value of one of
these assets falls, the value of the
other typically increases. In fact,
on Oct. 18, 1987, when the stock
market dropped more than 500
points, the bond market enjoyed
one of its strongest days in more
than ten years.

How do you choose where to
place your investment dollars? A
general rule of thumb is to place
money you will need within the
next four years in stable, relatively
liquid investments like money-
market funds, certificates of deposit,
Treasury bills and so forth.
Although you may sacrifice

income, your principal is not at
risk and is usually readily available
when you need it.

Money that you don't need
immediate access to can be invested
in longer-term investments, such as
stocks, mutual funds and longer-
term bonds, that have the potential
to provide higher returns over the
long term.

Be patient., Time is a great
ally when investing. Successful
investors view occasional
downturns as buying opportunities.
If a stock or mutual fund is
fundamentally strong, it will regain
its momentum. The concept of
market timing--buying low and
selling high--is difficult to
accomplish with any regular degree
of success. Statistics show that in-
and-out traders don't fare as well as
investors who adopt buy-and-hold
policies.

Reinvest dividends. If you
don't need the income provided by
your stock investments, put it to
use by purchasing more shares. It
can make a big difference in the
long run. For example, had you
invested $100 in Standard & Poor's
Index at the end of 1925, your $100
would have grown to $3,270 by the
end of 1991. However, had you
reinvested the dividends earned over
those 66 years, your $100 would
have grown to $67,559!

Understand risk, While undue
investment risk should be avoided,
refusing to take any investment risk
can drastically reduce your
investment potential. After all,
without risks there are no rewards.
You need to carefully define your
investment needs and goals to
determine how much risk you can
afford financially and mentally.

"Making the Most of Your
Money" reminds us of some basic
principals that can increase your
chances of investment success. By
following these simple guidelines,
you'll be more likely to achieve the
long-term financial goals you've set
for yourself.

How Good Is
Vision Screening?

Vision screening is a quick way to spot
individuals with obvious vision problems and
signal a need for additional examination and
care. It's a low-cost way for the motor vehicle
bureau to identify would-be drivers who should

“not be allowed behind the wheel without glasses. Screening helps

schools identify some children who won't be able to read the
blackboard, and community screening is often invaluable in spotting
amblyopia in young children.

But screening is not complete eye care. It cannot examine the total
health of the eye to identify vision abnormalities. It takes a complete
optometric examination to check eye coordination, side vision, tracking
and other visual skills. Eye charts may help the school find those who
are nearsighted--but not how nearsighted. Farsightedness and
astigmatism are not checked at all.

Some screenings for senior citizens do check for glaucoma, but
may overlook any other eye disease present.
