VN*e desired particularly to find out from 
these clear headeii gentlemen if, by or 
tliruugli tlie Trust, tliey believed that a 
way baa at last been found which would 
increase the value of the steer product in 
the markets of sale. Notwithstanding 
our painstaking labors, impartially con­
ducted. w ith respect to the securing of in­
formation desired, w e have not been able 
to find one cattleman, outside of the few 
gentlemen of our acquaintance connected 
with tlie Trust, who lielieves tlie Trust 
will lie in its operations of any permanent 
value to I lie prialucer. We regret that 
the facts of the situation ate as they are, 
for any factor of giMsi w liich can be inject­
ed into the cattle Imsiness at the present 
time would be as a sweet morsel under 
the tongue of the newsjtaiver man as well 
as to the cattleman himself. We are co­
workers. >:ach is striving to build up the 
industry and to share in a genera! pro8|>er- 
ity. It is not tlie wish of the journalist 
either to pick all the plums that may 
ripen for him self alone. In this disinter- 
ested attitude the journalist is largely d if­
ferent from the Trust. The Trust with

out question, so far as present appearaocea 
count for nnytliiug, would pick the plnms 
and eat them, Um>. In other words, it not 
only refuses to share them with the pro­
ducer, hut has the courage to ask the pro­
ducer to go into tlie tree and shake them 
down

But leaving Irehind this distreaaing 
feature of iuutility as connected with the 
Trust's operations, another feature of it 
should Ire discussed, so that all may un­
derstand the inherent weakness of an or­
ganization that premiaes so much but which 
in fact, can accomplish so little for the 
pniducer’s interests. The directors of the 
Trust, it is announceil, are elected for life  
or until they voluntarily lay down the du­
ties oi their office. The principle of di­
rect representation by tbe memberahlp in 
the control of the Trust is not a part, 
of the w ritten constitution nf tbe organi­
zation. Eleven men rather have come to­
gether atul said that we will occupy tbe 
directors' chairs ot this organization from 
year to year, from decade to decade while 
Uie breath of life remains within us. We 
will have DO successors. We are amena­
ble to nobody for any of our acts. We 
need pay no attention to the suggestions 
or requests of the membership. And so 
the list of what the directors are not re­
quired bi do gniws. No czar could be 
more auUx-ratic in his position than a d i­
rector in the Cattle Timst. And in this 
peculiarity of its organization Is one a t 
the greatest elements of weakness. Per­
petual directorship is un-American in 
principle. The idea has never been a 
forceful one in this country. The Trust 
cannot make it popular- The cattlemen 
will never give up their properties to the 
care and liaiidliDg of another person or 
persons unless there is some way provided 
through legal channels for them to hare at 
least an indirect control of their property.

The integi ity of the gentlemen compria- 
Ing the Trust no one seriously questions, 
and in all probability they.could manage 
its affairs from year b'year bimorably and 
conscientiously. Yet it should not be for-1 
gotten that many men once eminent in 
finance and occupying high positions in 
tlie comniercial affairs of the country are 
now eitlier in Canada or tbe penitentiary. 
Every busiuessahould be surrounded with 
reasonable protection from the errors and 
weakness of men. This the Trust has not 
provideii for -and it would grasp and con­
trol property amounting to many millions 
of dollars in value.

Imsiness enterprise, no matter what 
its theoretical nature may be, will 
hardly survive the temperature of mid-^ 
summer, its dissolution approecbes rap-

ico. botanically kndwo aa Atiroffnlus moU- 
ittimua. Upon this page may Iw seen an­
other loco plant more common than tbe 
preceding and found in abumiaoce on tbe 
high plains ami in tbe mountain ranges 
from w itisb  America to  Mexico. Its bo­
tanical name is Oxjftropia Lamberti*. Al- 
thodgh the tides are spparendy quite dif- 
iercnCtbe plants are r ^ l y  closely related. 
Dr. Aaa Qray, writing of tiie plants named 
in  tbe American Agriculturist some yean  
ago, said:

All tbe plants aent for identifleation and 
■aid to cause loco poisoning have been of 
tbe Leframinous' and of tbe Astragalns 
tribe. The species to wbicb this damage 
i s , attributed in tbe plains of Colorado 
prorea to be tbe Aatragulu* moUiMiuuacf 
Torrey—a very downy species.as its name 
indicatea. We nerer found this species 
on tbe mountains. But there tbe same ill 
nCects are charged upou plants of siniilar 
appearance), belonging to a nearly relateti 
gm ns, Oxgtropi* mainly to O. Ijtimbertii, 
wbicb abounds at all efeTatioos up to bOOO 
or 9000 feet. The botanical difference be­
tween these plants is so little that they 
m ight all be counted as species of Aatrag 
nias, ba t there is reason to think that 
th is peculiar AUragalwt of tbe plains of 
southern Colorado is much tbe imnrt dun- 
ceroos. For this species is not fimnd as 
fsr  north as Wyoining ami Nebraska, 
where the Oxgtropi* alsaimts <ni the 
plnina; and there we never heard of this 
tronble.

