I It having lieen communicated to me in writing by the CiUtie Sanitary Board 
'o f  New Mexico, and from the I'niteii .''tales Bureau o f Animal Industry, that 
a certain fatal, coiitainuiis and iiifwtious disease, commonly known as pteuro- 
pneumonia. exists ana has become epidemic among bovine rattle in the itetea o f 
S'ew York, New Jersey, Marvland, The District o f Columbia, Virginia, Pennsvl- 
vani^ and Ulinoia, and in the foreign countries o f England, Scotland and the 
Dominion or Canada, and that such i-onditiona exist aa to render ancfa diaeaae 
liable to be communicated to the cattle in tlie Territory o f New Mexico through 
the importation o f the same froui such states and foreign eountriea, and 
particuLarly through the general stock yanis located in the diW o f Chicago in 
the State of Illiiiot^ and the city o f Kaiuiaa City, in the state o f  Miaaomi; aW> 
that cattle have been known to have been exposed to said contagious diaeaae 

'and infected therewith without exhibiting any itymptoma thereof for a period o f 
six montlis fnmi and after such eximaiire.

T iik k k k o k k  I, FalmuiHl G. Ross, Governor of the Territory o f New Mexico, 
under and by viitue o f the {xiwer and authority vested lu nie by law, do 
hereby forbid tlie shipment and the inqiortalion into said Territuay in any 
manner whatever o f all bovine cattle from eitiier of tbe aliove named atatea and 
foreign countries, or through the aformaiil stockyards, or either o f them except 
upon the conditions and restrictions aa follows, to wit:

FTrst, .\11 bovine cattle coming from either o f the above named states 
and forei^ i countries, or througli eitiier o f tiie aforesaid stockyards, before being 
permitted to enter said Territory must be acconi)»aiiie<l by reliable documentary 
evidence under oath, to the satisfaction of the inspector inspecting tlie same, 
that tbev ami each and all of tlieni iiave la-eii outside of eai'h o f the above named 
states and foreign countries ami have not Iteen unloaded or been in either o f the 
stockyards aforesaid at any time w itliin six muiiUis immediately preceding their 
arrival at the boundary line o f said territory, and tiiat during all Uiat time they 
or any o f them have shown no symptoms ofMicIi disease; and in addition thereto, 
tile insuectur inspecting the same must lie satisfied from actual iuspeetiou that 
uune of them at the time of inspection sliow any sign o f such diaeuae.

.'second. Fur tlie present, and until otiierwiae proviiled. all bovine cattle 
coming from either o f tlie above mentiiHiisl stales and foreign countrira, or that 
have b^n  in either o f the aforesaid stiwkyanis, will be permitted to enter said 
Territory after inspection and peniiit grauted only by way o f llaton, iu said 
Territory, or via El Paso, Texas.

Third. A ll bovine cattle hereafter destined for traiisiiortation Into or 
through New Mexico, ami to cross the north or east lioiinda^ line thereof, are 
subject to inspection as hereinafter provideii for the niir)ioHe o f determining 
whether they or a iiy o f them are, or are not, from either o f the said states or 
foreign rouiitries or have, or have not, been in eitiier o f the aforesaid stockyards 
within six niontiis prior to such iuspeetiou. as well aa to determine whether any 
other o f the conditioiis and teruis o f this pruclaiuatioii liave beeu violated or 
a t t e m p t  to be violated. Sucli ins|iection to lie made by such inspectors as the 
Cattle Sanitary Isiard shall ap|>oint for that purjKise and to be maue under aoch 
rules and regiilatiuiis, nut inconsistent with this pruclamatioo, aa such board 
siiall prescribe.

Fourth, I f  u|Min sticli insiiection and ormif, it shall be ascertained that any 
of the cattle so Insjiecteil can lie driven anu iniiMirted into said Territory without 
violating any of the terms and comlitions of this pruclamatlou, or any o f the 
proyiaious of the law of said Territory applicable thereto, then the same may be 
admitted into said Territory; otiicrwise said admission is liereby prohibited.

Fifth, In addititm to the foregoing conditions, the inspectors o f any cattle 
under this proclamation may require the importer to furnish satisfactory docu­
mentary evidence under oath showing each and all the places where the cattle 
have been during the six months preceding the inspection; and i f  the inspector 
shall have good reasons to believe or suspe<'t tiiat any of the material proofs 
offered by the importer are unreiialile or insufficient, he may refuse a permit for 

j the entry of the cattle until such reasonable time as may he necessary for him 
I to ascertain the truth.

