WASHINGTON, March 22

Rep. George Mahon said here to
day that “if the Senate farm bill
is adopted into law in itg present
form, Texas farmers will not be
happy with it"”

“Frankly, I am disappointed with
the bill," Mahon stated. “After
more than three weeks of debate
the Senate finally passed the bill
Much more remains to be done
however, and it may be many
weeks before we know what the
mtécome will be.”

The bill goes to a Conference
Committee made up of a

Terry Cattle Industry Shows Upswing

There are signs indicating that
the cow may once again take its
place as the most important agri-
culture product of this county. In
fact when you stop to consider
that $271 358 worth of calves and
cattle were sold by Terry coun-
tians in 1954 it is evident that it
is an important part of the coun-
ty’'s economy even today.

Almost 8,000 cattle and calves
roamed dry Terry county in 1954
and according to oldtimers that
outnumbered the cattle population
back when this was known as “‘cat-
tle country” and cotton was yet
to be introduced.

"" In view of this fact it would
follow that the cattle brand busi
ness should pick up. But suct
#n't the case according to County
Clerk Wade Yandell. He onl)
handled five brand registrations
during 1955, and none so far in
1056.

“ The modern brands, much as
“those of former years, are rela-
“ti¥ely simple in Terry county. For
instance W, C. Bell was satisfied
with the initial B on the left, dif-
fering from the B registered b)
John Bill Wilmeth back in 1944 by
being on the opposite hip.

Winston Adams and Hazel Par-
ker were a little more artistic with
their brands. Adams uses an I
on top of a 5 and the Parke:
brand has an inverted vV over a
P.

We aren't attempting to trace
the history of the Terry county
cattle industry, but thought it in-
teresting that while the number
of cattle has irereased, fewer
brands are being used. It might
also be of interest to note that
while cattle are increasing, the
barbed wire fence is decreasing in
the county. This is due to the
sand hills a fence will cause

There have been some interest-
ing brands registered since County
Clerk W. T. Dixon started the
brand book in August 1904 by tak-
ing all of the Terry county brands

(registered at the former county
seat at Stanton.

Two registrations on Sept. 17,
1889 appear to have been the first.
J, L. Quinn and Ira J. Cowden
each registered brands that day.
The Cowden brand was DOV. The
Cowden brothers were already well
known for the familiar JAL brand
at that time. Jal, N. M, later
derived its name from the brand
They registered the JAL brand in
1882, but not for Terry county.

Many of the old brands were
transferred two or more times. For
instance, the Delmont Brothers
registered a brand in 1889 that
was transferred in '91 and then
again in '99.

hTe fact that Terry county was
organized from Bexar territory be
fore Yoakum is evident from the
number of Yoakum ranchers whe
registered brands here in those
early years. Not many months be-
fore the county was organized ir
1907 Arthur Cotten and 8. J, Dix
m registered brands and designat
od their homes as Yoakum County

W. T. Littlefield registered the
WTL brand here. John and Scot'
Wolfforth both have brands en
tered. The old Brit Clare bran<
was registered in January 1907
and sold to Burris and Hooke
eight months later.

The saucer block is one of the
best-known local brands, Register
ed by M. V. Brownfield on Januar
8, 1913 the brand is still ownec
by his son, A R. Brownfield
though there dare no cattle under
that brand today.

Chances are you have heen long-
ingly admiring the Beautiful mater-
ials displayed in loca' stores. Such
an array of lovely plaids, stripes
and checks as wcll as prints and
solids!

Many Home Demonstration club
women are busy at the sewing
machine these days whipping up a
new spring dress. You may be
interested in some sewing tips they
have discovered that give a gar-
ment that “professional” look,

First of all, if you choose a plaid
stripes, or check material, take
care. These are the fabrics which
must be matched at all seams lines.
It takes careful workmanship to do
this matching.

Buy a fourth to a half yard more
material than stated on the pattern
when designsg are to be matched
For very large plaids even more
will be needed.

For a professional look, ‘‘press
as you sew"”, 4-H girls have as @&
sewing motto, “When you sew a
seam, press it"”. The most meticul-
sously handled dart or seams can
ook home-made if it is not proper-
ly pressed.

Pressing technique is important,
too. In general, work on the wrong
side of the fabric. Occasionally this
is impossible and you may have tc
press such things as pocket welts
on the right side. For this, use @
press cloth, Always smooth mat-
erial carefully under the iron and
press on the straight grain of the
fabric whenever possible.

In sewing cotton or linen, press
when dampened or use a steam
iron with high heat,

“At least some of these farm-
ers would like to participate in
the acreage reserve program,” the
Texas senator continued, “but they
will be penalized further if their
réturn is figured on the average
production in recent years.”

