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Upland Cotton's Staple
Length Changed

Slight changes in official cot-
ton standards for length of sta-
ple of upland cotton were an-
nounced recently by the U. S
Department of Agriculture's
Agricultural Marketing Ser-
vice.

The guide also lists the in-
sects which are controlled
best by early season or late
season programs, along with
the recommended dusts or
sprays for the control pro-
gram.

The recommended amounts
and mixtures of the various
insecticides for both dusts anc
sprays are discussed, along
with timely suggestions on
timing of applications and
when to begin and to stop the
use of the insecticides.

The USDA last Thursday
fixed the size of the 1955 cot-
ton crop at 14,721,000 bales.
The value of the crop, Based
on the season’s average
price to May 1 of 32.4 cents
a pound, is about $2,383,000,-
000. This compares with the
1954 crop value of $2,301,000,-
000, when the average price
was 33.61 cents a pound.
“We are face-to-face with a

current shortage of experienc
ed tractor drivers in Terry
county,” Aubrey T. Jones said
this morning. Jones, manager
of the Brownfield office, Texas
Employment Commission, also
said that *“'should we get a good
rain soon, the demand for the
drivers will jump.”

The 1955 cotton crop of 14,-
721,000 bales, based on ac-
ual ginnings, compares with
production of 13,696,000 in
1954, and a 10-year average
output of 12,952,000. The 1955
crop in Texas was tagged at
4,039,000 bales, an increase
of 14,000 over the Dec. 1 es-
timate.

The May tally constituted
a yield of 281 pounds to the
harvested acre, highest since
1866, and compares with a
1954 yield of 245 pounds.

Texas farmers produced
3,940,000 bales on 7,730,000
acres in 1954. The 1955 fig-
ure was considerably under
the record 6,040,000 yield in
1949.

A report of the USDA indi
cates that farmers are plan
ning a ‘‘moderate’’ reductior
in crop acreqge this year, pos
sibly planting only 352 million

LOOKING INTO THE MIRROR

Should More People Move to Texas?

{Reading a recent issue of Changing Times
is similar to looking into & mirror for Texans.
Here's what they say about moving to Texas.)

Ever wonder if you're missing the route to
an easier living, maybe even a quick fortune in
Texas? You hear tales of oil wells in every
back yard, Cadil'acs in every garage and more
realistic: storiés of fortunes made in Texas oil,
Texas cattle, Texas real estate. According to
the editors of Changing Times, The Kiplinger
Magazipe, Texas is growing bigger and richer,
ard it does provide opportunities.

But is Texas just for Texans, or does the
rewcomer get a break? Is Texas for you? ask
toe editors.

Unlike other warm states such as Florida,
Texas' growth has not come from outside the
state. Despite its bocom and publicity it has
always been at least three-quarters fu!l of Tex-
ans and has steyed that way, the megazine re-
ports.

Its increase in pcpulation between 1950
and 1955 ranked it fifth in growth in the U.
S. for that period. With a population of 8. -
563,000 there is still lots of room. Texas has
space for 5 miliien mcre people before its
density equais that of the country as whole.

The climate ranges from semi-tropical along
the Lower Rio Grande Valley, to more temper-

ate zcones in the North. Among its fastest
growing cities are Corpus Christi, Houston,
Dalias, Ft. Worth, Lubbock, Amarillo, Odessa

and El Peso

partly because its huge oil refineries and
chemical plants require reiatively few people
t5 turn out tremendous quantities of processed
ay only about 510 000 persons are em-
ployed in manufacturing plants and earn rough-
ly 14°, of the state’'s personal income, but
Texas has the asset of a good number of jobs
in construction and in service industries.
There is no general shortage of workers,
but many industries new to Texas are not find-

ing enough workers trained in specialized jobs.
There are scarcities of engineers of almost any
description,- auditors, accountants, job analysts,
dietitians, commercial artists, stenographers
and secretaries with special qualifications and
business machine operators, aécording to em-
ployment agencies.

There are openings in almost all the skilled
trades, particularly those required by the air-
craft industry. The state is crying for good
mechanics, and the need for medical personnel
is acute, especially in Houston.

Even though the state is supposed to full
of millionaires, it is hard fo prove that Texans
are richer than other people. Because Texas
is still strong in agriculture, the per capita in-
come $1,574, is $200 below the national aver-
age. It is rising, though, at a rate faster than
that of the United States as a whole.

Wages in industry are constantly increas-
ing, the editors say. The highest paid produc-
tion workers in manufacturing plants are mak-
ing $100 a week. Workers in oil fields make
$98 a week. Dallas has the highest craft wage
scate in the South — $3.45 to $3.50 an hour
for bricklayers and plasterers, $2.75 for car-
penters, $3 for electricians and plumbers,
$2.63 for painters and $1.45 for building labor-
ers.

Professional men earned a total that was
seventh from the top in the country.
vey found that the average Texas doctor nets
$14,147 a year.

The cost of living is no lower in Texas than
anywhere else, but there is no state income
taxr or general sales tax. Hcemes, which are
plentiful, are mostly cne-storied and conven-
ticnal. Heating is cheap, but cooling units
are almost essential,

Public schools have a pretty good reputa-
tion. Some are bad'y overcrowded, but the
average schooiroom has 26.2 pupils. There
are 33 public junior colleges and |18 senior in-
stitutions.

If you should decide to move among Tex-
ans, be prepared to change. They are prac-
tically sure to make a Texan out of you.

SPEED AND RECKLESSNESS

The Older Drivers Are Improving

1955 was ome of the bloodiest ymass on
our nation’'s highways, with & near record total
of 37,800 deaths. As if this were not grim
enough, our young drivers figured prominent-
ly in compiling these statistics. More than
27% of ell drivers involved in fatal accidents
last year were under twenty-five years of age,
a greater number than ever before.

This figure, in the recently released safety
booklet "Fatal Fal'acies,” an annual publica-
tion of the Safety Service of The Travelers In-
surance Companies of Hartford, Connecticut,
emphasizes the fact that the safety record of
drivers under twenty-five deteriorated sharply
in 1955,

The inescapable conclusion to this is that
excessive speed and reck'essness are the prin-
cipal fau'ts in these accidents.

In comparison, it can be pointed out that
the group of drivers over twerty-five years of
age made a significant improvement in their
safety record for 1955. This improvement was
evident particularly in the incidence of fatal

accidents, once again pointing to the speed
and recklessness of younger drivers.
