It only took a few sec­
onds for the Terry county one 
roll call vote, and other voice 
votes to be cast, but it took 
a long time for the convention 
to get around to taking them.

During these long hours 
there were convention hall 
parades, (and Terry county’s 
banner was right near the 
front in the demonstration for 
Johnson) there was cheering 
and jeering, but never silence. 
And out of the confusion-unity 
and party loyalty emerged as 
the convention themes.

To start at the beginning, 
the three Terry county dele­
gates, Leonard Lang, Lewis

^Peeler and H. L. Holleman 
arrived at various hours Mon­
day. Lang arrived with Ches 
Gore and Herb Chesshir early 
that morning after spending 
the night in Mineral Wells 
The Peelers came in from 
Meadow during the afternoon 
and the Hollemans arrived in 
time for dinner. Others Terry 
countians here to observe were 
Arnett Bynum and George 
Wtiss.

Over 1,006 Democrats taxed 
the capacity (and exceeded 
the cooling capacity) of the 
Adolphus H o t e l  Crystal 
Room at a so-called recep­
tion for Johnson and Ray­
burn. It was actually a pol­
itical rally to push the ball 
along a little faster.

A plan to abolish the poll tax 
—passed In committee action 
with the explanation that the 
poll tax had outlived its pur­
pose — asked the legislature 
to initiate action calling for the 
repeal of the constitutional 
measure.

In a slap at Gov. Allan Shiv­
ers, the convention by resolu­
tion "deplored the confusion 
which has resulted in recent 
years by reason of failure of 
the leadership”  of the party.

The resolution called for 
"the leadership”  of the party 
in Texas to resign if, for any 
reason, it finds it cannot sup­
port the nominees or platform 
of the national organization.

One resolution by-passed the 
Denrocratic Executive Com­
mittee. It named a campaign 
committee to be headed by a 
Democratic Advisory Council 
official to guide campaign ac­
tivity for the November gen ­
eral elections.

Another placed the conven­
tion in temporary recess. In­
stead of adjournment, until the 
September convention. Its ef­
fect would be to allow the con­
trolling Johnson team to call 
a new convention session to 
release Shivers executive com­
mittee at any ' time' deemed 
necessary.

Several W est Texas towns have bean sue* 
casslul in acquiring industry since World W ar 
II to ÿ ro ve  that it is possible. And while wa 
wholeheartedly support any program for the 
betterment of Brownfield there are a couple of 
quotes from tha recently published "Tomorrow 
In W est Texas" that stick in our mind.

First, and a statement similar to those which 
we have used in previous editorials, "The South­
west has been, and to a considerable extent 
still is, essentially a supplier of raw materials 
and power for other sections of the country."

Secondly, "The discussion of industrialization 
thus far has been rested largely upon the as­
sumption that this development will result from 
the establishment and operation of plants by 
those who are drawn to the community from 
some outside area by the superior advantage or 
advantages it offers. This is the road to indus­
trialization that is visualized characteristically

To many another community, however, in­
dustrialization has come in a quite different 
manner: it has come as a result of developments 
within the community itself. The sole proprietor 
of some small shop, as a consequence of a 
growing business, finds it desirable to employ 
a man to assist him ^  then two, then three, and 
progressively more until he has become the 
proprietor of what merits recognition as a local 
industry.

"In another case, some local man develops

■a new machine or an improved method of per­
fo rm ing a certain operation; building upon that 
he, too, becomes the recognixed head of a local 
industry which in time may attain even national 
standing. ’

"O r . again, certain  local citixens may be­
lieve they see an opportunity to build an indus­
try upon some particu lar resource of the area, 
bo it c lay or cotton o r grain sorghums or beef 
animals or other. These men, using their own 
cap ita l, construct a plant, place it in operation, 
and success attends their effort.

"Uncommon indeed is the industrial Com ­
mittee that examines possib'ities locally with 
tha same interest and enthusiasm that is ev i­
denced in dealing wih the stranger; only in rare 
insances wiH the same effort be made to stim­
ulate the development of a small local under­
taking as to e ffect the 'importation' of a new 
one . . .

"Lo ca l possibilities may be few in a given 
community but the record of industrial develop­
ment indicates that it is generated more com- 
mon'y from within, so to speak, than drawn from 
without. W here local possibilities can be d is­
covered, therefore, no less effort should be 
made by those interested in industrialization to 
realize those possibilities to the full than to in­
terest outsiders. And, since local industry will 
be directed by men who are a part of the com­
munity, with a knowledge of its needs and as­
pirations, it might be well for the Industrial 
Committees, the bankers, the community lead­
ers, to give special thought, exert, special effort, 
to promoting Industrialization from within, ra ­
ther than from without."

There's another side to the problem of 
course. In fa c t several sides. But we wanted to 
pass along these comments from this author­
itative source for what it's worth.

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I had the privilefe of (rowing up in ■nail Ohio eommunitiaa in 
the early part of this century, and one of my moat inapimtional 
memories centen around Memorial Day and the old eoldieta of 
the Civil War.

