Most ranchmen know they 
will have to reduce their live­

four years, according to the 
Commission.

The last whitewing shoot in 
Texas was in 1953, when it 
looked like there would be oo 
further shooting of this fine 
bird.

Biologists of the commission 
and the U.S. Fish L  Wildlife 
Service were certain, however, 
a comeback would possible 
under right conditions. Cover 
was necessary to replace that 
which had been destroyed 
when thousands of acres of 
valley land were cleared off 
for cultivation. The freeze also 
bad destroyed much ot the cit­
rus growth, which left little 
cover for the whitewings.

With a shortage of feed they 
migrated to Mexico.

Finally the Comraissien 
was able to boy one 20|,^acrc_ 
tract of brush land and lease**' 
other property to protect 
nesting of the birds. Previ­
ously, shooting had beau 
closed south of highway 83.
This gave protection to the 

birds on several thousand addi­
tional acres of brush land 
along the banks of the Rio 
Grande.

As a check on the number 
of birds killed, game depart­
ment biologists left paper bags 
at prominent points in the 
hunting area. Hunters deposit­
ed a total of 27,498 feet in these 
bags. Of that number 11,480 
were from adult birds and 17,- 
017 from young birds, or one 
and a half young birds-for each 
aduH bird. This was only a 
representative sample, how­
ever. not the total kill.

With thousands of hunters in 
the field firing almost con­
stantly, it was natural that 
many cripples were never re-

Texas Ranked Sixifi In Use of Isotopes
Texas now ranks sixth In the 

nation in the number of users 
of radioisotopes, a University 
of Texas Bureau^ of Business 
Research writer reports in an 
article on “ Applied Atomic 
Energy in Texas.”

Alfred G. Dale, writing In 
Texas Business Review, as­
serts:

" I t  well may be that uses of 
applied radiation will have a 
more profound influence upon 
the industrial development of 
the state than will the develop­
ment of nuclear power.”

Texas industry now is apply­
ing radiation in at least three 
ways: materials testing, pro­
cess control and research (util­
izing tracer techniques) and 
fundamental research in the 
petroleum and chemical in­
dustries (oriented to possibili­
ties of product processing via

radiation reactions.)
Materials testing, particular 

ly of metal products, Is con 
ducted by gamma ray radio­
graphy for a fraction of the 
cost of comparable X-ray 
equipment. Dale says.

"In  the petroleum industry, 
tracer techniques are being 
developed rapidly,”  he notes.

In view of the increasing im­
portance of applied radiation 
in Texas Industry, Dale fore­
sees construction of specialized 
reactor facilities for the pro­
duction of isotopes and for 
direct irradiation work on mat­
erials, plus an increase in the 
number of “ hot”  laboratories 
for research involving isotope 
use.
