Though Terry farmers still 
are racing the freeze deadline, 
the economic picture remuin.s 
fairly bright here, the picture 
based on report.« filed by the 
coqmy treasurer and Brown 
fie lv  banks.
’ 'First National Bank reports 
a total of $5,332,493 on deposit 
through Oct. II. The institution 
also showed a surplu.s of $200,- 
000.

Brownfield State Bank and 
Trust Company’s report reveal­

ed a total of $8,518,065 is on 
deposit. The organization’s sur­
plus is $250,000.

At the beginning of 1957 the 
two institutions reported the 
same surplus, but deposits 
were higher. First National had 
$7,124.545 83 on deposit Jan. I 
and Brownfield State totaled 
112,557.128.63.

Though the deposit totals in­
dicate a large drop, Bruce 
Zorns, vice president of Brown­
field .State, said it is only a 
seasonal drop which happens 
every year.

Farmers and merchants 
account for much of the drop, 
he said. "Farmfaif Is a costly 
business these ¿ys,** noted 
Zorns. "Farm ers have to 
take a lot of money out of the 
bonk to put Is thsir crops and 
to harvest tbeos.**

ing units begun or authorized 
locally were equivalent to a 
rate of 7.1 per 1,000 population. 
Public housing is not included.

This was above the nation­
al rate of 5.5 new units per 
1,000 people.
The report shows that it also 

was above the Southern states 
rate. 4.7 per 1,000.

Throughout the nation, home 
building declined in the year. 
The 1,120,200 housing units re­
presented a drop of 18 per cent 
from 1955. Only one state, Flor­
ida, came up with an improve­
ment. Nevada had the biggest 
dip, 43 per cent.

In Brownfield, In line witli 
this general trend, there was a 
drop. The Bureau of Labor 
Statistics show a total of 73 
units locally in 1956 as against 
144 in the prior year.

The failure of the nation's 
home-building industry to move 
forward in step with most oth­
ers is viewed as an anomaly. 
Its sharp decline occurred in 
the midst of general prosper­
ity.

Some explain it as being due 
to a temporary saturation of 
the market but most experts, 
who feel that the demand for 
housing is still strong, differ.

The other reason usually of­
fered for the recession is tight 
m<mcy. Although some deny 
this, most builders go along 
with the opinion. They note 
that the drop coincided with the 
first move by the Federal Re­
serve to tighten money.

Little doubt appears to exist 
in any circle, however, that a 
big boom in housing is but a 
few years off. The Senate Hous­
ing Subcommittee states that 
there will be a need of 2,000,- 
000 new houses a year in the 
I960's, when our big population 
growth is due.

AUSTIN — It’s time for a 

showdown,' soys the Senate in­
vestigating committee.

Our Texas Legislature haa 
gotten a black eye, the com­
mittee feels, and it wants to 
find out why. Said the com- 
mittee’a chairman. Sen. Charl­
es Herring of Austin. “ There’s 
been a tendency on the part of 
the public to blame the Legisl­
ature for everything that hap­
pens."

He attributed this to: (1) 
Acts of a few lawmakers who 
discredited the entire branch, 
(2 ) looee and irresponsible talk 
and (3) a tendency of other 
state agencies to blame the 
Legislature in an attempt to 
cover up their own shortcom­
ings and "even dereliction of 
duty.”

Herring promised a three­
pronged attack against these 
sources of discredit.' Grand 
Jories and the legislators them­
selves have already done "able 
work”  In the first area, said 
Herring.

In its "loose talk" attack the 
committee called on the carpet 
Riggs Shepperd of Hondo, man­
ager of the Medina Electric 
Cooperatlvee. Inc. Riggs said 
The Texas Co-op magazine 
misquoted him in saying he’s 
been "told to see old so-and-so 
and he’ll get your bill Introduc­
ed for 1900." He said a nation-

al magazine article on alleged 
corruption in Texas triggered 
his remark.

In the third phase of its op­
eration. presumably designed 
to show that state agencies 
have fallen down on their jobs, 
the committee began by sub- 
poening three insurance ex­
ecutives.

First on the stand was 
Largent Parks, president of 
Prefered Life of Dallas. Parks, 
was closely questioned about 
State Insurance Board charges 
that he owes the insurance 
firm some 9194,000. Senate 
committee questioning empha­
sized that Parks’ firm had been 
given a routine examination last 
March and another special ex­
amination in June, but that the 
report had never been made 
public.

F E D E R A L  FORCE DE­

By a vote of 112 to 24, House 
members criticized President 
Eisenhower's action at Little 
Rock. It did not, said the re­
solution. "reflect conaitutional 
government deriving ita pow­
ers from the consent of the

governed.”
Further, it asked the Presi­

dent not to send troops to Tex­
as to enforce "modem sociol­
ogical concepts”  or interfere 
with "the constitutional right of 
the State of Texas to provide, 
operate, and discipline the pub­
lic schools of Texas.”

Difficulty came with Rep. 
Joe Pool’s efforts to push 
through a demand-to-the-gov- 
emor resolution. Pool's pro­
posal would call on Gov. Price 
Daniel to say at once when he 
will open the legislature for 
segregation bills. It was shunt­
ed aside for a week.

Many East Texans joined in 
the postponement move, thus 
indicating they had faith in the 
governor’s intentions.

MARRIAGE OF M ANY - -  
Lobby control proposals are 
going through the "agonizing 
reappraisal”  stage.

Eight widely varying bills — 
four in the House, four In Sen­
ate, were sent off to subcom­
mittees. Each sub-group is to 
make a four-way marriage of 
the proposed bills in the hope 
of arriving at something that 
will be acceptable to all.

Some pointa of differences: 
whether "controls”  should ap­
ply only during sessions or 
year-around, only in Austin or 
anywhere in state, whether 
public officials should be ex­
empted. church spokesmen, 
etc. Each author contends the 
rival bills have "loopholes.”

A new proposal by Sen. 
Henry B. Gonzales of San Ant­
onio is that the law should pro­
vide for a special enforcement 
agency. It would be a "dis- 
cloaure board" to which in­
formation on who is lobby­
ing for whom and how much 
ia being spent would be filed.

The time of the year is a p  
preaching when .cattle owners 
should be warned that Johnson 
grass or sorghum after a frost 
is sometimes extremely high in 
prussic acid content and is 
very dangerous to livestock.

When wilted by frost or 
drouth, certain c h e mi c a I 
changes sometimes occur in 
the plant and it develops a con­
tent prussic acid, or hydro­
cyanic acid, says Dr. C. M. 
Patterson, extension veterian- 
aiian. The poison acts quick­
ly, and can kill an animal with­
in a short time after the dam­
aged plant has been eaten.

Symptoms described by the 
veterinarian include an appear­
ance of nervousness, difficult 
breathing, and difficulty In 
standing. Whether a poisoned 
animal can be saved depends 
upon how quickly a veterian- 
arian can get to it. Treatment 
involves injecting antidotes di­
rectly into >̂ the blood stream.

Young plants will develop 
more prussic acid than those

approaching maturity, points 
out Patterson. The leaves will 
contain from three to 25 times 
more acid than corresponding 
portions of the stalk in plants 
in the boot stage. The upper, 
younger leaves will contain 
more acid than the lower leav-
es.

Frosted or drouth stricken 
Johnson grass or sorghum 
should not be grazed until it is 
completely dry. advises the 
veterinarian. If Johnson grass 
or sorghum Is ready to cut be­
fore a frost, it may be cut 
during the first day after the 
frost and used for hay i f  care 
is taken to see that it is com­
pletely cured before baling.
