Wheat Straw Embedded
In Pole By June Tornado

We continue to hear stories
involving the June 2 tornado, some
involving strange or unusual
circumstances.

Most of us have heard stories
from our parents or grand-parents
about seeing wheat straw embedded
into poles or trees.

Tommy Weemes of Deaf Smith
Rural Electric Cooperative tells us
to put his name on the list of
people who have seen such a
phenomenon.

The REC had many poles blown
down or broken. In fact, over 150
poles were replaced at a cost of
$150,000.

Weemes was surveying the
damage on the Frank Zinzer place,
which is in southern Deaf Smith
County, when he saw a "bunch" of
wheat straws embedded in a power
pole. Zinzer's place is more or less
on a line north of the rural area the
tornado struck in Parmer County.

The straw was attached to the
lower part of the pole. "It looked
like a porcupine was stuck in the
pole," he said. "I have been
convinced that this can happen.
Evidentally, the wind velocity was
so hard that instead of breaking the
straws, it embedded them in the
pole," he said. :

Weemes also told about pieces
of power line that were twisted and
wrapped "like you wouldn't

believe." Some of the power line
was wrapped with electric fencing
from below. The electric wire is of
aluminum which is four wires
thick.

Jeremiah Norwood told us that

he was working at Hi-Pros west
mill when the tornado hit, and was
in the storm shelter. He had a long-
stemmed rosebud in the back widow
of his car, that had been there for
awhile.

After the storm, Norwood found
that all of the windows had been
suctioned out of the vehicle, and
even the car's interior headliner.
Some of his books from a course
he's taking at Amarillo College
were strewn all around the scene.

But the rosebud was merely
moved from one side of the window
to the other, and was in place.

PORTER ROBERTS said he
was looking out the sliding glass
door on the patio side of his house.
Suddenly he saw a large section of
his fence, which had been blown
down earlier "flapping in the breeze
like a big rag.

"About that time I saw the roof
from the block building (garage on
Highway 60) flying through the air,
and I decided it was time for a fat
boy like myself to get away from a

glass door," he concluded.

"What do you need a pickup
truck for?"

Well, she had me there. I am
one of those guys that has never
owned a pickup, but have always
wanted to. It seems like since
almost everbody out here owns a
pickup, I needed one too.

In the big cities, pickups,
Surburbans, Jeeps, and Broncos are
now politely referred to as utility
vehicles. Some city dwellers even
buy 4-wheel drives and never get
out of the city limits.

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The guy paced back and forth
glaring at us, I guess to make sure
that we didn't touch his truck.
After we loaded the tables and he
went back inside, I looked his truck
over (without touching it).

There was not a scratch, dent,
or ding anywhere on it, especially
in the bed of the truck where you
are supposed to haul stuff. It was a
sparkling white truck with lots of
chrome, so clean it almost smelled
good. I know he was proud of it,
but still can't figure out why he
owned it if you couldn't touch it.

From what I can see out here,
pickup trucks are used to haul stuff,
lean on, and carry dogs in the back.

There is nothing wrong with
being proud of your truck. I see
some around town that are clean and
shiny, with chrome accessories, and
rollbars, and spotlights on top.

But most of the trucks I see are
true "utility" vehicles. They have
propane tanks, and shovels, and
tool boxes in them. Most of the
ones I have looked at have a fair
amount of wear and tear in the bed
from hauling stuff. Necessary stuff
to make a living or to be a good
neighbor.

After the tornado, many pickup
truck owners voluntarily hauled off
tree limbs and other debris from
neighborhoods. The guy from
Tulsa would probably have hidden
his truck in his garage or left town
for a few days.

Another thing I have discovered
is that no matter how new or old it
is, the owner is proud of the truck.
A pickup truck is a special friend.

My stepfather, Harry
Lookingbill, retired from farming
several years ago. During his 50
years or so of farming he always
had a pickup. When he retired, his
last pickup was a small gray truck
with a shell on the back. He didn't
haul much in it, so about five years
ago he traded the truck for a Bronco.

He has regretted it ever since.
He often wishes he had that truck
back. It's not that he hauls stuff
much anymore. It is just that there
is a bond between a man (or
woman) and their trucks. Even if
you don't use it, it is just good to
have it.

That is why I was trying to
convince my wife Cindy that I need
a truck. There may be a time when
I need to haul stuff.

On the other hand, if I had a
truck, I would have to get a big
tool box and I don't have any tools
either. Idon't own any guns for the
gun rack, and I don't have a dog to
carry in back.

Maybe I'll put the truck idea on
hold for a while. As long as my
brother, Rick, has a truck, I guess I
really don't need one. For now.

Every four years, on a day late
in January, a solemn ceremony
takes place on the steps of the
Capitol in Washington, D.C. A
new President of the United States
is being inaugurated. With his left
hand on an open Bible and his right
hand upraised, he takes the
presidential oath of office from the
Chief Justice of the United States.

