At the request of the Secretary of War the press of 

the nation b  giving wide publicity to (he plans and puv̂  
poses of National Defense Teat Day, September l2.

la order to allow the apprehension of some earnest 
citizens who fear that the Defense Test Day may be used 
to create a military atftiosphere and so stimulate a war 
spirit, the Secretary aaj’-s :

"The event to take place on September 12th will not 
be a general mobilisation. A tnobilzation would mean 
the bringing to war strength in men, animals aad mater­
ial, qf the armed forces of th® nation. Our military es­
tablishment will not be increased for an instant on Sep­
tember 12th. The Defense Test will be only a demonstrsp 
tion of mobilization plans. It will be an endeavor on the 
part of the Federal Government to inform our people aa 
fully aa possible on the present status of our security. Our 
whole purpose is to pre.-wfit to our country the new citiBea 
Army of the United States and to indicate what action 
would have to be taken in a national emergency by our 
individual citiaens, and by communities. If our country 
b  to be defended successfully. The simple demonstration 
planned might be compared to a fire drill in a school for 
the safety of the children. Just as fire escapes and ex­
its are of little value If the children do not know how to ‘ 
use them, so also are the beat plans for our safety, if our 
people do not know what the plans are, and what they 
should do iti a crisis. We firmly believe that opr action b  
in t^e interest of more intelligent citizenship.”

There is no doubt that the sentiment of the people 
of the United States b  for peace as against war, but ao 
long as there b  any danger of a national emergency the 
national defense must be maintained without impairment 
and in thb purpose unque.stionably the eitlzens ef the na­
tion will heartily cooperate with the national aovemment.

ines at the present time.

Izard has operated the driv­
erless Car Station, 803 Broad­
way, in this cit^ for the past 
fourteen months, although he* 
has been a resident of the Plain 
section for more than eighteen 
years. The local station is the 
oldest one of its kind on the 
Plains, lazrd said.

There is one method of busi­
ness travelling that plains busi­
ness men are over-looking when 
they are unable to make trips 
in their own automobiles, Izarrl 
stated yesterday. “ Whenever 
a party of men wish to go on* a 
business trip to some near-by 
city they can rent a car, go to 
fhe city, stay as long as they 
like then return. They can step 
as they pa.ns by other cities and 
transact business in those points 
also. 'This they cannot do when 
traveling by train or line car. 
In case they want to n>ake the 
places between here and there, 
should they wish to remain 
over-night in Lamesa they may 
check the car into the station 
there and thus cut down the 
expense of the trip.

When a car is rented from 
the Izard .station it is rented at 
the rate of fifteen cents per 
mile, with gas, oil and every­
thing furnished.
