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WHOEVER SAID "Politics 
makes strange bedfellows" must 
have had sleazy old Senator 
Packwood in mind.

There is another Senator who 
has been in office for decades, is 
also a brown womanizer, alcoholic, 
and several years ago he drove a car 
off a bridge, leaving a young 
woman to drown in it.

The media is sure pushing 
him to the forefront, which 
immediately makes me suspicious. 

Powell seems to have ruled out 
running as a Democrat. His views 
may be too liberal to be 
Republican. That sounds to me 
like an independent candidate. Ube 
decides to run as an independent, he 
will only succeed in getting 
Clinton re-elected. Have we learned 
anything from the last election 
when we managed to get a president 
into office with less than a majority 
vote? 

Someone pointed out that eleven 
of our former presidents have been 
military generals. Okay! By the 
time a man reaches that status in 
the military, he must be a leader. 
He must have the self-confidence 
to make hard decisions and stick by 
them.

The voters will need to learn a 
lot more about his views on 
economic growth and social issues, 
such as school prayer, the debase-
ment of our culutre, illegal immi-
gration, getting tough on crime, 
etc. Where does he stand on tax 
cut initiatives to create jobs, boost 
incomes and insure the strength of 
our country? 

Going from a draft-dodger to a 
four-star general would be a hoot, 
but as far as comparing Powell 
with Eisenhower. . .get over it! 
Don't make any decisions until all 
these issues have been addressed and 
don't fool yourself into thinking 
that an independent candidate has a 
snowball's chance of winning. 

Congressman Larry Combest 
told newsmen from his area this 
week that he has introduced his own 
farm program in the U.S. House of 
Representatives, and is lobbying 
fellow congressmen for their 
support. 

Rep. Combest, in one of his 
"conference calls" to local newsmen 
in his district, said the bill he was 
sponsoring is modelled considerably 
like the farm program that will be 
expiring in 1996. 

"We're spending less than half 
the tax money on agriculture today 
than we were in 1986. I think the 
present bill is just what the farmers 
need for the most part," he said, 
pointing to cotton as a good 
example of how the market demand 
has grown to where farmers get a 
fair price for their crops. 

Combest said that the Sugar 
Alliance had come together and 
worked out agreements that would 
help their industry. "Our current 
sugar program returns several 
billion dollars to the government 
each year. It is a non-cost item," he 
told the newsmen. 

The area legislator said he had 
already received backing for his 
farm bill from several 
representatives from across the 
South and Midwest. "I'll try to do

the absolute best I can for my 
farmers for the next seven-year 
period. He explained that the 
Republicans had set a seven-year 
goal for solving the nation's money 
problems. 

On welfare reform, Combest said 
the Republicans are pushing for 
"Medicare Plus," which will offer 
senior citizens more assistance than 
they are currently receiving. 

"We're going to provide more 
options to Seniors than they have 
under the present Medicare. We're 
also greatly concerned about rural 
hospitals, who have been hurt by 
the old program. We want our 
program to work with the rural 
hospitals better than before," he 
stated. 

The congressman added that the 
GOP party would introduce a 
"Medisave Program," which will 
allow senior citizens to buy a 
highly deductible "savings policy." 
They would contribute to such a 
policy, and when their savings 
account reaches 60% of the policy 
amount, they can take the rest of 
the money out and use it for 
whatever purpose they wish to," he 
explained. "It would be a tax-
deductible medical savings 
program," he concluded.

1995), Settlement ("Price Settle-
ment"), and is thus defined as chlordimeform or 
any chlordimeform-containing product, either 
manufactured, formulated, packaged, distributed 
or sold by or on behalf of Ciba-Geigy Corporation 
or related parties, regardless of the trade name of 
the product; or any metabolite of Galecron•, in-
cluding the substances known as 4-COT or 5-CAT. 

The Woodward Settlement Class is defined as.  
(I) All persons who fall into one of the follow. 

ing categories, and who reside in the United 
States as of the date of filing of the Class 
Action Complaint, who have been exposed 
in the United States to Fundal. only, but not 
to Fundal' and Galecron. or to Galecron• 
only ("NOR-AM Expos. Persons"): 
a. Formula.: An individual (whether or 

not employed by NOR-AM Chemical 
Company) who in the course of his or 
her employment was exposed to Fundal.  
while at a plant or site which was in-
volved in mixing, blending, packaging, 
handling or otherwise formulating pes-
ticides which contained, in whole or in 
part, Fundal'; 

b Applicators: An individual (whether or 
not employed by NOR-AM Chemical 
Company) who in the course of his or 
her employment, was exposed to 
Fundal• while involved in the applica-
tion of pesticides which contained, in 
whole or in part. Fundal., including, 
without limitation, aenal and land a, 
plicators. flagmen, mixers, blenders, 
loaders and other individuals who 
handled such pesticide prior to or dur-
ing the application process; or 

c. Other Covered Worker, (i) An individual 
employed by NOR-AM Chemical Com-
pany who, in the course of his or her em-
ployment, was exposed to Fundal': (ii) an 
individual who worked at Empak.

