So I 
decided to try for it.”

Thinking back now, Mrs. Adanu 
said, “ I t o ’t know why I did it 1 
thought rd liks it. I knew it was 
something I could do at home.”

She was appointed in 1965, and has

held the post ever since.
That year, she said, “ Business was 

really slow. There wasn’t very much 
to do theBrst year or so.”

But tMnu changed for Mrs. Adams 
when the late Jimmy Parka, a Mgh- 
way patrolman at the time, began 
sendhig busineas her way.

After she began talking with traffic 
offenders sent her way, “ I had 
business day and night. ”

She also handled inquests Into 
deaths, marriages, and meiSated 
domestic problems.

When Mrs. Adams first began

working as a JusUce of the Peace, she 
says, ’T knew such a little bit about 
it.̂ ’ She credits farmer Justice of the 
Peace Walter Grice as being “ A big 
help. He waa always real good to help 
me with things I didn’t know about . ”  

She’s also attended several JP 
schools wMch detailed the duties of 
the Justice of the Peace.

Mrs. Adams has seen about 14,000 
cases since taking the job. during all 
of those cases, she says, “ I ’ve t r i^  to 
be helpful. The patrolemen acted like 
they enjoyed coming out here. I really 
lik ^  the work. I always did the best I 
could.”

Mrs. Adams says, “ I will miss 
meeting people, and having different 
exjpenencee every day .”

Cauble prosecution rests
TYLER, Texas (A P ) — Prosecutors stung a day 

earlier by damaging testimony from their own witness 
unexpectedly rested their case in millionaire rancher 
Rex Cauble's federal trial on f e ^ a l  racketeering, 
conspiracy and embezzlement charges.

Defense attorneys moved for a directed verdict of 
acquittal Thursday moments after prosecutors rested 
thesr case against Cauble, who Is accused of financing 
and profiting from a smuggling ring that brought 108 
tons of marijuana from Colombia to Texas in 1977 and 
1978.

Charles Burton, one of four Cauble lawyers, said the 
government had presented insufficient evidence for a 
conviction and thit prosecutors had not lived up to a 
promise to jurors to produce “ a smoking gun.”

U.S. District Judge William Steger denied the 
motion, but granted a request by surprised defense 
lawyers to recess the trial until 9 a.m. Monday.

SPACE CENTER, Houston (AP ) — March 22 is the 
Urget date for the third test flight of the space shuttle 
Columbia, the two astronauts who will fly the mission said 
Thurs^y.

They ■!«» said at a news conference that a major ob­
jective of their flight is to determine how wdl the v ^ c l e ’s 
systems withstand the extreme heat and cold of space.

“ Although NASA has not yet set an offleial launch date, 
we’re working toward March 22,” said Marine Col. Jack 
Lousma, the mission commander. “ We hope to have a 
firm date soon.”

Lousma, who spent 56 days in space in 1973 aboard the 
Skylab Space Station, said the f l i^ t  is planned for 7 days 
— more than twice the length of either of Columbia’s first 
2 tests.

“ We’re going to have a very busy week up there,”  said 
Air Force Col. Gordon Fullerton, who will be making his 
first space trip.

Lousma said Columbia will be subjected to slightly 
higher dynamic pressures during both launch and landing 
to gain additional knowledge about its flight charac­
teristics and limits.

The major objective, he said, will be to test the thermal 
properties of the lOO-ton space ship.

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Reagan reconsiders 
ra is ing  excise taxes

WASHINGTON (A P ) — Facing opposition 
from business and some congressional 
Republicans, President Reagan is recon­
sidering plans to raise excise taxes on 
consumer goods but still is expected to seek 
some kind of higher taxes in his 1983 budget 
plan, administration ofTiciala say.

Reagan expressed "second thoughts” 
Thursday about an earlier decision to press 
for higher excise taxes after a delegation 
from the U.S. Chamber of Commerce told 
him it would oppose such a plan. White 
House aides said.

