Mandate: keep

kids out of jail
Will Big Spring comply?

By 1985, one characteristic of juvenile justice in this
country may be substantially changed: the practice of
locking up juveniles in adult jails. Federal legislation
passed in 1980 called for a five-year schedule in implemen-
ting a policy of keeping juveniles out of adult jails. The
change is meant to be a sweeping one: the removal of
juveniles from adult jails is something Congress ap-
parently would like to see in just about every jail in
America.

The catch, however, is this: cities and counties don’t
have to comply with the mandate if they don’t want to
receive any of the grant money which Uncle Sam hands
out under the Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Preven-
tion Act.

Big Spring and Howard County don’t receive any funds"
under this act, so neither government faces a funding loss
if it decides not to comply with the mandate. Local
governments would, however, be unable to apply for any
of the funds after 1985 if juveniles are still detained in the
city and county jails.

This fiscal year, Texas is getting $4 million under the
act, of which about $60,000 is earmarked for juvenile
justice programs in Permian Basin communities, accor-
ding to Jim Kester, a juvenile specialist in the governor’s
office. The amount of funds disbursed under the JJDP act
has been dwindling, Kester noted, a victim of the budget-
slashing under Ronald Reagan.

‘“We’ve got a mandate to get the job done — but not the
funds to do it with,’’ Kester said. Even so, the money re-
mains available for communities such as Big Spring, who
would receive the funds after a determination as to
whether the community’s proposed juvenile programs are
high-priority projects, Kester said.

If Big Spring and Howard County pursue the funding,
the two governments may first want to explore two ques-
tions: Why are separate detention facilities for juveniles
and adults desirable? And where are the county’s alleged
delinquents to be held, if not in the police station and cour-
thouse jails?

JAILING JUVENILES with adults is an undesirable
practice, according to a 1980 report issued by the Office of

TEXAS, ALONG WITH other states, years ago took
steps which philosophically paved the way for what Con-
gress is seeking now, when state lawmakers allowed
juveniles to be held in adult jails but only if there is no con-
tact between adults and juveniles. Inspecting the jails and
certifying them for compliance with the no-contact provi-
sion of the law became, in Texas, the responsibility of
local authorities (the juvenile boards or juvenile courts).

Establishing separate cells for juveniles, though,
doesn’t go far enough under the new federal mandate;
‘‘total removal of juveniles from adult jails’’ is called for,
Kester pointed out. What, then, can a community such as
Big Spring do as an alternative, if it chooses to comply?

““The quickest way to do that,”” Kester said, ‘‘would be

Britain said its forces extended
their control of remote, barren South
Georgia Island today but indicated
some of the Argentine garrison
escaped the initial battle and were
still fighting.

The British Defense Ministry said
following the capture Sunday of
Grytviken, South Georgia's chief
harbor, ‘‘British forces are now in
control of Leith. There are no reports
of any casualties at Leith."”

A spokesman for the ministry
declined to elaborate, but the
reference to casualties indicated
there may have been fighting.

Press Association, Britain’s
domestic news agency, said a
government source described the
action at Leith, another harbor about
15 miles north of Grytviken, as a
“mopping-up operation.”’ The agency
said, “It is believed fighting took
place.”

The earlier British announcement
of the recapture of Grytviken Sunday
said the small Argentine garrison
surrendered, and British helicopter-
gunships badly damaged one of
Argentina’s four submarines.

The Argentine government disputed
that British claim, reporting late
Sunday night that its forces had
“fallen back’’ and ‘‘continue to fight
in interior zones'’ of the icy, 120-mile-
long South Atlantic island 1,140 miles
to the east of Cape Horn. But it said
communications with the garrison
had been cut ‘‘for tactical reasons.”

Argentine military sources, who
asked not to be identified, said there
were about 130 troops on the island
and they destroyed the principal port
installations before splitting into three
groups and retreating.

The British Defense Ministry said
the Argentines put up “only limited
resistance’’ to the assault Sunday and

It said the sub, the Santa Fe, was
“smoking, listing heavily, leaking oil
and possibly aground.”

The initial military success cheered
the British public and gave Prime
Minister Margaret Thatcher a
political boost. It also gave the British
war fleet nearing the Falkland
Islands, 800 miles to the west, a
harbor out of range of the Argentine
air force.

