As his fellow firemen cheered and jeered 
last Dec. 12, Ronnie was kept posted by 
telephone throughout the mother’s 19-hour 
labor.

Friend's and neighbors laid bets on how 
many young ones would be born. Some guess­
ed five, others eight, but no one g u e s ^  16. 
After all, the mother-to-be bore only 10 the 
last time around.

“ Surely this is the last one.”  Ronnie thought 
after nine hours aild 14 offspring. But Midget,

the Baldock’s Labrador Retriever, gave birth 
to eight male and eight female puppies before 
her master’s shift at the fire station was over.

In fact, the 2-year-old dog had so many pup­
pies, the American Kennel Club wouldn’t 
believe it.

“ We sent for a form to register the puppies, 
but they sent us a letter saying they wanted 
proof,”  Sandy said. “ They said 16 was an 
unusually large number of puppies for this 
breed.”

So the Baldocks managed to get a picture of 
all the puppies eating together ( they tried lin­
ing them up but the puppies want^ to play) 
ar^ sent it to AKC with a notarized letter testi­
fying to their ancestry. They still haven’t

heard from the organization
There are problems with that many 7-week- 

olds around the house, Sandy admits But 
most of the time they blend in admirably with 
the Baldock's menagerie; an owl, a Siamese 
cat, a donkey, chickens and a turkey.

The puppies needed extra nourishment, so 
the Baldocks bottle fed them, and Sandy 
claims her two boys griped as they cleaned 
the porch where the puppies were kept during 
icy weather.

SWCID expresses needs to lawmakers

Officials of the Southwest Col­

legiate Institute for the Deaf are 
making sure the school’s desperate 
funding needs receive prompt at­
tention with the Legislature in 
Austin.

SWCID ofricials have just return­
ed from two days of meetings with 
lawmakers on the $7 million SWCID 
needs for the next two years.

^ C I D  officials said last week

that the deaf school faced closure 
by the end of summer if the funds 
w eren ’ t appropriated by the 
Legislature.

Sam Hill, SWCID’s vice presi­
dent, and Ltury Evans, director of 
developmental studies at the 
school, met with about 10 legislators 
TuMday and Wednesday to inform 
them of SWCID’s situation.

" A l l  w ere supportive, and 
hopefully their support will extend 
through the Legislature, the lieute­

nant governor, the governor and the 
speaker.”  Hill said.”

Hill said the legislators indicated 
that “ additional funding”  for the 
school might be possible.

As of now, the Legislative Budget 
Board has SWCID ticketed for $2 
million in funding for the next two 
years, but school officials say 
SWCID will need at least XI million 
to stay open.

Effect of oil 
price drops 
will be slow

A recent reduction in crude oil 
prices by several American oil com 
panics will not affect the local 
petroleum business for at least a 
month, say two industry officals.

Six major oil companies this week 
lowered by $1 the price they will pay 
for a barrel of crude oil.

Ed Thompson, executive vice 
president of the Permian Basin 
Petroleum Association, said it takes 
"quite a while”  before reductions in

WASHINGTON — Unemploy­
ment nationwide declined to 10.2 
percent last month because 
military personnel were included in 
the computation for the first time 
and President Reagan proclaimed 
the economy is “ on the move.”

But Texas unemployment rose 
slightly during January, to 8.2 per­
cent from 8 percent in December, 
officials announced Friday.

Bryan Richey of the U S Bureau 
of Labor Statistics here described 
the increase as “not particularly 
s ig n i f i c a n t , ’ ’ e ven  though 
unemployment fell nationwide.

Richey said the Mexican peso 
devaluation and the oil glut con- 
t r i b u t e d  t o  t h e  T e x a s  
unemployment.

REAGAN, CITING the new- 
report and a brighter retail sales 
picture, told reporters he did not ex­
pect to see joblessness top the post- 
Depression 10.8 percent rate of 
December.

"Unem ployment has finally 
started down,”  he said. Reagan 
reiterated the administration’s con­
tention that a recovery is underway 
and said it would create 4.5 million 
new jobs by the end of 1984.

Reagan confirmed that he has 
authorized the White House staff to 
examine the possibility of ac­
celerating government military and 
civilian construction projects to 
help ease unemployment.

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Suction reduces flab
HOUSTON (A P » — Plastic surgeons now can use 

a new surgical procedure to remove saddlebags, 
love handles and excess fat from other parts of the 
body without leaving ugly scars.

Dr. Simon Fredricks, chief off plastic surgery at 
St. Luke's Episcopal Hospital, called the technique 
a "great, enormous breakthrough" but said it was 
not recommended for patients over 40 because the 
skin is not as elastic

The procedure, suction lipectomy. is intended for 
genetic deformities that cannot be corrected by diet 
and exercise, Fredricks said at a news conference 
Thursday

"This is not an operation for obesity. Obesity is 
treated by diet,”  Fredricks said. "It was intended 
for those who have deposits of fat that are part of 
their genetic makeup '

Using the procedure, excess fat can easily be 
removed from the hips, buttocks, thighs, abdomen, 
knees, ankles, under the arms and the back of the 
neck, he said,

t)ther techniques, such as cutting away or dissolv­
ing the fat with a saline injection, have been used 
but are not as effective. Fredricks said

"Many times these amounted to mutiliation A 
woman may sacrifice her saddlebags for a tremen­
dously ugly scar," he said

In suction lipectomy, a one-half inch incision is 
made and a slender, metal instrument with a suc­
tion pump attached pushed under the skin creating 
separate holes that look like "Swiss cheese or 
honeycone," Fredricks said

"Using the other hand, the surgeon, squeezes the 
skin and guides the instrument From there the 
surgeon is operating blindly, or under cover. The 
hand becomes the eye, feeling to get a mental pic 
ture of what is happening '

