Feedlots are pretty full right now and it is quite a sight for
folks from the northeast who aren't used to seeing large
expanses of steaks on the hoor. They don't realize that cattle
feeding operations in this immediate area can hold up to
90,000 head at one time. But, of course, all of our feedyards
don't happen to be located right at the edge of Highway 60
on the slope of Running Water Draw with good visibility for
those who are traveling through.

It wasn't but about three sﬁort months ago that I was
among the trails of tourists who were causing traffic hazards
by pulling over to gaze at breathtaking fields of bluebonnets
down in the Texas Hill Country. I'm glad that citizens in
each region of our country are working to retain the individ-
uality of their area so that travelers can enjoy them.
Especially in light of the fact that all of our towns and cities
are beginning to look just alike.

The same fast food places line the highways leading into
every village and hamfet. The same malls squat low on the
edges of every mid to large-size town, with Sears, Penneys
and WalMarts selling all the same merchandise as in the
previous town. It's almost as though you never left home.

Pulling over to take pictures or just to gawk and enjoy the
flowers, mountains, canyons, grazi deer, or acres of cattle
pens, etc. was simply unheard of when I was a kid. If you
were planning a 750 mile trip to visit relatives in another
state, then the best way to make it was to head out before
daybreak, take sandwiches to eat along the way, and not stop
until you got there. Thank goodness, we would occasionally
have to stop for gas. Since my mother had the world's
smallest bladder, we'd have to stop a lot more often than Dad
would have liked. "What? Again? We've already stopped
three times!" he'd say.

Bill says his folks were the same way about never stopping
the car on trips. "That's the turn-off to go to Mammoth
Cave," they'd point out as they zoomed on by. Or "The log
cabin where Davy Crockett grew up is right down that road a
ways." Little munchkins bouncing up and down on the back
seat shouting "Are we almost there yet?" probably made our
drivers more anxious to arrive at our destination and get it
over with.

Stopping along the way for ice cream, taking photos of old
fallen-down barns, staying overnight in little out-of-the-way
places, tracking down back roads to bed-and-breakfast inns,
antique shops, and abandoned cemeteries. . .now that's my
idea of the way to take a trip. The Good Old Boy is usually
indulgent with me if we're not on a short time schedule such
as trying to catch a plane, or going to attend someone's
wedding or funeral.

They (the wise ones) tell us that life is a journey and we
shouldn't be in such a hurry to get there. "Getting there' is
the end of the journey when you are stretched out in an
expensive wooden box at the front of the church with people
strolling past saying things like "Doesn't he look natural?" and
"He was a really nice person." d

It is sort of sad to think that we might get to the end of
the journey without ever having stopped to smell the
frasrance of a field of bluebonnets, or yes, even perhaps the
feedyards along the way.

1. Hair of an unnatural
color will not be allowed.
Examples such as blue,
purple, unnatural red, or
orange, would be in violation.

2. In addition to sagging
shorts or pants, double-shorts
or pants and oversized shorts
or pants that give the
appearance of sagging will
not be permitted.

(In an attempt to be in
compliance with wearing
shorts and pants at the
normal waist line but still
have the appearance of
sagging, double-shorts and
pants and oversized shorts
and pants became popular in
schools including Friona. The
general guideline is that
shorts and pants should fit
the student in a natural
way.)

3. Shirts of excessive
length (longer than the finger
tip length when arms are at
rest) will be tucked in.

4. Shorts and dresses
must be of reasonable length,
no shorter than "one-inch"
below the fingertip length
when arms are hanging at
rest.

(This revision is to define
what would be considered too
short. The old guideline of
six-inches above the knee
measured with the student
kneeling and measured from
the floor up was revised in
order to make it easier to
determine compliance.)

5. No shorts with length
between the knee and the
ankle will be allowed. (This
addition to the dress code
says that students are

restaurants.

Sign-Up For New Soil
Program Is Next Week

Farmers and ranchers may
apply for the new Environmental
Quality Incentives Program (EQIP)
July 14, 1997, through August 1,
1997.

The new conservation program,
a result of the 1996 Farm Bill,
offers a limited number of who
have serious soil, water, and other
natural resource problems with
technical, financial and educational
assistance.

