OQil's forecast: Boom or bust’-’

MIDLAND (AP) — After

ingthebutofﬂmuandendm'lng,

the worst of times within a three-
year period, residents of this oil-
dependent West Texas city are
searching for a condition almost
unheard of in the oil industry —
stability.

In 1981, the oil-based economy of
the Permian Basin hit an un-
precedented high. People from
every corner of the earth flocked to
the area, lured by the millions of

dollars that were flowing as freely.

as the oil.
But in 1982, just as the cham-

pagne corks were popping, the bot-
tom fell out. An overabundant supp-
ly of oil and a more cautious ap-
proach by investors caused an
economic downturn for Midland
and nearby Odessa, leaving the
thousands of newcomers jobless
and the two cities in one of the most
devestating oil busts in recent
history.

This year, the oil-based
economies of Midland and Odessa
are leveling off and oil executives
say they hope their industry, which
is gaining ground again, can remain
stable at least through 1986.

“Right now, we're in a situation
where we're rebuilding,”’ said Ed
Thompson, executive director of the
Permian Basin Petroleum Associa-
tion. “We see things settling out
here now. Our companies are begin-
ning to rehire and we're starting to
get over everything, which is just
what we want to do.

“One thing's for sure — we don't
want the industry to be like it was in
1981 again because that was
abnormal.”

The boom that brought to the Per-
mian Basin thousands of ‘‘get rich
quick’ seekers was the result of

more than 30 Beetles, buses, square-backs,
Kharman Ghias and dune buggies that are lin-
ed up on the grounds of his shop.

Heckler said he chose Volkswagens because

‘“most are afraid of them.”

The early model Volkswagens, those built
during the Sixties and early Sevonti&s, have
an unusual air-cooled engine that_‘“‘“most peo-
ple don’t know how to work on,” he said

Because the engines are air-cooled, they are

a good base to use when building dune bug-
ﬂu he said. Since the engines don’t have
radiators, they are relatively light — about

Inside the shop at the Old Volks Home,
about 40 engines in various states of repair
and disrepair litter the floor. Small boxes of
washers, nuts and bolts line the walls, and
tires and other car parts are stacked in
various corners and hung from the ceiling.

Heckler first became involved with
Volkswagens because he wanted a dune

buggy.
“I was hung up on Chevrolets for a while —
Camaros, hot and such, but a friend had a

dune buggy and I decided I had to have one,
00,”’ Heckler said.

After working with dune buggies, he found
he needed extra Volkswagens to use for parts

when his buggies broke down.

From then on, his interest in the German
automobiles grew and he bought more and
more them. About a year ago, he set up shop
at the Old Volks Home so he could have a
place to t them all, he said.

Acco to Heckler, Beetles are still
made and sold in Brazil and Mexico, but parts
are hard to find in the U S. since the cars have
gone out of production here.

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States accuse
feds of delay
in EDB probes

TALLAHASSEE, Fla. (AP) — Pesticide contamina-
tion of food and water is a national problem, but
Florida and other states took the lead in prompting
federal action on highly toxic ethylene dibromide.

State leaders say they welcome tighter national
standards on EDB unveiled Feb. 3, but they accuse the
Reagan administration of foot

‘It has been 10 years since the Nahonal Cancer In-
stitute identified EDB as a carcinogen,”’ said Florida
Gov. Bob Graham. “The (U.S.) Environmental Pro-
tection Agency should act promptly to avoid further
delays in protecting American consumers.”

The federal agency virtually banned use of EDB as a
pesticide and suggested safety standards for food con-
taining residues of the substance.

The federal action forbids use of EDB as a fumigant
for fighting insects in stored grains and in grain mill-
ing machinery. On Sept. 30, 1983, the federal govern-
ment suspended use of EDB as a soil fumigant.

However, many state leaders say the saga of EDB
regulation was an example of the tail wagging the dog,
of states leading a slow-to-act federal government.

“‘We'd be better off in this situation if we didn’t even
have an EPA,” declared Texas Attorney General Jim
Mattox. ‘' EPA still marches to the beat of the special-
interest drum.”

David Pingree, secretary of Florida's public health
system, accused the federal agency of years of delay in
reacting to warning signals about EDB.

Florida officials say the lack of federal regulations
forced the state to take a tough regulatory posture that
eventally prodded the federal government to act.

