Arrest may clear 4 rape cases

With the arrest of a Big Spring man yester­

day on unrelated charges, police believe they 
have cleared four cases of sexual assault 
which occurred during the past four months. 
Police Chief Rick ’Tuimr said this morning.

t Turner said the sexual assault reports were 
not made public at the time they were filed 
because police believed victims would not 
cooperate with investigations if the assaults 
were reported in the news.

“We saved the victims embarrassment and

we gained their cooperation (by not making 
the assaults public),” Turner said.

However, the suspect — who has given a 
statement to police in connection with the 
rapes — will not be charged with any of the 
rapes because of a lack of physical evidence, 
Tiuner said.

Turner said in some cases the assaults were 
not reported until several days after they hap­
pened. ’The victims also refused medical ex­
aminations by any doctor other than their 
family doctor, he said.

’The arrest, which was made by policemen 
John Sauter and Sgt. Bill Price at 4:11 p.m.

Monday, capped a four-month long investiga­
tion that covered a 150-block section bounded 
by Sixth and 22nd streets and Douglas and 
Runnels streets. Police Lt. Lonnie Smith said.

Turner said the women involved in the 
cases, who are all over 50 years of age, were 
reluctant to help police investigations.

“ In 14 years, I have never run up against 
anything like this. ’The people were paranoid 
and emtorrassed. ’They were afraid it was go­
ing to end up in the media,” Turner said.

Turner said police were aided in their in­
vestigations by one facial description of the

man received after he was seen peeking in 
windows. 'The man usually wore a ski mask to 
hide his identity. Turner said.

’The investigation involved all detectives in 
the police department and some patrolmen 
working in plain clothes, 'Turner said. 'The of­
ficers went door-to-door in the neighborhood 
as part of the investigation. At one point, a 
hypnotist employed by the Texas Angers 
was called in to help with a description of the 
attacker.

“There’s no telling how many man-hours 
we put into this,” he said.

Mondale wins in Iowa
Glenn sinks to fifth in straw poll

DES MOINES, Iowa (AP) -  
W alter F. Mondale says his 
“perhaps spectacular” victory in 
Iowa will help convince Democrats 
that he is the man to defeat Ronald 
Reagan, but his opponents for the 
nomination say they will be ready 
for him next week in New 
Hampshire.

Sen. John Glenn, whose claim to 
be Mondale’s prime challenger 
sank under the weight of a fifth- 
place finish, said, “We took a lick­
ing tonight but we are on to New 
Hampshire ... I hope we do much 
better than we did in Iowa. Obvious­
ly, we won’t do much worse.”

Mondale scheduled a quick trip to 
the Granite State today. Others 
were already at work there, prepar­
ing for the first-in-the-nation 
primary Feb. 28.

After the dimensions of his Iowa 
caucus victory became clear Mon­
day night, former vice president 
Mondale told reporters:

“I think I’m going to be nominee 
and I think this win here in Iowa 
strengthens me considerably,” said 
Mondale. “Tonight is the banning  
of the end of the Reagan ad­
ministration. Let the word go out 
from Iowa to the nation — to all 
Americans who want a safer world, 
I am on your side.”

Iowa Republicans held caucuses 
as well on Monday, but Reagan had 
no opposition for renominaUon. To 
rally his t ro m  and beat up on the 
Democrats, Reagan came to Iowa 
on Monday for his first political trip 
since he announced.

Mondale’s victory was lopsided 
and long expected. Television net­
works projected his triumph while 
the caucuses were still underway, 
prompting an outraged state chair­
man, David Nagel, to complain that 
they had interfered with the 
process.

Mondale nearly shut out his op­
ponents in the fight for national con­
vention delegates. He took nearly 
half the raw vote at the 2,495 
precinct meetings and led for 48 of 
50 nominating delegates. Sen. Gary 
Hart of Colorado, whose second- 
place finish gives him a claim to be 
Mondale’s top challenger, won two 
delegates.

“It will be a big boost. It will add 
additional energy to our effort 
here,” Hart told supporters in Man­
chester, N.H. “Hopefully, it does 
turn this into a Hart-Mondale race 
... It sets up a contest between the 
party’s future and its past.”

George McGovern, starting late 
and spending little here, finished a 
surprising ^ ird  and called it a 
“minor miracle.”

“A great many Iowa voters ... 
voted their convictions and voted 
their conscience,” said the party’s 
1972 standardbearer.

W ith the New H am pshire 
primary only eight days away. 
Mondale said the Iowa results stand 
as a “recommendation to the rest of 
the nation” to support him.

Iowa will send a total of 58 of the 
3,983 d e la te s  to the Democratic 
National Convention in San Fran-

City voting suit 
filed in fed court

Three would-be candidates for 
Big Spring City Council elections in 
April have taken their case to the 
Fifth Circuit Court of Appeals in 
New Orleans, their attorney said 
Monday.

A petition to force elections in 
April for mayor, council member 
from District 2 and an at-large 
council position was sent by express 
mail Friday to the federal appeals 
court clerk in New Orleans, Wayne 
Bums, attorney for the trio, said 
Monday.

The clerk should receive the peti­
tion this morning. Burns said.

Bums represents former city 
councilman Jack Watkins, bail 
bonds company president Mary 
Thomas and businessman Bill 
Chrane, who want to mn in elec­
tions this April against Mayor Clyde 
Angel and council members Larry 
Miller and Robert Fuller.

The terms of office of Angel and 
Miller were extended by two years 
by a recent court settlement bet­
ween the city and the League of 
United Latin American Citizens. 
Fuller’s term of office was extended 
by one year by the settlement.

