2 charged
with murder

Local law enforcement officials 
'Tuesday afternoon filed murder 
charges against two convicted 
burglars in the shooting death of a 
man whose body was found Jan. 30 
near a county road.

Murder complaints were filed in 
Justice of the Peace Lewis Heflin's 
office against Ralph Gutierrez 
Rodriquez, 19, of 1901 Donley and 
Juan B. Marquez, 21, of 606B S. 
Douglas or 803 N. Scurry in the 
death of Robert Dutchover Jr., 23, 
of 1205 Lamar, Assistant District 
Attorney Don Richard said.
. Prosecutors will present the case 
to the next session erf the grand jury, 
Richard said.

Dutchover’s bullet-ridden body 
was found Jan. 30 near Gail Road 
about two miles from the Snyder 
H ighw ay by Howard County 
s b ^ f f ’s officers and Texas Ranger 
Charles Brune after a motorist 
reported seeing an object resembl­
ing a body at the side of the road.

to be fatal, she said.
According to Richard, Rodriquez 

and Marquez “ picked him (Dut­
chover) up and took him out riding 
and drinking. They took him out (to 
the area his body was found at) and 
blasted him.’ ’

Eight shell casings were found in 
the area near the body, Richard 
said.

Howard County sheriff’s deputies 
and Brune are continuing to in­
vestigate “ other interesting aspects 
of the case,”  Sheriff A.N. Standard 
sgid.

Investigating officers have taken 
several statements about the 
murder for use in the case, Stan­
dard said. However, he declined to 
identify persons giving statements 
for their own protection, he said.

Both suspects were in Howard 
County jail in connection with other 
charges when they were charged 
with the murder.

Justice of the Peace Willie Grant 
ruled the death a homicide by gun­
shot wounds after an autopsy by Dr. 
Robert Rember. Mrs. Grant said 
Dutchover  had been shot three 
times, twice in the head and once in 
the abdominal area. One of the 
wounds to his head was determined

Marquez was in jail after an ar­
rest earlier this year on revocation 
of probation for a burglary convic­
tion. He also is charged with at­
tempted murder against EIsquiel 
Flores, Richard said.

Rodriquez is in jail on revocation 
of parole for a 1979 or 1980 burglary ,, 
conviriion, sherifTs and district at- "  
torney’s records show.

Crews to begin
Birdwell paving

Paving will begin tomorrow on 
Birdwell Lane between Fourth 
Street and FM 700, Bob Price, vice 
president of city streets contractor 
P rice  Construction Inc., said 
Tuesday.

Work should be completed on the 
street on about March 6, “ weather 
permitting,”  Price said.
' According to the street contrac­

tor, plans are for paving crews to 
b e ^  work Thursday on the street’s 
western two lanes at its north end. 
He said work on the western lanes 
should be completed by Feb. 29.

“ Tlien we’ll turn around at (FM ) 
700 and head back down,”  he said.

By paving only two lanes of the 
street at a time, the street should 
remain open to traffic, he added.

In addition to the work on Bird- 
well, Price said paving has pro­
gressed well on the more than 75,000 
square yards of mostly residential 
streets that were torn up for water 
line replacement.

Wood, Kenney, E. Sixth, Vines, and 
portions of N.E. Tenth and Runnels, 
he said.

Work continued yesterday and to­
day on State, Settles and Circle 
streets, he said. Crews paving these 
streets will begin the Birdwell pro­
ject after they finish work on these 
three streets.

Price said work on the streets 
torn up for water line reconstruc­
tion is two months ahead of 
schedule.

He said the cold weather at the 
beginning of the year, while holding 
up work Birdwell, allowed his crews 
to “ scarify,”  or trar up, the residen­
tial streets and haul base materials 
to their locations. When the weather 
became warmer, crews were able 
to pave them relativley quickly, he 
said.

Jobless rate rises slightly
Under the terms of Price’s con­

tract with the city, crews cannot lay 
asphalt when temperatures are 45 
degrees and falling or 40 degrees 
and rising.

Of these streets, only about 12 
blocks remain to be paved, he said. 
The streets left to be paved are N.E. 
Tenth, N. Runnels, Douglas bet­
ween Fourth and Ninth and Alford 
between Fourth and Fifth.

Streets where asphalt has already 
been laid over the water line ditches 
are E. E i^ th , E. Ninth, E. 15th, N. 
Montecello, Ridgeroad, Manor, 
Stadium, Rosemont, Sycamore,

“ I want some hotter weather on 
Birdwell,”  Price said. He added his 
crews can do a better job laying the 
asphalt in 50 to 60 degree weather 
than in 40 to 50 degree weather.

