Bail bondsmen
raise complaints

Chemical People call meeting

Despite some confusion by two
bail bond representatives on the
purpose of a Thursday afternoon
meeting, local law enforcement of-
ficials, judges and bail bondsmen
hashed out bonding procedures for
1% hours.

The 4 p.m. gathering at the
Chamber of Commerce was called
by the Chemical People anti-drug
organization’s Legal Affairs Com-
mittee and led by committee
member Truett Thomas.

Discussion yesterday centered
on the delay in bonding that often
occurs after persons are arrested
on suspicion of driving while
intoxicated.

Bail bond company owners Mary
Thomas and Danny Heckler said
they thought the purpose of yester-
day's meeting was to discuss a
broad range of policies at the Big
Spring Police Department.

Mrs. Thomas said the gathering
was prompted by a previous
meeting with the committee about
a Herald Johnnie Lou Avery col-
umn setting out pros and cons of a
petition to elect the city’s police
chief.

Legal Affairs Committee

member Thomas agreed that
yesterday's gathering came out of
this previous meeting, but said its
purpose was to answer complaints
about bonding procedures which
the previous meeting raised.

‘‘Some communication problems
existed and should be resolved,’’ he
told the gathering.

Current police department policy
is to hold persons arrested for DWI
at least four hours until they are no
longer a danger to themselves or
the public at large, City Attorney
Doyle Curtis said.

ever, bail bond represen-
tatives sajd such persons are often
held longer periods of time,
sometimes until late the next mor-
ning, because local magistrates
are not available to set bond after
normal working hours. The bond
representatives said the delay
sometimes results in the person
losing his job.

According to District Judge Jim
Gregg, state law allows law en-
forcement officers to set bond
without the presence of a
magistrate ‘‘in certain cir-
cumstances in all misdemeanors."

A policy of allowing peace of-
ficers to set bond in DWI misde-

Meanwhile, Texas residents may
be asked to pay higher state taxes
on various items for the state to
come up with the $2.8 billion over
three years for the state's share.

Association complains that the new
funding approach included in the
plan will encourage school districts
to hire less experienced teachers
since the funds will be tied to pro-
grams not teacher salaries.

6 killed
in Dallas

shooting

DALLAS (AP) — Six people were
killed at a plush nightclub early to-
day when a 39-year-old Moroccan
arguing with his dance partner
pulled a semiautomatic pistol, kill-
ed her and began firing at random,
police said.

A seventh person was wounded
critically in the shooting spree,
authorities said.

The suspect, Abdelkrim
Belachheb, was arraigned on a
charge of investigation of murder
before Dallas County Magistrate
Tom A. Boardman about 6:30 a.m.
Bond for Belachheb, an
unemployed waiter and resident
alien who lives in Dallas, was set at
$500,000.

Belachheb shot his dance partner
twice before he walked to door
turned and fired at other patrons as
they sat around the U-shaped bar
about 12:30 a.m. at lanni's
Restaurant and Lounge, a witness
said.

The man left the lounge, reload-
ed the 9 mm pistol and then return-
ed and fired more ‘shots, police
said.

Belachheb was arrested three
hours later after he wrecked his
car and was traced to an acquain-
tance's house, based on informa-
tion he gave when he filled out a
membership application at the

The school first opened during
the Depression, but was closed a
few years later.

St. 'Mary's started as a
with 13 students in

1960. It now offers pre-
Kindergarden classes through the
fifth grade.

During the 1984-85 school year,
the school will begin a new science
progam for kindergarten through
fifth grade. The program is funded
through an endowment.

Coinciding with the 25th anniver-
sary of the school, the current
headmaster, the Rev. Robert L.
Bonnington, has announced plans
for an endowment campaign to en-
sure the school’s future. An endow-
ment fund was established in 1980.

The school is operated under the
authority of the Canons of the
Episcopal Diocese of Northwest
Texas and is affiliated with both

NEW BRAUNFELS (AP) — Of-
ficials in this South Central Texas
city, concerned about a summer
drought, have designated Monday
for one day of strict water conser-
vation measures.

At present
consumption levels, the springs
will dry up by July 10 if there is no
rain.

Doctors narrow search for gene

HOUSTON (AP) — Doctors stu-
the female chromosome an-
nounced Thursday they have found
the approximate location of a gene
that causes one form of an in-
herited blinding disease.

Baylor College of Medicine
researchers Dr. Richard A. Lewis
and Dr. Robert Nussbaum said
their work has helped to narrow the
search for the genetic cause of
retinitis pigmentosa, a blinding
disease that affects about 400,000
Americans.

