Authority drops
option to buy land

The Texas Low-Level Radioac-
tive Waste Disposal Authority says
it no longer is considering a poten-
tial disposal site near Kalgary in
Graza County.

“Our technical requirements
cannot be met at the Garza site and
we feel it prudent to withdraw that
site from consideration,’’ said John
Simak, chairman of the authority’s
board of directors.

The authority had signed an op-
tion to buy land in Garza County for
the waste dump.

Representatives of the state
agency have visited Borden County
in search of a suitable site. The
authority also has said it continues
to consider Howard and Mitchell
counties as possible locations for
the nuclear dump.

Simak said Friday that initial
data indicated the possible - ex-
istence of deep clays at the site.
However, tests revealed sand at a
depth of about 40 feet.

State Sen. John Montford, D-
Lubbock, said the authority ‘‘has
assured me all along that if the site
didn’t meet the technical re-

uirements, they would walk away
rom it.”

Simak said the Garza County site
was the fifth tract examined in
detail by the authority and four of
them have failed to meet technical
requirements. He said the fifth
potential site is in Dimmit County,
three miles south of Asherton.

The authority was continuing its
search for other suitable sites,
Simak said.

The state says it needs a site ina
sparsely populated area to dispose
of low-level nuclear waste, such as
uniforms, equipment and other
materials exposed to radiation.

A subcommittee of the
Legislature, which included State
Rep. Larry Don Shaw of Big Spr-
ing, met during the special session
to iebate whether the authority

city.

Harrison announced last week
the city of Coahoma was over
$100,000 in debt and said the situa-
tion called for ‘‘drastic action.”

The meeting, which lasted over
two hours, saw council members
and residents alike offer advice to
tl)te problems now plaguing the
city.

Gerald King, who contracts with
the city for trash collection, was
scheduled to appear and cancel his
contract with the city. However,
Mrs. Harrison said he had changed
his mind about canceling the

Gas wars

Permian petro prices plummet, but not here

The rumored gas price war
among service station owners in
Odessa has not filtered into Big
Spring and probably won’t, accor-
ding to service station operators in
the city.

Gasoline prices have dropped
steadily in Odessa in recent weeks,
but operators of service stations
aren’'t agreed on whether a price
war is on.

Fred Phillips, owner of Fred

. Phillips Texaco in Odessa, clearly

thinks so. He’s had to cut prices by
10 cents in recent weeks, and now
sells regular gas for $1.02 a gallon
and unleaded gas for $1.08 a gallon.

“There’s definitely a price war
going on. I'm sitting here below
cost,” Phillips told the Odessa
American. He's had to cut his
prices to keep up with competitors,

he lamented.

“The last three weeks it's been
dropping a penny or so a week,"”
Phillips said. ‘“The bigger guys are
starting it. ... They're selling it
cheaper than we can buy it.”

However, according to an
employee for the Dominguez
Brothers Texaco in Big Spring,
prices at their pumps have remain-
ed fairly stable for the past month.

He also pointed out that his sta-
tion is a full service operation and
gas is approximately 10 cents
higher than self-service stations.

““Our prices have remained pret-
ty stable for the past month,” said
Wayne De Vore of De Vore’s Exxon
station. ““I really don’t think the
prices will go down here; or I hope
they don’t.”

De Vore said that a station could
not stay in business if it continued

to sell gas too cheaply. He said the
most time a station could sell below
cost is for ‘‘about a month”.

“I don’t think you will see major
brand companies in Odessa stay
that low very long,”’ he said. “A
guy came through here this morn-
ing and said gas in Dallas was 95.9
cents a gallon.”

Larry Hensley, an Odessa
distributor for Gulf Oil products,
agreed that prices have dropped
some, but said gasoline is selling
now for just about what it was at
the beginning of the year. Hensley
said his buying price has dropped
‘2 or 3 cents in the last 60 days."’

Another Odessa distributor, Don
Wood, operations manager for
Wood Oil Distributing Co., express-
ed doubt that any dealers are hav-
ing to sell below cost, even with the

The ABCs of new state school reform bill

AUSTIN — Now that the Texas
Legislature has finally sewn
together a school reform package,
Texas school boards and ad-
ministrators are beginning to
unravel the new mandates to see
what needs to be done by when.

