Class B licenses are for buses 

with more than 24 passengers or 
for vehicles weightog more than 
2,400 pounds in gross w ei^t. 
Class C licenses, similar to the 
old operators’ licenses, are for 
two a x le -s in g le  v eh ic les  
weighing under 2,400 pounds in 
gross weight cm* canning less 
than 24 people.

Oil glut, low prices threaten cartel unity

At the same 
time, they staged a tactical 
retreat, decreeing the first price 
cut in the organization’s 24-year 
hbtory, from ^  to $29 a barrel.

Delinquent 
farm loans 
reach 50%

WASHING’TON (A P ) -  A litUe 
over half of the 30,000 or so Texas 
farmers who have taken out $1.5 
tdllion in federal loans are behind 
on their payments, but the federal 
government doesn’t expect to be 
owning a lot of farms.

The policy of the U.S. Depart­
ment of Agriculture b  “if anybody 
has a c h a ^  of making it, we stay 
with them,” said Merlin Aycock of 
the Farmers Home Adminbtra- 
tion, the fanner’s lender of last 
resort.

Most of Texas’ total $13.7 billion 
farm debt b  in commercbl loans, 
but in 1983, Texas took out more 
federal farm loans than any other 
state — tan million. Arkansas was 
second with $151 million. FmHA 
has a total of about $25 billion loan­
ed nationally.

Texas’ 51 percent delinquency 
rate b  fourth mghest in the nation, 
Aycock said. Florida has 61 per­
cent, Georgia 60 percent and 
Arizona 57 percent.

Aycock said the figures are 
mbleading anyway because any 
borrower more than 15 days bte on 
payments b  categorized as “delin­
quent.” He said the department 
has no figures on how many are 
further behind than that.

“We’re not unduly concerned” 
about the delinquency rate, he 
said.

The Texas Departm ent of 
Agriculture b  conceroed about the 
delinquency rate and has charged

A' weak Ugh-preiiura dome over the deep South 
pumped light breiesm into Texas today, producing partly 
doudy sUes and steamy humidity in die eastern half and 
clear skies and milder temperatures in western sections.

ALBANY — Gov. Mario Cuomo, who will

Cuomo “ looks and 
talks like one of the 
characters who got gun­
ned down at the end of 
‘The Godfather,’” col­
umnist Joseph Sobran 
wrote in a r^erence to 
the novel and movie 
about a fictitious Mafia 
family.

Cuomo said Friday 
that Sobran’s remark “appeals to the very worst 
instinct in our people.”

“We have w ork^  for generations to overcome 
words like kike, wop; guinea, Jap — all those ugly 
sounds that are used to denigrate ethnic groups,” 
Cuomo told the Albany Times-Union, which 
published the column locally on Thursday.

Sobran, whose coliunn is distributed through 
Universal Press Syndicate, could not be locaM  
for comment Friday by tbe newspaper. The 
Associated Press t r i^  to reach him through the 
syndicate and The National Review, wh«% he is a 
senior editor, but phone caUs went unanswered.

The remark came in an analysis of the 
Democratic presidential race and Wtdter F. Mon­
dale’s interviews with possible running mates.

“ ... He probably shouldn’t yield to the feminists 
who want him to take a woman to be his lawful 
wedded running mate. He needs a man Just to 
balance the ticket. Gov. Mario Cuomo of New 
York looks and talks like one of the characters 
who got gunned down at the end of “The God­
father,’ but under the circumstances that may ac­
tually make him an asset,” Sobran wrote.

State vs. church
N icaragua expels 10 priests in crackdown

MANAGUA (AP ) — The government on Monday 
ordered 10 foreign Roman Catholic priests to leave 
the country, accusing them of anti-government ac­
tivity and planning “to provoke a confrontation bet­
ween the church and tbe state.”

The expulsions followed a protest march, led by 
the archbishop of Managua, in support of a priest ac­
cused by the leftist Sandinista government of aiding 
rebels.

In a communique Monday evening, the govern­
ment said it expelled four priests who were from 
Spain, one from Canada, two from Costa Rica, two 
from Italy and one from Panama.

