Doctor's suspension protested
Supporters slate meeting tonight

C O L O R A D O  C IT Y  — A 
community-wide meeting will be 
held at 7 p.m. tonight at the Civic 
Center here to protest the suspen­
sion of Dr. Thomas Noonan, doctor 
o f osteopathy, by the Root 
Memorial hospital board.

The meeting tonight was called 
by Dick Powell and is opened to the 
public and the hospital board.

The board suspended Noonan in- 
definately at a recent meeting, 
citing “ infractions”  of hospital 
rules. A ccrileague at Noonan’s of­
fice today said Noonan is going to 
appeal the actioa.

Noonan attended high school in 
San Antonio. He attended Taiieton 
State University in Stephenville 
and graduated magna cum laude 
from  the Texas C o llege o f 
Osteopathic Medicine in Fort 
Worth. He was a resident in 
general surgery at the Oklahoma 
OMeopatfak; H o^ ta l and later was 
a resident in thoracic and car­

diovascular surgery.
He was offered jobs by Dr. Den­

ton A. Cooley, M.D., surgeon and 
chief at the Texas Heart Institute 
in Houston in Dec. IM l, and Dr. 
Michael DeBakey of the Baylor 
School of Medicine.

Petitions are circulating in Col­
orado City to ask Noonan to appeal 
and to a ^  the hospital board to 
consider his re-appointment.

N oonan ’ s co llea gu es . Dr. 
William R. Jones, Dr. Geoige C. 
Lindsey and Dr. Pat A. Thomas, all 
of the Doctors’ Clinic in Colorado 
City, have sent a letter to Bobby 
Lemon, chairman of the Mitchell 
County Hospital District board, 
form ally protesting Noonan’s 
suspension.

The letter states, “ We, the under­
signed, members of the medical 
staff, wish to formally protest the 
inappropriate actions of the Root 
M em orial Hospital Board in 
suspending Dr. Thomas Noonan’s 
privilegea. We indlcatod at the 
meethag Monday night, Aug. 20,

that we fully supported Dr. Noonan 
remaining on staff.

" It  should be noted that none of 
the active staff members voiced 
any desire for his suspension. We 
have personally observed Dr. 
Noonan and assisted him in 
surgery on numerous occasions 
and k n ^  of no action on his part — 
nor have we been given reason or 
cause — which w ^ d  necessitate 
his suspension from the staff of 
Root Memorial Hospital.

“ On the contrary, his practice of 
medicine is sound and current. On 
this basis, we strongly oppose this 
action of the hospital b o ^ . ”

Copies of the letter were sent to 
board members Glen Hemphill, 
Herbert Mearse, Bob Reily, Jane 
McCarley, Preston Morris and 
Jack Perkins.

The doctors are not admitting pa­
tients into Root Memorial Hospital. 
They are referring their patients to 
Sw eetw ater’s R o llin g Plains 
Hflopital.

Root Memorial Hospital recently

lost its Medicare certification. A 
Medicare recertification team is 
scheduled to arrive in Colorado Ci­
ty Sept. 4 to review the situation.

In a statement issued today, 
Jones, Lindsey and Thomas said,
“ As health care providers for Mit­
chell County residents, the medical 
staff of Doctors Ginic feel it is our A 
responsibility to provide excellent 
m escal care. To accomplish this, 
we must have absolute confidence 
in our hospital. Considering the 
present climate at Root Memorial 
Hospital, it is our firm belief that 
our ability to extend adequate 
m ed ica l c a re  is s e v e re ly  
compromised.

“ We cannot compromise our pa­
tients’ medical care. We are 
therefore unable to recommend 
that our patients be admitted to 
Root Memorial Hospital.

Haltom (^ty police said they had 
information that the youth might 
have fled the area.

The boy’s father said Ms son 
“ has never been away from home”  
and that he was concerned about 
the disappearance.

“ I don’t know what got mto Mm.

In the January incident, the 
youth was charged with shooting at 
officers who were chasing him in a 
public parking lot near the Will 
Rogers Memorial Complex.

Autopsy results revealed

Capote showed signs of epilepsy and phlebitis but 
nothing conclusive about what caused the flam­
boyant author’s death at age 50, before be could 
finish a last novel written “ from his heart and 
soul.”

The death came just one week after Capote col­
lapsed from phlebitis at the home of writer Kurt 
Vonnegut on New York’s Long Island, Vonnegut 
said Sunday.

