Jobless rate down again

DALLAS (AP) — Unemployment
statistics released today show
Texas’ economy making ‘‘a
remarkable improvement’ as the
jobless rate continues its year-long
plummet, a federal official says.

According to the Bureau of Labor
Statistics in Washington,
unemployment in Texas dropped
only 0.1 percent between August
and September.

But over the last 12 months, the
seasonally adjusted jobless figure
fell almost three percentage points
from 8.4 percent in Sept. 1983 to 5.6

Federal workers
here back on job

Federal workers in Big Spring
were back on the job today follow-
ing a partial shutdown of the
government, but Congress still
must approve an emergency spen-
ding bill to avert further disrup-
tions and allow the 98th Congress to
adjourn.

Government offices were open-
ing today thanks to a stopgap
measure Congress passed Thurs-
day to keep most government
departments and agencies solvent
until 6 p.m. tonight.

About 15 employees of federal of-
fices in Big Spring were furloughed
for a half day, according to agency
supervisors.

About six scientists and
employees of the U.S. Big Spring
Field Station, five people at the Soil
Conservation Office, and five or six
Social Security employees were
furloughed Thursday, supervisors
and employees said.

“I didn’t think too much of it,
really. You hope these things could
be worked out
fashion,”’ said Bill Fryrear, direc-
tor of the field station.

According to Fryrear, his scien-
tists left the station while its state
employees, not affected by Con-
gress’ action, remained at work.

‘““Most scientists are looking at
doing a job. They are going to go
ahead and work if they have jobs to
do. But they aren’t going to be paid
for it,” Fryear said.

Both he and Jerry Stanford, the
acting supervisor and an engineer
at the Soil Conservation office,
were critical of the furlough.

More than 200,000 new jobs were
added to the state’s economy since
Aug. 1983, Santangelo said.

For both Texas and the nation,
the monthly change in unemploy-
ment was insignificant, Santangelo

said.

The nation’s jobless figure drop-
ped from 7.5 percent in August to
7.4 percent, while in Texas the
figure went from 5.7 percent in
August to 5.6 percent.

Mining was the fastest growing
industry in September showing a
4.3 growth followed by manufactur-
ing and services, which increased 4
percent, Santangelo said.

Texas is expected to continue on
its present course over the next few
months, with additional hirings ex-
pected in November in time for

Christmas,
Santangelo.

““The businessman should expect
a good Christmas,”’ he said.

The overall national unemploy-
ment rate has fallen 1.8 percentage
points since September 1983, from
9.2 percent to 7.4 percent. In June,
however, the rate stood at 7.1 per-
cent. Unemployment was 7.5 per-
cent when Presidgnt Reagan took
office in January 1981.

The total number of Americans
with jobs in September climbed to
105.2 million.

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IRON AGE MAN — The British Museum in Lon-
don is preparing these 2,500-year-old remains of
a man’s body for display to the public. The man’s
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skin, hair and facial structure were preserved by
his peat bog burial ground.

2,500-year-old cor;se found in England

in an orderly:

LONDON (AP) — Part of the body of a red-
bearded Iron Age man, preserved in a peat bog
for 2,500 years, was displayed at the British
Museum, revealing for the first time the face of a
prehistoric Briton.

The corpse, found in a peat bog in central Bri-
tain in August, was briefly shown to reporters
Thursday.

The skin, red-trimmed moustache and
manicured fingernails are still intact. The corpse,
nicknamed ‘‘Bogman’’ by scientists, was 5 feet, 6
inches tall and 20 to 30 years old when he died.

“We have a face of prehistoric man in Britain,”
said an exuberant Ian Stead of the British
Museum.

A string of animal sinew was tied around the an-
cient man’s neck, and several of his neck
vertebrae were broken, indicating he died an un-
natural death.

The man appeared to have mousy-colored hair,
slightly balding on top, a prominent forehead, full
red beard, moustache and sideburns. His finger-
nails appeared to have been manicured, sug-
gesting that he was not a manual laborer.

Many of the facial features were distorted over
the centuries, while the corpse lay suspended,
slowly sinking in the mushy grave near
Wilmslow, 10 miles south of Manchester.

“It’s squashed, but the side of the nose and left
cheek are visible. His ear is bent forward ... It's a
face rather like mine or anyone's here,’”’ said

Stead. He said the man probably died around 500
B.C.

