Educational meetingsFarm Bill
The Texas A&M AgriLife 

Extension Service will be pro­
viding an extensive farm bill 
educational effort in upcoming 
months, said agency experts in 
Amarillo.

While sign-up for the new 
farm bill program is still months 
away, the educational process to 
help producers understand the 
complexity of the new legisla­
tion, including new programs 
and options, is increasing in 
the High Plains, said Dr. Steve 
Amosson, AgriLife Extension 
economist.

“Our AgriLife Extension 
county agents are currently at­

tending educational seminars to 
become more familiar with gen­
eral farm program provisions,” 
Amosson said. “They also are 
learning about the Texas A&M 
Agricultural and Food Policy 
Center’s decision-aid software, 
which will be available at a 
later date to assist with producer 
sign-up decisions.”

Beginning July 10 and con­
tinuing through Aug. 20, a series 
of county-level public meetings 
lasting abouttwo hours each will 
be held across the Panhandle, 
said DeDe Jones, AgriLife Ex­
tension risk management pro­
gram specialist. The meetings

will explain general farm pro­
gram provisions and provide a 
decision-aid demonstration.

The meetings are free and will 
offer instruction from Amosson 
or Jones, as well as the AgriLife 
Extension agriculture and natu­
ral resources county agents.

Both Amosson and Jones will 
lead a second round of county 
meetings tentatively scheduled 
for October and November 
to provide further details and 
guidelines before the sign-up 
period begins.

When I close my eyes, I can 
still hear the sounds of getting 
ready.

One of those sounds is my 
little brother, Jim, counting 
his firecrackers and asking for 
more money to go buy more at 
the stand just down the street.

Back then, we could still use 
bottle rockets and some other 
pretty powerful pyrotechnics.

The rest of the family starts 
arriving after lunch for an af­
ternoon of fun and good food.

After we consumed all of

the burgers and hot dogs it was 
time to load up the blankets 
and lawn chairs and head to 
the football stadium or the new

park to find the perfect viewling 
place for the fireworks display.

My stepfather was a volun­
teer fireman so as soon as we 
were ‘situated’ he would rush 
off to join his fellow firemen to 
ready the display.

The Hefner side of the fam­
ily made sure to park their car 
as far away from the display 
as possible. This was in part 
due to an unfortunate incident 
years before. The story goes 
that my Grandpa Hefner had 
just bought a brand-new, white 
Chevrolet station wagon. He 
was told that if he parked a 
block or so from the fireworks 
display that nothing would 
happen to his new car.

WRONG!
There was a bit of a wind that 

evening and one of the many 
glowing embers was carried in 
the direction of his new car and 
landed on the roof. That glow­
ing ember left a burnt reminder 
that stayed with the car until it 
was sold a few years later. It 
also left hard feelings between 
Grandpa and my stepfather.

Back to 1974 or 1975.
Once we got comfortable

with kids on blankets and 
adults in lawn chairs there was 
always watermelon and so­
das to enjoy during the show. 
Lots of oohs and aahs could be 
heard as the beautiful, color­
ful bombs lit up the night sky. 
The display seemed to go on 
forever.

(I remember the fireworks 
display lasting much lon­
ger back then. Nevertheless, 
it could have been that I was 
young and did not understand 
the concept of time.)

Once the show was over, we 
would go back home and as­
semble in the back yard where 
we, my brother and I, would 
present our smaller version of 
a fireworks display.

I don’t know how much 
money we spent but we had so 
much fun hearing the oohs and 
aahs for something we created.

Of course, there was always 
a stray bottle rocket that would 
go whizzing by from the kids 
next door. However, that was 
okay. We were young and hav­
ing fun.

We just naturally want to follow 
a beat. And it can positively affect our mood—good stuff for that 
motivation problem!

Costas Karageorghis, Ph.D. is one of the world’s leaders on mu­
sic and exercise. He states that music is like a legal drug for athletes 
because it can reduce the perception of effort significantly and in­
crease endurance by as much as 15 percent. Through over twenty 
years of research, he has identified three primary things about mu-• • ‘ i • i • *
sic and how it can possibly influence exercise performance: 1) the 
tendency to move in time with music or the beat; 2) the tendency of 
music to increase arousal (the desire to move instead of sit); and 3) 
the tendency of music to distract the exerciser from discomfort that 
might be related to exercise.

Can you sit still 
when you hear “Gangnam Style”? Oh yeah...what about “The Eye 
of the Tiger”? Here we go-turn it up!!!
