Exercise is touted for improv-
ing and maintaining good blood
pressure. It must be mighty im-
portant since taking your blood
pressure is one of the first things
any physician will do. What is
the significance of those num-
bers?

The “top” number is your sys-
tolic blood pressure, and a nor-
mal reading is 120 or less. When
your heart beats, it pushes blood
through your arteries to the rest
of your body. Systolic blood
pressure is the amount of force
that blood exerts on the walls of
your arteries as it passes through
them. The “bottom” number is
your diastolic, and a normal
reading is 80 or less. Diastolic
blood pressure measures the
pressure in your blood vessels
between heart beats.

Why is high blood ' pres-
sure dangerous? In a nutshell,
high blood pressure eventu-
ally causes the blood vessels to
lose their elasticity—they are
stretched beyond a healthy limit.
This overstretching causes weak
spots in the vessels making
them prone to rupture such as in

strokes or aneurysms. The over-
stretching can also cause tiny
tears that leave scar tissue on
the walls of arteries and veins.
This scar tissue is like a net that
collects cholesterol and plaque.
Yep—Dblockage that spells blood
clots, heart attacks and strokes.
Build up on the walls of arteries
and veins makes the heart have
to work harder to push enough
blood through your body. Con-
stantly overworking the heart
can damage the heart muscle
and valves leading to heart fail-
ure.

How does exercise help lower
your blood pressure? It makes
your heart stronger. A stronger
heart can pump more blood with
less effort. So, if your heart can
work less to pump, the force on
your arteries decreases, lower-
ing your blood pressure. The
Mayo Clinic says that it takes
one to three months of regu-
lar exercise to have an impact
on your blood pressure and the
benefits last only as long as you
continue to exercise. Although it
sounds backward, pump up your
heart to lower your pressure!
