Heckler again leveled c h a r ^  
that city officials are harassing 
him berause of a campaign let­
ter written during his seco^  un­
successful bid for the council.

Durmg the meeting. Heckler 
and Miller argued abrat parking 
at Miller’s business. Carver 
Pharmacy, at 310 E. Ninth.

“ I f  you can park on my 
sidewalk. I ’ll eat it,”  Miller told 
Heckler.

The argument spilled ovra on­
to the sidewalk about 4:45 p.m. 
Wednesday when Heckler, arm­
ed with a measuring tape and 
yardstick, appemred at the phar­
macy to take Miller at his word.

“ I went up to measure his 
sidewalk,”  Heckler said today. 
“ When his customers park on 
the east side, they park parallel 
and the cars stick out on the 
street at least a loot.’’

Hedder claims he is the only 
businessman to receive tickets 
for violating the sidewalk park­
ing ordinance, and says he 
wants the ordinance enforced 
equally.

“ started flashing their lights,”  
Heckler said.

He said police then called the 
Department of Public Safety, 
who arrested him on warrants 
for two outstanding tickets. One 
was for speeding — 61 miles an 
hour in a 55-mile an hour zone — 
and the other was for failure to 
maintain liability insurance, he 
said.

“ We got a caQ from Larry 
Miller about a disturbance at his 
business. When the officers ar­
rived, they observed Heckler 
driving away,”  said Lt. Jerry 
Eklwards.

The officers then learned 
through the radio that the DPS 
had outstanding warrants on 
Heckler. They detained him un­
til a DPS officer arrived and 
also issued him a citation for no 
m otor veh ic le  inspection  
sticker, Edwards said.

“ We wouldn’t have bothered 
him if he hadn’t been at Larry 
Miller’s doing whatever he was 
doing.

Police and Tire investigators, assisted by 
federal weapons agents, found guns, ammuni­
tion, a mortar and a bas^en t bunker 
Wednesday while searching rubble from the 
MOVE house, which burned with 60 others 
after officers bombed the home’s rooftop 
bunker on Monday.

Police also found the remains of five bodies 
Wednesday, bringing the toll to 11: four 
children and seven adults. They estimated 
that up to 15 people were in the house belong 
ing to the cult organization that espouses a 
b a ck -to -n a tu re ,s  a n t i-e s ta b lis h m e n t 
philosophy.

Amid the MOVE debris, a charred, soaked 
tablet bore the message: “ The cops will be 
coming for us. Don't be impressed by their 
numbers. Pick them out one by one.’ ’

The youth, whose name was not disclosed because of 
his age, was taken into custody and held at Clark Coun­
ty Juvenile Center.

Police said Walko* fell on the infant after he was 
shot, but the boy was unhurt and released to his mother 
after a hospital checkup.

Walker apparently was despondent over his wife 
leaving him and the children and his inability to find a 
job, police and neighbors said.

“ He said his wife left him with the baby and 14-year- 
old son,^ said Geraldine ̂ Johnson, manager of an 
apartment complex where''Walker applied for a job 
Tuesday. VHe seemed down^.. I felt ted  f v  him..”

The incident began about mid-momiing when Walker 
allegedly called a television station and told a 
newsman “ There’s going to be front page news today. 
There’s going to be a murder.”

Police said Walker went to a house in this Las Vegas 
suburb, where three unidentified girls fled and th^ 
siege began when he fired one shot at officers.

Walker, in telephone negotiations, repeatedly 
threatened to come out with the baby and start 
shooting, police said.

Police thought at first that the man was holifing the 
two children hostage, but it later became apparent the 
14-year-old was helping his father, said Ifenderson 
Police Sgt. Ed Eckels.

Several times durtng the standoff  Walkra"walked 
outside the house with the infant in his arms and the 
gun held high in the air. Once, he fired five shots into 
the air before going back inside the house, police said.

Police cordoned off the area and installed sharp­
shooters in neighboring houses and on the roof of an ad­
jacent shopping center while negotiators tried to talk 
the man into surrendering. Some neighbors were,

Police said late in the siege Walker said he was going 

to come out with a semi-automatic rifle and start 
shooting. He also demanded to talk to his wife, a re­
quest police denied.

“ We felt it would do nothing but aggravate the situa­
tion,”  said Henderson police Lt. Ron Delia.

