rejected

A petition that would place the issue of liquor-by-
the-drink-on the Ballot went on the rocks today.

Howard County Tax Assessor-Collector ‘Dorothy
Moore said a preliminary count, finished about noon,
showed the petition was shy 283 signatures.

“We had 2,138 good signatures and they needed

2,421,”’ Moore said.

Her office was in the process of rechecking figures
a second time, but Moore said she did not expect a
large variance in the count. “It’ll be pretty close to

the same.”

Citizens for a Choice, the group that solicited the
signatures, had collected 2,655 signatures, a

spokesman said.

Micheal Russell, a spokesman for Citizens for a
Choice, said he would not comment on the failure un-
til after the group consulted with its attorney.

The petition failed because of Moore’s interpreta-
tion of state regulations, Russell said today.

Russell said Moore's office took a very strict inter-
pretation of state rules, where voter signatures must
appear exactly — down to the middle initial — as
their name appears on voter registration lists.

He said he believes the state regulations are not
that strict, that if the signature has the same name
and address — plus or minus the middle initial — it

should be accepted.

Earlier this morning, clerks in the office were
slowly and steadily proceeding through a long list of
names as they certified signatures on the petition
that would force a special election.

At a table filled with stacks of petitions and

records of voter registration records, two clerks

Cities in orbit over atom-smasher

All around Texas, local groups
are starting to light signal fires
that spell out the same message:
Put your atom smasher here.

Groups in at least three areas in
Texas — including Big Spring and
the Permian Basin — are lining up
local support to ensure that the
U.S. Department of Energy builds
its atom smasher in Texas — with
any luck, in their community.

The federal government is con-
sidering the construction of a
gigantic atom smasher — the
Superconducting Super-Collider, or
Texatron — with a price tag bet-
ween $2 billion and $6 billion. The
project could create thousands of
new jobs and pump hundreds of

Gate trot
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millions of dollars into a local
economy.

The Texatron would consist of a
circular tunnel from 60 to 100 miles
in circumference, a series of
magnets inside the tunnel, and a
research facility — the campus —
in which scientists would work.

Operation would start with two
beams of protons shot into the tun-
nel in opposite directions. The par-
ticles naturally travel in a straight
line, but the magnets would bend
their paths around the tunnel and
accelerate them.

The protons would race around
and around the tunnel, ac-
celerating on each circuit and
eventually nearing the speed of
light. At that point, they would col-

»

lide, producing subatomic par-
ticles for the scientists to study.

In those collisions and their ef-
fects, physicists hope to find
answers about the nature of the
universe: How it started, how it
will end, and how it's put together.

The fact that the Texatron’s cost
may prove prohibitive has not stop-
ped communities around the state
from trying to snare the project.

Six sites have been studied by a
commission established by Gov.
Mark White, which made its report
in January.

One is in north Texas at Wax-
ahachie. That site is close to
Dallas-Fort Worth, an area with a
major international airport, a
reservoir of skilled technicians and

a wide array of cultural activities.
The North Texas Commission,
which promotes the development
of the area, is taking a keen in-
terest in the project, says commis-
sion President Worth Blake.

Another potential site, left out of
the governor's site study, is in the
Permian Basin. Grant Billingsley,
executive vice president of the
Midland Chamber of Commerce,
says local chambers of commerce
are spearheading a drive to bring
the Texatron to the Midland
Odessa-Big Spring area.

The area’s flatness, its geology
and its good transportation
facilities, Billingsley says, suggest

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Jobless
rate up

Oil slowdown
has ‘ripple effect’ -

A slowdown in key industries
pushed the county and -city
unemployment rates up almost a
full percentage point in May, the
local office of the Texas Employ-
ment Commission reported today.

Total employment fell slightly
while the number of persons look-
ing for work edged up, Joe Wallis,
office manager for TEC here, said.
He attributed May’s countywide
unemployment rate of 5.7 percent
— up from 4.9 percent in April — to
a slowdown in oilfield exploration
and service work and a reduction
in the medical health field.

