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How's that?

Q. Is it unusual for a pear tree 
to bloom at this time of year?

A. With aiu the rain we’ve been 
getting, if there’s fertilizer 
around the tree, it might bloom 
a little, said Francis Armstrong 
of Johansen’s nursery. Don’t 
fertilize the tree now, he said, 
because a freeze could kill the 
fruit.

City solicits new prison

Big Spring has taken a “ very 

posiUve step”  in its efforts to locate 
a medium-security federal prison 
here, said a Bureau of Prisons of-

plans,”  he said.
Community attitudes about the 

location of a prison are important, 
Jones said. “ While it does happen 
from time to time, we're not exact­
ly overrun with offers,”  he said.
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“ It ’s very positive to come into a 
community with an attitude this 
positive and a concerned group of 
citizens who have done their 
homework,”  said Jim Jones, site 
selection director for the federal 
prison system.

Jones was invited by city of­
ficials to examine Big Spring as a 
possible location for a m^ium- 
security prison.
However, he said another prison in 
this area is not in any current plans 
for the Bureau of Prisons.

Jones examined three possible 
sites for a prison during his stay 
here Wednesday and Thursday. 
They are a 145-acre tract at the old 
Webb Air Force Base golf course, a 
tract adjoining the golf course and 
a site at the Howard County In­
dustrial Park.

He met Wednesday night with 
about 100 elected officials and com­
munity leaders for a Anner at the 
Country Club to discuss the selec­
tion process and the chances of a 
prison being located here. Bill Gar- 
retson, the assistant south central 
region director, joined Jones on his 
visit. '

Present construction plans, 
which stretch into the 1090s, do not 
include the location of any prisons 
in the bureau’s south central 
region, in which Texas is located, 
Jones said.

Instead, the bureau is planning to 
build prisons in its northeast and 
southeast regions, where over­
crowding at its correctional institu­
tions are greatest, he said.

The system is 41 percent over­
crowded, however, and current 
trends show that the number of 
federal inmates will continue to in­
crease, Jones said. “ Big Spring 
and the South Central Region are 
not in that plan. But we alro revise

camp already exists here, many 
services would be combined, mak­
ing the site more attractive 
because of its cost-efficiency, 
Jones said. Ten other communities 
have two federal prispns, he said.

For example, Howard College 
already provides educational pro­
grams for the inmates at the prison 
camp. These could be modified and 
expanded for a medium-security 
prison, Howard College President 
Bob Riley said.

The attitude and the relationship 
with the community and the prison 
camp might compensate tor the 
distance from a metropolitan area. 
The bureau prefers to locate 
prisons near those areas to keep 
transportation costs down, Jones 
said.

Big Spring leaders — including 
the city council, the county com­
missioners, the Chamber of Com­
merce and the Industrial Founda­
tion — are trying to interest the 
federal government in locating a 
new prison here.

Because the bureau is not active­
ly soliciting a site in the area, there 
is no prescribed procedure to lobby 
for a prison, Jones said.

Once it is determined a site is 
needed in the south centraTiegion, 
Jones would look at several possi­
ble sites. An environmental impact 
statement — a six-month study of 
the effects of the prison on the com­
munity — would be conducted.

Congress would then have to 
bueget and appropriate funds for 
the prison site, Jones said.

Charles Stenholm, D-Stamford, 
said Stenholm did not anticipate 
any problems in winning approval 
for a prison in Big S p ri^  from Con­
gress.

Dial defends right for fair trial

Criminal defendants are en­

titled to a speedy, fair trial, but 
not necessarily a perfect trial, 
says Preston Dial of San An­
tonio, who was in Big Sping 
Wednesday on his campaign 
tour for election to the state 
Criminal Court of Appeals.

Dial, who passed out bars of 
Dial brand deodorant soap with 
his picture on the label, is an 
associate judge on the Fourth 
Court of Appeals and is a 
Democratic candidate.

Dial said he encourages Tex­
ans to vote for Proposition 11 on 
the Nov. 5 ballot. The proposi­
tion would eliminate technical 
errors in indictments as prison 
escape clauses.

during the trial if necessary.

“ It ’s fairer to the defendant,”  
he said. “ It allows the oppor­
tunity to make the indictment 
more particular.”

He serves on the State Bar 
committee on court costs, effi­
ciency and delay.

But Dial supports the exclu­
sionary rule, which bars i l l ^ l -  
ly gathered evidence from being 
used in a trial. “ The police have 
learned to respect the rights of 
the defendant by gathering 
evidence in a legal way,”  he 
said.

Real peace
Reagan proposes regioTnal initiatives
UNITEID NA’TIONS (A P ) — President Reagan, 

fering a “ fresh start”  in troubled U.S.-Soviet relations, 
today proposed the superpowers undertake a regional 
peace process in five war-tom countries.

