He has strong name recogni­
tion statewide and outdraws op­
ponents Kent Hance and Tom Loef- 
fler in almost every category.

More importantly, in a two- 
candidate faceoff between him and 
White, the former Republican 
governor trails by only 2 percen­
tage points, 43 to 41, with 15.9 per­
cent not answering. Allowing for a 
polling sample error of plus or 
minus 3 percent for each can­
didate, Clements could be leading 
White in a popularity contest at this 
time.

Dr. Jim Dyer, director of the 
Texas Poll, said he would give the 
nod to Clements in a current mat­
chup, even though 32 percent of the 
1,000 interviewed said they are 
Democrats compared with 26 per 
cent for the Republicans.

“ Since Democratic support tends 
to be concentrated among those 
less likely to turn out (in an elec­
tion), it is likely that Clements 
leads White at this moment, ’ Dyer 
said.

No attempt was made to deter­
mine whether those questioned are 
registered voters or are likely to 
vote in either the May 3 party 
primaries or Nov. 4 general 
election.

The White-GOP candidate mat­
chups were based on the question 
of who the person would vote for “ if 
an election for governor were held 
today ”  White led Hance 46 percent 
to 33 percent, with 20 percent not 
answering. He led Loeffler 47 to 27, 
with a whopping 27 percent 
undecided or not answering

In the poll’s 
races with White, Hance pulled 23 
percent of the Democrats’ support, 
only five points more than Loeffler 
and two points less than Clements

Asked about these figures, Hance 
argued that he will do much better 
with Democrats later when his 
name identification increases with 
television advertising.

Hance and Loeffler suffered 
from a lack of name identification 
in the poll, with Hance dra\ying on­
ly a 48 percent recognition and 
lx)effler 46 Clements drew 93 and 
White 97

A special question asked for a 
grade of excellent, good, fair or 
poor on "the job Mark White is do­
ing as governor”  The breakdown 
came out as 9 percent excellent, 33 
percent good, 30 percent fair and 23 
percent poor, with the rest not 
answering That gives White 42 
percent favorable, although Dyer 
said the ' fair ” category is suffi 
ciently broad to include some 
positive ratings.

But the governor suffers when 
put to the so-called “thermometer 
test’ ’ on the basis of warm or cool 
feelings toward him He has the 
highest rate of negative feelings 
among all candidates, with 35 per­
cent. That compares with his 41 
pel Lent lating of warm feelings.

Clements, whose principal 
weakness is perceived by op­
ponents as a high negative rating 
with voters from his gruff, tell-it- 
like-it-is manner as governor, 
ranked almost the same as White 
on the positive scale but had only a 
20 percent negative. Hance and 
Ixieffler had significantly lower 
negatives (12 and 7, respectively) 
hut also much lower positives <18 
and 13)

“Clearly, Clements is in the best 
position against White, Dyer said 
of the three GOP candidates He 
also pointed out that White gained 
only 4 percentage points more 
when pairwl against Hance or 
Ivoeffler than he scored against 
Clements. “ So, the real difference 
among the races is what the “ don’t 
knows”  are doing rather than 
Clements pulling away people who 
would otherwise be inclined to vote

The large number of "don't

W hite had an 11 
percentage-point lead in the least 
educated group and Clements had 
an 8-point advantage among col­
lege graduates

OCCUPATION W hite’s job 
ratings were highest among 
clerical secretarial workers, 46 
percent excellent or good, and 
administrators-managers, 42 per­
cent. His lowest ratings were 
among blue-collar workers, 38 per­
cent excellent or.good, and retired 
persons, 39 percent. When tested 
against Clements, however. White 
carries the blue-collar vote by 12 
percentage points and Clements 
wins administrator-managers’ 
support by 7 points. The retired 
persons go for Clements by 15 
points.

Tylenol plant is probed
NEW YORK — The cyanide found in a 

Tylenol capsule that killed a woman could 
have been put there months ago, federal 
authorities said Saturday, as the painkiller’s 
maker began a review of production, distribu­
tion and employee files.

“ The work we did showed no time restric­
tions such as were previously reported, ” said 
Food and Drug Administration Commissioner 
Dr. Frank Young, referring to statements by 
Westchester County authorities that the 
poison would dissolve the capsule’s gelatin 
casing in eight to 10 days.

Westchester District Attorney Carl A. 
Vergari said he was concerned such 
statements had created “ the false and 
dangerous impression that people shouldn’t 
worry about the bottles they bought before 
that time.”

Launch process flawed
WASHINGTON — The presidential com­

mission investigating the explosion of the 
space shuttle Challenger has determined the 
decision to launch the spacecraft “ may have 
been flawed,”  commission Chairman William 
P. Rogers announced Saturday.

The commission asked the National 
Aeronautics and Space Administration not to 
permit any of the people involved in the 
launch decision to participate on NASA’s in­
ternal investigative teams looking into the 
Jan 28 explosion that killed six astronauts 
and New Hampshire schoolteacher Christa 
McAuliffe, Rogers said.

