However,
they should be unplugged during
storms with lightning, he said,
because they could be damaged
if lightning strikes a power line
nearby. Cable television should
also be disconnected during
lightning storms, he said.

Income, expenses up in revised city budget

The mid-year city budget revi-
sion shows an increase in both
available funds and city expen-
ditures, city councilmen were told
at a budget work session Tuesday
afternoon.

The revised budget prepared by
City Secretary Tom Ferguson
denotes a $174,000 jump in expen-
ditures over the original budget
hammered out last October. But it
also indicates a projected $293,000
increase in total operating capital.

Ferguson said the rise in expen-
ditures is due primarily to a $52,000
renovation to the Municipal
Auditorium, a $40,000 purchase of
police cars, non-budgeted items re-
quested by the fire department and
a 3 percent acress-the-board raise
for city employees.

The enhanced revenue comes
from better than anticipated delin-
quent tax collection, funds left over
from retired city bonds and an
assortment of smaller revenue
sources, he said

The council is expected to act on

the revised budget at the next coun-
cil meeting March 25 and take final
action April 8, Ferguson said

One target for spending is the in-
stallation of 11 radio-controlled
warning sirens left behind with the
closing of the airbase said geling
City Manager and Airpark Super-
visor Hal Boyd.

Boyd said the civil defense sirens
have been refurbished by the city,
and $12,500 is needed to convert
them to radio-controlled units. The
present warning system is serviced
by telephone wires, he said

The new warning system should
substantially enhance the city's
capability to warn citizens of
dangerous weather and other
emergencies, Boyd said.

The council also was informed by

Lab screens mothers’ milk for pesticide

DALLAS (AP) — Analysts at a
suburban Dallas lab that
specializes in gauging levels of tox-
ic substances in the body are
screening samples of nursing
mothers’ milk for the pesticide
heptachlor, a biochemist said.

‘“We’ve just gotten our first ship
ment of samples in. There may be
half a dozen,” said Dr. John
Laseter, president of Enviro-
Health Systems Inc. in Richardson.

Laseter said he has talked to
state physicians about the dangers
to nursing mothers who are expos-
ed to the pesticide.

About 100 dairy farmers in
Arkansas, Cklahoma and Missouri
are under a quarantine banning
milk sales and a federal task force
is investigating contaminated milk
in eight states.

The task force was on tour Tues-
day, talking to worried farmers
about the contaminated herds.
Dairy products have been taken off
supermarket shelves in Arkansas,
Kansas, Louisiana, Mississippi,
Oklahoma, Missouri, Tennessee
and Texas.

Enviro-Health Systems analysts
run tests to measure the level of
toxic chemicals. Laseter said the
lab routinely screens blood
samples but does not usually test
mothers’ milk.

Charlotte Alger, the firm’s lab
supervisor, said it would be 48
hours before the first results
become available.

Laseter said the lab has con-
ducted about 4,000 tests that in-
clude goreening for the paesticide
heptachlor and probably has the
largest database on the chemical of
any laboratory.

Officials say the milk contamina-
tion occurred when herds ate a
mash feed contaminated by hep-
tachlor, which was banned by the
Food and Drug Administration in
1983 after it was linked to cancer in
laboratory rats. The contaminated
mash feed was a byproduct of
gasohol production.

Laseter said he expects to
receive several more samples of
milk for screening because of
growing concern about the
pesticide. He said heptachlor is
particula¥ly erous for nursing
mothers because the substance
becomes toxic wheén it is broken
down by the body.

The broken down substance, call-

ed an epoxide, is what is passed on
to the nursing child, he said.
‘“When the mothers ingest it,
they convert the heptachlor to
epoxide and the epoxide is what
ends up in the milk,”” he said. '

Heptachlor has been linked to
cancer in experiments with
labotory rats. He also said ex-

periments in which rats were given
huge doses of heptachlor resulted
in cataract problems for the
offspring.

““There is evidence it can affect

'the offspring,” he said.

Laseter said the lab has a
worldwide clientele and has tested
samples from as far away as China
and Australia.

PEKING — Hundreds of Chinese children
have become deaf and mute after receiving
excessive doses of antibiotics, the English-
language China Daily reported today.

