Terrorism

Nakasone streeses need

for global cooperation

TOKYO (AP) — Prime Minister
Yasuhiro Nakasone today urged
greater international cooperation
to fight terrorism, and said that
terrorism will be an important
issue at the seven-nation economic
summit meeting in Tokyo.

Nakasone, in a meeting with
foreign reporters, also defended
his government’s refusal to take a
specific stand on the April 15 U.S
air strikes against Libya.

‘“‘Japan would like to see all ter-
rorist acts disappear from the face
of the globe, but that’s not possible
without international coopera-
tion,”” he said. Terrorism and
measures to combat it, “will cer-
tainly be taken up as important
issues of the summit.”

Unlike European countries
which have taken clear-cut stands
either for or against the raid,
Japan has said only that it is study-
ing the situation and hopes the
violence does not escalate.

President Reagan has said he
will seek ‘‘forceful and collective
action” against terrorism during
the May 4-6 meeting. But he is ex-
pected to meet some resistance
from European nations which have
criticized the U.S. raids on Libya.

Leaders from France, Britain,
West Germany, Canada and Italy
also will attend the 12th annual
summit. The summit is a forum to
discuss economic issues, but
political problems discussed infor-
mally among the summit par-
ticipants always attract wide
attention.

Asked about Japan’'s stance on
the Libyan attack, Nakasone said
his country ‘‘is consistently holding
to its policy of condemning interna-
tional terrorism.”

He said, ‘‘we have listened to the
American views that the actions
were exercises of self-defense and
that the United States has firm
evidence'’ linking the bombing of a
Berlin nightclub to Libya.

Thatcher Government asks

Britons to leave Libya

LONDON (AP) — A British of-
ficial called a meeting of Britons
who still live in Libya and urged
them to leave the country, a
Foreign Office spokeswoman said
today.

On Sunday, British Prime
Minister Margaret Thatcher,
renewing her support for the April
15 U.S. bombing raid on Libya,
refused to rule out her govern-
ment’s support for future raids, in-
cluding possible strikes at Syria or
Iran

“Let me make it clear, 1T will
never run a policy where the only
thing we can do is just cow before a
tyrant or cringe before him,
because in that way he would have
won and terrorism would have
won,”’ she told the British Broad
casting Corp

The United States said it staged
the raid to punish Libya for its
alleged pro-terrorism policy. Bri
tain was the sole U.S. ally in
Europe to cooperate in the use of

military action, although the
12-nation Common Market, of
which Britain is a member, since
has agreed to a package of
diplomatic sanctions and restric-
tions on Libyans abroad.

Last week, Mrs. Thatcher’s
government expelled 22 Libyans as
potential subversives and took
steps to oust more than 330 Libyan
trainee pilots and aircraft
engineers as security risks.

The British consul in Tripoli,
Hugh Dunnachie, called a meeting
of Britons in Libya on Sunday to
tell them that their government
recommended they leave or send
their dependents home, the
Foreign Office spokeswoman in
London said.

“We’'ve been giving this advice
for some time,’’ said the
spokeswoman, who in accordance
with British civil service practice
refused to be identified. ‘‘They are
at risk and have been for awhile.”’

Moore told commissioners she
understands that Capitol Co. ap-
praisers from Austin, whom the
county retains to assess mineral
values, had estimated a $94 million
decrease in mineral values in
Howard County for 1986-87.

SWEETWATER (AP) — Just

Trying to match
personnel, equipment and
customers in the rapidly moving
oil business was tough, he said

He said being Sweetwater’s
mayor was not a full-time job
until last year and last week. In
October, six months after his
election, a group of citizens peti
tioned for his resignation as the
city’s leader

Rhodes said he had learned
not to be a ‘‘quitter’’ while he
was a student at Sweetwater
High School and ‘“‘to resign
would be most foolish, and I,
therefore, decline to attempt to
placate a few dissidents."

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Rocket blast sparks criticism

LOMPOC, Calif. (AP) — The ex-
plosion of a Titan rocket at
\} Air Force Base spark-
ed a fallout of criticism for the Air
Force, with some local officials
saying they waited hours for con-
firmation that the blast was not
dangerous to the public.

‘“The first 20 to 30 minutes caus-
ed the most havoc,” said Lompoc
Pire Dooartmont Dattalion Chiaf
Charlie Johnson. ‘‘The public could
see the smoke, and we didn’t have
good, hard information to tell
them.”

‘“There was never an affirmative
statement that ‘There is no danger,
don’t worry about it,”’’ said
sheriff's Sgt. Dale Schade. “I
would have expected definitive in-
formation from the Air Force when
I requested it.”

