AUSTIN — The state’s shaky 
financial condition could make it 
hard for state hospitals, including 
the Big Spring facility, to comply 
with the terms of a lawsuit agree­
ment, according to a report by a 
court-appointed watchdog panel.

Also, that three-member board 
said it is concerned that the Texas 
Department of Mental Health and 
Mental Retardation may trim from 
$9 million to $10 million from state 
hospitals in the next budget year to 
develop community programs.

Man saves
centennial
envelope

The faded, yellow envelope is 
postmarked April 21, 1936, San 
Jacinto Day, and is stamped 
“ San Jacinto Battlegrounds 
Centennial C e leb ra tion .”  It 
bears a purple Texas Centennial 
stamp, priced 3 cents, with pic­
tures o f Sam Houston and 
Stephen F. Austin.

For Reginald H. Castle of Big 
Spring, it is a memento of the day 
50 years ago he attended a 
celebration marking the 100th 
anniversary of the famous battle 
for Texas independence.

“ I w as32then; I ’m 82now,”  he 
says. Castle, who worked for the 
Houston post office then, went to 
the celebration with a handful of 
co-workers to process San Jacin­
to Day mail.

“ I ’m the only one le ft”  of that 
group, he says.

Sixty thousand pieces o f mail, 
a ll bearing a special com ­
memorative cancellation, passed 
through the hands of clerks at the 
special battlefield post office set 
up for the occasion, according to 
an old newspaper clipping, now 
brown with age, that Castle sav­
ed from the day. The clipping is 
from either the Houston Post or 
the Houston Chronicle, he says; 
he can’t remember which.

Thousands of stamp collectors 
bought stamps that day, and let­
ters and cards went to every 
state in the Union and to 
numerous foreign countries, the 
clipping says.

P r e s id e n t  F r a n k l in  D . 
Roosevelt spoke at the San Jacin­
to celebration, from the back of a 
train. Castle recalls. “ It had

“ We have been extremely suc­
cessful in the reduction of census 
(population) in our hospitals and 
have hired a lot of new staff. The 
point now is, it is time for the staff 
to begin to come down in relation to 
the decreased census, which, in our 
opinion, will continue to decrease,”  
Johnson said.

In other comments, the panel 
projected a further drop in patient 
injuries at the hospitals. However, 
the panel noted the number of pa­

tients in the facilities also has 
dropped.

f  rom  S ep tem b er 1985 to 
February 1966, there were 3,510 in­
juries reported in the eight state 
hospitals. If that number (raids true 
for an additional six months, there 
could be a 7 percent decrease from 
the 1985 injury rate, the report 
said.

At the Big Sprii^ State Hospital, 
252 injurious incidents were 
reported from September 1985 
through February 1986 and 643 
were reported in fiscal year 1985.

WASHINGTON (A P ) -  It’s the 

longest day of the year, a day

The Summer Solstice — the nor­
thernmost point of the sun’s ap­
parent annual movement — occurs 
at 12:30 p.m.

date, to modem times.

Through the centuries, the day of

Residents give views on city iitter

When six Big Spring residents 

were asked if they thought the city 
had a litter problem, five said 
“ yes.”  And four of them said they 
favored council action to get bot­
tles and cans off the streets.

Dick Hoolahan, personnel direc­
tor at Malone-Hogan Hospital, is 
one of those who supports council 
action.

Hoolahan, who lives at 400 
Hillside Drive, said, “ All it takes is 
just traveling from one place to 
another and normally on the side of 
the road there’s various trash 
items.

“ In the past two years I ’ve par 
ticipated in a community cam­
paign cleanup,”  he said. “ We were 
involved from Fourth Street all the 
way down to Farm Road 700 on 
Gregg Street, so I have first-hand 
experience. We put trash in maybe 
40 or 50 bags, and that’s just one 
side.”

Hoolahan said the effort to clean 
up the city needs to be two-fold.

“ Number one, I feel there has to 
an educational effort for our 
citizens,”  he said “ I think we have 
a real problem in that people will 
drive by in their cars and roll down 
the window and discard whatever

“ It ’s going to take an educational 
effort, probably within the school 
system. I think the media should be 
Involved in that too.”