Theee plants sre sll of tbe legumes or 
pea fam ily, and tbe fact of their injurious 
character gave Dr. Gray occasion t.> write 
tbla very iateresting history of tbe pea 
fam ily: .

There was a prevalent notion that 
planta of tbe pea tribe {PapUiuttnewu* 
pLiitia) generally are inmiceut, if m>t 
wbrdeaume. s  No one suspecteii a tribe 
wbicb gave os peas, beans, lentils and tbe 
nbiqoituus peanut, and supplies such fod­
der as doea alover, medick, lucern, vetch 
and oow-pea. In  tbe first edition of his 
*‘N storai System,” Lindley wrote: ‘‘The 
general character of this tribe is nutri­
tious, or, at least, wholesome, properties.” 
Later the note is changed, and in the 
**Vagetable Kingdom” he declares of the 
order **tiiat, upon tbe whole, it must be 
considered poimnous, and tliat tliose spe­
cies which are used for food by man or 
anlmala are exceptions to tbe general role, 
tbe  deieterlous juices not being in such 

sofflcieutly concen tra te  t«i prove 
injarioos.” W hat a pity that our cattle 
are not better acquainted with tbe cor­
rected rale  I In  Eun>pe and in the Atlan­
tic stalaa no barm is known to come to 
cattle from want uf proper discrimination. 
But when European Hocks were taken to 
Anatralia, and to pasture sod forage 
afanost wholly new, thousands uf 
sheep perished in tiie Swan River 
colonv In consequence of cropping 
the  fesves of some leguminnutf plant 
to  wbicb they were attracted. W hat made 
the matter worse lor the botanists was 
tha t tbe very plants which did tbe mis­
chief had bMo recommended by vmm of 
them (Mr. Preiss, a German,) as the beat 
th ing  tbe sgricultural society could culti­
vate as'srtiticial fmxi for st<ick. But an­
other botanist, Drummond, a Scotcliinan,

Sot up some experiments and proved that 
le people were right jin charging the

damage to these very species (of Oaatro- 
which tiie German botooista on 

general principles expected to be inno­
cent sod useful. Tlie same plants are 
fatal to goats and even to cows and horses. 
Tbe symptoms, as described, are almoet 
exactly lUie tiinse produced i»y tbe loco- 
weed. In  other parts of Australia, species 
of s  different genus {Stcainaonm), very 
Hke Aatrmgmitu, and like tiie bladder 
senna (Ceietia). destroy cattle in tl^e same 
way. 

i t  is
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recorded that the poison plants of

LfX'O W EED .

Australia were fiaind on analysis to con­
tain a poisonous alkaloid, apparently Cgt 
iaiuy to which the Uijurinns properties 
are attribnted. It was tboaght chemical 
analysis aiight show something similar 
in our loco plants, but so far the analyses 
made do not disclose it. The plant shown

j in the engraving, Ojrgtropi* I^ambertii, 
grows in stnmgly rotited clumps and has 
an erect habit, ^ e  leaflets areabont oae 
inch lang by ooe-funrth to one-third inch 
wide, and are hairy, especially upon the 
surface. Tbe flower stiUks (says Dr. Geo. 
Vasey in bU description) protWds from

tbe root stalk and are nsnaUy t  to 13 
inebea bwg, naked e x c e ^  near the 
top, which has rather s  clese sad thick 
cluster of flowers, much liks tboas of the 
AttrmgaluM in general appearance, but 
differing in some minute characters wbicb 
separate it into another genus, and are 
succeeded by erect lance oblong pointed 
pods of about sa inch In length. The 
flowers are subject to mneh variation in 
color, some varieties being pnrple, tome 
yellow and others whits.

Tbe depart­
ment wonld be very glad to make further 
inreetigatlotm of thia diaeaee, but at this 
tim e It it  ao overwbeliiied with the 
work In coooeriioo with cootagiooa 
pleuro-pneumoala uf cattle that we are 
unable to detail anyone fur each inveati- 
gatiooa.