Sixth, M hen the inspector grants a permit for the entry o f cattfe under this 
I proclamation, the sanie shall lie in writing and accompany the cattle to their 
destination. And while the cattle are in transit into or through the Territory,

Quwrantine a Blewaing to Texas.
An Albuquerque pafier reports Major 

Henry Warren, general manager of tlie 
Aztec Land and ('attle company, as say­
ing in a recent interview that the quaran­
tine laws of New Mexico, Arizona and 
Kansas against Texas cattle are pro^ng a 
Godsend to tlie cattlemen of Texas. They 
have been forced to feed their cattle ana 
have discovered that cotton seed, which 
sells at fifteen cents per bushel and is 
abundant, discounts Kansas corn ̂ n fatten­
ing cattle. Cattle like tlie cotton seed, be 
says, and while it can be obtained, no 
more scrawny stock will be shipped to 
market. Texas cattle can be marketed on 
Texas grass and cotton seed, Major 
Warren says, by the middle of April and 
go to the block as fat as Illinois corn-fed 
stock.

Pleuro-Pneumoniw in Xichiffwn.

among the cattle of Detroit in a very 
aggravated form has been discovereti bj’ 
the authorities.

They Ckn’t Understand IL
The New Mexico authurities continue 

to keep up a rigid quarantine against all 
Texas cattle coming from aouth of the 
37th parallel. Meantime they apprehend 
no danger from the cattle in their own 
terriu>ry south of said parallel. There is 
SDspirion that the New Mexico aatbnri- 
ties liiul a more wholesome fear of Texas 
cattle than they had of Texas fever when 
they put forth their present absnrd quar­
antine law. This suspicion is strength­
ened l>y a paragraph whicli recently 
ap|tesred in Uie live stuck paper of that 
territory. It was to the effect that the 
qnarnntine law would protect New Mex­
ico from Texas cattle (Texas cattle, ob­
serve, uud not Texas fever) until Novem­
ber, and that after that date the territory 
would liave to look to the Lord. Texas 
fever is a mighty convenient thing for 
some states and territories. It affords a 
pretext for excluding Texas cattle from 
oversPK-ked ranges and markeU. The 
Mew Mexico quarantine law is almost as 
loosely drawn up as was the petition 
which the cattlemen of Wyoming pre­
sented t«) the governor to issue a quaran­
tine against Uie importation into the ter­
ritory of domestic animals from a number 
of states. Including Texas, of course. Tbe 
governor, seeing no danger to follow from 
tlie importation of dogs, cats, guinea pigs, 
and a few other species of domestic ani­
mals, took the liberty to exclude all such 
by specifying cattle and horses, and 
turned Iraise his quarantine against the 
latter.—Dallas Neirt.

The Rancnmen’a Only Salvation.
The scheme of the American Cattle 

Trust company to monopolize the market­
ing of tbe range cattle of the west and 
southwest is uot meeting with that unani­
mous support confidently hoped for by 
its projectors at the outset There is too 
much of the monopoly element about it 
to be popular. Gov. Hadley, of New 
Mexico, pro}>oses in lieu of tbe American 
Trust company that dressed meat estab­
lishments be located at various points in 
tbe west for the working up of tbe cattle 
crop and the supplying of the home de­
mand. Tlie idea is a g<Kxl one and is 
the only one tliat will afford relief. Colo­
rado could sup|M>rt a fair sized dressed 
meat establishment and Texas a very 
g»»o«l There are a number of centers
of populatibu now in Colorado auda good 
deal of fresh meat consumed there, lo u ­
ver in *80 had a population of 35,629; 
Leailville, 14,829, and Silver Cliff 5,040; 
total. 55,489. It is safe to say that the 
population of these cities will now reach 
lOO.OIN), and 50,000 more people may be 
adde«l at other tow ns that have grown up 
in recent years. Now this population 
should consume 100 cattle per day, 700 
per week; 3,000 per month, 86,000 per 
year. Taking this many beeves from the 
Colorado supply sent to the outside mar­
kets and it must make itself felt upon 
the trade of the country for western cattle. 
The Texas plant would do sUll better. 
Take tbe cities of Galveeton, San Antonio. 
Houston, Fort Worth. Dallas, Waco and 
Sherman; they had a population in 1880 
af 89,7*20. Their iocngase in population 
during the decade between 1870 and *80 
was I'iS per cenL, and as Texas bas been 
settling up very radidly the population of 
those cities may now be safely pnt at 
160,000. And to these may be uded  60,- 
000 people at other good towns that 
might be made purchasers of dressed 
beef, 220,000 people. An allowance of 
200 cattle per day for this population 
would not be large. This would be 1,400 
per week, 6,600 per month, and 87,200 
per year. This for the home trade. A  