It has been proved scientifically
and times without number that
neither civilized nor primitive men

haveé any homing instinct or a
compass n their heads, such as dis-
played by migratory birds and fish,
An Indian cannot find his way
through country he does not know.
On a one-day trip he might be able
to find his route back by follow-
ing his trail home, but he couldn’t
io it on a longer outing.

Occasionally we hear an old
woodsman say he can find his way
anywhere that he never gets lost,
and does not need a compass, He
may honestly think so, but on
~arful investigation we find that
he subconsciously obeys one rule.

The rule? It's as easy as fall-
‘ng off a log, according to Col
Townsend Whelen, camping editor
of Sports Afield magazine: Always
‘teep track of the directions and
listances of your wanderings. You
‘tnow where you have gone, there-
fore where you are. At first this
requires that attention be given
to directions and distances, but
ifter a time it becomes automatic

Actaally, this rule may be trans-
‘ated: Use common sense. This in-
volves always taking the precau-
tion to keep yourself oriented
which means that you are sure of
your directions at all times, It al-

Willful disregard for traffic signs and sig-
nals by motorists and pedestrians is the great-
est contributing factor to the alarmingly high
Texas traffic accident toll.

Special emphasis this month ia the year-
around campaign for traffic safety is know-
ledge of and obedience to traffic signs and
signals, the "'Signs of Life' for motorists and
pedestrians.

There is no way of knowing just how many
traffic accidents can be traced to disregard
for traffic signs and signals, few people admit
such a traffic violation . . , and some of them
don't live to explain it. But there is definite-
ly a close tie-in between traffic violations and
traffic accidents.

speed limit, improper passing (these two re-
sulted in the death of the two Lubbock people
at Hobbs Saturday evening), failure to keep to
the right of the center line, failure to wield
the right-of-way and disregard of stop and
warning signs.

Traffic signs and signals were put there to
protect human life on our streets and highways,
but unless they are faithfully observed they will
prove of little value in preventing accidents.

It all goes back to the same old story . . .

a few months, but it doesn't happen that way.
No, it is usually the innocent, law abiding driver
who suffers most. Let's don't forget those signs
are there to protect you and others in modern
traffic.

Automobile Workers Union with having violated piv a7
the Federal Corrupt Practices Act in the 1954
Michigan primary and general elections. Specif-
ically the union was charged with having illegal-
ly used union dues to the extent of $5,985 from
its general fund for telecasts to influence votes.

While it is common knowledge that many

times the amount of $5,985 was expended by the UAW in politi-
cal campaigning, that was the amount of the specific case cited

in the indictment,

In his opinion expressed in
dismissing the suit, Judge Picard
wrote:

"According to the authorities,
the union was not making an ex-
penditure on behalf of a politi-
cal candidate. It desired to in-

form its members and others of
the position of the union on those
seeking certain federal offices.

“It was exercising the right of
free speech The question then
might present itself as to whether
or not what the union did was in
fact ‘make a contribution.’

“This might be important if the
union were charged with ‘making
a contribution.” It is not.”

In commenting on this ruling
the Ithaca (Michigan) Herald said
in part in its February 10, 1956
issue:

It would seem to us that
the Judge is drawing a pretty fine
line of distinction between the ex-
ercise of free speech and ‘a contri-
bution’ to a political cause through

broadcasts.

“Under such a ruling we won-
der whether the way is not now
open for large corporations to
make their ‘contributions’ to po-
litical campaigns through exercis-
ing their right of ‘free speech’
through TV broadcasts. Corpora-
tions are prohibited by law from
making any political contributions

“To most impartial observers,
there is little difference between
a well-heeled and powerful union
and a well-heeled and powerful
corporation entering the political
arena. Either should be kept out
or all restrictions removed and
both given an opportunity for free
debate of issues and candidates.”

Karl Marx wrote in
the Manifesto 108 years ago that
a program of Socialism was the
first step. Lenin and his band of
murderous revolutionaries made
their first move in Russja helping
Kerensky establish a Socialist gov-
ernment. In fact, wherever the
true Communist strategy is pub-
lished the Party conspirators are
told to work for Socialism first.

“Line” For America

The “line” whaich the Red boss-
es in Moscow restated at the 20th
Congress was dutifully echoed in
the February 28 issue of the Com-
munist Daily Worker, published
in New York. One of the top Am-
erican Communists wrote these
words: “The Communists advocate
and desire a peaceful path to so-
cialism . . . " In the Daily Work-
er these words constitute merely
a renewal of old instructions to the
thousands of hidden Reds in the
U. 8. A, who are infiltrated into
all walks of life, including poli-
tical parties.