To me. Memorial Day was one of the meet moving of all the na­
tional holidays. I was stirred by the speeches and martial muaie froni 
the bandstand or cemetery on what we called “Decoratiaa Day.** 
There was something about the newness of life that the Spring had 
brought; soft sunshina falling on the fresh green grass of early sum­
mer, the misty bills in the distance, the sound of stirring national 
songs, and above all, the softly flapping flag in the gentle brease as 
the speaker told ua of our country, the deep devottoo of its he wee, 
and recounted once more the stirring episodes of our heroic paet 

And many a lazy summer afternoon, I sat on the coping around 
the old courthouse limning to the veterans of the Civfl War tell of 
their experiences in the epic struggle between the States. A  boy's 
imagination qakkly sent hhn off behiixl long mlnmn» of blue or gtuy, 
and to him. such names as Antietam. The Wilderness, Shiloh, and 
Gettysburg became very real and meaningful.

Thoee old soldiers uaed to tsdk gratefully of Ltnoolñ's insistence 
that those who had borne the beat of the battle and the burden of 
tlw straggle, the widow and the orphan, were to be given not charity, 
but their rightful due as the dependents of those brave nten srho had 
fought to preserve liberty and to keep the Union intact It was re­
garded as a Mczad duty of the nation, and the nation kept tahh srith 
its veterana. ~

In those day*, aa now, were many who had been disabled by tha 
Sniggle. Thsb ability to compete in life had been reduced by sirounds 
suffered in battle. Even as a boy I remember hesuing how H seemed 
they were thought of only on such days as Memorial Day, srfaan 
orators, fervent in their patriotism, remembered, if only for a day, 
the long continuing sacrifice made not by those who had died in 
battle, but by the disabled who were to live for many year* foUosring 
the groat strufgis.

The heroes of Worid Wsr I and Worid War D  and the Korean 
War are, of course, metí who, with no concern for themselves, gave 
their lives that freedom might live. We ran never do them adequate 
honor. And. we must never forget them. They died in their young 
life, fo.'saking the opportunities of the years that th est of us might 
live and devatop our highest hopes and dreams.

Honever. th?rs s '*  other living heroes who depn.ed themselves of 
either physical, emotional, or mental health for us and for their fellow 
countrymen. It would be as wrong for us to neglect or forget them as 
their baddies who today sleep on some Pacific Island or in a European 
cemetery. A hero dead or a hero maimed and disabled are both due 
our equal gratitude and our unceasing devotion.

We must never forget that the most effective way of honoring those 
who have died it to rvroerober the living disabled, that their lives may 
be rich and full. They are a great asset to our country as the living 
embodiment of devotion to freedom. A country is recreant indeed 
which does not everlastingly keep alive grateful appreciation to those 
who suffered dissdsUity to perpetuate everything that we Americans 
hold dt'or.

Sesame Production Is Profitable 
O n South Plains, Figures Show

The following information 
was released recently by the 
Texas Sesame Seed Growers 
Association.)

3. The whole seed, the oil 
and the meal of sesame are 
top quality. Sesame oil is re­
cognized as “ Queen of the Ve­
getable Oils.”

fourths to one and one-half 
pounds an acre, depending on 
location. Vegetable planter 
boxes mounted on standard 
frames are best for good re 
suits.

Plant seed one to two inches 
deep, depending on weather 
and soil conditions. Best yields 
resulted from plants in the row 
one to four inches apart. Cul­
tivate like cotton, usually no 
more than two or three times.

TSSG says this about har­
vesting the crop :

Sesame sheds it leave and 
no chemicals are required 
When leaves drop, cut with a 
row binder or grain binder and 
put Into small shocks.

Bundles dry in the shock in 
10 to 14 days, and the pods 
crack open at the tip. Thresh 
seed by pulling a combine to 
shocks.

Sesame is an excellent food 
product, explains the associ 
ation, and the whole seed is 
used to improve the flavor and 
nutrition of bread, b u n s  
b r o w  n-and-s e r v e rolls or 
French sticks. Several varia 
tions of sesame candy and 
cookies are on the market, as 
well as “ snack crackers”  con­
taining the seed.

Whole sesame seed can be 
substituted in many recipes 
commonly using peanuts or 
pecans, with delightful results. 
"Open Sesame Pie,”  contain­
ing the seed in the crust, ^on 
this year's $25,000 Pillsbury 
baking contest.

When crushed for oil. the 
seed yield about 50 per cent 
high quality vegetable oil, 
which is used for cooking, 
margarine or shortening and 
for many other specialized 
purposes. The remaining meal 
contains about 50 per cent pro 
tein and is premium quality 
poultry and livestock feed.

Concerning markets, the as­
sociation explained;

Farmers deliver their se­
same to local assembly points 
to be cleaned or trucked to a 
central cleaning plant. Here 
the seed is cleaned and bag­
ged according to the buyer’s 
requirements, and then ship­
ped by truck, rail or ocean 
steamer to its final destination.

The bakery and candy trade 
in the United States import re­
latively large amounts of seed 
each year, and this market 
will be greatly expanded as 
new products are developed.

In the world market, sesame 
has been traded for centuries, 
much in the same manner as 
wheat or cotton. This year, 
about half of the association's 
total production was sold into 
the export market.

This is the third year of com­
mercial sesame production un­
der leadership of the associ­
ation. First-year results were 
good, they say, and acreage 
increased about eight times. 
Second-year production was 
good in early areas and under 
irrigation, but servere drouth 
and extremely high temper-