For George Washington,
inauguration day was April 30,
1789. He repeated the presidential
oath of office given by Robert
Livingston and then added the word,
"So help me God."

"I walk on untrodden ground,"
Washington said as he began his
new responsibilities. "There is
scarcely any part of my conduct that
may not hereafter be drawn into
precedent.”

For George Washington, even
though he was encouraged to do so,
he chose not to serve a third term as
President of the United States. And
50 a precedent was put in motion of

only two terms for President. I.

only wish that precedent had been
established for members of
congress. Then we might not have
"professional politicians.”

I was given a general overview
of the seasons of a man's life by a
friend of mine the other day. He
divided the four seasons into (1)
Preparation, a time of study; (2)
Production, business and babies; (3)
Provision, giving out of one's life,
the most productive years of a
man's life; and (4) Protection,
watching and guarding those in his
care.

He then related that to society
and the church today. Season (1)
being the student, (2) being the
parent, (3) the elder and leader of the
church, and (4) the statesman or
governing authority.

Now that sounds rather
idealistic, but a man that applied
himself as a student, then husband
and father and finally elder, and
successfully completed those might
just qualify as a statesman.

Next year is election year and
we will again be bombarded with
election campaigns and promises. I
pray we will have statesmen
running for office, be they
Republican or Democrat. (During
George Washington's presidency
those who favored defending states'
rights called themselves anti-
federalists, or Democratic-
Republican party) so we still have
them today.

Does the character of a man
really make a difference, Paul put it
this way in II Timothy 2:19, 20,
21, "And let every one that nameth
the name of Christ depart from
iniquity. But in a great house there
are not only vessels of gold and of
silver, but also of wood and of
earth; and some to honour, and
some to dishonour. If a man
therefore purge himself from these,
he shall be a vessel unto honour,
sanctified, and meet for the master's
use, and prepared unto every good
work."

Investing In Mutual

Funds Can Beat
Stock-picking

When you invest in mutual
funds, you're buying professional
management. Mutual funds relieve
you of the responsibility of trying
to research and choose the best
investments, and let the
professionals do it for you. A
recent study by one mutual fund
showed just how valuable
professional management can be.

Assume it's Jan. 1, 1934, and
you have $50,000 to invest. You
can either pick five stocks from the
Dow Jones Industrial Average (the
Dow) and invest $10,000 in each of
the stocks, or place the entire
amount in the mutual fund. The
analysis compares the results of
each investment from Jan. 1, 1934,
through Dec. 31, 1993.

Kodak, General Electric, Philip
Morris, Procter & Gamble and
Sears, you win. Assume you
invested $10,000 in each stock,
took all dividends in cash and paid
no brokerage fees. Your total
investment would have grown to
just more than $6 million over the
60-year period. Not bad--IF you
happened to pick the right stocks.

However, if you had invested
your $50,000 in the mutual fund
that performed this analysis, your
investment would have grown to
more than $11 million--nearly
twice as much as if you had picked
the five most successful stocks, and
who knows how much better than
if you hadn't chosen the right
stocks!

This fund is not an aggressive,
hot fund. It's seldom, if ever,
headlined on magazine covers as the
year's top fund. It's a middle-of-the-
road, growth-and-income fund. Yet
this comparison illustrates the
advantages of long-term profes-
sional management vs. flying solo.

In addition to professional
management, mutual funds offer a
variety of convenient services, such
as automatic resinvestment, record-
keeping, price information and
custodial services. Many funds can
be placed in IRAs, 401(k) plans and
SEPs for nominal fees, and your
fund's representative or your
personal broker is always available
1o answer your questions.

Most investment professionals
agree that a solid portfolio should
include a combination of high-
quality individual securities such as
common stocks and bonds PLUS
professionally managed investments
such as mutual funds. Howcver,
with the huge variety of options
available, choosing the right
combination can be guesswork.
The professional management
offered by mutual funds can take
some of the guesswork out of the
game.

Keratoconus

Keratoconus is a condition in which the
shape of the eye interferes with vision. The
central portion of the comnea bulges forward,
becomes irregular and gets thinner. In mild
cases, there will be a slight loss of vision; the

loss is greater in more severe cases. Headaches, eye strain and seeing
"halos" are common complaints with this condition.

Your optometrist's professional know how is vital for proper
diagnosis and treatment. The protruding comea may not be obvious.
And bulging eyes may not necessarily indicate keratoconus.

Modern optical technology has created a method to control this
situation. Rigid, gas-permeable contact lenses are utilized to exert
pressure on the cornea to prevent it from "coning” and thinning
further. Indeed, the treatment is sometimes so successful that the need
for an eventual corneal transplant may be eliminated. And because the
gas-permeable lens allows adequate oxygen to reach the eye, it is more
comfortable for patients to wear.