Texas and/or Micro Chemical 
in Louisiana and who was exposed to 
Fundal' in the course of his or her em-
ployment; (iii) or an individual who 
worked in a testing or research laboratory 
and who was exposed to Fundal. in the 
course of his or her employment; or 

(2) The spouses, parents, children, other rel. 
rives, or legal representatives of the NOR-
AM Exposed Persons descnbed above. 

(3) All members of the Price Senlement Class. 
The Price Settlement Class means all mem-
bers of the settlement class certified by the 
court in Price v. Ciba-Geigy Corp., Cis.. No. 
94-0647-C13-S (S.D. Ala. 1995). excluding 
persons determined by the court to be opt-
outs of that class. That settlement class thus 
includes persons residing in the United 
States who in the course of their employ. 
ment were exposed to Galecron.  or to 
Galecron. and Fundal' ("Ciba Expos. Per-
sons"); and the spouses. parents, children, 
other relatives, or legal representatives of the 
Ciba Exposed Persons descnbed above. 

(Collectively "Woodward Settlement Class Mem-
bers").

DCA Fund will make cash payments of up to 
5626,500 on behalf of a NOR-AM Exposed Person 
who, after exposure to Fundal.  only, has developed 
or in the future develops the form of bladder cancer 
alleged to be associated with Fundal.. In addition. 
the NOR-AM DCA Fund will make cash supple-
ments amounting to 40% of the amounts scheduled 
for and paid as compensatory payments pursuant to 
the Price settlement, up to 5179,000, on behalf of a 
Ciba Exposed Person who, after exposure to Fundal' 
and Galecron. or to Galecron. only, has developed 
or in the future develops the form of bladder cancer 
alleged to be associated with Fundal. and Galecron.. 
The NOR-AM DCA Fund will also pay for admin-

Soil and Water Conservation 
District directors serve a four year 
term of office.

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Michael Jeter's College 

Have you ever heard of the 
American Sunday School 
movement? I hadn't until I read 
about it this week. 

The Sunday School movement 
had originated in England with 
Robert Raikes (1735-1811). An 
English publisher, he knew "little 
miserable wretches" in his home 
city, Gloucester, who worked six 
long days in the factories and had 
no chance for education. He opened 
his first Sunday School there in 
1780. 

The Sunday School movement 
was transplanted to America by 
another Englishman, Robert May. 
It took root with special vigor 
around Philadelphia, and out of that 
city in 1824 came a national 
movement called the American 
Sunday School Union. 

In the next century and a half, 
it planted thousands of Sunday 
Schools across America. Churches 
eventually sprang up from the 
majority of these Sunday Schools--
more than three thousand of them 
in this century alone. 

The principal man involved in 
the movement was Dr. Benjamin 
Rush, signer of the Declaration of 
Independence and the most eminent 
American physician of his 
generation. One of the original 
vice presidents was Bushrod 
Washington, nephew of George 
Washington. Another early officer 
was John Marshall, one of the great  

Chief Justices of the United States 
Supreme Court. 

Another long-time vice 
president was Pennsylvania 
Governor John Pollock, who, as 
director of the United States Mint 
in Philadelphia, first inscribed on 
our coins the motto, "In God We 
Trust." 

But one of the movement's 
most illustrious figures, who served 
as a manager and vice president 
from the time of the American 
Sunday School Union's inception 
until his death eighteen years later, 
once found himself held captive 
aboard a British ship outside the 
city of Baltimore, near Fort 
McHenry. He watched "the rockets' 
red glare, the bombs bursting in 
air." Then Francis Scott Key wrote 
"The Star Spangled Banner." 

There are some elements of 
society today that seem "deathly 
scared" of anything religious. And 
yet if we will but look back at the 
foundations and great men in our 
nation's past we find not only very 
religious men, but also very active 
men in the expression of their faith. 
The Bible has never threatened 
America. It has helped to build it. 

What might you hear or read in 
Sunday School this Sunday? 
Possibly Revelation 1:3--"Blessed 
is he that readeth, and they that hear 
the words of this prophecy, and 
keep those things which are written 
therein: for the time is at hand."