One administration official said Reagan 
postponed a final decision on taxes until next 
T u e ^ y ,  when be is to deliver his State of 
the Union message to Congress. In the in­
terim, the presidmt will mull over whether 
to include higher excise taxes in his budget 
proposals.

Another official, however, said Reagan 
appeared "to  totally reject any new excise 
taxes." The officials requested anonymity.

On Wednesday, several officials said 
Reagan had a g r ^  tentatively to seek 
higher excise taxes on cigarettes, liquor, 
wine and some luxury goods, but rejected a 
tax increase on beer and was undecided 
about raising taxes on gasoline. House 
Republican Leader Bob Michel of Illinois 
had strongly opposed raising beer taxes, 
saying the move would hit the average 
"workingman”

Reagan also agreed Wednesday to 
propose a narrowing of several tax 
"loopholes,” aides said. Altogether, the tax 
proposals would have raised about $15 
billion and enabled the president to hold the 
projected deficit for fiscal 1983 to about $75 
billion, they said.

Officials said Thursday that Reagan still 
was expected to seek a number of loophole 
closings when he submits his budget to 
Congress Feb. 8.

The officials declined to estimate how 
much the final tax package might be worth 
in added revenues.

Reagan remaina the "lone holdout” in the 
White House against higher taxes, even 
though all his senior economic advisers say 
additional revenues are needed to hold the

deficit under $100 billion, one official said.
Aides said Reagan hu  been reluctant to 

propose tax increases only months after 
pushing the largest tax cut in history 
through Congress. His reluctance has been 
hardmed by steady pressure from some 
congressional Republicana and business 
groups to reject higher taxes in any form.

Rea^n is said to fear that any move to 
seek higher taxes would be interpreted as a 
sign his economic program of spending and 
tax cuts was not working.

“ Hiere are so many pressures and con­
flicts involved,”  one official said. “ There 
are particularly a lot of political problems 
with excise taxes, which makes things very, 
very dicey .”

“ There are some ideas he is very reluc­
tant to yield on — namely his abhorrence of 
taxes and the negative way they affect the 
economy,”  another aide said

According to one account, Reagan 
became upset Thursday after represen­
tatives from the Chamber of Commerce told 
him they would fight any excise increases, 
adding that they doubted such measures 
would win congressional approval. The 
president then told his staff to search for 
other ways to narrow the deficit.

Reagan also has encountered resistance 
among his Republican allies in Congress. In 
a recent letter to budget director David A. 
Stockman, House GOP Whip Trent Lott of 
Mississippi and Republican Rep. Jack 
Kemp of New York complained that higher 
excise taxes would hurt the "little guy”  and 
risk political defeat for Republicans.

On Thursday, 15 state chairmen of 
Reagan’s I960 presidential campaign 
warned him in a letter that " it would be a 
major political and policy error for you to 
reverse your tax policies so soon after 
enactment" of the 1981 tax cut.”

“ Any tax increase in the next few years, 
including the excise taxes on consumption, 
would have a devastating effect on the party 
in November,”  they said.

The group suggested Reagan consider 
cuts in government subsidies to major 
corporations to reduce the deficit.

NEW YORK (A P ) — A member of the

Abbott, author of a book of letters from 
prison and a literary protege of Pulitzer 
Prize-winning author Norman Mailer, 
admitted on the witness stand that he 
tubbed 22-year-old Richard Adan, a 
waiter and aspiring actor, to death 
outside a resUurant.

But he said he had killed unin­
tentionally and In self-defense because of 
a "tragic misunderstanding”

The verdict "shows that it’s OK now to 
kill if you’re upset," Henry Howard, 
Adan’s father-in-law, said angrily, ad­
ding that Abbott "w ill be back on the 
street and he will kill again”

"It was fair,”  said Mailer, who had 
helped secure Abbott's release from 
prison and had said Abbott was 
“ bewildered" by his “ abrupt” release 
from prison, where he spent half of his 
life, into a society of which he knew little.