The attack on South Georgia, which
Argentine forces seized from a 22-man
British garrison the day after they
invaded the Falklands, was intended
as a demonstration of British
determination that Mrs. Thatcher’s
government hoped would impel the
Argentines to compromise.

Instead Argentine Foreign Minister
Nicanor Costa Mendez called off a
meeting with Secretary of State
Alexander M. Haig Jr. in Washington
and said negotiations with Britain
were suspended ‘‘for the time being."”

Argentine sovereignty over the
Falklands and South Georgia ‘‘will not
be negotiated nor will national dignity
be violated under any concept,”’
Argentina’s rulilng military junta
said in its communique Sunday night.

Costa Mendez prepared to ask the
Organization of American States for
support at a meeting today. But it was
not clear early today whether
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Argentina would ask for hemispheric
sanctions against Britain under the
1947 Rio Treaty

Two influential members of the U.S
Senate, Armed Services Committee
Chairman John Tower, R-Texas, and
Henry Jackson, D-Wash., said they
believed the United States would have
to support Britain in a showdown

The next British move was expected
to be an attempt to enforce an air
blockade on the Falklands to cut off
the aerial supply and reinforcement of
the 9.000oman Argentine garrison
there. At least four British sub-
marines have been enforcing a sea
blockade around the islands since
April 12, and the 31-ship Argentine
navy has not challenged it.

There have also been predictions
the British would put commando
teams ashore in the Falklands for
sabotage missions. But military
experts in London said a troop landing
in force was not likely until the 1,500
Royal Marines with the fleet are
reinforced in the next week or so by
some 2,500 marines and paratroopers
aboard a backup task force.

South Georgia, inhabited only by
seals and a few scientists of the
British Antarctic Survey, is a

Falklands dependency that was under
British colonial administration until
Argentina seized it April 3.

to take the juveniles over to Midland and Odessa, and con-
tract with their juvenile detention centers to hold Howard
County juveniles.”” Big Spring and Howard County
possibly would be reimbursed for the contracts with the
two detention centers by receiving federal Juvenile
Justice and Delinquency Prevention Act funds, according
to Kester, who added that such a program might be con-
strued as a high-priority project and therefore would have
a good chance of getting the funds.

This may sound good on paper but, as officials in
Midland and Odessa point out, any offering of their
juvenile detention services probably can't be made on
anything other than a space-available basis, since Ector
County and Midland County juveniles will be their first
priorities. And right now, space doesn't appear to be
greatly available.

“We're overflowing. We don't have the room,” said
Danny Vanderburg, director of the 20-bed Ector County
Youth Center. Detention of juveniles is ‘‘up drastically’ in
boom-town Odessa, with 1,158 juveniles detained by the
center in 1981, Vanderburg said.

Next door in Midland County, space is equally tight at
the county’s 10-bed juvenile facility, according to Lor-
raine Miles, the Midland County juvenile probation of-
ficer

NOT EVERY CHILD arrested by police is a candidate
for detention in a secure facility until his court date.
Generally, it's only the children who are considered to be
dangerous or a high runaway risk who are kept in a secure
facility until their day in court. Such children are held for
a small percentage of the offenses locally. For example,
there were two armed robbery cases, 10 assault cases and
37 cases of runaways referred by police to the county
juvenile probation officer in 1981. That's out of about 250
cases reportedly handled by the office that year.

For most children, then, spending the time between
their arrest and their court date in some place other than
behind bars not only is desirable but is highly likely to oc-
cur, regardless of federal mandates. Authorities feel com-
fortable in many cases with a promise from the parents
that their child will appear when called before the court,
and the kid is allowed to go home in the meantime and be
with his family

BUT THERE ARE TIMES when the parents are felt to
be a bad influence on the child, and sending him back
home isn’t such a hot idea. And in the case of out-of-town
runaways (which accounted for 25 of the 37 runaway cases
in 1981), reuniting the child and parent right away is im-
possible. In these cases, when neither home nor jail is the
right place, there needs to be a facility where the child can
be supervised until he returns home or meets his fate in
court.

In some communities around the nation, that third
alternative often takes the form of foster homes — a par-
ticularly viable alternative in rural areas where large
drop-in centers aren’t feasible because of the cost involv-
ed.