The blunt surgical instrument pushes the blood 
vessels aside so they are not severed, but dislodges 
excess fat so it can be pulled out, Fredricks said

The first operation in the Southwest using the 
technique will be performed at St. Luke's on Feb. 
14, Fredricks said

About 2.000 operations. 500 of them in the United 
States, have been done worldwide since the pro­
cedure was introduced about three years ago, he 
said

The cost of the operation ranges from $750 to 
$3,500 Patients may be hospitalized from one to 
three days and require six to eight weeks recupera­
tion, Fr^ricks said

However, he said, some of the simpler operations 
done on (he knees and ankles can be done on an out­
patient basis

Forget your zip?
There's more numbers coming

U.S. PosJtal S erv ice- 
customers soon will have 
the option of adding four 
numbers to their zip codes 
— a move which the Post 
O ffice anticipates will 
move mail at less cost and 
more quickly.

Coupled with new com­
puterized optical scanners, 
the extra numbers will 
e lim inate some hand­
sorting and speed mail 
directly to routes and 
boxes, according to Tom

tion officer of the Big Spr 
ing post office.

Conway said the scan­
ners are designed to read 
nine-digit zip codes and 
sort mail first according to 
destination and later car­
rier route or box.

A scanner can sort 12,000 
letters a minute, whereas a 
human sorts 60 letters in 
the same period, Conway 
said.

Currently, Big Spring’s 
in com in g  m a il from  
Midland arrives here to be 
sorted by hand to the cor­
rect mail carrier or box.

With the new scanners 
and zip codes. Midland will 
be able to quickly sort let­
te rs , m agaz in es  and 
newspapers to Big Spring 
routes and boxes. The mail 
will arrive already sorted, 
thus elim inating local 
handling.

- “ Just eliminating this 
one step should result in 
not only savings,”  Conway 
said. “ But also should 
speed the mail to its 
destination.

Just how much the postal 
service will save is hard to 
tell at this point until the 
system is in place and 
operating, Conway said.

The Organization of Petroleum 
Exporting Countries has yet to 
agree on a production-sharing plan 
If production continues unabated, 
the price of crude oil should con­
tinue downward, thus costing OPEC 
millions of dollars daily.

The lowered crude oil price in­
dicates a "lim it to how much they

(OPEC) can hurt us now”  has been 
reached, Thompson said. The 
PBPA official says the American oil 
companies are less dependent of 
foreign oil than 10 years ago.

without a job was considered 
unemployed.

For the civilian labor force alone. 
January's unemployment rate fell 
0.4 p e rc e n ta g e  point from  
December's 10.8 percent to 10.4 per­
cent. mainly because of the lower- 
than-expected layoff total.

It was the lowest unemployment 
rate for civilians since the rate 
stood at 10 2 percent last September 
and the first time in a year that the 
rate actually fell.

The jobless rate-last declined — 
from 8.8 percent to 8 6 percent — 
from December 1981 to January 
1982 because of the same seasonal 
adjustment process that helped pro­
duce last month's decline. 'That ad­
justment reflects the fact that, 
because pre-holiday  ̂employment 
did not rise as much as would be ex­
pected in better economic times, 
there were fewer seasonal layoffs in 
January

In Geneva, Switzerland, Martin 
Feldstein, chairman of the presi­
dent's Council of Economic Ad­
visers, said the drop in the civilian 
unemployment rate was the first 
significant decline “ since the reces­
sion began some 17 months a g o "  

He did not define what he meant 
by significant, but the difference 
between the decline registered a 
year ago at this time and the new 
decline was only 0.2 percent 

Feldstein also said tcxlay's report 
“ confirms that a recovery is either 
beginning or already here in the 
United States.”  He conceded, 
however, that unemployment “ may 
bounce back up.”

At the White House, presidential 
spokesman Larry Speakes said, “ In 
human terms, this is deeply gratify­
ing news. We know it's bMn a dif­
ficult period for many, many

Americans. We hope this will offer 
encouragement to them.

In the civilian labor force last 
month, the number of unemployed, 
when seasonally adjusted, plunged 
by nearly 600,000, from more than 
12 million to 11 4 million, while total 
civilian employment held steady at 
roughly 99.1 million.

When the military personnel were 
included, total U.S. employment 
came to 100.8 million.

Today's employment report came 
as momentum was building in Con­
gress for enactment of a massive 
public works program and indica­
tions by the White House that Presi­
dent Reagan is weighing the idea of 
speeding up government military 
and civilian construction projects to 
ease unemployment.

Deborah Klein, a Bureau of Labor 
S tatistics analyst, cautioned 
against interpreting the latest 
figures as a sign that the nation's 
civilian unemployment has peaked, 
noting that the fewer-than-expected 
layoffs in January were the product 
of a weak — rather than a strong — 
economy.

She noted that, in addition to 
reduced pre-holiday hirings, many 
businesses had already pared 
payrolls to the bone, further lessen­
ing the impact of the traditional 
January sui^e in unemployment.

“ To the extent that people never 
were hired (in December), then 
those people were not on boiiird in 
January to get Did off,”  she said.

The 
Reagan administration has forecast 
unemployment averaging 10.7 
percent.

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Republicans go own way on budget

WASHINGTON — With the ink barely 

dry on President Reagan’s 1964 budget. 
Republicans are setting key portions of it 
aside and are drafting their own program 
to reduce the deficit and provide a quick in­
jection of relief from the recession.

During testimony before five separate 
Houw and Senate committees, top ad- 

' ministration economic advisers en­
countered as much opposition from 
Republicans as they did from Democrats.