According to John P. Burt,
Sate Conservationist for USDA
Natural Resources Conservation
Service (NRCS), "EQIP is not like
the former Great Plains Conser-

vation Service Program (GPCP) or .

Agricultural Conservation Program
(ACP). This program is extremely
limited and is for persons engaged
in livestock or agricultural
production who would provide the
greatest environmental benfits at
the least cost to the program.

"Applications will be
prioritized after August 1, 1997,
according to specific criteria,” Burt
continued. "After Farm Service
Agency (FSA) determines producer
eligibility, NRCS conservationists
and the producer will make an

Skin Cancer
Threat To
Residents

Cancer of the skin is the most
common of all cancers. About
700,000 cases of skin cancer occur
in this country each year.

Skin cancer most often occurs
among older, fair-skinned people.
A majority of Parmer County
residents are spending a lot of time
outdoors, such as farmers and
construction workers, and those
who play a lot of outdoor sports, or
sunbathe are at the highest risk of
developing skin cancer.

The sun's rays are the strongest
from 10 a.m. to 3 p.m. Whenever
possible, exposure to the sun
should be avoided during these
times.

Those who are exposed to the
sun should use a sunscreen lotion
with a sun protection factor (SPF)
of 15 or more, and wear enough
clothing to cover the skin as much
as possible and wide brimmed hats.

If you must wear a cap, be sure
and put sunsreen on your ears.
Avoid over-exposure to the sun.
Limit your time in the sun as much
as possible.

Have a physician look at any
unusual sore, lump, or blemish. A
change in the way an area of the
skin looks or feels may be a sign of
skin cancer or a warning that is
likely to occur.

Have fun in the sun but
remember what's "not so hot" about
the sun-skin cancer.

inventory of the natural resources,
identify natural resource problems
and concerns, determine treatment
needs, and agree upon the land
management and structural practices
the producer will install."

Burt added that the extent of the
conservation practice, fields and
acres to be treated, and cost-share
rate and incentive payment levels
the producer will accept, as well as
the total program payments, are
included in a ranking formula.

Twelve Geographic Priority
Areas (GPA), encompassing 167
counties, are the primary target for
over $8.7 million EQIP funds
allocated to Texas. Each GPA has
similar natural resource problems
and concerns which EQIP can
address. Water conservation, exces-
sive wind and water erosion, limited
water supply, and brush invasion
are a few of the specific resource
concerns identified in the GPAs.

Producers in counties outside
of the GPA are also eligible for the
remaining $4.7 million EQIP funds
provided it will solve identified
statewide natural resource concerns,
such as excessive erosion and
ground and surface water quality.

Each application will compete
with other applications in their
GPA, while those outside of the
GPAs will compete against each
other. "Contracts will be awarded
based on their ranking, regardless of
location," cautioned Burt.

"That means some counties
may not have any contracts, even
though they are located inside a
GPA," he said. Burt added that
applications for a single
conservation practice on an
individual field addressing a single
natural resource concem may not be
competitive in a GPA or with the
statewide natural resource concems.

Accpetance into EQIP will
require a five to ten year contract,
even if only 1 year of cost-share is
needed. Contracts are for a
maximum amount of $50,000 with
a maximum 75 percent cost-share.

Though entire farms or oper-
ating units are not required to be
included in a contract, the proposed
area must include that portion with
the identified resource concerns
which meets resource concems.

Producers may increase their
chances of acceptance by submit-
ting a lower than maximum cost-
share rate, enrolling entire operating
units in the contract and by agree-
ing to fully meet treatment needs of
all identified natural resource
concerns on the farm or ranch.

Roy Carl Simmons, 73, of
El Paso, a former coach and
teacher in the Friona
Independent School District,
gassed away July 10 in El

Funeral services were
conducted Monday, July 14
at the United Methodist
Church of White Deer, with
Rev. John Dorn, pastor,
officiating.

Simmons retired in 1985
after 39 years of service as a
teacher, coach and counselor.

Bifocals May

small pnnl What happens is that the lens
of the eye is no longer flexible enough to
switch easily from distant-vision tasks to lhose near at hand. For a
while-it's possible to fool the eyes by holding the book further and
further away--until it seems the arms just aren't long enough.