“I am quite certain that the concerns raised by this
state and by a number of other states led very directly
to the action on the part of the Environmental Protec-
tion Agency,” said Florida's state health officer,
Stephen King.

Last month, EPA Administrator William
Ruckelshaus acknowledged that his agency had been
slow to respond.

“I think we've been slow in regulating EDB"
Ruckelshaus said while visiting Dallas. ‘‘It is bad stuff
and it is a very potent carcinogen, but we don't have
any evidence that it has harmed anyone — nor do we
have any that it hasn't."”

Tests on lab animals have shown that EDB produces
cancer, mutations, sperm disorders and liver
problems

EDB has been in the national spotlight less than a
year, but it has a long history in industry and
agriculture. It has been registered as a pesticide since
1948.

Most EDB — perhaps 90 percent — was used as a
fuel additive and the rest in agri-business.

A key use in farming was soil fumigation to fight
destructive nematode rootworms. In Florida, EDB
had been used since 1961 in a state program to control
nematodes in citrus groves.

But last year, EDB was discovered in groundwater.
When Florida agriculture officials learned of water
contamination in California, they began testing
drinking-water samples July 5, 1983.

By the end July, Florida had stopped using EDB in
its state anti-nematode program because the pesticide
was found in wells.

On Sept. 16, state Agriculture Commissioner Doyle
Conner issued a temporary suspension of EDB as a soil
pesticide — two weeks before federal regulators an-
nounced similar action

DUBLIN, Texas (AP) — A Methodist minister
whose bloody body was found in the back of his van
three days after he disappeared had been strangled
and beaten to death, according to an autopsy.

Unemployment peaked in both
Midland and Odessa in June 1982.
Midland, the smaller of the two
cities with a population of about
70,000, saw its jobless rate hit 7.7
percent, while Odessa’s rate stood
at 10.3 percent.

Cassie Gittings of the Odessa
Chamber of Commerce said,
however, Midland and Odessa were
hit equally as hard during the bust.

‘““We’ve both seen a lot of
bankruptcies and we’ve both seen
the banks fail,”” she said. ‘‘No one
expected it. We were riding on such
a high that when it hit, a lot of peole
were hit harder than ever before.”

Thompson said the ‘‘bottoming
out affected everything in both
cities.”

In Midland, the U.S. Bankruptcy
Court recorded staggering numbers
of bankruptcies.

Ken Holt, a court trustee and li-

quidator, said that 1983 he
was ‘‘getting about ;T.‘:&mptdes
a month,” explaining that the rate
was nearly twice as much as in

previous years.

The oil glut was blamed for the
failure of the First National Bank of
Midland, which was declared insol-
vent in October 1983. The Federal
Deposit Insurance Corp. said the

Blacks

bank, which had $1.4 billion in
assets when it was ordered closed,
was the the second largest to fail in
the nation’s history.

Thompson said the problems the
Permian Basin has faced during the
past year have made oil executives
more cautious as they struggle to
economic freedom again.

“If we're going to get the Per-
mian Basin back in business again,

we've got to start being a little more
realistic,”” he said.

The Permian Basin, which covers
more than 100,000 square miles in 54
West Texas counties and four
southeastern New Mexico counties,

is the largest single producer of oil
in the nation.

“We want to remain that way

'l‘homplon said. “But we

stable, be getting along without this
constant change in lifestyle.”

Thompson said major oil com-
panies already have announced
they plan to step up their operations
again this year. Independent pro-
ducers also are starting to drill
more again, he said.

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Snow blankets Rockies

Light snow fell across the central Rocky Moun-
tain states Saturday, with accumulations up to half
a foot in the valleys of Utah and a foot in the moun-
tains. Showers and a few thunderstorms extended
from northeastern Arkansas to central Kentucky.

Dense fog in the upper Midwest prompted
travelers’ advisories in Wisconsin, Minnesota,
eastern South Dakota, northern lowa and northern
Indiana, while drizzle and light rain fell on lower
Michigan, Ohio, the mid-Atlantic states and the
southern Appalachians.

Cloudy skies shrouded the northern Pacific Coast
to the northern and central Rockies, and from the
upper Mississippi Valley to the middle and central
rockies.