'The settlement designated Miller 
as councilman from District 2, the 
district of his residence. The other 
sitting council members and the 
mayor were designated at-large 
members to run in citywide 
elections.

Bums said Monday that the peti­
tion filed with the New Orleans 
fe d e ra l co u rt d iffe rs  from  
documents the three have filed in 
state courts in that permission was 
not necessary to ask the court to 
hear the case.

“It’s up to the (New Orleans) 
court to ask the other side to file a 
reply,” Bums said.

During the past two weeks, the 
three have asked the state district 
appeals court in Eastland and the 
state Supreme (Dourt in Austin to ad­
mit their case, but they were refus­
ed a hearing in both courts.

Bums said the new case also dif­
fers in that it asks for a writ of man­
damus against the federal court 
that allowed the extensions. If ap­
proved, the writ would order 
District Judge Hal Woodward to 
“disolve and cancel that portion of 
the settlement containing the exten­
sion of terms,” Bums said.

Bums said a writ of mandamus is 
the fastest way to force the April 
elections for the councilmemters 
whose terms were extended.

LAMfeSA — 'The term of office 
of one Lamesa City Council 
member probably will be extend­
ed as a result of an agreed settle*, 
ment between the city and four 
residents who say they want to 
bring greater minority represen­
tation to the council.

Lamesa City Manager Paul 
Feazelle said this morning the 
term of office of councilman 
Ronnie Payton, elected in 1961 
for a three-year term, has been 
extended to 1966.

'The settlement, which was fil­
ed today in federal district court 
in Lubbock, also expands the 
council to seven members and 
provides for three single­
member districts. According to 
the settlement, the mayor and 
three other council positions will 
be elected on an at-large basis.

Feazelle said he does not ex­
pect Judge Hal Woodward of the 
Lubbock court to sign the order 
until around March 15.

The reason for the signing 
delay is that the city has asked 
for the se ttlem en t to be 
designated a class action suit, 
Feazelle said. If the settlement is 
so designated, Lamesa citizens 
would have until the March 15 
date to register their protests 
against the suit with Woodward, 
according to Feazelle.

Feazelle said Payton’s term 
was extended because the city 
agreed with Rolando Rios of the 
Sowthwest Voter Registration 
and Education Project to have 
all three single-member districts 
come up for election at the same 
time.

The extension of Payton’s term 
was the manner the council 
chose to bring all three districts 
up for election and not have the 
majority of the council up for 
election in any one year, 
Feazelle said.

Back in the USA
Wrongly deported, boy sneaks back info country
SAN DIEGO (AP) — A 14-year-old boy reunited 

with his brother today after being mistakenly 
deported to Mexico says he falsely confessed to 
ing an illegal alien because he feared that otherwise 
he would “get beat up."

Mario Moreno Lopez, who had been taken to Ti­
juana last week with a busload of Mexican na­
tionals, was found wandering the streets of San 
Diego on Monday by a couple who recognized him 
from news accounts.

He was released to the custody of his 19-year-old 
brother, but his frantic father did not know he had 
been found and was still in Tijuana looking for him 
today.

Mario is Mexican but has a visa allowing him to’ 
live in the United States legally. He did not have it 
with him when he was rounded up on a Santa Ana 
street corner Wednesday.

His father has said he did not give Mario the visa 
because he was afraid the boy would lose it.

Mario said he sneaked back into the United States 
on Friday — after being stopped twice by Border 
Patrol agents — and had been looking for work in 
the San Diego area since. "I didn't know they were 
searching for me,” he told reporters Monday night.

“I knew they (his family) were worried about me 
and they would come looking for me if something 
happen^," he said.

When his father hadn’t been located by midnight, 
San Diego police released Mario to his brother, 
Oscar, who said they would hitch a ride home with a 
Santa Ana policeman, Jose Vargas.

Vargas said that Mario’s father, Juan Moreno 
Garcia, a plumber, had been checking with police 
every morning and that Tijuana officials would be 
alerted to tell him his son had been found.

“1 was worried about my brother because we 
didn’t know where he was. But now that I see him by 
my side my heart is filled with happiness,” Oscar 
said as he appeared before reporters with his arm 
around his brother.

Mario was interviewed Monday night by the 
Border Patrol’s Office of Professional Responsibili­
ty "We re very interested in reconstructing the 
events that led to his deportation,” spokesman John 
Belluardo said in Los Angeles, because Mario’s ac­
count "is conflicting from what our investigators 
told us”

Joe Thomas, Immigration and Naturalization 
Service associate regional commissioner for in­
vestigations. said earlier that because the boy is a 
minor, he should not have been deported until so­
meone at the .Mexican consulate had talked with 
him to make sure he wanted to forgo a hearing.

"I went through a lot of cold and hunger,” Mario 
said of the days since U S. immigration officials 
picked up him and 33 other Mexicans in Santa Ana, 
more than 100 miles north of Tijuana.

Through an interpreter, Mario said he signed a 
waiver of his rights and a declaration he was an il­
legal alien "because I didn’t want to get beat up”

Officials "handed out a sheet that everyone was 
supposed to sign. They cMl%d out one guy’s name 
and told him to sign, but he didn’t want to sign.”

At that point, Mario said Xti official “stood him up 
(the man who declined to sign) and shoved him 
against the wall Everyone saw him. Then 
everybody started signing.”

Mario said that when it was his turn, he asked if 
he could go home to get his papers. But he said he

was told by immigration officials; “You’re going to 
have to make the hardship of going to Tijuana and 
coming back”  Then, Mario said, “ I grabbed the 
pen and signed”

After sneaking back across the border, Mario 
said, he borrowed money for a bus ticket to 
downtown San Diego, where he stayed at the home 
of an American man He said he unsuccessfully 
looked for jobs and had intended to return to Santa 
Ana by train today.