Slower cooling of the asphalt 
gives it a better consistency to work 
with, he said.

“ We’re going to shoot for 60 to 65 
degree days (on Birdwell),”  he 
said.

The end of the holiday business season brought a 
slightly higher unemployment rate to Howard County 
for January as 90 workers returned to the jobless 
ranks.

The number of jobless here rose from 1,106 in 
December (6.5 percent) to 1,196 in January (7.1 per­
cent), according to f i g u ^  released today by the Texas 
Employment Commission.

John Eckley of the TEC office in Big Spring said the 
rise in unemployment in January is a seasonal occur 
rence which is expected after the holidays 

The county unemployment rate here for December 
declined four-tenths of 1 percent from November’s 
rate of 6.8 percent.

The unemployment rate for Big Spring in January 
was 8.2 percent. Figures for Decemter have not been 
revised, so no compstrison is possible, the TEC said 

The total labor fort:e for the city last month was 
12,815, with 11,768 employed and 1,047 unemployed.

Surrounding cities and their unemployment rates for 
January are: Abilene, 5.3 percent; Midland, 5 percent, 
Odessa, 6.7 percent; Lubbock, 7.3 percent; and San 
Angelo, 5 percent.

Mattox tries to delay Bell increase

A U S T IN  (A P )  -  A tto rn ey 
General Jim Mattox has ruled that 
Southwesten Bell Telephone Co. 
must wait until April 22 to put $279.7 
million in higher rates into rifect. 
Bell had scheduled the increase for 
Thursday.

M attox  issued  the attorney  
general’s opinion, which unless 
overruled by the courts has the ef­
fect of law, on Tuesday at the re­
quest from Public Utility O m m is- 
sion counsel Jim B<^le.

Bell told the Public Utility (Com­
mission on Feb. 15 that the com­
pany would raise residential rates 
by $2.75 per month on Thursday, 
pending the PUC’s decision on 
Bell’s $1.3 billion rate case.

One-party business rates would 
go up ^.85 per month under Bell’s 
boifded rates, which means Bell 
guarantees refunds to customers if 
the PUC denies the full amount 
requested.

Boyle called Bell’s statement of

intent “ illegal”  and asked Mattox 
for an attorney general’s opinion on 
whether Bell could put the increase 
into effect immediately.

Boyle argued that Bell was using 
the old utility law to put bonded 
rates into effect, but the new law, 
effective Sept. 1, would extend the 
time for 60 days, or until April 22.

” F(H’ those customers who must 
disconnect from the phone system 
because of higher charges, the ‘re­
fund mechanism’ is a hollow

defense against bonded rates," 
Boyle said.

Mattox agreed Tuesday that 
Bell’s original filing for higher rates 
last June 24 was “ materially defi­
cient and therefore invalid”  He 
said Bell’s filing was not substan­
tially complete imtil Oct. 19, which 
was after the effective date of the 
new law.

“ Under the new version, the com­
pany may not bond higher rates un­
til April 22, 1984,”  Mattox said.

Eagle lady
Woman rehabilitates injured birds of prey
LITTLE ROCK, Ark. (A P ) -  Martha One-Wing 

lives at Jane Gulley's house. So does Wargo. 
Unusual names. But then, these houseguests are 
unusual.

They're bald eagles — magnificent creatures that 
can't return to the wild.

So Mrs. Gulley, who also cares for injured hawks, 
owls and other birds, takes Martha One-Wing and 
Wargo around to schools and civic groups, 
educating her audiences about birds of prey and 
their role in the environment.

Martha One-Wing and Wargo, to be fair, alternate 
weeks on the road to alleviate the stress of the job.

The female has even traveled to the state Capitol 
and to Washington. She flew there — on a plane 
because one of her wings had to be amputated after 
she was shot. And the eagle, whose head and tail 
plumage has turned from a mousy brown to glisten­
ing white, even gets Christmas cards.

Some people attend the Eagle Awareness 
seminars at state parks each February just to see 
Martha, Mrs Gulley said in a recent telephone in­
terview. “ She's become somewhat like a Smokey 
The Bear" to Arkansas' eagle program.

Wargo is an immature bird and hasn't cultivated 
such a fol|({|ftttAi$L AltHLlgh his appearance isn't 
as dramatic asfliai^ha's. it is as educational. Mrs. 
Gulley said his brbwn (Ptoring shows audiences 
what immature birds looks like.