Lewis and Nussbaum said the
defective gene they are studying
causes a type of RP called
“metallic sheen’’ and that finding
its location on the X chromosome
will make it possible in “a few
years” to develop a method of
detecting carriers of the disease.

‘“Eventually, our finding may
henl(r identify and isolate the gene

may aid in developing a way to
correct the genetic defect that
causes RP,” said Nussbaum.

Researchers in England recently
determined that the gene for
another type of RP is in the same
general location on the X
chromosone as the gene location
studied by the Baylor researchers.

RP causes a progressive
deterioration of vision and victims
usually become blind or nearly so
by in their late 20s or early 30s.
This is caused by a degeneration of
the retina, a specialized tissue at
the back of the eye that receives

light. RP causes the retina to ac-
cumulate pigment.

Symptoms start with night blind-
ness, loss of peripheral vision and
then progresses to loss of color
sight.

Lewis and Nussbaum said the
“metallic sheen’’ RP is associated
with the female, or X chromosome.
A female has two such
chromosomes. If one chromosome
is a carrier of the RP gene then a
male child born to the woman has a
50-50 chance of developing RP.
Males have one X chromosome and
one Y chromosome.

Currently, the only way to deter-
mine if a woman is a carrier of RP
is to examine her retina. This fre-
quently is done only after her child
has developed RP.

Lewis and Nussbaum narrowed
the location on the X chromosome
of the RP gene by studying a fami-
ly living in Houston and Mexico.
They continued their study to
precisely locate the defective gene
on the X chromosome.

‘“When we find the gene we could
use our information to determine
with certainty which unborn males
in a family are at risk of having
RP, as well as determine who is a
carrier before she has a child,”
said Lewis. “In the future, it would
be possible to analyze the defective
gene and determine what it is doing
wrong or not doing right. When we
know what is wrong, we can
develop a treatment to reverse the
effects of the gene.”

Woodward’s com-
ments came via a telephone hookup from his of-
fice at The Washington Post.

Belushi died at a bungalow adjacent to the
castle-like main structure of the Chateau Mar-
mont, which has housed such celebrities as Greta
Garbo and Mick Jagger.

Hotel co-owner Ray Sarlot said the hotel
reserves the right to sue the book’s publisher,
Simon & Schuster, if the word ‘“‘seedy’” is not
deleted from the dust jacket in future printings.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Forty-eight American and
Cuban prisoners flew from Cuba to freedom and a
tumultuous welcome here early today as their
escort, the Rev. Jesse Jackson, returned home from
his five-day swing through the Caribbean.

While most praised Jackson's mission, one Cuban
turned the tables on the Democratic presidential
candidate by ridiculing his bid to seek improved
U.S.-Cuban relations.

“To go to Cuba to join in a moral offensive with
(President) Fidel Castro ... is a moral offense,” said
Andres Vargas Gomez, the lone non-prisoner among
the group.

Vargas, who had spent 20 years in prison followed
by house arrest in:Cuba, thanked Jackson for his ef-
forts but said, ‘I cannot be here and allow that you
might believe that Fiidel Castro is a human being
and that we are here on account of his kindness.”

As the scene unfolded at the terminal building at
nearby Dulles Airport, Jackson stood impassively
behind Vargas while the Cuban spoke. Later,
Jackson said, “‘I have a different view but that's
what makes America America."

He said Vargas’ remarks reflected the bitterness
accumulated over two decades imprisonment. One
freed Cuban , Daniel Conde Freire, said of
his newf freedom: !It's something I have
wanted for so long, to come to the United States and
get asay from that small hellhole.”

Blast destroys tanker

BUENOS AIRES — An explosion and dockside
fire destroyed the 20,000-ton state-owned oil
tanker Perito Moreno and forced temporary
evacuation of hundreds of people from a nearby
slum.

It was not immediately known whether the
Thursday night blast and blaze, which were visi-
ble nine miles away, claimed any lives aboard the
vessel. The ship normally carries a crew of 45.

Reports indicated between four and six people
were missing, but police and firefighters declined
to confirm the figure.

Punjab officials resign

NEW DELHI — The government announced a
ma jor administrative shake-up today in violence-
torn Punjab state, accepting resignations from
the governor, police chief and other officials who
were criticized for dealing ineffectively with Sikh
extremists,

Punjab governor B.D. Pande and state
Inspector-General of Police Pritam Singh
Bhinder submitted their resignations this morn-
ing. The federal government accepted the
resignations promptly.

Details were not immediately available on
other resignations. The government spokesman,
who asked not to be identified, said a separate an-
nouncement would be made in the next day or two
on the new governor, police and other senior
officials.