Many of the changes will begin in
the coming school year or within
the next few years.

In penning a new school finance
plan, lawmakers took from the rich
districts and gave to the poor. The
financial formulas will take effect
this coming school year, with some
extra money poured in to wean
wealthy districts over the next
three years.

“I think the majority of concerns
being expressed by many

superintendents is what effect the
second and third year will have on
local taxes,’”” said Charles Mat-
thews, executive director of the
Texas Association of School
Administrators.

“In many cases where school
districts are receiving less state
aid than last year or minimal in-
creases, there will be tax increases
required to pass on the new
minimum salaries’ for teachers,
said Johnny Veselka, Matthew’s
assistant director.

In other changes, school officials
also must look ahead to the smaller
class sizes and 4-year-old
prekindergarten program which
will take effect in the 1985-86 school
year. Waivers can be sought by the
districts. The 4-year-old program

is voluntary for the parents.

“You'd have to develop plans
now to have any reasonable chance
for additional facilities for 1985-86.
That will be difficult,” Matthews
said.

Texas Association of School
Boards spokeswoman Karen
Bailey said it will be harder for
school boards to draw their
budgets this summer since ‘the
money will be packaged so
differently.

“How much of what you have
been raising will be used for some
of these new ms? Can you

tize? It's hard to make
tho;e decisions in six weeks,"”’ she
said.

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Rains flood East Coasi

Record rainfall saturated the East Coast and New
England on Saturday as showers and thunderstorms
developed ahead of a slow-moving cold front.

Newark, N.J., received 3.66 inches, more rain than
on any other July day of record. The previous record
for a day in July of 3.25 was set on July 13, 1972. New
York City had a record 3.13 inches of rain.

Flash flooding after an average of 3 inches of rain
during the night hit Pennsylvania’s Montgomery and
Chester counties, sweeping cars down roads and leav-
ing people stranded in trees or atop stalled cars.

Showers and thunderstorms also were scattered
from the southern Appalachians through Arkansas
and Missouri to the central high Plains.

Wood said his costs have dropped
about 2% cents a gallon during the
past month. He attributes the lower
pump prices to attempts by dealers
to grab a bigger share of the
business.

Volume in the ine business
is “awfully critical,”” he said.

Wood ies about 15 area sta-
tions, including four company-
owned Merit convenience centers
whose price for unleaded dropped
from $1.10 a gallon to about $1.08 in
the past two weeks. Regular was
selling for about $1.04 a gallon.

Stop N Go Markets also have
reduced pump prices to $1.03 for
regular and $1.08 for unleaded,
Odessa District Manager Glynn
Lambert told the American.

“There’s only one reason we
have dropped our price,” Lambert
said. “The competition has drop-
ped their prices, so we have drop-
ped our prices.”

Although no average price of
gasoline in Odessa was available
for July, the average price for a
gallon of unleaded gas at a self-
service pump in April was $1.15 a
gallon, up from $1.10 in January,
according to the Greater Odessa
Area Chamber of Commerce.

Chamber reports show that dur-
ing 1983, unleaded averaged $1.22 a
gallon at the beginning of January,
$1.15in April, $1.17 in July and $1.10
in October.

Statewide in June, regular
gasoline averaged about $1.04 per
gallon and unleaded was $1.12, ac-
cording to the Texas American
Automobile Association.

Jim Williams, a former assistant

essor of finance at the Univer-
sity of Texas of the Permian Basin,
said he does not foresee a price
war.

“I do not see any great moye-

ment of prices,” said Williams, an
economist who specializes in oil
and gas forecasting.

But he speculated falling prices
may reflect worldwide high inven-
tories of crude oil, which many
countries have stockpiled after
renewed shelling of tankers in the
Persian Gulf.

Unless the conflict escalates
dramatically and curtails
shipments from the Middle East,
he said, gasoline prices probably
will continue downward since
many holding tanks remain near
maximum storage capacity.

Convenience stores often are
able to offer the refined t
cheaper than other dealers
because they do not always buy
brand-name gasoline, Williams
said.