“The reason for cancelling their residency permits 
is that they have violated the laws of the country and 
were carrying out labors against the government 
and taking part in plans to, lunvoke a confrontation 
between the church and tlw state,” a communique 
from the Foreign Relations Ministi^ said.

The Interior Ministry identified the expelled 
clerics as Francisco San Martin, Vicente Caudelli, 
Santiago Anuitua and Francisco Cassell, from 
Spain; Benito Laplante of Canada; Manuel Huerta 
and Jose Joaquin Montero, of Costa Rica; Mario 
Fiamdri and Benito Petito, of Italy, and Mario 
Madriz, from Panama.

It was not immediately clear whether they had 
taken part in the march.

Tbe communique said the Sandinistas had met 
recently with church officials and tried to persuade 
them to adopt an attitude of “sensibility.”

• ■•“But ter ftxnn accepting this call for sensibility... 
they have be «i devd^ing a plan... to heighten sup- 
p o ^  contradictions and have been complementing 
the aggressions against Nicaragua,” the communi­
que said.

Archbishop Miguel Obando y Bravo led 27 Roman 
Catholic priests and 300 other people in the half-mile 
march from the Monte Tabor Church to the 
seminary where the Rev. Luis Amado Pena is stay­
ing dining the government investigation.

“This was a pilgrimage of solidarity and support 
for Father Pena, but there are people who (17 to 
twist our intentions,” Obando y Bravo said. “ It cer­
tainly is not a political march.”

“We don’t want a confrontation of any kind with 
anybody, and neither do we want an ideological

revolution, because the church always has been 
against totalitarianism of the right or the left,” he 
said in a homily delivered in the seminary gardens.

The march was held despite restrictions on 
demonstrations under the national state of emergen­
cy, which has been in effect since March 1962 
bMause of attacks by U.S.-supported rebels trying to 
overthrow the Sandinistas. Police and three military 
vehicles trailed about 300 yards behind the mar­
chers, but no incidents were reported.

Before the government communique was issued, 
the archbishop had said four foreign priests were ar­
rested and would be expelled.

After the march, a priest at Calasanzn Catholic 
High School, who asked to remain anonymous, said 
two teachers at the school, Caudelli and Cassell, 
were arrested, presumably by immigration agents, 
and taken to the international airport.

At the Don Bosco Catholic Youth Center, Montero 
and Fiamdri were arrested by people who appeared 
to be immigration agents and taken to the airport, 
according to a priest and a secretary at the center.

“This is the answer from the Interior Ministry to 
our march,” Obando y Bravo said in a statement. 
“This is evidence that Marxism is trying to eliminate 
the church in Nicaragua because Marxism is the 
enemy of the church.”

An Interior Ministry communique issued Sunday 
said Obando y Bravo would be considered responsi­
ble “ for the policy he is promoting.” In his homily 
Sunday, the archbishop urged churchgoers not to be 
provok^ during the demonstration.

On June 20, Interior MinistecTomas Borge accus­
ed Pena of supplying explosives and hand grenades 
to the rebels. The Bishop Conference of Nicaragua 
has said the allegations against Pena were false and 
designed to discredit the church.

The government has been at odds with the church, 
which accuses it of being totalitarian and has called 
for discussions with the insurgents.

The day after the accusations against Pena were 
made, about 1,000 pro-government demonstrators in­
vaded a church in the capital and broke up the even­
ing Mass. Nicaragua is predominantly Catholic, and 
the church is considered the last viable independent 
force inside the country.
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News in briefn
Soviet fleet damaged

LONDON — A series of explosions at a major 
Soviet ammunition depot disabled the Soviet 
navy’s northern fleet and killed at least 200 navy 
personnel, Jane’s Defense WedUy reported 
today.

The May 13 blasts that rocked the Severomorsk 
base on the Kola Peninsula, about 60 miles from 
Norway, destroyed about about two-thirds of the 
northern fleet’s surface-to-air and ship-to-ship 
missiles, Jane’s said.