Capote, who pioneered the “ non-fiction”  novel 
with “ In Cold Blood,”  died Saturday at the Bel- 
A ir home of Joanne Carson, the secotid ex-wife of 
“ Tonight Show”  host Johnny Carson.

First winning acclaim at age 23 for “ Other 
Voices, Other Rooms”  and again a decade later 
for “ Breakfast at Tiffany’s,”  Capote had a yearn­
ing for celebrity that sometimes overshadowed 
his gifts, friends said.

His works totaled fewer than 20 volumes, in­
cluding short stories which won three O. Henry 
Memorial awards.

CHICAGO — Federal officials reportedly ex­

Acconling to one published report, authorities 
consider it their largest sting operation ever.

The probe, under way since the spring of 1981, 
focuses on extortion, prostitution, corruption of 

' puUk officials and the distribution of controlled 
substances, Edward D. Hegarty, special agent in 
dw rge of the FBI in Chicago, said Sunday.

The FBI has arrested four Colombians in Il­
linois on drug charges and had issued an arrest 
warrant for a fifth based on evidence gained in 
part from the probe, he said.

Cook County State’s Attorney Richard M. Daley 
said his office has cooperated in the probe, work­
ing “ closely with the Justice Department in a 
number of raids.”

The disclosures came after The Washington 
Post reported Sunday that FBI agents had 
operated a bogus credit-card company as a front 
to get information on sex clubs, massage parlors, 
go-go bars, “ modeling studios”  and their 
customers.

Intruder shot to death
ALBUQUERQUE, N.M. — An intruder who 

held a family of four at guiqwint in.their home for 
two hours was shot to death by police when he 
tried to escape by using one of the hostages as a 
shield, authoirities said.

Rick Gallegos, 30, of Albuquerque, was killed by 
a single shot about 2:20 a.m. Sunday, about two 
hours after the incidmit began at a home in 
southwest Albuquerque, police said.

The family — a couple and their two children — 
were not injived, police said. Their names were 
not releasMl.

Police had been called to the area following 
numerous complaints about a prowler there.

Gallegos was killed as he attempted to get into 
the fam ily’s car after leaving the residence with 
the father, police public affairs officer Roy Man- 
fredi said.

Women celebrate voting right
NEW YORK (A P ) — Geraldine Ferraro says 

Americans can give her a birthday present by 
registering to vote, and then voting for her. In 
return, the Democratic vice presidential candidate 
says people who register have “ a chance to change 
history.”

Ms. Ferraro’s plea was in keeping with the history 
of the day. In addition to being her 49th birthday, 
Sunday was the 64th anniversary of the 19th Amend­
ment to the U.S. Constitution, guaranteeing women 
the right to vote.

To celebrate both occasions, the New York con­
gresswoman went to Ft. Lee, N.J., for a rally keyed 
to women’s rights and voter registration.

“ I want all of you to give us a |H«sent that will cost 
you nothing, but which will gain youn lot,”  she told 
the crowd of several hundred. “ I want everyone of 
you who is not yet registered to vote to do it hiere, to­
day. And I want all of you who are registered pro­
mise to go out and vote on Nov. 6,”  she added.

On “ Women’s Eqtulity Day,”  Ms. Ferraro appeal­
ed to women in particular to vote for Walter F. Mon­
dale and herself in the fall election and put a woman 
in the vice presidency for the first time ever.

“ We have been given a chance to change history... 
64 years ago today, we didn’t have the right to vote 
and we got it. In 1964, women will elect the next 
president of the United States,”  Ms. Ferraro said.

At another point, she said, “ 64 years ago today, 
women couldn’t hold public office. In 1964, we’ll elect

one of our own to the nation’s second highest office.”
After women were guaranteed the right to vote in 

1920, participation of women in elections has steadily 
increased. Women are the majority of registered 
voters and probably will be a majority of voters on 
Nov. 6.

Today, Ms. Ferraro had no public events schedul­
ed and was wmlcing at her home in Queens.

In her speech, Ms. Ferraro emphasized the impor­
tance of voter registration by retelling the story of 
her daughter’s 18th birthday in June and the gifts her 
mother gave her.

“ One was a ‘Walkman’ (tape player) and she loved 
it. But the other gift, which cost me nothing, was far 
more valuable and far more long-lasting — it was a 
voter registration form ,”  said Ms. Ferraro.

Her daughter registered, “ thinking it would entitle 
her to vote for Geraldine Ferraro for Congress. Little 
did we know on June 21 that she would be casting her 
first vote for Walter Mondale for president and her 
mom for vice president.”