‘“‘He doesn’t look like a working man,”’ Stead
said. ‘‘He comes from a time before there were
written documents, so it’s difficult to tell what his
lifestyle was.”

Historians do know that mass migrations of
Celtic people in the 5th Century B.C. brought the
use of iron into Western Europe and the British
Isles. In this era, called La Tene, villages were
fortified, warfare was conducted on horseback,
ox-drawn plows and wheeled vehicles became
widespread in agriculture.

‘“‘We’ve never before had sight of an individual
from the Iron Age ... This is a very important
find,” said Stead.

Peat is well known as a preservative, and
human bodies thousands of years old with
recognizable facial features have been discovered
in bogs in Denmark. The chemicals in the peat
bog, plus the lack of oxygen, prevents the growth
of bacteria and decomposition of the flesh. Also, a
body buried in peat sinks slowly over the years,
but otherwise lies completely undisturbed.

The body of ‘“‘Bogman’’ was sliced in half by a
peat-cutting machine. The upper half, lying in a
fetal crouch with the head twisted onto the
shoulder, and a severed leg were all that was
recovered. The hands and arms were poorly
preserved.

WASHINGTON — House Majori-
ty Leader Jim Wright Thursday
pronounced the controversial
Simpson-Mazzoli immigration
reform bill “‘dead’’ for this year.

In a press conference at the U.S.
Capitol, he said it is not possible for
House-Senate conferees to pass a
compromise version of the bill that
President Reagan would sign.

Wright, however, expressed
“hope’’ that the bill can be revived
next year. The measure proposes
amnesty for millions of illegal
aliens and fines against employers
who knowingly hire undocumented
workers.

The Senate has p#tsed the
measure twice and the House
adopted a version in June by a five-
vote margin, but conferees have
been unable to reach a
compromise.

“I hope that next year we can sit
down early with a broad-based
group of people, including
Hispanics, to work out something
that will be acceptable,’’ he said of
the measure which drew stiff op-
position from Hispanic groups.

“It was devilish, hard thing for
us to come up with a compromise,’’
Wright said. He said opposition
from special interest groups led to

2 explosives experts

dismantle hoax bomb

Explosives experts from Ft.
Hood Army Base Thursday after-
noon determined that a device
resembling a grenade and con-
fiscated by the Howard County
sheriff's department earlier this
week was not a functioning
weapon.

According to Sheriff A.N. Stan-
dard, the two Army ordnance ex-
perts dismantled the hoax bomb in
a few minutes and found the
grenade empty of any explosive.

Challenger soars into orbit with seven aboard

CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla. (AP) — Shuttle Challenger
soared spectacularly into orbit today with a record crew
of seven on an Earth-surveying mission that includes the
first space walk by an American woman.

During eight days in space, the crew of five men and
two women will use radar, sensors and cameras to study
the Earth’s atmosphere and oceans and search for an-
cient lost cities. The space walk by astronauts Kathy
Sullivan and David Leestma will allow them to practice
refueling a satellite in orbit for the first time.

The spacecraft thundered away from its launch pad on
time at 7:03 a.m. EDT, 14 minutes before dawn — its
smoketrail brilliantly illuminated by the rising sun — and
sped into the sky on a northeast path up the East Coast of

Ms. Ride said that the launch was worth one “E”’ ticket.

Liftoff came exactly one month after sister ship
Discovery returned from its inaugural flight. That'’s the
quickest turnaround yet between shuttle launches and is
good news to NASA, which plans to send the space planes
into orbit at a one-a-month rate for the-next 14 months, ac-
celerating that to 16 flights in 1986.

“We're off and running“en a launch a month,” said
launch director Bob Sieck, who reported the countdown
was near-perfect, with Challenger taking off just 43
milliseconds late.

The launching, as usual, thrilled tens of thousands
gathered to view the fiery departure. Many will be back
here on Oct. 13 when Challenger is to return to a landing
on a runway just three miles from the launch pad. It will
be only the second shuttle touchdown here.

On two occasions, bad weather forced the shuttle to
divert its landing from Cape Canaveral to Edwards Air
Force Base, Calif. The commander both times was Crip-
pen, and he vows, “We'll make it this time.”