After the man returned to the house, tactical com­
manders ordered a Las Vegas police ^rpshooter to 
shoot if Walker came out and jwinted The weapon-at 
officers.

Walker emergra from the home a final time with his 
gun drawn and the baby in his arms. He walked down a 
driveway, into the street, then turned and took a few 
steps up the street before the single shot felled him, 
police said.

Device aids bladder-problem  patients
LOS ANG ELES (A P ) •> A 

surgically implanted electronic 
pacem aker fo r  the b ladder 
prevents accidental urination in 
people who are paralyzed or suffer 
othw nerve damage, a researcher 
says.

The experimental device could 
help many people who are unable 
to control their bladders because of 
nerve damage caused by acciden­
tal injury, stroke, diabetes, multi­
ple sclerosis and Parkinson’s and 
Lou (jehrig’s diseases, Dr. Emil A. 
Tanagho said.

The s u rg ic a lly  im p lan ted  
pacemaker is operated with a 
hand-held external control box. It 
sends signals to relax the bladder

and contract the spiuncter muscle 
to store urine, and then to contract 
the bladder to expel urine, said 

, Tanagho, chairman of urol<^ at 
the University of California-San 
Francisco.

Tanagho said he implanted the 
device in six men and three 
women, and it helped them avoid 
accidental urination. One ia  a 
paraplegic who has used the device 
for 2t  ̂ years without major com­
plications, he said during a 
telephone interview from Atlanta, 
where he was to present his fin­
dings at today’s meeting of the 
American Urological Association.

H ie bladder pacemaker “ is a 
very sound approach,”  said Dr.

Terry Hambrecht, head of the 
neu^rosthesis program at the 
National Institute of Neurological 
and Communicative Disorders and 
Stroke. “ We certainly are tickled 
he (Tanagho) is getting it into pa­
tients and it seems to be working.”  

Hambrecht cautioned that the 
pacemaker cannot help the many 
elderly people who are incontinent 
because of weakness of the sphinc-

President Reagan could regain 
the piditical high ground by show- 
ing a little more willingness to 
compromise a little bit earliler. 
StUl, making the correction re­
quires' overcoiping. personal in­
stincts and staff pressures 
tim e o f  uncerta iir  signafe ~ 
Russia and the economy.

By far the most enduring of re­
cent defeats came not at Bitburg, 
but in the Republican Senate. Ma­
jority Leader Robert Dole has been 
putting to the vote elements of a 
budget compromise which was 
worked-out by the Senate leader­
ship and the White House. On the 
controlling issue — lim iting 
defense spending to a 3 percent rise 
— Dole was beaten by a majority 
which wants zero growth.

Behind that loss was a lack of 
confidence, building over years, in 
D e fe n se  S e c r e ta r y  C asp ar 
Weinberger. Defense experts, on 
,boto.jjyti, of Jhe .aisle, have-epme 
to the conclusion that Weinberger 
has no systematic rationale to 
justify en^ess rises in military 
spending. They are trying to force 
a rationiale upon him by limiting 
growth in outlays.

But neither Weinberger nor 
Reagan nor the White House staff 
saw the handwriting on the wall. 
The 1906 budget Reagan presented 
last February asked for a 6 percent 
rise in defense outlays. He com­
promised with Dole on 3 percent in 
mid-March. Now he will have to go 
lower. For if the administration 
cannot strike a bargain on military 
«{v»ndiTig, all the other sacrifice  
being asked — from Amtrak 
through Social Security — will be 
beaten. Serious reduction of the 
deficit, and with it tax reform, will 
then go by the boards.

A similar pattern explains con­
gressional repudiation of Reagan’s 
request for $14 million in aid to be 
made available though the Central 
Intelligence Agency to the contra 
guerrillas fighting the regime in 
Nicaragua. At the core of opposi­
tion to that proposal was the 
widespread conviction that the 
director of Central Intelligence, 
William Casey, had long been 
flim flam m in g  the Congress. 
Reagan himself fortified that con­
viction by referring to the contras 
as “ freedom fighters,’ ’ and giving 
the impression he sought the over­
throw of the Sandinista regime.

The application of economic 
sanctions against Nicaragua opens 
the way to another set of votes. If 
only b^ause of a Moscow visit by 
the Nicaraguan leader, Daniel

Ortega, the administration should 
do better. But it will still have to 
recede from its original stance. It 
will have to accept the principle of 
n on -m ilita ry  a id , p robab ly  
delivered by somebody other than 
the CIA.