‘““As one industry slows down, ‘it
will have a ripple effect,”” Wallis
said.

Wallis said scheduled openings of
three new restaurants and another
convenience store in Big Spring
should help unemployment figures.

He said, however, that those new
jobs “won’t offer employment” to
persons displaced from the oilfield
‘and the health professions. “It will
be hard to place those people.”’

TEC figures for Howard County
in May show the labor force had
16,355 persons, 15,417 of them
employed and 938 unemployed.
That compares to an April labor
force of 16,289, of which 15,495 peo-
ple were employed and 794
unemployed.

The increase in the work force
can be aftributed to more in-
dividuals looking for jobs because
school is out, Wallis said.

Figures for the city of Big Spr-
ing, obtained from the Austin TEC
office, also showed a similar in-
crease in the unemployment rate
and the labor force.

May unemployment for the city
is at 6.7 percent, up from 5.7 per-
cent a month ago, TEC reports.

Although that figure remains
lower than the average national
unemployment rate, it crept past
the state unemployment average of
6.6 percent.

Big Spring has 12,332 people in its
labor force, 11,511 of whom are
employed and 821 unemployed. In
April, figures showed a labor force
of 12,264, of whom 11,569 were
employed and 695 unemployed.

ABILENE — The mother of a
young man shot to death last
November by a Howard County
sheriff’'s deputy has filed a civil
rights suit in federal court here
seeking $6 million in damages.

Howard County Judge Milton
Kirby said today he had been “‘ex-
pecting’’ a suit to be filed in con-
nection ‘with the death of Jose G.
Garza, 16, who was shot and killed
by then-sheriff’s deputy O.D. Ma-
jors following a police pursuit in
Big Spring. Majors has since
resigned.

Adelina Garza of San Angelo,
mother of Jose G. Garza, is suing
Howard County, the .county
sheriff’s department, Sheriff A.N.
Standard and Majors. The suit was
filed by El Paso attorney Robin
Collins. It asks for $2 million com-
pensatory and $4 million punitive
damages.

In the lawsuit, Mrs. Garza
alleges that the Howard County
Sheriff's Department:

e Failed to follow proper pro-
cedures in setting up a roadblock
and in using deadly force.

® Maintained inadequate
policies for reviewing police
misconduet, for disciplining and
counseling officers, and for screen-
ing out prospects who are unfit to
be police officers.

® Did not give deputies proper
training and supervision in the use
of deadly force.

Sheriff A.N. Standard declined
comment on the lawsuit when con-
tacted today. ‘“‘Any comments |
from this office will be based upon
the county's representation,’ Stan-
dard said.

Howard County Judge Milton
Kirby said he was unaware of the
lawsuit this morning. ‘I wonder
when they're going to advise us,”
he said. ‘‘I've been expecting it. We
need to talk to the district attorney
and county attorney before making
any public statements.”

Howard County Grand Jurors
reviewed the shooting case in
February but did not take any ac-
tion against Majors after hearing
evidence presented by the Texas
Rangers and the FBI. Standard

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2A tough job

Labor secretary defends Reagan policies before

DALLAS (AP) — U.S. Labor
Secretary William Brock, defen-
ding his department’s record on
minority employment before the
NAACP convention, denied
charges the Reagan administra-
tion has eroded civil rights and ig-
nored minority concerns.

“I don’t believe there’s anyone
who believes Ronald Reagan
doesn’t want the maximum oppor-
» tunity for everyone in the coun-
try,” Brock said Monday before
the 76th annual meeting of the Na-
tional Association for the Advance-
ment of Colored People.

Calling the double-digit minority
youth unemployment rate a ‘“na-
tional tragedy,” Brock said the ad-
ministration was trying to put
black teen-agers to work by pro-
posing a sub-minium wage and job
training programs.

When asked at a later news con-
ference if he agreed with the ad-
ministration’s handling of civil
rights issues, he said, ‘“The presi-
dent appointed me. I share his
views.”’