“ We must begin somewhere,”  Reagan declared in 
an address to the U.N. General Assembly, “ so let us 
begin where there is great need and great hope.”

In all five countries — Afghanistan, Cambodia, 
Ethiopia, Angola and Nicaragua — the president said, 
Marxism-Leiidnism is at “ war with the people.”  

“ Lives are being lost each day”  because of Soviet ex­
pansion in those countries, Reagan ch a fed . And, in 
each instance, he said, the conflict has spilled over into 
“ war with their neighbors.”

Reagan said the United States seci:s “ real peace”  
and, to pursue it, he intends to make the resolution of 
regional conflicts in Africa, Asia and Central America 
a “ central issue”  at his summit meeting Nov. 19-20 
with Soviet leader Mikhail Gorbachev in Geneva, 
Switzerland.

ITie proposed regional peace talks would be initiated 
by the warring parties, the president said.

Once such tsJks would “ take hold,”  he said, the 
United States and the Soviet Union would together sedi 
lasting solutions, including a halt to foreign military 
intervention, curbs on the flow of arms from outside 
and free elections.
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In Afghanistan, where the Soviets have more than 
100,000 t r o ^  sustaining a pro-Moscow government, 
Reagan said the Soviet Union must be included in the 
negotiations from the start in order to achieve an end 
to the four-year-old civil war.

His spee^, marking the 40th anniversary the 
founding of tlK United Nations, recalled that the world 
organization was intended to be a “ guiding star”  to 
frwdom. “ Dreams of trust are worthy,”  the president 
' said, “ but in these 40 years, too many dreams have 
been shattered, too many (Ntimises have been broken, 
too many lives have been lost.”

Turning to U.S.-Soviet relations, Reagan said that 
when he meets with Gorbachev he will try to lower the 
current level of mistrust.

The president said Americans do not accept that any 
government has the right to “ command and order the 
lives of its people,”  and that this belief was “ at the 
core of our dMp and abiding differences with the 
Soviet Union, differences that put us into natural con­
flict. ...”

And yet, Reagan aaid, ‘.‘wo must begin somewhere, 
so let us begin where there is grrat need and g r ^ t  
hope”  by trying to help the people in the five countries 
he listed “ c h o ^  their future more freely.”

China confirms report'
PEEKING — China today confirmed that it is 

cooperating with Pakistan and other nations 
in the field of nuclear energy, but asserted 
that the program is for peaceful purposes 
only.

Reacting to charges 1^ U.S. Sen. Alan 
Cranston, D -Calif., and congressional 
specialists that China might be other
countries, including Iran, to acquire nuclear 
weapons capability, a Foreign Ministry state­
ment said;

“ This is groundless. The Chinese govern­
ment has repeatedly stated that China does 
not advocate or practice nuclear prolifera­
tion, nor does it tadp other countries develop 
nuclear weapons.”

Coup insurance sought
BANGKOK, Thailand — Authorities said to­

day that two insurance companies are seeking 
government approval to cover casualties 
from coups, revolutions, and other social 
upheavals.

Thailand has had 19 coups or attempted 
coups in the last S3 years, including a failed at­
tempted Sept. 9 that left five people dead and 
60 wounded.

LAUSANNE Switzerland — The newspaper 

Le Matin says it would take two «niid months 
dTrSiiiTb make up for a prolonged dry spell 
that has c i^ te d  a severe water shortage in 
western Switzerland.

'The newspaper said Wednesday that the dry 
spell posed a potential threat to harvests, and 
had cut the output of hydroelectric p w er , for­
cing electricity imports from neighboring 
countries.

East bloc meet ends
SOFIA, Bulgaria — Leaders of the Soviet- 

led Warsaw Pact, meeting four weeks before 
the superpower summit, have called for a ban 
on the testing and development of “ strike”  
space weapons, including anti-satellite arms.

In a statement issued Wednesday at the 
close of the two-day meeting of the Warsaw 
Pact, the Blast bloc’s military alliance, the 
leaders also said they were ready to eliminate 
any weapon now in their possession if the West 
wmild do the same. —.

Embassy security leaves 

too much to be desired
By JACK ANDERSON and JOSEPH SPEAR

WASHINGTON — The frightening increase in ter­
rorist actions against Americans overseas in recent 
years doesn’t seem to have jarred the State Depart­
ment out of its bureaucratic lethargy.

Four months ago, we reported the department’s 
inexplicable indifference to the Beirut embassy’s 
plea for a modest $130,000 to beef up protection for 
beleaguered U.S. personnel there. The bureaucrats’ 
response was a stem lecture on budget restraint, a 
piteous com plaint about the problems in 
Washington, and an admonition to go through the 
proper paperwork process when asking for security 
money.