Rogers said President Reagan was advised 
of the .Saturday decision.

Phony money is found
HOUSTON — A part-time cashier at a dis 

count store is credited with helping federal 
authorities seize the largest amount of inter 
nationally smuggled counterfeit money ever 
in Houston, the Secret Service says.

While checking out customers at K mart one 
'day, Betty Garcia caught a ;woman passing a 
bogus $20 bill — a discovery that culminated 
in the seizure of almost $500,000 in phony 
money, authorities said.

The National Assembly proclaim­
ed Ferdinand E. Marcos president 
of the Philippines for another six 
years Saturday in a wild climax to 
an election that the nation’s Roman 
Catholic bishops, the opposition 
and U S. observers said was 
tainted

The proclamation came shortly 
before Saturday midnight, after 
opposition assemblymen walked 
out of the session hall amid booing 
and chants of “ Marcos, Marcos!” 
from hundreds of supporters of the 
68-year-old president.

Scores of followers of challenger 
Corazon Aquino chanted her name 
as they, too, left the gallery, but 
their shouts were drowned out by 
the louder and more numerous 
Marcos partisans

“ There will be many legends 
about this campaign,” Marcos said 
in a live television broadcast from 
his palace early Sunday morning. 
He said his victory would “ protect 
and save the democracy of our 
republic ”

Marcos, who has ruled the 
7,100-island nation for 20 years, 
called the special election follow­
ing increasing demands from the 
United States to make reforms. He 
said the vote would prove to his 
critics in the United States and at 
home that he still had the support 
of most Filipinos.

Some legislators of the governing 
New Society Movement party, 
which controls the assembly, join­
ed the gallery in heckling their 
departing rivals, and assembly 
Secretary-General Antonio de Guz­
man hurriedly read the proclama­
tion resolution as the opposition fil­
ed out

The resolution was certified later 
by a ro ll-c a ll vo te  among 
assemblymen left in the hall.

Assembly Speaker Nicanor 
Yniguez immediately announced 
over the public address system 
that “His Excellency, the president 
and the first lady . are inviting all 
of you to Malacanang Palace”  
Then Marcos' assemblywoman- 
daughter, Imee, raised a victory 
sign with her fingers to the gallery 
and shouted “ Marcos, Marcos!” 
The gallery broke into chants of 
“ Marcos again, Marcos again!”  
the president’s campaign slogan.

Thd, prbclMOation came two 
hours after Philip Habib, President 
Reagan's special envoy, arrived in 
Manila on a fact-finding mission on 
the election and its aftermath.

The final tabulation by the 
assembly gave Marcos 10,807,197 
votes to 9,291,716 for Mrs. Aquino, a 
margin of 1,515,481 and a winning 
percentage of 53.8

In separately counted votes, 
Marcos vice presidential candidate 
Arturo Tolentino defeated former 
Sen. Salvador Laurel, 10,134,130 to 
9,173,105, a 52.5 percent margin.

It marked the first time in 13 
years that a successor had been 
provided for Marcos.

Mrs. Aquino, who is to hold her 
own “ People’s ’Victory” rally Sun­
day, said in a statement, Marcos 
“ is finished No tinsel and 
celebration of the president’s 
make-believe win can hide his loss 
of moral and political authority”

The Aquino media bureau, in an 
announcement, said six other op­
position workers were killed after 
being tortured in Quirino province.

SAN SALVADOR, El Salvador -  An 
American man who had lived in E l .5>alvarlnr 
for five years was shot dead Saturday, and a 
U S Embassy spokesman said it was not 
known if the shooting was connected with this 
country’s civil war.

U S. and Salvadoran officials said Peter 
Stryker Hascall, 35, was shot in the throat 
with a .45 caliber Magnum at about 3 a.m. 
They said the unidentified gunmen escaped

"Apparently, he (Hascall) belonged to the 
merchant marine, ” said U S. Embassy 
spokesman Jim Williams.

AAIA probe continues
BANGKOK, Thailand — U S. congressmen 

just back from Hanoi said Saturday that Viet­
namese officials had acknowledged for the 
first time that missing Americans might still 
be living inside Vietnam, in remote areas not 
under full government control

They said Deputy Foreign Minister Hoang 
Bich Son told them three Vietnamese teams 
were investigating reported sightings of 
Americans and invited the United States to 
take part

The congressmen, who spent two days m the 
Vietnamese capital, said Vietnamese officials 
also promised to return the remains of 14 
more Americans missing in action from the 
Vietnam War, and increased to 70 the number 
of MIA cases on which they promised reports.