The paper quoted a health journal as saying
the victims, mostly under the age of 3, were
treated for bronchitis or flu by rural medical
workers ignorant of proper dosages.

One child became deaf and suffered nerve
damage after receiving injections of the an-
tibiotic streptomycin for 28 days, the paper
said.

of fossil fuel, notably coal in utility boilers.

Special envoys appointed by Reagan and
Mulroney a year ago recommended that the United
States commit $500 million a year, to be matched by
industry over five years, to put ‘‘clean coal”
technologies to use.

It was this report Canada wanted Reagan to en-
dorse, including the $5 billion plan, and that Reagan
planned to endorse in principle at a lesser amount.

It is an embarrassment to a na-
tion founded on a faith in the ability
of free to arrive at sound
policies through untrammeled
aepate. Kep. Barney Frank, a
Massachusetts Democrat, has in-
troduced a bill to repeal the law's
obnoxious provisions, a measure
both parties should embrace.

The idea has been raised before,
but recently the Reagan ad-
ministration has suggested that, at
last, it may be willing to go along.
Speaking last month to the Interna-
tional PEN Congress, 66 of whose
members had signed a public letter
criticizing the administration for,
among other sins, its use of the law
to exclude several foreign writers,
Secretary of State George Shultz
declared, “We will never deny
physical access to anyone because
of the beliefs he or she may
espouse.”’ Attorney General Edwin
Meese said he agreed.

Some parts of the law are not
controversial. Among the 33
categories of aliens who can be
denied entry into this country are
criminals, psychopaths,
stowaways, deportees and carriers
of coniagious diseases. There are
good reasons for turning these
sorts of people back. Under
Frank'’s bill, anyone who is clearly
dangerous would still be barred.

What his bill removes are the
prohibitions based on opinions. The
existing law allows the government
to refuse admission to anyone who
is an anarchist or communist, who
advocates overthrowing the U.S.
government or who, in the State
Department’s estimation, may
engage in “‘activities prejudicial to
the public interest,”” as defined by
whatever whim may seize some
State Department bureaucrat.

Homosexuals and alcoholics also
are banned, as is anyone who has
ever suffered from mental illness,
cured or not. If these aren't
dubious enough, the law also per-
mits the exclusion of anyone
preaching the attractions of

Provisions like these might be
tolerable if the law were a dead let-
ter. But in recent years it has been
used to keep out people who pose no
apparent threat beyond their abili-
ty to persuade, including such
writers as mexico’s Carlos
Fuentes, Colombia’s Gabriel Gar-
cia Marquez and Canada’s Farley
Mowat.

The absurdity here is the exclu-
sion of people for advocating things
whose advocacy is perfecily legal
in the Untied States. The Consttu-
tion doesn’t allow the government
to silence Americans simply
because they evangelize for
disfavored causes, ‘even ones fun-
damentally hostile to the govern-
ment. Only if the adherents take
action that would be illegal
regardless of the motive — taking
over government facilities, say, or
shooting people — can they be
prosecuted.

Thus we have the odd situation of
Americans being legally entitled to
advocate beliefs that they are not
entitled to hear foreigners come
here to advocate. Another paradox
is that the foreigners are perfectly
free to communicate their views by
other means, like books, tape
recordings or television ap-
pearances. Americans can't be
blocked from access to ideas — on-
ly from the specific foreigners
noiding them.

The only possible rationale for
enforcing that policy is to punish
foreigners for their opinions. But if
the government has no right to
define acceptable opinion for
American citizens, it has no
business demanding political or-
thodoxy from foreigners as the
price of crossing our border.

It is the obligation of the govern-
ment to keep out anyone who wants
to come here to commit terrorism,
spy for our enemies or otherwise
endanger people living here. But
the operating premise of American
democracy is that the dangers
presented by bad ideas can be
amply combatted by better ones.
That premise applies to ideas ad-
vocated by foreigners as well as
natives.

WASHINGTON — In a desperate attempt to save
his country from economic collapse, Mexican Presi-
dent Miguel de la Madrid appears to be following
some advice President Reagan gave him in a private
meeting early this year: Give private enterprise a
chance to pull Mexico back from the brink of
disaster.