The April 18 expiosion produced
an 8,000-foot-high, white-orange
cloud of toxic hydrazine rocket
fuel, destroyed several military
vehicles and two office trailers,
and prompted evacuation of two
county parks and an island and oil
rigs offshore.

Seventy-four people went to

itals for examination but only
a few, including two sheriff’s
deputies, suffered symptoms of
hydrazine exposure.

Police Chief Bob Hebert said no
one panicked in the Lompoc
Valley, where the 50,000 residents
are accustomed to the thunder of
missile tests and rocket launches

Most local officials said they
were pretty sure there was no
danger, but some said their con-
cerns weren't laid to rest for an
hour or more. A hospital ad-
ministrator said it was three hours
before he was informed.

Lompoc District Hospital Ad-
ministrator Bill Diebner said he
had to ask his his nurses to call
their husbands at Vandenberg to
learn that most of the cloud was
drifting harmlessly to sea.

bill aims

at oil reserve hike

WASHINGTON — Sen. Lloyd
Bentsen, D-Texas, will introduce a
bill this week aiming to shore up oil
prices by increasing the fill-rate of
the Strategic Petroleum Reserve
and cutting back on federal oil
sales.

Bentsen's legislation, like that in-
troduced by several other
southwestern congressmen, will at-
tempt to save production from
small “‘stripper wells” that pro-
duce less than 10 barrels of oil per
day.
Under the legislation:

® Production from the stripper
wells, most of which are in Texas,
would be bought as a priority for
filling the petroleum reserve.

® The fill-rate of the petroleum
reserve would increase to 100,000
barrels per day, an increase from
the current rate of 35,000 barrels
per day.

® Total capacity of the reserve
would increase to 750 million bar-
rels rather than the current
Reagan administration target
figure of 502 million barrels

® Sales of government-owned oil
from the Elk Hills Naval
Petroleum Reserve would be
halted for six months while a
review is made of the govern-
ment’s petroieum pricing
practices.

Bentsen noted that sales of oil
from the Elk Hills preserve have

been made at $8.88 per barrel,

about 30 percent below the current

market price in nearby oil fields.

The Texas Democrat said the
removal of production from Elk
Hills plus the increase in input to
the petroleum reserve would step
up demand for domestic oil produc-
tion by 175,000 barrels daily. Cur-
rently, oil for the petroleum
reserve is purchased from Mexico.

A total of 750 million barrels in
the reserve would give the United
States 90 days of replacement for
imports at the 1977 level of impor-
tation, Bentsen said.

Funds for purchases of the oil
would be generated in part by an
increase in the current fee on im-
ported oil. The current tariff is in a
range between 5 and 10 cents and
the range would increase to bet-
ween 21 and 52 cents per barrel.

He said the legislation would be
‘“‘of some help in trying to stabilize
the price of oil which is terribly im-
portant to Texas and the other oil
producing states.”

President Reagan told
southwestern congressmen last
week that he would go along with
some efforts to help out the oil in-
dustry, including the repeal of the
windfall profits tax.

Reagan also said he would back
trying to save production from
stripper wells, although he did not
state specifically which measures
he would support to do so.

Bentsen also has introduced
legislation calling for a variable
import fee on crude oil that would
stabilize the price in the range of
about $22 per barrel

“‘weakest’’ decision was not put-
ting stricter controls on contrac-
tors immediately.

Sweetwater officials, meeting
with their counterparts from
Paris, Lubbock and Wichita
Falls, realized that 700 to 800
contractors were coming to the
disaster scene to do repair
work.

Starvation lingers

WASHINGTON — Seven million people
have been spared starvation in Ethiopia by “‘a
remarkable success story of international
relief,”’ but serious problems remain, accor-
ding to a congressional report.

Although about a million of Ethiopia’s 43
million people died in the famine, ‘‘the
American people can know that their
assistance not only got through to the people
in need. but that it made a difference between
life and death for millions,” said the report to
the Senate Judiciary subcommittee on Im-
migration and Refugee Policy.

But it also said the famine produced
thousands of orphans and hundreds of
thousands of refugees.

Shultz stresses secrecy

WASHINGTON — Effective efforts against
terrorism require secrecy, according to
Secretary of State George Shultz, who says
the United States must make better use of
covert action, military retaliation or
economic sanctions in its anti-terrorist fight.

‘““There are all sorts of things that I suppose
that could be done, and the whole notion of
covert action is to have it something that is not
described in detail, but it is certainly intended
to be disruptive,” Shultz said Sunday on the
CBS-TV program, ‘‘Face the Nation.”