Hoolahan said he’d like to aea ci-

ty sanitation crews do more to 
clean up roadsides. “ I don’t know 
the budget of the city, and I don’t 
know if they could have people 
picking up trash at random. I do 
know I see people picking up trash 
on Farm Road 700 occasionally. I 
don’t if they’re from the city or 
prison or who, but that’s the only 
road I ’ve ever seen them on.”

And of legislation to get bottles 
and cans off the streets?

“ I think it would be a good idea,” 
Hoolahan said “ I read of some ac­
counts, I think it was in Oregon or 
Washington, where they’ve done 
something like this, and the results 
have been very gratifying. I think 
anything that would keep the 
streets of our city cleaner we

should get behind”
Sheri Proctor, a secretary at the 

First National Bank, said she has 
noticed litter along Farm Road 700 
and people c lean ing it up 
However, she said she does not see 
litter as a citywide problem. She 
said she has no opinion on anti­
bottle legislation 

A.L. Brown said “ I think the city 
needs some cooperation from the 
citizens”

Brown, who says he used to work 
for the state highway department, 
believes there’s a serious litter pro­
blem in Big Spring.

"The first place you start is in Ci­
ty Hall,”  he said “ They’re getting 
paid for it, and they’re supposed to 
be the boss ”

He said litter will increase 
because voters passed the new 
liquor-by-the-drink ordinance, 
which allows liquor to be sold in 
bars and restaurants 

‘ “n iey ’re getting people drunk 
And when a fellow’s drunk, he’ll do 
anything.”  Brown said.

But Brown did not think enacting 
an anti-bottle and can ordinance 
would halt the litter cycle 

“ I don’t think we need to pass 
anything. If a fellow isn’t going to 
obey the law, he’ll throw it out 
regardless,”  Brown said “ If he’s 
going to obey the law, he’ll throw it 
in the trash.”

Eld Sparling, former Howard Col­
lege basketball coach and super­
visor at Figure 7 Tennis Center,

said litter here is worse than in 
other cities.

“ For some reason it’s a problem 
here,”  he said. “ It’s not a problem 
in a great many places.”

And Sparling, too, stressed the 
need fo r people to becom e 
educated about litter.

“ This is their land,”  he said of 
the city's residents. “ There should 
be a little respect for it.”

“ You see so many beer bottles; 
it’s getting so now they just throw 
them any place”

Sparling lives at 2805 Goliad St 
and said the street has become “ a 
massive mess”

Asked if he thought a deposit law 
is needed to curb the problem, he 
said: “ I ’d like to see them get rid 
the bottles 'They’re just too damn 
useless”

While walking and riding his bike

They contacted their Artcsia 
counterparts, who learned that 
Barbiani’s wife was dead, that he 
had no other family in the United 
States and that he had sold the 
family home and disappeared.

In Iceland, though, far to the 
north where the sun shines virtual­
ly constantly on this date. Midsum­
mer night was celebrated as a time 
when trolls and other evil spirits 
remained hidden away — avoiding 
the constant daylight.

To Icelanders, the morning dew 
of Midsummer Day has magical 
properties, and persons who roll in 
it naked can make a wish, and may 
be cured of itching and other 
maladies.

Astronomical summer lasts until 
the fall equinox, which will come 
on Sept. 23 this year, and it remains 
a popular method of dividing the 
seasons.

There are others, though, with

meteorologists considering sum­
mer to last from June 1 to Sept. 1.

That comes close to actually be­
ing marking the warmest weather 
of the year in the United States — 
the definition most individuals pro­
bably consider summer.

Coast, and rain showers were widely scattered over the northern 
Rockies.

Temperatures were in the 80s and low 90s across much of the nation 
east of the Rockies, and below 80 from the north-central High Plains 
through northern Minnesota, the Great Lakes and upper Ohio Valley 
to the northern Atlantic Coast.

I t  w as a s tro n o m e rs  who 
designated the solstice as the start 
of summer, a tradition stretching 
back to Rhod ian  s ta rg a ze r  
Geminus in 70 B.C.

The solstice occurs when the 
sun’s apparent northward m<nre- 
ment reaches its zenith at the 
Tropic of Cancer and seems to stall 
for a few days. This provides the 
longest days of the year in the Nor­
thern Hemisphere, and the shortest 
south of the Equator where winter 
is beginning.

Astronomers now know that the 
sun’s apparent movement doesn’t 
actually stop, but is so slow as to be 
barely noticed during this period.