Cbarbno baa already baen inveatigated 
many Umea by different peraooa, and any 
Ktudiea dea ig o ^  to aecure farther lofor- 
luatina in reward to it muat oecoaaarUy be 
Tery tb n ro u p  and eateoded over a coo- 
!>iilerable p ^ n d  of time.

No form of medical treatment baa ao 
far proved of much valve. Tbe moat 
promiaing la perhapa quinine ia ooooec- 
tiuo with the miaeral acida, auch aa nitm- 
muriatic acid. In place of the qulniae 
the amorphous aalt called the ”chloadioe*' 
may be uirnd ia larger dnaea. I t ia mocb 
c liea|ier aad baa about tbe aame effect 
Where there are an maay aoimala, bow- 
f ver. it is a very diMcuit and coatly mat­
ter to treat them.

The disease is uun trac t^  from impure 
an<l ktagnaat water aad from low and wet 
paatarea. 8o l«mg aa abek run upon such 
paaturea aad have such drinking water it 
L> iiii|»naaible to prevent Um  diaeaae, and 
heavy Uieaea will be auidaioed in aeesoos 
that are favorable to the progreia of the 
malvly. If the aeiteaU caa be pat on 
higher aad better drmioed pastures and 
given pure ranDiag ea te r to drink. I 
think tbe diaeaae will aiMin disappear. I 
presume, however, fnan the locatiou of 
your couaty, tliat it is Inipoaaible to make 
a suiubie ^ a a g e  of paature. and hence 1

Judge Oresham, io tbe United States 
circuit court, has rendered a decision in 
the rase of tbe eleven ataliiona seised on 
the premises uf Henry Quince and Scott 
Cialluway, of Indiana, laat March, on the 
ground that they bad been frauduleotly 
imported. Tbe ataliiona. It appears, were 
the property of Albert and Wesley Fao- 
soiue, of Toronto, aad were brougfat into 
the United Sutea by Quince and Gallo­
way for sale for breeding purpooea. At 
the Doint of entry they made tbe mistake 
of entering the borsea in tbeir own name, 
iHit no dialKineat purpuae to defraud tbe 
revenue can be in fe r r^  from this fact, aa 
the real owners if preaant, could have 
made tbe neceaodry. aflklavitA But bare 
w as an infonnality upon which tbe caaa 
largely tu rned ; blit Judge Oresbam went 
farther and banded down a decision cov­
ering the general fcope of tbe law. Tbe 
liorsea were seised by a cuatoms detective 
• m an information filed in tbe United 
Sutes district court at Indianapolis, re­
citing tbia infonnality. and amertlng tbe 
iiorscs were imported for aale and not 
expressly for breeding purposes. Tbe 
parties in interest filed exceptions to the 
effect that tbe atatements aet up in tbe in- 
fonnation did not amtaint to a violation 
of the costom iawa, and theref«>re would 
not sustain a forfeiture of the animals. 
Judge Wood, of the district conrt, sus­
tained the exceptions, and the customs 
detectives appealing, tbe caae came before 
tbe United States circuit court, wbeo 
Judge Oresbam made the following decis­
ion, Judge Harlan coocorring, In which 
J u d n  Wood’s decision ia overruled:

porpoaea ia required aa a cooditiou pre­
cedent to tbe free entry of animals of that 
class. Tbe sworn autem ent in this caae 
w tt made by Quince and Galloway, and 
not by the owner, and tbe aoimala were 
not imported expressly for breeding par- 
poses, but for speculation. The regnla- 
tioo In question waa reasonable and neces­
sary for tbe protection of tbe goverement 
from fraud. Exemjptloa from doty ia tbe 
exception, and tbe Fansoma were obliged 
to show by a tm tbfal statement of tbeir 
own, or by aome one antborized to act for 
them, noaer oetb, that they were entitled 
to enter the animals free. While the 
statute was doobtleas enacted In the in­
terest of breeders and for the purpoee of 
improving tbe atock of tbe country sod 
thns incretuing Ita weahb, it will not bear 
tbe onuatruettoo contended by the counsel 
fur ciaimaiita. I t  does not aey that all 
animals, male o r female, fit for breeding 
or capable of breeding may be entered 
free. If  that had been tbe intention of 
coogreoa, why use tbe words ‘̂ im a la  
especially imported for breeding por- 
pooee V  I t  would be as unfair to the gov- 
emment to give it tbe oonatmetioo 
claimed aa it would be to importers to aay 
that having once, in good fd tb , entered 
animals free by making the required 
p m f  they may not thereafter sell them. 
The autute la aatiafled when tbe osmer In 
good faith imports animals expreealy for 
breeding, and he is therefore at liberty to 
change hla mind and sell them, or nae 
Uiem aa if they bad never been imported. 
If tbe chargee in tbe information are tm e 
tbe rlaimanU canoed false affidavlta to be 
made and presented to the collector, and 
surceeded in having tbeir animals entered 
free,’ aa tbe property of others when they 
were subject to duty, and thereby suc­
ceeded io defrauding tbe government of 
i ta J M  doe.