KM outside business should be builtg‘ up
with Memphis, Nashville, Mobile, Vicks­
burg aud New Orleans, cities with a com- 
b in^ population of 833,978. These cities 
should uke tlie product of nearly as many 
cattle as tbe home trade. There is do 
reason w li^^  plant backed by suflScient 
capiul anciVell managed at some cmitral 
location in Texas should not afford a mar­
ket for 140.000 cattle per year. Add this 
to tlie 36.000 used in Colorado and we 
have 176.000 taken from the general mar­
ket wliicli would afford mucii relief to 
the overcrowded cattle centers, save 
freight to the producer and give him a 
home demand and at iinpniv^ prices.— 
The Kanm t CitfuJAte Stoet Record and

The tongue rs muglily and thumugitly 
scraped with u knife until all the dit- 
e.-ued tissue ia carefully removed, Uieti 
it is dressed with tr. cbloride of 
iron, or any other strong caustic, to de 
stroy the fungi and induce a heultliy ac­
tion and healing of tlie pWts.

1 have seen two cases of\it among the 
cattle here this vedF, (Joe nae was in a 
big bull wbiMi C'lias. V. Hugo bought of 
Ji^n Ilnickinan. This disease- i.s gener 
ally called “ big bead" or ybig jaw,” hihI 
was formerly called “Ostea sarcoma” by 
veterinary and other surgeons.

Human beings usually contract tbe dis­
ease by eating sliglitly diseased pingiie^, 
and then the fungi is inoculnted tlie sjiiiie 
as mentioned in case of cattle. Tliougli 
it is pruliable that the diseuse is iKvasion- 
ally intnxluced tbroiigb the IJuagi coming 
in contact wiUi abasions or sores uu tiie 
bamis of man, or on tlie limbs and bodies 
of cattle; more especially where the dis­
eased animals will lick any sores or 
wounds on healthy cattle.

Tliis disease is more prevalent than 
some people suppose.

A  Bemarkable Piece o f Veterinary 
Surgery

A  |xs>r emaciated sorrel liorse lay on a 
heap of straw in the rear of Chris. Uiecli- 
el’s stables yesU'rday morning ami 
groaned in agony. Now it wmibl stnig- 
gle with its great ktrengtli inteusitied witli 
pain, and endeavor, but vainly, to break 
from Uie ro|>es that held it firmly to the 
groumi. Finding its efforts useless the 
quivering auiniul iakl ita head down again 
and moaned so piteously tliat strong men 
turned away.

Aniund the suffering lior.se sUmxI a 
group of gentlemen who are known us 
the heads of tlm dealers in horaetie'li. uinl j 
kneeling at its liead was a veteriiury pliy. i 
sician, I)r. L. A. Anderson. The w retc b .' 
eil animal was suffering the tortures of 
ulcerated teeth. Dr. Anderson was per 
forming an unusual operation on it for 
the purpose of removing the molars and 
the gentlemen who sUxal watching it 
were interested liecauae such an operation 
had never before been iierfoiuied in this 
city and because, if successful, they luiglit 
at some time liave it performed on their 
own horses.

What malle tlie operation remarkable 
was not tioit ulcerated teeth were lieiiig 
removed, for that is quite an ordinary 
matter. The teetli ot tills horse that were 
affected were so far back in tlie head that 
they could not be gok at through the 
mouth, and, tlierefore, a hole was cut in 
the animal's head a couple of inclies lie- 
low the eye, the trephine w.-ts inserted 
and a hole laired in the Uine. When the 
boring bad lieen cuotiniied sufficiently, a 
pair of Ixme force|>s was taken from the 
doctor's case of instruments and the piece 
of bone removeil. Then a piece of steel 
six inclies long and an iiicli thick was set 
against tbe rmits of the tmith and several 
hard blows were given with a large ham­
mer, and, Hs the horse uioMoed in misery 
with a sound almost human, the Uxitli 
wliich caused the trouble was ktiockeii 
out of the cavity and fell into Dr. Ander­
son’s band.
. The horse seemed relieved and the 
spectators were ungratifiedly glad that the 
scene of suffering was over. Dr. Amler- 
son put his hand through tlie incisiiai in 
the liead and felt tbe surrounding jaw 
bone, an I then announceil that auoUier 
tootli w:i3 ulcerated and must Come out.

Again tlie same operation was gone 
thriMigh with, the terrllde blows were 
given, tlie pmir horse struggled fright­
fully and at last the offending tooth was 
out.

Next the cavities were syringeti out 
with a solution of carbolic acid ami sul 
nliate of zinc. A cork was placed in the 
iiM'iaion made in the tlesli to jireveiit it 
from healing tisi rapidly, the mpes were 
liHisened, and with a Isuind the horse got 
on Ilia feet, gave a snort anti began to 
nibble al the straw on which he had been 
lying.