Unless the Reds can swing a
nation into Socialism, and thus get
their secret agents into key posi-
tions of power, they do not re-
sort to revolution, Their special
strategy in our nation is to dis-
guise the Socialism they are ad-
vocating, give it the flavor of
logical ‘“social reform.” The
scheme, Marx wrote, is to gradual-
ly transfer ownership or control
of the production facilities from
private citizens to the government
Thus “public ownership” is a stra-
tegic step in the Marxist program
The program, Marx wrote, “can-
not be effected except by means of
despotic inroads on the rights of
(private) property

Twinship is Official

There are still a great many
people who do not understand the
inter-relationship of Socialism and
Communism. I have two docu
ments on my desk which I wish
every American over 12 years of
age could carefully examine. One
is an official campaign publication
of the Socialist-Labour Party of
England; the other is a ‘“special
edition” of the Communist Mani-
festo. The special Manifesto was
published by the Socialist-Labour
Party of England as a token of
appreciation and brotherly regard
for the Communists. “Who can
doubt our common inspiration?”
asks the Socialist-Labour Party in
a foreward or the Manifesto

facts about the Socialist-Labour
Party’'s campaign brochure and the
Manifesto are the two platforms,
one Socialist, the other Commu-
nist. Here are the official plat-
forms (the Socialist planks num-
bered 1-2-3 etc., and the Com-
munis§ planks A-B-C etc.); (1)
Public, or government, ownership
of the essential industries.

Vaccine Stretching Debated

Public health officials are in dis-
agreement over a proposal to de-
lay third polio shots in order to
extend the dwindling vaccine sup-
ply to more people,

A two-shot plan was endorsed
by the Public Health Service in
Washington, Such a plan would
stretch the still-short supply of
vaccine to cover 25 to 30 million
persons, officials said.

Dr. Henry A. Holle, Texas health
commissioner, turned thumbs
down. He said the difference be-
tween two shots and three ‘“could
be the difference between having
paralytic polio and not having it.”

Texas' supply is almost exhaust-
ed. However, a rush order of 150 -
000 cubic centimeters of the vac-
cine is expected to arrive before
the end of the month. One cubic
centimeter is sufficient for one in-
noculation.

Meanwhile 11 new cases of polio
are reported in Texas, bringing the
year's total to date to 121.

Management of mineral rights
is a growing problem, with 33 per-
cent of all land in the 13 stales
under ofl or gas lease in 1954.

Individuals can not purchase
Compound 3911 because of the
hazards involved. Severe toxicity
to man calls for extreme caution,
and all seed containers must be
burned.

Farmers must transport their
seed to and from the  treating
plant. There are two companies
in Texas equipped for treating
seeds, both at Waco. Seeds can
be treated at a cost of about $3
an acre. N

Advantages Are Cited

Advantages of the systemic in-
secticide are four to six weeks
protection against certain insects,
and elimination of the first two
poison applications by spraying or
dusting. Adverse weather condi-
tions cannot destroy the effective-
ness of the poison in the plants,
report the entomologists. Loss
of time for transportation of seed
and $3 an acre as compared to
$2 when dusting or spraying is
employed offer some advantage.

Car Inspection Deadline: April 15

On September 15th, 1955, the 8
Official Inspection Stations ap-
proved by the Department of Pub-
lic Safety in Terry County were
ready to inspect your car for your
1956 Inspection Sticker. In pre-
paration for this inspection period
which began on September 15th,
1955 and ends at midnight April
15th, 1956, each mechanic-inspec-
tor attended a school conducted by
the Department of Public Safety
and made a passing grade on a
written examination before being
placed on the Approved Mechanic-
Inspector list for the 1956 Inspec-
tion period, according to Inspector
L. W. Wilhite, If, when you pre-
sent your vehicle for the 1956 In-
spection, you find your mechanic-
inspector a little harder to get
along with than you did on the
1955 inspection, don't argue with
him or try to tell him how to in-
spect your vehicle. He knows how
and he knows what the require-
ments are that your vehicle must
meet before he can place the 1956
Inspection Sticker on it.

He also knows that for the im-
proper inspection of a vehicle or
the placing of an Inspection Stick-
er on a vehicle that has not been
inspected by him makes him lia-
ble to a fine of not less than'one
dollar nor more than two hundred
dollars and costs of court. He

Wilhite says these are the major
lifferences between your 1955 In-
spection and your 1956 Inspection
which most of you still have to
get done. From September 15th
1955 to March 1st 1956, four
and one half months of the allot-
ed seven months of the Inspection

Period, of the 8,000 registered ve-
hicles in Terry County, only 2,849
have been inspected and bear the
1956 Inspection Sticker, Percent-
age wise, 35% have been done in
four and one half months, leaving
65% to be done in the remaining
one and one half months. Wilhite

also warns that in this one and

one half months there are four
Sundays or holidays which leaves
approximately twenty six days to
get your 1956 Inspection Stick-
er. Remember, too, that enforce-
ment will begin on April 16th for
those who don’t have the 1956 In-
spection Sticker, A very good
thing to remember, if you put off
your inspection until the last week,
is that your inspection station has
been ready and willing since Sep-
tember 15th, 1955.