PROPOSITION NO. 1 
ON THE BALLOT 

House Joint Resolution 50 proposes a 
constitutional amendment providing that 
the legislature by general law may autho-
rize the Texas Higher Education Coordi-
nating Board to issue general obligation 
bonds of the state in an amount not ex-
ceeding $300 million to finance educa-
tional loans to students. The maximum 
interest rate to be borne by the bonds 
must be set by law. The legislature may 
provide for the investment of bond pro-
ceeds and may establish an interest and 
sinking fund to pay the bonds. 

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows: 

"The constitutional amendment provid-
ing for the issuance of $300 million in 
general obligation bonds to finance 
education loans to students." 

PROPOSITION NO. 2 
ON THE BALLOT 

Senate Joint Resolution 36 proposes a 
constitutional amendment that would au-
thorize the legislature to exempt from ad 
valorem taxation the property of an orga-
nization chartered by the Congress of the 
Republic of Texas if the property is used 
primarily for the charitable, benevolent, 
or public service activities of the organi-
zation as defined by general law. The 
Comptroller's Property Tax Division has 
identified the Grand Lodge of Texas, also 
know as the Masonic Lodges, as the pri-
mary organization which would qualify 
for this tax exemption. 

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows: 

"The constitutional amendment to 
authorize the legislature to exempt 
from ad valorem taxation property of 
an organization chartered by the Con-
gress of the Republic of Texas that is 
used primarily for the charitable, be-
nevolent, or public service activities of 
the organization." 

PROPOSITION NO. 3 
ON THE BALLOT 

Senate Joint Resolution 51 proposes a 
constitutional amendment that provides 
that the farm and ranch finance program 
fund shall be administered by the Texas 
Agricultural Finance Authority and not 
by the Veterans' Land Board, as pro-
vided by current law. In addition, the 
proposed amendment provides that the 
proceeds of $200 million of the $500 mil-
lion in bonds authorized by the Texas 
Constitution for the farm and ranch fi-
nance program fund may be diverted to 
the agricultural fund and the rural micro-
enterprise development fund, also autho-
rized by the Texas Constitution, to be 
used for agricultural and rural economic 
development programs. 

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows: 

"The constitutional amendment allow-
ing the use of existing bond authority 
of the farm and ranch finance program 
to include financial assistance for the 
expansion, development, and diver-
sification of production, processing, 
marketing, and export of Texas agri-
cultural products." 

PROPOSITION NO. 4 
ON THE BALLOT 

Senate Joint Resolution 46 proposes a 
constitutional amendment that would al-
low an encumbrance to be fixed on home-
stead property for an owelty of partition. 
In divorce and probate situations, a piece 
of property may be owned jointly by two

Cecil and Beulah first lived 
here in the early thirties when their 
dad, L.D. Cummings, a pioneer 

or more people, and each person owns an 
undivided interest in the property, as op-
posed to a specific portion of the prop-
erty. If one owner wishes to purchase the 
other person's interest in the property 
and wishes to obtain a loan to finance the 
purchase, the lending institution requires 
all interests in the property to be used as 
security for the loan; this is called an 
owelty of partition. Senate Joint Resolu-
tion 46 would allow the lending institution 
to foreclose on the homestead property 
for an owelty of partition if the purchaser 
defaulted on the loan. In addition, the 
proposed amendment would allow the re-
finance of a lien against a homestead. Fi-
nally, the proposed amendment would al-
low a purchaser or lender to rely on an 
affidavit that states that the property to 
be conveyed or encumbered is not the 
homestead of the affiant. 

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows: 

"The constitutional amendment per-
mitting an encumbrance to be fixed on 
homestead property for an owelty of 
partition, including a debt of a spouse 
resulting from a division or award of a 
homestead in a divorce proceeding, and 
for the refinance of a lien against a 
homestead, including a federal tax lien 
resulting from the tax debt of the 
owner." 

PROPOSITION NO. 5 
ON THE BALLOT 

House Joint Resolution 34 proposes a 
constitutional amendment which would 
increase by $500 million the constitu-
tional authorization of the Veterans' Land 
Board to issue and sell general obligation 
bonds of the state to provide housing fi-
nancing to Texas veterans. The proceeds 
from the bonds authorized by this amend-
ment shall be used to augment the Vet-
erans' Housing Assistance Fund II to be 
administered and invested as provided by 
law. The bonds authorized by this amend-
ment shall be incontestable after execu-
tion by the Veterans' Land Board, ap-
proval by the attorney general, and 
delivery to the purchaser. 

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows: 

"The constitutional amendment to in-
crease by $500 million the amount of 
general obligation bonds that may be 
issued to augment the veterans' hous-
ing assistance fund II." 