Abbott’s conviction Thursday moans 
he facea from 12>A years to life In prison, 
depending on Acting Justice Irving 
Lang’s assessment of his criminal 
record.

Abbott has served time on several 
charges, including the killing of a fellow 
inmate, and owes II years on a federal 
sentence. He had been free aix weeks in a 
work-release program when the tubbing 
took place.

Lang set sentencing for Feb 34. He 
ordered that Abbott te  held in isolation 
and given a psychiatric teat.

The Jury returned the verdict on 
Abbott’s 38th birthday, during iU aecond 
day of dellberationa. As Juror Michael 
Lu ^ t left the courtroom, he said to the 
defendant, "Happy birthday. Jack

The Justice’s Department’s antitrust lawsuit against 
American Telephone & Telegraph Co. has ended in the only way 
that it could have ended — at the expense of the American con­
sumer.

In a recently announced settlement, the conununications 
giant agreed to divest itself <rf 22 r ^ o n a l  telephone companies 
while retaining control of the long-stance system and its pro- 
fltable manufacturing and research arms — Western Electric 
and Bell Labs. In addition, the settlement gives AT&T the green 
light to go into cable television, computers and other high-tech, 
hi^-profit flelds from which it has been barred.

IN  OTHER WORDS, the company has traded off its low- 
proflt, partially-subsidized local phone service for a new and 
more permissive charter in the money-making end of the 
business.

Elconomic mischief was practically guaranteed when this suit 
was filed by doctrinaire nitwits in the Justice Department 
seven years ago. They acted on exotic, new theories of antitrust 
law. Tliey contended, in deflance of previously accepted legal 
thought, that bigness alone was reason enough to break up the 
nation’s communications system. And it made no difference, 
they argued, that the monopoly in question was a regulated one, 
previously considered ex«npt from most antitrust provisions.

The prospect of success from the Government’s standpoint 
was speculative at best and at worst, hopeless. So the Reagan 
Justice Department attorneys did what good lawyers usually do 
when stuck with a no-win case. They cut their losses and bailed 
out with a settlement. Negotiating from strength, the 
company’s lawyers cut a fine d ^ l  for their client.

THE W ORLD’S MOST economical and efficient communica­
tions network has now been fragmented with no visible benefit 
to the public. And even the “consumerists” who urged this case 
on the Justice Department seven years ago now a ^ i t  that the 
separation of the local companies from Ma Bell will force the 
Ibcals to raise rates to offset the loss of sustenance heretofore 
|X*ovided by the mother organization.

A sorry end to a lawsuit that should never have been filed.

WASHINGTON — The 11-part 
telegram from the State Department 
that rattled acrou the continut after 
Christmu to a vacationing pruident 
in California helpa arawer thia per­
plexing quutlon; Why did Ronald 
Rugan reveru decadu of personal 
conviction and turn down advanced 
wupona for Taiwan?

When asked if the Sun Belt group was 
itself trying to disseminate propaganda, 
Wilson replied, “ We don’t have any 
propaganda base at all.

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Gas decontro l s ta lled?

WASHINGTON — An onslaught of the 
worst winter temperatures in a century, 
combined in the Midwest with one of the 
more intense lobbying efforts in memory by 
consumer organizations, may stall the 
much-publici^ attempt by President 
Reagan to decontrol wellhead prices for 
natural gas.

Reagan had planned to send to Congress 
early next month a decontrol bill drafted 
within the administration that would speed­
up the partial decontrol process outlined in 
thecurrent Natural Gas Policy Act o f 19711.

Reports indicate that the bill, fashioned 
after an earlier measure by Rep. Phil 
Gramm, D-Texas, has been almost flnalized 
within the Department of Energy, where 
industry input into the drafting process 
continued luAil the cutoff date Wednesday.

But the consumer group that has most 
strongly opposed decontrol predicts that 
even if the president submits the bill, he 
may not give it strong support. And while 
Gramm insists there now is more solid in­
dustry support for decontrol than at any

time since controte began in 1954, he con­
cedes the administration is wavering over 
whether to push the bill in a congressional 
election year.

T think they may slip (in ) the timing, 
Gramm said Tuesdsy He added that the 
decontrol in itiative by conservative 
congressmen and many segments of the 
industry is “ sort of in the full court press 
stage.”

In spite of the “ press.”  a few industry 
groups like the American Gas Association, 
primarily representing local utilities, have 
balked at supporting decontrol because ol 
the higher costs they would have to pass to 
the consumer.

Edwin Rothschild, director of the energy 
action project of the anti-decontrol Citizens 
Labor Enogy Coalition, said local branches 
have amassed as many as 130 signed 
commitments by congressmen to oppose 
decontrol.

Some of those commitments have come 
from what apparently have been reluctant 
congressmen who have been pinned into a 
negative stance on decontrol by the cold 
winter and the approaching election.

Heart muscle heals in eight weeks

Efear Abby

Liver diseases misunderstood

Dear Dr. Donohue: I wbnM like some information on MI 
heart attack. How tong does it Uke for the heart to heal? 
Atso, what does the fature hold for me? Having been 
active ait my life, I wontd like to again be bnsy and do the 
things Hike to do. — Mrs. M.M.

I wondered if the initials “ M l" In your letter were a 
typographical error, but the fact that they are Initials for 
“ myocardal infarction" (heart attack) seemed just too 
coinddehtal. So there is your pun in print, M.M.

Now to your questions; It takes from eight to 10 weeks 
for the heart to heal after a heart attack. When I say eight 
to 10 w e ^ ,  I mean it takes that long for a complete scar 
to form in the area of heart muscle death, and I better 
explain that, too.

When b lo^  supply to a portion o f the heart muscle is 
blocked from a clojgged artery, then the area dies. That’s 
a heart attack. It can be a small area, a large one, one that 
is very essential to heart action, or one that is less needed 
for good heart-muscle contractton. With these variablea, 
it is not so easy to put a time Umit on the actual total 
recovery from a heart attack. One cannot be dogmatic 
about that.

I want to emphasize that during the healing period 
complete rest is seldom necessary. Gradually increasing 
levels of activity are begun, usually right in the hospital. 
The healing process is going on while the scar I spoke of is 
forming. In the last analysis, the level of activity is a 
matter for the individual physician's judgment and 
recommendation. >

You ask what the future holds for you. I would point out 
that two men have successfully led our country as 
presidents after having had heart attacks — Eisenhower

and Johnson.
Dear Dr. Donohue: I am a young active woman in my 

early 3Ss, and I recently tore the lateral meniscus of my 
right knee. I had undergone two sets of X-rays and an 
artbrogram to determine the cause of pain. The tear 
occurred during physical activity, and over the last eight 
weeks or so it has improved somewhat, but I am still 
espericncing pain. My doctor has recommended that I 
undergo arthroscopy. Will this show more of what’s 
wrong? — T.R.

An arthroscope is a joint telescope. Arthroscopy is its 
use. A small cut is made in the knee. The arthroscope is 
inserted through the cut into the knee joint, where the 
inner details can be observed. It is very useful, and it can, 
at times, let the doctor see more than can be seen on X- 
ray. 'There are even times whan the doctor, using special 
f o r c ^ ,  can remove offending tissue, like the tom 
menicus (fibrous cartilage) from the knee.

Because you are still having pain and stiffness after all 
this time, arthroscopy sounds like a good idea for you. If 
you feel uncofnmitaUe about that advice, get another 
opinion.

Dear Dr. Donohue: Will you tell me where hemophilia 
originated? Was It from relatives getting married? — 
MM.

A bleeding disorder, which may be hemophilia, is 
described in the Talmud, so the illness is w ite  old. I dm ’t 
know how it originated. It may have been a genetic 
mutation that was passed on from one generation to the 
next and just never wore itself out.

A woman passes on hemophilia to her sons, even though 
she has no signs of the disease itself. She is a carrier.

HOUSTON (AP) — It’s night. A gunman has a police 
officer pinned down under heavy Are.

SudiMy, the officer spots movement about 25 yards 
away — a man who appears to be carrying a weapon at 
shoulder beighL

The officer pauses for perhaps a second, then decides 
the man poses a deacBy tlnvat. He fires four shots in rapid 
succession from his .3hcaliber pistol — and “ kills’’ a 
television cameraman.

The cameraman was one of dozens of innocent victims 
last week as the Houston Police Department invited 
reporters to play the roles of police officers in its “ Shoot, 
Don’t Shoot’’ program, a training course on the use of 
deadly force.

Lemon is unimpressed
AUSTIN, Texas (A P ) — Coach Abe Lemona is 

unimpressed and just a little blase about Texas’ No. 7 
ranking in the Associated Press Basketball poll, but 
center LaSalle Thompson says the 13-0 Longhorns 
deserve the national attention.

" I  don’t really care. I ’ve never peid a lot of attention 
to the polls,”  said Lemons. " I t  doesn’t mean anything 
to anyone who’s been in the game for a long time. As 
you get older, you keep less and less clippings”

'The Longhorn’s 6-foot-10 center, who considers 
himself the best big man in the country, hasn’t been 
around long enou^ to ignore either ran k ii^  or 
clippings.

“ I can understand the attention. I think we deserve 
it,”  said Ihompsan, the nation’s second leading 
rebounder with 14.5 a game.

UT’s only other appearance in the top ten came in 
the preseason poll the year after the Homs won the 
1978 National Invitation Tournament. The ranking 
evaporated after a season-opening lou.

Basketball traditionally has been the No. 3 sport at 
football-crazy Texas. Perhaps the Longboms b « t  
known basketball graduate was a 6-3 forward who 
went on to fame as The Doctor- noted heart surgeon 
Denton Cooley played from 1939 through 1941.

The preseaaon polls this season predicted the 
Longhorns would finiah third behind 
Arkanaa and Hoiwton in the Southwest Conferenoe.

But Texas already has beaten Houston and 
Arkansas, and the Orangebloods are going wild. The 
recent win over Arkansas attracted a record crowd of 
16,400 people at the Super Drum.

The early season streak has been keyed by Thomp­
son, 6-9 sophomore forward Mike Wacker and 6’6 
forward Viidell Howland.

Thompson, a junior averaging 18.5 points a game, hit 
62 percent of his shots and 92 percent of Ma frM  throws 
in three recent wins over Houston, Arkansas and 
Texas Christian.

Wacker, the son of Soutwest Texas State football 
coach Jim Wacker, hit 70 percent from the field and 96 
percent from the line during the three game stretch.

Howland, a senior, started his torrid streak a game 
earlier against Southern Methodist. He’s hit 60 percent 
of his sh ^ , mostly long jumpers from the comer, and 
94 percent of his free th fw s  since then.

'Thompson, who took Arkansas apart with six first- 
half blocks, says he’s the best center in the country.

Wilson deserved better treatm ent

S elf-in flic ted wounds hurt
DALLAS (A P ) — When 

one speaks of Texas AAM, 
one speaks of tradition. The 
university followed tradition 
again this week, rising up 
and smacking itself in the 
face.

A&M is not the only school 
to suffer self-inflicted 
wounds, but few practice the 
art so s^endidly.

Being fired as head 
football coach at A&M is 
certainly nothing new. But 
every present and former 
student questioned agrees 
that nobody deserved to be 
treated as former coach Tom 
Wilson was this past week, 
regardleu of his coaching 
ability.

To fully understand what 
happened, and why it was 
sim ilar to other em­
barrassing incidents in the 
past, one has to look at the 
board of regents.

The Wilson episode follows 
a disturbing pattern dating 
beck to the removal of Jack 
Williama as president in 
1977

Tracing the same path 
were another football coach, 
Emory Bellard; another 
president, Jarvis Miller; 
athletic director Marvin 
Tate and now Wilaon.

Following Miller’s ouster 
as preaident in 19M, which 
also raised the ire of moat 
farmer students. Gov. Bill

aementa moved to quash 
the board’s seeming inability
to keep the university fun­
ctioning harmoniously.

He sought out his friend, 
H.R."Bum”  Bright, a man 
who neither needed nor 
wanted the job as board 
chairman of a powerful state 
university.

As the largest single 
shareholder of Republic 
Bank in Dallas, founder of 
East Texas Motor FVeight 
and head of numerous 
corporations. Bright didn’t 
need the prestige.

His selection, some said, 
reversed a trend of earlier 
appointments of Aggies who 
wanted to bathe in the 
limelight.

Bright was the man who 
could go down to College 
Station, get the board and 
the university brass to fall 
in, straighten ranks and 
march on to greatness

Bright took three priorities 
to AAM when he went.

university.
Third, he wanted to 

upgrade AAM’s academic 
pro^ams, getting them the 
equipment, teachers and 
students they needed

T'o accomplish his second 
priority. Bright assembled a 
team of experts, some from 
the pro ranks, to research 
and come up with a list of 
possible athletic directors. It 
^d  its job quietly, one source 
said, and suppo^ ly  on that 
list were Bo Schembechler of 
Michigan and Jackie Sherrill 
of Pittsburgh.

But before things could get 
settled, the board moved on 
Marvin Tate, removing him 
as athletic director aRer an 
embarrassing loss to Boston 
College. Some saw this as a 
clue that the gallows was 
being readied for Wilson, 
although Bright would deny 
this. Both Wilson and Bright 
will agree there is no love 
lost between them.

First, bring in a strong 
president to replace the 
acting one. Frank Vandiver, 
previously of Rice and North 
Texas State University, got 
the call.

Second, Bright has the 
notion that the nation’s great 
universities have great 
athletic programs and he 
aimed to make AAM a great

Wilson’s firing never 
came, although some said be 
helped put a noose around 
his own neck by making 
demands on the university. 
Vandiver, himself a new 
recruit, assured Wilson his 
job was safe for another 
year.

But word leaked out of 
Michigan that Schembechler 
had been offered the job aa

athletic director. From that 
moment on, Wilson was no 
longer effective, but yet he 
was not fired.

Bright said it wasn’t his 
job to Are a coach. That was 
the president’s. Vandiver 
was quoted as saying he was 
"fed up”  with tte way the 
coaching situation was 
handled.

Schembechler turned the 
Aggies down and Sherrill 
entered the picture, although 
some sources say he was a 
higher pick than Schem- 
be^ ler to begin with.

Wilson, trying his best to 
recruit, had effectively been 
stretchied out like a coyote on 
a West T>xas fence.

At least they shoot the 
coyote first.

MILWAUKEE (AP ) — 

William Stanford, a former 
Air Force heart surgeon 
who took part in a 1978 
operation in which a woman 
suffered severe brain 
damage here, was found 62 
percent negligent in the case 
today.

U S. District Judge 
Terence Evans awarcM 
Hoyle Green $2.1 million in 
connection with the 
operation at Milwaukee 
Lutheran Hospital involving 
Green’s wife, Takuye, in the 
suit filed against the federal 
government as Stanford’s 
employer.

“ It’s the second or third 
largest award of its kind 
ever against the U.S. 
government,’ ’ said William 
Cannon, Green’s attorney.

Green, formerly of i^ th  
Milwaukee, now lives in 
Janesville.

Stanford was accused of 
connecting a heart-lung 
machine backwards to the 
patient, depriving her brain 
of oxygen until the mistake 
was discovered 15 to 20 
minutes into the operation 
for which he was first 
assistant surgeon.

Evans also found two other 
members of the operating 
team, principal surgeon 
Donald Mullen and 
p h y s i c i a n ’ s ass is tant  
William Signorini, 16 and 22 
percent negligent, respec­
tively.