One such foster home program was developed in
Hamilton, Mont., a town of 10,000 in an agricultural
valley. There, a bothersome rise in property crimes by
juveniles prompted authorities to implement a short-term
foster home program. After their arrest, many juveniles
were placed with families in the community until an
ultimate decision was made about the child. The families
participating were paid $30 a month to always have a bed
available, and if a child actually was placed with the fami-
ly, the family received an additional $8 per night for the
duration of the child’s stay.

The child had to stay at least one day and no more than
30. The program was said to have been successful,
although it was rioted that some juveniles preferred to be
put in jail since they better understood such an environ-
ment; a foster home tended to cause some confusion in the
minds of children who didn’t expect to be placed in such a
setting after their arrests.

MOST AUTHORITIES AGREE that the truly effective
way of coming to grips with juvenile delinquency is to nip
the problem in the bud, spot it early and take care of it
before it grows.

“It comes down to minor problems in the family that
didn’t get attention and erupted,” said W.C. Earnst, coor-
dinator of outreach services for Big Spring State Hospital.
‘“‘Parents are often not the first to pick up on the problem.
The schools are, or the police.”

Given their involvement in the early stages of delin-
quency, what can the police and schools do to keep a child
from getting into too much trouble?

“When we are made aware of a specific problem,” ex-
plained Dub Martin, the attendance officer for the Big
Spring school district, ‘‘we try to re-orient our thinking
toward the child.” Special attention is given to the child —

but, as Martin noted, school counselors tend to be geared
toward helping the child advance to the next grade rather
than toward helping the child overcome his social adjust-
ment problems.

Even so, school counselors offer an ear to the child and,
if they can, try to steer the child toward professional help.

““We check with the parents,’’ Martin said. “‘If we find
that the child’s needs aren’t being satisfied, we ask if they
want us to help. First, though, we suggest that they act.
But if they say, ‘Why should we? It’s the kid's fault,’ then
we ask if they would object to our helping the child. If they
do object, we stop.”

If they don't object, Martin tries to find somebody
equipped to help — often a family counselor with the state
Fospital’s outreach service. There's not, he suggested, a
wide range of help available locally.

‘I think a real effective program centered on the county
juvenile probation office would be the best thing we can of-
fer, using the schools as a cooperative arm,’”’ Martin said.

Another person who tries to help at the formative stages
of delinquency is the police juvenile officer, currently Pat
Dunham. She’s the one who makes the initial decisions
that determine a troubled child’s fate. She can talk with
the child and his parents and suggest that they pursue cer-
tain steps to work out their problem, or she can refer the
case to the county juvenile probation officer. The juvenile
probation officer, like the police juvenile officer, has the
same choice: counsel the family and suggest voluntary
action, or refer the case to a juvenile judge. The options
for handling an arrested juvenile dwindle as they ap-
proach the bench; by the time a case is in the judge's
hands, unless he dismisses the case, he can only put the
child on probation or commit him to the state correctional
system for juveniles.

A few years ago, the Big Spring police force had a
separate juvenile section within its detective division; to-
day, just one detective is responsible for juveniles, and
even that isn't a full-time responsibility, since Ms.
Dunham also is responsible for investigating sex crimes
as well as other types of crime.

Three or four officers made up the former juvenile sec-
tion, which got reduced to one person after funding ran
out, according to Capt. Sherrill Farmer.

‘“We're still gonna work the crime no matter what,”
Farmer explained, ‘“‘but the part that suffers is the
counseling and the prevention programs."

If she could devote her full time to juveniles, Ms.
Dunham said, she would beef up two areas of juvenile
work: spending more time on the streets checking up on
possible truancies, and making more visits to the schools
for talks. Last year, she said, she made a total of two visits
to local elementary schools, handing out anti-crime color-
ing books and letting the children play with handcuffs and
romp inside a patrol car. The value of such visits consists
of demystifying the police as well as dispensing crucial
tips on everything from today’s bicycle safety problem to
tomorrow’s possible drug abuse problem.

She doesn’t even hit the high school, since the ‘‘recep-
tion hasn’t been that great. When they get to that age, they
often don’t want to sit and listen.”

IF THEY WOULD just sit and listen more, said one per-
son concerned with juvenile delinquency, then there
wouldn’t be such a teen crime problem. According to
David Barr, a Vincent cotton farmer and member of the
county juvenile board, ‘“We have all these man-made laws
and they just don’t work.”” The root of the problem, Barr
said, is a lack of moral education — the kids just don’t
have any respect for authority anymore, don’t have any
decent, traditional values. And that’s because the parents
don’t care to instill those qualities.

“‘If the parents would just take their children to Sunday
school and make them learn God’s laws rather than Man'’s
laws, then we wouldn’t even need a juvenile officer,’’ Barr
proclaimed. ‘‘My mother and daddy made me go. I didn't
want to, but I did.”

Barr has only one child, a son, but the younger Barr
won't be the sort of kid found busting into soda-pop
machines at the tender age of 13, his father said.

‘‘He’s only ten years old — but he’ll know right from
wrong,”’ Barr vowed.

Barr concluded an interview by sounding an ominous
note, a note perhaps familiar to authorities around the
country who are coming to grips with today’s juvenile
delinquent — with that kid down on the corner drinking
beer at the arcade and feeding quarters to Pac-man all
day long, who may be planning to go out and raise hell
tonight and knows nobody will stop him.

“It’s gonna get worse, if people don’t wake up and see
what 've got to do,”” Barr warned. “They’ve got to
teach children right from wrong. If all the kids obeyed the
Ten Commandments, we wouldn’t have all the troubles we
have. And when you get right down to it, what are we gon-
na do when THIS generation has kids? I don’t know. I wish
somebody did."’

Rep. Martin's cousin
talks about shooting

LONGVIEW, Texas (AP) — The shooting of former
State Rep. Mike Martin was a hit and miss proposition
with more amiss than not, says the man who claims to
have fired the shot.

Charles Goff says he shot his cousin as part of a cut-rate
plot to draw the sympathy vote for the Longview
Republican’s anticipated state senate race.

But Goff told The Dallas Morning News that the bungled
cover-up soon brought investigators to his door.

In a plea bargain, Martin pleaded guilty last week to
misdemeanor perjury, paid a $2,000 fine, resigned his
legislative seat and agreed to give up the chance to return
to it next session.

He had been charged with aggravated perjury for
allegedly lying toa Travis County grand jury when he said
he did not stage the July shooting that left him with a
slight arm wound. However, the felony charge was
dropped as part of the agreement.

Martin still denies orchestrating the shooting, and he
calls his cousin ‘‘a vagabond and a liar.”

But Goff says he agreed to shoot Martin because the
freshman legislator had promised him a $30,000-a-year
state job as his bodyguard.

““I figured if he was dumb enough to want himself shot, |
was dumb enough todo it,"”’ Goff said

Goff said Martin first told him a senator had put out a
contract on him because the legislator ‘‘had been in-
vestigating some kind of bid and he had uncovered that
the state had paid out a larger sum than was bid.”

The ‘‘controlled hit’’ was designed to make the senator
forget about the contract and to gain Martin ‘‘a lot of
sympathy when he decided to run for senator,”’ Goff said

Martin gave him $400 to buy a 12-gauge shotgun and .00
buckshot in Marshall, Goff said

He said he practiced firing the gun at his brother's
home, but neglected to pick up all the used shells, which
investigators later discovered.

Goff said the day before the shooting he picked up a
rental car Martin had arranged to have left at a Longview
church parking lot

Lying to the grand jury about the car was what Martin
pleaded guilty to last week. Martin still maintains he
misunderstood the question the grand jurors were asking
him

Goff said he used his own name when he checked into an
Austin motel, and police later found the name on the
register.

The cousins met in a supermarket parking lot, he said,
where they signified their readiness by shaking hands
through the car windows. Two street sweeper operators,
however, witnessed the meeting and later described it to
authorities

Goff said he arrived at the mobile home shortly before
Martin, “‘drew up and got ready. Mike pulled in. I stuck

Nuclear device tested

LAS VEGAS, Nev. (AP) — The United States tested a
nuclear device 1,890 feet below Pahute Mesa for the
British government, the Department of Energy said.

A hypothetical family of
four with an income of
$25,000 faces a federal tax
bill of almost $7,000 for the
current fiscal year, a new
study shows.

The figures come from the
Tax Foundation Inc., a non-
profit research group in
Washington, D.C., which
keeps track of the taxes
Americans pay.

Foundation economists
regularly look at the federal
budget and calculate how the
government spends an in-
dividual taxpayer’s dollars,
using a hypothetical family
with one working spouse, two
children and an annual in-
come near the median for all
U.S. families.

There are lots of numbers
involved, but it's worthwhile
to wade through them to
learn where your money
goes.

For the the latest study,
the economists used a family
with an annual income of
$25,000. They found that such
a family would have a
federal tax bill of $6,916 for
fiscal 1982 — the year that
began last Oct. 1. Federal
income taxes would account
for $2771 of the tax bill,
Social Security would ac-
count for $1,675 and indirect
taxes like excise levies and
corporate income taxes
would add up to $2,470.

Five years ago, the
economists used a family
with an income of $15,000 and
found that such a family had
a federal tax bill of $3,975
Federal income taxes ac-
counted for $1,459; Social
Security taxes for $878; and
indirect taxes for $1,635.

In 1977, the federal tax bill
equaled 26'2 percent of the
family's income; by 1982, the
federal bite had risen to

Income levies
accounted for 37 percent of
the tax bill in 1977 and 40
percent in 1982, Social
Security taxes accounted for
22 percent in 1977 vs. 24
percent in 1982; and indirect
taxes accounted for 41
percent in 1977 and 36 per-
cent in 1982.

In an appeal
remarkable for its realism, the in-
tellectual leader of the movement that
gave birth to Solidarity has smuggled
a political document out of his War-
saw jail cell proposing ‘‘the farthest-
reaching concessions’' to Poland's

Jacek Kuron has been in Warshaw's
Blaloleka jail since December. He
predicted that the Catholic Church’s
own mood of compromise would
persuade ‘‘a decisive majority of the
Solidarity leadership, men of science
and culture, in a word all those
whose voice counts in Poland."”

Kuron founded the Workers’
Defense Committee, the intellectual
forerunner of Solidarity, in 1976
Castigated ever since by the Soviet
Union as an enemy of sogsalism — one
of Moscow's harshest epithets
Kuron posed this warning to Marshal
Wojciech Jaruzelski and the Kremlin
in his late-February appeal: If there
is no compromise ending martial law
“within a dozen or so weeks,” all
chance to ‘‘stem the tide of terrorism™
will vanish.

The warning was linked to rewards
A Polish ‘‘national agreement,”
ending martial law and guaranteeing
‘‘at least some fundamental goals and

Dear Dr. Donohue: I am a diabetic. I take insulin each
morning. The doctor I go to only tests my urine and if it
shows no sugar he doesn’t have a blood-sugar test taken. I
have not had a blood test for a year, so I really don’t know
what it is, or if I am keeping it normal. Please comment.
— Mrs. G.L.

It's a little hazardous for me to try to read your doctor’s
mind, but I suppose he feels that so long as you’re not spill-
ing any sugar into your urine your blood sugar is not high
and does not need testing. I am taking it for granted that
you are faithfully checking your own urine sugars, too, not
just having it done during the visit to the doctor’s office.

Personally, I'd feel a little more secure by having the
blood sugar checked from time to time. I can’t fault your
doctor, though. If you are not having any symtpoms from
too high or too low blood sugar, and if your daily urine
checks are free of sugar, he has reason to feel that blood
testing for you is redundant. I'm never that sure, is what I
am saying.

You give me an opportunity to answer a question from
another reader about a newer way to find how well blood
sugar is being controlled — measurement of glycosolated
hemoglobin. That is a very impressive way of saying that
you measure how much sugar is attached to the
hemoglobin in the red blood cells.

If the readings from this blood test are high, it means
blood sugar has been high for a few weeks prior. With this
bit of information, the doctor cannot be tricked by one
blood sugar reading. Sometimes a reading may give a
false assessment of how good control is, for example, if
the person has been watching his diet very closely prior to
a visit. With this test, you get a picture of what has been
going on for several weeks in the past.

This is strictly an aside for Mrs. H.K., who asked: You
don’t have to have this test done every time you see the
doctor. You may never have to have it done.

Dear Dr. Donohue: You blew it by your sexism in the
response to S.S. In reference to a certain test done by a
doctor you said ‘it tells him.”” I was amazed to read this
because you have been tops in my books. However I shall
rest content to call this to your attention and eternally
hope for increased recognition that women are here to
stay! I still think you are sensitive to people, competent in
your information, and gentle. I shall try hard to overlook
this terrible slip that you allowed to get through for all the
world to see. — P.K.

Dear Dr. Donohue: Our mother contracted malaria at
the age of 20.

The passage of malaria from mother to developing baby
is very, very rare, even in countries where malaria infec-
tions are plentiful. Also, two years after having had her
malaria, your mother would not have been able to
transmit the illness, except under the most unusual of cir-
cumstances.

‘“Your hair may be your
crowning glory, but it can
also be a tattletale, reveal-
ing to others what you may
be thinking or feeling — even
while you're unaware of it

““Hair language,” the un-
conscious way your fingers
fiddle with a strand, and
even your hairstyle itself,
can reveal a lot more than
you realize. ‘‘When you twist
your hair around a finger,
you probably want to be
comforted,”” says Dr. Judith
Waters, a social psychologist
at Fairleigh Dickinson
University, in New Jersey,
“just like young children
who wrap their hair around
their fingers while they suck
their thumb or hold a
blanket."

Running your fingers
through your hair, she add-
ed, may mean you're puzzl-
ed or frustrated. It can also
signal that you're proud of
your hair or want it caress-
ed. Such actions are an
unspoken way of saying,
“Hey, look, my hair is silky
and soft See? It's
touchable."

If you keep tossing your
hair back, it may just be get-
ting in your eyes — or it
could be a cover you're
hiding behind. Some people
also interpret it as a self-
confident, sexy move!

‘“Letting your hair down”
has traditionally been con-
sidered an uninhibited
gesture, especially popular
with heroines in books and
movies. But, if actions really
speak louder than words,
you should realize that this
action is probably sending
out the message that, “‘I'm
more freewheeling than my
‘uptight’ hair looks.”

“Brushing hair out of your
eyes is usually a delaying
gesture,”” she notes,
‘“‘especially in confrontations
like a job interview or one-to-

one discussion. We may
brush hair out of our eyes —
or back over our ears — in-
stead of saying ‘Um.’ " The
gesture can also be a sub-
conscious attempt to change
the subject. However, if it's
done too often, it may just
mean you're self-conscious.

On the other hand, letting
others play with your hair
shows affection. This is pro-
bably why young women like
to style or brush one
another’s hair, Dr. Waters
suggests. It communicates
caring and intimacy.

Even the way you wear
your hair conveys a
message. While a sleek
chignon conveys an image
that is elegant but reserved,
a full, wavy spill of hair
suggests someone who is
glamorous and alluring.

In Cairo, Egyptian
President Hosni Mubarak
placed a wreath at the tomb
of his predecessor, Anwar
Sadat, who started the peace
process with his trip to
Jerusalem in November 1977
and signed the Camp David
treaty providing for the
return of the Sinai and the
formal end to 30 years of
Israeli-Egyptian hostilities.

The White House said
President Reagan talked by

telephone with Mubarak and
Israeli Prime Minister
Menachem Begin, ising
them for the ‘risks they
have taken’’ in the pursuit of
peace.

Begin said he sent a letter
to Sadat’'s widow, Jihan,
saying: ‘‘To prove that his
(Sadat’s) memory did not
die...we all have to work for
the sacred cause: no more
war, no more bloodshed.
Peace. Shalom. Salaam
between our nations.”’

Saudi Arabia and the other

8% Steinbrenner sours

on Yankees’' Lemon

NEW YORK (AP) — George Steinbrenner is doing the
“Yankee Shuffle”’ again — this time with familiar dance
partners Bob Lemon and Gene Michael — and morale on
his defending American League champions has hit rock
bottom.

The New York Yankees owner announced Sunday, only
a few hours after the club broke a three-game losing
streak by beating Detroit, that Lemon, his manager, was
fired. He was bringing back Michael, the former Yankees
general manager-turned manager-turned scout.

At baseball's winter meetings last December in Dallas,
Steinbrenner had announced that Michael would return as
Yankee skipper for 1983, when Lemon would retire as
manager. Michael’s return came only 148 games early.

Steinbrenner, infuriated that the team had lost a six-
game World Series to the Los Angeles Dodgers, repor-
tedly was ready to fire Lemon last winter. A plea by
Lemon that he be given another chance is said to have
convinced Steinbrenner to delay his plan.

Since Steinbrenner, acting as the head of a consortium,
purchased the Yankees on Jan. 3, 1973, he has presided
over eight managerial changes, beginning with the
resignation of Ralph Houk on Sept. 30, 1973.

Michael also becomes the third man in the past four
years to get a second shot at managing the Yankees. The
others were Lemon and Billy Martin. Only once in six
years have the Yankees had one manager (Dick Howser
in 1980) for an entire season.

“I've only been here two weeks, and it seems like

there’s one controversy after another,” said shortstop
Roy Smalley, acquired by the Yankees in a trade that sent
reliever Ron Davis to Minnesota. ‘I guess everybody else
is used to this by now, but I'm not.”

Steinbrenner announced the firing of Lemon in a
lengthy statement distributed by Irv Kaze, the club’s
media director, at the Stadium at about 8 p.m. EDT. Kaze
said there would be no other comment. In the statement,
Steinbrenner said, ‘“‘No one is more appreciative of Lem’s
great loyalty to the organization than I am. He has always
been loyal to the Yankees and to me in whatever role he
has been asked to assume.”’

“It is just that I feel that it is in the best interests of the
club that this change be made now,” Steinbrenner said. ‘I
have discussed it with Lem. He understands my feelings
even though I had promised him the entire season.”

The victery over the Tigers Sunday was New York's
first at home this season, and the Yankees still were two
games under .500 at 6-8.

“When we lose, it gets so much more complicated
here,” relief ace Rich Gossage said before the an-
nouncement, although rumors of the firing were
widespread. “‘It has become very depressing around here. _

Michael is no newcomer to the Yankees, many of whem
are familiar with his managing style from last season.
Michael, then general manager of the club, was
reassigned to the field by Steinbrenner on Nov. 21, 1980,
replacing Howser. '

popularity a decade ago is
making a comeback in a
moie potent form sold in
colorful cartoon stamps
attractive to young children,
narcotics agents said.

The drug is LSD -—
lysergic acid diethylamide
— and agents told the Dallas
Morning News the 1980s
version has been confiscated
in significant amounts
recently in several Texas
cities, including Austin,
Houston, Odessa and
Pasadena

The drug is being sold for
$2 and $10 a “‘hit” in the
colorful tattoo stamps
printed with Walt Disney
characters.

“The Blue Star LSD is one
of the most alarming things
I‘'ve come across in a long
time,”’ said an Austin nar-
cotics agent.

“‘Our lab reports show that
this stuff is more powerful
than what we saw in the '60s.
It's called Blue Star, but the
stars are white and placed on
dark blue perforated paper
similar to a sheet of
stamps,’” he said.

In February, Texas
Department of Public Safety
agents seized 13,500 dosage

units of Blue Star LSD from
two Austin traffickers in one
of the region’s largest busts.
The drug was traced to
California.

And in Houston during the
past year, the Harris County
Sheriff’s Department has
confiscated about 35,000
stamps printed with a
cartoon character Goofy
juggling pills. A dosage of
about 24,000 hits seized last
summer ‘‘was the strongest
ever tested,” said Lt. M.D.
Smith.

The unique ‘‘rescission
hearings,” spurred by a
prosecutor’s campaign to
stop Sirhan’s scheduled
release in 1984, were
scheduled to begin late in the
day and continue for at least
two weeks.

The prosecutor, Los
Angeles District Attorney
John Van de Kamp, contends
Kennedy’s assassination was
political, and deserves
harsher punishment.

Sirhan’s attorney said his
client does not have high
hopes for keeping his parole
date.

‘“He’s very pessimistic at
this point,”” said attorney
Luke McKissack. ‘‘He knows
he's unpopular and it’s an
election year, and he feels
the board has made up its
mind.”

The unusually high public
interest and length of the
hearings have required
complex logistical pla.ning
by priso:: officials, who in-
stalled a closed-circuit TV
system to broadcast the
proceedings to 21 members
of the news media in a
nearby building. Only two
reporters and a sketch artist
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to get underway

were cleared for admittance
to the hearing room.

Thirty-five witnesses will
appear, ‘including many
inmates who'have spent time
béhind bars  with Sirhan.
Some will say Sirhan spoke
of future violence, but
McKissack says - other
witnesses will refute this.

Before the hearings end,
Sirhan, a Palestinian im-
migrant, will testify on his
own behalf. He shot Kennedy
in Los Angeles on June 5,
1968, after Kennedy’s victory
in the Democratic
presidential primary in
California.

At 38, Sirhan is a model
prisoner who has scored high
grades on college courses he
has taken in prison.