Democrats in the House and Senate, 
meanwhile, are going ahead with a

$5-t^l0 bilhon emergency proposal to aid 
victims of the recession and provide public 
works jobs to reduce unemployment.

The legislation is likely to reach the 
House floor next month, and will include 
direct federal aid for homeless persons in 
need of food and shelter because they are 
unable to find work.

Rep. Ttomas Foley, D-Wasji., and Sen. 
Carl Levin, D-Mich., said Thursday they 
would also prepare a public works jobs bill 
designed to provide jobs almost im­
mediately on projects that have been defer­
red for lack of funding.

“ They are projects that would be needed

with or without the recession,”  Levin said.
Meanwhile, House Republican leader 

Robert H. Michel of Illinois on Thursday 
appointed a task force to compile a GOP 
jobs bill within 30 days.

Rep. John Erlenborn of Illinois, senior 
Republican on the House Education and 
Labor Com m ittee , w ill head the 
10-member task force which Michel said 
should produce “ something new and 
fresh.”

Michel said he wants to avoid legislation 
which would “ dredge up a rev is^  public 
service jobs program.”

Publicly, Reagan opposes new federal

spending for jobs, and there are no major 
employment programs in his 1964 budget 
bluprint.

However, White House aides are said to 
be reconsidering support of some jobs 
legislation at a time when 12 million people 
are out of work.

Senate Republican Leader Howard 
Baker of Tennessee said there had been 
discussions with the administration on a 
Republican jobs bill. “ I think there is some 
motion,”  he said Thursday.

Also in the Senate, Republican Slade 
Gorton of Washington announced a 
replacement federal budget for fiscal 1984

that would spread over two years the 10 
percent income tax cut scheduled to take 
effect in July.

Critics of the reduction say it will sharply 
reduce revenues at a time when federal 
deficits, predicted to be $208 billion for 
1963, should come down quickly.

Reagan says the cut shwld be allowed to 
take hold because economic recovery now 
just beginning depends on increased saving 
and spending by consumers.

In the Senate Finance Committee on 
Thursday, one Republican after another at­
tacked the tax cut as counterproductive 
and likely to slow ^onomic recovery.

Snow still falling 

around Panhandle

Light snow continued to fall on the anhandle and 

portions of Northwest Texas today as another 
winter storm moved across the state.

A winter storm warning was posted for the 
Panhandle, where up to nine in ch » of snow fell 
earlier in the week. A travel advisory was in effect 
for tonight and Saturday.

Light rain was falling across deep South Texas 
while scattered rain dotted far West Texas. Skies 
were mostly cloudy across the rest of the state.

Pre-dawn temperatures ranged from 18 at 
Amarillo to 64 at Brownsville. Readings were 
generally in the 20s and 30s over the northern half of 
Texas and in the 40s and SOs in the south.

Winds across the state were from the north and 
northwest at speeds of 10 mph or less.

The forecast called for heavy snow in the Panhan­
dle today and snow mixed with rain over West and 
North Texas through tonight. Rain was expected in 
South and Elast Texas, with precipitation ending 
from the west Saturday.

A NEW STORM dumped more than a foot of snow 
in the upper Midwest while Southern California was 
still feeling the effects of a rare wintry blast today.

Temperatures dropped well below zero in parts of 
Minnesota and the Dakotas as the storm from the 
nation’s midsection headed up into Canada.

In California’s San Diego County, two feet of snow 
was reported on Mount Laguna as that storm slid 
eastward. Dozens of roads in the Coachella Valley 
and southern San Diego county were flooded by 
heavy rainfall. An inch and a half of rain fell on San 
Diego’s Lindbergh Field.

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Produce prices rising
Truck stops report layoffs; strike violence moving west

Highway violence from the independent 
truckers strike spread to California, truck 
stops laid off workers and the cost of fresh 
prepuce rose as the nationwide shutdown 
entered its fifth day today after more than 
800 attacks on rigs, but only 17 arrests.

Wholesale prices for fresh fruits and 
vegetables rose 10 to 20 cents on some 
items “ and that will start to show up in 
the retail stores,”  New York City’s con­
sumer affa irs department warned 
Thursday.

’ ’This morning we started to see some 
ugliness as far as pricing,”  reported 
James Lambert, general manager of the 
New Haven (Conn.) Food Terminal. “ 'The 
prices started to creep up.”

Produce and livestock shipments were 
down 'Thursday and drivers still on the 
road were collecting premium rates 
because of the strike called Monday by 
the Independent Truckers Association to 
protest rising fuel taxes and truck fees.

The ITA claims to represent 30,000 
owner-operators, but other trucking 
groups dispute the figure and many 
drivers are staying off the roads because 
they fear violence.

At least 283 trucks in 32 states have 
been hit by gunfire and 541 others have 
been damaged by bricks, firebombs and 
other missiles, or had their tires slashed, 
authorities say.

“ We’re paying an extra $250 a load ...,”  
said Robert Strube, president of Market 
Service Association, which represents 
about 166 Chicago wholesalers. “ And the 
$250 isn’t much to pay a driver for risking 
his life."

Strube, whose members normally get 
90 percent of their produce from indepen­
dent truckers, said the strike was costing 
them $415,000 a day and “ the trend is 
upward.’ ’

Retail food shortages could begin in a

week or 10 days, he said. "It depends on 
the violence on the highway. It's only 
common sense: If you're going to get kill­
ed, you stay away from it”

On Thursday, a shot from a passing car 
shattered the windshield of a truck carry­
ing tuna on the Artesia Freeway in 
Anaheim, Calif. No one was injured, but it 
was California’s first confirm^ attack on 
a truck.

The state has already been hurt in other 
ways. In Fresno, shippers got $2,600 a 
week ago fpr taking broccoli, celery and 
lettuce to New York, but now the rate is

$3,500, said produce broker Bill Causey of 
Western Ag Trucking. He, said Western 
Ag shipments nationally have dropped 
from 200 a week to “ 30 at most”

Some NASCAR Grand National auto 
racing teams said they were nervous 
about transporting their cars and gear to 
Daytona Beach, Fla., for next week’s Na­
tional Association for Stock Car Auto 
Racing events. Driver Charlie Morgan 
said he is organizing a daytime convoy to 
minimize the risk of strike-related 
attacks.

Some striking drivers defended the

violence on the highways.
“ The only thing they understand is 

war,”  owner-operator Norman Pyle, in 
Somerset, Pa., said of the non-strikers 
“ That’s the only way they’re going to get 
the message, when they’re scared”

Truckers still on the road who formed 
convoys for protection and drove only in 
day li^ t were slowing down the flow of 
goods, officials reported from around the 
country.

“ When they’re in convoys, it’s like a 
bunch of wolves with dogs chasing them. 
They’re running in fear,’ ’ said Harold 
Ohler, another driver in ^merset, Pa.

Falstaff Brewing Co. announced in­
definite layoffs of ISO workers at its Fort 
Wayne. Ind., brewery because the strike 
backed up shipments and filled the 
loading docks.

In Frederick, Md., truck stop operator 
Millard Bollyard said he laid off three of 
his 110 employees and cut the working 
hours of 30 more because of a 75 percent 
reduction in business since Monday. In 
Connecticut, the Second! Brothers truck 
stop laid off 38 employees.

Officials at the big Hunts Point Ter­
minal Market in New York City reported 
a sharp drop in shipments of potatoes 
from Maine, sweet potatoes from the 
Carolinas, and beans, eggplant and pep 
pers from Florida

At the Boston Market Terminal, Joseph 
Savioli, owner of American Fruit 
Distributors, said he usually has 1,5(X) to 
2,500 boxes of grapefruit. 1,500 boxes of 
oranges and 55 boxes of watermelon. On 
Thursday he had no oranges, no 
watermelons, and only 200 toxes of 
grapefruit.

“ This is hurting me," Savioli said “ I 
even offered $L,(XX) ouwe la get a load of 
watermelons from Texas”

TENT CITY, Texas (A P ) — ResidenU 

reluctantly packed today to comply with 
a fire marshal’s order evicting them from 
their tents and lean-tos in th^ makeshift 
settlement bom of hard times.

Notice of today's noon deadline was 
posted Thursday, one day after a resident 
died in flames ^ t  engulfed his tent. The 
warnings told newcomers to “ Keep Out” 
of the modern-day Hooverville.

Tent City sprang up about nine months 
ago in a roadside park on the banks of the 
San Jacinto River, 30 miles east of 
Houston.

Harris County Fire Marshal J.J. Pruitt 
said fire hazards in the community of 200 
are like a “ bomb ready to explode.”

Resident Ann Knight said she feels set­
tlers are being punished for a tragedy 
that was not their fault.

“ We're all real angry about it and we 
think they've carried it too far," she said 
of the eviction. “ We’re sorry about the 
fire, but, you know, we didn't cause it”

ELECTED CAMP spokesman Bill Col­
lins said he thought his neighbors 
wcMildn’t offer any resistance despite 
their resentment, and predicted no one 
would be left by noon to be arrested for 
violating the order.

“ I would certainly hope not,”  Collins 
said. “ Our people are having a hard 
enough time of it without going through 
the hassle of being arrested.”

State law says failure to comply with 
the fire marshal's order is a misde­
meanor punishable by a $1,000 fine or six 
months in jail.

Many p(X)r residents started tearing

down their tents and lean-tos Thursday 
“ They've been looking for a way to gel 

us out. Now they've got it,”  said Nick 
Triola as he tore away the transparent, 
plastic walls of what had called home for 
three months.

Pruitt issued the deadline after a 
41-year-old crop picker burned to death 
early Wednesday in a tent fire

James “ Scotty”  Bolland, a native of 
Scotland who moved to Texas from 
Washington, suffered burns over 95 per­
cent of his body when his tent explcxled in 
flames

"I drive to work each morning and see 
the fire flickering inside the tents,”  Pruitt 
said. “ I ’ve been holding my breath, hop­
ing nobody died. Now, we’re trying to cor­
rect it before anybody else dies.”

P R l’ITT'S ORDER demanded the com 
munity use housing made of flame- 
resistant material, that shelters be 
separated by 10 feet, that the grounds be 
kept clear of fire hazards and that no open 
fire be used

He also demanded fireplaces or stoves 
be provided and used for all cooking and 
that a fire watch be established and ade­
quate equipment bought and maintained 

However, Pruitt said Thursday the 
campsite would be shut down anyway 
because the Texas Highway Department, 
which owns the land, said it could not 
force residents to comply with the order 

Elma Christopher, a spokeswoman for 
the Texas attorney general's office, said 
the problem was a local matter and the 
highway department would take no action 
to enforce ftu itt’s order.

White endorses debated nomination of Pope

AUSTIN — In a surprise move Thurs­

day, Gov. Mark White endorsed the 
much-debated appointment of Jack Pope 
as chief justice of the Texas Supreme 
Court.

Less than an hour later, after Pope’s 
name was hurriedly sent to the Senate by 
its nominations subcommittee, senators 
v o M  29-2 for confirmation.

Approval of Pope’s nomination came 
d a ^ e  a November letter signed by 14 
Democratic senators in which they vowed 
to fight former Republican Gov. Bill 
Clements’ lame-duck appointments. 
Eleven senators could have blocked

confirmation.
However, only Sen. Chet Brooks, D- 

Pasadena, who had asked Pope to agree 
to resign next year in exchange for Soitate 
c o n f i r m a t i o n ,  and  Sen.  C r a i g  
Washington, D-Houston, voted against 
P (^ .

One ot those who had stood by Brooks 
earlier, Sen. Lloyd Doggett, D-Austin, 
Anally said Pope’s appointment was not 
worth fighting over, adding “ there are 
times...when even very firm judgments 
on im portant issues need to be 
reconsiaered.”

Washington said if the vote were not a 
matter of principle, he could easily vote 
for confirm ation because " I ’m a

lawyer.. .and there are a lot of judges that 
put on a lot of pressure about this par­
ticular nomination.”

Though Sen. Chet Edwards, D- 
Duncanville, signed the letter opposing 
lame-duck appointments, he decided to 
vote for confirmation after “ considering 
Justice Pope’s qualifications and after 
receiving notice from Gov. White.”  He 
also n o t^  that there is “ no doubt if we 
hadn’t sent Gov. Clements that letter we 
would not have had an appointment as 
qualified as...Pope.”

White's support for Pope came during 
his weekly news conference. At that time, 
he also named Austin Mayor Carole Mc­
Clellan. who had been mentioned as a 
possible “ housewife”  nominee for the 
Public Utility Commission, as a member 
of the State Insurance Board.

Upon confirmation by the Senate, she 
will replace Durwood Manford, who has 
been on the board since 1961.

After Senate confirmation. Pope said 
he will never promise to resign before his 
term is over at the end of 1984.

Damage control at White House

Just when the White House staff 
thou^t it was safe to send the 
President out to meet the people. 
Ronald Reagan blew his entire “ My 
Heart Goes Out To The Poor ‘State 
of the Union’’ ’ speech by telling hi- 
tech business executives in Boston 
that he might be in favor of 
abolishing the corporate income 
tax. He said, “ I realize there may 
be a great stirring and I will pro­
bably kick myself for having said 
this But when are we going to have 
the courage to point out in our tax 
structure, (sic) the corporate tax is 
very hard to justify its existence”  

White House staffers who stayed

Aging Committee to probe deaths

WASHINGTON -  The strange 
settlement of a corporate murder 
case will be taken up today by the 
Senate Special Committee on 
Aging.

The first murder charge ever fil­
ed against a corporation was 
brought in 1961 against a Texas nur­
sing home chain. Thirty-nine counts 
of murder by neglect were filed 
against the Autumn Hills Convales­
cent Center Inc. of Houston in con­
nection with the deaths of eight pa­
tients at its Texas City home.

A settlement was reached, then 
set aside. The case has now been 
reopened. But Sen. John Heinz, R- 
Pa., the committee chairman, 
wants to know why the nursing 
home was let off in the first place.

The d is t r i c t  a t to rney  fo r  
Galveston County, James Hury, 
engineered a plea bargain in 
December that let Autumn Hills 
plead no contest to a single charge 
of involuntary manslau^ter. The 
punishment was a mild 10 years’ 
probation.

This led David Marks, an assis­
tant prosecutor whom Hury fired 
for opposing the settlement, to file a 
ser ies  of sworn statements 
challenging the eleventh-hour set­
tlement. Hury has now left office for 
a seat in the state legislature.

“ Mr. Hury has no knowledge of 
the facts of the case,”  Marks G org­
ed in a sworn statement. “ This total 
absence of knowledge has been con­
tinual from October 1979, through 
present.”

Marks aOeged that Hury spent on­
ly about 15 minutes discussing the 
case during its early stages.

“ Mr. Marks is welcome to any 
opinion he has,”  Hury told my 
associate Tony Capaccio. “ I had 
more than adequate time to develop 
a view of the case.”

The former DA stands by the plea 
bargain. He said that while there 
was reason to believe the nursing 
home did show neglect in the deaths 
of the eight patients, it would have 
been difficult to prove that “ they in­
tentionally decided to kill those 
people.”

One explosive bit of testimony 
Hury had not seen when he OK’d the 
plea bargain was that of Dr. John 
Thompson, professor of clinical 
pharmacy at the University of 
Southern California School of Phar­
macy. Thompson examined the 
medication records of the nursing 
home and concluded, in a sworn 
statement; “ Improper medication 
handing is a policy with Autumn 
Hills. The results have led me to the 
conclusion that Autumn Hills has a 
total disregard for the life of their 
patients."

Thompson’s analysis found an er­
ror rate of 33 percent in the ad­
ministering of drugs by Autumn 
Hills persoinel at the home, which 
he said is “ extremely high when 
compared to the usual 5 percent er­
ror rate.”

'Thompson's affidavit will be 
present^ to a new grand Jury by 
Hury’s successor. District Attoniey 
Michael Guarino. The climate of in­
vestigation is expected to be dif­
ferent this time The grand old 
Jury’s report noted that Hury 
“ should have shown more interest 

Jn our grand Jury instead of

throwing obstacles along the way.”  
Footnote: Autumn Hills attorney 

Roy Minton characterized the plea 
b a r g a i n  as  “ e x t r e m e l y  
reasonable.”  The nursing home 
asked the court to dissolve the 
agreement when the new district at­
torney requested a finding of guilty 
instead of no contest. Minton said he 
feels “ extremely confident that the 
state cannot prove beyond a 
reasonable doubt that anyone died 
because of negligent care.”  ,

EVERYONE'S A C R m C : Oscar 
time is approaching, but if the 
'Turkish movie “ Yol”  wins any 
recognition from Hollywood, the 
Reagan administration and the 
Turkish government will be equally 
unhappy.

The movie, directed by fugitive 
Turkish leftist Yilmaz Guney, has 
won wide acclaim, particularly in 
Europe. But its allegations of 
backwardness and repression in

p r e . s e n t -d a y  T u r k e y  h a v e  
understandably infuriated the right- 
wing military regime there.

At any rate, confidential cables 
have been crackling between 
Ankara and Washington over 
“ Yol,”  and especially about its 
director. One cable contained a 
lengthy biography of Guney, and at­
tem pt^ to debunk the romantic 
mythology that has grown up 
around him.

For example, the cable notes, 
Guney didn’t exactly escape from a 
Turkish prison, where he was serv­
ing time for murder. He simply 
skipped out of the country while on 
a furlough from prison to visit his 
family, the cable states.

Dear Dr.. Donohue: A 

couple of months ago I was 
given an angiogram and 
was told I have hyperten­
sion of my pumionary 
artery. Does this have any 
connection with lung per­
formance? What can I do to 
help myself? — R.R.

Yes, this can affect lung 
performance. Let me ex­
plain why. ,

We have two circulatory 
systems One serves the 
lungs, the pulmonary 
system, the other the rest 
of the body, the systemic 
circulatory system. They 
are really a single system 
divided into two parts. The 
system circulation is the 
blood pumped from the 
heart to the aorta and 
thence to the body. The 
pulmonary circulation in­
volves that blood pumped 
from the heart to the lungs.

Now it's possible for 
pressure to be elevated in

the systemic (body) cir­
culatory system and re­
main lowi in the pulmonary 
system. In fact, it's com­
mon for that to happen. 
That's true in ordinary 
high blood pressure. And 
it's possible for blood 
pressure to be elevated in 
the lung c ircu la tion , 
although it is very rare to 
have that. When it happens 
it is c a lled  p r im a ry  
pulmonary hypertension 
(lung high blood pressure). 
It's an uncommon illness 
p r in c ip a lly  a f fe c t in g  
females from 20 to 40 years 
of age. We don't know why 
it happens.

We do know the effects, 
h o w e v e r .  A s  b lo o d  
pressure in the lung's 
arteries rises, it puts a 
strain on the right side of 
the heart, the side that has 
the job of pumping blood to 
the lungs. The common 
symptoms are, as you imp­

ly, shortness of breath, 
fatigue, weakness and 
chest pain upon physical 
exertion. The connection 
with breathing lies in the 
fact that the Mood flow to 
the lungs is being impeded 
because the arteries of that 
organ are constricted. The 
symptoms depend on how 
severe the hypertension is ..

I wish 1 could suggest 
something of a practical 
nature you could clo to help 
yourself I can’t. There 
really is nothing for you to 
do but follow your (kictor’s 
a d v i c e  c o n c e r n in g  
medicines and activity. 
There’s a lot of work going 
on to try to Find the very 
best treatment for this 
disease. Drugs to open the 
a r t e r i e s ,  s u c h  as  
hydralazine, are being 
tried.

Soon, we all hope, the one 
b e s t  d r u g  w i l l  be  
discovered and complete

cure will be possible I do 
hope I ’ve helped your 
un^rs landing.

Yesterday I skip­
ped Norwalk, Darien and Ronay on the way to 
Grand Central, and Stamford and Westport on 
the way back.

MACNEIL: Don't the passengers left 
behind get upset?

RAYLES: Not all that much. On the way in, 
if I'm going to skip the station, I kind of slow 
down, roll down the window and holler at 
them to “ have a nice day.”  A few may shout 
some obscenity or wave a fist, but most don't 
even look up from their newspapers. I keep 
the window rolled up tight and scrooch down 
in my seat. In this job, you gotta understand 
human nature. Keeping people happy, you 
might say is my profession.

M.ACNEIL: And it will be ours too every 
night from now on... Back to you, Mr. Jim 
Lehrer.

drug abuse down
U.ASMINGTO.N i.AFi ^  The epiemic of drug abuse 

which plagutxl the United States in the 1960s and 1970s 
IS receding somewhat, the government said on Thurs­
day Still, one out of three .Americans over age 12 has 
tried drugs and one high school senior in 16 uses mari­
juana daily

The Department of Health and Human Services 
released two reports, one of which said the United 
States probably has the highest level of illicit drug use 
III the industrialized world

Although there has been a decline in drug abuse in 
recent years, the decline is relatively small and we as 
a nation still face a serious health problem. " said Dr. 
Edward N Brandt, the department’s assistant 
secretary for health

Brandt said the department could confirm drug use 
has begun to drop, particularly among young people 

However, while there may be fewer illicit drug 
Users m our population, we know from the people who 
show up in emergency rooms that the health conse- 
(juences of drug use have not abated, " he added

Brandt released the results of the National 
Hoasehold Survey on Drug Abu.se, which examined a 
national sample of .Americans over age 12, and the 
High .SchiKil .Senior Survey

The surveys showed that one out of three Americans 
over age 12 has tried some kind of illicit substance. 
.Although the proportion of high school seniors who 
smoke marijuana daily has dropped from its high of 
more than one in. 10 in 1978. the proportion remains at 
one senior m 16

The use of hallucinogens like L.SD, PUP and peyote 
continued to drop among young Americans. The use 
rate among young adults fell from 4 percent in 1979 to 2 
percent m 1982

('(K'ame use. which spread rapidly during the late 
1970s, has stabilized at 29 percent of the population ag­
ed 18 to 2.5. the reports said

These are truly staggering levels of substance use 
and abuse, whether by historical standards or in com­
parison with other countries," the survey of seniors 
said In fact, they probably still reflect the highest 
levels of illicit drug use to be found in any nation in the 
industrialized world ”

Missed chances cost Queens, 65-63

Boy did the Hawk Queens have their 

chances.
Howard College went four and a half 

minutes without scoring late in the game 
and then watched Nell Haskins' short 
jumper at the buzzer roll off the rim as the 
top-rated Western Texas Dusters pulled 
out a heart-stopping 65-63 Western Junior 
College Athletic Conference victory here 
Thursday n i^t.

The Dusters increased their WJCAC- 
leading record to 6-1 and improved to 20-6 
on the season. Howard falls to 14-8 and 3-5 
in league play. Combined with an 81-80 win 
earlier in the season in Big Spring, the win 
completed a conference sweep over the 
Hawk Queens for the Dusters.

It was simply a game of streaks.
Howard built as large as a 12-point lead 

in the first half, passing its way through 
WTC’s full-court press with ease. The 
Dusters, however, prevented a runaway by 
rattling off 10 straight points to cut the lead 
to two. Susan Cordell gave Howard a 39-35 
halftime lead with a rebound bucket at the 
buzzer.

The Queens stayed in control in the se­
cond half before the Dusters tied the game 
at five times, the last at 59-59 with 5:29 to 
play. By that time, the (^eens had engaged 
in another streak, one coach Don Stevens 
doesn't care to see again.

Cordell put in a miss by Christi Adams at 
6:12 to give HC its last lead. The Queens did 
not score again until Haskins dropped in a 
shot with 1:43 to play. By that time, the 
Dusters had assumed the lead and her 
basket cut WTC's advantage to 63-61.

Downcourt, Norma Frazier hit a pair of 
free shots and the Dusters led again by 
four, 65-61 with just 1:22 left.

Haskins — HC's money player — 
responded with a soft shot from the lane to 
pull both teams off their respective ben­
ches. Because of the 30-second shot clock, 
the Queens still had a chance.

Vickie Teal missed a jumper but Haskins 
couldn’t put a handle on the rebound. With 
34 second to go, WTC maintained posses­
sion Ramona Irlbeck, the No. 6 free 
thrower shooter in the conference, was 
fouled with 21 seconds left. Her first shot, 
however, bounced off the rim to Andrea 
Fowler and Howard made its way 
downcourt to tie the game.

The ball went back to Fowler and her 
shot from the right side of the hoop was off. 
Mary Nel Clayton rebounded for WTC but 
quick hands by guard Janene Berry caused 
a loose ball. Pam Roberson tried a shot but 
it was Haskins who had possession with two 
seconds left.

Finding an opening in front of the goal, 
she sent up her attempt. Bouncing off the 
glass, the shot looked good but as the 
buzzer sounded, the ball rolled off the iron. 
At the other end of the court. WTC coach 
Joe Cushing hurled his towel into the air 
and let out a holler of ectasy.

“ This is a game of streaks,”  Steven said

later “ We had a streak of turnovers that 
let them have sonie cheap baskets And 
then we missed 11 possible points from the 
free throw line and they missed just one.

The late cold spell doomed the Queens. 
Howard missed five shots, three front ends 
of one-and-one situations and turned the 
ball over twice in that 4:29 stretch. Cordell 
fouled out with 4:55 to go with 19 points and 
her defense — nine blocked shots on the 
night — was sorely missed by the Queens in 
the end

Those fatal minutes of the game con­
trasted a generally excellent performance 
in the first half by the Queens. Haskins 
opened the scoring with a short jumper and 
HC jumped out to a 10-4 lead Western 
came back to tie the game at 16 on a shot by 
Teal and the teams traded leads until 
Roberson started Howard on its roll with a 
15-footer putting HC on top 23-22.

The Queens went on a 10-2 binge as 
Haskins scored six.

Mackovic. who also talk­

' PEBBLE BLACH, Calif. (AP)  -  Tom 
Watson got into a conversation with old 
friend Sandy Tatum while he was stan­
ding around waiting — without success — 
for his ball to d r ^  out of a tree and 
preserve his share of the lead in the Bing 
Oosby National Pro-Am.

It didn't happen.
Watson’s ball remained stuck up in the 

tree on the 18th hole at Cypress Point. He 
eventually called it a loet ball, took his 
penalty and scored a double-bogey on the 
hole, letting Joe Inman take sole posses­
sion of the first-round lead with a 7-under- 
par 65.

“ I was 7-under going to the 18th, then 
hit it in the tree and it didn’t come down,”  
Watson said Thursday “ I walked up 
there and waited around for the allotted 
five minutes, waiting for it to fall, or an 
Inatant storm to come along and blow it 
down.

“ I aakad Sandy If I could throw a club

up there and try to knock it out of the 
tree,”  Watson said.

Tatum, playing in the same foursome, 
is a former president of the U.S. Golf 
Association and regarded as an expert on 
the rules of golf.

“ Sandy said ‘No’ . There were two or 
three balls up there,”  Watson said, "and I 
asked Sandy if I c()uld use biiraculars to 
try to identify my ball. Sandy said: ‘No’ .”

So Watson went back to the point from 
which he'd tut his second shot, dropped in 
his divot, rattled his fourth shot around 
some more trees to a position short of the 
green, clupped close, one-putted and 
marked a 6 on his card, finishing off a 87 
that left him two strokea back.

All that took place at Cypress Point, a 
course Watson said “ inspires me.”  At 
about the same time, at PcoUe Beach, In­
man was finishing o^f his 7-under-par ef­
fort with a 30 on his back nine. He one- 
putted eight times on that side.

Fred Couples, who played at Cypress

Point, and Ken Green, at Spyglass, 
shared second with 66s. Watson was tied 
at 67 with Gil Morgan, winner of the first 
two tournaments on the 1963 PGA Tour 
schedule.

The big group at 68 included Australian 
Open champion Bob Shearer, Cal Peete. 
Bruce Lietzke, John Fought, Keith 
Fergus, Ron Commans, Donnie Ham­
mond, Steve Melnyk and Lindy Miller. 
Fought played at Spyglass. Shearer, 
(Gunmans, Hammond and Miller were at 
Pebble Beach. Melnyk, Peete and Lietzke 
were at Cypress Point

Jack Nicklaus shot a 71 at Cypress 
Point.

The format calls for the 168 pros, each 
with an amateur partner, to play one 
round on each of the courses before the 
field is cut for the final round at Pebble 
Beach.

Watson, the 1962 Player of the Year and 
holder of both the U.S. and British Open 

\

titles, faced Spyglass Hill today with 
some apprehension.

” It's my nemesis,”  he said. ”|t’s 
alwavs a big problem for me to get by 
Spyglass. If I can shoot par, or 1-over, 
that’s a good score for me. It just doesn’t 
fit my game very well.”

His last two rounds will be at Pebble

’ ’My (pro) lifespan is too short. I ’m try­
ing to get the most (money) in the 
quickest, shortest amount of time. Tliat’s 
the main thing I'm concerned with.”

Dickerson wishes he knew the outcome 
of the .NFL draft in late April, in which 
Baltimore. Houston and the Los Angeles 
Rams have the first three picks, in that 
order. He thinks one of the teams may 
select him, and he doesn't want to go to 
Baltimore

’ ’Nothing against them, but I don't want 
to be in that cold weather," he said.

Dickerson said he would go with 
Arizona — provided the contract was 
lucrative enough.

" I f  they gave me $3 million or $3.5 
million over three or four years. I'd sign 
right now. There'd be no point waiting for 
the NFL draft because there's no way 
they could match that," Dickerson told 
the Dallas Times-Herald.

Dickerson turned down a 3-year, 
$1,250,000 offer from the Wranglers. Club 
officials confirmed Thursday in Casa 
Grande. Ariz., that they raised the offer

Wednesday to $1.5 million over three 
years, but want a quick commitment.

Dickerson, the sixth pick overall in the 
USFL draft Jan. 4, says he won't meet a 
weekend deadline imposed by the 
Wranglers on the latest offer — a deal 
that would make him the league's 
highest-paid player to date.

“ That's a lot of pressure to make up my 
mind in such a short time,”  Dickerson 
said in an interview with Houston radio 
station KIKK.

‘T v e  got to decide if I'm going to be 
wealthy, middle class or a nob^y the rest 
of my life. I think it (the deadline) is un­
fair, and I don’t think I ’ll sign by this 
weekend. They made me the No. 1 pick so 
I think if they still want me the money will 
be there.”

Craig James, Dickerson’s hackfield 
mate for four years at SMU, signed with 
Washington of the USFL for an estimated 
$5(W,0(X) a year for four years.

“ ’They’d have to do better to gel me in 
the USFL,” he said.

Dickerson said he was not serious about 
the new league until they started making 
contract offers.

“ Before, I just went along out of respect 
that they drafted me, but now they are 
talking serious money and I am listen­
ing,”  he said. “ The name of the game now 
is money and I am going to get as much as 
I can for an X-number of years.”

“ To get out there and abuse your body 
is worth something,”  he added. I could 
hurt my body for life and it’s hard to place 
a value on that”

“ I am i^aying well, and I 
should not have any ti ouble 
here,”  said the Czech, who 
will earn the No t spot in 
the world tennis computer 
rating if he wins the 
$375,0(X) tournament.

second annual Benefit Dinner for Medina 
Children’s Home will be held at 7 p.m. Saturday at 
Dora Roberts Community Center, Byron Corn, pastor 
of the Birdwell Lane Church of Christ, said.

This event is sponsored by the “ Friends of Medina,’ ’ 
who live in the Big Spring area. Com said 400 people 
are expected to attend the event.

The 326-acre Medina Children’s Home is located in 
the Hill Country of Texas 17 miles south of Kerrville 
and 65 miles north of San Antonio. It is sponsored by 
Churches of Christ from across the state. Corn said.

Proceeds from the dinner last year purchased a 
metal all-purpose building which was erected on the 
home’s campus. The building’s cost was about $36,000, 
Corn said, and men from the Big Spring area went to 
Medina last August and spent a week there erecting 
the building.

“ It is expected that proceeds from the dinner this 
year will complete this project, including inside fur­
nishings,”  Corn said.

Around 100 young people live in the home in self- 
contained cottages with houseparents. There are eight 
children in each cottage. Houseparents are paid a 
salary and do chores around the home in addition to 
living with the children. Children also are expected to 
do chores around the Home. During the summer they 
are expected to work at least half a day around the 
place.

The adults who stay with the children take tradi­
tional "Mother”  and “ Father”  roles. Women stay in 
the cottages to do the cooking and cleaning, while men 
take care of the grounds. For an average meal, a 
housemother may cook 4 4  pounds of ham l^ger, four 
cups of rice, four cans each of corn and spinach and 
two pies.

Children from the home attend school in Medina and 
are actively involved in football, 4-H and Future 
Farmers of America. After school, many children feed

and care for animals on the Home grounds.
The home also features a mother-child-care pro­

gram which serves the needs of single-parent families 
by keeping them secure and together. Under the pro­
gram a mother and her children with no husband or 
father can live in a separate cottage. The mother 
works for the home in a number of capacities while her 
children are cared for and educated. The Medina 
Children’s Home has 10 cottages for this program. 
Each cottage has three bedrooms and a bath.

Corn said “ The public is invited to the dinner