It’s long been a tenet of political folklore that the American
economy will get a big stimulative push timed to peak around
November of an election year. A lot of business people, home
buyers and consumers, indeed, count on it and time their finan-
cial activities accordingly. The American equivalent of peasant
wisdom has it that the supposedly politically independent
Federal Reserve Board can be counted on to lower interest
rates — or otherwise stimulate money growth — sometime in
the spring before an election, so that the major impact in new
jobs, easier private spending and growing economic output will

be seen in the fall.

And now what shrewdness surmised, science has proved true.
At least for the past six elections, according to the data
gathered by Rob Smith of the Chase Manhattan Economics
Department and interpreted by David Meiselman, an
economics professor in Virginia, the pattern has held

‘“‘exquisitely.”

In fact, Meiselman says, the pattern of Federal Reserve ac-
tivity has been even fancier than was generally guessed. The
surge of easy money just before an election has tended,
sometime after an election, to produce inflation, which the Fed
then tries to get under control before the next election with a
policy of tight money, invariably instituted about a year and a
half before the election. This gives it its maximum impact in
the crucial election months. When money growth is stimulated
again six months or so before the election, the result — if all
goes well — is economic growth without inflation for the cam-

paign season.

It should be noted that, as is the nature of such things, all does
not always go well. The anti-inflationary slumps the Fed
precipitated before the 1960 and 1980 elections ended up being so
steep -that the pre-election surge, although mighty in both
cases, could not undo the damage. (And the incumbent party,
Meiselman points out, lost the presidency in both cases.)
Similarly, the stimulative measures taken six months before
the 1976 election were so timid that money growth never did
make much of a splash that year. (And the incumbent lost.)

" But the pattern of attempted causes, if not accomplished ef-
fects, seems to be immutable; it holds for Republican- and

Democratic administrations,

monetarist Fed chiefs, for

for monetarist and anti-

And it looks as if it will hold again this
time. The Fed has been slowing money growth since last sum-
mer — on cue — and if Smith and Meiselman and folklore are
correct, it will start easing up around March or April.

Here's my advice to male
residents of West Texas and similar
arid regions.

If you ever get a kidney stone —
and the possibility of such occurring
increases if you're a desert denizen
— don’t seek medical treatment.
Commit suicide.

Let me explain. If your kidney
produces a stone, and the concre-
tion does not pass through your
urinary system within 24 hours,
forget it. Say goodbye to the kids.
Sign the will. Make peace with your
maker.

Put it this way. If you were given
the choice of trying to survive
Dachau or dying a quick death,
which would you choose?

I made the choice. I'm still alive.
I don’t know if I regret it. I am a
survivor, but the registration
number is burned indelibly on my
forearm. The stone’s imprint shall
forever etch my ureter and
memory.

Let me regress to recount the hor-
rors of pathology’s progress in
destructing my constitution and
will.

Over one month ago, I was
stricken with the most debilitating
pains, excruciating to the extent
that I imagined an alien was hat-
ching from my entrails. Had reason

ailed, 1 would have overdosed
at that moment, slashed the wrists,
or in the grand tradition of Ernest
Hemingway, created a neo-
surrealist portrait on the wall by in-
serting shotgun to mouth.

In my innocence, I thought such a
siege of distress could be lifted easi-
ly by the magical touch of modern
medicine.

But as Gertrude Stein would have

— had she medical training

I have a staff of urologists plot-
ting grand strategy against my
mineral enemy, and I am as
thankful for them as Hannibal was
for the elephant. They get you over
the rough spots.

But as Ulysses S. Grant conclud-
ed at Cold Harbor, there is really
only one way to attack, and my
physicians have taken the direct ap-
proach — the frontal assault.

The crash of an Air Force
helicopter chasing drug smugglers
off the Bahamas last month was no
accident, U.S. officials believe. The
crash killed three Air Force person-
nel and a Drug Enforcement Ad-
ministration agent.

The chopper was pursuing a DC-3
loaded with marijuana. Customs
Service officials spotted the plane
as hundreds of bales of pot were be-
ing dumped out of its cargo hold,
and called on the Air Force to in-
tercept the smugglers.

The copter pilot radioed that he
had lost power in both engines; con-
taminated fuel seems the likely
cause. The chopper was carrying
three hours’ supply of fuel, but had
been in flight only two hours when it
crashed. '

Although the helicopter had been
parked under guard, the fuel truck
wasn’t. And its parking spot was at
the National Police Academy,
which means that its comings and
goings would have been known to
any corrupt Bahamian official. The
fuel was supplied by a private firm,
not by the Air Force.

“It looks like it was messed
around with,” said a DEA source.
“It didn’t just run out of gas.”
Bahamian authorities are conduc-
ting an investigation.

Teacher pay hike proposed

AUSTIN (AP) — State Education Commissioner
Raymon Bynum says that he will propose a $1,000 star-
ting salary for Texas teachers and a $2 billion increase
in the amount spent on education over the next two-

year budget cycle.

‘““We’re not going to have any teachers in six or eight
years unless we raise the starting salary,” Bynum told
the Rules, Budget and Finance Committee of the State

Board of Education on Friday.

The state starting salary for teachers is now $11,100,
but most school districts supplement that from local
tax funds.

MOSCOW (AP) — Walk-
ing in solemn silence and
led by the stony-faced
members of the Com-
munist Party Politburo,
thousands of people filed
past Yuri V. Andropov’s
funeral bier Saturday to
pay final tribute to the late
president.

Andropov’s widow made
her first known public ap-
pearance at the side of her
husband’s coffin moments
before the entry of the
Politburo. A Soviet TV film
showed her receiving the
embraces of the most
powerful men in the Soviet
Union. Sorrow was etched
deeply in her face.

Dressed in black, she
entered the dimly lighted
Hall of Columns on the
arms of her son and
daughter and sat a few
yards from her husband’s
head as a symphony or-
chestra played dirges and
patriotic melodies on a
stage across the room.

At one point, Andropov’s
son, Igor, buried his face in
a handkerchief to wipe
away tears.

Andropov, his face like
alabaster amid the multi-
hued carpet of carnations,
lay with the red hammer-
and-sickle flags at his
head. An array of his party
and government medals
was pinned to small, red
satin pillows at his feet.

Only Vladimir V. Shcher-
bitsky, the 65-year-old head
of the Ukrainian Com-
munist Party was missing.
No explanation for his
absence was given.

Soviets criticize U.S.
shuttle flight record

MOSCOW (AP) — The official Soviet news agency
Tass on Saturday reported the landing of the U.S.
space shuttle Challenger and called it one of the ‘‘most
unsuccessful’’ missions in the shuttle program.

‘“‘Setbacks plagued nearly each day of the flight,”
said Tass, then detailed the Challenger's problems in
launching two satellites and inflating a balloon that
was to have been part of an experiment in approaching

orbiting objects.

Tass also repeated a Soviet accusation that the shut-
tle’s development was for military purposes.

The Challenger landed at 7:16 a.m. Saturday at its
home base in Florida after eight days in space.

The Soviets sent three cosmonauts into space on
Wednesday and they linked up with the orbiting
Salyut-7 space station, where a two-man Soviet crew
had spent 150 days in space Jlast year.

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Walleye thrive
at Moss Lake

Now is the time for area
fishermen to head for Big
Spring’s Moss Lake if they
want to catch walleye fish,
according to Bill Follis,
Fish Biologist for the
Texas Parks and Wildlife
Inland Fisheries Division.

Follis was in Big Spring
recently conducting a
study on the walleye fish
count in Moss Lake. The
walleye is an uncommon
fish in this part of the
country.

Walleyes are found in the
northern part of the United
States, but for the past
eight years the Texas
Parks and Wildlife Depart-
ment has been stocking
Moss Creek with the
species

Every year Follis and his
crew run a check to see if
the walleyes are spawning
in the West Texas waters.
The fish have a hard time
reproducing in this area
because their systems are

used to the cold waters.in
the north.

‘“The fish are growing
well, ” said Follis. ‘“This
might be the first year they
spawn because of the re-
cent cold weather.” Follis
also added that the fish are
good size this year, in-
dicated by some eight and

10 pounders caught during 9%

the survey.

‘““They are excellent
eating fish,”” said Follis.
‘““The females usually
range from seven to nine
pounds while the males
weigh three to four

The time is just right for
catching walleye at the
dam area of Moss Lake
because the steep, deep
reservoir is suitable for the
walleye. Unlike bass and
catfish which seldom move
in the cold waters, the
walleye prefers to move in
the deep waters.

Follis said that one of the
main problems with

Wrestler found dead

TOKYO (AP) — An autopsy on the body
of David von Erich showed the popular
25-year-old professional wrestler died of
acute inflammation of the intestines, a
police official said Saturday.

When he failed to show up for a profes-
sional wrestling bout Friday night, a
member of the All-Japan Pro Wrestling
Association.went to the hotel and found
Erich dead on the bed of his room of the
Takanawa Tobu Hotel, the police official
said. He was dressed in a knit shirt and
jeans.

An ambulance was called, but police
said the medical report indicated von
Erich had died an hour before the call
was made.

Von Erich, whose real name was David
Adkisson, was a prominent high school
athlete at Lake Dallas. He and his family
filled wrestling arenas many times.

He held the Texas and American
wrestli~g titles and was a top-ranked con-
tender for the world title. Last week in
Dallas, he won the professional wrestling
title of Japan, the Dallas Times Herald
said. A 3-week tour of Japan, which
earlier in the week, was to
follow that success.

The Japanese wrestling association,
which had invited von Erich as part of an
American wrestling show on a three-week
tour, said a wake will be held Sunday
afternoon at a Tokyo Baptist church.

at plea bargain
with drug dealer

HOUSTON (AP) — A state district judge says he was
shocked to learn prosecutors offered a man accused of
selling cocaine a plea bargain that increased in lenien-
cy with the number of suspects and drugs to which he
led them.

“It's just a rotten contract,” state District Judge
Charles Hearn said of the agreement, revealed last
week in the trial of Brent Argovitz, son of Jerry
Argovitz, owner of the Houston Gamblers of the United
States Football League. “It kind of shecks my legal
conscience.”’

In the written agreement, signed in February 1983,
Harris County prosecutor Brad Beers offered 22-year-
old David Green a series of promises.

Green was to receive a recommendation of five
years’ probation if he helped make cases against four
drug defendants; a recommendation of deferred ad-
judication, meaning he would have no criminal record
if he completed terms of probation, if he helped make
cases against five defendants; and dismissal of the
charges against him if the amount of drugs confiscated
weighed a kilogram (2.2 pounds).

The cocaine sale charge against Green was even-
tually dropped even though he only helped in five ar-
rests which yielded 4.5 ounces of marijuana, officials
said.

The agreement was revealed Thursday in a hearing
before Hearn in a case which arose largely from
Green's information, officials said. The younger
Argovitz is charged with selling an ounce of cocaine to
Green and an undercover policeman, defense attorney
David Berg said Saturday.

Berg said the agreement would create crime rather
than lead to successful investigations.

“This boy became a bounty hunter,” Berg said of
Green. “All of his friends and friends of his friends
became targets.”

He argued that the charge against Green was drop-
ped even though he failed to meet the terms of his
agreement because of ‘““4'2 ounces (of cocaine) and
one Argovitz."”

Hearn denied a motion to suppress any evidence
which resulted from the agreement.

“I couldn’t find anything illegal about the contract,”
geam sdﬂ. But he-called the arrangement “‘a dirty

‘“That's an awfully open-ended agreement,” he said.
“It's just unbelievable. It gees out and gives an in-
dividual a license to go out and put heavy-duty hurt on
people. What it does is say, ‘Let’s police by ambush.’”’

Hearn said he was especially concerned because
Green did not appear to understand what he was
agreeing to.

‘“If the kid had come up and said, ‘Yeah, I know ex-
actly what I signed,” it would have been different,”
Hearn said. But he said Green could not cite the terms
of the agreement.

Jury gives mistaken cancer

patient $3.1 million in suit

NEW YORK (AP) — Two doctors who
told a patient he had three months to live
must pay $3.1 million for misdiagnosing
illness as cancer, then treating him with
powerful drugs that may put him at risk
of leukemia, a state Supreme Court jury
has ruled.

Ignatius Lombardo, 56, a New York Ci-
ty real estate appraiser, underwent
chemotherapy for 17 months, his at-
torney, Peter DeBlasio, said Saturday.

“It's a shocking case,” said DeBlasio.
“This poor guy, he didn’t have cancer,
they said he did, they treated him for it,
and they just about injected him with
cancer. He's at great risk."” )

DeBlasio said he the doctors
to appeal Friday's verdict, but not until
after Judge John Lockman rules on their
motion to have the award reduced.

Presbyterian Hospital here.

““More and more people comparison shop for the
other things that they use,’’ he points out. ‘‘But when it
comes to making one of the most important consumer
decisions in your life, you probably make the choice of
a doctor based on little more information than a good
word from a friend or a convenient office address.

““Too often the choice boils down to personality more
than anything else,”” he adds. ‘‘People usually just call
up a friend and ask, ‘Who do you like?’ It's important
to like your physician. That obviously has something to

He suggests that a person in need of a physician con-
tact a major teaching hospital in the area. They often
have referral panels of physicians willing to serve as
“family doctors."

“THE FACT THAT a doctor is on the staff of a
university teaching hospital tells you that he or she has
been prescreened for you,”’ Stein says. ‘‘You know that
all of the doctors there have had their credentials look-
ed over pretty carefully by the university and hospital
staff."”

But he adds, “By itself, that's no guarantee.”” He
recommends that people do a little research on their

Specialists,’’ available in most libraries. It tells where
a doctor attended medical school, where he or she was
trained, in what and for how long. It also tells by which
boards a doctor is accredited, professional affiliations
and their entrance requirements.

You should, Stein advises, choose only those physi-
cians who work or were trained at institutions that you
know of and trust. Once you are satisfied with a doc-
tor’s credentials, he suggests that you should learn
more about how the practice is run.

“You should find out what the fees are, if the doctor
is available on evenings or weekends, how emergen-
cies are handled, if the doctor has special hours to be
available by phone, if he or she returns phone calls,

physician’s office staff.

OF THE DOCTOR'S approach to patients, Stein feels
that “‘you have every right to expect a doctor to take
the time to sit down with you after an exam and discuss
what’s been found, what questions remain, and what’s
planned in the way of follow-up care."”

If any questions are not answered satisfactorily, or if
you begin to feel that your physician sees your care as
just a chore to be gotten out of the way, then, says
Stein, ‘It may be time to look for somebody new.

“‘But, no matter why you are looking for a new physi-
cian, when you look, search as if your life depended on
it. One day it may."”

Back pain can be avoided

The United States leads
the world in the number of
people suffering from low
back problems. The
estimate is that eight out of
10 people in this country
will seek medical treat-
ment for low back pain at
least once in their lives.
Some will have slight mus-
cle spasms; many others,
however, will have serious,
potentially disabling,
problems.

The good news is that the
problems can often be
avoided. But it requires a
bit of commitment and
some common sense. The
Institute for Low Back
Care in Minneapolis is for
avoiding visits to the doc-
tor for back pain.

® Excess weight and a
sedentary lifestyle com-
pose a perfect prescription
for a low back problem.
Get rid of the weight and
get some physical
exercise.

® Some recommended
forms” of exercise are:
walking, swimming, hik-
ing, bicycling and cross-
country skiing. Risky ac-
tivities include: jogging,
horseback riding,
snowmobiling, rigorous

calisthenics, golf and
tennis.

“ @ It is far better to
engage in physical activity
in shorter sessions on a
regular basis than to over-
do it on a sporadic basis.
Even a healthy back can
experience severe muscle
trauma when over-worked.

® Avoid long periods of
sitting. Getting up and
walking for a minute every
half hour or so can make a
big difference. Sit up
straight, but not rigid.

® Avoid high-heel shoes.
Shoes with heels higher
than one inch increase the
curve of the low back,
thereby straining the
spine.

® Long-distance driving
should include frequent
stops for stretching and
walking. A pillow placed
under the thighs relieves
the pressure on the lower
back.

® Choose a firm, but not
rigid, mattress. Also, avoid
sleeping on your stomach.
The preferred position is on
the side, with the knees
slightly flexed toward the
chest.

a set of behaviors
thltothenupecto( us and
we expect of ourselves.
Family roles tend to define
our family responsibilities.

Roles can vary, depen-
ding upon the kind of fami-
ly, their situation and stage
in life. For example, the
role of a single-parent
father will probably be dif-
ferent from the father
whose wife is a full-time
homemaker.

Family relations experts
tell us that in strong
families — no matter what
type — members are
generally satisfied with
their roles. When a
member is not satisfied, it
produces family stress.

Some employed women,
for example, attempt to
continue doipg everything
they did as full-time
homemakers. The
employed woman who tries
to cook, sew and keep up
the garden and house with
no assistance may find this
‘‘superwoman’’ role
impossible.

Role dissatisfaction
doesn’t always result from
self-expectations. A man
who is laid off from his job,
for instance, may find that
he dislikes being expected
to be a ‘“‘house-husband,”
even though it is a tem-
porary situation.

Role problems can
create tensions and resent-
ment among family
members.

But in a strong family,
members learn to be flexi-
ble — either to adjust the
role expectations that
cause them problems, or to
adjust to the role and get
the most out of it. Family
members talk out their ex-
pectations about each

DEAR DR. DONOHUE:
In weightlifting, does in-
creasing the number of
repetitions of a lifting exer-
cise have the same effect
as increasing the amount
of weights lifted? — H.H.

No; numerous repeti-
tions with lighter weights
will not stimulate as much
muscle growth as using
heavier weights with a
limited number of reps.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE:
My brother and I need
clarification on a physical
training question. In order
to achieve a stronger mus-
cle does the muscle have to
be broken down by several
repetitions of, say, a
regular push-up, or can the
same end be attained by

standing on your hands
against a door and doing a
few pushups until you can’t
do anymore? — N.S.

I hope I understand your
question. I don’t know if a
muscle is ‘“‘broken down"
from exercise. I have seen
that language used in some
of the less-than-scientific
articles on the subject, but
I don’t think anyone really
knows.

I do know that a muscle
needs to be overloaded to
be strengthened. You have
to increase the demands
made upon it, either by in-
creasing the number of
times you lift a weight, for
example, or increasing the
weight used to give it work
If you don’t overload, you
won’t have growth.

Standing on your hands
and lowering your head to
the floor (if I've gotten
your picture right) is a dif-
ficult exercise, for sure.

For this reason it is important for all
adults to have their blood pressure check-
ed at lest twice a year, says Dr. Gordon
Golden of Big Spring.

“‘High blood pressure affects about 20
percent of the people in the United States
at one point or other in their lifetimes. It’s
a very prevalent disease and is a major
factor in 75 percent of strokes and 50 per-

cent of heart attacks,”” Golden said.

Nationwide, 400,000 persons die each
year from cardiovascular disease and
100,000 more from strokes. The best way
to change these statistics, says Golden is:

Identify persons having high blood
pressure and control that high blood
m;mne with medication plus a regimen

t may include weight loss, cessation of
smoking and reduction of salt intake, ex-
cessive alcohol consumption and emo-
tional straip.

Some persons should have blood
pressure checks even more frequently
than twice a year. Golden lists the follow-
ing high risk groups: the overweight; per-

sons having a family history of stroke,

heart attack or high blood pressure;
bl?ch; those using excessive amounts of
salt.

Blood pressure checks every three or
four months are wise for these persons.
Patients already on blood pressure
medication also need frequent checks to
insure that their condition remains under
control. For them, physicians will recom-
mend a frequency of checks to suit each
case.

‘“Some persons may want to learn to
take their own blood pressure at home.
Our nurses at the new blood ure
screening clinic will be glad to teach this
skill,” said Dr. Golden. “‘Our goal is to
make everyone more aware of health,
their own bodies and how to take care of
themselves.” '

‘The consequences of these
fears could be more of a
threat to public health than
is AIDS_itself, says the
American_Council on

Science agd Health
(ACSH), an ependent
scientific organizagjon.

“The actual risk of get-
ting AIDS from a b
transfusion is about one n
a million,” said ACSH
Research Associate Cathy
Becker Popescu.

“To put this risk into
perspective,”’ Ms. Popescu
said, “‘it may be helpful to
consider that a person in-
creases his risk of death by
one in a million every time
he rides a bicycle for ten
minutes or travels three
hundred mmiles by car."”

In March 1983, the volun-
tary blood banking
organizations which collect
the majority of blood used
in the U.S. instituted pro-
cedures to exclude
members of groups at high
risk of AIDS from donating
blood. This action can be
expected to further
decrease the small risk of
contracting AIDS from a
blood transfusion, ACSH
reports.

Some people have sought

ly and friends) in an effort
to avoid the risk of AIDS.