But on Monday evening. Mr. and Mrs Rudolf 
Zamora saw him wandering near the San Diego har­
bor and offered him some food 

“I was just standing on the corner and the lady 
said, ‘Come here. Are you the boy that’s lost? Your, 
father is very worried aboM youand looking for. you 
in Tijuana,”’ he said. ‘ T

The INS said Mario confessed to crossing the 
border illegally at Del Rio, Texas, but Moreno said 
he and two of his sons used their resident alien cards 
to enter the United Slates at El Paso three years 
ago. Moreno’s wife and four other children live with 
relatives in the Mexican state of Durango.

AAAC announces revenue gain
SOUTHFIELD, Mich. (AP) — American Motmv 

Corp. announced today that it earned $7.4 million in the 
foui^ quarter of 1963, following 14 consecutive periods 
of decline.

The report shows AMC, a producer of small cars and 
Jeeps, is sharing in what has become the U.S. auto in­
dustry’s most profitable year ever.

The AMC results, compared with a loss of $2.9 
million in the 1982 quarter, came on a SI percent in­
crease in sales, from $729 million to $1.1 biuion.

MANCHESTER, N.H. (AP) -  Buoyed by a second- 
place Hnish in Iowa, Colorado Sen. Gary Ifiwt aajrs he 
key to his Democratic presidential bid is immediate 
recognition as the only alternative to front-runner 
Walter F. Mondale. <

“I think you’ll see the gap narrowed very, very 
quickly,” Hart told reporters who crowded around him 
at his Manchester campaign headquarters McHiday 
night.

“I think this will be a two-person race, and I’U win 
it.”

Hart said his No. 2 showing in Iowa’s precinct 
caucuses will focus more attention on him, enrich his 
campaign coffers and persuade undecided votm  in 
New Hampshire and other early contest states that his 
candidacy is alive and deserves their support.

“ I expect more people will have heard my name 
tomorrow than have in the past year,” he said.

Despite the burst of optimism. Hart’s aides concede 
he has (lone little to organize key southern states that 
will hold caucuses March 13, and he lags far behind 
Mondale in fund raising.

Incomplete results from Iowa gave Mondale 45 per­
cent of tte  votes, followed by Hart with IS percent.

Former Sen. George Mc(k)vem of South Dakota 
emerged from the ranks of longshots to finish just 
behind Hart. He claimed he had pulled off a “minor 
miracle,” and said his showing proved that many 
lowans “voted their convictions and voted their
consciences.

Sen. Alan Cranston finished fourth, lower than the 
“clear third” he had said w‘4JGWlifomian said the 
results were not fatal to his candidacy, adding “We are 
all still in the race” against Mondale.

Cranston branded Sen. John Glenn of Ohio the big 
loser, and the caucus returns bore him out.

Glenn finished a distant sixth, behind four other can­
didates and an “uncommitted” bloc.

He took his lumps at a news conference in Boston, 
declaring, “ I’m not making any excuses. We got whip­
ped tonight.”

Glenn had been regarded as Mondale’s principal 
rival for more than a year, and he vowed to continue 
his fight in the Feb. 28 New Hampshire primary.

Former Florida (k)v. Reubin Askew, the Rev. Jesse 
Jackson and Sen. Ernest Hollings of South Carolina 
finished in the last three places. Only Askew made an 
effort in the state, with Hollings and Jackson skipping 
the caucuses for campaign time in New Hampshire 
and elsewhere.

It is Hart’s campaign that will receive the biggest 
boost from Iowa, Mondale excluded.

“All I know is it’s dramatically rearranged,” Hart 
said of the race.

“All I know is I’ll be the nominee of this party.”
He also challenged Mondale to get half the votes in 

the New Hampshire primary — a level that will be ex­
ceedingly difficult to achieve in an eight-way primary 
election.

“I think as the other candidates drop out of the race, 
my situation will improve,” Hart said. ”I think there 
are a lot of Dem(x;rats — probably the majority — that 
want a new approach to the challenges of the 80s.”

He said he is confident he has the organization to 
carry him into southern states in a strong position.

Marines leaving Beirut
BEIRUT — U.S. klarines began pulling their combat 

forces out of Beirut today to Navy ships offshore, and
Israeli warplanes bombed ̂  strafed suspected guer-

lled centralrilla posiUons in the Syrian-controU 
mountains.

“Today the support people have gone and we’re 
working on the combat gear,” said Blarine spokesman 
MaJ. Dennis Brooks. “Today is the first day of the 
rdocatkm of the actual 22nd BIAU (Marine Am­
phibious Unit) personnel.”

Brooks said hie did not know how many of the roughly 
1,800 Marines based at Beirut airport would leave to­
day. He said the evacuation would take “approximate­
ly a week, maybe two.”

Brooks said all support gear and 99 percent support 
personnel had been evacuated since President Reagan 
disclosed his decision Feb. 7 to withdraw the Marine 
contingent from the airport.

The Marine base has been surrounded by Syrian- 
backed Druse and Shiite Moslem militias since the 
miliHas wrested control of mostly Moslem west Beirut 
frmn the Lebanese army 15 days ago.

The Israeli military command said its warplanes at­
tacked “terrorist targets” — the usual reference to 
Palestinian guerrillas — in Mansouriyeh, Ain Jdeide 
and south of Bhamdoun, a Druse-held town about nine 
miles southeast of the Lebanese capital on the Beirut- 
Damascus Highway.

’There were no immediate reports of damage or 
casualties in the raid, the second this week and the 
fifth this year.All Israeli planes returned safely to 
base, the command said.

Tennessee manhunt widens
BROWNSVILLE, Tenn. — Shotgun-toting lawmen 

widened their search today for three escaped convicts 
who have managed to e lu ^  recapture since Saturday 
despite bloodhmuids on their trail and repeated 
sightings by residents and officers.

The manhunt, focusing on the Brownsville area, was 
expanded Monday night to Mason and Braden, two 
smaller towns along the L&N Railroad running toward 
Memphis, about 40 miles away.

Five inmates escaped from Fort Pillow State Prison, 
about 40 miles west of Brownsville, on Saturday morn­
ing by overpowering guards while on a work detail.

One of the escapees was captured Sunday and 
another one was believed to have fled the area after 
stealing a car from a supermarket parking lot late 
Saturday, officials said.

Dick Baumbach, a spokesman for the state Depart­
ment of Correction, said the other three “extremely 
dangerous” inmates were believed still to be in the 
same general area of west Tennessee where they first 
were spotted Saturday, but acknowledged authorities 
couldn’t be sure.

“We have got no reports of anybody with a stolen 
vehicle or anything like that,” Baumbach said. Of­
ficials believe a reported sighting of one of three Mon­
day at Braden, about 25 miles south of Brownsville, he 
said.

Prison guards using a bloodhound searched an aban­
doned farm building ngar the railroad tracks at 
Braden and the dog apprared to pick up a trail but 
later lost it. ,,

On Sunday, a prison guard spotted the three 
escapees near a landfill at dusk, but they apparently 
slipped through a circle of officers thrown around the 
sparsely populated area overnight.

AUSTIN — Texas farm workers asked a statq 
district judge today to make permanent their tem­
porary victory on insurance coverage for injured 
workers.

On Jan. 17, Judge Harley Clark extended his 

previous court ruling prohibiting the Industrial Acci­
dent Board from rejecting any on-the-j^ injury claim 
from farm workers. The board administers the state 
law on workers compensation.

‘"This order will restrain the board from finding that 
an injured employee is not covered on the basis that he 
is a farm or ranch employee if that employer is 
covered by some sort of insurance coverage on any 
other group of employees,” the judge said.

Clark had issued a similar restraining order on Jan. 
9. The farmworkers said they would ask Clark today to 
make the order a permanent injunction.

A group of in ju r^  farmworkers, aided by the United 
Farm Workers (AFL-CIO), contend the law provision 
that excludes farm and ranch workers from benefits of 
the Workers Compensation Act is unconstitutional on 
grounds it strikes mostly at Hispanic farmworkers.

Tony Korioth, a workers compensation law 
specialist and former member of the Industrial Acci- 
(knt Board, testified at the Jan. 17 hearing that if ex­
cluding farm and ranch workers is unconstitutional, 
such workers could automatically be covered — 
assuming their employer had insurance on any of his 
other employees.

Many farms in the Rio Grande Valley carry compen­
sation insurance on their packing s h ^  and canning 
factories but not on their field workers.

Korioth testified at the January hearing that the

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Agent Orange 
benefits are due

The veterans benefit bill that the House has just passed and 
the Senate will now have to consider is only a stopgap measure. 
But it is the right stopgap measure.

For years the Veterans Administration refused to 
acknowledge that Vietnam veterans exposed to Agent Orange, 
a chemical defoliant the United States used extensively in Viet­
nam, had suffered any lasting health effects as a result of that 
exposure. Although Agent Orange spraying was halted during 
the war because of indications that it might be causing cancers 
and birth defects among the civilian population of Vietnam, the 
VA saw no reason to believe the chemical had had any such ef­
fect on American soldiers.

Congress finally forced the VA to conduct a study of the issue, 
but after several years it produced a report so inadequate that 
Congress turned the task over to researchers at the federal 
Center for Disease Control. That study will not be completed 
until 1987 at the earliest. Meanwhile, the VA continues to deny 
war-injury compensation to veterans suffering even from the 
particular soft-tissue cancers and liver diseases that several 
outside studies by now have linked directly to the chemicals in 
Agent Orange.

At the moment, the VA acknowledges as a “war-related in­
jury” only one disorder, a severe skin disease that Agent 
Orange causes, called chloracne. Of 18,500 veterans who have 
claimed Agent Orange-related disabilities, the VA over the 
years has only 1,461 eligible for disability benefits.

The VA’s record on this issue is shameful, and given that the 
delays in answering the key medical questions are entirely its 
fault, it makes no sense that the disabled veterans should be 
suffering the consequences. Thus, the House bill would require 
that — until the Center for Disease Control study is completed 
— the VA consider any Vietnam veteran suffering from the soft- 
tissue cancers, the liver diseases or the chloracne that have 
been strongly associated with Agent Orange exposure to be 
eligible for veterans’ disability benefits. The Senate should 
have no qualms about agreeing to this measure and extending 
such interim relief to a group that certainly deserves it.

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Egypt works for Arab reinstatement

WASHINGTON -  Egypt is mak­
ing progress in its efforts to return 
to the Arab fold, from which it was 
summarily banished after signing 
the Camp David accords with 
Israel. Recently, the Egyptians 
were admitted back into the Islamic 
Conference, and in the next few 
weeks it may be allowed to rejoin 
the Arab League.

All this diplomatic activity has a 
certain urgency for Egypt, which 
desperately wants to find friends 
among moderate Arab states as a 
means of protection against 
Moscow-backed radicals like Libya 
and Syria. And the Reagan ad­
ministration is quietly encouraging 
the Elgyptians, in h o ^  that Cairo 
will regain the leadership role it lost 
at Camp David and thwart the 
Kremlin’s mischief-making in the 
Middle East.

T h e  i m p o r t a n c e  of  t h e  
U.S.-Egyptian diplomatic offensive 
is underscored fay President Hosni 
M ubarak ’s cu r r e n t  visi t  to 
Washington for White House talks 
on the stalled R e ^ n  peace in­
itiative for the Middle Blast and 
Egypt’s desire for a large increase 
in U.S. aid. It is the second time in 
six months that Mubarak has met 
here with President Reagan and his 
top advisers.

Continued behind-the-scenes ad­
ministration siqiport for Elgypt is 
sure to be an impmlant part of the 
White House talks. Meanwhile, 
classified cables seen by my 
associate Lucette Laipiado diMdase 
both Egypt’s courtship of its Arab 
neighbors and the administration’s 
steps to further the reconciliation. 

One cable, for example, reveals
that Egypt has been signing a 

tier of SInumber of secret trade agreements 
with other Arab states in recent 
months. Some of Egypt’s new trade 
partners were among her shrillest

Egypt  have signed a t rade 
agreement.

Although the agreement mounts 
to only $35 million, its political 
significance is far greater. It sends 
a signal to the radical Arab states 
that Egypt and Iraq have come to 
terms. Already, Iraqi President 
Saddam Hussein has toned down his 
anti-Cairo invective.

Egypt also signed a similar trade 
agreement  with Lebanon — 
economically paltry, but a political 
challenge by Egypt to the Syrians.

The State Department document 
reveals that E^rpt is negotiating a 
trade agreement with Jordan, 
which also feels threatened by the 
radical Arab states and the free­
wheeling terrorists they support. 
The political importance of this 
trade agreement was acknowledg­
ed in discussions in Egypt between 
Peter McPherson, director of the 
Agency for International Develop­
ment, and the Egyptian minister for 
economy and trade, Moustafa El 
Said, according to the cable.

LOS ANGELES (AP) — A Mexican immigrant 
family’s dream move from a seedy Skid Row hotel to a 
home on a seaside estate was stalled Monday by a 
family feud among the owners of the property.

Sotifin and EUa Pimentel had intended to take their 
four snudl chikfaren to the Monterey County estate 
Monday, at the invitation of one of the three sisters 
who jointly own it. When the dispute surfaced, they put 
off the move for a day, waiting in their tiny three-room 
quarters.

They now intend to arrive Tuesday, although they 
may be legally barred from moving into the house 
because of opposition from one sister, whose son lives 
in the house and does not want to share it with the 
Pimentels.

An attorney for the sister. Gene Fitzpatrick of Tor­
rance, said the Pimentels would be met by a tem­
porary restraining order forbidding them to stay if 
they show up Tuesday.

But the Rev. Alice Callaghan, an Episcopal priest 
who helped arrange the move, said the two other 
sisters were adamant that the move take place and 
would accmnpany the Pimentels from Los Angeles to 
make sure they moved in.

The offer to Ipt the Pimentels use two bedrooms and 
other living quarters in the house, about 320 miles to 
the north near affluent Carmel, had been made by 
Vesta Bauman of Lakewood through Las Familias del 
Pueblo, a Skid Row family center dedicated to moving 
families out of Skid Row.

Mrs. Bauman had the consent of one of her sisters, 
Irene Chennault of Los Angeles.

But the third sister, Mrs. Fitzpatrick, said Monday 
that the offer was just a ploy by her sister to get Mrs. 
Fitzpatrick’s son Michael and his friend Cody Oliver 
out M the house.

“She’s trying to do this out of pure spite,” Michael 
Fitzpatrick, 28, said Monday by telephone from the 
bouse.

Mrs. Bauman “said that’s absolutely hogwash and 
she’s going up to open up her doors,” Ms. Callaghan 
said.

“Tlie family is packed. We’re certainly not going to

back out of it immediately,” unless the Fitzpatricks 
can show legal grounds, she added.

“Mike enjoys living there and it is a wonderful place 
for us to go for the holidays,” said Mrs. Fitzpatrick, a 
night instructor who flies her own plane to the proper­
ty several times a year. “ I think there would be more 
suitable quarters found for (the Pimentels) 
elsewhere.”

Fitzpatrick called Annamarie Rivera of Las 
Familias on Monday morning to tell her that he and his 
mother don’t want the Pimentels in the 1940s-era bouse 
on a 300-acre former ranch.

Tlie Fitzpatricks’ attorney, Mel Grimes of Pacific 
Grove, said he would seek a temporary restraining 
order from a Monterey County Superior Court judge 
Tuesday morning to stop the Pimentels from moving 
in pending a hearing.

Grimes called Mrs. Bauman “vindictive,” and Ms. 
Callaghan accused the Fitzpatricks of “bullying.”

Grimes said the two young men are at the house 
under a $60-a-month lease signed in 1961 by Mrs. Fitz­
patrick and Oliver.

Her sisters have filed two legal challenges, in 1981 
and 1982, in Monterey (bounty courts to get the men out, 
said Grimes, adding that both were dropped.

The estate was willed to the sisters and other 
relatives.

Mrs. Fitzpatrick said the sisters have always had the 
understanding that they could use the house whenever 
they wanted, and that it should be kept just for the 
family.

“I hate getting into family feuds on this,” she said. 
Referring to Mrs. Bauman, she said: ‘Tm  not on bad 
terms with her, I just don’t speak to her. Irene and I 
chat every morning.”

Mrs. Fitzpatrick said she learned what her sisters 
were planning when Oliver called a week ago to say 
Mrs. Bauman had brought Pimentel to see Oie house 
and do some cleaning.

The Pimentels have lived for the past 3*'̂  years in 
dingy $280-a-month quarters across the hall from 
where their building manager was knifed to death last 
week.

Bulldozers to create sculpture
N-plont foes criticize consultant

OTTAWA, 111. (AP) -  Modern-day 
builders inspired by prehistoric Indians say 
they will try to beautify strip mined land by 
sculpting the earth into huge likenesses of 
birds, fish, reptiles and other creatures.

Unlike the Indians, who used hand tools 
and baskets to move tons of earth, the new 
sculptors will use bulldozers to create their 
artwork.

The eight sculptures, averaging 20 feet in 
height and up to one-third of a mile in length, 
will rise on a sandstone bluff at Buffalo Rock 
State Park, looming 90 feet over the Illinois 
River.

The three-year, $800,000 project was com­
missioned by the state Abandoned Mined 
Land Reclamation Council.

“'These will be modem abstracts from 
,geomp$ric Studies... of the skel»taian|i miig  ̂
cle structum of animals,” said project direc­
tor Michael Heizer, 39, who airo is oversee­
ing construction of a 450-foot-high sculpture. 
at an Anaconda Metals mine in Tonopah,

Nev.
Visitors will be able to “walk up long 

gradual slopes to the top of the effigies and 
look out across the landscape,” said Ed­
mund B. Thornton, president of the Ottawa 
Silica Co. Foundation.

The land, where mining was abandoned in 
1942, is owned by the Ottawa Silica Co., 
which is donating a parcel to the state for 
recreational use. llie  foundation chose 
Heizer for the work, to begin this summer.

“This is one of the most imaginative and 
creativesolutions to a land reclamation pro-  ̂
ject,” Thornton said. “I thought this would’ 
be an artistic solution to a seriously disturb­
ed mine site, where, rather than flattening 
the land like a tabletop, we could contour it 
into effigies.”

A scale model of the prefect, <alTed ^  
Buffalo Rock Effigy Tumuli Scul^ure, was 
unveiled recently at the Arts Club in 
Chicago.

“If you look closely at the top of the mesa 
at Buffalo Park, you recognize an amphibian 
shape,” Heizer said. “For at least five of the 
sculptures, the shapes are already present in 
the depressed hills.

“What I do is define the organic shape 
already there. This project is in direct 
reference to the almost lost production of 
(the Mound Builder Indians),” he added.

Heizer conducted an eight-month study of 
area drainage and soil siltation, and the 
state expects to grade and seed the stripped 
land to stop contamination of the river by 
acid water runoff.

FORT WORTH, Texas (AP) -  Op­
ponents of the Comanche Peak nuclear 
power plant have questioned the in­
dependence of a consultant who said the 
plant’s quality-assurance program was 
adequate.

Officials of Cygna Energy Service told 
a three-member panel of the Atomic Safe­
ty and Licensing Board on Monday that 
Cygna provided Comanche Peak ofHcials 
a list of documents the firm planned to

study before visiting the plant.
The Dallas-based Citizens Association 

for Sound Energy contended that the 
notice allowed the plant’s staff to check 
the accuracy of the records before the in­
spection team arrived and biased the in- 
(tependence of the Cygna findings.

But Cygna project manager Nancy 
Williams said the notification had little ef­
fect on the conclusions of the study.

Some vitamins are sold 
over the counter. For 
others a prescription is 
needed. Why? One reason 
is t h a t  p r e s c r ip t i o n  
vitamins are often used to 
treat demonstrated defi­
ciency states, where large 
doses may be needed. 
Over-the-counter vitamins 
are used mainly to provide 
a little extra measure of 
vitamins, a hedge against a 
diet that may be generally 
insufficient.

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New kidney stone cure invented C3

BOSTON (AP) — An underwater shock­
wave treatment that sounds like someone 
bangi^ on a tin drum could allow 150,000 
Americans to avoid surgery each year by 
crushing their kidney stones, researchers 
say.

Six U.S. hospitals have federal permis­
sion to try the method, w hi^  was 
developed in Munich, West Germany, and 
has a 99 percent success rate, according 
to Dr. Stephen Dretler.

Dretler is in charge of the project at 
Massachusetts General Hospital, which is 
assembling a shock-wave lithotripter, or 
"stone crusher,” and hopes to have it 
ready for use in six weeks.

Another of the machines will be ready 
for trials at Methodist Hospital in In­
dianapolis at the end of this month, 
Dretler said. The others will go to New 
York Hospital-Comell Medical Center in 
New York City, Baylor University 
Medical Center in Houston, the Universi­
ty of Florida at Gainesville and the 
University of Virginia at Charlottesville.

Patients undergoing the treatment are 
sedated and immersed in a water bath 
while shock waves repeatedly pound the 
kidney stone until it crumbles into pieces 
small enough to be flushed out with urine.

"This is an enormous breakthrough," 
Dretler said.

About 5 million people each year suffer 
from kidney stones, which usually are 
formed from calcium salts in the urine 
and cause great pain. Most stones are 
small and pass through the system on 
their own, but about 200,000 people need 
surgery annually, according to Martin 
Bander, spokesman for Massachusetts 
General.

Dretler said the shock-wave treatment 
would be useful for about three-quarters 
of those now requiring surgery.

After a few hundred trials, the federal 
Food and Drug Administration will 
decide whether to allow the devices to be 
sold elsewhere in the United States, 
Dretler said. FDA spokesman Dave 
Duarte said it is up to the manufacturer to 
decide when to submit data on the 
machine for final approval.

The shock-wave treatment is safer than 
an operation because it allows doctors to 
remove the stones without disturbing any 
organs, Dretler said. Shortly after treat­
ment, most patients are up and about and 
need no pain-killing drugs, he said.

In contrast, repeated surgery runs the 
risk of destroying kidney function, and 
even after a successful operation patients 
take weeks to recover, Dretler said.

In the new treatment, a electrode 
similar to a spark plug generates the 
shock waves and two X-ray machines il­
luminate the kidney stone. The shock 
waves pass through organs and fluid- 
filled bones, destroying only the denser 
kidney stone. Dretler said.

In Munich, the shock waves completely 
cured 88.5 percent of 1,000 patients who 
were treated and left only traces of 
kidney stone particles in another 10.5 per­
cent, Dretler said. Just 1 percent still 
needed surgery after the treatment.

The machine, which costs 51.6 million, 
was developed in Germany by Dornier 
System in cooperation with Dr. Christian 
Chaussy of the University of Munich.

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‘Chicago Egg' to measure cosmic rays ONIONS
CHICAGO (AP) -  An 

experimental instrument 
p a c k a g e  c a l l e d  t he 
“Chicago Egg" was ship­
ped off Monday to Cape 
Canaveral, Fla., where it 
will be hauled into orbit 
aboard a space shuttle next 
year to measure cosmic 
rays.

T he Un i v e r s i t y  of 
Chicago package of cosmic 
ray detectors, sealed inside 
a l0-by-l2 foot, egg-shaped 
aluminum shell, is schedul­
ed to be taken into orbit in 
March 1985

It is the 32nd University 
of Chicago experiment 
built for space flight since 
1958, and by far the largest

at 5,(X)0 pounds.
Cosmic rays, atomic 

nuclei stripp^ of their 
electrons, hurtle through 
space at nearly the spe^  
of light. Astrophysicists 
believe they may come 
from supernovas, the ex­
plosive deaths of massive 
stars.

similar but not identical to 
that of the earth,” Mueller 
said. “How and why do 
they differ? We will try 
to answer that question for 
higher-energy cosmic rays 
than have been measured 
before.”

The “egg” carries a new 
type of cosmic ray detector 
developed at the university 
to measure particles at 
higher energies than possi­
ble before.

The egg and its ex­
periments are the latest in 
a series of investigations 
by the Enrico Fermi In­
stitute’s Laboratory for 
Astrophysics and Space 
Research, which was built 
for the university by the 
National Aeronautics and

Space Administration in 
1964.

It will carry three detec­
tors, including a new radia­
tion detector to measure X- 
rays given off when cosmic 
r a y s  p a s s  t h r o u g h  
polyester filaments, said 
Peter Meyer, physics pro­
fessor and co-investigator 
on the project.

“We are opening a new 
decade in energy,” said 
Mueller. “What I find so 
satisfying is that we are go­
ing into a new territory and 
will use an experimental 
technique no one has used 
before.”

Meyer, Mueller and 
other university physicists 
will be at the Johnson 
Space Center in Houston to 
observe data as the egg is 
carried around the Earth, 
and hope to send the egg 
aboard additional shuttle 
flights in the future.

D i e t r i c h  Mu e l l e r ,  
associate professor of 
physics and co-investigator 
for the experiment, says 
cosmic rays are important 
for what they may reveal 
of the death and birth of 
stars, and other details of 
the nature of the universe.

Mancini brings charm
to rough boxing circle

“He does a good job with your mer­

chandise," George Pierce, a toy 
manufacturer, said in introducing a 
buyer to Ray “Boom Boom” Mancini, one 
of the iightwei^t champions in the 
splintered world of boxing.

“Ah, he's a fine gentleman,” boomed 
Boom Boom, smiling and jumping to his 
feet to pose with the buyer, who was grin­
ning like a kid in a toy store.

Surrounded by shelves of witches' hats, 
masks, wigs, clown dolls, exercise kits 
bearing the scowling countenance of Mr. 
T, and official Boom Boom boxing gloves 
and punching bags, Mancini posed and 
autographed color photos of himself pro­
vided by Irving Rudd, a toy sized boxing 
publicist.

Pierce said he picked the World Boxing 
Association champion to endorse a line of 
exercise equipment because “I liked Ray 
when he was rated eighth and 1 saw him 
on television. He looked like a clean-cut 
kid.”

Mancini is easy to like. He’s also ex- 
etttng to watSh tirthe ring. The'tomblna- 
tidn, along with the fact that he is a white 
champion in a sport hardly dominated by 
whites, has m a «  his name marketable.

So Mancini, bothered by a head cold, 
smiled at and joked with a stream of men 
and women who stopped at his table at a 
toy fair recently in New York's lower 
Manhattan.

He also found time to talk boxing with 
an acquaintance while never missing a 
beat in his posing and signing duties.

“1 have to make a mandatory defense 
against Livingston Bramble before July 
15,” said Mancini. “Maybe I'll fight (Ken­
ny) Bogner in April, then Bramble, or 
vice versa.”
-  Bogner was supposed to challenge Man­
cini last May in Smith Africa, but the fight 
was called off when Mancini was injured 
in training.

“I've been offered $1 million for 
Bogner," Mancini said with a smile.

This would be a lot of money to fight a 
man of Bogner's caliber, and it won't be 
an easy f i^ t  to sell.

“HBO (the cable TV company) won't 
buy it," Mancini said. “We'll have to go to 
a network."

But if a big fight becomes available for 
September, the only fight Mancini would 
have before then probably would be 
against the top-ranked Bramble, who 
looked good recently in outpointing 
previously unbeaten Rafael Williams.

Promoter Bob Arum reportedly is in­
terested in presenting a doubleheader 
featuring Mancini vs. Bramble and 
Roberto Duran, the WBA junior mid­
dleweight champion, vs. Mike McCallum.

“1 was very impressed with him,” Man­
cini said of Bramble. “He knows how to 
get angles, to get inside. He's not a big 
puncher, but he throws a lot of them."

In looking ahead to September, Mancini 
said he wasn't interest^ in a unification 
title fight against Edwin Rosario of Puer­
to Rico, the World Boxing Council cham­
pion. Rosario is a talented fighter, which 
Mancini acknowledges^^ But he alaqris 
relatively unknown, TnRf Mancini feels a 
fight against him wouldn't be a big moi|ay 
match by today's standards.

On the other hand, Mancini thinks a 
fight against Hector “Macho” Camacho 
would be a major-money match. 
Camacho is the wise-talking, fast- 
punching WBC super featherweight 
champion from New York's Spanish 
Harlem, who has drawn Mancini's ire 
with his comments.

Mancini looked up at a woman re­
questing an autograph. He wanted to 
know her name. She gave it and said she 
was Puerto Rican.

“She's a Rosario fan,” said Mancini's 
acquaintance.

“Rosario?,” she said, smiling. “You 
mean Camacho"

“Camacho,” shouted Mancini, feigning 
anger.

Guerrero is now the 
newest LA millionaire

VERO BEACH, Fla. (AP) -  Pedro 
Guerrero has become the richest 
Dodger of them all.

The Los Angeles third baseman was 
scheduled for an arbitration hear- 
ingMonday morning. But by that time, 
he had a li^ d y  signed a five-year con­
tract with the team.

And according to Dodgers’ Vice 
President A1 Campanis, the deal 
agreed to by Guerrero and the team 
late Sunday night is the richest in club 
history.

Terms weren’t announced by the 
Dodgm, but Guerrero blurted out the 
figure 97 million in the conference call.

In the arbitration case, the 27-year- 
old Guerrero was seeking $1.2 million 
tor a one-year contract. The Dodgers' 
otter was 9900,000.

The deal obviously calls for more

SARAJEVO, Yugoslavia 
(AP — His face was beet- 
red and little crystab of ice 
were forming on his 
eyebrows and lashes.

Lyle Nelson had 
completed the gruelling 
20-kilometer Olympic 
biathlon race, 12 miles or 
so of cross country skiii^ 
accompanied by periodic 
target shooting.

He would not win this 
event, because Americans 
do not win Olympic 
biathlons against East 
Europeans wto devote full 
time to the sport. But he 
had finished and that was 
reward enough.

“ Americans are too 
medal conscious,’’ Nelson 
said. “Just finishing in the 
top half of a field like this is 
an accomplishment.’’ So 
26th place among 61 
biathletes was just fine 
with him and he’ll hope for 
better at Calgary in 1988.

The country is justifiably 
proud today of the men and 
women who took medals 
home from these Balkan 
Olympics. But the ones 
who did not should not be 
forgotten.

Certainly any American 
who watched Bill Johnson

come hurtling down the 
side of a mountain to ca^  
hire the men’s downhul 
and Phil and Steve Mahre, 
run 1-2 in the slalom, had to 
feel a touch of pride.

But watching how Coach 
Lou Vairo and the U.S. 
hockey team handled their 
misfortunes provided a dif­
ferent kind of satisfaction. 
Chasing the ghost of 1980’s 
gold medal team, Vairo’s 
team came up short. Their 
coach did not.

“I don’t think we have to 
apologize for our team’s 
p^orm ance,’’ Vairo said. 
“We operated with dignity 
and courage under tremen­
dous pressures. We came 
in as a team and we stuck 
together as a team. Nobody 
took a vacation and turned 
it into a sightseeing trip.

COAHOMA — Raaidcata of the Fester Addition here 
learned last night they will have to foot part of the bill 
a i the first step in getting cable television service.

Randy Rogers and Jim McCain of Big Spring Cable 
TV said the 10 potential Foster Addition customers 
must raise |4,0M to make cable service to the 
neighborhood feasible for the company.

“It will require 6.982 feet of new cable and additional 
transmission equipment at a cost of 96 cents per foot of 
new caMe,” Rogers said.

Under the current contract with Big Spring Cable 
TV, residents would have to raise the 94.894, or UtB tor 
every house in the Foster Addition. Total cost would be 
96,594, with the company absorbing the balance.

The 94,694 must be collected before installation can 
begin. New residents would be asked to reimburse 
those who begin the program.

Rogers said cable installation had already begun in 
the Clawson Addition and will be finished by the end of 
the week.
Rogers told the council that it “would not be necessay 
to bill new subscribers in the Clawson addition more 
than the normal hookup fee.

In other action, the council q-uestioned Shorty Her- 
nadez, a city water department employee, for using 
the dental insurance coverage which lu^ not been ac­
cepted yet by the city. The policy in question has been 
approved by the council but must be accepted by all ci­
ty employees to be valid. Three employees have 
declined to sign up for the insurance.

Hemadez said he would withdraw from the medical 
program, thus invalidating it, if the city did not comply 
with the dental program.

The council tabM  the matter until a called person­
nel meeting Tuesday, Feb. 28.

City Secretary Jo Ann Keenan was not present at the 
meeting, and the council tabled the reopening of Fifth 
Street until she could present the council with further 
information. Mayor Jim Rackley and Alderman Billy 
Sullivan said the council intend^ to reopen the street 
and rescind the previous council order closing it.

Rackley, reading a report by city water department 
director Robert Helms, said the city has struck water, 
finding a new underground stream. Unfortunately, the 
stream is 6 inches under the current sanitation sludge 
pits, he said.

The city must either line the pits or move them to 
stop fresh water seepage and bring Coahoma into com­
pliance with state law”, he said. The engineering firm of 
Clark, Smith, Hill and Cooper will be retained to study 
and correct the problem, he said.