It usually takes five years for an eagle to fully 
mature

Asked how she became an eagle mother, Mrs. 
Gulley, 38. says, “ It just sort of came about”

After taking in her first, she says, she decided 
that there was no point in caring for such birds 
unless the public was better educated about them. 
Hence the Eagle Awareness program. She bears the 
brunt of the cost and says she wouldn't accept 
money for her work.

But money isn't the only form of pay. “ I was 
awarded a public service award by Fish and 
Wildlife in Washington last year,”  she said. “ I felt 
like I got a lot just from going to Washington and 
having that experience”

She has prepared a packet of material which she 
sends to students, civic g r o ^ ,  scouts and any in­
terested individuals. Eagles are a big topic this year 
for term papers, she said. Mrs. Gulley also has 
developed a slide presentation.

The U S. Fish and Wildlife Service pays for the 
mailings.

Mrs. Gulley has all the special permits needed to 
care for the birds, and a veterinarian trained in 
treating birds of prey lives next door.

She lus eight permanent residents, including the 
two bald eagles.

The birds have to be fed and exercised each day. 
Their cages must be cleaned. And, in winter, water 
must be hauled out to the cages.

“ At one time I w$s feeding (them) 16 chickens a 
day," she said. The chickens had to be skinned, gut­
ted and cut up.

To lessen the financial burden, Mrs. Gulley said 
she takes a green garbage bag with her when she’s 
on the road. “ I have tp i^ y c le  rp^J^il|,.’ ’̂ sB( «Aid.

She said doesn’t collect dead ^m estic aniipals 
because she doesn’t waijt anyone to think she. kills 
dogs or cats to feed her feathered friends. And she 
leaves dead opossums behind because the birds just 
don't like them

When Mrs. Gulley sees one of her charges fly off 
into the horizon, she says she has mixed emotions.

“ It’s just like being a mother," she said. “ You 
wonder what will happen to them on their own. 
You’re glad they’re going You’d like to know what 
happens and keep up with them and that’s not 
possible.”

TS TA  w orried about teacher exams
AUSTIN AP) — Using a “ quickie exam”  to decide 

whether teachers are competent is "absurd,”  the 
president of the Texas State Teachers Association said 
Wednesday.

“ It is equally absurd to suggest that principals can't 
simply tell us who is literate and who isn't just by look­
ing at the blizzard of paperwork teachers submit every 
day,”  Dale Young of Fort Worth told a Capitol news 
conference

Young called reporters together to air TSTA’s views 
on several proposals under consideration by the Select 
Committee on Public Education, which is in the midst 
of a major review of Texas schools.

A proposal to mandate competency testing for 
teachers makes no sense, according to Young.

“ For some reason that we don't understand, some of 
us seem to be forgetting the fact that school ad­
ministrators are legally charged with gathering solid 
information about the work teachers perform,”  he 
said.

“ We realize that present evaluations are often not 
performed on a routine basis or are performed im­
properly,”  Young told reporters. “ But to compensate 
for that by trying to decide whether or not teachers can

teach from the results of a quickie exam is absurd.”
The push for teacher testing is a result of “ some 

cloudy political gamesmanship”  or “ some misguided 
attempt to appeal to voters,”  Young said.

Teacher testing would force the state to “ spend 
literally millions of taxpayers’ dollars to find data that 
is readily available in the principal’s office,”  he said.

Young also questioned a proposal to add 10 days to 
the school year. The idea could work out well if 
teachers are asked how the additional time should be 
used, he said, but Young tossed out a major question 
about the additional time.

“ Where will the money come from?”  he asked, ad­
ding that the 10 extra days could cost $200 million for 
salaries, transportation and other operating costs.

Proposals to lengthen the school day also concern 
teachers, who do not want to be “ baby-sitters”  for two 
hours before classes and two hours after, Yoimg said.

The added hours could cut “ teacher preparation 
time for classes the next day”  and leave “ no time for 
family or to take a break from the classroom,”  he said

Any proposals from the special committee are 
“ doom ^ to failure”  if teachers are not allowed 
“ meaningful involvement”  in the process. Young said.

Reagan scolded by Bentsen
WASHINGTON (A P ) — President Reagan has been 

urged by Texas Sen. Lloyd Bentsen to order the 
Department of Education to spend $30 million ear­
marked by Congress for the education of immigrant 
children.

The department has taken the position that while 
Con fess agreed late last year to provide the $30 
million it did not authorize the creation of a program 
through which it could be spent.

“ Such a stance is utterly without merit,”  Bentsen, a 
Democrat, told Reagan in a letter on Tuoday. “ It is in 
fact clearly inconsistent with the policies of an ad­
ministration that frequently seeks to bypass the entire 
congressional authorization process.”

Bentsen told the president, “ I urge)' you to 
acknowledge the intent of Congress and d iiw t the 
secretary of education to promidgate regulations for 
the distribution of these fluids at the earliest possible 
date.”

He said communities along the Mexican border face 
an especially serious situation because they “ must 
provide expensive services to large numbers of im-

The measure, known as a continuing resolution, was 
approved by the House and Senate and signed into law 
by the president. j

But Sally Christensen, Department of Education 
budget officer, said that the continuing resolution sign­
ed by the president did not provide the authority need­
ed to actually spend the $30 million.

Iron launches offensive
Iran said today its forces smashed 

throu^ Iraqi defenses in a new offensive 
la u n u ^  overnight and captured two 
heights overlooking the highway that 
Hnk« the Iraqi capital to its main port in 
the south.

’The announcement came hours after 
Iraq warped a major new offensive was 
imminent and appealed for international 
help. Iraq’s state radio and television 
broadcast messages from President Sad­
dam Hussein urging his troops to victory.

“ The Iranians wanted a dwisive battle, 
so let it be a decisive battle ... that will 
confirm the defeat of Iran’s expansionist 
g r ^ , ”  he said.

Shortly after the offensive reportedly 
began, Baghdad radio broadcast a state­
ment by an unidentified m ilitary 
spokesman saying the Iranian offensive 
had been “ totally wiped out.”

The conflicting claims by the warring 
sides cannot be independently confirmed 
as neither country allows foreign cor­
respondents to visit the battlefronts. The 
war b^(an in September 1960 when Iraq 
invaded Iran to seize control of the Shatt- 
al-Arab waterway, Iraq’s only access to 
the Persian Gulf.

Syria offers peace pact
BEIRUT — Syria said today it would 

cooperate in new efforts jo  bring peace to 
LelMnon, but one of President Amin 
Gemayel’s Christian allies warned him 
not to bow to Syria’s demand to scrap the 
troop withdrawal pact with Israel.

Gemayel is rej^rtedly considering a 
new Saudi Arabian-sponsored proposal 
that calls for a cease-fire throughout 
Lebanon and a government declaration 
canceling the May 17 Lebanese-Israeli 
security pact.

Syria, which supports Gemayal’s Druse 
and Shiite Moslem opponents, rejected an 
earlier Saudi-mediated peace plan. But 
Syria’s official news agency said today, 
after a meeting between Saudi mediator 
Rafik Hariri a i^  Syrian Foreign Minister 
Abdul-Halim Khaddam, that joint Syrian- 
Saudi efforts “ to ensure peace and securi­
ty in Lebanon”  would continue.

“ We have discussed and decided a few

things,”  anotho* mediator. Prince Ban­
dar bin Sultan, the Saudi ambassadw to 
the United States, said after the meeting. 
Noting Hariri was sent from Damascus, 
the Syrian capital, to Beirut today, the 
prince said, “ We hope to have better news 
to say to you when he comes back.”

Beirut’s leading newspapers, the in­
dependent An-Nahar and the Mtist As- 
Safir, said Gemayel hoped that by cancel­
ing the May 17 agreement he would be 
able to form a national coalition Cabinet 
that would meet the demands of Druse 
and Shiite rebels battling his army.

D eBakey transplants heart
HOUSTON — A new era in heart 

transplant s i^ e ry , possibly leading to 
use of an artificial heart, is be^nning at 
Houston’s Methodist Hospital with famed 
surgeon Michael DeBakey performing his 
first heart transplant in 14 years.

“ We have established the policy,”  
DeBakey said Tuesday, just hours after 
implanting a heart in a 42-year-old 
Florida man. “ We are going to perform 
transplantations. We will be doing these 
as the occasion arises.”

DeBakey, saying the results did not 
justify the expenses, gave up heart 
transplants in 1970 after performing a 
dozen of the operations in 18 months. Just 
two of his patients lived more than four 
months.

The artificial heart, a device “ we have 
worked on ... here for a long time,”  would 
be similar to the one used in December 
1982 in an operation in Utah. Barney 
Clark, a Seattle-area dentist, survived 112 
days with the mechanical heart.

“ We may get to that stage here,”  
DeBakey said.

In Tuesday’s operation, George Ser- 
rahn, of Daytona Beach, Fla., who nearly 
died twice in the past month while waiting 
for a transplant, was given the heart of an 
unidentified 17-year-old Houston man 
who died of injuries to his head in a fall on 
concrete.

Crime records 
are public issues

When you’re dealing with rape, you’re dealing with a sen­
sitive issue. You’re also dealing with a violent, detestable 
crime, one which — in more cases than not — is repeated by an 
offender who remains unapprehended. Rape is a crime which it 
is imperative that people be made aware.

That was not the case in the recent spate of sexual assaults, 
believed ended with the arrest of a man Monday on unrelated 
charges.

Although four rapes occurred here in as many months, the 
police department withheld information from the public about 
those offenses. Police Chief Rick Turner now says the offense 
reports were restricted because of an intense paranoia on the 
part of the victims about publicity.

We can well understand their trepidation. News reporters are 
acutely aware of the damage to be caused a victim of sexual 
assault. For this reason it is long-standing policy not to identify 
victims of sexual crimes.

Reports of the rape offenses should have been made public at 
the time of the crimes. It is not good enough to trumpet to the 
community that the problem of which it was not aware is now 
solved — although we applaud the apprehension of a suspwt. 
We have to ask ourselves, as many residents are no doubt doing 
right now, whether the public would have ever been informed of 
these crimes had the cases not been solved. If there was no 
compelling reason to inform the public immediately, would 
there be any compelling reason six months or a year after the 
fact? So, by extension, could we expect that if there had been no 
apprehension the city would have remained blissfully unaware 
of a rapist in our midst?

No one should be so naive as to think the word would not have 
gotten out. It already had on the recent rapes. We were fielding 
calls about rapes in a specific area of town just prior to the 
chief’s announcement Tuesday. As usual, the city ’s rumor mill 
distorted and expanded the real events into much more than 
they were.

We told the callers there was no truth to the rumors — 
because we trusted the police not to hide reports of crime in this 
city. It was trust misplaced. We hope it is a situation not to be 
repeated, that the law of the legislature and the courts is upheld 
in Big Spring in connection to crimes against its people. It is on­
ly in an atmosphere of openness and awareness that we can do 
our job of keeping this community informed.

WASHINGTON -  Skillful selling 
has blinded opinion to the worst 
features of the Keagan administra­
tion So the spirit of irony has to be 
smiling at the storm of criticism 
which broke over the redeployment 
in Lebanon

For the basic decision was sound, 
indeed almost inevitable But its 
elem entary wisdom has been 
obscured by shockingly bad public 
relations

The worst flaw in the packaging 
was the claim by administration 
briefers that, in announcing the 
redeployment, the president only 
completed a decision he had begun 
to make a week earlier That hap­
pens not to be true Reagan had 
been considering a suggestion that 
the American forces in Lebanon be 
changed from a peacekeeping role 
to an advisory role He never made 
the call because events, notably the 
resignation  of the Lebanese 
cabinet, rendered the issue moot

Even if redeployment had been 
contemplated for days, it was 
stupid to say so after the event For 
the upshot is that Reagan is made to 
seem both a fool and a knave All his 
comments about “ standing tall" 
and not being ready to “ surrender” 
are now turned against him as if 
they were calculated pieces of Nixo­
nian deception

The loss of credibility cuts par­
ticularly deep with the right-wing 
ideologists accustomed to suppor­
ting Reagan On the whole they are 
fundamentalist in their attitude 
toward foreign policy. They evince 
little tolerance for the sudden chops 
and changes often enjoined upon 
political leaders by reality They 
took at face value the patriotic clap­
trap handed out by Reagan They 
put down, as self-serving liberal fol­
ly, complaints about manipulation 
o f opinion by the Reagan ad­
ministration. Now they feel a per­

The tall tales of a famous Indian'

WASHINGTON — One of the country’s most 
celebrated Indians has fabricated much of the 
background that made him famous. In fact, 
some Indian leaders doubt that he is an Indian 
at all.

The name he goes by is Jamake Highwater. 
He has written several books and academic ar­
ticles on Indian culture, detailing the pain of his 
life as an Indian. With his dark hair, sculpted 
profile and majestic presence, he appears to be 
the very model of an Indian. And his creden­
tials as an Indian have been accepted without 
question by TV personality Bill Moyers, Who’s 
Who, The New York Times, The Christian 
Science Monitw  and other leading newspapers.

Highwater has produced recording and 
television programs; 30 years ago, he founded a 
dance troype in San F'rancisco. The Corpora­
tion for Public Broadcasting has put up $2M,000 
for a TV show now being produced by his non­
profit corporation. CPB and the Public Broad­
casting System have offered him $600,000 more 
if he can find matching funds for another TV 
production that would cost more than $2 
million.

Yet under persistent questioning by my 
associate Les Whitten. Highwater finally ad­
mitted that he has lied repeatedly about many 
details of his life. Asked why someone of such 
genuine and extraordinary talent felt he had to 
concoct a spurious background, Highwater said 
he felt that doors would not have opened for him 
if he had relied on his talent alone.

"Society puts certain pressures on people," 
he explained. At one point, he said, “ Maybe I 
should have been more forthright."

Although he still insists he is an Indian, 
Highwater has dropped any claim to In-

dianhood from his approved press release. 
“ I ’m not going to say I ’m an Indian any more,”  
he told Whitten. "But (expletive deleted). I ’m 
an Indian ... I ’ve taken a lot of (expletive 
deleted) being an Indian." He has also made a 
pile of money as an Indian.

Here are the highlights, culled from various 
sources;

— Highwater gave Who’s Who his birthdate 
as Feb. 14, 1942. But when confronted with an 
old newspaper clipping that named him as 
founder of a professional dance company in San 
Francisco in 1954 — when he would have been 
12 — he said he had guessed at his birthdate, 
and could be as much as 10 years off.

— His place of birth has bMn listed variously 
as Los Angeles, Canada, South Dakota, Mon­
tana and Normandy, France — though he said 
he was misquoted on the last site. Told that the 
place he gave Who’s Who — Glacier County, 
Mont. — has no record of his birth, Highwater 
said he picked it “ right off the top of my head."

— He has claimed a bachelor’s and master’s 
degree from the University of California at 
Berkeley, and a Ph D. from the University of 
(Tiicago. In fact, he admitted he never got any 
such d^rees.

— Hightower claims his mother was a 
Blackfeet and his father a Cherokee. But 
beyond an affidavit in 1974 from his adoptive 
mother and another from his foster sister, at­
testing their belief that he is an Indian, he has 
no proof. He is not on the official Blackfeet 
tribal r^ls, and such respected Indian leaders 
as Vine DeLoria Jr. and Hank Adams say flatly 
that Highwater is not an Indian.

— Highwater’s father was either an 
“ illustrious motion picture director," an

“ alcoholic stunt man”  or a rodeo clown, and 
died when the boy was 7 (or 9 or 10 or IS). His 
mother, according to Highwater’s promotional 
materials and publish^ interviews, either 
married a rich man or was destitute — or 
wasn’t a Blackfeet at all, but a (Cherokee who 
ran away at 15 to marry a Greek-bom circus 
aerialist.

— He has claimed fluency in 11 languages — 
including Nahuatl, the Aztec tongue. Yet when 
questioned in rudimentary Frmch, Gemnan 
and Italian — three of his supposed languages 
— he could reply only in bad French and finaUy 
admitted that lie speaks only English fluently.

Footnote; One of Highwater’s proudest 
moments, he said, came in 1979 when Ed Calf 
Rope, a Blackfeet elder, conferred on him the 
name Piitai Sahkomapii, or Eagle Son. 
Highwater said the name’s ceremonial mean­
ing is “ He soars highest and catches many 
truths, which he carries to many lands.”

INTELLIGENCE DIGEST: The Israelis are 
preparing to pull back their forces to stronger 
defensive positions in southern Lebanon.

When a delegation of Jews pro­
tested, he told them not to worry. “ 'The Saudis 
don’t know how to use the equipment," he 
assured the delegation.

There was concern in Washington over the 
election of Felipe Gonzales, a confirmed 
socialist, as premier of Spain. But there’s no 
cause to worry. He has antagonized the 
Kremlin by declaring, “ I would rather die on a 
subway in New York City than live in Moscow.”

Almost equally inopportune was 
the decision by the president to 
leave Washington for a home town 
birthday celebration in Dixon, III., 
and a vacation in Santa Barbara 
Especially since Secretary of State 
George Shultz was in Central 
America For one thing, the disar­
ray inside the administration came 
vividly into the open Indeed, one 
evening the television cameras first 
showed Shultz saying Reagan was 
“ on top" of the crisis, and then 
showed Reagan at his birthday 
party

That bad impression was made 
worse by the story that the presi­
dent had been planning the 
redeployment all along For the im­
plication is that he positively ar­
ranged to be on vacation and to 
have Shultz in Central America at 
the time of crisis. Which is not ex­
actly the image of a president on top 
of things

The militant tone taken at the 
White House, the State Department 
and the Pentagon also sounded a 
false note Tough messages, to be 
sure, had to be delivered to the 
Syrians and, maybe, the Russians 
Private warnings were essential, 
and a round of naval gunfire also 
made some sense.

But public rh eto ric  about 
toughness at a time of withdrawal 
invites scorn. A nice example 
comes from a particularly bom­
bastic memorandum handed out to 
foreign governments. It made 
reference to increasing the military 
strength available to President 
Amin Gemayel. His soldiers are 
known in U S. government parlance 
as the Lebanese Armed Forces. 
That translates in acronymese as 
LAF.

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Supreme Court may give prosecutors edge in court arguments
. WASHINGTON (A P ) — The Supreme Court said 
Tuesday it will consider giving prosecutors more 
leeway when they try to rebut the closing arguments 
made to juries by defense lawyers.

The court agreed to study Justice Department 
arguments aimed at allowing prosecutors to raise 
otherwise inappropriate points when rebutting 
arguments that attacked the prosecution’s integrity or 
fairness.

Government lawyers are urging the court to

reinstate the mail-fraud conviction of an Abilene, 
Texas, oil man.

Billy G. Young, vice president and general manager 
of Compton Petroleum Corp. in Abilene, contracted in 
1976 and 1977 to deliver low-sulfur crude oil from 
Oklahoma to the Apco Oil Corp. refinery at Cyril, Okla.

Although delivery invoices certified that all the 
delivered oil was crude oil, some of it was fuel oil — an 
already, refined product different from and less 
valuable than crude oil.

The false certifications were relayed to the Federal 
Energy Administration, leading to Young’s indictment 
on charges of mail fraud and making false representa­
tions to a government agency.

Convicted in a federal trial in Oklahoma, he was 
sentenced to two years in prison and fined $39,000.

In his closing argument to jurors. Young’s lawyer 
pointed to the prosecutors' table and said, “ There’s not 
one person in this courtroom, including those sitting at

this table, who think (Young) intended to defraud 
Apco.”

In rebuttel, a federal prosecutor responded by 
reviewing some of the evidence and stating, “ I don’t 
know what you call that but I call it fraud... I think it’s 
a fraud.”

The 10th U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals threw out 
Young’s conviction last Feb. 22, saying the pro­
secutor’s stating of his personal views “ were suffi­
ciently egregious as to constitute plain error.”

SMU to debate gay rights issue
DALLAS (A P ) — The faculty senate at Southern 

Methodist University says it will debate the issue of 
gay rights that has been raging on the campus for 
more than a year.

Faculty members say the decision to Ond faculty 
silence on the issue was stirred by last week’s third 
student senate vote in 10 months to deny official 
recognition to a gay student organization, and by 
subsequent support for that vote by SMU President L. 
Donald Shields.

The 39-member faculty senate, an elected body of 
university professors representing the 450-member 
SMU faculty, last week passed a resolution to debate 
“ whether the student group calling itself the Gay and 
Lesbian Student Support Organization is in the prin­
ciples consistent with the goals, purposes, philosophy 
and religious heritage of Southern Methodist

University.”
Shields issued a statement declaring that university 

recognition of the organization is “ inconsistent”  with 
the goals and philosc^y of SMU.

“ Accordingly,”  Shields said, “ it is my conclusion 
that it is not in the best interests of the university to 
grant recognized student organizational status to the 
GLSSO now or in the foreseeable future.”

That statement roused strong feelings among many 
faculty members, the Dallas Times Herald reported 
today.

“ I was shocked and offended and embarrassed at the 
president’s remarks,”  said Willard Spiegelman, an 
associate professor of English.

The date and format for the debate are to be worked 
out Wednesday in a meeting of the faculty senate’s ex­
ecutive committee, said Marion Sobol, faculty senate 
president.

Caesarian Grieving mother reassures woman's good intentions
Dear Dr. Donohue: My first child was delivered hy 

Caesarian section 18 months ago, using the “ bikini 
cut.”  Two obstetricians have told me different things 
abont the advisability of having a trial of labor for my 
second child. What are the risks? Are there emergency 
facilities that a hospital needs to provide? — G.M.

I ’m sorry for the delay in answering, G.M. One 
Caesarian section does not, ipso facto, mean that 
subsequent deliveries have to be Caesarian sections, 
especially with the kind you had. You had a “ low 
uterine segment”  C-section. In the older kind of C- 
section the incision was made higher up in the uterus, 
where there was more likely to be a rupture insubse-

Juent pregnancies when the uterine muscles ciOntract 
uring birth.
I cannot, of course, comment on your present status, 

but there has been growing interest in normal vaginal 
deliveries for some women who have had the previous 
low C-section, the “ bikini cut”  to which you refer, if 
(an important if) the condition that necessitated the 
original C-section no longer exists. I want to be very 
careful about this. ,

Let me give you an example. I f  the woman has a 
pelvis demonstrably too small for vaginal delivery, 
then she will need a repeat C-section. But if the woman 
had a C-section for a condition that existed just for that 
pregnancy, like a premature separation of the placen­
ta from the uterus, then she and her doctor must 
decide about the safety of vaginal delivery for the next 
pregnancy.

However, it is common practice to permit a trial of 
vaginal delivery (trial of labor) in such a situation 
done in a facility equipped to deal with any emergency.

Dragnet tightened in search for escaped convicts

BROWNSVILLE, Tenn. (A P ) — Police widened 
their search Tuesday for escaped convicts and cap­
tured one of three “ extremely dangerous”  inmates 
believed in the area as he walked along a road carry­
ing a shotgun, authorities said.

'The manhunt, focusing on the Brownsville area, was 
expanded Monday night to Mason and Braden, two 
smaller towns along the LAN Railroad running toward 
Memphis, about 40 miles away.

This morning, Riley Arzeneaux, 26, of Memphis, was 
recaptured as he walked along Tennessee 56 near 
Bratfen, about 25 miles northeast of Memphis, said a 
dispatcher for the Fayette County sheriff’s office. 
Arzeneaux was serving 25 years for second-degree 
murder.

H ie  five inmates used pistols in their escape that ap­
parently had been hidden for them on the medium- 
security prison’s farm. The inmates also took a 
shotgun from a guai^ and fired it twice during the 
escape without injuring anyone, authorities said.

In the day following the escape, the inmates held two 
families hostage, stole at least four vehicles and shot 
out the windows (d a pursuing vehicle, authorities said. 
No one was injured.

Randolph Oliver, 33, who was serving six life 
sentences for murdw and rape, was recaptured Sun­
day as he tried to hitchhike along U.S. 70 in 
Brownsville.

Brownsville Pcdice Chief Jerry Wyatt said his

16-afOcer force has been flooded with calls from 
frightened citizens.
' "Oh, I was scared. I sure was,”  Etherine CoUe said 

as prison-guards searched a shed behind her rural 
residence. “ I haven’t got a gun, and nobody here but 
me and my little boy. I was scared to leave my house.”

Guards wearing flak vests and armed with uwed-off 
shotguns went door-to-door in the rural a iw  just south 
of Brownsville, checking on residents while searching 
bams and other farm buildings.

Five inmates escaped from Fort Pillow State Prison, 
about 40 miles west of Brownsville, on Saturday morn­
ing by overpowering guards while on a work detail.

One of the escapees was captured Sunday and 
another one was believed to have fled the area after 
stealing a car from a supermarket parking lot late 
Saturday, officials said.

Dick Baumbach, a spokesman for the state Depart­
ment of Correction, said Monday the other three “ ex­
tremely dangerous”  inmates, including Arzeneaux, 
were believed to have remained in the same general 
area of western Tennessee where they first were spot­
ted Saturday.

Texas Assessment of 
Basic Skills (TABS) testii^ 
will take place in the Big 
Spring public schools dur­
ing this week and next 
week. Each building will 
set its own test schedule in 
order to insure maximum 
participation and to pro­
vide the best possible 
testing conditions for 
students. TABS tests 
measure student mastery 
of basic skills in math, 
reading and writing.

Third, 5th and 9th grade 
students are required to 
take the TABS tests. In ad­
dition, for the first time 
this year, any student in 
grade 10,11, or 12 who has 
not previously mastered 
any one of the basic skill 
area tests (math, reading 
and writing) will be re­
quired to retake the test for 
that area. In the past, 
retaking unmastered skill 
area  tests has been 
voluntary.

Results of the tests will 
be received in early May. 
The State Board of Educa­
tion is requiring that this

year the parents of all 
students who do not 
demonstrate mastery of 
any basic skill area be 
notified of the deficiencies