Beirut fighting heats up

BEIRUT — Fighting broke out today along the
line separating Beirut's Christian and Moslem
sections, and artillery shells and rockets crashed
into residential neighborhoods.

Rescue operations ended at a small island off
the north Lebanon coast, and police said today
that Israeli air and sea attacks on a suspected
guerrilla base there left 15 people dead, 23 wound-
ed and 11 missing and presumed drowned.

The fighting in Beirut was the worst since the
national coalition Cabinet agreed a week ago to a
security plan aimed at ending the violence. The
shelling began a few hours after Moslem
militiamen unleashed a storm of festive gunfire in
mostly Moslem west Beirut to celebrate the first
day of the Fitr feast ending the fasting month of
Ramadan.

W. Germans end strike

STUTTGART — Union leaders and manage-
ment compromised Thursday with a shortened
workweek for metalworkers whose seven-week
strike shut down the West German auto industry
and cost billions of dollars.

The 1.G. Metall union had demanded the
workweek be shortened from 40 hours to 35, with
no cut in pay, saying this would create new jobs
for some of West Germany's 2.1 million
unemployed. Management had said the added
costs would price them out of the export market
Both sides settled for a 38.5 hour week without a
cut in pay.

More than 400,000 metalworkers have been idl-
ed in strikes, lockouts, layoffs and forced vaca-
tions in what labor and management called West
Germany's costliest and toughest labor conflict
since World War 11

A tip of the hat to Francois Mitterrand, the socialist presi-
dent of France, who took the Russians to task at a state dinner
in the Kremlin for their treatment of Andrei Sakharov.

The Russians need to be told of our disapproval when they
treat their own people the way Sakharov has been treated.
Sakharov is an eminent scientist, a savant. He is the father of
the Soviet hydrogen bomb. But to the rulers of the Communist
Party of the Soviet Union, he is a serf. His dissidence is not to
be tolerated. He has been sent into internal exile in the city of
Gorki, and both he and his wife are on a hunger strike because
she is not being permitted to leave the country to seek medical

care.

Sakharov is a man of peace, but he is a realist. He knows the
risks he and his wife are taking. Their safety depends on sup-
port from the West. Sakharov by his courage and his commit-
ment to the cause of world peace has become a citizen of the

world.

It was proper for Mitterrand to speak out. It was France
that gave the world a Declaration of the Rights of Man. The
cause of liberty is a French cause. So it is that, of all the coun-
tries on the continent of Europe, France seems most willing to
associate itself with the United States in criticizing the

Kremlin.

French is the language of diplomacy. But it is also the
language of clarity, of candor, of humanity. It used to be the
language of the Russian aristocracy. Surely there must re-
main some dim understanding of French values among those

in power in Moscow.

The successful test of an anti-
ballistic missile against a dummy
one in space could not come at a
better time for President Reagan’s
campaign to get more funds for his
“Star Wars’’ program.

Although there
was no mention of the volume of
copies made by the County
Engineer’s Department, it appears
the County Commissioners have
done the equivalent of purchasing a
semi-truck to do the job that could
be done by a pick-up truck.

resident’s disenchantment

I am basing my opinion on the ex-
perience of a local business I am
familiar with. In just over a year
they ran over 125,000 copies
through a remanufactured Xerox
660 (built in the 1960s) and purchas-
ed for $1500. Granted that old
machine was a little slow;
therefore, they purchased a Xerox
2830 copier just over a month ago.
The price? Twenty-five hundred
dollars spread out equally over a 12
month period with no interest.
They have already run 7,366 copies
— sometimes as many as 2,000 in
succession. The operator tells me
they have had no problems with
overheating or quality deteriora-
tion of the copies. The last copy
was just as perfect as the first one.
This copier will make standard let-
ter size copies, legal size copies, or
even 11-by-17 inch copies.

What I am getting at is I can’t
imagine the County Engineer’s of-
fice needing a machine three times
more expensive than the one I have
described. Although this excessive

The idea man

City Fathers made a good choice
Tuesday in tapping Micheal
Russell for a recently vacated spot
on the Parks and Recreation
Board.

In his first dip into the city
political pool last April, Russell
came out the loser in the city coun-
cil District 3 election, not even
making the run-off cut that pitted
bail bondsman Danny Heckler
against eventual winner Harold
Hall.

Russell, a man with positive
ideas, deserved better.

Prior to the election, the 34-year-
old director of operations at HW.
Wright Oil Co. proposed a four-
point platform that was long on
ideas for city betterment, some of
which are slowly becoming reality.

Russell’s platform came out
strongly for both city clean-up and
downtown renovation, two pro-
grams that have recently begun to
bear fruit in the form of the
CLEAN and Heart of the City
projects.

Although the energies of scores
of other persons are making these
projects work, it must be a source
of some satisfaction for this idea
man to have brought these notions
to the forefront — even without
winning the election.

A partial explanation of Russell’s
loss might be his challenge to cur-
rent city governers and ad-
ministration to form a more
cohesive bond with greater
segments of the city.

“I feel we're divided,” Russell
said before the election.

“In the last few years, there has
been a chasm between the council,
the city administration and the
public. I want to rebuild the unity
of the community."’

It speaks well for our City
Fathers that they would bring
Russell into the decision-making
process rather than shutting him
out

And how does Russell feel about
his board membership? ‘

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: I don't
know if you’ve discussed
parathyroid glands before, but
wish you would this time. My son,
who is 28, has just been told that he
has hyperparathyroidism and that
the only cure is removal of one of
the parathyroid glands. He has had
a couple of bouts with kidney
stones already. Can you explain the
connection between his stones and
the parathyroid glands? Will he
always be bothered by stones if he
keeps the glands intact? I am
wondering if surgery is the only
answer. — F.C.

I'm sure you know where the
thyroid gland is. That's the soft
mass you feel when you grab the
base of your neck and take a
shallow. It rises up against your
hand. But right behind that gland,
and adhering to it, are the small
parathyroid glands. (Para, in-
cidentally, is Greek for ‘‘next to.”")
There are four of them.

The parathyroids produce cer-
tain hormones that regulate the
calcium and phosphorous concen-
tratins in your blood. When they
make too much hormone, the il-
Iness is called hyper-
parathyroidism. And the signs of it
are many — weakness, mental con-
fusion, excessive urination, high
blood pressure, ulcers, bone pain
and the kidney stones you mention.
These are all possible conse-
quences of having too much
calcium in the blood.

Surgery is the curative for this,
for usually one of the parathyroids
has developed into a benign tumor,
causing such an outpouring of the
gland’s hormone that calcium is
leeched away from bone
substance.

Sometimes when calcium levels
are only marginally elevated and
when that is producing no pro-
blems, then surgery is not done.
And other illnesses may preclude
surgery. However, your son does
sound like a good candidate for an
operation because of his repeated
kidney-stone formation. Recurring
bouts of stone formation can
damage the kidneys, so it is good
medicine to try to stop that forma-
tion when possible. If you want a
second opinion, you are welcome to
get it, but from this distance it
sounds like a reasonable answer
for your son.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: Since
1980 and through the ensuing three
years, my husband has had X-rays,
approximately 4,350 of them. He
had kidney stones and that was the
reason for having them. I am con-

DEAR ABBY: My husband ab-
solutely refuses to go anywhere in
the car without a cooler and a six
pack of beer.

He used to be a menace (drunk
driving), but since we've had the
kids he usually keeps his beer in-
take down to one beer per one hour
of driving.

I have argued with my husband
about this until I am blue in the
face, but it does no good. My only
alternative would be to forbid him
to take the kids anywhere unless I
go along to drive.

Removal of parathyroids

cerned about his health and the
danger of so many X-rays in such a
short period. Is his life in danger?

— Mrs. S,

Generally speaking, while con-
cern over X-ray exposure is
justified, the hazards have to be

ept in perspective. Today, X-ray
machines emit much less radiation
than previously. Also, better
methods of reading them have
reduced the amount of radiation
needed.

But let's get down to facts. The
increased risk for cancer appears
when the lifetime X-ray dose ex-
ceeds 40 to 50 rems (40,000 to 50,000
millirems). I'll explain what that
means in your husband’s case.

I am pretty sure he had an in-
travenous pyelogram done. That's
an X-ray where dye is injected into
a vein and pictures are taken of the
kidneys when the dye gets there.
The X-ray dosage from a IVP is 420
millirems. I think what you meant

to write was that your husband had
a total dose of 4,350 millirems

The government has determined

that those who work with radioac
tive substances must not be expos
ed to more than 5,000 millirems a
year. Your husband is below that
figure, too. So even though he has
had a lot of X-rays, his total dose is
still relatively small.

Jehovah's Witnesses meet

MIDLAND — An audience of 5,782 Jehovah's Witnesses jammed the
Chaparral Center in Midland for the final sessions of the religious group's
“Kingdom Increases’’ district convention, Sunday.

The key speech, ‘A Government That Accomplishes What Man Can-
not,” was by L.E. Punko of New York. Punko contrasted the scientific
achievements of the 20th century with the massive problems that perplex
the human family. Paradoxically, Punko said, we reap benefits from
modern technology and also are threated with extinction by new weapons
of enormous, destructive power.

He pointed to econdmic crises, rapidly-changing lifestyles, moral
decay, disease and huiger as problems that remain unsolved despite
techonological advancement. ‘‘In the United States, some 34 million per-
sons are classified as living below the poverty line,”’ he said, ‘‘and as
many as 2% million citizens are without a place to live.”

Human governments cannot solve global poverty, he said. He detailed
that governments of the undeveloped world are 700 billion dollars in debt
and many cannot even pay the interest on their loans. ““The United States’
debt has passed $1,400 billion. Just the interest on it yearly is over 120
billion dollars,’ he said.

Discussing the horrors of war, Punko said the technology of World War
I introduced killing methods unheard of in previous generations. Quoting
author Richard Rees, Punko said, ‘‘The 1914 to 1918 war brought two facts
to light: first, that technology had reached a point where it could continue
without disaster only in a unified world and, second, that the political and
social organizatons in the world made its unification impossible.”

“Think of this,” Punko said, ‘‘Every minute, worldwide, 30 children die
from malnutrition and disease. In that same minute, the world spends 1'%
million dollars on its military budget — about 800 billion dollars a year.”

Punko added that the farther away individuals and nations get from
God’s laws, the more ruinously they act. ““We should believe it when
God’s prophetic Word tells us that we are nearing the end of the time limit
he has allowed for humans to go their independent way,” Punko said
Punko said the present world is nearing its end, not in nuclear holocaust,
but in judgement from God.

AUSTIN (AP) — The Public
Utility Commission ordered
Southwestern Bell on Thursday to
make its ‘‘economy rate’’
telephone service available to
about 70 percent of its Texas
customers.

The reduced rate was intended
for the poor, but a Bell-
commissioned study said it's been
most used by so-called “‘yuppies,”
professionals who are not home
much.

The decision came as the com-
mission denied 12 requests to

reconsider a May 1 PUC ruling
granting Bell an $816.7 million rate
hike that added 32 cents to monthly
residential service bills.

Bell wanted a $1.3 billion in-
crease that would have doubled
residential bills.

The company now can take the
case to court, but Richard Harris,
vice president for revenues in
Texas, said no decision has been
made on whether to file a lawsuit.

“Our inclination has been not to
appeal the case,” he said, adding
that the PUC rate order ‘‘hastens

the day” when Bell will file another
increase request.

Bell was among 12 parties who
asked the commission to recon-
sider parts of the case, which was
filed a year ago. Commissioners
turned down the motions, but
ordered Bell to revise the economy
rate service, which offers 25 outgo-
ing local calls a month for a reduc-
ed charge.

The economy rate has been of-
fered in 18 exchanges as an experi-
ment. Under the Thursday order,
Bell must offer the service in all

Wimby upset bullet

WIMBLEDON, England (AP) —
Fourth-seeded Pam Shriver, who
narrowly escaped her second-
round opponent, crushed fellow
American Camille Benjamin 6-0,
6-2 today and moved into the fourth
round of the women's singles at the
Wimbledon tennis championships.

Also advancing under the leaden
gray skies were sixth-seeded
Kathy Jordan, No. 7 Manuela
Maleeva of Bulgaria and No. 13
Barbara Potter.

But American Lisa Bonder, the
No. 11 seed, became the latest
casualty as she fell to Elizabeth
Sayers of Australia 64, 6-2 on the
grass courts of the All-England
Lawn Tennis and Croquet Club.

The top two seeds in the women'’s
singles, No. 1 Martina Navratilova
and No. 2 Chris Evert Lloyd, also
saw action today.

Jordan defeated Britain's Julie
Salmon 64, 6-3; Maleeva downed
South Africa’s Yvonne Vermaak
6-4, 6-4, and Potter toppled Marcela
Skuherska of Czechoslovakia 6-1,
6-3.

Shriver disposed of Benjamin, a
Bakersfield, Calif., high school stu-
dent who reached the semifinals of
the French Open earlier this
month, in just 50 minutes. On the
few occasions Benjamin journeyed
near the net, Shriver passed her
cleanly.

Benjamin rallied at the beginn-
ing of the second set, holding her
own service twice for 2-2. But the
Lutherville, Md., right-hander, a
semifinalist here in 1981, ripped
through the next four games to
walk away an easy winner.

“I went into today's match dif-
ferently,”” Shriver said. ‘I was a
little more nervous than the other
day when I took things too lightly.

Camille stays back whereas (Puer-
to Rico's Gigi) Fernandez is
basically a grass court player.”