Continuved from page 1-A
cularly hectic for school of-
cials to plan administratively,
she said, since they probably will
need to meet new rules on ex-
tracurricular activity scheduling,
class sizes and a ban on beginning
school before Sept. 1.

In addition, curriculum changes
already mandated by legislators
and the State Board of Education
must be in place by that school
year, she said.

‘‘Between the curriculum
changes, class sizes and when you
can be there and when you can’t, it
will be interesting...to rearrange
resources to do what you are sup-
posed to do,” she said.

Here are some of the highlights
of the education reform bill. Unless
otherwise noted, changes will take
effect for the 1984-85 school year or
upon action by the State Board of
Education.

ADMINISTRATION, STATE

® The existing 27-member State Board of
Education would be abolished, subject to the
swearing in of an appeinted 15-member
board, but no later than Jan. 1, 1985. The U.S.
Justice Department must first approve the
'mmm.

The governor would appoint the members
from names submitted by the newly created
10-member Legislative Education Board,
composed of lawmakers. Appointees’ terms
would expire Jan. 1, 1989, when the board
would become elected. General elections for
those seats would be held in November 1988,

The new members wosld draw lots for twe-
and four-year terms.

The Legislative Education Board will
oversee implementation of education policy,
make recommendations to the Legislature
and review curriculum rules adopted by the
State Board of Education.

® The Commissioner of Education will
serve at the will of the board, rather than for
2 four-year term. The state textbook com-
mittee shall make recommendations direct-
Iy to the State Board of Education, rather
than to the commissioner.

© The University Interscholastic League
must submit its rules for approval to the
State Board of Education.

FINANCE

® A new scheol Minance system will send
more state ald to poer districts and cut fun-
ding for wealthler districts. Transition ald
will be available over the next three years to
ease the blow for scheols losing aid. but these
districts must raise taxes to qualify for that

© The minimum starting teacher salary
will increase from §1,110 per month to §1,520.
Teachers paid accerding te the minimum
salary schedule, with no supplement, will
receive at least §170 a menth more than they
did during the scheel year receatly
completed

Districts that already pay above the
minimum would net be required to give &
salary increase.

© By the 1985-88 school year, each teacher
will be assigned to a career ladder level,
where they will receive bonuses at levels
two, three and four of $2,000, 54,000 and
95,000, respectively. Placement on the lad-
der will based on job performance, educs-
tion, training and experience.

If the state does not provide funds to ade-
quately pay for these supplements, the
scheol districts may reduce the bonus levels

Norman, the long-hitting
Australian who has dominated the
PGA Tour in recent weeks, over-
came a slow start and shot a one-
under-par 71 to take a one-stroke
lead Saturday in the third round of
the $400,000 Western Open Golf
Tournament.

Norman, the man known as the
“Great White Shark,” finished

Peterson takes lead

in Toledo Classic

TOLEDO, Ohio (AP) — Lauri
Peterson came within inches of a
$5,000 ace, fired a women's course
record 7-under-par 65 and assumed
a three-stroke lead over Nancy
Lopez Saturday in the LPGA Jamie
Farr Toledo Classic.

The 24-year-old Arizona State
University product, seeking her se-
cond pro golf victory in 10 months,
made up eight shots in the first nine
holes and 10 strokes in all on falter-
ing 36-hole leader Dianne Dailey.

Peterson, playing the front side
of Glengarry Country Club in
5-under-par 31, posted a 54-hole
total of 205, 11 strokes below par.

However, she had to survive a
back-nine charge by Lopez, bid-
ding for her 29th career victory.
Lopez, who started the round seven
shots behind Dailey, dipped
6-under par in a six-hole stretch to
pull even with Peterson.

Peterson regained the sole lead
with a birdies on the 14th and 15th
holes and stayed on top the rest of
the way.

Lopez shot a 66. She stood at
8-under-par 208 heading into Sun-
day’s final round in the battle for
the first prize of $26,250.

The previous course record were
the 68s by Peterson and Dailey in
the first round Thursday.

Peterson, playing head-to-head
with Dailey in the last threesome of
the cool, cloudy day, birdied five of

her first nine holes, but the most
spectacular came at No. 8.

Her tee shot hit in front of the
hole, bounced once in the cup and
bounded 15 inches past the hole.

That put Peterson 8 under for the
tournament and gave her a two-
shot swing on Dailey. Her playing
partner hit into a bunker and took a
bogey 4 to drop back to 6 under for
the event.

If Peterson had aced the 182-yard

After leaving Florida, Patterson
settled in New Mexico where he
had businesses in Santa Fe and
Roswell.

Another one of Patterson’s new
looks for Comanche includes plan-
ting a row of 14 Mulberry, pine and
willow trees on the sixth hole. “In a
couple of years it will have a tree
line affect on the hole. Golfers will
be able to see the hole much
clearer,” said Patterson.

Another intresting change the
22-year golf pro has made is chang-

ing the direction of play on hole
number 13. Orginally play faced
the direction of Wasson Road
toward the traffic. ‘“This will hel
prevent a few broken wind-
shields,” chuckled Patterson.

Patterson is quick to credit the
community with helping with the
improvement of the course. The ci-
ty purchased the airifier used to
punch holes in the turf while a local
resident Pat Boatler donated a gas
tank for fueling course vehicles.
““The city fathers have given me
tremendous cooperation with the
course.”

Patterson’s workers have also
played an important part in the
upkeep of the course. Sal Diaz
takes care of the greens while Tony
Star is the night waterman. Junior
Bustamante and Val Islas also help
keep Comanche in top shape.

After one year at Comanche Pat-
terson is pleased with the progress
of the course. “One year later we
have accomplished a lot. We're
rounding third and heading home,”’
he said.

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Alaska’s combat fishing

ON THE RUSSIAN RIVER,
Alaska (AP) — If you're seeking
quiet solitude or a real Alaskan
wilderness experience at the con-
fluence of the Russian and Kenai
rivers, you've come to the wrong
place. You'd have better luck in an
Anchorage bar, or your $100-a-
night hotel room.

This is the annual red salmon run
— 24 hours a day of craziness in hip
waders, shoulder-to-shoulder
sockeye slaughter. Some call it
Combat Fishing.

One of Alaska’s most famous
sport-fishing rivers, the Russian in
recent years has become, during
the fishing season, more like New
York City’s Coney Island than the
wild place it once was. The Kenai
Peninsula river is accessible by
road to about half of Alaska’s
460,000 residents; it's also a
favored spot among tourists.

“It's a meat market down
there,”’ said Dixon Sherman, a U.S.
Forest Service recreation techni-
cian. “I fish for fun, and that's not
even fun.”

‘“There’s too many people. You
just stand shoulder-to-shoulder to

ish — and it’s not even bad today,”
said Anchorage painting contrac-
tor Chuck Reichenbach as he wad-
ed out of the river.

On a recent night six fishermen

— two on one bank, four on the
other — tangled their lines for the
umpteenth time, creating a bird’s
nest of monofilament and flies
dangling about three feet above the
current.

A fish looking
for a little excitement nailed a fly
low in the hole and zipped
upstream, darting between legs
and hauling lines with it. When it
was over, every fisherman at the
hole was involved in one tangle or
another. Several had stepped in
over their boots and at least one
plopped down unceremoniously in
the current. The fish made it
through safely.

“Boy, this is fun,” said one
fisherman as he sloshed toward a
smoky campfire on shore to empty
his waders. ‘‘Yessir, this is real
fun.”

For six weeks every summer,
thousands of red, or sockeye,
salmon in two separate runs rocket
up the small, fast-running Russian
River from the Kenai River to
spawn in Upper Russian Lake.

“I don’t know many who aren’t
enthused,’’ said Anchorage
minister Ray Jeska as he warmed
up by a campfire near the river.
“Even if it is crowded.”

Currying favor in a North Dallas suburb

RICHARDSON (AP) — Just as he would do in New
Delhi, Calcutta or Bombay, market manager Igbal
Patel carefully weighed and bargained for baskets of
ledsanddoodhibmghtinbyafamilyfmmthe
B seetsd uding

He the fresh vegetables, including the
squash-like doodhi, to stock his depleted shelves
before the daily rush of Indian shoppers arrived.

But this small market is not located along a crowd-
ed street in a city of India. Instead it is in the shadow
of busy North Cental Expressway, where a handful
of Indian stores have opened, catering to the steady
influx of Indians moving to Richardson.

“It is a limited market here, but here is much de-
mand now for Indian products,” said Patel, manager
of Tajmahal Imports at Richardson Heights Shopp-
ing Plaza. “There was a time when a store like this
cg:.l:'not have existed here, and now we have a
store.”

Patel says about 200 Indian families live in
Richardson. Other Indian merchants say that of the

. 5,000 Indians living in the Dallas and Fort Worth

area, more than 3,000 live in the northern Dallas
suburbs. Most have moved into the area during the

past five years.

Indicative of the growing Indian community in the
area is the arrival last week of Satya Devji, an In-
dian guru who came to the United States to visit with

~ Indians in Richardson and neighboring suburbs.

The small Indian community is much less visible

than the Chinese community in Richardson, where

scores of Chinese businesses have changed the face
of Greenville Avenue. But like the Chinese, members
of the Indian community say they are attracted to
suburbs such as Richardson because of the
availability of engineering and high-tech jobs and
good schools.

In India, religious factionalism has divided the
country and spurred renewed violence. In Richard-
son, that strife is not apparent.

“I think maybe it has something do with us being a
minority,” said Raj Sharma, 41, a Richardson resi-
dent and part owner of an Indian clothing store
across the street from the Indian market. ‘“When we
are outside (of India), we are like one family.”

_Prompted by the growing numbers of Indians ar-
riving in Richardson, Sharma and his cousin, Rita
Sharma, in December opened what they say is the
only store that sells nothing but saris, the brightly
colored clothing worn by many Indian women. Most
of their customers are Indians, although the ‘‘Priya
Sarees’ store sign outside also attracts an occa-
sional Westerner.

“There was a time when it was very difficult to
find products from India,” said Sharma, who also
owns a video store in North Dallas. ‘“The businesses
now fit the demand.”

_The demand by Indians for Indian products is not
limited to Richardson. There are two Indian
groceries in Mesquite, two in Garland and others in
Irving, Arlington and Fort Worth, said Patel, who
lives in Garland.

Tiny horses mount hurdle

to saddle state’s respect

WHITESBORO, Texas (AP) — Bigger isn’t always
better. Just ask the folks at the NFC Miniature Horse
Farm just southeast of here. They figure any horse
more than 34 inches tall is too big. And that ain’t a
very big mount, pardner.

Miniature horses are gaining rity, accor-

to manager-trainer Jackie Crisp, and the goal of
is to be the top farm in the country with the
smallest horses.

Boasting 161 miniature horses on the 154-acre
farm, Crisp said he thinks the farm is well on it’s way
to being number one. To back up that claim, he has a
room full of trophies and ribbons from shows around
the country.

Crisp, with some help from his sons, runs the NFC
Farm, which is owned by Bob and Sandy Erwin of
Dallas. Erwin is the president of National Family
Care (NFC) of Dallas.

In order to reach the goal of having the smallest
horses, Crisp said they have purchased several of the
tiny critters in the past few months.

One of the most recent aquisitions is a 26'%2-inch
horse named Lil' Hustler. Crisp said he purchased
the 10-year-old miniature horse for $20,000 from a
farm in Virginia for b . “‘Smaller
horses have more value,” he said, and he hopes Lil’
Hustler will father smaller horses.

Crisp said he and Lil’ Hustler flew in a passenger
airliner from Virginia to Texas — the horse traveling
below with the freight in a 34-inch tall crate.
Anything less than 34 inches tall is allowed to travel
on an airliner.

Since last December, Crisp said nearly $400,000
has been spent in pursuit of the goal of being the top
miniature horse breeder. Not only have they bought
horses, but they've remodeled the barn, which in-
cludes miniature stalls for the horses, an office and
showroom and facilities for visiting horsemen.

Crisp runs the farm with the help of his children,
especially his three sons, Jackie, 14; James, 13, and
Jarrett, 6. They help with the horses and participate
in the shows.

““The horses are small and easy to handle and they
have a good temperament so the the younger kids
can work with them,” Crisp said. His 5-year-old
daughter, Jennifer, recently won three trophies at a
horse show with one of the undersized equines.

Jarrett, the youngest of the boys, isn’t much taller
than the horses, but he handles them easily, Crisp
said, and he’s not afraid of them.

““I like making money,’’ the 6-year-old said, grinn-
ing, “but I don’t like to work."

Crisp said the maximum height for a miniature
horse is 34 inches and there are only about 6,000 of
them registered in the United States. The mini-
horses are measured from the last hair on the mane
to the ground.

Fewer than 300 of this country’s miniature horses
are less than 30 inches tall and 17 of them are at NFC
Farm, Crisp said.

“They’re smart little horses,”’ Crisp said. “‘They
can sit and walk on their hind legs on command.”

And there are advantages to owning the miniature
animals, said Crisp.

Abbott also worked as a publicist for campaigns of John Connally and
John F. Kennedy. He was in charge of a banquet in Austin for President
Kennedy on Nov. 22, 1963 — an event that never was held. Kennedy was
assassinated earlier that day in Dallas.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: I read
that you should only run every
other day. Is it OK to do other
things besides run on the alternate
days? — S.E.

The answer hinges on what your
goal is in running. If you are runn-
ing to be the best runner in the
world, you can run every day; but
you shouldn’t run with the utmost
intensity each and every day. For
example, you can go all out on
Monday, but on Tuesday take it
easier. That gives your muscles a
chance to repair tl:ieta:elves. The
gains in s an tance will
come. Gmuy speaking, you
should have at least one full day of
rest every week.

If you are running solely for the
purposes of health, three or four
running days a week is enough to
condition your heart. And, of
course, it's perfectly OK to vary
your exercises. You can alternate
your running with days of swimm-
ing or bicycling.

Nobody ever said exercise for
health had to be boring. Again, 1
am talking here of the person who
is not out to set Olympic records in
physical activity, but of those who
just want to stay healthy and have
a little fun in the bargain.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: It is said
that coconut oil has cholesterol in
it. Well, what about Brazil nuts? Do
they contain cholesterol also?
What about peanut butter? — J K.

No plant product contains
cholesterol. It is strictly an animal
product.

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New “Total Hip” procedure introduced

The first cement-free total hip
replacements to be done in Big Spr-
ing were completed during May at
Malone-Hogan Hospital.

This orthopedic surgery techni-
que, in use for only two to three
years, still is limited primarily to
medical schools and metropolitan

medical centers. It is new on the.

local medical scene.

The “total hip” is a procedure in
which a patient’s diseased hip is
replaced with a metal prosthesis.
Many persons suffering severe ar-
thritis or other hip diseases must
have total hip replacements to
relieve pain and increase mobility.

The standard method for years
has been to secure the artificial hip
to the patient’'s own bone with
cement.

“The problem has been that
there can be eventual loosening of

After all, who knows more about gas grills than

the cement,”” said Dr. R. K. Reddy
who introduced the new technique
to Big Spring. Dr. Reddy had
earlier brought to Big Spring a
similar technique of cement-free
tota) knee replacements.

Dr. Reddy indicated that the
longevity of cemented hip
replacements has not been as great
as might be desired. Also, if the ar-
tificial hip loosens, surgeons find
that the very cement which made
the operation possible hinders
repair.

“Cemented hips can last 10 or 15
yeais,”” said Dr. Reddy, an or-
thopedic surgeon at Malone and
Hogan Clinic. “Beyond that we
don’t know."”

‘“That’s not as critical with an
older patient, but it’s a vital con-
cern for someone 35, 40 or 50 years
old,” Dr. Reddy said.

Porous-Coated Anatomical Hip is
the name of the piece of metal that
has taken the place of painful, ar-
thritic hips for two Big Spring
residents. The device is unique
because smooth metal surfaces
that formerly had to be bonded to
bone with cement are covered with
a porous layer of cobalt-chrome
beads.

Though that layer is only 1.5 mm
thick and the pores only 425
microns wide, the porous coating
enables natural bone growth to do
the cementing. The patient’s own
bone grows right into the metallic
pores of the artificial hip.

Many researchers believe the
natural fixation of the Porous-
Coated Anatomical Hip will be
longer lasting than current cemen-
ting techniques, pehaps even
indefinite.