In its report, the authoritative defense publica­
tion said destruction at the base, about 900 miles 
north of Moscow, “re p rin ts  the greatest 
disaster to occur in the Soviet navy since World 
War II.”

British tanker attacked
BAHRAIN — A British tanker was hit by two 

missiles fired from an unidentified warplane in 
the Persian Gulf today, according to marine ship­
ping sources and the ship's insurer, Lloyd’s of 
London.

The international insurer confirmed that the 
vessel, the 133,000-ton British Renown, was hit in 
gulf waters east of Bahrain.

Marine sources here said the attack took place 
72 miles northeast of Bahrain.

Taiwan miners trapped
TAIPEI — Fire swept a coal mine northeast of 

Taipei today and police said they feared 133 
miners were trapped in a tunnel. It was Taiwan’s 
second mine disaster in a month.

Police said an early report that three miners 
had made their way to safety was incorrect. 
Authorities said no miners escaped the tunnel 
where the fire occurred.

UK longshoremen strike
LONDON — Authorities said key British ports 

were shut down today as dockworkers began a na­
tionwide strike, their first in 12 years, in a poten­
tially crippling dispute linked to the 17-week-oId 
walkout by coal miners.

'  London, Liverpool, Manchester, Southampton, 
Bristol, Cardiff, Glasgow and most of the coun­
try’s smaller ports were at a standstill after 
leaders of the Transport and General Workers 
Union ordered the union’s 35,000 longshoremen off 
the docks.

Brush fire blackens California

Beirut protests end
BEIRUT — Families of civil war hostages to­

day ended four days of protests that paralyzed 
Beirut with burning tires and barricade of Junk, 
allowing the seaport, airport and major traffic 
crossings to resume normal operations.

The army command said four roads linking 
Christian east and mostly Moslem west Beirut 
were clear of the debris that had kept them clos­
ed. The protests had stalled the government’s 
plan to reunify the city and halt the nine-year civil 
warfare between rival militias.

The crossings were declared open to two-way 
traffic this morning, and four ships from Europe 
and Latin America sailed into Beirut’s harbw, 
carrying grain, iron bars and paper.

2 killed in derailment
PRAGUE — Two people were killed and eight 

seriously hurt when five cars of the Kosice- 
Prague express train derailed outside the city, ac­
cording to the official news agency CTK.

The accident took place Monday at Uvaly, 
about 13 miles east of Prague. A commission 
headed by the Minister of Transport was in­
vestigating the cause.

An unspecified number of other passengers suf­
fered minor injuries and were not hospitalized, 
the report said.

LAKE ISABELLA, Calif. (AP) -  A stub­
born fire racing across 14,100 acres of 
steep, rocky tnrushlands in blistering heat 
defied 1,400 firefighters and 15 air tankers 
to^y  as it burned far a fourth day in the 
remote southern Sierra Nevada.

The blaze, which has caused an 
estimated $250,000 in damage, might not be 
contained until Thursday, officials said. 
The fire may have been started by so­
meone illegally burning debris, said forest 
service sidesm an John Louth.

Nurses end 
5 -w eek strike

ST. PAUL , Minn. (A P )  -  
Hospitals were gearing up today to 
return to full operations after 
registered nurses overwhelmingly 
ratified a three-year contract to 
end the largest nurses’ strike in 
U.S. history.

Nurses voted 3,014 to 37 on Mon­
day to approve the pact with 18 
h o^tals, including the 18 that 
were struck for five weeks, accor­
ding to the Minnesota Nurses 
Association, which represents 6,300 
nurses.

In their eagerness to overturn a wise 1962 Supreme Court 
decision invalidating organized vocal prayer in the public 
schools as a violation of the constitutional guarantee of 
religious freedom, the promoters of school prayer have gotten 
the Senate to pass a jerry-built religious access measure that 
doubtless raises more questions than they anticipated. The 
amendment giving studrat religious groups the same right as 
other organizatimus to meet on public school property was at­
tached in the Senate to a popular H ouse-pass^ bill (Htividing 
federal aid fen* teaching mathematics and science. The idea 
was that the House would be forced to accept a religious provi- 
si<m inccHixNrated by a conference committee in the final bill.

In M ay the House rejected a so-called religious access bill 
because of many legitimate objections. It would have elevated 
religious speech, for example, above all other forms of speech 
by cutting off fe ^ ra l aid to schools only for their denial of ac­
cess to tlut kind of expression; it would have left schools free 
to set a minimum stu^n t participation requirement, thus ef­
fectively barring religious groups with fewer members; it 
would have allowed adult leaders, including clergy, to lead 
doctrinal discussim  <m* worship services. To meet these objec­
tions, the Senate bill would prohibit schools from barring a 
student meeting on the basis of “ religious, political, 
philosophical or other content of speech,” would prtriiibit 
meetings from being barred by a limit on the number of par­
ticipants, would prevent persons not connected with the school 
from conducting, controlling or regularly attending, such 
meetings. ^

While forcing a backdoor opening for prayer, the Senate bill, 
we assume, would also force admission for the Karl Marx 
Club or the Student Klan. That may be more free speech than 
its sponsors bargained for.

Energy tightens nuke security

WASHINGTON -  Terrorist 
groim  are known to be trying to' 
steal the ultimate terror weapon: a 
nuclear bomb. Security experts 
fear they will not only succeed but 
could sneak the bomb right out of 
the U.S. arsmal.

F w  two years, I have warned 
that security is lax at our nuclear 
weapons plants. These facilities 
are operated by the Energy 
Department, which belatedly has 
started to tighten its security 
arrangements.

Energy Secretary Donald Hodel 
shut down a weapons-assembly 
plant at Los Alamos, N.M., afto* a 
security team easily penetrated
the plant’s most sensltiw areas in 

loac'tUadmodc'tUack. If they had been real 
terrorists, they could have stolen 
plutsnium to make a nuclear 
device or perhaps swiped the 
device itself.

Hodel has also put more guards 
on the p a ^ U  at other nuclear 
weapons plants and has set up a 
training center in Albuquerque. 
But my sources in the Energy 
Department say these moves may 
be too little and too late.'

The people who are responsible 
for the W  security at the weapons 
plants, meanwhile, have been 
routinely rewarded for their 
negligence. For examfrie, Gen. 
William Hoover runs the ofhee of 
m ilitary  application, which 
oversees weapons-plant programs. 
He has just been ncMninated for 
promotion to assistant secretary 
for defense programs.

Members <rf Congress, however, 
are concerned about the casual at­
titude toward security at the plants 
Who'S nuclear bombs are made. 
Rep. John Dingell, D-Mich.,

o r d e r e d  a c o n g r e s s i o n a l  
investigation.

Now be has written a stinging let­
ter to Sen. John Tower. R-Texas, 
chairman of the Armed Services 
Committee, about Hoover. There 
has been no indication, Dingell 
charged, that Hoover t ^  “any 
meanin^ul action to correct a 
deplorable situation.” In fact, he 
actually tried to mislead a House 
committee on the extent of the 
security problem, wrote Dingell. 
Tower has quietly postponed 
Hoover’s nomination hearing.

Meanwhile, my associates John 
Dillon and Indy Badhwar have 
turned up more appalling ex­
amples of the Ene^ty Depart­
ment’s security breachsp:

•  ’The department has a disturb­
ing habit of mislaying itop secret 
documents. Seven of t h ^  sen­
sitive documents were lost 
sometime before July 1980, but the 
department waited two years 
before even launching an in­
vestigation into the d isap ­
pearances. Five of the papm  
originated at the National Security 
Council, and the responsiUe of­
ficials told the council that the 
documents had accidoitally been 
destroyed. According to my 
sources, the truth is that officials 
haven’t the foggiest notion what 
happened to the secret papers.

e In another embarrassing 
snafu, eight cartons of classified 
document were sent from Los 
Alamos to a Rockville, Md., oun- 
pany that wasn’t cleared to receive 
them.

e Last October, construction 
drawings for a nuclear facility in 
Portsmouth, Ohio, w o e  found in 
woods near the town. The plans in­

cluded details of the plant’s securi­
ty systems. Officials maintained 
that the drawings contained no sen­
sitive information. Dingell was 
dubious about this claim and wrote 
to National Security Adviser 
Robert McFarlane, demanding 
“how any security plans can be 
c o n s i d e r e d  a n y t h in g  bu t  
sensitive.”

•  Classified documents turned 
up in a lounge chair sent to the 
Ctetrict of Columbia’s prison in 
LorUm, Va.

•  While letting genuine secrets 
slip its grasp, the E n o ^  Deprt- 
ment has d^beratdy  used its 
classification stamp “to conceal in­
efficiency and administrative er­
ror; to m ivttit ambarrassment, 

• delay theand to delay the rkI$aso of tntaflha- 
tion that does not require protec­
tion in the interests of national 
security,” Dingell wrote.

•  An independent assessment 
team found numerous security pro­
blems in 1980. DOE offichUs’ 

was to disband the team. 
_ to correct the basic pro­

blem , Dingell has introduced 
legislation that would create an in­
dependent Office of Safeguards 
Evaluation within the Energy 
Department. Hodel and his top 
a id a  oppose the legislation.

Footnote: H ie Navy is so fearful 
that ternwists might get their 
hands on nuclear weapons that a 
secret directive has gone out to 
fleet commanders around the 
wOTld. It orders them to make sure 
they have available the capability 
to “neutralize nuclear and conven­
tional terrorist explosive devices.”

and me into museums and galleries 
during vacations. I flgured vaca­
tions were for amusement parks, 
zoos, swimming poob and fancy 
restaurants and not for boing  
histoy lessons.

W bm  I got married last faU it 
didn’t occur to me that my history- 
loving husband might want to visit 
museums on his vacations.

Last week, however, we spent 
irienty of time in museums, stopp­
ing at historical markers and circl­
ing monuments from here to 
Galvestm.

At first 1 grumbled. “ I don’t want 
to spend my whole week off in some 
museum,” I said on the way to 
Houston. My husband had circled 
the small town of Richmond on the 
map. Here, according to Texas 
history, the famous Texas spy 
Erastus “D ea f’ Smith is bu ri^ . 
My husband, who is involved with a 
project about Smith, insisted on 
stopping in Richmond.

H ie church was destroyed 
in a storm and Smith’s gravesite 
has been lost, but behind the 
museum was a gravestone for 
Smith. Finding th m  things gave 
him a character I had overlooked 
in history books.

We d iw e  to an old cemetary in 
Richmond, located across the 
railroad tracks in a grove of trees. 
From the road the cemetery looks 
like any other, but once inside the 
grounds even those who have no 
use for history can’t help but 
wonder about the families who liv­
ed in Richmond years ago.

In that cemetery are the graves 
of figures out of Texas history such 
as Blb'abeau Lamar. As the clouds 
cleared and the sun began filtering 
through the trees, 1 found myself 
eojo3ring this histo^ lesson.

After Richmond we headed for 
Galveston, which is anotho' living 
lesson. Between walking down the 
shoreline and touring the shops, we 
saw tum-of-the-century homes, a 
palace of a house that belongs to 
the Catholic (riiurch and read pla­
ques explaining the destruction 
caused by the hurricane of 19(X) in 
which 6,(XM) peofrie lost their lives.

It is possible for a person to develop a MnH of 
pneumonitis (inflammatian of the lungi) from 
brattling in the oil droplets carried away from a 
burning poison oak or pidson ivy brush fin . So care 
must be taken..

For A .D.: You may be one of the few (about 15 
percent) who are toknnt of the substances. Or you 
may be one of a much larger percentage who are 
temporarily insensitive to it, but who Uter will 
develop a sensitivity and be affected Juit like your 
friends. So the best rule is to avoid it anyway. I can’t 
describe all the various forms of these poison 
leaves, but the best guide is to “stay away from 
leaves of three.”

You should also wash the oil off any portton of the 
skin exposed. Most spread to other b o ^  parts is 
from unwise'scratching by contaminated flee rs . 
CSiange exposed clothing, for that too cen carry the 
resin substance. Dogs may cayry the resin on their 
fur.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: I have aa enlarged pn^ 
state gland, which 1 am informed is not caacerons. 
Will I still require surgery to eliminate the enlarge­
ment? —  R.R.

This is a Judgment call for your physician. If he is 
convinced that the enlargement is benign, and if the 
enlargement is not causing you any distress (such 
as urinary disruption) then he may decide to do 
nothing. You shoiild discuss this with him. He will 
explain his reasoning for or against sirgery at this 
time. Your other questions are answ m ^ in the 
booklet you write for, “The Pesky Prostate,” which

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: Wenld yea please 
die cam collagen dioeasc?

You have placed a big order. Many illnesses are 
included under the Uanket phrase — collagen 
diseaae. lliey  include the i^ -k n ow n  ailment, 
rheumatoid arthritis, and ones with less familiar 
names, like periarateritls nodosa. Hiose are Just 
two of literally dosens.

And collagen diseses are also called “connective 
tissue” diseases. Connective tissues is the kind that 
gives form to the body; R’a present in thing* Uke 
tendons, skin, bones, cartilage, etc. Collagen is, in 
fact, the major material of such connective tissue. 
Because coimective tissue is in so many iriaces in 
the body, the symptoms of its variouis ailments are 
widespread. For examples, connective tissue en­
cases Joints, hings and the heart.

’These are not allergic illnesses in the sense that 
we normally interpret that phrase, in the sense that 
hay fever, for exmaple, is. But loosdy speaking, 
th ^  nuy he thought of as self-allergies. more 
correct term would be immunological disease. For 
it does seem that these tissues may evoke an inner 
allergy, thought of as being a reaction by the body 
against itself. And if you are a regular reader of this 
column, you have seen me mention such illnesses on 
many occasions.

Arthritis sufferers can be helped. For a copy of 
the booklet, “How You Can Control Arthritis,” 
which discusses many types of arthritis and related 
J (^ t diseases as well as effective treatments and 
medications, write to Dr. Donohue, P.O. Box 11210, 
Chicago, IL  00611.

Proper care helps shoes last longer
NEW  YORK (AP) -  With proper 

care, repair and maintenance, 
well-made shoes should last a long 
time, according to industry 
sources. These suggestions can 
hdp you stretch the life of your 
shoes, as w d l as your shoe-* 
shopping dollars.

Keep shoes perished. ’This is the 
single most important thing you 
can do for maintenance.

Be vigilant about heel and sole 
maintenance. Don’t wait until the 
heris have worn down past the 
lifts; you nuy not be able to repair 
them then.

Don’t wear “good” shoes in the 
rain; keep a pair of “rain” shoes at 
the office for emergencies.

Allow shoes to air overnight 
baore returning them to the closet. 
Never store footwear near a source 
of heat.

s

As part of daily maintenance, in­
spect shoes for stains. Stains that 
have a chance to “settle in” will be 
harder to remove later: For 
alcohol stains, use more alcohol. 
Gently rub a light coat over the en­
tire shoe, focusing on the stains.

Allow to dry; then polish with a 
rich cream.

For grease and oil on heavy 
leather work boots, try rubber ce­
ment. Brush it on sraringly and 
when dry, rub it off. The stain 
should be absorbed by the cement.

To remove winter’s salt stains, 
mix a solution of warm water and 
white vinegar in equal parts. Dab 
this “brew” over the entire shoe 
(sole and heel, too), focusing on the 
stains. Allow to dry naturally; then 
condittan and poUah.

To revive rain-soaked shoes, 
stuff newspaper into them. ’This 
will help your shoes to nuintain 
their nahu^ shape while you allow 
them to air dry. But, better still, 
use preventive measures:

Use a silicooe spray around the 
sole and seam areas to keep water 
out. However, avoid silicones on 
suedes and on light-colored 
leathers. Do not use mink oil on 
suede. Use only waterprooflng pro­
ducts made for suede.

Take care of your shoes daily 
Shoes that are well-polished a ^  
maintained repel water better.

To avoid a sticky situation caus­
ed by the IV4 pint of perspiration 
the 250,000 sweat glands in your 
feet produce each day:

Change shoes daily. They need to 
air and dry out. Change socks or 
hosiery frequently; wear absor­
bent cotton socks. Buy breathable 
shoes.

In addition to caring for your 
shoes properly, it is even more im­
portant to fit your shoes correctly: 

Never buy shoes that are too 
small, expecting to “break” them 
in as you ^o ; instead, you will 
“break in” your feet!

When buying shoes; be certain to 
vary heel heights to prevent 
foreshortening of the Achilles ten­
don and calf muscle. 'Diis painful 
affliction can affect women in high 
heels as weU as men in cow b^  
boots.

In my last column I discussed the good and not-so-good 

selections that National League fans made for their All-Star 
starters.

Since the game will be played tonight it’s only fitting that 
today’s space is devoted to how well American League fans 
know their baseball.

First base was really a tough decision for the fans. They 
had five .300 hitters players to choose from. The fans went 
with sentimental favorite Rod Carew, an aging veteran with 
excellent bat control. I ’m with the fans, give me Rod any 
day.

The other four players are power hitters and rbi men in 
Ekldie Murphy of Baltimore (66 R B I’s ), W illie Upshaw of 
Toronto (51 R B I’s ), Ken Herbeck of Minnesota (41 R B I’s) 
and Yankees’ rookie sensation Don Mattingly (49 RBI’s ). 
Murphy and Mattingly were selected as reserves.

Second base honors are in the hands of Detroit’s Lou 
Whitaker and his .302 average. Bobby Grich of California is 
another sentimental choice for runner-up even though his 
.248 batting average is something less to be d^ired. 
American League coach Joe Altotelli did a good job in 
selecting Torrato second sacker Damaso Garcia, who 
spmts a .306 average.

’The fans really went overboard when they selected Kan­
sas City’s George Brett as the starting thii^ baseman. I ’ll 
grant you the man is having a decent year — six homers, 23 
R B I’s and a .286 batting average. This is even more 
rem arkable when you consider he missed seven weeks due 
to an injury.

Texas Rangers’ Buddy Bell is having just as good of a 
season (.304) and has bw n healthy all year. He still has a 
good glove. He can’t help it because he’s playing with the 
Arlington Strangers, uh.. Texas Rangers. Fourtunately he 
was picked to the squad.

Unlike the National League, the Amnerican League short- 
s U ^  carry some big sticks. The fans did a good job when 
they selected Baltimore’s (}a l Ripken (13-39-.293) as the 
starter. Alan Trammell ot Detroit was a close second and 
rightly so with his .310 average, eight homers and 41 R B I’s.

Robin Yount of Milwaukee (6-35-306) is another shortstop 
capable of being a starter. Unfortunatley he didn’t get 
selected to the team.

The voting for the catcher’s position was very dissapoin- 
ting. Lance Parish of Detroit got the starting nod with his 
.275 average, 14 homers and 43 R B I’s. I almost got sick- 
when I learned that Carlton Fisk finished second in the 
voting despite his dishearting .197 average.

The man that should have received the starting job is Jim 
Sunberg of Milwaukee. He is rated as one of the b ^ t  defen­
sive catchers in the gam e and spcrts a .286 batting average. 
I ’m glad Altobelli saw the light and put “Sunny” on the 
squad.

Now we get to the outfield where one man is definitely out 
of — that being Reggie Jackson. Now don’t get me wrong, I 
like Reggie. He’s a clutch performer, but his .239 batting 
average, 11 homers and 36 R B I’s are not starting 
credentials.

Dave Winfield of the Yankees is starting material with his 
league-leading .371 batting average. Chet Lemon (12 
homers, 48 R BI’s ) rounds out the list of starters. Jim Rice of 
Boston ( 14-60-.276) rightfully deserves to be starting in front 
of Reggie.

Ricky Henderson of Oakland, Andre Thorton of 
Cleveland, roc^ie A1 Davis of Seattle and Tony Aram as of 
Boston are all able and willing as reserves.

In the surprise department Oakland’s Dave Kingman, 
who leads the majors in homers with 21, despite missing 
three weeks with a knee injury, Chicago’s Rob Kittle (19 
homers) and Toronto’s Dave Collins (.311 average, 30 stolen 
bases) were left off the squad.

So there is a rundown on the American League fans picks. 
After comparing them with the National League I’d say the 
National I^ g u e  fans have more baseball knowledge.

Who knows? Maybe that’s why the American League has 
had such a hard time winning during the last 14 years.

INDIANAPOLIS (AP ) -  It’s 
fine-tuning time for the United 
States O lj^p ic  basketbsll teams 
as they prepare to travel to Los 
Angeles.

Both teams added to their vic­
tory total Monday, defeating all- 
star squads before a record crowd 
of 67,596 at the new $81-milUon 
Hooaio’ Dome.

“Only in Indiana could 67,000 
people show up for a basketball 
game,” said Indiana Coach Bob 
Knight, who is guiding the men’s 
Olympic team and developed plans 
for the douUeheader.

In remarks to the crowd, Knight 
said that while basketball may 
have started in Springfield, Mass., 
“God had it invented there so we 
could import it to Indiana.”

The largest previous crowd to at­
tend a basketball game in the 
United States was 61,612 at the 1962 
NCAA championship showdown 
between Georgetown and North 
Carolina in the New Orleans 
Superdome.

^ v e  scorers hit double figures to 
lead the Olympians over a National 
Basketball Association all-star 
squad 97-82. St. John’s Chris Mullin

came off the bench to lead all 
scorers with 18 points in 18 minutes 
of play.

The NBA team, which included 
Larry Bird and three of his team- 
mptes from the world champion 
Boston Celtics along with former 
Indiana star Isiah Thomas of the 
Detroit Pistons, stayed close for 
about 10 minutes. Then MulUn 
came off the bench to spark a 12-2 
spurt. The streak tx^an with the 
NBA leading 20-18, but the all-stars 
never drew closer than six points 
thereafter.

Mullin had six points in the spurt. 
Steve Alford, a star for Knight’s In­
diana team as a freshman last 
season, had four.

“ I think everyone wanted to be a 
part bf history tonight,” said Bird, 
who led the NBA with 14 points. 
“That’s one reason I was here, to 
get a chance to play in my home 
state and also get a chance to play 
in (front) the largest crowd. You 
just can’t pass something like that 
up.”

Bird, the NBA’s Most Valuable 
Player for the past season, was im­
pressed with the potential of the 
Olympic squad.

“They got some great talent. I 
think there’s no doubt they’ve got a 
grrat opportunity to win it,” Bird 
said. “They go to anybody and they 
work the toU. They play very pa­
tient. They use their abilities very 
weU.’’

The balance was demonstrated 
by the balanced Olympian scoring 
attack. All-American ^ m  Perkins 
of North Carolina, who started at 
center, finished with 14 points. His 
teammate on the Olympic squad 
and at North Carolina, Michael 
Jordan had 12.

The victory gave Knight’s squad 
a 5-0 mark in exhibition play. Their 
pre-Olympic schedule continues in 
Greensboro, N.C. on Thursday 
when the> face another NBA unit.

“We’ve got guys who aren’t be­
ing paid a nickle and they’re play­
ing like they’re getting a million. 
Everyone is giving a dedicated ef­

fort for their country,” said 
Knight, who is still shifting his per- 
s o h n e l  to f i n d  t he  b e s t  
combinations.

“Today we made a change in the 
second half,” added Knight. “We 
started the first and second half 
with the same unit and then we 
came back with a different unit. 
And the five guys in the second unit 
played very well. What we’re hop­
ing to do is develop a situatim 
where we have 12 players who can 
contribute.”

WOMEN STAY UNBEATEN
In the first game of the 

doubleheader the U.S. women 
Olympians defeated a women’s all- 
star team 97-54 behind All- 
American Cheryl Miller’s 18 
points. Carol Blazejowski scored 20 
points for the all-stars.