Mondale picked Ferraro as his running mate in 
early July.

After the Ft. Lee speech, Ms. Ferraro had a 
private birthday celebration with her family, in­
cluding her mother and mother-in-law, at a Manhat­
tan waterfront restaurant. She was presented with a 
dark chocolate and light chocolate mousse cake with 
the legend, “ All the way with Geri. Vice President 
Ferraro.”

John Anderson endorses Mondale
WASHINGTON (A P )‘ — Jolui B. Anderson, who 

ran for president as Sn independent in 1980, has 
decided to publicly endorse Democratic presidential 
nominee Walter F. Mondale, according to sources.

The sources said negotiations are under way with 
Anderson, under which a third political party he 
organ iz«l would formally nominate M on^le and 
provide him with about $7.8 million in public funds.

Anderson attracted more than 7 percent of the vote 
in the general election four years ago as an indepen­
dent running aginst Ronald Reagan and former 
President Jimmy Carter.

His performance qualified him for public financing 
of a 1968 race if he met the qualifications for organiz­
ing a third political party.

Elarlier this year, Anderson announced he would 
not run again for president this year, but would go 
ahead wiUi pulling together the National Unity Par­
ty, com post largely of supporters from the 1960 
race.

The sources, who spoke on condition they not be 
identified, said Anderson Has been negotiating 
directly with Mondale on the endorsement. In addi­
tion, they said there have been discussions between 
Mondale’s staff and former Wisconsin Gov. Patrick 
J. Lucey, who ran as Anderson’s vice presidential 
nominee in 1960.

Lucey was described by sources as a principal 
figure in the efforts to encourage Anderson to for­
mally endorse Mondale.

It was not clear if Anderson would campaign ac­
tively for Mondale.

In 1960, the Carter-Mondale campaign worked ac­
tively to deny Anderson access to the ballot in many 
states out <rf fear that supporters of the former 
Republican House member from Illinois would give 
the election to Reagan.

In the end, the election returns showed that 
Reagan would have defeated Carter soundly with or 
w ithwt Anderson’s presence on the ballot.

Average gas price climbs slightly
LOS ANGELEIS (A P ) — The average gasoline 

price has climbed slightly this month and a “ real 
run-up”  is possible if oil-producing nations are 
serious about production cutbacks, says an oil in­
dustry analyst who conducts a biweekly nationwide 
price survey.

The price rise, halting a 15-week price decline, 
came because the Organization of Petroleum Expor­
ting (Countries is curbing the overproduction that had 
sprung up during the Iran-Iraq war, Dan Lundberg, 
publisher of the Lundberg Letter said Sunday.

“ H u t price is still lower than it was at the first of 
the year,”  Lundberg said. “ But it is an unmistakable 
turnaround.”
Piunp prices have just started to climb, but if

OPEC members are serious about trimming produc­
tion, “ that could usher in a real run-up of price,” 
Lundberg said.

The average price for aU grades of gasoline, in­
cluding taxes, stood at 11.1791 on Friday, compared 
with $1.1785 on Aug. 12, said Lundberg, who surveys 
the inices at about 17,000 stations in all 50 states 
biweekly.

The prices of all brands of gasoline went up, he 
said, but the |Hice of regular leaded gas rose the 
least at 0.4 cents per gallon.

Retail increases were spurred when leading 
wholesalers boosted prices a total of 2 cents per 
gallon on Aug. 14 and Aug. 19, he said.

Radioactive search
A B e l^ n  research vessel found no traces of 

radioactivity in the North Sea area where the 
French fre i^ te r Mont Louis sank with a cargo of 
radioactive gas, a public health official said 
today.

Another Belgian expert cautioned, however, 
that the radioactive cargo should not be allowed to 
remain in the sea for long.

'The ship’s owners,the Paris-based C^mpagnie 
General, are seeking ways to recover the cargo 
and refloat the ship, a company official said Sun­
day .The Mont Louis was reported lying in 40 to 46 
feet of water at low tide.

The 5,000-ton cargo ship sank about 12 miles off 
Ostend, Belgium, after colliding Saturday with 
the 15,000-ton ferry Olau Britannia, carrying 935 
people and a crew of 80 from the Netherlands to 
En^and. No one was injured in the crash. 'The 
ferry was only slightly damaged.

The owners said the Mont Louis was carrying 
225 tons of uranium hexafluoride gas, used in the 
uranium refinement process, which were stored 
in 15 containers designed to be watertight for up to 
a year. It had been reported that the cargo con­
sisted of 450 tons of radioactive gas, but the com­
pany said today that figure included the weight of 
the steel drums and tar inside the containers.

Walkout may spread
LONDON — Only half of Britain’s 35,000 

dockworkers have left their jobs in this summer’s 
second port strike, but union leaders predict the 
walkout will spread after the three-day bank holi­
day ends today.

The left-led Transport and General Workers 
Union called the dock strike Friday to support a 
coal miners’ walkout over threatened pit 
closures, which entered its 25th week today.

An 11-day port strike in mid-July paralyzed 
three-quarters of Britain’s trade.

But the union leadership suffered a setback Sun­
day when 600 longshoremen at the nation’s third 
largest foreign trade port, Immingham in eastern 
England, voted Sudnay to remain at work in de­
fiance of the new strike call.

During the weekend, dock workers kept 19 
British ports shut, including Liverpool, Hull and 
Scotland’s 12 major ports.

However, more than a dozen others were 
operating normally, including the country’s big­
gest passenger port at Dover and its biggest con­
tainer operation at Felixstowe in southeast 
England.

Union longshoremen at still-open ports have 
scheduled strike votes starting Tuesday. A 
spokesman for the union’s docks committee said 
he expected a majority of dock workers to support 
the strike call at the meetings.

Panamanian ship hit
MANAMA — A Panamanian tanker was hit 

amidships by a rocket today in the Persian Gulf 
off Qatar, said Lloyd’s Shipping Intelligence Unit 
in London. Gulf shipping sources said the vessel 
was using “ emergency steering”  as it headed for 
Doha.

The shipping sources also said a nearby U.S. 
Navy warship, the guided missle destroyer King, 
offered assistance to the Cleo 1, which Lloyd’s 
said was about four miles of the Shah Allum Shoal 
when hit. It was unclear if the offer was accepted.

Lloyd’s also said the 20,880-ton ship was pro­
ceeding to Doha, capital of Qatar.

Shipping sources in the gulf said the Cleo 1 was 
sailing from Columbia to the Saudi Arabian oil 
loading terminal of Ras Tanura when it was at­
tacked at about 10 a m. (3 a.m. EDT).

The sources, who spoke on condition they not be 
identified, said they monitored radio communica­
tions of the Cleo 1, whose captain reported a small 
fire was brought under control but the ship’s 
power system was down and he was unable to 
maneuver properly.

The ship was in the same area off Qatar where 
two other tankers were attacked earlier this 
month, and the sources speculated the attack was 
carried out by Iran.

The U.S. destroyer King was about 50 miles 
away from the Cleo 1, and offered to help, the 
sources said. The warship is part of a small U.S. 
naval contingent that rotates between the gulf 
waters and the Pacific.

No further details were immediately available.

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System to blame
for voter apathy

Political hardball

WASHINGTON — The oratory 
out of Dallas announces that the 
Republicans are going for a land­
s lip , and you can’t really blame 
them. “ The earth, the moon, the 
sun and the planets,”  as President 
Reagan’s pollster, Richard Wir- 
,tUin, likes to put it, “ are all in a 
;moment of favorable alignment.”
' But the Democrats are left with 
only one option — to take the risk of 
msiking tte  issue Ronald Reagan. 
That makes the task of governing 
after the election, whoever wins, 
that much harder.

Economic recovery, of course, is 
the chief asset the Republicans 
have to exploit. Nobody would 
demur if they pointed with pride to 
the surge in jobs and the sharp 
drop in inflation. To assert that the 
D e m o c r a t s  a c t u a l l y  f a v o r  
unemployment and higher prices, 
however, goes much further. But 
that was the charge leveled In 
Dallas by the most moderate of 
RepuMkans.

Howard Baker, the retiring 
leader of the Senate who wants to 
nnrfor President in 1988, fired up 
his rhetoric for the conservatives 
in the convention. He said: “ More 
people than ever before are work­
ing and Walter Mondale can’t 
stand i t .... The economy is growing 
faster than it has in 30 years and 
Walter Mondale can’t stand it. In­
flation is the lowest it’s b e «i in a 
down years, interest rates are 
eight points lower than under 
Carter-Mondale, and income taxes 
have been cut 25 percent, and 
Walter Mondale can’t stand it.”

In foreign policy the Reagan ad­
ministration enjoys a luU in Big 
Two skirmishes and in many 
associated conflicts. But Jeane 
Kirkpatrick, the United Nations 
ambassador, who also aspires to 
higher office, wouldn’t let it go at 
that. She delivered a mean speech 
that both excited the right-wing au­
dience and struck the TV  commen­
tators, in the fullness of their 
tim idity, as high level. Among 
other things she claimed for the 
Reagan administration that “ with 
NATO it has iiistalled missiles to 
defend the citim  of Europe.”  She 
listed 15 countries — among them 
Syria — in which “ Soviet influence 
expanded rapidly”  since 1975.

Reasoned response to both sets of 
broa^ides is possible. The cost of 
cutting inflation was the worst 
recession since the Great Depres­
sion. Enduring recovery depends
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As the presidential election ai^roaches, both maJ<N: parties 
have launched plans for multimiUifHi-dollar fund-raising cam­
paigns to finance efforts to register and get to the polls those 
voters who favor their respective candidates. Tliere is nothing 
wrong with these efforts, which are to be paid for largely by 
so-called “ sfrft money” donations that fall outside the areas 
regulated by the Federal Election Commission.

But more voters would participate and such partisan get- 
out-the-vote drives would be less necessary if the United 
States had the kind of politically neutral, simpler and easier 
registration system that other democratic countries have.

In the U n it^  States, only 48.5 percent of the potential elec­
torate actually voted in the 1962 congressional elections. Many 
of those who didn’t vote were of age and otherwise qualified 
but had not registered, often because of needless im­
pediments. Of those in the United States who are registered, 
between 80 percent and 90 percent do vote — figures com­
parable to voter turnout in other democracies where registra­
tion is made easier.

In Britain, for example, registrars actively canvass and 
write to potential voters; in Canada they visit each household 
as in a census. In the United States, such government registra­
tion efforts are often resisted, particularly by officeholders, 
who have been elected by voters reg ister^  under rules that 
they know and are happy with.

Although failure to vote in this country may be due in part to 
voter apathy, it is no doubt also due to difficulties in registra- 
ticm caused by unknown rules and inconvenient hours and 
places of registration.

on cutting the deflcit. Real interest 
rates — Uie amount paid minus in­
flation — are higher than before.

As to the missiles in Ehmipe, far 
from affording protection, they 
were scheduled for deployment 
chiefly as a means to engage the 
Russians in arms control talks. Thp. 
Reagan administratioo blew 
opportunity. Most of the increase in 
Soviet influence came immediately 
after the loas of Vietnam under 
President Ford. In the case of 
Syria, the big Jump came after 
Iteagan — without much thought to 
the matter — sent the Marines 
back to Lebanon.

But that kind of argument can 
hardly be expected to match the 
Republican overture. To win, Fritz 
Mondale has to do the unexpected. 
Not for the sake of attracting atten- 
Uoa but to throw Reagan off stride, 
and thus induce the kind of errors 
that make him the issue.

Already, Mondale has moved 
twice in that fashion. The selecUon 
of Geraldine Ferraro as naming 
mate pinned Reagan on the gender 
issue. He promptly made a com­
ment about “ tokenism,”  which the 
Democrats Just loved. He got off 
the book only when the Ferraro 
finances e c lip ^  the gender gap.

The pledge to raise taxes was 
equally unorthodox. For two weeks 
it put Reagan on the defensive and 
at odds with other Republicans. 
W hile the administration has 
recovered and is now focusing on 
the spending issue, taxes remain a 
live question.

Other possibilities exist. Mon­
dale w ill almost surely take shots 
at the defense budget and arms 
control. He will probably hit at the 
continued loss of industrial Jobs — 
indeed, at one point, be con­
templated a trip to Japan to 
dramatize the issue.

WASHINGTON — My recent col- 
unms on the 1978 congressional 
bailout of General Dynamics, the 
nation’s biggest defense contrac­
tor, brought a heated reqx>088 
from the chief government ar- 
ch itect o f the deal, form er 
Secretary of the Navy Edward 
Hidalgo.

In a letter to the Waabiagtoa 
PoBt, H ida lgo accused Sen. 
William Proxmire, D-Wis., and me 
oi having “ concocted an offensive­
ly inaccurate fantasy about a wor­
thwhile accomplishment.”  That 
“ accomplishment”  is currently the 
subject of separate investigations 
by Pioxim ire and by a House in­
vestigations subcommittee beaded 
by Rep. John Dingell, D-Mich.

H idalgo's letter deserves a 
response.

After some soul-searching. I ’ve 
decided that I may have e r r ^  on 
the side of charity toward Hidalgo. 
1 was also too l^ e n t  toward the 
General Dynamics executives who 
follow ed H idalgo’s suggested 
method of milking the taxpayers 
for hundreds of millions of doUars 
in cost overruns on construction of 
nuclear submariens by the com­
pany’s Electric Boat Division, in 
Groton, Conn.

Let’s set the record straight:
Hidalgo’s charge: “ Mr. Ander­

son’s i^erence to a $1 billion 
bailout of the company is a figure 
created out ai thin air with no rela­
tion to reality.”  He claimed that 
the settlement involved only $125 
million plus $359 million in contract 
adjustments.

Response: Hidalgo conveniently 
disregards an additional $332 
million in inflation adjustments, 
future overrun agreements and tax 
credits, which brought the total to 
$816 million. Still not enough? He 
also fails to mention that General 
Dynamics was paid $300 million up 
front in cash for  p rogress 
payments that accumulated during 
the bailout negotiations.

A staff analysis prepared for 
Dingell points out that the interest 
savings the company enjoyed — by 
not having to borrow the $300 
million over the life of the contract

— put the total bailout package 
comfortably over my “ thin air”  
estimate of $1 billion.

Hidalgo’s charge: “ No one ever 
claimed that the settlement was 
necessary as a ‘bailout’ to save 
General Dynamics from bankrupt­
cy. ... H ie Navy witnesses explidt- 
ly told Congress that bankiiiptcy 
was not an issue.”

Response: Internal General 
Dynamics documents examined by 
my associate Tony Capacdo make 
clear that Hidalgo himself tried to 
purii the bankruptcy tactic on ccmi- 
pany executives, citing the success 
Lockheed and Grumman had 
achieved seeking bailouts from 
Congress on grounds o f impending 
bankruptcy.

According to minutes of a Dec. 
21, 1977, mee t ing .  General  
Dynamics Board Chairman David 
S. Lewis “ expressed serious con­
cern with Hidalgo’s approach... by 
saying that it was Jiist not in the 
caitis for General Dynamics to be 
asked to base its request for relief 
on ‘financial disaster’ grounds.”

Hidalgo then said, according to 
the minutes, that he had used the 
Lockheed and Gnunman cases “ as 
a guide, and that he had not meant 
that (General Dynamics) would 
necessarily have to go as far as 
those two companies did in 
pleading virtual bankruptcy.”

Minutes of a meeting on Jan. 18, 
1978, say th^ “ Hidalgo, without 
stating explicitly that he was back­
ing off his approach based on 
‘bankruptcy,’ did so by clear 
implication.”

Hidalgo’s charge: “ I refused to 
n e g o t i a t e  un less  G e n e r a l  
Dynamics consented to lay bare all 
its internal corporate books. Then 
an independent audit b y ... Coopers 
k Lybrand, retained by the Navy at 
my direction, conflrmed the pro­
jected overrun....”

Response: A Proxm ire staff 
study states: “ Navy officials and 
the accounting firm  apparently 
allowed General Dynamics to 
delete important information from 
the audit report prior to its publica- 
tion.”  In fact, a key stipulation of 
the outside audit contract was that

General Dynamics could review it 
b e f o r e  h a n d  f o r  f a c t u a l  
correctness.

There must have been a bundle 
of errors. Marginal notes on the 
Sl-page draft report show that 
Hidalgo and General Dynamics ex­
ecutives reviewed the “ indepen­
dent”  audit six days before it was 
issued. At least 17 pages were 
deleted from the ftnal revision.

The independence of the audit is 
also called into question by the con­
tents of a General Dynamics memo 
dated June 9,1978 — 10 days before 
the audit report was releued.

The memo recounts a conversa­
tion in which a company official 
assured an aide to Hkulgo that the 
official “ would be in touch with 
him to Indicate' which portiaas 
would have to be excluded from the 
(audit) rq x rt and which would be 
all right to release by the Navy.”  
The memo added: “ llie  size of the 
exclusion would reduce the report 
to about one-third current le n ^ .”

FEUD OF THE WEEK: The 
General Accounting Office and the 
C^tom s Service are scrapping 
over the value of customs’ role in 
following up drug-smuggling in­
vestigations in South Flmida.

Rep. Glenn English, D-Okla., 
asked the GAO to look into the mat­
ter. The agency’s response con­
cluded that customs’ involvement 
didn’t Justify expanding its par­
ticipation to the rest of t ^  country, 
excispt when the Drug Enforce­
ment Administration simply needs 
some customs agents as warm 
bodies.

CHjstoms was outraged. It had 
assured GAO’s auditors that its 
follow-ups had led to 77 new in­
vestigations, which in turn led to 
114 arrests and significant seizures 
of drugs, boats, aircraft, firearms 
and cash.

But when GAO did a spot check 
of 50 o f the cases, itdecicM  that on­
ly three had been initiated as a 
result o f customs follow-ups. 
(Tustoms disputes this finding. GAO 
stands by it.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: For the 
past five years my brother in West 
Africa has c<mtracted jaumlice at a 
rate ot three times a year. Every 
Bcluml term, when he goes to bimr- 
ding school, he has to be hoopitalit- 
ed for at least three weeks to fight 
jaumlice. Could you please discuss 
jaundice? What causes it? — E.O.

Jaundice is a yellowing of the 
skin and the eyes from having too 
much bilirubin in the blood, 
bilirubin being the pigment debris 
from worn out red blod cells. The 
process of removing bilirubin from 
the blood so that it can be 
eliminated goes on in the liver.

You are asking the right ques­
tions and those your brother’s doc­
tors will have to answer: What is 
causing it? Bilirubin blood levels 
rise under two conditions. Liver 
disease is the more common cause. 
The liver cannot process the pig­
ment. The less common cause is a 
too rapid breakdown of too many 
red blood cells to the point where 
the liver just cannot handle the 
task of breaking down the pigment.

It is not the yellowness itself that 
causes the problem. It does no 
harm except in very young infants. 
The continuing liver or blood pro­
blem can be dangerous. Y<Mir 
brother has to find out why his 
bilirubin levels are high. Don he 
have a liver disease? Or is it 
basically one involving his red 
blood cells? When he answers those 
questions, he will be able to fight 
off his problem.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: How is

an artificial pacemaker Installed?

An artificial pacemaker is an 
electrical device that does the work 
of the heart’s natural pacemakei 
when that one is not functioning 
properly. The natural pacemaker 
is a tiny node of specialized heart 
tissue. It’s in the upper heart, from 
where it sends electrical impulses 
through the upper and lower 
chambers normally at a resting 
rate of 60 to 100 times a minute. The 
artificial pacemaker is a tiny 
power unit with connecting wires. 
They deliver battery-powoed im- 
p u l^  to the heart chambers, tell­
ing them when to contract.

For implantation, a tiny incision 
is made in the chat. The unit is 
placed just under the skin. M a t of 
the time, the pacer’s w ira  are 
threaded through a vein lad in g  to 
the interior of the upper h a rt 
chamber, then atend downward to 
the lower chambers. The pacer’s 
battery power tb a  aw u ra  ap­
propriate h a r tb a t frequency. 
Previously, artificial pacers were 
limited to contitd of the lower pum­
ping chambers (v a tr ic ia ), but 
newer ona a n  control both upper 
and lower chambers simultaneous­
ly. A brief hapitalization is re­
quired. The surgery is done under 
local anathaia.

Watson beats all odds for
World Series of Golf title

AKRON, Ohio (AP)  — Denis 
Watson has a handle on all of them 
now — his mind, his game and an 
allergy that almost cost him his 
golf career.

'The 28-year-old South African 
proved it Sunday as he won the 
NEC World Series of Golf tiUe in 
his first try, holding o ff runner-up 
Bruce Lietzke for a $126,000 
payday.

Watson, cashing in on tips from 
U niversity of V irgin ia sports 
psychologist Bob Rotella and 
F lo r ida  teaching pro David 
‘Leadbetter, beat 40 of the best 
players in the world.
, “ It’s just unbelievable,”  Watson 
aaid. “ 1 just can’t put into words 
liow  I feel.”
' After burning Firestone South 
for five records with a 62 on F ri­
day, Watson turned consecutive 
par rounds of 70 into a 271 total — 
nine strokes under par — and a 
two-stroke victory over Lietzke.

“ I had little goals at the beginn­
ing of the year. I felt I could win 
over $100,000. I do it in one week 
here,”  said Watson, joining coun­
tryman Nick Price as the last two 
Series champions.

Rotella lectured Watson for near­
ly 10 hours on the mind and golf.

“ I had to improve my mental

game,”  Watson said. “ 1 knew it 
was the only thing I was lacking. It 
has paid off in c r^ b ly .”

Leadbetter, the director of golf at 
Greenleaf Golf and Racquet Club 
near Orlando, has been the 
Rhodesia native’s only teacher.

In fact, Leadbetter helped 
straighten out Watson’s putting 
before the final round.

Watson, allergic to grass, trees 
and anything that grows green, has 
w hipp^ that problem with a strict 
diet and by running as many as five 
miles at a time.

“ It keeps my limgs clean,”  he 
said.

Watson has lost 35 pounds since 
January.

“ I ’ve gone from tight 34s to real 
loose 32s,”  he said of his slacks.

Watson refused to wilt after Liet­
zke had gained a one-shot lead at 
the turn in the final round.

“ I felt 1 was in control at the 
turn,”  Lietzke said. “ Denis earned 
the tournament on the back nine.”

To grab his second title in three 
weeks, Watson played his last nine 
holes in l-undw-par 34. Lietzke 
slipped to 37 and also had a final- 
round 70 for 273 and $75,600.

“ I just didn’t make any mistakes 
the back side,”  Watson said.

Both agreed that No. 14, a

418-yard, par-4, turned the tide in 
favor of Watson.

He pushed his tee shot into the 
left rough amidst fir trees and ap­
peared to have no chance of 
reaching the green in regulation.

“ I d i^ ’t have a shot. I made 
one,”  Watson said of his hooked 
wedge to within eight feet for his 
par.

Lietzke, meanwhile, missed the 
green and had to hole a four-foot 
putt just to save bogey.

Watson was in the lead to stay.
“ I don’t know how Denis got out 

of the trees,”  Lietzke said.

AAoses wins 108th 
at Sports Festival

COLOGNE, West Ciermany (AP)  
— It was business as usual for 
Olympic gold medalists Carl Lewis 
and Edwin Moses, but a third 
American, Valerie Brisco-Hooks, 
came up empty.

Lewis, who tied Jesse Owens' 
1936 record with four track golds at 
the Los Angeles Olympics, con­
tinued to roll in Europe with a vic­
tory Sunday in the 200 meters at the 
International Cologne Sports 
Festival track and field meet.

Moses won his 106th straight vic­
tory in the 400-meter hurdles 
dating back to 1977.

But Brisco-Hooks, a triple gold 
medalist in Los Angeles, lost the 
400-meter event to Jarmilla 
KraUx;hvilova of Czechoslovakia.

Few of the many Olympic stars, 
Lewis included, had impressive 
performances before 58,000 spec­
tators at Muengersdorfer Stadium.

Lewis, who won the 200 in a time 
of 20.21 seconds, ahead of Desai 
Williams of Canada, 20.49, and 
American James Butler, 20.65, had 
captured the event in Lxis Angeles, 
in an Olympic record 19.80. On Fri­
day, Lewis won the long jump at a 
meet in Brussels, Belguim.

Lewis did not compete in the 100, 
which teammate Kirk Baptiste 
won in 10.18.

Moses, retiuming to competition 
after a week off, won the hurdles in 
47.95, not qui^ up to his Los

Angeles performance of 47.75. Il­
lness had forced him to back out of 
a meet in Hannover, and he did not 
compete in Brussels and Zurich, 
Switzerland last week.

Brisco-Hooks, who set an Olym­
pic record of 48.83, was outdistanc­
ed by Kratochvilova’s 49.56.2. 
Bris(N>-H(X)ks was timed Sunday in 
49 83 3

Steve Scott of the United States 
won the 1,500 in 3:36.01.

The closest to a world record- 
breaking performance came from 
Olympic gold medalist Joaquim 
Cniz of Brazil, who clocked 1:41.77 
in the men’s 800.

llia t was four-hundredths of a se­
cond slower than the world record 
held by Sebastian Coe of Britain, 
who did not attend the meet. Cruz 
improved on his winning time of 
1:43 at the Summer Games in Los 
Angeles a few weeks ago.

He was followed by Sammy 
Koskei of Kenya, in 1:42.28, and 
Johnny Gray of the United States, 
in 1:43.28.

Cuba’s Lazaro Betancourt wow­
ed the crowd with a jump of 57 feet, 
3 inches in the triple jump, ahead of 
American A1 Joyner’s gold medal­
winning Olympic performance of 
56-7(̂  in Los Angeles. Joyno- was 
fifth, jumping only 53-8V4.

Evelyn Ashford, who won the 
women’s 100 at Los Angeles, won 
the 200 in a time of 22.76.