The seven crew members,equal ig number America’s
original astronaut corps, the men who blazed the trail into
space in tiny one-man Mercury capsules two decades ago.

The guidelines, instituted after a sophomore
died of heat stroke Aug. 30 during a hazing in-
cident, limit immediate punishment to 20
pushups, rather than the unlimited number
permitted previously.

““A lot of the pressure has disappeared and a
lot of respect has gone with it,”’ corps com-
mander Chuck Rollins said in a speech
Wednesday.

Convicted killer set free

VACAVILLE, Calif. — A man twice denied
parole for refusing to agree to stay away from
Stanford University, where he killed a pro-
fessor with a hammer in 1978, could go free
without restrictions next September.

The California parole board Thursday af-
firmed a second denial of parole for Theodore
Streleski, 48. Streleski was freed on parole in
March, imprisoned hours later for refusing to
sign a pledge to stay away from the school,
and denied parole a second time for another
refusal to sign in September.

Straleski’s next parole heaing is set for
March; he could again be denied parole then,
but must be freed without restrictions on Sept.
8, 1985, when his prison term expires.

LOUISVILLE, Ky. — Two men charged
with murdering, kidnapping, and robbing twa
teen-age boys whose bodies were found in a
vacant lot have pleaded innocent and face
preliminary hearings Oct. 12.

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Fairness
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issue is

raised unftairly

There they go again. For the umpteenth time, critics of the
Reagan administration are trotting out what some Democrats
call the fairness issue: the charge that Reagan administration
policies have enriched the wealthy and further impoverished

the poor.

This time, it’s a joint study by two subcommittees of the
House of Representatives. The two Democrats who are
chairmen of the subcommittees said the study indicates that
disposable income has declined for poor families in the past
four years because of the Reagan administration’s tax and

budget policies.

A news service story on the study said the Democrats’
report was the latest in a series of skirmishes in a battle over
why the poverty rate increased from 15 percent in 1982 to 15.2

percent in 1983.

The increase in the poverty rate that is so often cited by ad-
ministration critics was determined by the Census Bureau
through sampling techniques. An increase of two-tenths of 1
percentage point was described by the Census Bureau as not

being statistically significant.

No one’s taxes were raised by the 1981 tax cut approved by
President Reagan and Congress, economists Martin and
Kathleen Feldstein noted in an article recently. Martin Felds-
tein is the former chairman of the president’s Council of

Economic Advisers.

‘““To assess the impact of the Reagan tax act, the effect of
the changes in the tax law must be separated from the effects
of rising incomes, and that’s just what Reagan’s critics have
failed to do,” the Feldsteins wrote.

In addition, the critics can’t escape the fact that no tax or
budget policy adopted during the Reagan term could have
become law without the approval of the Democratically con-

trolled House.

Decisions by the independent Federal Reserve Board also
influence the economy and, in turn, the financial condition of
individuals. So do market forces that can’t — and shouldn’t —

be controlled by government.

To gloss over such consideration in accusing the administra-
tion of catering to the wealthy at the expense of the poor is

simplistic and unfair.

Five thou-
sand people were drowned in a
tidal wave in Atlantic City, New
Jersey, this morning. But before
we give you further details on that
story, Brent Studebaker has a
bulletin from the Regent Hotel.”

“Grady, I've received informa-
tion from an impeccable source
that Jackson has awakened from
his nap and is taking a shower.”

‘“Thanks, Brent, stay with it and
let us know what he does when he
comes out of the shower. In other
news, Fidel Castro arrived in
Miami today and asked for
political asylum. The dictator
escaped from Havana after cadets
from the military school took over
the government. We have a special
report from Miami — no, delay
that, we're going back to Brent
Studebaker at the Regent Hotel.
How does the situation look now?”’

WASHINGTON — Land grabs by
powerful, well-armed interests
with scant regard for the law were
fairly common in the Old West. Un-
fortunately, the practice still ex-
ists. Just ask the people of Nevada.

This time the land grabbers
aren’t railroad tycoons or cattle
barons, but the military services of
the United States. They're armed,
not with six-guns, but with
helicopters and supersonic fighters
and bombers. Their arrogance and
might are more than any latter-day
‘“‘Shane’’ could overcome.

I've already reported how the Air
Force illegally appropriated 139
square miles of the government-
owned Groom Mountains in

rn Nevada and set up
“Ném q‘rspassmg signs, armed

guards and helicopter patrols. The
Air Force finally admitted to Con-
gress that it had never obtained
legal right to the property from the
Bureau of Land Management —
but no one has been so much as
reprimanded for this violation of
the law.

Now the Navy has steamed full
speed ahead after its share of the
Nevada desert. The admirals have
asked for 21,576 acres of public
land near the Fallon Naval Air Sta-
tion to go with the 183,000 acres

they sought there two years ago.'

The Navy is still drafting an en-
vironmental impact statement on
the earlier request.

The Navy has also gained a
toehold in public lands that are
theoretically under wilderness-law
protection. It has put radar sta-
tions in ‘“‘wilderness study areas”

DEAR DR. GRAHAM: Will God
forgive you if you break one of the
Ten Commandments?

When we break them, we eventual-
ly harm ourselves.

One of Satan's greatest lies is
that breaking God's law will make
you happier than keeping it.
Another of his lies is that you can
break God's law and never pay any
consequences for it. Don’t be
deceived by these temptations.

Yes, God can forgive us of any

— public land that is supposed to
remain untouched until Congress
decides what to do with it.

The radar, installed by
helicopter to minimize disruption
to the wild area, helps Navy pilots
keep score in practice dogfights. A
Bureau of Land Management oi-
ficial told my associate John Dillon
the Navy was given permission to
put in the radar because the en-
vironmental impact was con-
sidered slight.

Perhaps the Navy's most am-
bitious expansion proposal is not a
land grab but an “air grab.” It
wants the skies over 5,600 square
miles of central Nevada closed to
civilian air traffic for a ‘‘super-
sonic operations area.’’ This patch
of sky will be resesiil} for F-18.
fighter planes based at Fallon.

Although much of the area the
Navy wants the exclusive right to
fly over is public land, it also in-
cludes privately owned ranches
and towns, whose desert solitude
will be shattered by as many as 100
sonic booms a day.

Dr. Richard Bargen of Fallon,
who runs a flying health service,
has gone to court to block the
Navy'’s plan, which he suspects is a
reincarnation of the 1974 Air Force-
Navy proposal to restrict airspace
in a triangle formed by Fallon and
the Air Force's Nellis and Hill
bases.

“A major project with major
health implications for the entire
state is being implemented in a
piecemeal fashion,”” Bargen said,
“without really addressing the
need for it or what impact it will

have on people. It’s really a matter
of doing to a few people what you
can’t do to a lot of people.”

From a physician’s point of view,
he said, the sonic booms ‘“amount
to an uncontrolled experiment on
human beings."”

There have already been in-
stances of military planes bombing
the wrong targets — including an
accidental attack in 1973 on a Fish
and Wildlife Service headquarters
near the Nellis base. And the
Navy's own documents concede
that any person straying into the
restricted area — or any wildlife
living there — would be in peril.
‘“‘Any structure, person or animal
in the area could be exposed to
possible destruction from air-
launched ordinance,” one report
noted.

The Nevada State Parks Division
described the expected sonic-boom
impact with understatement, say-
ing: ‘““The flying of supersonic air-
craft, in substantial increasing
numbers, to within 100 feet above
ground level will surely impact im-
pact wilderness values.”

Frank Sinatra sang that song to a
rhumba beat years and years ago.

My brother and I used to pull it
out on rainy days along with ‘‘Shoo-
fly Pie and Apple Pan Dowdy’’ and
““Get up those stairs, Mademoiselle
(whatever do you think you're
doin’ to me).” We loved them all.

At first, when comtemplating to-
day’s column, I was going to point
out there are no great nonsense
songs these days. But friends said
that Ray Stevens has been doing
them for years. Remember ‘““The
Streak,” ‘“‘Ahab the Arab” and
“Guitarzan''?

Then I was going to qualify it by
saying there are no witty nonsense
songs anymore, but friends came
up with Weird Al Yankovic's
Michael Jackson parody, “Eat it”
(*“You don’t get no dessert 'til you
clean off your plate, so ...).

Yankovic's song provoked a lot
of wry smiles. But still, it’s just not
the same.

What could replace the Andrews
Sisters singing ‘“‘Rum and Coca-
Cola”’? Or the outrageousness of
anything by Carmen Miranda?

Admitting that nonsense songs
“back then” (meaning the ’'30s,
'40s and '50s) were not all supreme
examples of wit (remember
““Mairzy Dotes and Doazy Dotes’
and “How Much is that Doggie in
the Window?”’ They weren't so
much nonsense as outright
silliness), I think the great majori-
ty of good nonsense songs owed a
lot to their beat, which was usually
jazz-based and latin. And the best
ones dealt with what would be call-
ed “mature themes’ these days,
rxllather like a good Noel Coward
play

The fact is that it’s hard to be
scintillating with a driving tom-
tollrll backbeat like that of rock-and-
roll.

This is not to take anything away
from rock, but it represents a much
more serious business than what
music used to be. Teenage
rebellion is rarely a laughing mat-
ter — at least it’s not to teenagers,
who buy most of the records.

Perhaps I should stop here
before I'm accused — like the in-
tellectual author who wrote several
hundred pages on what makes peo-
ple laugh, of ‘“‘getting humor down
and breaking its arm.”

But still, it would be nice to turn
on the radio and hear a song that
doesn’t take itself so seriously.

DEAR DR. D« NOHUE: Please
let me have your opinion as to what
triggers attacks of Meniere's
disease. — Mrs. H.B.N.

There are many known triggers
for attacks of Meniere's, a problem
involving the canal system of the
inner ear that produces episodes of
incapacitating dizziness, loss of
hearing and ear-ringing.
Sometimes an allergy is involved
and attacks may follow exposure to
the particular allergen. Allergy is a
rare cause, however.

In some patients excessive use of
salt leads to attacks. Other poten-
tial triggers include infections,
thyroid disorders, pituitary gland
disorders, and physical damage to
the ear, as from injury.

But the great majority of
Meniere’'s disease cases occur
without any specific known cause.
That’s idiopathic Meniere’s. Drugs
such as meclizine, cyclizine, and
atropine are used to treat the
disease. If attacks become quite
severe, surgery can be performed
to drain the excess ear fluid.

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Gonzalez named to Texas Supreme Court

AUSTIN (AP) — Raul. A. Gon-
zalez, the newest justice of the
Texas Supreme Court and the first
Mexican-American, promised Gov.
Mark White that he would bring
two things to the job.

“I'll give you hard work and
honest decisions,”” Gonzalez said
Thursday as White named him to
the high court bench.

In making the appointment,
White noted that Gonzalez is the
son of migrant farmworkers.

“Raul Gonzalez remembers his
earliest experiences as a migrant
worker in Texas, and his appoint-
ment to the state’s highest court
demonstrates that the doors of op-
portunity are open to all persons in
our state,” White said.

“I am delighted that Judge Gon-
zalez has accepted this appoint-
ment, making this a historic day in
Texas,”’ White said.

Gonzalez, 44, has been an
associate justice on the 13th Court
of Appeals. He will complete the
unexpired term of Charles Barrow,
who stepped down from the
Supreme Court last month to
become dean of the Baylor Univer-
sity Law School. The term extends
until Dec. 31, 1988.

The Texas Supreme Court is the
highest state appellate court for
civil and constitutional cases.
Criminal cases go to the Court of

White said that Gonzalez, as the
second of five children, worked
with his parents harvesting apples
in Washington, cotton in Arkansas,
and tomatoes and apricots in
California before the family settled
in Weslaco, where Gonzalez com-
pleted high school.

A graduate of the University of
Texas, Gonzalez received his law
degree from the University of
Houston Law School in 1966 and
currently is working on a master’s
degree in judicial process from the
University of Virginia Law School.

He was appointed to the 13th
Court of Appeals in 1981. Before
that, Gonzalez was a judge of the
103rd state District Court at
Brownsville, a post he held from
1978 to 1980.

From 1969 to 1973, Gonzalez was
an assistant U.S. attorney for the
southern district of Texas, and was
chief of the U.S. attorney’s
Brownsville division. /{e also work-
ed as an assistant city attorney for
Houston.

“His legal and judicial ex-
perience makes him uniquely
qualified to serve on the Texas
Supreme Court,” White said.