Ta lk liig  about compromise, 
however, is a lot easier than actual­
ly cutting deals. For one thing, 
while able to make pragmatic ad­
justm ent; Presiden t Reagan 

at a doann’t gtart fmin. that eonier.-HiS~ 
Troni political base is with the right wing 

of the Republican Party. He parts 
company with his supporters only 
reluctantly. His instinct is to stand 
his grouind.

T h e  W h ite  H ou se s t a f f ,  
moreover, now lacks the sensitive 
early warning system personified 
by the former chief of staff, James
ocncvTi Cuiu fii3 vTmn biuc, nmnaiu
Darman. The present chief of staff, 
Donald Regan, is accustomed to 
side with the president and take 
arms against aU opposition. His top 
assistat, at least in matters of 
rhetoric, Pat Buchanan, comes out 
of the hang-tough school that 
flourished with such poisonous
results underThchard Nixon.

More important, perhaps, are 
two highly ambiguous outside cir­
cumstances — the new Soviet 
leadership and the state of the na­
tional economy. The one sure thing 
about General Secretary Mikhail 

,Gorbachev is that he goes for per- 
'sonnel over policy. He rushed his 
men into top Politburo posts at the 
Central Committee meeting last 
month. Now he is moving to install 
his own Central Committee, at a 
Party Congress in February. Until 
that time there will almost surely 
be no decisive swings in policy. In 
foreign affairs, Gorbachev will 
h(dd open chances fw  future ac­
commodation while taking cons­
tant swipes at the U.S. Thus until 
the spring of next year, Moscow’s 
long-term policy will be hard to 
read.

As to the economy, more than 
ever the U.S. is on uncharted seas. 
For the first time in this century an 
u n favorab le trade flow  has 
swamped the manufacturing sec­
tor.

Still, other parts^f the economy 
surge forward. Government spen­
ding is high, as is home construc­
tion. Between them they put 
en ou gh  m o n ey  in  en ou gh  
households to sustain consumer 
spending. So there w ill not 
necssarily be a recession — more 
likely just a slowing of growth to 
about 2.5 percent this year.

Events, accordingly, present no 
decisive thrust against inertia.

WASHINGTON — Evidently taking his lead from 
the nation’s nursery schools, the boss of a Commerce 
Department office has instituted an hour-long “ quiet 
time”  from 3 p.m. to 4 p.m. daily for all his 
employees.

According to an internal memo announcing the ad­
vent of the “ quiet hour,”  the purpose is “ to provide 
uninterrupted time to all employees”  of the U.S. and 
Foreign Commercial Service “ so that they may do 
individual wpiic, such as reading, writing, typing, 
proofing, etc.”

The employees will not be expected to bring rest 
mats and assume the fetal position next to their 
desks, nor will milk and cookies be served to induce 
the proper restful attitude. But stimulating activity 
will be discouraged. “ The hour will no be used for 
meetings, conferences, telephone calls, personal 

.a/,«nn aHnOtthcemehl'
warns.

And outsiders will be told that they should not call 
the service’s employees and disrupt the quiet time. 
“ All people who normally do business with US Sc FCS 
should be advised not to call or visit during quiet 
hour,”  the internal memo! admonishes.

What^bout those who unwitti^ly expect the office 
to answer their inquiries during business hours? 
“ Telephones may be answered by one person, taking 
names and messages for all remaining personnel on 
quiet hour,”  the memo explains, adding: “ This duty 
should be rotated so that one person is not constantly 
taking messages.”

Answering machines may also be utilized to en­
force the quiet hoiur. But whether callers reach a 
person or a machine, they “ should be advised that 
the person they are seeking is not ‘available at tl)e 
moment’ and will return the call shortly,” ’ the 
memo says. “ Other equivalent, diplomatic 
Statements can also be used,”  it adds.

What about TIPs — Truly Important Persons —
who may not be aware of the office’s quiet hour?

crackdown on Solidarity leader Lech Walesa ex­
tends to foreigners who visit him. Ralph Andrews, 
an American movie producer, learned this to his 
dismay last month. T te  morning after a three-hour 
meeting with Walesa, Andrews was arrested by 
Polish secret police, interrogated at length, and 
ordered to stay in his hotel until he left for the airport 
the next day.

It was Andrews’s fourth trip to Poland in connec-^ 
lion with the movie he Is maMng abbl/l Walesa and~ 
Sglidarity. I had made the original arrangements for 
Andrews to meet Walesa, and had given him some 
questions to ask the Nobel Peace Prize winner. An­
drews has told the story of his final trip to Poland 
with humor and palpable relief. Here are the 
highlights:

Ajk^ ws bfigan.SWfiating.it nut the minute he-got 
off ^  plane at Warsaw. A premonitory hunch had 
led him to hide my list of questions and the contract 
documents for Walesa in his left sock; he had almost

wear over-the-calf socks,”  Andrews said.) It was a 
wise precaution, for the Polish customs inspector 
search ed  his lu ggage  w ith  ex cru c ia tin g  
thoroughness.

Andrews, who is bald, had brought a wig to wear 
on his drive to Gdansk for the meeting with Walesa, 
hoping to elude secret police surveillance. It worked, 
and the meeting with Walesa an his wife, Danuta, 
was a complete success.

That evening in the Black Cat — the Warsaw 
hotel’s night club — Andrews struck up a conversa­
tion with a foreign businessman, who disclosed that' 
he never had trouble with customs inspections. Ac­
ting again on a premonition, Andrews gave the 
staanger his precious dpeuments, including 
videotapes -of Walesa, uniTaiTanged to get them 
back in Paris two days later.

It was another lucky hunch. Early the next morn­
ing, Andrews was taken in for interrogation. Lack­
ing incriminating evidence, the police let him go.

When he arrived in Paris the next day, Andrews 
raced to the O illon Hotel to meet the businessman. 
“ There he was,”  Andrews reported.

U.S. household size hits record low

WASHINGTON (A P ) -  The 
average American household con­
tained fewer people than ever last 
year, while families with children 
increasingly were headed by a 
single parent, the Census Bureau 
says.

The decline in the size of the 
household, from an average 2.73 
persons in 1963 to 2.71 in 1964, 
resumes a trend whfch had been 
strongly under way since the 1960»;

Also reflecting a dramatic 
post-1960s phenomenon, more than 
one in four families With children 
last year were headed by one 
parent, the Census Bureau said 
Tuesday.

The maturing of the post-World 
War II Baby Boom generation 
helped spur the decline in overall 
family size, with many young peo­
ple setting up household (»i their 
own and young couples postponing 
children to pursue eduction and 
careers .

At the same time, more and 
more elderly people continue to' 
maintain households on their own 
rather than moving in with their 
children, a trend that also helps 
lo w e r  the a v e ra g e  s ize  o f 
households.

Nonetheless, after falling from 
2.76 in 1900 to 2.73 in 1901, the per- 
household average held steady un­
til last year’s d r^ .

Some sociologists speculated 
that family size had evened out 
because weak economic conditions 
discouraged the formation of new 
hoi»ehoIds. 'Thus improvements in 
die economy and increased public

W hile household size has 
declined m ost steadily since 
the 1960s, the trend has been a 
w a y of life throughout the na­
tion's history.

confidence may have led to the 
resumed decline found in the new 
study.

While household size has declin­
ed most steadily since the 1960s, 
the trend has been a way of life 
throu^KNit the nation’s histoty.

’The flrst census in 1790 found an 
average o f 5.79 persons per 
household. That slipped below five 
persons by 1090 and below four in 
1940, after which it leveled off, fluc­
tuating only slightly until the 
average rearited 3.34 in 1961 and 
then began failing steadily.

But as household size has fallen, 
the number of one-parent situa­
tions has shot upward. Single­
parent family groups constitute 
25.7 percent of all family situa­
tions, up from 21.5 percent in 1900 
and only 12.9 percent in 1970, the 
bureau report^.

Prime reasons for this change 
were cited as premarital birth, 
separation and divorce.

While the increase occurred 
among both black and white 
famUiss, blacks reported a con­
siderably higher ratio of one- 
parent situations, totaling nearly 
three out of five families in 1964, 
Census officials said.

The new study found 59.2 percent 
of black families with children had

only one parent present, up from 
51.9 percent in 1980 and 35.7 j^rcent 
in 1970. . .

By contrast the 1984 figure for 
whites was 20.1 percent, up from 
17.1 percent in 1980 and 10.1 percent 
in 1970.

In one-parent situations, mothers 
continue to predomiiulte in caring 
for children. Women headed 22.9 
percent of families with children, 
while 2.8 percent were headed by 
fathers only.

That is an increase for fathers, 
though. They headed 2.2 percent of 
the families with childrra in 1960 
and only 1.3 percent in 1970, the 
bureau reported. - -

Other findings of the new report, 
w hich  updates p re lim in a ry  
statistics issued earlier, included:

•  There were 85.4 million 
households in the United States in 
1984, including 61.9 m illion  
families. About one-third of the 
househokte had children under age 
18.

•  Married couple families con­
stituted 73 percent o f white 
households but only 53 percent 
among blacks.

•  ’The median age of the head of 
household was 45.6 years in 1964, 
down from 46.1 in 1960 and 48.1 in 
1970.

•  N e a r ly  70' p e rc en t o f 
households w ere located in 
metropolitan areas in 1964.

•  The South had the most 
households, 34 percent, followed 
the Midwrat, 25 percent; Nor­
theast, 21 percent, and West, 20 
percent.

for 15 months. I am led to unders­
tand that I will need this medicine 
for Ufe. I knew that I  am controli- 
ing the diabetes this way. bat te 
there really ne hope far ever curing 
It?

DEAR DR. DONOHUE — How 
does the oral medicine. Orinase, 
help control my diabetes? — J.E.

Ihere are many ways to control 
diabetes mellitus, especially the 
kind that needs no insulin injection. 
In that kind, the person’s pancreas 
in making insulin but the body is 
not using it p r ^ r ly ,  so it’s guar- 
buming effect is lessened, causing 
the blood sugar rise. The Orinase 
(tolbutamide) assists this kind of 
diabetic by helping his body utilize 
the insulin already present. Its 
precise way of doing this is still not

ehOrely clrar, biit that is the eiKl 
xmulL

f
Now, having said that, let me add 

that there are other things the 
diabetic can do to help his condi­
tion. Perhaps the most important 
of them is control of body w ei^ t. 
Fat cells, we know, work against 
the action of body insulin, so if you 
reduce their numbers you help con­
trol blood sugar. The cUet should in- 
clude lots o f com plex c a r­
bohydrates, the kind that are more 
slowly digested, the pastas, fruits, 
vegetables, etc. With dietary 
changes, many adults with the non- 
insulin-ttependent diabetes will be 
able to control their blood sugar.

I can’t answer R.P.Lr definitely. 
How long he will have to continue 
his oral medicine depends on the 
success of his total confrol pro­
gram. But even if he must use it the

rest of his life, that would be no 
cause for despair. To my mind, 
control in this instance is a very 
good second to cure.

DEAR DR. DONMIUE: How 
many calories does it take to make 
up a.poond of body weight? Seems 
to me I heard this figure given in 
thousands, but I can’t recall it. — 
G.G.

The figure is approximately 
3,000. That means to ^ in  a pound 
you have to take in an excess of 
3,000 calories as food over the 
amount of calories expended 
(through actvity over a given 
period — aweek, a month).

Court upholds
jury conviction

AUSTIN -  A MitcfaeU County 

jury had enough evidence to CM>-
vict Raymond Gonzales for the 
murder of his live-in companion, 
the Texas Ckxirt of Criminal Ap­
peals ruled Wednesday.

Gonzales was convicted in 32nd 
District Oxut of fatally shooting 
Malva Forbes while the couple sat 
arguing in their kitchen. A jury in 
Judge Weldon K irk ’ s court 
sentenced him to SO years in iMrison.

Gonzales; in his appeal, s ^  the 
1978 shooting was accidratal and 
argued that there was not enough 
evidence for the jury to convict 

. him.
The ^appeals court, however,

disagreed, pointing to testimony 
from the victim’s family which in- 
dicated the oouplo had a histi
violent arguments

The woman’s 20-year-old son, ac- 
.cording to court records, said he 
heard the shot and found the pistol 
pointed in his direction imme^ate- 
ly after the shooting. He fled 
following a scuffle with Gonzales.

Discrepancies between Gon­
zales’ version of the shootii^, the 
son’s testimony and evidence 
presented by the state, the court 
said, “ render it wholly rational for 
a jury to conclude that Raymond 
Gonzales knowingly caus^ the 
death of Ms. F o rb »  by shooting 
her with a gun.”

3 states supporting Texas 
as^ite foF GAA Saturn plant

TEXARKANA, Texas (A P ) — Attorneys genM-al 
from Arkansas, IxNiisiana and Oklahoma called a 
news conference today — apparently to announce 
that the three states are throwing their s iq ^ r t  
behind proposals to locate the ̂ General Motors’ . 
Sattiin auUnnobile plant in Texarkana.

Robert E. “ S w e ^ " Lee, president of the Tex­
arkana Chamber of Commerce, announced the 10 
a.m. news conference and said it would be about the 
location of the $5 billion GM plant, but declined fur­
ther comment.

Ironically, Texas offlcials were not represented at 
the meeting, at least not directly.

-  Harden Wiedemann, eatecutive director xif the > 
Texas Economic Development Cktmmission, told the 
Dallas Times Herald Wednesday that Texas ofHcials 
support the plan but decided not to get involved. To 
do so would be to show favoritism to Texarkana at 
the expense of the more than 80 other Texas cities 
also bidding for the Saturn plant, he said.

Officials of the three states remained generally 
mum Wednesday on the purpose of the meeting; but ‘ 
Wiedemann speculated mat officials from the other 
states defvis«I' the plan in. .^Eo^nttloir oTTexas* ~ 
status as a frontrunner in what has become a 
municipal and state sweepstakes to attract the 
manufacturing plant.

The certain regional economic benefits of a Saturn 
plant at Texarkana — which sits on the Texas- 
Arkansas border and is less than 40 miles from 
Oklahoma and Louisiana — would be sufficient to ex­
cite Oklahoma, Arkansas and LouisiaAa about the

prospects of having a plant located near, albeit not 
inside of their borders, Wiedemann told the Times 
Herald.

“ Wherever Saturn is located, there’s going to be a 
mini-city”  that will rely on the labor and suppli«' 
pools o f the surroitndingTEglon, Wiedouuuursaid:—

He said he did not know the specifle inducements 
that would be offered GM, but said the proposal was 
based on the notion that “ it makes sense from a 
geographical distribution standpoint, plus GM gets 
favors from four states instead of one by putting 
(Saturn) in Texarkana,”  Wiedemann added.

However, Wiedemann noted, there apparently has 
been no-narrowing in the scope of QM's interest. QM 
officials, in Dallas and Detroit said they first learned 
of the joint effort Wednesday when contacted by the 
news media.

GM has been conducting a national search for a 
site for the Saturn plant, which would create 6,000 
jobs. The plant is to produce an inexpensive compact 
car to compete with foreign imports. GM has said it 
hopes to choose a site sometime this summer.

Like Texas, towns throughout Oklahoma, Arkan­
sas and^LomsianE-haYe-beea-vying^-for. ttenidant, - 
which would employ thousands of workers and pump 
millions of dollars into the local economy .

Several .industry officials have speculated that 
Dallas computer magnate H. Ross Perot’s involve­
ment in the plant might make Texas a front-runner.

Perot, originally of Texarkana and founder and 
chairman of Electronic Data Systems Inc., became 
involved in the project when GM acquired EDS.

House OKs seat belt proposal
AUSTIN (A P ) -  The House has 

joined the Senate in v o t i^  to fine 
Texans up to $50 for r id i^  in the 
front seat without wearing seat 
belts.

Today’s 77-60 vote sent the 
measure to Giov. Mark White. The 
bill passed an initial vote Wednes­
day by a 79-56 margin.

House members praised the bill 
as a life-saver and criticized it as 
t y p i c a l  o f  o v e r - p r o t e c t i v e  
government.

Truckers complain

The crew worked from 11 p.m. to 
7 a.m., Dorn’said.

The hole was located 1>̂  miles 
east of Coahoma in the area where 
traffic is detoured onto the east- 
bound lanes. Dorn said there was 
only one hole and it had formed at 
the point where the end of the new 
black asphalt base meets the new 
base.

T h e  U.S. D e p a r tm e n t  o f  
Transportation has said air bags 
would become mandatory in cars 
in 1969 if seat belt laws are not 
enacted in states representing two- 
thirds of the nation’s population.

'The federal threat comes after 
years of education and advertising 
aimed at urging, cajoling and scar­

ing motorists into buckling up. Bill 
sponsor Rep. Bill Messer. D- 
^ t o n ,  said about 15 percent of 
Texans now use seat belts. The law 
could immediately sparii 80 per­
cent usage, he said.

“ There ’s not anyUiing this 
Legislature has the opnortunity to 
do to save more lives/ reduce in­
juries on the highway and save 
more money,”  said Messer.