““I think there have been missed
opportunities for communication’
between the NAACP and the ad-
ministration, Brock said after his
noon speech to convention
" delegates.

Tension during questioning by
reporters in the press room —
where Hooks shared the podium
with Brock and listened as his own
words attacking Reagan were
repeated — contrasted sharply
with Brock’s earlier speech.

During a speech greeted with
polite applause at the Dallas Con-
vention Center baliroom, Brock
spoke of a need to curb teen-age
unemployment, which he said has
climbed as high as 50 percent
among blacks and steadily increas-
ed over the past 30 years. .

In his keynote address Sunday
night, NAACP Executive Director
Benjamin L. Hooks blasted the
Reagan administration and accus-
ed it of “open hostility to equal
rights.”

But on Monday, Brock sidestep-
ped the controversy, saying he
wouldn’t get into a ‘“‘debate with
the Justice Department’” or any
other department at odds with the
NAACP, which is holding its 76th
annual meeting.

Police Beat

Brock, who was praised by
Hooks as an official whose door is
always open to minorities, focused
instead on the Labor Department’s
efforts to solve the problem of out-
of-work youth.

‘““They are in this horrible
Catch-22,” Brock said. “They don’t
have a job because they don’t have
experience. They can’t get ex-
perience because they can’t get a
job.

‘““The numbers have risen
without relief,”” he said. “That is a
personal tragedy for all of them
and a national tragedy for all of
us."

Ft. Hood under
new commander

FORT HOOD, Texas (AP) — The
new commander of Fort Hood will
have a different style than his
popular predecessor, but says
there will be no ‘‘drastic upheaval”
at the Army post.

Lt. Gen. Crosbie Saint, 48, of-
ficially took command of Fort
Hood and III Corps on June 11, but
he had been at the base less than a
week when he held a news con-
ference Monday.

Restrictions will keep the pro-
gram from displacing adult
workers, as some labor and minori-

ty leaders fear, and ‘‘400,000 new
jobs’’ will be created, Brock said.

““There are going to be tactical
differences’’ between the ad-
ministration and NAACP, Brock
said. ‘‘Our differences are not over
the goals, they're over the methods
to achieve those goals.”

At the end of the news con-
ference, Hooks placed his arm on
Brock’s shoulder and said he’d
known Brock for 20 years.

Other nations plead for release of hostages

BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP) — The ambassadors of Bri-
tain and Italy met today with Shiite Moslem leader
Nabih Berri, apparently seeking an end to the ordeal of

40 American hijack hostages, now in their 12th day of
captivity.

There were reports that Syria and Israel, bitter Mid-
dle East foes, are ready to join the United States in
separate efforts to free the Americans held by Shiites.

Berri told reporters Monday that the hostages, seiz-
ed in the June 14 hijacking of a TWA Athens-to-Rome
flight, would not be freed until U.S. warships pull back
from the Lebanese coast. U.S. Secretary of Defense
Caspar Weinberger said the ships are in international
waters.

Previously, the hijackers had only demanded the
liberation of Shiites jailed in Israel and Spain as a con-
dition for setting free their American captives. Israel
freed 31 of its prisoners Monday, leaving 735 still
behind bars.

After meeting for 30 minutes with Berri, the Italian
ampassador, Antonio Mancini, told reporters: ‘‘I came
as the president in Beirut of the ambassadors of the
European Community (Common Market) to tell him
how preoccupied we are, for this hijacking has turned
out to be' a crucial moment in the life of what we call
future Lebanon, the new Lebanon which we expected
to rise from the retreat of the Israelis.”

The Italian envoy added that he told Berri, “We
can’t but condemn very strongly every operation that
involves innocent people, even in important matters

like war.”
British Ambassador David Miers met for one hour
with Berri at the Shiite Amal militia leader’s sandbag-

ged house in Beirut’s Moslem sector. ‘“We discussed .

some aspects of the hijacking,” said Miers. ‘“‘Certain
important aspects and principles.” He declined to give
details.

The meeting between Miers and Berri followed
reports that Shiite extremists have threatened
reprisals against Britain for its recent deportation of
eight Shiites suspected of plotting the overthrow of the
Bahrain government.

In Julis, Israel, Prime Minister Shimon Peres said
today he had sent a letter to President Reagan on Mon-
day stressing that Israel and the United States must
cooperate fully to seek an end to the hostage crisis.

Previously, Israeli officials had indicated sympathy,
but -said - they viewed -the -hijacking -asa purely
American affair.

““I said, as I really feel, that our concern for the safe-
ty of the hostages is no different than if it were our own
hostages,” the Israeli leader said. ‘I see this as a
struggle of the entire enlightened and free world
against the ugly phenomenon of terror. And of course,
we stand by the United States.”

Beirut’s leftist daily newspaper, as-Safir, quoted in-
formed sources as saying Syria had agreed to U.S. re-
quests to use its relations with the Shiites to secure the
release of the Americans. |

Expert says jetliner exploded in air

CORK, Ireland (AP) — An Indian expert who in-
spected the wreckage of an Air-India jumbo jet that
suddenly plummeted 31,000 feet into Atlantic waters
said today it was apparent the Boeing 747 “‘broke up in
the air.”

‘““Some of the pieces, like chairs and cushions, are in-
tact, so they had to fall from high up in the sky,” Cap-
tain V.K. Bhasin, deputy manager of Indian Airlines,
Air-India’s sister company.. told reporters.

“If the whole aircraft had impacted (against) the
water there would have been a lot more twists and
turns in the chairs and some of the other equipment,”’
he said.

Threats force delay of 4 planes

Anonymous ‘bomb threats and suspicious
passenger remarks forced jumpy airlines officials
around the world to order two planes to make
emergency landings and delay takeoff of two others.

The threats came one day after an apparent explo-
sion downed an Air-India jumbo jet out of Toronto 120
miles southwest of the Irish coast, killing all 329 peo-
ple aboard. Also Sunday, an explosion shattered lug-
gage in Tokyo’s airport that had been taken off a
Canadian Pacific Air flight from Vancouver.

No bombs were found on any of the threatened
planes Monday.

An Austrian Airlines DC-9 was forced to return toa
Rome airport Monday after the airline’s Vienna of-
fice received an anonymous telephoned bomb threat,

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police said.

A Japanese airliner carrying 199 people on a
domestic flight made an emergency landing Monday
after a telephone caller said there were bombs
aboard that would explode at 2:20 p.m.

Hiroyuki Ito, a spokesman for All Nippon Airways,
said the plane made an emergency landing at Akita
in northern Japan.

Also Monday, a telephoned bomb threat delayed a
New York-bound Air-India jumbo jet at London’s
Heathrow Airport more than seven hours.

In Toronto, a Wardair flight to Edmonton was

delayed for more than five hours Monday night while
a bomb search was conducted at Pearson Interna-

tional Airport.

Up to 22 inches of rain drenched three
southern provinces, causing landslides and
flash floods. Nine people, including a family of
four, died when a house collapsed in a land-
slide Monday in South Cholla province.

Brazil transport crashes

RIO DE JANEIRO, Brazil — A Brazilian air
force transport plane slammed into a hillside
while attempting a forced landing in southern
Brazil, killing all seven people aboard,
military officials said.

The Hercules C-130 was on a routine mission
between Rio de Janeiro and Santa Maria,
about 1,100 miles to the south, when it crashed
Monday a mile before reaching the air base,
an air force statement said. It did not identify
the victims.

Japan cuts more tariffs

TOKYO — The Japanese government today
announced tariff reductions on more than
1,860 products, most taking effect next year,
and said it is willing to discuss abolishing
tariffs on all manufactured goods.

The offer came in a mid-term report on an
‘““‘action program’” of market-opening
measures to quell foreign criticism of Japan's
huge trade surpluses. Prime Minister
Yasuhiro Nakasone in April announced the
program and pledged to come up with tariff
cuts by late June and other market opening
measures in July. Japan last year had a trade
surplus of $45 billion, including $36.8 billion
with the United States.

U.K. in bomb search

LONDON — Police say they are searching
for time bombs in hotels or other buildings in
12 English seaside resorts today after un-
covering an alleged IRA plot to unleash a
bombing blitz at the mid-July height of the
tourist season.

Twelve people were being held for question-
ing in connection with a five pound bomb with
a 48-day timing mechanism found hidden Sun-
day in a second floor room of a crowded hotel
near Buckingham Palace, the London
residence of Queen Elizabeth II.

Bush, Kohl hold talks

BONN, West Germany — US. Vice Presi-
dent George Bush, on the second stop of his
West European tour, met with Chancellor
Helmut Kohl today for talks centered on ways
of combatting terrorism.

The Bush visit comes one week after a
powerful bomb blast ripped through a busy
Frankfurt airport terminal, killing three peo-
ple and injuring 42 others. Frankfurt police on
Tuesday said they still had no firm leads in the
case.

WASHINGTON — In the apparently endless
chronicling of Pentagon waste, it’s the $640 toilet
seats, $400 hammers and $600 ashtray< that get the
headlines. Less sensational, but far more wasteful,
are the unpublicized delays and cost overruns on the

Pentagon’s big-ticket items.

One of these is CAMIS, the Continental Army
Management-Information System, on which the Pen-
tagon has already spent enough to buy more than
66,000 overpriced ashtrays with no discernible

results.

After three years of development and expen-
ditures topping $40 million, the fancy computer
system still is many months and millions of dollars

from even reaching the drawing board.

How important is CAMIS to national security? An
internal memo from the Army Forces Command

chief of staff put it this way:

“The need for CAMIS can be simply stated.
Without it, the Army cannot perform the functions
needed to mobilize the (reserve) force; redistribute
personnel, equipment and materiel by priority, and
prepare units for deployment within the time frame

demanded by national strategy.”’

But for all its urgency, the CAMIS project has bog-
ged down in the very first of its preliminary stages:
figuring out what the computer system should be
able to do when it's eventually built and

programmed.

Our associate Donald Goldberg obtained hundreds
of pages of internal Army documents detailing the
project’s problems. With the help of Joe Burniece,
an analyst with the Project on Military Procure-
ment, a private watchdog group, the story has been

How Reagan, Carter handle hostages

WASHINGTON (AP) — President Reagan’s
handling of the hijacking of TWA Flight 847
underscores the difference between how he
copes with a foreign crisis in which others hold
the trump cards and how Jimmy Carter dealt
with the event that helped doom his
presidency.

Reagan has taken an active role, but he has
not allowed it to dominate his time.

He showed his involvement not by concen-
trating all his attention on the crisis but by
visiting briefly with families of victims during
trips to Indianapolis and .Dallas which had
been scheduled in his campaign to sell his tax
overhaul plan.

The contrast with Carter is sharp.

In the third year of his presidency, Iranian
radicals seized the American Embassy in
Tehran, demanding that the United States
send back for trial the shah, who was in this
country for medical treatment. Some of the
hostages were released, but 52 were held for
444 days — freed, finally, on Jan. 20, 1980, the
day the presidency was surrendered by Carter
to Reagan.

As soon as the crisis occured, Carter
cancelled trips, stayed awake late into the
night, walked the White House grounds alone,
chaired meeting after meeting to consider his
options and, eventually, found himself held
hostage — ‘‘the 53rd hostage,” hé was called.

Reagan’s White House staff went into action
with the seizure of TWA Flight 847, but
Reagan initially stood apart. When word ar-
rived at the White House the morning of June
14 that the airliner had been hijacked, Vice
Adm. John M. Poindexter called togehter an
interagency crisis committee and parceled
out assignments.

The State Department set up a special task
force to monitor developments; Defense

would review the military situation. Contacts
were set up with the airline, intelligence agen-
cies and friendly governments in the region.

Poindexter’s boss, National Security Ad-
viser Robert C. McFarlane, kept Reagan in-
formed of developments, but the president
took no immediate action to take over minute-
by-minute monitoring of the crisis.

Most of the White House crisis management
people had been through it before — either in
dress rehearsals or the embassy bombing in
Beirut, the suicide attack on the Marine head-
quarters, the coordinated assault on U.S.,
French and Kuwaiti facilities.

Reagan has spent both weekends since the
hijacking at the presidential retreat at Camp
David, Md., but he came back early on the
first weekend to meet with the National
Security Council, demonstrating his personal
concern for the deteriorating situation.

The past weekend, he flew by helicopter
from Camp David to Andrews Air Force Base
to receive the bodies of four U.S. Marines kill-
ed in a second instance of terrorism — the gun-
ning down of patrons at a cafe in El Salvador.

Reagan used the occasion to vow “‘to find the
jackals and bring them and their colleagues in
terror to justice.” :

He could not be so bold in his choice of words
about the terrorists holding 40 American
hostages in Lebanon. He could only say, as he
did Tuesday night in a news conference, that
he would have to ‘“‘wait it out’’ and appeal to
Lebanese authorities to work for the

Americans’ release.

He expressed frustration, saying he had
“pounded a few walls myself’ in anguish.

Aides and Reagan may yet take another
look at his plans to take a 10-day vacation,
beginning Friday, in California if the hostages
remain in hostile hands then and no solution
appears imminent.

But Reagan’s aides say he is determined to
:xgid becoming a hostage of crisis, as Carter

In his memoirs, the former president cap-
tured the atmosphere: ““The safety and well-
being of the American hostages became a con-
stant concern for me, no matter what other
duties I was performing as president. I would
walk in the White House gardens early in the
morning and lie awake at night, trying to think
of additional steps I could take to gain their
freedom without sacrifying the honor and
security of our nation. I listened to every pro-
posal, no matter how preposterous. ...”’

On the fourth day of the Iranian crisis,
Carter postponed a state visit to Canada and a
few days later cancelled trips that had been
scheduled to Pennsylvania, Florida and
Georgia, where he had hoped for a few days’
vacation on Sapelo Island.

‘“Staying 'close to Washington quickly
became standard policy,” Carter wrote. And
on Dec. 4, a month after the embassy was seiz-
ed and the day he announced his candidacy for
re-election, Carter formally confined himself
to quarters.

Although he eventually did take to the cam-
paign trail four months later, while the
hostages remained in captivity, the crisis con-
sumed him and, perhaps more than any other
event, his presidency.

One such salt used in
treatment of arthritis is sodium
thiomalate.

a.m. EDT. but the clouds quickly
gathered over the All England Club
and a steady drizzle followed.

The drizzle eased 10 minutes
before Martina Navratilova was
due to open her defense of the
ladies single : title on center court.
But officials said they were not
removing the tarpaulin covers
since further bad weather was ex-
pected imminently.

That match was to be followed by
the resumption of the John
McEnroe-Peter McNamara first-
round clash which officials
suspended at 3-3 in the opening set
Monday because of the slippery
court.

On court 1, Britain’s Amanda
Brown was waiting to open up
against No. 15 seed Gabriela
Sabatini of Argentina, followed by
No. 9 Johan Kriek against Victor
Pecci.

Rozier has bought out his contract
with the USFL Jacksonville Bulls
and will play for the Houston Oilers
of the NFL this fall, according to
his agent.

Rozier this week will sign a four-
year contract worth an estimated
$2 million, his agent, Philadelphia
lawyer Art Wilkinson, said
Monday.

National Football League
spokesman Dick Maxwell said
Rozier's case has been reviewed
and that ‘he is free of any contract
obligation.”

Rozier, who set rushing records
and won the 1983 Heisman Trophy
while at the University of
Nebraska, was staying with his

parents in New Jersey, but did not
return calls there.

Rozier gained 1,361 yards this
year in the United States Football
League with Jacksonsville, which
tried to keep Rozier with an offer
that included $1 million in real
estate, according to Wilkinson.