Now we’ve learned that the Beirut embassy is not 
alone in its security problems. Foreign Service duty 
in Khartoum, the capital of Sudan, is every bit as 
nerve-racking — and apparently is evoking just as 
little sympathy from Washington.

Sudan, we might note, is close to the top of the list 
of lousy assignments for our diplomats abroad. The 
climate is grim in the best of times, and recent years 
have hardily been the best. Drought, famine, 
economic collapse, refugees from neightMring na­
tions — all this would be bad enough. But Sudanese, 
politics has been chaotic for nearly two decades, 
culminating in a coup last April. The adoption of a 
strict Islamic code two years ago made life even 
grimmer for Americans stationed in Khartoum

Under the circumstances, you might think the 
State Department would take diligent care of the 
security of Americans based there. But an'expert 
hired by a U.S. government contractor told our 
associate Donald Goldberg that the security ar­
rangements in Khartoum are outrageous. We’ve 
confirmed the details Of his story through State 
Department sources.

As in other embassies, the main job of protecting 
the compound is entrusted to U.S. Marines. There 
are nine on duty in Khartoum.

To make up for the lack of Marines, the State 
Department has hired Service and Su|^ly Interna­
tional, a small firm with headquarters in Athens. 
For roughly $1.4 million, some 700 Sudanese guards 
were hired as “ watchmen”  to protect the embassy

and American personnel’s private residences.
The expert discovered that the guards were'un- 

trained In security operations. But some of them had 
received other training — at a terrorist camp in 
Libya. At least, one of these terrorism school 
graduates was on duty at the embassy itself.

State Department officials pointed out that the 
Sudanese guards carry no weapons — which was 
evidently supposed to be reassuring.

But the expert is still concerned about security in 
Khartoum. While he was there, he learned that 
several individuals known to be Libyan soldiers ar­
rived at the Khartoum airport carrying Soviet-made 
AK-47 automatic rifles and ammunition. The 
weapons and ammo were confiscated by Sudanese 
officials, but the Libyans were allowed to enter.

The pur­
chase required a special amendment waiving 
military housing rules.

AUSTIN — Texas voters wUl 
have a chance in Nov. 5 dectton 
to modify their state court 
system, which has remained 
structurally unchanged for 
more than a century.

But Amencbnent 13, involviiv 
court redistricting and reappor­
tionment, and another court- 
related Item on the November 
ballot. Amendment 12, are 
drawing little interest outside 
the legal professkm. Amend­
ment 12 would allow the Texas 
Supreme Court and the Texas 
Coiat of Criminal Appeals to 
answer questions of state law 
for federal appeals courts.

If  passed. Amendment 13 
would significantly alter the 
state’s courts in two ways.

First, it would set im a 
Judicial Districts Board to 
recommend how to redraw 
district court boundaries based 
on U.S. Census figures. The 
13-member board would include 
the chief justice of the Texas 
Suireme Court, the preskhag 
judge of the Court iif Criminal 
Appeals, the presiding judges of 
each of the nine adndnistrative 
judicial districts, the president 
of the Texas Judicial Council 
and one person licensed to prac­
tice law who would be appointed 
by the governor for a four-year

The district courts’ 
jurisdiction would be broadened 
to include anything that was not

specifically granted to ccunty 
courts and comdy oourta«t-l8w. 
S evera l constitutional rc- 
quiremenu for district and 
county courts also would be 
repealed.

“ This is something that’s been 
in the works for at least two or 
three decades,”  said M el 
Hazlewood, staff director of the 
S elect C om m ittee on the 
Judiciary which recommended 
revamping the court system.

“ We haven’t changed the 
basic system. We’ve Jisit added 
more districts. Now, we have 
too many judges, mostly in the 
rural counties... anda dhperity 
in workloads”  between crowded 
urinm courts and riva l com fl 
which handle fewer cases, 
Hazlewood said.

“ H iere will be some courts 
that would be abolished — six or 
seven immediately,”  he said. 
But “ the Legislature does need 
to provide a judicial presence in 
all thwpnwl areas.”

Supporters, such as the Stale 
Bar of Texas,' haO die proposal 
as a means to etrenmifaw. a 
systenqrthat dates back to when 
Ulysses S. GraiU was president 
of the United States.

DEAR ABBY: Thank you for devoting an entire 
colunui to AIDS. I learned a lot from your article, but 
you failed to list the symptoms. Please do. It  would 
be helpful to a great number of your readers, 
including...

ME IN CALIFORNIA
DEAR ME: Many of the AIDS symptoms are sub­

tle and may only indicnte simple, everyday 
ailments: therefore, you should be alerted but not 
alarmed if you have one or more of the following 
symptoms:

•  Weight loss of more than !• pounds during a 
period of less than two months, not related to diet or 
increased activity; prolonged loss of appetite.

•  Unexplained, persistent or recurrent fevers or 
drenching night sweats.

•  Swollen glands (lymph nodes found in the neck, 
armpits or groin) that persist and are unexplained 
by other illness.

•  Profound fatigue that persists and is not ex­
plainable by physical activity, substance abuse or a 
psychological disorder.

•  Persistent and unexplained diarrhea or bloody 
stools.

•  A  persistent, whitteb coating (or spotting) on the 
tongue or in the throat, which may be accompanied 
by soreness or difficnity in swallowing.

•  A heavy, persistent, dry cough that is not due to 
smoking and has lasted too long to be explained by a 
cold or flu (especially with shortness of breath).

•  Easy bruising or unexplained bleeding from any 
orifice.

•  Skin rashes or discolorations of the skin.
•  Blurred vision and/or persistent, severe 

headaches.
It must be emphasized that each of these symp­

toms may appear in diseases that are not caused by 
or associated with AIDS. When not easily or other­
wise explained, the persistence of one or more of

these symptoms should be discussed with a health 
care provider who is familiar with AIDS.

A national hotline with an informative recording 
can be reached by calling 1 ON  342-AIDS. Many 
cities have a local AIDS information hotline. Your 
telephone operator can advise you.

VVhen is eye pressure too high?

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: When a doctor measures 
the floM pressure inside the eyes, what is the danger 
number? — A.W.

The average p r^ u re  in the eye, as measured with 
the hmometo-, is around 15. But that can be 
misleading. The pressure can be higher than that 
and not signify glaucoma. Glaucoma can be 
realistically defined as pressure so high that it is 
damaging the optic nmre, the nerve of vision.

If  the eye pressure is greater than 24, the doctor 
suspects the nerve is being threatened. He can then 
v i e w  i t  w ith *  a n o th e r  in s t ru m e n t ,  the 
ophthalmoscope, the little flashlight-like instnunent 
that provides a closeup view of the nerve at the back 
of the eyeball.

If the intraocular pressure is less than 24, the doc­
tor will ask you to come back on a regular basis for 
rechecks of pressure to make sure it isn’t getting out 
of hand. I f  the pressure is as high as 30, treatment to 
lower it is usually started whether or not there is sign 
ot nerve damage. I f  it is somewhere between 25 and 
30 the need for treatment depends on various other 
factors, such as diabetes or a family history of 
glaucoma^

As always, though, nothing in medicine is quite as 
cut and dried as this. This is just one set of 
guidelines, but one which many doctors use in mak­
ing a decision.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: My daughter has gone 
through menopause (last year) and her doctor put 
her on two different hormones to prevent 
osteoporosis. She has now started to menstruate 
again. Is this normal procedure? Is it safe for her to 
continue with the hormones? — Mrs. A.A.

Sure, it’s safe to continue with the'hormones, so 
long as she’s under her doctor’s care and he has 
determined that she is a candidate for this therapy.

Let me try to explain the rationale behind the use 
of the two different hormones — estrogen and pro­
gestin. In post-menopausal use the doctor prescribes

them to act in the same way they act when being pro­
duced by the normal (^m enopausal woman. The 
estrogen predominates in the early puts of the cycle 
and influences the growth of the uterine lining. Later 
in the cycle the progestin signals the start of its shed-' 
ding (menstruation).

combination ot the two hormones in the post­
menopausal women mimics this process,with the 
estrogen taken during the early part of the cycle and 
the progestin in the latter part. Your daughter has 
recewed specific instructions as to the timing of each 
pill.

By mimicking what occurs in a normal cycle, we 
can prevent undue proliferation of the uterus lining, 
which might ocetB* with estrogen alone. That lessens 
the chances cd uterine cancer stimulation. Other 
menopause-related questions are answered in the 
booklet “ Make Menopause Easier.”  Readme may 
obtain a copy by w r it i^  me in care of the Big Spring 
Herald, enclosing a stamped, self-addressed 
envelope and SO cents.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: We’ve always been told 
that a fat baby is not necessarily a heaHhy baby. We 
were told they become fat adalta. All of my babies 
were fatties, h r tth ^  are all MOW aleely-propartioned 
adults. Do you think fat babies grow into fat adults? 
— Mrs. E.L.

The thinking has changed about this. Now, we 
believe that the fatness of a baby may be only tem­
porary and that the baby more or less subconscious­
ly controls its future caloric intake and rapidly 
mobilizes its fat sfaxres for energy. Excess bir- 
thweight is quickly lost.

And the theory that large numbers of fat cells in in­
fancy portend adult obesity has not washed well over 
the years. I f  the baby does not have any glandular or 
other problems that contribute to fatness it is 
thought to stand as good a chance as any other baby 
of growing up to heidthful adulthood.