Iraq reports air strike
NICOSIA, Cyprus - Iraq claimed its 

warplanes sank 29 Iranian ships Saturday and 
shot down two jet fighters, while Iran said its 
forces were within artillery range of a 
strategic road linking Iraq with Kuwait

State-run Baghdad radio, monitored in 
Nicosia and Ix>ndon, said rockets fired from 
Iraqi jet fighters destroyed the Iranian “ naval 
targets” as “our eagles imposed their com­
plete domination of the (Persian Gulf) skies. ’ ’

The broadcast did not say what type of 
vessels were sunk, but shipping sources in 
Bahrain said some of the targets had been fer­
rying supplies and reinforcements to the Iraqi 
port of Faw, which the Iranians claimed to 
have captured earlier last week.

42 hurt in train crash
BERNIERES, Quebec -  A passenger train 

smashed into a freight train that was stopped 
on a siding Saturday morning in this town 
near Quebec City and 42 people were injured, 
railway officials said.

Via Rail spokesman Fathi Hadaya said in 
Montreal that 40 people, including six crew 
members, were treated and released but two 
passengers were hospitalized,- one with a

When W.W. Windham, then utilities superintendent, 

tendered his resignation in September 1984, he also surprised 
his boss with a bill fcM- 815V  ̂hours of accumulated overtime.

Windham’s boss. Public Works D irector Tom  Decell, huddl­
ed with his boss. City Manager Don Davis. Then, if w e ’ve got 
the sequence of events correct, Davis went to some of the 
councihnen — M ayor Clyde Angel, Councilman Russ McEwen 
and then-Councilman Bobby Fuller — and said, “ What do we 
do?’ ’

What “ w e,”  the people o f B ig Spring, did was pay Mr. Win­
dham the full amount o f his claim . “ We”  did so even though 
his claim  was unsupported by any hard evidence. “ W e”  did so 
even though this “ overtim e”  was in direct contradiction to 
tim e cards he had signed each pay period reflecting regular 
40-hour workweeks during the course o f his employment. 
“ W e”  did so despite policy that required supervisor’s ap­
proval prior to working overtime.

So suddenly a public works supervisor goes from $28,000 per 
year annual salary to $46,000. He scores nearly $18,000 in one 
check from  the c ity ’s money tree with no m ore effort than an 
humble request for 20 fu ll workweeks of overtime in just one 
year.

Decell and Davis and McEwen insist to this day that the 
man worked every  one of those hours. “ There ’s no reason to 
believe he didn’t,”  they say.

What does this suggest about top management at city hall? 
Mr. M cEwen believes it says; “ They are doing their jobs to 
the best o f their ability.”

I f  D.W. Overman, a candidate for city council, hadn’ t per­
sisted in searching city hall records, this whole unsettling a f­
fa ir probably would never have surfaced.

For the four councilmen who weren ’t privy to the settlement 
check given Windham, the news last week of an $18,000 pay­
ment in 1984 for back overtim e wages cam e as a total sur­
prise. It seems reasonable to assume they would never have 
found out even though they are elected representatives.

Payroll is not among the items reviewed and approved by 
council at each meeting. It shouldn’t have to be Payroll 
checks should be a routine affa ir, and if there is an unusual re­
quest, the full council — at a public meeting — should be in­
formed. But that’s not the case, and episodes like this raise 
serious questions of accountability; Have there been any 
other Windham-type payouts that taxpayers don’t know 
about?

We have a declining population and tax base. W e're in tight 
economic times, just as we were in 1984. B ig Spring can’ t a f­
ford a money tree. But our representation in city hall ap­
parently doesn’ t know that.

M agazine is off like a shot
Texas Weekly, that slick, four-color, magazine- 

style Sunday supplement, has taken off like a rocket 
with the readers.

WTio would have thought it’  Parade and Family 
Weekly, both with good name recognition, were the 
mainstays of the Sunday supplement business. But 
in a very short time, Texas Weekly, devoted just to 
the Lone Star State, has attracted a large and loyal 
audience.

You might say it’s big with the rural yuppies. A re­
cent survey shows that the magazine's readers are a 
highly mobile group that heads out on the highways 
and airways more often than most. Published in San 
Antonio by Harte-Hanks Communications, Texas 
Weekly is tailored to Texans living outside the major 
metropolitan areas. The magazine-style publication 
is distributed in 24 newspapers and has a paid cicula- 
tion base of more than half a million readers without 
any copies going to the metropolitan areas.

There’s a large upwardly mobile element in the 
Texas Weekly crowd. The average age of readers is

48 and 81 percent of subscribers own their own home. 
Forty-one percent said their annual income was bet 
ween $23,000 and $50,000.

The survey, conducted by Harte-Hanks 
Telemarketing Services, found that 77 percent of 
those polled have been off on a pleasure trip in the 
past year, and 31 percent said they had taken three 
or more vacation jaunts. Many of the destinations 
were in state: Dallas, Houston, San Antonio, Austin, 
beach resorts, Six Flags and Astroworld. But 11 per 
cent had been to Europe during the year and 7 per 
cent to the sunny Caribbean.

’Typically for Texans, the car was the most fre­
quently used mode of transportation — 67 percent for 
Texas Weekly readers.

'They were out for five nights, on average, but 44 
percent took trips lasting longer than seven.

A newspaper magazine tailored to Texas? Half a 
million readers can’t be wrong. Looks like Texas 
Weekly has become a staple of rural Texas’ diet. I ’m 
happy we’ve got it on our menu

After several testimonies from 
jjeople who have lost weight with 
the “ original”  miracle drug, the 
announcer says something to the 
effect, “ If 5,000 people take (the 
new^nd-improved product) and 
lose 25 pounds each, imagine how 
much weight you’ll lose.”

No false claims here. He doesn’t 
say 1,000 took the product and lost 
the weight And he doesn't say you 
will lose the weight, either He just 
in v i t e s  you  to  use y o u r  
imagination.

The recent visits of two governors to Texas 
merit examination because they speak 
volumes about the future of Texas and how 
Mexican-Americans are perceived in light of 
Mexico's worsening financial crisis.

P'irst came New York’s Mario Cuomo, fresh 
from a row with Vice President (Jeorge Bush 
over Cuomo’s remark that he might run for 
president to prove an Ilalian-American could 
win the highest office in the land

Two weeks later, Arizona’s Bruce Babbitt at 
an Austin fundraiser spoke of the inseparable 
destiny of Mexican-Americans, the United 
States and Mexico.

Both visits bring to mind the powerful 
cultural undercurrents operating in U.S. and 
Texas society, and how unforeseen events can 
influence those forces

To refresh the mind, by the tin»e of (Tuomo's 
trip to San Antonio he was the subject of a na­
tional news story because he was reacting 
angrily to a public opinion column which 
argued his ethnic name would doom a 
presidential bid

Cuomo was already incensed by the media’s 
use of the word ‘mafia’ ’ during its excessive 
coverage of the assassination of reputed 
mobster Paul Castellano on a New York City 
street

Bush travelled to New York and accused 
Cuomo of keeping ethnic divisions alive to fur 
ther his political career

Cuomo followed up by bringing a national 
news entourage with him to a testimonial din­
ner in San Antonio for U.S. Rep Henry B Gon­
zalez — Texas’ first Mexican-American con­
gressman and a hero in his own right of 
numerous civil rights battles

Years ago, Gonzalez in his younger days 
pioneered the Mexican-American push toward 
a legitimate share of political power in Texas. 
Thirty years later, a potential presidential 
candidate lands at his dinner complaining 
about the very ethnic obstacles (kmzalez fac­
ed in the mid-1950s

Cuomo’s visit was shrouded in irony. 
Moreso, it was steeped in reality The fact is 
Castellano’s assassination happened. His 
bullet-ridden body was shown throughout the 
countp/ — laying the stage for Cuomo’s 
reaction.

Babbitt’s trip to Austin brought a similar 
reality to Mexican-Americans in the state.

In a brilliant bilingual display of oratorical 
sk ill. Babbitt bemoaned the tenuous 
diplomatic relations the U.S. has with Mexico 
given the inseparable ties binding the two 
countries

Unintentionally, Babbitt left me thinking 
about the potential new albatross that may 
hang around the necks of Mexican Americans 

the possible default of Mexico of its $96 4 
billion debt

Like (Tuomo’s sensitivity to Italian names

becoming synonymous with “ mafia”  and 
“ underworld,”  Mexican-Americans should 
bear intense interest in how Mexico’s financial 
predicament unfolds ,

A financial catastrophe generated by a Mex­
ican collapse holds potentially grave conse­
quences to the social progress of Híspanles in 
the Southwest. They may be hurt by the 
shrapnel of any damage the international 
banking system endures should affairs 
worsen. Catholics were spared a similar fate 
when A1 Smith failed to win the presidency 
and the Republicans unfairly inherited 
Herbert Hoover’s Great Depression.

Unfortunately, Mexican-Americans do not 
live in a vacuum Their spirited attempt to 
become a part of the U.S. mainstream can be 
sidetracked by events beyond their control. 
Miami and Cuban-Americans suffered a black 
eye when Castro unleashed his wave of 
refugees. Dallas still broods every anniver 
sary of John Kennedy ’s death

Being typecast is what Gonzalez was 
fighting back in 1955, and what Cuomo — 
because the U.S. melting pot never melted — 
has to eniure. Ethnic groups, even when in the 
majority, will always live under a cultural 
shadow.

Mexican-Americans in Texas are no 
exception

Water district $3,000 
over January budget
The Colorado River Municipal 

Water District collected $1,004,362 
in revenues in January, which was 
$3,000 over budget projections.

Of that, $985,259 was from the 
sale of water, according to a 
district news release.

Operating expenses of $445,800 
were $85,424 u n ^  projections for 
the month, primarily because elec­
tric power charges of $263,352 were 
$72,179 under estimates

The sale of water totaled 
1,319,872,760 gallons, of which 
1,146,260,000 went to municipalities 
and 173,612,760 went to oil 
companies.

Of total production, 87.65 percent 
came from lakes J.B. Thomas and 
E.V Spence and 3,629,900 gallons 
came from wells.

At the end of January, Lake 
.Thomas has 28,490 acre feet of

water, or 13.97 percent of capacity; 
Lake Spence had 196,525 acre feet, 
or 40.23 percent of capacity. 
Together, they represented 32.48 
percent of capacity. Withdrawal 
from the lakes was 3,550 acre feet, 
and there was no inflow, according 
to the release.

HOME OFFICE DEDUCTIONS  
(What Qualifies?)

If you use your home for business or bring work home from the 
office, are you entiUed to a tax deduction for “ home office” ex­
penses? The tax law is quite explicit about what home office ex­
penses are deductible and who can dq^hict them.

Expenses are deductible only if you use a portion of your home 
exclusively and regularly as:

(1) Your principal place of business for a given trade or 
business that you conduct, or

(2) Your place of business where you meet or deal with 
customers, clients, or patients in the operation of your 
business. (Telephone contact is not enough to qualify.)

The law interprets “ exclusively” in a very strict sense You 
must use the business portion of y(xir home only for business; any 
personal use of that portion of the home will disqualify any home 
office deduction. For example, a "home office” cannot do^le as 
a guest bedroom or a sewing room. Carrying on investment ac­
tivities at home will not entitle you to a home office deduction 
unless you are considered a “ trader”  in investments.

Two exceptions to the exclusive use rule should be mentioned. 
One excrotion is for those who provide licensed day care in their 
homes. The other allows a deduction for expenses connected with 
inventory storage when the home is the sole location of a retail 
or wholesale sales business.

Home office expenses of an employee must satisfy the same 
exclusive and regular use tests and, in addition, the use of the 
home office must be for the convenience of the employer.

What expenses are deductible if you qualify? You may deduct 
prorated rent, insurance premiums, uUjity bills, repairs and 
maintenance, real estate taxes, and interest (xi your home 
mortgage, but not in excess of the gross income generated by your 
home office.

sales for 1985 as compared to 1964, 
according to sales tax rebates paid 
by the state comptroller’s office to 
cities that levy the 1 percent local 
sales tax.

Abilene and Midland showed 
modest increases during the same 
period.

Big Spring received a $252,576 
rebate check for the last quarter of 
1965. This represents a ^,955.15, 
or 13.18 percent, increase over the 
previous year’s collection for the 
same period.

Midland registered a 3.34 percent 
increase, San Angelo registered a 
11.96 percent increase, and Abilene 
showed a 4.92 percent increase in 
1965 compared to 1964.

Yearend totals for 1985, however, 
are not a precise measure of retail 
sales growth because the 1964 
Legislature approved a major in­
crease in the sales tax base. Of­
ficials projected about a 5 percent 
increase due to the lifted tax 
exemptions

d^o te  much of the $2.85 million 
left in the capital improvements 
fund for improvements to water 
storage reservoirs, major water 
transmission lines and key 
water pressure pointB.

A 1964-85 Har^-Cross study of 
the city ’s water system con­
ducted by Parker. Smith k 
Cooper Inc. iden tifi^  the city’s 
water needa though the year 
2,000, said Public Works Direc­
tor Tom Decell.

“ They’ve identified approx-

imately $6.9 million of what we 
call immediate needs to bring 
the system into complete (work- 
ina order),’ ’ Decell said.

Decell said the study also pin­
pointed future needs through the 
year 2,000 as coating an addi­
tional $1.2 milUoo.

“ What we did when we got 
this report was to m  in and iden­
tify as much of the immediate 
needs, the large, main, major 
facilities that we could,”  he 
said. “ We took them to council 
and said 'if we’re fortunate 
enough to get (good bids) then 
we can resolve the majority of 
th e  m a j o r  d e f i c i e n c i e s

) throughout the system.’ ’ ’
Those m ajor deficienciea, 

kDeceO said, are with reservoirs, 
' maior transmiaakn lines a j^  
preiisure plane ddineetkm.

Much of the work of restoring 
better water pressure in areas 
of town will come through im­
provement to the elevated 
storage system now in place mi 
the southeast side (rf town. 
Decell said.

Desf^te the huge capital in- 
veatmeot the city p fw  to make 
in improving n u jor components 
oi the town’s water network, 
water pressure problems w ill 
persist in certain areas. Decell

said.
He explained that waiter 

distribution lines in many 
ndghborhoods remain clogged 
and corroded. Tttose Unea, he 
aaid. are part of the immediate 
needs described by the study. 
The city will have to spend 
about 16 million more to correct 
all water preaaure deflciencies 
throughout Big Spring.

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Olson vaults to 
controversial win

NEW YORK (A P ) -  The 
Wanamaker MiUroee Games 
were supposed to be a showcase 
for the world’s top pole vaulters. 
Instead, the event turned into a 
ta n g le  o f con fusion  and 
controversy.

Billy Olson, owner of the 
world indoor best at 19 feet, SVï 
inches, was the winner FYiday 
night — but was credited with a 
lower height than second-place 
finisher Dave Volz.

Sergei Bubka of the Soviet 
Union, the world’s best pole 
vaulter, failed to clear a height 
after seething about a ruling 
which favored Olson and Joe 
Dial, who have challenged his 
supremacy this indoor season.

Bubka threatened to withdraw 
after the two Amricans were 
permitted an extra jump each 
after missing at 18-4%, but 
Bubka’s older brother, Vasily, 
was not.

F in a lly ,  m eet o f f ic ia ls  
pacified Sergei, giving him one 
rejump. But they did not do the 
same for his brother.

Sergei failed twice at 18-4% 
and twice at 18-9V4. On^ a week 
earlier, he had set the indoor 
best of 19-5. Last year, he set the 
world outdoor record of 19-8V4 
and cleared 19-6 V4 ,  the second- 
best jump in history.

“ My impressions of the com­
petition leave much to be 
desired ... very unpleasant,’ ’ 
Bubka said through an inter­
preter. “ I never expected a 
situation like this .. 'The spirit of 
the competition was not spor­
ting at all. It was not a healthy 
situation for all sportsmen.’ ’

Dial, using borrowed poles 
after his poles were lost in tran­
sit, missed on his rejump at 
18-4%, but Olson cleared, then 
passed after one miSs at 18-9V4. 
The bar then went to 19-0V4. 
Olson cleared on his first at­
tempt, but on a remeasurement, 
after he had tipped the bar on 
the jump, the height was an­
nounced as 194>.

Volz sailed cleanly over the 
bar at 19-0V4 on his third try, the 
first time he ever cleared 194).

’The bar then was raised to 
193, and Olympic champion 
Pierre Quinon of France, who 
had p a s ^  at 19OV4, missed 
three times. Olson and Volz then 
had the bar lifted to 195%. 
Olson missed three times and 
Volz missed twice, then quit 
after suffeHng a leg cramp 
when he fell awkwardly into the 
pit after his second try.

“ The Americans received ad­
ditional attempts and that was 
against international rules,’ ’ 
Bubka said. “ I don’t find the 
reasons that the officials gave 
for these additional runs very 
convincing. The reasons given 
by the referees sounded more 
like subterfuge than reasons”

“ It ’s a sad thing that this has 
to happen when we’ve got the 
coming together of all these 
great vaulters,’ ’ Olson said. “ 1 
feel sorry for ^ rgei.

“ It ’s a little embarrassing to 
have Sergei come all the way 
over here and think these 
American meets are a j<Ae.’ ’

Dial agreed.
“ It was a three-ring circus out 

there,”  he said. “ I don't think 
this tells who is the best 
(v a u lte r ) because o f the 
controversy.”

That might have been deter­
mined Sunday, except for 
Olson’s withdrawal from the 
Bally Invitational in Rosemont, 
111. He said he was tired after 
competing 6% hours Friday 
night. The two Bubkas, Dial, 
Volz, Quinon, 1980 Olympic 
c h a m p i o n  W l a d y s l a w  
Kozakiewicz of West Germany, 
Phillippe Sivillion of France, 
Brad Pursley, Dave Kenworthy 
and Doug Lytle were scheduled 
to compete.

The pole vault furor over­
shadowed several other signifi­
cant developments in the 
Millrose Games.

the area ’s best 100-yard but­
te r f ly  sw im m ers . And he 
makes no bones about reechii 
his long awaited goal. “ I thii 
it's possible for m e to reach the 
state meet this year” ,.

Though he believes he must

swim  five  seconds faster to 
reach his goal, Loftin is not 
discouraged F iv e  seconds may 
seem like a lot o f tim e to cut o ff 
in a 100-yard race, but the 
m uscular 5-11, 165-pounder 
feels he’s got the stuff to get the 
job done. Which means he’ ll 
have to swim in the 52 second 
range to reach Austin.

In the Steers first duel meet 
this season in October, Loftin 
raced to a time of 57.9, break­
ing the school record of 58.5 he 
set last season. But he isn’t 
worried that he hasn’t swam 
faster since then. “ You can hit 
your brat time at any point in 
the season. In faster competi­
tion I ’ll swim faster. Anything

is possible,”  he firm ly stated.
Loftin feels he’ ll have to 

swim in the 56 or 57 second 
range to win the district meet 
next weekend in San Angelo. 
More-than-likely he can swim 
under one minute and place in 
the first six, good enough to 
qualify for the regional meet in 
Lubbock March 7-8. But he’s 
set on winning the 4-5A meet.

A  trip to regionals won’t be 
anything new for Big Spring’s 
sw imm ing star. He qualified 
for the meet his freshmen 
season in the 200 medley relay 
Last year he qualified in the 100 
bu ttn fly .

“ M y freshmen year it was 
scary becaase I had never been

there before. There wasn’t any 
pressure because I knew our 
chances were limited. Last 
year there was the pressure I 
put on m yself because I knew 
what I wanted to do better that 
I had the year before. This year 
I know what I ’m capable of, 
now I ’ve just got to go out and 
do it.”

But he's quick to add that if 
his mission falls short, he’ ll 
take it in stride. “ I want to go to 
state very badly. But if I don’t 
make it it won’t kill m e,”  he 
laughed “ I ’ve  still got another 
year, but I fee l like I ’ve  got just 
as good o f shot as anybody.”

STANFORD, Calif (A P ) -  

Frustrated by trying to juggle 
training and freshman pre-med 
studies at ^ n fo rd . Debí Thomas 
angrily tore up her entry forms for 
the U.S. Figure Skating (Tiampion- 
ships eight weeks before the event.

After a talk with her coach, she 
changed her mind. Her mother 
taped the forms back together, 
ironed them flat, and Thomas sent 
them in.

Now she’s the women’s cham­
pion, the first black ever to win a 
seniors title in the sport, and 
preparing for the World Champion­
ships in Geneva next month.

But the pressure continues off 
the ice.

There’s the enormous drain of 
money, the lack of sleep from try­
ing to mesh schoolwork and train­
ing plus the added demands of the 
national media

“ I ’m concerned how she’ll keep 
her sanity through all this, how 
we’ ll all keep our sanity,”  her 
mother, Janice, said. “ 1 worry 
about her taking her vitamins, 
about getting enough sleep She’s 
on the edge of doing what a body 
can do, and she has to keep her

head sharp and her body strong. 
But if anybody’s capable of doing 
it, she is.”

'Thomas, 18, of San Jose, Calif., 
started skating at 5 and has been 
been competing since she was 11.

ty Ice Lodge.

Her mother drove 3,000 miles a 
month during those years, taking 
'Thomas to lessons, back and forth 
to high school and back home, 
while holding down a job as a 
senior computer programming 
analyst.

Thomas studied during the rides 
or dozed, and still emerged with 
high enough grades to get accepted 
by Stanford, the University of 
California at Berkeley, Harvard 
and Princeton. She chose Stanford 
partly because it was close to home 
and the ice rink.

A vivacious teen with many 
friends, Thomas calls Mondays 
and Wednesdays her “ suicide 
days" because she has classes in 
advanced calculus, chemistry and 
Western culture then practices 
from 1; 15 p.m. to 7:45 p.m.

Her coach, Alex McGowan, has 
tried to convince her to give up col­
lege, but going to school “ helps

keep me sane,”  'Thomas said. Not 
since Tenley Albright reigned as 
the U.S. women’s champion from 
1952 to 1956 has a leading female 
skater attended college while 
competing.

Thomas, however, “ wants 
something to fall back on You 
can’ t guarantee a career in 
skating.”

She does plan to take a year off to 
prepare for the 1968 Calgary Olym­
pics, but then wants to get her 
degree, go to medical school and 
become an orthopedic surgeon 
Coincidentally, Albright also chose 
a medical career and is a surgeon 
in Boston.

“ Debi sets the goals for what she 
wants to do,”  Mrs. Thomas said. “ 1 
try to see that she gets what she 
needs. But I ’ve told her there’s no 
way she’s going to be a black 
female and not have a profession”

'The cost of keeping 'Thomas in 
skates has been tremendous — up 
to $25,000 a year for lessons and ice 
time, plus thousands more for 
travel, costumes and equipment. 
Mrs. T^m as, who is divorced, said 
she earns about $35,000 a year. 'The 
rest comes from Thomas’s father 
and grandparents, her older 
brother, and various grants or

loans.
Her Stanford education costs 

about $16,000 a year for tuition, 
room and board, with school and 
state aid amounting to roughly 
$9,000

“ We’ve missed a few mortgage 
payments, but we’ve managed,”  
Mrs 'Thomas said.

In high school, Thomas was ac­
customed to getting A ’s or B’s. At 
Stanford, she was shocked to get 
two B’s and a C in chemistry.

"She missed over 20 percent of 
her classes during the fall quarter 
because of two major international 
competitions, two exhibitions and a 
benefit for charity,”  Mrs. 'Thomas 
said. “ Plus there were television 
people and magazines calling. It 
was pretty wild. She thought 
maybe this really isn’t possible, to 
go to school and to compete.”

Thomas stopped training for two 
months, something almost unheard 
of in the sport, so she could concen­
trate on schoolwork. She also had 
minor surgery in December and 
gained 15 pounds.

'The day after (Christmas, “ she 
got totally frustrated,”  her mother 
said. “ She crumpled up the forms 
for the national championships and 
tore them up”

Home teachers provide valuable service for youth
The cat under Louvena Ander­

son’s chair ate with great relish, 
crunching the little bones of the 
still-warm rat in a self-satisfied 
wav

Mrs. Anderson said she just kept 
talking to the parent she was 
visiting; it was all in a day's work

Neither roaches nor rain nor rat 
eating cats keep Mrs Anderson or 
Sue Dietz from making their ap 
pointed rounds as home visitors for 
the Lufkin Independent School 
District. Both women accept condi 
tions as they find them and try to 
never appear judgmental. TTiey 
serve as a liaison between Lufkin 
homes and all the schools — from 
elementary to high school -  in the 
district

Both women have been on the job 
since 1966, when their positions 
were created. Both say that things 
have changed in the nearly 2C 
years since they began.

“ Many parents were not very 
school-mirided in the 1960s,’’ said 
Mrs Dietz, “ We feel that they are 
more school-minded today "

One reason parents weren't 
“ school-minded, ” they feel, was 
because the 1960s were in an era 
when parents routinely kept their 
children home during inclement 
weather.

“ Paul Avenue was a dirt road 
then In wet weather it was almost 
imposaible to get up and down it. If 
the little children walked in the 
mud. their little shoes would come 
completely apart by the time they 
got to school, because they were 
cheap shdes, like cardboard," Mrs 
Dietz said

Also in the '60s, parents didn’t 
seem to realize the importance of 
their children being in school every

day
"They thought that since their 

children were going to school more 
than they had gone, they were do­
ing pretty good,” said Mrs. Ander­
son “ Sometimes the older children 
would have to stay heme to babysit 
the younger children so that the 
mother could work outside the 
hom e"

Social progress has brought 
about paved roads, more daycare 
centers, and a greater understan 
ding of the value of an education 

The women also have more 
specific success stories 

Mrs Dietz said, "1 visited a par 
ticular child a lot for poor atten 
dance. I noticed that she would 
answer me when she could see me, 
but otherwise not. I said, 'Is there 
something wrong with her ears'*' 
Her mother said, 'No, she is men­
tally retarded"'

Mrs. Dietz didn't accept that 
because she had noticed that the 
girl answered intelligently when 
she did answer

“ I took her to get her ears tested 
She was totally deaf in one ear and 
had a little bit of hearing in the 
other With a hearing aid, it took 
her just a little while to come up to 
grade leve l"

Mrs. Anderson shared a similar 
story. They were called in because 
a girl was having problems in 
school. Wlien they suspected an ear 
problem and had her examined, 
Jhey learned that she had a 95 per­
cent hearing loss in one ear 
because it was so infected and the 
other ear was infected to a lesser 
extent They were able to arrange 
for surgery on both ears 

"She had been antagonistic with 
other children because her ears

hurt With them corrected, she 
became an acceptable person and 
a p rod u c tiv e  student. She 
graduated from high school and 
went on to college," Mrs. Anderson 
said.

Another student was intelligent, 
but she never smiled and she 
wouldn't open her mouth wide 
enough to speak clearly. She had 
bad teeth. When Mrs Anderson 
and Mrs Dietz were able to secure 
dental work for her, the girl's per­
sonality brightened and she finish 
ed school and became a successful 
secretary

Mrs. Dietz still gets a laugh out of 
the surprised exclamation that 
came from the grandmother of a 
little boy she was able to help. She 
was visiting in the home of a fourth 
grader who couldn't read when the 
little boy crawled into her lap. She 
asked him his name, but he could 
not say it. She was told. “ He can't 
ta lk "

She spoke his name syllable by 
syllable and he was able to mimic 
her. Before long, he was able to get 
out a pretty good rendition of his 
name. The grandmother heard him 
and called out, “ Sister, sister, 
come in here quick! This lady’s 
done stirred this baby’s mouth up “

Mrs. Dietz said the boy had a 
slight speech impediment and 
nobody had ever taken the time to 
work with him on syllables and dic­
tion They worked with him evtry 
week, and, Mrs. Dietz said, “ He is 
a precious young man now.”

Some of the students they help do 
remember to thank the ladies who 
have helped  them becom e 
'precious young men.’

Mrs Dietz shared a cherished 
memory of the school “ tough guy"

who telephoned her at home after 
his high school graduation “ He 
called and he was in tears He said. 
'Mrs. Dietz, I would not have 
graduated without your help.' ”  

They had been helping him since 
he was in the third grade, 
sometimes buying school supplies, 
sometimes helping in other ways 
They had supplied dress clothes for 
him to wear to graduation because 
his family could not 

"  ‘Tough guy"*’ “  Mrs Dietz said 
“ No. He had just had to act tough to

survive"
Another young man screeched 

his brakes and backed up this past 
summer when he passed the 
women in their mobile library that 
they operate during the summer 
months “ You mean you are still 
doing this?," he said “ 1 checked 
out books from you when I was a 
little boy and I loved i t "

Another young man had even 
higher praise for their summer 
program, which they call the Shade

Tree Library “ He said reading 
had no real meaning for him until 
he learned to love to read in the 
Shade Tree Library," Mrs Ander­
son said He is now an attorney in 
Houston

Successes like these are what 
keep the pair making their rounds, 
semester after semester Their 
faces lit up in unison when they 
named the greatest reward of the 
job: “ When we feel like we've ac­
tually helped someone,' they said