The one-on-one meeting between the two heads of
state took place Jan. 3 in Mexicali, Mexico, just
across the California border. The 75-minute discus-
sion dealt with Mexico’s crushing $97 billion foreign
debt — and the need for U.S. help just to pay the an-
nual interest of nearly $10 billion.

Mexico is the world’s fourth largest oil producer,
and oil accounts for 70 percent of its export earnings.
As the price of oil continues to plummet, de la
Madrid’s initial austerity measures are pathetically
inadequate.

In a recent interview, Reagan gave us his account
of what he told the Mexican president, starting with
Reagan’s assurance that ‘“‘they are a neighbor and
we have too much in common for us not to be con-
cerned about their situation.”

The president continued: ‘I was talking to him
about how the secret of successs or greatness in any
country has literally been based on their willingness
to import money and people. And it’s the secret of
the United States — the people who have come to us,
but also the investment from abroad when we were a
pioneer nation with nothing but raw resources to go
on.

Reagan, who has been selling private enterprise
successfully since his days with General Electric,
appeared to have struck out with de la Madrid — at
first. The Mexican president, Reagan said, ‘‘cited to
me the fact that so much of their structure is based
on ancient Spanish laws.”’

This may be questionable history: Since at least
1910, Mexico, wary of exploitation and foreign
domination, has had strict rules prohibiting
foreigners from majority ownership of Mexican
companies. That has had an understandably
discouraging effects on would-be foreign investors
In addition, the Mexican government has ex-
propriated many industries over the years, and in
1982 nationalized a large part of what private enter-
prise was leit.

But Reagan was not put off. He told de la Madrid
‘“‘about places where, if investors could be assured
that they could own property, that they could control
it as they could in this country,” they would be eager
to invest. The president told us he mentioned ‘‘places
like Baja — what a great resort that could be.”

De la Madrid again demurred, said Reagan, citing
‘‘the tradition of these ancient laws that made it dif-
ficuit for government to give this freedom of private
ownership and all.”

‘“‘Well,”” Reagan told us, ‘“‘until they’'re ready to
challenge these laws, I think they're going to have
problems in today’s world of readjusting and having
the kind of economic qrowt.h that they could have.
The potential is there.’

Since their January meeting, de la Madrid ap-
pears to have had second thoughts. In a television
speech Feb. 21 the Mexican president announced
that his government will divest itself of even more
state-owned companies than the 236 it sold last year.
He said trade will also be liberalized.

RELUCTANT RECRUITS: The Persian Gulf war,
now well into its sixth year, continues to be a bloody
stalemate with appalling casualties: more than a
quarter-million Iranians, perhaps 100,000 Iragis.

Khomeini, the Iranian war ma
trouble getting volunteer cannon fodder. But the
secular Baathist regime of Iraqi dictator’ Saddam
Hussein has no such recruiting tool, and Iragi young
men have shown a healthy distaste for the glory of
war.

UNDER THE DOME: The administration’s
foreign-policy salesmen, urgently scouring Capitol
Hill for supporters of their $100 million aid plan for
the Nicaraguan contras, ran into an unexpectedly
vehement response from Sen. Edward Zorinsky, D-
Neb., whose sometimes conservative views had
given them hope. Zorinsky listened politely to the
White House pitch, then said, ‘‘Gentlemen, you can-
not rent an army. You cannot buy loyalty. You can-
not purchase friends.”” End of sales talk.

MINI-EDITORIAL: There’s a movement afoot in
Congress to designate as the national anthem
something more easier to sing than ‘“‘The Star-
Spangled Banner.” We've been stirred too many
times by the incumbent anthem to support such a
move, however badly we quaver on ‘‘the rockets’ red
glare.”” Why, there are even some folks who want to
drop the bald eagle as our national bird, pointing out,
as n Franklin did. that the eagle is 2 poor role
model, preferring to steal its food from other birds in
midair.

‘“Depression from hangovers,’
another child responded matter-of-
factly.

*Skills for Adolescence” was
created by the Quest National
Center in Columbus, Ohio, a non-
profit organization that develops
educational programs.

Quest was started 11 years ago
by Rick Little, then a 19-year-old
freshman at Anderson College in
Indiana. An auto accident had
broken Little’s back, leaving him
partially but temporarily paralyz-
ed and in braces for a year. Three
weeks after he came home from
the hospital, his alcoholic mother
attempted suicide.

‘“That series of events,”’ Little
said, ‘“‘gave birth to Quest, born out
of real pain for me and for our
family as well as the pain I saw in
frienas in my school and other
schools in the area. ,

‘I became aware of my mother’s
alcoholism when I was in the eighth
grade,” he said. “I never shared
that with a teacher or friend. Part
of the reason was anger and guilt. I
felt like nobody really understood.
My school had no systematic,
thoughtful approach to helping
students deal with some critical
issues.’’

In 1975, Little sent a proposal to
155 foundations and received 155
rejections.

Big birthday bash planned

for Lady Liberty in summer

NEW YORK (AP) — A jubilee
of sight and sound as diverse as
the nationalities welcomed by
her torch will make the Statue of
Liberty the guest of honor at the
biggest birthday bash ever this
summer.

New York harbor, other sec-
tions of the city and
New Jersey will host a parade of
majestic tall ships, dazzling
fireworks displays, folk music
celebrations and classic
philharmonic productions the
weekend of July 3-8,

Liberty Weekend will feature
20,000 performers, 40,000 spec-
tator boats and up to 300 sailing
vessels, including tall ships
from 17 nations. Foreign heads
of state and royalty will visit
New York, the first stop for
millions of their countrymen
who immigrated here in earlier
generations, promaoters say.,

City officials have conser-
vatively estimated that as many
as 5 million visitors will jam into
the metropolitan area for the
Statue of Liberty centennial

celebration.

Though all eyes will be focus-
ed on Liberty and her $66 million
facelift, the task of putting the
four-day party together falls on
filmmaker-producer David L.
Wolper.

Wolper, who produced
“Roots,’”’ has vowed to outdo his

. production of the closing

ceremonies of the 1984 Summer
Olymics in Los Angeles. “It will
be a 50-goosebump event,”’ he
said.

Liberty Weekend spokesman
Jonas Halperin says Wolper
plans to build the razzle-dazzle
to a glittering crescendo, ending
with a three-hour spectacular at
Giants Stadium in the nearby
New Jersey Meadowlands

President Ronald Reagan and
France's President Francois
Mitterrand, aboard the aircraft
carrier John F. Kennedy, will
formally begin the celebration
at dusk on July 3. The statue, a
gift from the people of France to
the United States, was created
by sculptor Frederic Auguste

Bartholdi.

With the push of a the
president will send a iant
stream of light ac the water.

As the robed lady is slowly il-
luminated, a 300-voice choir
backed by a 100-piece orchestra
will perform ‘‘America the
Beautiful.”

Minutes later, Chief Justice
Warren Burger will swear in
2,000 new citizens on Ellis
Island, Liberty Island’s
neighbor in the harbor, and
38,000 others in St. Louis, Los
Angeles, Miami and Washington
via television satellite.

Tire upening cereniony wiil be
televised worldwide by ABC
which paid $10 miilion for the
right to broadcast 10 hours of
prime-time coverage and six
hours of daytime events, said
ABC President Fred Pierce.

The celebration will be funded
through the television fees paid
by ABC and foreign countries
and ticket sales, Halperin said.

Each week, they scramble for
reservations and a chance to sam-
ple international gourmet foods at
bargain prices in this tiny and
unusual restaurant in Allen Hall.

“What a way to end the week,”
one guest wrote on the comment
card. ““The food was excellent, the
service was impeccable and the
ambiance was delightful.”’ Another
said Reservations Only “is a nice
place to have for poor college
students.”

On a typical Friday night, diners
might select the Chinese shiu-bow
appetizer, steamed buns stuffed
with pork, egg and sausage in
oyster sauce; an orange and
jicama salad; pears with grated
cheese, topped with a raspberry; a
spicy African chicken groundnut
stew; carrots and grapes sauteed
in butter with a sweetened vodka
sauce; crepes suzette; and a
beverage.

Reservations Only is the creation
of Maria Ramos, director of
residence hall food service on this
campus of more than 30,000
students.

Most students arrive in coats and
ties or dresses, and often they are
surprised by what they find.

“I had heard good things about
Reservations Only but I was really
impressed when I walked through
the door,” said Michael Mrazek, a
senior from Arlington Heights. ‘I
didn’t expect THIS.”

‘‘appetizers I wouldn’t order.”’ But
those nachos and the fried cheese
and vegetables are popular among
students.

Most are willing to try new things
and learn, said Ramos, though one
comment card asked, ‘‘What are
veal sweetbreads?"’

fects of hypothermia begin o be
seen when body temperature gets
to 95 (from the norm of 98.6). So
your concern about your elderly
roomer is justified.

I don't want to try to outline
specific things to do. Generally, it
is best to let the person’s body
warm itself without external aids,
like electric heating devices.
Usually, covering with appropriate
blanketing lets the body warm
itself. Doctors like to see rewarm-

ing occur gradually, say about one
degree an hour. But even this isn ot
set in concrete. The problem with
rapid rewarming is the potential
for shock.

The first reaction, then, when
you have aperson whose body
temperatureis at or flirting with 95
degrees is to get covering and
make sure the room is warm. Then
seek professional advice. I say that
because many body systems can be
dangerously affected by very low

body tempertures. Only a profes
sional can evaluate the situation.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: My
baby is now 14 months old. For
reasons that had nothing to do with
my ability to nurse,l switched to
bottles at eight months. Did I nurse
long enough? What is the recom-
mended time of breastfeeding? I
had to go back to my job or lose it.

Don’t feel bad. Eight months of
breastfeeding puts you in pretty

goed company. Most women can-
not achieve that. In fact, about 30
percen for one reason or another
have to abandon it within two mon-
ths. Most pediatricians would
bably consider breastfeeding
through the first year ideal, and the
closer you get to that mark the
better.

Women who avoid supplementa-
tion (with formula) tend to do bet-
ter over the long haul. Yet, for
many reasons, supplementation

lards

may be needed for the health of the
infant, no matter how determined
the mother is to breastfeed.
Formula-fed babies fare just as
well in any event, so forget your
guilt.

A real hot shot

The dreaded free throw. A player has to be accurate 15
feet away on this uncontested shot. It has been the worst
enemy of some of the best basketball players in the world.
Good free throw choating ic a knack some players have,
whether it’s God-gifted or from rigorous work.

One person who possesses the ability to make a free throw
is 11-year old David Park of Forsan. The son of Forsan High
assistant coach Stephen and Judy Park recently finished se-

Semi-Finals.

Sounds impressive doesn’t it? Well it is because it marks
the first time that Park has been beaten in a competition
that pits contestants in a best-out-of-25 shootout.

Now don’t get me wrong, young Park is no old hand at this
competition. In fact this is the first year that he’s ever
entered the hoop shoot for boys and girls 8-13 years of age.
That’s because it’s the first time students from Forsan have
had entry forms at their school.

“David brought the note home one day from school and
wanted to know if he could enter,” said mother Judy. ‘“We
told him it was fine but I didn’t have any idea he could shoot
that well. By the time he reached the area competition in
Pecos, we decided this kid was a pretty good free throw
shooter,” she laughed.

His parents assumptions were correct.

David easily won the school competition, qualifying him
to the local competition in Big Spring. There he made 15 of
25 to win, one less than he made in the school competition.

With his win David advanced to area competition in
Pecos, where he again came away with the blue ribbon. Just
like the local competition, he sunk 15 of 25 attempts.

The next stop was the State Finals in Temple. There
David was at his very best, sinking 20 of 25 attempts. For
you stat freaks out there, that’s 80 percent. There’s a lot of
high school and college coaches out there that would settle
for a 80 percent free throw shooter.

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Just think, if Guy Lewis had David, the Houston Cougars
would have two national championships. Anyway the
Cougars still don’t have any national championships and
David advanced to the Regional Semi-Finals in Lawton,
Oklahoma.

Now this sudden turn of success is also something very
new to David. This ranks right up there with watching his
dad help the Forsan Buffaloes to two years of football
greatness.

“This was all somthing new to me,” admitted David. “‘I
had always shot at’'the gym during practices, but I had no
idea I would do this this good.”

After winning the local competition David said he began
to take it more seriously. ‘I started to practice at the gym
more. I'd practice a hour or longer every day.”

How does a 11-year old master the shot that has troubled
some of the great ones in the game?

David says he observes what other good shooters do but
his biggest help has been words of wisdom from his dad.
“Dad told me just to stay relaxed and shoot the best I can
and that’s what I try to do.”

Lawrence Wolf, dean of
the University of Houston's
College of Technoloiy, said
Monday that he himself
readmitted Roberson the
first time he was suspended
because ‘‘he was still young
in his academic career, and I
made a good-faith attempt to
give him a second chance.”

Roberson, however was
subequently readmitted
three more times despite be-
ing suspended.

Dr. Carole Goodson,
associate dean of the UH Col-
lege of Technology, told the
newspaper Tuesday she was
responsible for allowing
Roberson to re-enroll after
his third suspension —
despite the fact Roberson
didn’t have a high enough
grade point average.

Ms. Goodson said she con-
sidered the fact that he was a
football player and “I could
see that it was the end of the
fall season and he would not
have the pressures of foot-
ball on him the next
semester’’ because the
season would be over.

“But I wish you wouldn’t
say that he was readmitted
because of football,”’ she told
the newspaper. ‘“We con-

— like if a student has been
working and had difficulty
going to school at the same

Judge clears Dorsett
in ex-agent’s lawsuit

PITTSBURGH (AP) — A
federal éudge ruled that
Dallas Cowboys running
back Tony Dorsett did not
breach his contract with a
Pittsburgh lawyer, who
claims he helped negotiate
seven one-year contracts for
Dorsett in 1980.

U.S. District Judge Donald
E. Ziegler, ruling in the suit
filed in 1983, said Dorsett
does not have to pay Stephen
Sokol because Sokol did not
successfully renegotiate
Dorsett’s contract.

Ziegler ruled Tuesday that
a ‘“‘mutually agreed-to condi-
tion”’ of the two men’s oral
contract was that Sokol was
entitled to be compensated
only if he renegotiated a
contract.

Sokol, of Consolidated
Management Enterprises
Inc., claimed he worked as

Dorsett’s agent for two
weeks before Dorsett and his
previous agent signed new
contracts on Aug. 21, 1980.
Sokol claimed the firm
should be paid $81,000, or 3
rcent of the total value of
orsett’s contracts
negotiated in 1980.

Dorsett testified Tuesday
that he was angry that Sokol
told the press that the runn-
mg back was considering
leaving the Cowboy’s train-
ing camp at Thousand Oaks,
Calif., because he was
unhappy with his contract.

Dorsett, a native of nearby
Alquippa anud a mnesHan
Trophy winner at the
University of Pittsburgh,
said Sokol suggested the leak
as a way to stimulate
negotiations. Dorsett said he
then turned to another agent.

BLUETOWN (AP) Twenty
five motorcycles are parked
together on U.S. Highway 281's
final stretch, where the highway
follows the outer edge of the United
States just before the Rio Grande
meets the sea.

House rejects compromise

on-eMshore oil revenues

WASHINGTON - The House re-
jected a Senate-passed com-
promise Tuesday that would have
netted Texas an immediate $415
million from disputed offshore oil
and gas revenues, further stalling
the measure in Congress.

On a 331 to 76 vote, the House sent
the compromise back to the Senate
without revisions from a version of
the bill approved by the House
earlier this month.

The Senate later rejected the
House effort, but Senate Majority
Leader Robert Dole, R-Kansas, ex-

ressed hope that congressional
readers will be able to work out an
agreement.

The disagreement over the
measure between the House and
Senate primarily involves other
-~ . thant
would reduce the federal deficit by
an estimated $13 billion over three
years.

The House version of the bill
would increase eligibility for par-
ticipation in welfare programs and
the Senate version would limit that
eligibility, reducing federal
payments in future years

Caught in the middle has been
the long-pending offshore lease
agreement between Texas, six
other coastal states and the federal
government.