Doctors’ fee raise prompts group'’s criticism

CHICAGO (AP) — Doctors rais-
ed their fees 7 percent, or three
times the rate of inflation, in the
year after the American Medical
Association ended a voluntary
freeze on physician rates, federal
statistics show.

But an AMA spokesman says the
fee increases were justified by an 8
rcent jump in the cost of running
octor’s office during that time.
Meanwhile, a consumer group

labeled the rise in doctors’ fees as
‘‘gouging as usual.”’

The AMA'’s freeze, which began
in March 1984, succeeded in bring-
ing down the rate of increase for
doctors’ services, said Daniel
Ginsburg, a U.S. Labor Depart-
ment economist.

‘‘But now, there’s a return to nor-
malcy as physicians try to catch
up,” he said.

Marcos urges protest

MANILA, Philippines — Ferdinand E. Mar-
cos proclaimed himself the rightful ruler of
the Philippines and urged 12,000 diehard
followers to rally peacefully in the streets
against the government of Corazon Aquino.

His wife, Imelda, referred to herself as
“your first lady’’ and told the crowd gathered
in Manila’s Rizal Park that she and her hus-
band ‘“‘will do everything’’ to return to their
homeland from exile in Hawaii.

Mrs. Marcos sounded like she was in tears
as she and her husband talked to their sup-

porters by telephone Sunday.

Seven die in agitation

PORT-AU-PRINCE, Haiti — The president
of Haiti’s ruling council blamed a confronta-
tion between police and a mob ih which seven
people died on agitators trying to destabilize
the new government.

Lt. Gen. Henri Namphy did not identify the
agitators, but suggested they were supporters
of ousted President-for-Life Jean-Claude
Duvalier. The clash took place outside Fort
Dimanche, the police barracks and prison
where opponents were taken by Duvalier and
often killed.

Those demonstrating against the new
government ‘“‘have no other goal than to pro-
mote their personal ambitions, defend their
economic interests or prepare the arrival of a
new totalitarian regime in our beloved Haiti,”
Namphy said in a rare television address late
Sunday.

Peres hopes for peace

TEL AVIV, Israel — Prime Minister
Shimon Peres says Israel and Jordan have
opened a channel of communication through
quiet diplomacy that could lead to a renewal
of the stalled peace process.

Jordan’s King Hussein said in mid-
February he could not continue preliminary
contacts with Israel after he broke his year-
old agreement with the Palestine Liberation
Organization on a joint negotiating strategy.

But Peres said there were new possibilities
for negotiations with Jordan after Hussein’s
break with PLO chief Yasser Arafat, whom
Peres called ‘‘the greatest obstacle to peace.”
Peres spoke Sunday in an interview with
Israel Television.

Greece against reprisal

ATHENS, Greece — Greece once again has
stepped out of line with its Western allies,
refusing to impose diplomatic sanctions
against Libya for sponsoring terrorism on
grounds that no proof exists.

Premier Andreas Papandreou claims that
reprisals against terrorism such as the U.S.
air strike on Libya could escalate into
warfare.

‘“We’ve entered a new and highly dangerous
phase where terrorism is being transformed
into a weapon of conflict between states,”” the
67-year-old premier told Parliament last
week.

The Helms quiz hasn’t been released, but a copy
was slipped to us. Here are some of the potentially
embarrassing questions the senator wants Spiers to

® “During your tenure as ambassador to
Pakistan, did the American club serve alcoholic
beverages? ... In light of the Islamic fundamentalist
objection to the consumption of alcoholic beverages,
did you permit the U.S. Embassy to operate an open
saloon and allow visiting airline crews, non-official
visitors and Pakistani nationals to patronize the

club? If so, why?”

® Noting that $24 million has been requested for
new furniture, Helms asked: “Why, in light of the
urgent, desperate need for improved security
against terrorist threats, did the department con-
sider new furniture a higher priority than projects to
add to physical and electronic security?’’ Helms also
wants to know how much money from the emergen-
cy supplemental package for embassy security will
be spent on new furniture for embassies the depart-
ment plans to build, and asks: ‘‘Please explain what
relationship there is between new office furniture for

® Helms expressed misgivings at proposed staff

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U.S.-Japan trade flourishes despite flaws

By JIM ABRAMS

TOKYO — President Reagan, in his trip to
the Tokyo summit, will become one of more
than 2 million Japanese and Americans who
cross the Pacific this year in one of the world’s
most abiding two-country relationships.

Despite trade problems such as Japan’s $50
billion trade advantage and American jrrita-
tion with the pace of Japan's market-openhing
efforts, that relationship continues to flourish,
both culturally and economically.

Former Assistant Secretary of State Paul D.
Wolfowitz once called the U.S.-Japanese part-

nership ‘“one of history’s greatest success
stories.”’

Total bilateral trade last year was $95
billion, or 17 percent of total U.S. overseas
dealings, second in volume only to
U.S.-Canada trade. The $72.38 billion in im-
ports from Japan, 20 percent of all U.S. im-
ports, for the first time topped those from
Canada

Although Americans complain, sometimes
justifiably, that barriers to foreign goods re-
main, Japan’s purchases of $22.63 billion
made up more than 10 percent of U.S. exports

In simple terms, every American bought
$310 worth of Japanese goods and sold $97
worth of U.S. products to Japan

Japan's biggest seller, automobiles, took a
$17 billion chunk of Japan's exports.

Japan also sold $7.7 billion in electric ap-
pliances, $6.5 billion in industrial machinery

and $6.3 billion in computers and other office
equipment.

Japanese bought $1.5 billion in American
chemical products, $1.5 billion in feed grains,
$1.4 billion in commercial aircraft and parts,
$1.3 billion in computers and $937 million in
soybeans, according to U.S. figures.

Total trade of $95 billion was up 13 percent
from 1984 and more than six times the $14.7
billion total in 1972.

But the U.S.-Japan partnership is far more
than a lopsided exchange of goods.

Japanese invested $17 billion in the United
States in 1985, topped only by Britain and the
Netherlands. More than 300 Japanese
manufacturers are now located in the United
States, employing close to 100,000 people.

Last year alone, Toyota and General Motors
began joint production in California, Mazda
broke ground for an auto plant in Michigan,
Mitsubishi Motor Corp. and Chrysler announc-
ed a joint venture in Illinois and Toyota said it
would invest $800 million in a Kentucky
assembly line

Also last year, Toshiba said it would employ
500 at a new telephone and medical equipment
plant in California, Fanuc began building an
industrial robot plant in Michigan to employ
800 and Canon decided to produce office
automation equipment in Virginia, providing
1,000 jobs

American culture permeates Japan
McDonald’s and Kentucky Fried Chicken
restaurants are fixtures. Tokyo Disneyland

draws millions of Japanese. Cities offer a
dazzling array of American movies, concerts
by American pop stars and translated
American bestsellers.

Baseball fans root for American sluggers on
their favorite Japanese pro teams. About one-
third of Japanese newlyweds honeymoon in
Hawaii, and young Japanese who haven't
visited Hawaii, Guam or the U.S. West Coast
are becoming a minority.

This closeness makes solving trade issues
even more important.

“The stakes are high,” said Johns Hopkins
University experts in a study published earlier
this year. “No other relationship between an
Asian nation and a Western nation comes even

close to matching this one ... in mutual
benefits."’
Sen. John C. Danforth, the Missouri

Republican notorious in Japan as a hardliner
on protectionist legislation, said here recently
that Japan must reduce its trade surplus
because ‘‘the bond between our two countries
is essential to the peace and stability of the
world itself "’

Japan’s Prime Minister Yasuhiro Nakasone
agrees, telling the Diet (parliament) in a re-
cent speech that Japan must make ‘‘every ef-
fort’’ to solve trade problems because further-
ing U.S.-Japan relations ‘‘is an important cor-
nerstone for peace and stability in the Asia-
Pacific region and all the world.”

WASHINGTON (AP) — A shy,
nocturnal snake and a dam in arid
West Texas are posing the first ma-
jor congressional challenge to the
Endangered Species Act since the
classic 1970s battle between a tiny
fish and the Tellico Dam.

In one corner is the Concho water
snake, a 35-inch nonpoisonous ser-
pent that the Interior Depart-
ment’s Fish and Wildlife Service is
proposing to list as a threatened

from humans.

In the other corner is the propos-
ed Stacy Dam, a $66 million, locally

financed water storage and
delivery project that Texas in-
terests say is vital to the future of
towns such as Odessa, San Angelo
and Abilene.

The service says that while the
snake is found along a 200-mile
stretch of the Colorado River, the
dam and its reservoir would
adversely affect about 74 percent
of the Concho’s critical habitat.

from the law’s provisions giving
creatures over pro-
jects that threaten them with
extinction.

There is a certain deja vu to the
situation, which Fish and Wildlife
Service officials say is the first
time since 1979 that anyone on
Capitol Hill has mounted a frontal
attack to carve out an exemption
for a project.

That effort came over the snail
dnﬁor an inch. lnna minnow that
halted the $130 million Tellico Dam
in Tennessee in its tracks and pro-
duced a Supreme Court decision

rpholding the tough environmental
aw.

The Tellico Dam, about 90 per-
cent complete when the darter was
discovered nearby in 1973, won an
exemption from Congresa in 1979.
In the early 1980s, darter popula-
tions were found elsewhere, and
the minnow’s status was
downgraded from endangered to
threatened.

Jim Johnson, chief of the en-
dangered species gection at the ser.
vice’s New Mexico office, says the
Concho exists in the second
smallest geographic area of any

U.S. snake.

He said that obtaining a popula-
tion count on the gray and brown
creature is difficult because ‘‘the
species is very secretive. It hides
under rocks and comes out at night
to feed.”

Johnson said he has no doubt that
‘“the majority of the critical
habitat would be destroyed.” But
he said that whether the dam’s con-
struction would threaten the snake
with eventual extinction has nnt
been decided.

John Fitzgerald, a lawyer for the
Defenders of Wildlife, said his

organization believes the dam
spells doom for the Concho, which
was discovered in 1944.

“If you flood the snake out, it
can’t reproduce,” he said. ‘“‘“The
young snakes need shallow running
water and rocks. Clearly, there
would be some snakes left, but the
dam would jeopardize the ex-
istence of the species.”

Fitzgerald says there are
alteratives to Stacy Dam, although
they would raise the cost of the
water project anywhere from 10
percent to 40 percent.

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DEAR DR. DONOHUE: Wili you
please write about atrial fibrilla-
tion? I would like to know
something about it as soon as I can.
Thank you. — Mrs. E.J.

The atira are the upper heart
chambers, where the heartbeat
starts. In atrial fibrillation, the
normally rhythmic precision of
heart action has been upset. The
atria, instead of setting the
metronomic regularity of beating
and transmitting that to the lower
chambers (the ventricles) are
squirming around. As a result, the
lower chambers react like a dancer
whose partner is hearing different
music. They begin to respond with
unpredictable beats.

Now, I realize how ominous this
all sounds, and it certainly is not
something you want to have hap-
pening. But you can live with atrial
fibrillation. In fact, you can have
almost normal blood circulation
with it, for the ventricles are conti-
nuing to pump blood.

Meanwhile, though, if it's at all
possible, it is best to get some han-
dle on the situation, to try to get the
heart beating in its normal, orderly
sequence. That can be done with
drugs. Or sometimes a small elec-
tric shocks administered to the
atria will bring them back into line.

Of equal importance is trying to
find out why the fibrillation
started. Causes for it can range
from completely innocent herat
quirks to very serious conditions,
like a disturbance in the circulation
to the heart muscle.

kindly explain what benefit may be
gotten by taking cod liver oil cap-
sules? Will it help plaque buildup
or lubricate veins? An article I
read said it will lubricate the
joints. — A.D.

More on cod liver oil! I thought
we had disposed of the subject.

Certainly, there seems enough
good to be said for it without resor-
ting to exaggerations of its
benefits. Let’s review the subject.

Cod liver oil has EPA
(eicosapentaenoic acid). EPA
stops blood platelets from sticking
to one angther. Blood platelets are
those clotting mechanisms that can
get trapped in fat deposits on
artery walls and add to blockage of
blood flow. To that extent, it
prevents vessel problems. It
doesn’t lubricate blood vessels the
way it does your fingers when you
spill some, if that is what you
mean.

And it doesn’t lubricate joints
either. But it is interesting that you
mention joints. I presume you are
referring to arthritis. EPA

DEAR ABBY: Regarding ‘100

Afterward, she filed a product liability lawsuit
against the automaker, complaining there was no
notice that the trunk did not open from the inside.

The story is just one of many anecdotes that the
insurance industry’s representatives on Capitol Hill
bandy these days and it usually includes the
disclaimer that the woman lost the suit.

Even so, the tale — which is supposed o show the
unreasonable nature of many product liability
lawsuits these days — enlivens a grim legislative
issue about to unfold.

Efforts to revise the nation’s product liability laws
are about to begin again in the Senate Commerce
Committee.

Sen. John C. Danforth, R-Mo., Commerce Com-
mittee chairman, declaring that he wants to get the

The legislative drive comes in response to a steep
climb in liability insurance rates over the last few
years combined with a drying up of coverage. Com-
panies report premium increases ranging from 25
percent to 1,000 percent.

Liability
premiums for the city of Chillicothe, Ohio, shot up
from $23,000 a year to $223,000. In fact, the increases

Peete, who earned $54,000, shot a
final-round 69 and Strange had a 66
to end regulation play tied with
14-under-par 274 72-hole totals.

Peete had started the final day
tied with Tom Watson and Jay
Haas with 205 totals, 11-under-par.