However, the northward move­
ment of the sun has been giving ex­
tra warmth to this hemisphere 
since it crossed the Equator on 
March 20, and many residents of 
the United States have already ex­
perienced plenty of summertime 
weather

Reagan in good health
WASHINGTON — President Reagan had 

two small polyps removed from his colon Fri­
day, and his doctor pronounced him “ in good 
health”  after five hours of medical tests to 
check for any recurrence of cancer following 
the removal of a malignant tumor from his in­
testine a year ago.

A brief written statement-fiy presidential 
physician T. Burton Smith, after R ea^ n  was 
released from Bethesda Naval Hospital out­
side Washington, said the small growths “ will 
undergo standard laboratory evaluation and 
final results should be available Saturday."

The president has had several similarly 
small polyps removed in the past, and all pro­
ved to be benign.

“ The results of all the other tests were nor­
mal, and the president is in good health,”  
Smith’s statement said.

Three die from disease
At least four patients at a Connecticut 

hospital contracted Legionnaires’ disease, 
and three of them have died, health 
authorities said Friday.

The deaths occurred in the last two months, 
while a fourth patient remains in the Hospital 
of St. Raphael in New Haven, said Dr. Nor­
man Marieb, executive vice president and 
chief operating officer.

Snuff trial
U.S. Tobacco wins lawsuit; appeal likely

OKLAHMA CITY (A P ) — A federal court jury refus­
ed Friday to find U.S. Tobacco Co. liable for the 1984 
death of an Oklahoma teen-ager who developed oral 
cancer after dipping snuff for six years.

Betty Ann Marsee had sought $147 million from U.S. 
Tobacco, alleging her son Sean’s use of snuff caused 
the high school track star to develop tongue cancer in 
1983, leading to his death at 19 a year later.

Sobbing, Mrs. Marsee told reporters after the ver­
dict that she feared the jury’s decision would send a 
message to other teen-agers that snuff dipping is safe.

“ The kids will think that this is another safe product 
... and there will be another nine or 10 or 25 I ^ n ’s,” 
Mrs. Marsee said, clenching the hand of her attorney, 
Dania Dechamps-Braly

The verdict in the five-week trial came after six 
hours of deliberations that began Thursday.

Two of the six jurors were crying as they left the 
courtroom.

“ The children won’t believe now," Mrs. Braly said, 
“ 'They will die of cancer if they don't listen to what 
we’re saying.’’

Mrs. Braly’s husband-partner, George Braly, said 
an appeal to the lOth U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals in 
Denver is likely.

Braly, commenting on the basis of a possible appeal, 
said U.S. District Judge David Russell had not allowed 
the couple to introduce evidence of other snuff dippers' 
cancer deaths among young people.

“ Sean Marsee was the-tip of a very large iceberg,”  
said Braly. “ The jury did not get to see the rest of the 
iceberg sitting dangerously below the water.”

Mrs. Marsee had filed the lawsuit against U.S.

Tobacco because she said the company manufactured 
the smokeless tobacco that her son had used.

“ In essence, the jury has said that U.S. Tobacco was 
not responsible for this young man's tragic death,”  
said U.S. Tobacco spokesman Larry Alan.

“ There’s been a lot of speculation as to the impact of 
this decision on U.S. Tobacco as a company and on the 
tobacco industry as a whole,”  Alan said. “ At this point, 
it is simply too early to assess what that impact might 
be.

“ I am not prepared to discuss the case beyond the 
statement itself,”  said Alan, adding that attorneys for 
U.S. Tobacco were unavailable for comment

The Bralys said their case was the first federal 
lawsuit alleging snuff causes cancer and also was the 
first case seeking punitive damages from a tobacco 
company for a cancer death.

Mrs Marsee had asked jurors to award her punitive 
damages of almost $137 million, U.S. Tobacco's profits 
in 1983, because of the company’s failure to warn con­
sumers about possible health hazards of using snuff, 
despite its knowledge of links between an ingredient in 
snuff and cancer. She also requested $10 million for 
pain and suffering, and $58,000 for medical and funeral 
expenses.

Marsee died in his mother’s arms at her trailer home 
in the central Oklahoma Community of ÀdaTàfter a 
year-long battle against cancer, despit^Sfijr^ disfi^pr- 
ing operations. j  M

Woman guerrilla dies
LIMA, Peru — A woman guerrilla tried to 

fire a mortar sbelL at a building whore the 
Socialist International began its annual 
meeting Friday but the weapon exploded and 
killed her, police said.

The attempted attack came a day after 
police and troops retook three prisons in or 
near Lima, leaving at least 250 inmates dead 
following an uprising by guerrilla prisoners.

In another development, the prime 
ministers of Italy and Norway canceled their 
plans to attend the Socialist International con­
gress because of security fears.

GENOA, Italy — "(Nvo Palestinians charged 

with hijacking the Achille Lauro cruise ship 
shouted angrily in Arabic from their cour­
troom cages Friday, causing the prosecutor to 
pale and rush out. “ They have made threats,”  
he told reporters.

Mattox: Insurance industry’s crisis caused by greed
AUSTIN  (A P ) — A new study 

by state attorneys general con­
cludes the facts don’t back up in­
surance company claims that 
soaring numbers o f lawsuits are 
forcing up liability insurance 
costs, Attorney General Jim 
Mattox said Friday.

“ There is no profitability crisis 
in the insurance industry. And 
there is no crisis that’s taking 
place or being caused by lawsuits 
in this country. That is not hap­
pening,”  Mattox said.

Mattox said insurance com­
panies are engaged in a hoax by 
blaming lawsuits and judgments 
for higher liability premiums.

“ It ’s one of the most incidious, 
conspiratorial frauds that I ’ve

ever seen conducted in the free 
world,”  he said.

Mattox is one of six state at­
torneys general who authored 
the report for the National 
A s s o c ia t io n  o f  A t to r n e y s  
General.

I f  there was an “ insurance 
crisis,”  Mattox said, the com­
panies would be suffering. But 
profits are up, insurance stock 
prices are up and insurance in­
dustry assets are up, he said.

“ There is an insurance crisis 
that has been caused by the 
greed and ambitions within the 
insurance industry itself. 'The ac­
tions they took in previous years 
caused their profits to sink, and 
actions they’re taking now are

actions of pure greed,’ ’ Mattox 
said.

Insurance industry officials 
have said an explosion  in 
lawsuits being filed — and the 
som etim es huge settlem ents 
awarded by juries — are driving 
up costs of liability insurance.

In several states, insurance 
lobbyists are urging legislatures 
to impose limits on monetary 
aw ar(^  in personal injury cases.

A special Texas legislative com­
mittee is looking at the issue.

R i c k  G e n t r y ,  A u s t i n  
spokesman for the Insurance In­
formation Institute, said Mattox 
was off base, (¿entry said per­

sonal injury lawsuits are on the 
increase and an over-burdened 
court caseload is bogging down 
the system.

“ I think it is a legitimate ques­
tion to ask why the attorney 
general is spending all this time 
and money on a crusade against 
the insurance industry,”  Gentry 
said.

“ Especially in light of the fact 
that our state Board of Insurance 
is well-staffed, well-funded and is 
recognized nationwide as being 
one o f the best insurance 
regulatory agencies,”  he said.

Mattox said there is a serious 
p r o b le m  fo r  b u s in e s s e s .

municipalities and others who 
can’t afford liability insurance. 
But he said it has nothing to do 
with the number of lawsuits filed.

Mattox said his office studied 
records from the Texas Judicial 
Council and the U.S. Department 
of Commerce, finding only a 3.3 
percent increase in personal in­
jury lawsuits filed in Texas bet­
ween 1980 and 1985. During that 
time, the population increased 
2.5 percent, he noted.

Also during that period, there 
were much larger increases in 
criminal cases, including a 10.1 
percent jump in drunken driving 
cases and a 20.5 percent increase 
in child abuse cases.

“ The facts do not bear out the 
allegations of an ‘explosion’ in 
(c iv il) litigation or in claim 
size,’ ’ Mattox said.

But Gentry said Mattox’s inter­
pretation “ is suspect to say the 
least.”

Gentry said that from 1983 to 
1985, there was a 16.1 percent in­
c rea se  in persona l in ju ry  
lawsuits filed. Also, the number 
of cases pending each year has 
grown, from 65,600 in 1983 to 
71,700 in 1985, he said.

“ There is an ever-growing 
caseload. Our courts are just 
overburdened. The problem is 
getting worse, not better,”  he 
said.

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Hospital waste 
disposal plant 
to locate here

Winfield Environmental Inc. 
plans to install an incinerator plant 
in Big Spring this year to dispose of 
solid waste from West Texas 
hospitals.

l i ie  San Diego, Calif .-based com­
pany is worfcii^ on a deal to lease a 
Big Spring building, said assistant 
technical director Dean Nehrig.

Troy Fraser* vice president of 
the Cham ber o f C om m erce 
Economic Development Council, 
said in a news release that the 
building is one on N. Benton Street, 
which originally was built for Na­
tional Supply by Chaparral Con­
tractors Inc.

The incinerator company must 
obtain a permit from the state 
health de^rtm ent before it can 
begin operating in Big Spring, 
Fraser said. The process will take 
about six months, he said.

The Environmental Protection 
Agency and the health community 
nationwide has become concerned 
about the manner in which 
hospitals dispose of infected waste 
materials because they fear the 
spread of disease, Nehrig said.

The safest method of disposal is 
incineration, he said. However, 
Texas law allows hospitals to bury 
infected waste in a landfill with no 
special treatment, he said.

Carmen Phillips, director of 
nurses at Malone-Hogan Hospital, 
said that method could be unsafe. 
“ Some items are never broken 
down," such as plastics, she said, 
and “ you take a chance of infecting 
the entire area”  if you simply bury 
the waste. She a g r i^  incineration

was the safest way to deal with in­
fected waste.

“ I think you’re seeing a parallel 
with (concern over) industrial 
waste," she said.

Malone-Hogan Hospital has its 
own incinerator with two sections, 
she said. The outer section is used 
to bum ordinary waste products. 
The inner core, which reaches a 
much higher temperature, bums 
infected wastes to a fuie ash.

The extra precaution is taken, 
she said, because a regular fire 
may not completely itetroy the 
contaminated products.

Hall-Bennet Hospital also has its 
own i n c i n e r a t o r ,  sa i d  a d ­
ministrator Charles Weeg.

Nehrig said some hospitals bury 
their infected garbage because it’s 
easier, and they “ just hope nothing 
happens”  Hospitals generally 
have pounds of infected waste 
material per patient-bed per dkiy, 
he said. Incineration will add to the 
hospitals’ costs, but “ not much,”  
he said.

Infected materials are double- 
bagged, placed in sealed card­
board cartons, and transported by 
refrigerated trucks to the plant, he 
said.

’The Big Spring plant will serve 
hospitals throughout the West 
Texas area, he said. Winfield, a 
medical supply company, is also 
working on installing plants in 
Houston, Dallas, San Antonio and 
other areas around the country. 
The company has competition in 
the waste disposal business in 
some areas, but Nehrig said he 
doesn’t know of any competition in 
West Texas.

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Future workers Business briefs

Project helps coordinate future labor, employment

Mismatches between employer 

needs and worker capabilities will 
be a big problem in the Permian 
Basin 1^ the end of the centu^ 
unless action is taken, predicts Big 
Spring businesswoman Johnnie 
Lou Avery. ^

A very , owner o f A very  & 
Associates, a business, education 
and govenunent consulting nrm in 
Big Spring, is working on a p r o ^ t  
to coordinate the two. The project 
was commissioaed by the Permian 
Basin Reghmal Planning Commis­
sion Private Industry Council and 
is funded by a state grant, she said.

“ It is evident that business will 
have to be more involved in train­
ing and education strategies,”  she 
said. “ Education will have to be 
more responsive and more flexi­
ble." Human resources and the 
government will also have a role, 
she said.

The rift between employer needs 
and worker capabilities will be 
widened by new technology, stiff 
international competition, changes 
in consumer tastes, and economic 
and demographic shifts, she said.

Changes p i^ c te d  in the work­
ing population include an increas­

ing number of people who lack the 
education and skills to obtain even 
their first, entry-level job, she said.

Statistics from the U.S. Depart­
ment of Labor indicate an increase 
in the number of high school 
dropouts, the functionally il­
literate, m inority youth and 
immigrants.

Women will count for two-thirds 
of labor force growth, the statistics 
predict, and the number of 
households headed by women will 
grow, causing far-reaching social 
and economic impacts.

Avery said most of today's work

force will need to enhance skills or 
acquire new skills to remain 
employed, and a portion of today’s 
pop^ tion  continues to be trained 
for jobs that are unavailable or will 
soon be obsolete.

In addition, statistics show 
workers ages 25-44 will account for 
a la tte r portion of the work force, 
leading to more intense competi­
tion for higher level jobs and job 
satisfaction.

The number oi those over age 55 
will grow. This means an increas­
ing number of workers with needed 
skiUs will be eliminated from the 
work force through retirement and 
age. For example, Avery said, the 
average age of the nation’s 300.000 
machinists is 58, but only one- 
fourth of the skilled machinists 
needed each year are being 
trained.

Changes in the job market will 
include more jobs in the service 
sector of the economy, more jobs 
that require the operation of high- 
tech machinery, jobs requiring a 
higher skill level, smaller com­
panies providing more new jobs, 
and a move of manufacturing jobs 
to the suburbs and away from 
traditional central city locations, 
Avery said. More dislocation can

be expected  throughout the 
populace, she said.

The project Avery has under 
taken will include a study of the 
situation and a plan of action, she 
said. A “ super-conference”  is plan­
ned for September with input from 
businessmen, educators and 
government offîcials.

The study will help employers 
and educators plan to meet future 
needs, she said.

The project covers 17 West Texas 
counties, she said, and will be 
f o c u s e d  t o w a r d s  l o c a l  
communities.

State funding for the project 
comes from the Job Training Part­
nership Act, she said. The Permian 
Basin Regional Planning Commis­
sion is the first organization in 
Texas to be granted the funds, she 
said.

At the September conference, 
contributors will “ chart a course to 
be taken in job training and voca­
tional rehabilitation to meet 
employment needs," she said.

Avery also plans to form a com­
mittee to review and modify the 
plan to account for unforeseen 
developments and fast-changing 
needs, she said.

San Angelo man mining for oil

SAN ANGELO (A P ) -  The word 

“ mining”  brings several things to 
mind — coal, gold, silver, sulphur. 
But oil?

Certainly.
If you doubt, there’s a 100-foot 

shaft in Comanche County, a few 
miles from Texas State Highway 
36, and a persistent oilman named 
Roland EUedge to prove it.

The Brownwood native recently 
lifted the veil of secrecy from a 
year of hard work that brought into 
existence the only producing gravi­
ty flow oil mine in the United 
States.

EUedge recently played host at 
the mine site to a number of 
visitors that included Texas 
Railroad Commission Chairman 
James Nugent and other in-state 
and out-of-state officials, as well as 
members of the news media. Those 
who came not only viewed a totally 
new concept in oil production, but 
also received a jar of oil from the 
pioneer well, dubbed the MAROE 
No. 1.

EUedge explained that the “ MA” 
is for the first two letters in his 
wife’s name, Margaret. The “ RO” 
is for the first two letters in his own 
name. The “ E ”  stands for EUedge.

“ The name particularly is in 
honor of my wife, who has been my 
best friend and most loyal sup­
porter during the past year. She en­
couraged me and kept me going 
over the rough spots. There were 
stumbling blocks. We made 
mistakes. We stopped the project 
and redesigned until we got it right. 
She stuck with me through it all 
and was never ready to give up,”  
EUedge said.

For the most part, Ellege kept 
the project a secret until the oil 
mine was ready for production. “ I

felt all along that it would work, but 
explaining my convictions to 
others would have been a problem, 
so I kept it quiet until I could ac­
tually demonstrate how it works,” 
EUedge said.

Formerly in the construction 
business in Port Arthur, EUedge 
later moved to Nacogdoches and 
became involved in the shallow oil 
drilling business in the Oil Springs 
area of Nacogdoches County. “ I 
became frustrated just knowing 
the huge reserves of oil that lie at 
shallow depths in that area and not 
being able to get more of it out of 
the ground. I knew there must be 
some way to bring more of it to the 
surface.”

When the idea for oil mining 
came to mind, EUedge invested 
everything he had and raised addi­
tional funds to formulate the pro­
ject. 'The uniqueness of the idea 
caused an array of preliminary 
work. The Texas Railroad Com­
mission had no rules for oil mining. 
The Water Quality Board had to be 
consulted, along with the Texas Air 
Control Board. EUedge found 
himself in meeting upon meeting, 
explaining his project and obtain­
ing special permits to begin design­
ing the project.

With the help of four other men, 
EUedge used his construction and 
oil well drilling experience, along 
with his knowledge of physics and 
much trial and error, to ac­
complish the feat.

“ Picture a wagon wheel lying 
flat on the ground. The hub is the 
shaft in the ground, the spokes are 
the horizontal holes into the forma­
tion,”  he explained.

Elledge’s shaft is 100 feet deep. 
At the bottom he has erected a 
110-barrel tank to receive the oil 
flowing from 30, 4-inch (cased)

diameter horizontal holes drilled 
into the formation. Maximum 
penetration of the horizontal holes 
is 500 feet. 'The drilled holes are ap­
proximately 70 feet from the sur­
face and five feet apart.

“ As we learn from science,”  
EUedge explained, “ fluids take the 
path of least resistance and seek 
their own level. In doing this, fluids 
will go to a low pressure area.”  He 
noted that conventional drilling 
operates on much the same theory 
“ You drill a vertical hole into the 
oil zone, perforate and acidize and 
create a low pressure area for 
hydrocarbons to seek. Aided by a 
gas lift or water drive, it’s brought 
to the surface. We don’t ask our oil 
mine to have added drives. We rely 
on gravity flow,”  he said.

EUedge noted that where conven­
tional drilling is costly, the cost of 
oil mini^js^pBTOxtonatelySt.oea 
barrel.

Once'THe oil flows into the tank, 
EUedge uses a submersible, 
explosion-proof pump that cycles 
automatically to bring the oil from 
the bottom of the shaft to a 
separator and then to oil tanks near 
a county road. From there it’s pick- 

' ed up by a tank truck and 
transport^ to its destination.

A potential of slightly under 10 
barrels of 37 gravity oil recently 
was filed for the well at the Texas 
Railroad Commission. However, 
EUedge explained that this is com­
ing from only five of the 30 holes in 
the formation. Others will be pro­
duced later.

Conventional Railroad Commis­
sion forms were used for permit­
ting and completing the well, but 
the information thereon looks a lit­
tle different For instance, the 
space allowed for a conventional 
10-64 or 18-64-inch choke reads

“ 12-foot open flow.”  Instead of 4*'4 
or 5'/ -̂inch casing, the space reads 
“ 12-foot casing.”

“ Permission to begin the mining 
was given in a meeting at Texas 
Rai l road Com m ission head­
quarters in Austin with three com­
missioners present,”  EUedge said. 
“ If it hadn’t been for the coopera­
tion I received from them, the pro­
ject would still be on the drawing 
board. After all, this was an entire­
ly new concept and the rules hadn't 
yet been formulated.”

Ellege noted that the recent 
statement of potential filed with 
the Railroad Commission was 
somewhat of a token completion. 
'The commission must still decide 
how its standard regulations apply.

Before EUedge actually began 
his mining operation, he drilled 16, 
100-foot test holes around the area 
where he eventually put the shaft 
to determine at what depth the o i l . 
could be found. “ Our mine is pro­
ducing from 70 feet in the upper 
Strawn formation of the Comanche 
regular field,”  EUedge said.

According to EUedge, the poten­
tial for additional oil mining is 
mind boggling. “ The reserves are 
here and we are foolish to depend 
upon unreliable foreign sources for 
our oil when it can be produced in 
our own country. The Department 
of the Interior has re leas^ a study 
that shows this country has 300 
billion barrels of oil at depths of 
less than 500 feet that is considered 
unrecoverable.”

He noted that in the “ old days” 
there w ere no conservation  
methods for natural gas, hence it 
was flared. “ This depleted the 
basic drive in the formation. Na­
tional statistics show that because 
of this, operators left 75 percent of 
basic oils still in place.”

Super Dealers,”  describes the shift 
to huge, multi-brand, car-selling 
firms. The article (»edicts that 
chains of super-dealers are the 
wave of our immediate future.

But read the fine print, which 
describes a vastly contrary trend 
— the bold victories of the smaller 
guys. Although Burroughs and 
Sperry are merging, 'Thinking 
Machines Corp. has achieved the 
first serious breakthrough in years 
in the super-computer arena. MIPS 
Computer Systems Inc. has 
d e v e l o p e d  a “ s u p e r f a s t  
microprocessor”  that ciMild give 
even IBM fits.

Beneath the bold print on the 
SaatcM-Batea deal is fine print that 
describes numerous advertisers 
balling out of big agencies. Owena- 
Cornlng’s advertising executive 
contends, ‘ "The nnore bureaucratic 
an agency ia, the less creative it’s 
likely to be”  And Gaines Foods’ 
president notes, "W e like the deep 
Involvement of sentor people at 
these agencies ’ ’

Specialty retailers such as The 
Limited are making big bucks and 
growing like crazy.

Despite the conflicting evidence,
I contend that small, or smaller, is 
the wave of the future.

instance, Nucor Corp. of Charlotte,
N.C.).

Renowned management con­
sultants McKinsey & Company’s 
recent major analysis decisively 
concluded that most me g a ­
mergers were disastrous. Frederic 
Scherer, the pre-eminent struc­
tural economist, observes, “ On 
average, mergers decrease effi­
ciency.”  His recent study reveals a 
performance surge in more than 90 
percent of cases when pieces of big 
firms are spun off into stand-alone 
companies. Economist Michael 
Jensen of the University of 
Rochester bluntly claims, “ Diver­
sification is just a code word for 
wasting shareholders’ money.”

A Business Week analysis of 
W.R. Grace & Co. concludes that 
sincA 1949, Peter Grace’s ceaseless 
buying and selling has resulted in a 
stock price that has underperform­
ed the SAP SOO index by two-thhrds.

The Strategic Planning Institute 
of Cambridge, Mass., has used its 
vast data base to determine that 
market segments up to $100 million 
command a return on investment 
of 27 percent (before interest and 
overhead). That contrasts with an 
II percent return in markets that 
are $1 billion in size and larger.

In a recent edition of Foreign A f­
fairs, Peter Dnicker notes, “ Since 
the early years of this century, the 
trend in all developed countries has 
been toward ever larger manufac­

turing plants. ... 'This has been 
reversed with a vengeance over the 
last 15 to 20 years.”  Drucker finds 
this reversal in export companies 
and in old industries as well as new 
ones. He sees it “ even in Japan, 
where bigger was always better 
and biggest meant best.”  Drucker 
adds, "T h e  most pro fitab le  
automobile company these last 
years has not been one of the 
giants,  but a medium -sized 
manufacturer in Germany — 
BMW ”

An April 1966 Economist cover 
story chimes in, “ Most of the 
things factories make now — be 
t h e y  c a r s ,  c a m e r a s ,  o r  
candlesticks — come in small bat­
ches designed to gratify the 
fleeting market whims. The suc­
cessful manufacturing countries in 
the 21 century will be those whose 
factories change their products

fastest.”  !
Perhaps the major stumbling 

block to achieving success through 
smaller scale is psychological, 
especially for Americans. America 
is founded on the premise of 
bigness: open space; limitless 
frontiers. Virtually every small 
town in the U.S. lays claim to bein^ 
the biggest at something or other: 
“ Gilroy, California, garlic capital 
of the world” ; or “ C^stroville, 
California, artichoke capital of th j 
world.”  /

The jury is out, of course, on the 
Burroughs-Sperry merger. Still, I 
place my bet with an economist at 
the Securities A Exchange Crai-. 
mission: “ Most industries in which 
we have competitive difficulties, 
are not exacity filled with pygmy { 
companies You don’t put two 
turkeys together and make aq 
eagle.”

SAN ANTONIO (AP)  — San Antonio dealt away 
oft-ailing center Steve Johnson to the Portland Trail 
Blazers in a trade that brought the Spurs much- 
needed depth in the front court.

Veteran center-forward Mychal Thompson and 
rookie forward l.,arry Krystkowiak of Montana will 
be wearing Spurs uniforms next season.

Johnson’s knees were a constant source of ag­
gravation to the Spurs by the end of the 1985-86 
regular season as Johnson was in and out of the 
lineup with injuries.

To make the deal Thursday, the Spurs had to sign 
free agent Johnson to a contract and agree to 
restructure the 31-year-old Thompson’s contract.

“ It got a little complicated." said Spurs General 
Manager Bob Bass “ But it’s a move that’s a positive 
one for us ”

In the 6-10, 226-pound Thompson, the Spurs ac­
quired a seven-year veteran who has averaged 16.7 
points and 8 9 rebounds over the course of his career. 
Thompson is expected to handle two roles with the 
Spurs, shoring up the center spot and handling the 
power forward duties.

In Thompson, the Spurs also hope they’re getting a 
more durable player. He played 2,569 minutes last 
season, participating in all of Portland's 82 games.