The Judgment of tbe district court is 
reversed with inatmetioos to over-rnle 
tbe exceptiooa to tbe information. Jus­
tice Harlan coocura in tbe opinion.

Spotted  H o r t a Chinooks.
Following are extracts from a letter by 

Joaqnia Miller, “The Oregon Poet,” who 
baa been paying a visit to tbe Pacific 
coast Tbe letter waa written to tbe Butte 
/atrr-Jfeuatef'a and waa dated at Walla 
WalU;

Tbia and surruunding region for many 
a hundred mile is tbe native land of tbe 
spotted horse. I have seen in this va^ey 
as many as 5,000 spotted horses in a sin- 
gle band. In one of our Indian wars tbe 
auldiera were ordered to destroy tbe prop­
erty of tbe beaten and flying savages. 
This property consisted mostly of horses 
—those beautiful sod aagacious spotted 
borsea that at that time filled all these 
fertile valleys. The cavalry drove tbe 
many bands of spotted horses all together 
agaiost tiie steep and stony banks of the 
Columbia and tbe soldiers were set to 
work to shoot them down. I t waa a tedious 
task, for there were many thousands of 
these poor horses. I record with pleaanre 
that tbe soldiers seemed to do their work 
with reluctance. At laat tbe horses seem 
ed to undersUnd. Here and there they 
■toud out singly facing death, falling in 
tbeir Uacks very quietly. But after the 
sbooting had bMn going on some time 
they suddenly seemed to grow desperate. 
There was aUll more than a thousand of 
them le f t They raised tbeir heads in tbe 
air, circled nmnd and round, and uttered 
such wild and unearhiy cries as no mao 
will ever bear again. AH at once, and in 
a body, they wheeled and plunged bead

long over tbe perpeodleidw banks o f tba 
CblutBbia liver, i m  a w n to a t to vtew in 
tbe gatberinf n i |M  and booming river 
that daMMd agnaat the craga below. 
There was not o m  of this a p le ra d  band 
of m itted  boraea left alive. And why ere 
tbe borsea spotted here ? Look at the spot­
ted moiintaiaa of aoow that encircle os 
here, and then gtt ana read tbe story of 
Jacob and his spotted sticks and tbe cattle 
troughs in your faqilty Biblif.

Some years ago when I wrote aboot tbe 
Chinook winds the amall wits made great 
sport But since 1 wrote a magiaioe 
aketch of these strange winds acientiata 
have had the matter in band, and they 
hold Uiat these winds Mow in from tbe 
Japan aeas. instead of Mowing np tbe 
Colorado JrfHn tbe hot sands of Aiixona, 
aa I once lielihved. But be that as it may, 
the Chinook wind is the one thing that 
makes this vast northwest babitaMe. Tbe 
wlmH oane suddenly; and when they 
strike you you want to sit r i r t t  down and 
re s t I t  is like the breath of aprii|g. And 
they never come except on tbe coldest 
day. They strike the high headlands 
first. Tbe brown bUla are swept of aoow 
in a single hour. Tbe rivers begin to boom 
and break tbeir banks and sweep the val­
leys. Then there is a rush to get the cat- 
tie and boraea to tbe to the bUla.

Tbe qoMtion of protecting tbe Macks of 
alfalfa that are now being made. Is one nf 
vital importance to tbe ranchman. Little 
of th b  vaJoabb crop can be placed under 
sheds and to secure a cheap and easily 
adjnstabie cover b  a deaidef^um not to 
be overlooked. One of tbe simplest forms 
In making a cheap hay cover b  to use

Origin o f th e  HoHtrtn-Friadinn Oatt la.
I h e  Holstein.FrVeaiaoa, as they are now 

called, originated in the lowlaodt of Hol­
land, in irbat at present are tbe provinoea 
of Friesland and North Holland. They 
moM probably descended from the ’’Auer- 
ocka," the wild cattle once native In 
northern Europe. Tbe Friesiana, a Ger­
man tribe, wlm aettled Holland about2000 
years ago, owned large herds of these cat- 
tie, which grazed the abandaot paatorea 
in tbe lowlands during tbe summer; in 
the winter, when tbeae pastures were 
fiooded,the cattle and th eb  owners retired 
to the higher woodbnda. When the 
country became more aettled, other tribes 
took poaaessioD of those higher lands, 
leaving tbe biwlands for the Friesiana and 
their cattle. Then neceaaity compelled 
the Frieaiaos to accomplish a work which 
b  admired to- the present generation, and 
ahowa what can be done by constancy and 
nnlty. With their primitive tools and im­
plements tltey succeeded in throwing op 
hills, sometimes a mile in circumference, 
high enough to offer a safe retreat from 
the water.

On these hills {ttrpem ) they bnllt tbeir 
v illa m  and wintered their stock. As lit­
tle else could lie obtained the Friestaos 
were coinpeUed to gather bay for their 
cattle in summer to feed daring tbe win­
ter, and thus we find in the berinnlog of 
the Christian era, in the luwlaoda of llo l-  
land, cattle Hkeltered and fed. TTib extra 
care daring the winter and the abnudaot 
pasturage during summer had afavontble 
effect upon the cattle, and they soon ex­
celled the cattle of tbe surroaodiog coun­
tries io site  and shape.

Wbao northern Europe emerged from 
barbarism, IfiHland beciune famous for its 
cattle and dairy products, for, though civ- 
illxatloo gave H<41aod windm ilb and 
dykes, aad thus the water within its boun­
daries, tbe country remained a low coun­
try—too low and wet to be of much value 
for agricultural purposes.

Step br step tbe black and white cattle 
advanced, until they reached the b i ^  
|K>iDt of excellence at which they now 
Stood. But it must be admitted tbeir anc- 
cess is due more to centuries of care sod 
unusually favoralUe circumatoncee for 
tbeir develotunent than to acieotific Iweed- 
Ing. Tbe majoritv of the breeders of 
Dutcb cattle iu tlieir native country have 
but little idea, even at the preaeut day, of 
tlie most simple principles of breeding. 
But for centuries they have kept tbe best 
ca ttb  for themselves, sim|4y because they 
knew that tliese paid tbe liest; and they 
kept tbe bulls of tbeir best cows simply 
bacauae they knew, as a ru b , these made 
the beM bulb. And with these limited 
ideas of breediuc they aiiccecded in pro­
ducing aorae of the liest cows yet known. 
Nothing shows better the poasibillties of 
the breed, afid American breeders having, 
as a rule, a better knowledge of the art of 
breeding than tbeir Dutch pr^ecessnrs, 
and bavTag berd-bnnks to g u i^  them, will 
donbtleaa auoiwed in prodncing a race nf

cattle aa far above the present Hoiatola- 
Friealana aatbeae are aoperior to tbe na­
tive or “scrub” cattle of the United te la a .  
To aocompliab this, however, will reqirira 
close M d y  and un ttrii»  labor for caoara- 
thiQS to come.— Prim  E ua tf ftp T. I t .

The result was a farther 
oligbt decline in tlie early dsfja o t oar re­
view week, but aiuce M ow^y the loss 
has been pretty mock regained, prices 
now remaining much tbe aame as at tbe 
rloae of oar last review. The per cen t of 
straight com fed cattle is getting lighter 
every day, and an unsatisfactory' market 
may he ex[>ectrd for moat cattle until 
grasafed beasts begin to Miow Ormoeas. 
Tlie ‘*wasby” cattle of which so many are 
now coming in, kill bedly, and alaa^hter- 
ent dislike to handle them. I n  this re­
gard range cattle are in tbe “same boat** 
with oatiTea. There were better receipu 
of them in. tbe past week, but they were 
nothing but stocitera. No beef ateera 
liave y rt arrived from Ike piaina. A few 
of the beat New Maaioo ■Kara were 
uken last week by oak draomd baaf men, 
hut they killed oat ao badly that for the 
)>ast week they bare been )et alook by 
(his class of bayera, thua oompelliog

to look aolely to feodcra for par- 
chaMn. And for Texaa eatUo thia de­
mand la alxraya a  doabtfal one at thia 
lima of tka year, aa many feedora are 
afraid of Introdaelng ferer with them. 
Tbe reach la priees are eery low and aalea 
alow, and m  hnprorem ent need be looked 
for nntil tlw artirala abow good beef ooo- 
dition ao that alaugfaterera can handle 
them. NaUee Mockera in aympatby with 
other cattle were alao weak, but there was 
a fair demand for the best young gmwtby 
cattle. Green cows dead dull, bulls and 
oxen bard to sell and little inquiry for 
milkers and apriagers. Taking U all in 
all tbe market is very aiek, auffering from 
being gorged, and a healthier tone can 
only be brought about by a redaction in 
tke aupply.