The horsemen wlio were present ex­
pressed the fO-eatest graliticMlioii at tbe 
skillful manlier in which tlie ojieration 
had lieen performed. .Mr W. il Bristol 
said that during the thirty yeais be had 
been in ('iuciunati such a thing hwl never 
lieen done here. Other veterinarv 
physicians and surgixm* and even veter 
inary dentists had declineil to undertake 
il, ami Dr. Aii^ncaon was rel ictnnt at fln-t 
to es-say it. as the operation lielonged 
projierly to tlie province of a veterinary 
dentist. It was done nicely, however, 
and the horse seemed to Improve from 
the moment the teeth were taken out. 
For four weeks be lia-s been unalile to eat 
his regular fiaai, ami during tiist periiai 
fell away from l..’iUU to 'SX) |>oun«ls. and as 
s<M>u as he was allowed to arise from tlie 
primitive operating table he began to 
nibble at tbe straw.

Tbe operation was a success in e\er\ 
particular. Tbe lioise is worth |.iOU, i» 
eigiit years (>ld, ami was, liefore lie liegan 
to fail, a powerful, fine liN>king fellow, 
who could pull like a locoiiiotiie. I>r 
.Anderaoii would have chlortiforiiied tlie 
borae bail be lieeii able to olitain the 
a.ssistance of a physician and the suffering 
of the jsMir animal would have been

The bouse has a regular organized freight 
department, in charge of a high salarieil 
superintendent, ami with a force of fif­
teen clerks. Accurate record Is kept of 
tbe time occopied in loading, the date to 
the hour and minute of departure, as well 
as arrival at destinati<xi. Any delay in 
schedule time is at once reports!, and the 
delinquent nuid is at once hauleit over the 
coals. A railroad ntflt ial says; “ It is not 
the intention of the firm to abandon its 
Chicago interests or to lessen tlie magni­
tude of its operations at this point, and 
the total Omaha investment of a millioD 
or more will m>t prolwNy represent more 
than the expansion of the business for 
the past year. Tbe real reason for dupll- 
c^ing at Omaha tlie establishment at 
Kansas City is to secure immunity from 
the effect of strikes. The firm bad a dis­
astrous experience in that direction last 
vear, bnt while the strike may be repeate<l 
tbe supply cannot lie . interfered with. 
Matters wiU be so arranged that the Cfai- 
cago lionses can be shut up for an imlefi- 
nlte period and the shipments go on with­
out interruption. It is to secure this 
immunity that the plant has lieen fixe<l at 
Omaha.

Bnfrigarnton in the Mingle Country.
Tbe National Packing aaaociation. in­

corporated under the laws of Maine, with 
a capital of $1,000,000 has recently lieen
fonaed. It is tbe intention o f the com-*
pany to build a line of packing houses on 
the border of the cattle range district.
Tbe company is compiwed of Boston aod 
Chicago capitalists. Their idea is that to 
increase tbe profits in beef-packiag the 
slaughter houses should be located as near 
to th%nat11f ranges as tbe railway facili­
ties win permit. Their first plant v^Il 
probably consist of three bonses, one of 
which w ill be located at Knnsas Citv or 
Argeotioe, Kansas. They w ill build a 
M ^ in g  house in Rntehlnon, hr some 
neighboring toww and pnrfaapa gnotber as 
far aonthweat as W iehitk u J

There is something we nmy call a 
“ .scheme wave’’ which sweeps over the 
country periodically, this time tbe wave 
bearing the range shuiAtered beef klca 
has teran way up in Muna and eztends 
to Arizona. Flagstaff will anon he the 
pneaesaor of an alMittoir at which they 
will slaughter their beef cattle for abi|>- 
ment east. In theory th iiv^nge alaugh- 
tering is very good, but like the rule# of j Is misery 
natural phlloaophy.it falls abort in prac-1 nature 
tlce. This range slaughtering baa been 
attempted frequently, failures have in­
variably followed their esPililisbinent.
The Australian range slaughtering plants 
failed. In this country the plants at 
Victoria and Fort Worth, Te.xas. were 
failurea. The plants at .Medora, Dakota, 
and Miles City, Montana, stand vacant on 
the hank# of the Little Miasoori and Y e l­
lowstone rivers, with nothing to diaturb 
the qolet s.-*ve the rippling of the water.
These plants with all the improved ma­
chinery stand for sale or for lease. I f  
our friends of Arizona wish to experiment 
they can pnrebase tlieae plants for about 
five' cents on the dollar of the original 
coat.