PROPOSITION NO. 6 
ON THE BALLOT 

House Joint Resolution 64 proposes a 
constitutional amendment which would 
extend the tax exemption under article 
VIII, section 1-b(b) of the Texas Consti-
tution for the residence homestead of a 
person age 65 or older to the surviving 
spouse of a person who received the ex-
emption. The surviving spouse must be 
age 55 or older when the deceased spouse 
died, and the property must be the resi-
dence homestead of the surviving spouse 
when the deceased spouse died and re-
main the surviving spouse's residence 
homestead. A surviving spouse who al-
ready receives an exemption under this 
section of the Texas Constitution is not 
entitled to an additional exemption under 
the amendment. 

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows: 

"The constitutional amendment ex-
empting from ad valorem taxation the 
residence homestead of the surviving 
spouse of an elderly person."

$250 million. 

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows: 

"The constitutional amendment reduc-
ing the amount of general obligation 
bonds authorized for undertakings re-
lated to the superconducting super col-
lider research facility from $500 million 
to $250 million." 

PROPOSITION NO. 8 
ON THE BALLOT 

House Joint Resolution 80 proposes a 
constitutional amendment abolishing the 
office of constable in Mills, Reagan, and 
Roberts counties. In Mills County, the 
office of constable is abolished, and the 
powers, duties, and records of the office 
are transferred to the sheriff. In Reagan 
and Roberts counties, the office of con-
stable is abolished and the powers, du-
ties, and records of the office are trans-
ferred to the sheriff only if a majority of 
voters in each of the respective counties 
favors the proposed amendment. 

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows: 

"The constitutional amendment provid-
ing for the abolition of the office of con-
stable in Mills, Reagan, and Roberts 
counties."

PROPOSITION NO. 9 

ON THE BALLOT 
Senate Joint Resolution 7 proposes a 

constitutional amendment that would al-
low investment of money from the Texas 
growth fund in a business without the 
business's disclosure of its investments in 
or with South Africa or Namibia. Cur-
rently, such investments are prohibited 
by article XVI, section 70(r) of the Texas 
Constitution, which would be repealed. 

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows: 

"The constitutional amendment allow-
ing investment of money from the 
Texas growth fund in a business with-
out the business's disclosure of its in-
vestments in or with South Africa or 
Namibia." 

PROPOSITION NO. 10 
ON THE BALLOT 

Senate Joint Resolution 1 proposes a 
constitutional amendment that would 
abolish the constitutional office of state 
treasurer effective September 1, 1996. 
The transfer of specific constitutional 
powers and duties to the comptroller of 
public accounts takes effect on that date. 
The statutory powers and duties and the 
property and other obligations of the 
state treasurer are transferred to officers 
and agencies of state government as the 
legislature provides by general law. 

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows: 

"The constitutional amendment abol-
ishing the office of state treasurer." 

PROPOSITION NO. 11 
ON THE BALLOT 

House Joint Resolution 72 proposes a 
constitutional amendment requiring that 
land devoted to wildlife management be 
taxed on the basis of its productive capac-
ity. The proposed amendment also adds a 
temporary provision to the Texas Consti-
tution validating the changes to the law 
made by Chapter 560, Acts of the 72nd 
Legislature, Regular Session, 1991, 
which amended the Tax Code to allow 
land used for wildlife management to be 
appraised as agricultural land. The tem-
porary provision also provides that a 
property owner is not authorized to claim 
a refund of taxes paid unless the tax pay-
ment was challenged before the effective 
date of the proposed amendment. The 
temporary provision expires on January 
1, 1998.

PROPOSITION NO. 12 
ON THE BALLOT 

House Joint Resolution 31 proposes a 
constitutional amendment providing that 
the legislature may exempt from ad valo- 
rem taxation income-producing personal 
property and mineral interests that have 
a taxable value which is insufficient to re-
cover the costs of administering the tax. 

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows: 

"The constitutional amendment autho-
rizing the legislature to exempt from 
ad valorem taxation personal property 
and mineral interests having a value in-
sufficient to recover the administrative 
costs of collecting the taxes." 

PROPOSITION NO. 13 
ON THE BALLOT 

House Joint Resolution No. 35 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment autho-
rizing the governing body of a political 
subdivision to exempt from ad valorem 
taxation boats and other equipment used 
primarily in the commercial taking or 
production of fish, shrimp, shellfish, and 
other marine life. 

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows: 

"The constitutional amendment autho-
rizing the governing body of a political 
subdivision to exempt from ad valorem 
taxation boats and other equipment 
used primarily in the commercial 
taking or production of fish, shrimp, 
shellfish, and other marine life." 

PROPOSITION NO. 14 
ON THE BALLOT 

House Joint Resolution 68 proposes a 
constitutional amendment that allows the 
legislature to raise the current ad valo- 
rem tax exemption for disabled veterans 
and their surviving spouses and minor 
children. The tax exemptions would be 
raised based on a veteran's disability 
rating as follows:
