Clerk Ray tells of advances

Howard County clerk Margaret 
Ray, recently honored as c le ^  of 
the year by the County and District 
Clerk’s Association of Texas, has 
seen a lot of changes during her 33 
years of county service.

“ We didn’t even have air condi­
tioning,”  she said about working in 
the old Howard County courthouse. 
’The old building was tom down 
when the present courthouse was 
erected in 1952, the same year she 
began working in the county 
clerk’s office.

Ray said one change she con­
siders a blessing is the advance­
ment of technology with photocopy­
ing methods.

‘ "rhat machine (Photostat) was 
a monstrosity,”  Ray said about the 
unit that use to be located in the 
county courthouse basement.

Every Friday, Ray said she 
laboriously took the machine apart 
to clean it. ’The following Monday, 
she would pour chemicals from 
large vats into the machine for 
another week’s service.

The machine was removed from 
the basement in 1967 because parts 
were no longer available, she said.

It wasn’t until 1967 that her job of 
recording court documents on an 
old Photostat was eliminated with 
the a r r iv a l  o f new X e ro x  
equipment.

T te  Xerox photocopying method 
enabled documents to be recorded 
in narrower books. Stacking two 
thinner books on the shelf instead 
o f a cumbersome and bulky 
volume freed more office space, 
she said.

“ We would have run out of space 
long before we did,”  Ray said.

The updated methods of recor­
ding documents helped keep 
abreast of the larger volume of 
work at the office.

“ We have a bigger v<dume of 
work. We have to do a lot more 
recording and statistical reports

The office keeps 38 different 
types of records that includes pro-

bata documeata, raal property in­
struments, marriage licenses, vital 
statistics and other miacellaneaus 
documents, Ray said.

Increased clerk fees alone tell of 
the change.

In 1974, the county clerk’s office

collected $47,230.31 in fees com­
pared to $172,543.20 In 1985.

“ We collected $138,603 in court 
costs for 1965,”  Ray added.

Even though an increase in the 
county’s population has not occur­
red, an increased amount of ex­
ploration into oil-gas leases requir­

ing transfer of liens has also lead to 
the increased volume of work.

“ As time goes on, there will be 
more reportings and more tasks to 
fulfill,”  Ray said. “ Our challenge 
is to be a better office than we were 
yesterday.”

'The 62nd annual Howard County 
Old Settlers Reunion scheduled for 
Aug. 1. has been cancelled because 
of a lack of money, reunion presi­
dent Pat McNew said Saturday.

“ If something would come up” 
the reunion could still be held, but 
“ right now I don’t see any way,” 
she said.

The group needs $3,500 to pay for 
food, the band, the dance hall and 
hired help, McNew said.

The funds for holding the reunion 
have in the past come from private 
donations, she said. But big con­
tributors, especially oil companies, 
say the economy is too sour this 
year to donate any money to the 
reunion, she said.

“ I sure hate to see it not go on,”  
she said. “ It just won’t seem 
right.”  McNew said she has been 
involved with the reunions since

she was a young girl.
But the group’s vice president, 

Mac Underwood, is not giving up.
“ I'm  going to do my b ^ t to save 

it,”  he said. “ I ’m going to see how 
many people I can find that think it 
can still be done in time. We still 
own a lot of the equipment

“ I ’ve heard people say, for 
goodness sakes, don't let it drop. 
It’s the longest-running thing in 
Howard County ’”

Most of the money donated buys 
some 200 meals, given away free to 
people over 70, he said. Some 
250-300 people usually attend the 
reunions, he said.

The food used to be cooked by 
volunteers, who would stay up all 
night to prepare it. But most of 
them died, he said, and the group 
had trouble finding new cooks.

So three to four years ago, 
o rgan izers  began having it 
catered, which added to the cost.

A lot of the settlers have been in

the county since the 1890s, Under­
wood said. Prizes are given for the 
oldest native at the reunion and the 
one that has travelled the furthest.

Underwood remembers the first 
reunion, held in 1924. He was 10 
years old, and he helped serve tea 
He has been vice president for five 
years.

“ When I lived in California, I 
planned my vacation around it so I 
could be here,”  he said. That was 
during the 1950s when Underwood 
said he won several of the furthest 
distance travelled awards.

The first reunions were held in an 
old cottonwood park near where 
College Park now stands, he said, 
adding that it was “ the biggest 
shade there was in the county.”

Now the reunions are held at the 
Old Settlers Pavillion at Comanche 
Trail Park.

Although the reunion has been 
called off this year, there’s still 
hope for next year, McNew said.

Blacks gain GOP strength
Hispanics present a united front

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D A L L A S  ( A P )  -  B la c k  
Republicans, once a political rarity 
in Texas, are gaining a higher pro­
file in the party, although they 
haven’t made the kind of gains en­
joyed by Hispanics, black leaders 
said Saturday.

At the state GOP convention here 
this weekend, Hispanics are 
presenting a united front, riding 
the momentum of attorney general 
candidate Roy Barrera’s high- 
profile canipaiipn.

“ We have the typical problems 
In Dallas there are about 250 black 
Republicans. You don’t see a one 
here this morning. They didn’t 
have one candidate running (for 
statewide office). T in t’s part of 
our problem,”  said Reby Cary, 
president of the Black Republicans 
Coimcil of Texas.

About two doeen blacks attended 
the morning caucus Saturday to 
taK about the need for more 
organization and a better cam­
paigning structure

Several of them noted the strong 
showing by Hispanics at the 
convention.

A Hispanic caucus Friday drew a 
sizable crowd, and Barrera later 
gave a fiery speech at the general 
session.

Barrera blasted Democrat At­
torney General Jim Mattox as a 
disgrace to the legal profession. “ I 
am going to bring you the political 
skin of Jim Mattox,”  he vowed.

Barrera said Mattox has accused 
him of not being a “ real Mexican.”

“ W ell, Mr. Mattox, come 
November, this jalapeno pepper is 
going to bum your buns,”  he said, 
Rawing a hearty bout of applause

At Saturday’s black caucus, 
Cary said one of the council’s pro­
blems was that it wasn’t aware of 
some blacks campaigning in the

May primary, so the council wasn’t 
able to help them.

He said the scant attendance was 
partly due to the busy convention 
schedule and also to the fact that 
some black Republicans choose not 
to affiliate with the council.

“ There are some brothers right 
here at this convention who said, ‘ I 
don’t want to be part of this 
caucus,’ ”  Cary said. They want to 
be recognized just as Republicans, 
he said

But he said black Republicans 
must recognize they do have 
special concerns

“ We have  to se t up the 
mechanism,”  said Jim Bowie, an 
alternate delegate. “ I don’t worry 
about them (wMtes) kegpii^  me 
out because legally they com’t do 
that. We need as a groqp to have 
one objective.”

Reagan attacks 
trade legislation

SANTA BARBARA, Calif. (A P ) 
— President Reagan attacked 
House-passed trade legisation to­
day as a throwback to the era of 
protectionism and complained it 
would hamper his power to deal 
with foreign nations in trade 
disputes.

Reagan, in his weekly radio ad­
dress delivered from his mountain- 
top California ranch, appeared to 
aim his appeal at the Republican- 
controlled ̂ nate, which is likely to 
consider the House-passed bill this 
summer. In recent weriu, Reagan 
aides have said the president was 
almost sure to veto the measure.

The president said the measure 
would ignite a trade war, destroy

export markets and eliminate jobs.
“ The danger is approacMng. 

Should this bill become law, 
foreign governments would res­
pond and soon the vicious cycle of 
trade barriers would jeopardize 
our hard-won economic prosperi­
ty,”  Reagan said.

“ The pattern is exactly the one 
you see in those pie fights in the old 
Hollywood comedies. Everything 
and everybody just gets messier 
and messier,”  said the president, a 
former Hollywood star.

“ The difference here is, that it’s 
not funny. It’s tragic. Protec­
tionism becomes destructionism. It 
costs jobs,”  Reagan warned.

Grand jury
changes
sought

NEWARK, N.J. — DONALD 
TRUM P may be the king of 
developers, but a judge’s ruling 
will keep him f i ^  having a 
palace.

U.S. District Judge Dickinson R. 
Debevoise ruled Friday that 
Trump Casino Hotel on Atlantic 
City’s Boardwalk may not be 
renamed Trump’s Palace because 
gamblers would confuse it with 
Caesars Palace in Las Vegas, 
Nev., and with Caesars Atlantic Ci­
ty casino.

Nicholas Ribbis, Trump’s at­
torney, said the New York City 
developer will decide whether to 
appeal after the judge issues a 
transcript of the decision.

In the meantime, Ribbis said, 
signs at the Boardwalk casino 
reading “ Trump’s Palace”  well be 
removed.

Trump, developer of Trump 
Tower in New York City, also owns 
Trump’s Castle casino in Atlantic 
City’s marina section.

Trump did not comment on the 
ruling, which came on a suit he fil­
ed against Caesars and a counter­
suit subsequently filed by Caesars 
against him.

AUSTIN (A P ) -  State Sen. Carl 
Parker, who maintains he has been 
victimiaed by the pre y nt grand 
jury system, says he will propose 
changes in the grand jury system 
to the 1967 Legislature.

’The Port Arthur Democrat 
testified Friday before a House 
subcommittee examining grand 
jury procedures.

Parker was indicted in 1984 and 
1985 on charges that included per­
jury, distribution of cocaine and 
promotion o f obscenity and pro­
stitution. Those indictments even­
tually were dismissed aad a-Hurd 
grand jury refused to indict him 
again.

Parker told the subconunittee he 
believes there are areas <rf grand 
jury abuse that can be corrected 
through procedural changes. But 
many of those proposed changes 
w ere k illed  during the 1985 
legislative session.

Parker said his first goal would 
be to allow a witness to bring his at­
torney with him when appearing 
before a grand jury. Now, at­
torneys must remain outside the 
room.

Under his plan, the attorneys 
would be limited to {xtrtecting the 
constitutional rights of tfarir clients 
and not allowed to turn the grand 
jury investigation into a full trial.

“ Constitutional rights aren’t 
worth a tinker’s dam if you don’t 
know how to use them,”  Parker 
said.

He said grand jury proceedings 
ought to be totally secret or totally 
public.

Parker proposed random selec­
tion of grand jury panels with the 
jury foreman c h ^ n  by the grand 
jurors. Some counties use that pro­
cedure now but others allow 
district judges to choose a grand 
jury commission which selects the 
grand jurors.

Teachers get second shot 
at state compentency test

AUS'nN (A P ) -  More than 
6,5ob Texas teachers who flunk­
ed their first competency test 
got a second chance Satui^y.

Almost 97 percent of the 
202,000 teachers who took the 
first test in March passed.

The 6,579 who failed must pass 
the second exam or they will not 
be allowed to teach in the next 
school year, said Terri Ander­
son, spokeswoman for the Texas 
Education Agency.

“ If they fail, they won’t lose 
their certificates but they can’t 
teach until they pass the test. 
'They can take the test again any 
time in the futiu'e,”  she said.

Results of Saturday’s exams, 
given at 144 sites around the 
state, won’t be known for three 
or four weeks, education of­
ficials said.

A total of 25,000 educators 
took Saturday’s Texas Ex-

amination o f Current Ad­
ministrators and Teachers. 
'That includes college personnel 
and private school teachers who 
want to retain their state-issued 
teacher certificates and who 
didn’t take the test when it was 
given in March.

'The test of basic skills was re­
quired by the sweeping 1964 
school reform law.

The TECAT stirred con­
siderable protest from teacher 
groups, particularly the Texas 
State Teachers Association, 
which has gone to court to over­
turn the exam. The outcome is 
still pending before the Texas 
Supreme Court.

'The TSTA also filed suit on 
behalf of those who failed the 
test the first time, claiming it 
was racially discriminatory 
since a higher percentage of 
minorities ^ n  whites failed.

Cemetery error 
haunts widow

CORPUS CHRISTl, Texas (AP )

“ My mother almost had a car­
diac arrest,”  another of Mrs.

“ They removed the stone, they 
removed our trees. . .  they took our 
wreath and broke it into little 
pieces,”  Mrs. Barrientos said. “ My 
mother keeps having nightmares. 
She says my father is haunting 
her.”

Two hours after the demonstration began 
across the street from the Sanger Center, run 
by Planned Parenthood of Cincinnati, about 
two dozen protesters crossed the street, pro­
mpting the arrests.

Hamilton County Common Pleas Judge 
Thomas Crush earlier this year limited 
picketing immediately outside the clinic to no 
more than five people after Planned Paren­
thood officials claimed the pickets were 
harassing patients. Seven people, some of 
whom were arrested Saturday, were charged 
with contempt of court earlier in the week for 
violating Crush’s order on June 21.

Army unit to keep tabs

NEW YORK (AP ) — Administration of­
ficials plan to send the Army’s anti-terrorist 
Delta Force to New York out of concern that 
terrorists might find the Liberty Weekend 
festivities an inviting target, a newspaper 
reported Saturday.

The New York Times quoted officials as 
saying it was a good idea to have members of 
the force present for the Statue of Liberty 
centennial events, July 3-6, in case they are 
needed to rescue hostages or counter a ter­
rorist attack.

'The soldiers, based at Fort Bragg, N.C., 
would be held on alert and not on the streets, it 
said.

School gets millions
ST. LDUIS — Washington University has 

received a $100 million grant from the Dan- 
forth Foundation, believed to be the largest 
such donation ever given to an American 
university, school and foundation officials 
announced.

Blarlier this month, the university announc­
ed it had reached a $300 million fund-raising 
goal that increased its endowment to $800 
million, which officials said is the 10th largest 
among U.S. universities.

Talk of war
Ortega condemns House vote for Contra aid

MANAGUA, Nicaragua — The vote by the U.S. 
House of Representatives to send $100 million in aid 
to Nicaraguan rebels is a “ declaration of war by the 
United States against Nicaragua,’ ’ according to 
President Daniel Ortega.

“ War ... will be met by war,”  he told an estimated 
20,000 people at a rally Friday night in Managua’s 
Ana Maria Plaza.

He said his Sandinista government “ has the right, 
the moral obligation, to give to the Nicaraguan peo­
ple all the arms necessary to defend the revolution.”

Ortega’s speech was frequently interrupted by 
chants of “ Here, there, the Yankees will die.”

The House on Wednesday approved President 
Reagan’s request for $70 million in military 
assistance and $30 million in non-lethal aid for the 
rebels, known as Contras. The Senate earlier approv­
ed its own version of the aid package.

Ortega also praised a decision by the International 
Court of Justice condemning U.S. support for the 
rebels. The court, based in the Hague, niled Friday 
that the U.S. aid was a violation of international law.

The court “ has indicated with all clarity who is the 
assassin, who is at fault, and has pointed to the 
government of the United States for its terrorist 
policy against Nicaragua,”  Ortega said.

In its ruling, the court also said the United States 
must pay reparations to Nicaragua.

The decision ended 26 months of court pro­

ceedings, which the United States announced in 
January 1985 it would ignore. The court, an agency of 
the United Nations, has no enforcement powers and 
depends on voluntary compliance with its rulings.

Ortega said that in the five years the rebels have 
been battling the government, 14,000 fighters on both 
sides have been kiUed. “ Of that numbiv, 4,303 were 
combatants defending the fatherland”  and the 
others were rebels. He made no mention of civilian 
casualties.

The Sandinistas came to power in July 1979 after 
defeating the rightist government of President 
Anastasio Somoza.

Ortega defended his government’s decision Thurs­
day to close La Prensa, Nicaragua’s only opposition 
newspaper, and to strictly eidorce the 4-year-old 
state of emergency.

“ There is too much blood, pain and sacrifice to re­
main tolerant of those who ... in the name of 
pluralism and freedom of the press, try to open an in­
ternal front in favor of aggression,”  he said.

Ortega added that if Reagan “ has so much love for 
the newspaper La Prensa, for some political groups, 
private enterprise or for some cardinal or bishop, he__ 
should stop his hostilities against Nicaragua.”  *' ‘

A number of Roman Catholic church leaders, in­
cluding Cardinal Miguel Oban<|D y Bravo, the ar­
chbishop of Managua, and Bishop Pablo Antonio 
Vega in central Chontales province, have frequently 
criticized the government.

25,000 seek sanctions
LONDON — Tens of thousands of people 

demonstrated peacefully Sunday in favor of 
usii^ economie sanctions to pressure South 
Africa’s white leaders to end apartheid.

'The protesters listened to speeches in Hyde 
Park, then marched en masse to Clapham 
Common, about four miles away, for a seven- 
hour rock concert to benefit the anti-apartheid 
campaign. Boy George, Elvis Costello, BiUy 
Bragg and Sa de were among the scheduled 
performers.

Police estimated that 25,000 people took 
part in the rally. The Anti-Apartheid Move­
ment, which organized the demonstration, put 
the number at 100,000.

“ This demonstration has been organized to 
put pressure on the British government and 
the EEC (the European Elconomic Communi­
ty, or Common Market) to bring in total 
economic sanctions against South Africa.

Spain bombing kiiis 1
SAN SEBASTIAN, Spain — Three bombs 

set o ff by remote control exploded on a road 
near this northern Basque city Saturday, kill­
ing one member of the Civil Guard and woun­
ding six, four of them seriously, police said.

No group claimed responsibility, but 
authorities blamed ETA, the Basque guerrilla 
group fighting for an indepen^nt Basque 
state in three northern provinces.

U.S. soidier kiiied
'TEGUCIGALPA, Honduras — A Honduran 

soldier who killed one U.S. Army sergeant and 
wounded another during military maneuvers 
said Saturday that he defended himself after 
the two attacked him.

Miguel Angel Castro Flores, 24, told 
reporters that the Americans grabbed him 
while he was filling his canteen with water 
from a river.

“ A little after that, they tied me up with my 
own shirt and a towel so they could ... hit me 
without justification,”  Castro Flores said in 
an interview at the Juticalpa jail where he is 
being held.

According to a U.S. account, the Honduran 
attacked his captors with a knife on June 21 
during joint U.S.-Honduran war games. It 
said the Americans were escorting the Hon­
duran to a detention point after taking him 
prisoner in the maneuvers near Juticalpa, 125 
miles east of Tegucigalpa.

The U.S. Army identified the slain 
American as Staff Sgt. Timothy D. Hudgens, 
28, of Morristown, Tenn.

Tower leaning more
PISA, Italy — The Leaning Tower of Pisa 

tilted nearly 2 millimeters (.06 inches) in the 
past year, one of the biggest increases record­
ed, a professor said Saturday.

“ The change was unexpected,”  said Geri 
Oepo; «  HpMfgssoF « f  engiassrt»» Bt 4be 
University of Pisa.

During the past 68 years, the tilt increased 
an average o f a little more than 1 millimeter 
(.04 inches) a year, but it slowed in recent 
years, said Gero.

Revitalization 
must be within

W e’re concerned that some local citizens may not have a 
realististic idea of what can be accomplished by the 
revitalization program planned by the Big Spring Chamber 
o i Commerce.

We suspect some residents have a misconception about 
how the program will work.

As we understand it, the plan is to improve the appearance 
of the downtown area — to make it more attractive. It addi­
tion, we understand it will help property owners to remodel 
and renovate, both to improve present facilities and to at­
tract occupants to vacant properties.

The desired result, of course, is to attract more patrons to 
sustain more businesses and offices in the downtown area.

We believe all that can be accomplished.
But if local citizens think it will be done by luring new 

businesses and light manufacturing from outside this area, 
we believe they need to think again.

Revitalization of the downtown area will be accomplished 
as a result of local commitments first — not by commitments 
from without.

It will require commitment by people in this area who open 
or develop specialty shops, restaurants, entertainment 
parlors and professional offices in the downtown area.

The professional offices should involve attorneys, doctors 
and dentists, accountants, stock brokers, architects and 
engineers.

National trends during the past couple decades have shown 
that these are the types of operations that provide revitaliza­
tion to downtown areas — not businesses that are lured in 
from elsewhere.

When Big Spring is successful at attracting some large 
employers, they probably won’t locate in the downtown area.

And businesses that are lured to the downtown from out­
side this area most likely will be attracted because the 
revitalization already is in progress — because the local com­
mitments had been made and the appropriate atmosphere 
already exists.

W e’re concerned that some people may be putting the cart 
before the horse — believing that operations will be lured 
here simply because revitalization is being discussed and 
planned. Seldom does that happen.

We believe that Troy Fraser, although he lost the mayor’s 
race, made the right observation when he noted that 80 per­
cent of a community’s development occurs as a result of ac­
tions by the people already within the area.

The heyday of large retail outlets downtown is gone. It has 
been replaced with businesses opened by local people who 
provide services that they know the community must have.

That’s how the revitalization will happen.

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Unemployment statistics 
only paint partial picture
By DARRELL BERKHEIMER
Almost every time I read about 

the national and state unemploy­
ment rates, I get disgusted.

I get d is ^ te d  berause I know 
that the statistics compiled and 
reported by our state and federal 
governments fail to tell the com­
plete picture.

That’s simply because most of us 
have trouble relating cold numbers 
to warm bodies.

To many of us, it means little 
whether the unemployment rate is 
12.7 percent or 8.3 percent unless 
w e ’re involved personally or 
emotionally.

What we seek to know, of course, 
is a comparison — whether 
unemployment is going up or com­
ing diown. Because it’s the only 
s im p le  gauge  we have  fo r  
understanding the jobs market.

Even when one of us or a close 
friend is unemployed, the jobless 
rate atiU has little significance to 
our personal and emotional 
situation.

For instance, when a neighbor is 
unemployed, does it make him feel 
any better to hear that the national 
or state unemployment rate has 
dropped?

Probably not, because his situa­
tion remains unchanged.

It might raise his spirits, 
however, if he is in the depths of a 
depression and is searching for any 
tidbit of good news. Then news that 
the jobless rate is dropping might 
hint that his situation is better than 
hopeless.

I know — because I was in that 
situation one time.

Meanwhile, if another neighbor 
has a good job, does it make her 
sad if she sees the unemployment 
rate rising?

Probably not, unless she thinks 
her own job is threatened if the rate 
continues to climb.

Our interest in the jobless rate is 
no different than anything else. It 
rises and falls in direct proportion 
to our personal involvement in

unemployment.
And there lies the reason for my 

dismay.
I think all of us — particularly 

those with good jobs — periodically 
need to be shaken from our com­
placency into realizing that the 
jobless statistics are real people, 
not just numbers.

These are people struggling to 
pay bills with little or no income. 
Even if they know they have a 
check coming this wedk or this 
month — from unemployment 
benefits or a temporary job — 
they’re worried about how they’ll 
pay the rent or buy food next week 
or next month.

Government statistics just can 
convey such considerations.

But that isn’t all that prompts my 
dismay.

Government statistics fail to tell 
us the cotnplete picture because 
the numbers are incomplete. They 
include only those who filed for 
unemployment benefits.

Perhaps you’ve heard someone 
ask; “ What about the folks who 
have used all of their benefits and 
no longer bother to file?”

Don’t large groups of such people 
artificially lower the jobless rate 
when they're no longer counted?

I want to know ^  answers to 
those questions. And I wonder if the

To Uie editor:
I own 1/8 of an estate totaling 

1900 acres in the proposed Stacy 
Reservoir area.

Our family has owned this land 
for over 100 years. It is not so easy 
to give up, but we know that it is a 
necessity.

The majority of us live in West 
Texas. We realize the need for 
more water.

Only a landowner knows how “ on 
again/off again”  this situation has 
been. We don’t receive much more 
information than the public.

In 1984, we decided to divide our 
land because they had ruled 
against the permit to build Stacy 
Reservoir. Within several months, 
the Texas Supreme Court overturn­
ed the earlier decision. Anyone who 
has ever been involved with an 
estate will tell you; It is easier to 
divide money than three tracts of 
land.

So we waited. In fact, we waited 
all of ’85 thinking that the land sale 
was just around the comer. We 
were in contact with the Upper Col­
orado R iver Municipal Water 
District, trying to understand all 
the red tape they were going 
through.

Unfortunately, two years ago, we 
lost our last leaseholder. Because it 
seemed unlikely that anyone would 
take a lease with an indefinite set 
of terms, we decided to take our 
chances on getting it settled in a

short period.
What most people would consider 

a valuable asset — paid for land — 
is only that on paper to us. All we 
have been doing is paying taxes on 
it.

In all these years of discussions, 
the Concho River Snake has never 
been a major issue. It has hardly 
been taken seriously by anyone.

Where were the ecologists when 
the Texas Supreme Court decision 
was being made? Why scream so 
loud now after all the engineering 
and planning have been done? 
(And the money spent?) Why after 
the voting public said yes in their 
bond elections?

I have been doing a small poll. 
(Pro-snake? Pro-water?) I would 
say 99 percent of the people I have 
spoken are either o p ^ y  disgusted 
over the snake issue, or they think 
it’s the silliest thing they ever 
heard of.

I wasn’t making anything back 
there, just workin’ sunup to 
sundown.”

“ It will be the same here,”  Ben­
digo tells him. “ Wherever a man 
is, there is work to do. ’That’s the 
b ^ t  part of it.”

“ The best part?”  questioned the 
man.

“ The very best part,”  responds 
Bendigo.

“ My friend,”  Bendigo adds, 
“ there is a hell. It’s when a man 
has a family to support, has his 
health, and is ready to work, and 
there is no work to do. When he 
stands with empty hands and sees 
his children going hungry, and his 
wife without the things to do with. I 
hope you never have to try it.”

Democrats 
facing loss 
of Hispanics

A number of befuddling factors 
surrounding the Mark White-for- 
govemor campaign need resolu­
tion — not the least ot which is a 
la<^ of co-ordination regarding the 
South Texas, mostly Hispanic, 
vote.

’The result of the disorganization 
is that the spectacular ouqxNiring 
of voters in 1982 is not likely to be 
repeated.

Without another record turnout 
among Mexican-Americans in 
November throughout the state — 
but specifically in South Texas — 
White simply stands only to lose.

A  half-hearted attempt to 
replicate the 1982 e ffort or­
chestrated by Sen. Lloyd Bentsen 
and Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby and to 
focus on this major bloc of voters 
was conducted two weeks ago, with 
the major Democratic campaigns 
represented.

B u t o n ly  tw o  M e x i c a n -  
Americans and a third, who did not 
stay through the whole time, were 
invited to attend the meeting. 
Others — with experience the like 
of which can make or break cam­
paigns in South Texas — were 
ignored.

The 1982 campaign included 
Mexican-Americans handling the 
South Texas region for every ma­
jor candidate. These organizers 
met every week, kneading their ef­
forts into the larger campaigns. 
The result was the greatest out­
pouring ever of Mexican-American 
Democrats at the polls.

But this is not Im case this time 
around.

Hus short-sightednm comes^t 
a time when two niajor, potentially 
distruptive forces are at work to 
unhinge the Mexican-American 
vo te  from  its t rad it iona l ly  
Democratic moorings.

The obvious, of course, is the 
candidacy of San Antonio District 
Judge Roy Barrera Jr., whom the 
Republicans have made their 
nominee for attorney general. The 
guessing game as to how many 
votes ^ r r e ra  will peel from the 
Democratic totals in November 
started the night of his smashing 
victory in the Republican runoff 
election.

In contrast to the Barrera can­
didacy, the Democratic leadership 
lags in marshalling the votes which 
could make the difference again 
for White in his rematch with 
former governor Bill (dements.

These short-term thinkers within 
the Democratic Party leadership 
may be overshadowed in the long 
run by extensive but discrete 
Republican efforts to recruit 
Hispanics into their party.

In a manner similar to a highly 
successful effort in C)alifomia, the 
Texas Republican party has 
targeted 50 Hispanics to bring into 
the GOP camp for possible leader­
ship positions.

In contrast, state Democratic 
party officials continue to count on 
the amalgam of separate interest 
groups to serve as the arenas in 
which Mexican-Amdricans show 
off their wares.

In fact. White’s top political 
operative in South Texas is not a 
Mexican-American. Subsequently, 
more than a few significant office 
holders in heavily Hispanic areas 
are totally unexcited about the 
governor’s race — creating the 
possibility of a downward drag on 
the rest of the ticket.

I f  the state Democratic leader­
ship had engaged in leadership 
building programs years ago, their 
present predicament with Bar­
rera’s candidacy might be more 
manageable.

Supreme Court Judge Raul Gon­
zalez, for example, would have l » d  
the political muscle to ward off 
potential challengers before the fil­
ing deadline for the May primary 
election. As it was, Gonuuez eked 
out a victory in a runoff while Bar­
rera soared to victory.

If  I am correct in assessing a 
distinct lack of interest in the com­
ing general election similar to the 
yawns we S8W in the primary elec­
tions In May, then what we may be 
seeing Is the Democratic party 
sinking below an invisible but im­
portant threshold of support in the 
m in d s  o f  m a n y  M e x ic a n -  
Americans.

Lukman said.

In the recent past, OPEC had 
sought to reduce its production as

the limits and undercut each other 
in price.

Last December. OPEC decided 
to abandon production controls, a 
move that triggered the largest 
price decline in history.

The resultant loss in income, ex­
pected to reach $60 billion for the 
cartel this year, has persuaded 
most OPEC members that they 
should re im pose production 
controls.

“ We’re in the same boat,”  he 
said. “ OPEC and non-OPEC must 
cooperate to stop the ship from 
sinking.”

Producers ageed to idle at least 
25 percent of dw enrolled areas in 
return for access to non-recourse 
loans and deficiency payments if 
the 1986 average price to U.S. 
fkrmers falls below an 8 1 'cent 
target.

Deficiency payments will equal 
the difference between the target 
price and the 56 cent base loan of 
the a v e r a «  farm pri ce for die 
year, w h ia  ever is less.

January throu|d> May inices to 
the farmer have averaged below 
the base loan, and prospects for im­
provement are dim, so most pro­
ducers are assuming the deficiency 
payment rate will be the maximum 
98 cents per pound. Payments are 
based on die payment rate dmes 
farm program yields times planted 
acres, with a 160,000 payment 
limitadon. Plains Growers says.

Although the base and enroll­
ment figures are the obvious star- 
,dng point for projecting planted 
acres, the task is more than a little 
complicated.

The 25 percent acreage reductioo 
requirement of the 1186 program 
would permit a maximum planted 
acreage on the Plains of just over 
3.38 million or 75 percent of the 
enrolled acres, according to Plains 
Growers.

But based on the rado of max­
imum permitted acres to actual 
planted acres seen under the pro­
gram with similar provisions last 
year, that figure logically can be 
reduced by about S percent to 3.2 
million. Then comes the hard part.

There is a new provision of the 
current law under which producers

can elect to plant only half their 
permitted acres and sdll quality 
for 92 percent o f deficiency 
payments.

How many producers wiB take 
that option, which remains open 
until the finiU acreage certification 
date July 15 is a big qumdon. Some 
are estimating that the 8M B pro­
gram feature may reduce planted 
acreage by another 5 percent, 
down to over three million.

Meanwhile, thousands of planted 
acres have been deatrnedby hail, 
wind, heavy rains, seeming disease 
and A s c o d r^  biiight.

Some win be replanted, some 
won’t.

“ We asked you to take a test, and 
honestly, I  d i^ ’t realise the inten­
sity of the stress that it would 
cause,”  White said. “ For this I am 
genuinely sorrv.”

Red Sox tearing up league

Bill Diaz and the Big Spring 

Red Sox are trying new things 
and having success at it.

ITie local semi-pro basebaU 
team, that has played as an in­
dependent for the first nine 
years of its exsistence, switched 
to a league format for the flrst 
time this season. In return, 
Diaz, who’s been manager for 
the last six seasons, has led the 
team to the top.

Right now the Red Sox cur­
rently sport a 16-2 record, good 
for first place in the Western 
Division of the Central Texas 
League.

The closest team to the Red 
Sox is the Ozona Royals, who 
have a 14-8 record. Other teams 
in the Western Division are the 
Sterling G ty Braves, Sonora 
Red Sox, Eldorado A ’s and the 
San Angelo Astros.

In the Eastern Division, 
where Diaz says some of the 
tougher teams play, the Ball­
inger Bearcats are in the lead. 
Others teams in the east include 
the San Angelo Angels, San 
Angelo Rangers, San Angelo 
Cardinals, San Angelo Brewers 
and the Eola Sun Devils.

Diaz is one of the charter 
members of the Red Sox. He 
started as a player when the 
team began in 1976 under the 
direction of manager David 
Cruz. Back then the team was 
called the Tiger-Cubs.

“ 'Those were the rough years 
back then,’ ’ he recaUed. “ All of 
the top players were on the Car­
dinals (Big Spring semi-pro 
team). We had some young, in­
experienced players back then

and we let eveyone play. We 
didn’t win very many games,”  
he said with a laugh.

Diaz took over the team in 
I960 and has gradually turned 
the Red Sox into winners. Now 
he is a one-man manager, 
owner, public rdations director 
and travel agent. He accepts he 
r e s p o n s i b i l i t i e s  w i t h  
enthusiasm.

“ When I first joined the team 
as I player it was the flrst time I 
had played organized basebaU, I 
had always played street baU. I 
found out I reaUy enjoyed play­
ing organized baU. I just as fun 
being a manager as as player. 
This is my own little hobby and 
I ’m having fun.”

So are the Red Sox. “ We’ve 
reaUy gotten it together over the 
past three years, he said.”  

Records don’t Ue. In 1964 the 
Red Sox went 27-7, last season 
they finished with a 29-3 slate.

Diaz s a ^  he thought his team 
would be Just as successful play­
ing in a league. “ We haven’t 
played all the top teams in the 
league yet, but overaU I think 
this year’s schedule is not as 
hard as the indqiendent one we 
played last year.”

But playing in a league has its 
advantages. “ We had a schedul­
ing problem as a independent 
team. We really didn’t have any 

uaranteed gam es as in- 
ipendents. In the league, if the 

team doesn’t show up it’s a 
forfeit and nobody wants that in 
league play.”

If  the Red Sox keep up their 
success it could mean a spot in 
the league playoffs. TTie first 
two teams in each division ad-

‘White Shark’ devours 
Canadian golf course

OAKVILLE, Ontario (A P ) -  
Greg Norman flirted with the 50’s 
and finisbed with a spectacular 
10-under-par 62 Saturday, moving 
within one shot of the third-round 
leader Bob Murphy in the Cana­
dian Open Golf Championship.

“ With two par-Ss still to play, I 
was definitely thinking 59 whoi I 
made the eagle on 13,”  said the 
Australian known as the “ Great 
White Shark.”

ITiat figure — the all-time PGA 
Tour scoring record — was beyond 
him, however, and he had to settle 
for simply the best round of his 
career — a round that included 10 
birdies, an eagle and two bogeys.

“ I ’ve had a 62 before, but con­
sidering the course, and consider­
ing I made two bogeys, this was a 
better round,”  said Norman, who 
completed three trips over the Glen 
Abbey Golf Club course in 210, six 
shots under par and one back the 
veteran M ur^y.

Murphy, 43, whose last victory 
came 11 years ago, played almost 
four hours behind Norman and bir- 
died the final hole for a 68 and a 209 
total.

Mac O’Grady, the controversial 
figure who is appealing a $5,000 
fine and a s ix -w ^  suspension for 
conduct unbecoming a professional 
golfer, and rookie Davis Love III 
tied Norman for second at 210.

O’Grady came on with a third- 
round 69 in the warm, sunny 
weather, and Love shot 70.

Dave Barr, seeking to become 
the first Canadian in 32 years to 
win this national championship, 
and Mike Donald were another shot 
back at 211. Donald had a 69, Ban- 
70.

Second-round leader Andy Bean

struggled to a 74 and was tied with 
flve others at 212, leaving a dozen 
playen looked wiUiiB three strokes 
of the lead going into Sunday’s final 
round.

Also at 212 were three-time (Cana­
dian Open champion Lee Trevino, 
South African Bobby Cole, Cana­
d ian  Dan H a lldo rson ,  P a t  
McGowan and lefty Ernie (kin- 
zalez. ’Trevino, Halldorson and 
Cole all had 69s. McGowan shot 70 
and Gonzalez matched par 72.

Jack Nicklaus, not yet a winner 
of this title but a 7-time runner-up, 
had to work hard for a 70 that left 
him at 213, four off the pace.

Murphy matched par over the 
front side and made his move when 
his putter came to life on the back

The chunky veteran dropped a 
pair of 20-footers on the 11th and 
12th, then got a share of the lead 
with a 4-iron shot to within four feet 
on the 14th.

He preserved a piece of the lead 
with a scrambling par from a 
bunker on the 17th then took sole 
control of the top spot when got up 
and down from a bunker for a 
birdie-4 on the final hole.

Norman one-putted seven times, 
including a 20-footer for birdie on 
the ninth, over the front side, which 
he played in 5-under-par 30.

He missed a 7-foot birdie putt on 
the 10th, chipped in for birdie on 
the 11th then hit a 4-iron four feet 
from the flag on the 12th.

Football player’s death may be drug related

SAfCRAMENTO, Calif. ( AP ) — (Cleveland Browns defen­
sive back Don Rogers probably died of a drug overdose the 
day before he was to marry, the pathologist said Saturday 
after conducting an autopsy on the football player.

In the absence of any evidence at disease or injury, 
Rogers’ death of heart failure was likely caused by drugs, 
said Dr. Joseph Pawlowski.

“ A leading contender is cocaine,”  he said. ITie results of 
tests on the athlete’s body fluids and brain, which could 
reveal the presence of drugs, were not expected until 
Monday

Rogers, a standout second-year safety for the Browns, 
lapsed into a coma and died Friday, eight days after the 
cocaine-related death of 22-year-old Len Bias, an All- 
American basketball player at Maryland.

Rogers’ lungs were severely congested with blood, an in­
dication of drug involvement, Pawlowski said.

“ Tlie presumption is that there was some interference in 
the respiratory area of the brain,”  he said. “ Any excess in­
toxication by a drug, even a legitimate drug, might have 
caused it I would say that cocaine Is most suspect”

There was no indication of criminal acUvity or drug use 
at a bachelor party given for Rogers the night before he 
died, homicide Detective Dale Adam said earlier

Saturday.
Ken Easley of the Seattle Seahawks, a former teammate 

of Rogers at UCX,A, said he “ would be as surprised as any 
person on the face of this earth if (Rogers’ death) is drug- 
related, and I would certainly hope and pray to God that it 
isn’t.”

Paul Warfield, former Browns star and player relations 
director, said he spoke with Rogers by telephone about two 
hours before he collapsed.

“ Paul said Don sounded fine,”  said Kevin Byrne, a team 
spokesman “ He said he seemed excited about getting 
married.”

Rogers, Cleveland's No. 1 draft pick in 1964 and selected 
by the Players Association as the American Football Ck>n- 
ference’s Defensive Rookie of the Year that season, col­
lapsed Friday morning at a house he had bought for his 
mother in this city where he grew up

Robert Fagan, who lives across the street, said he heard 
someone crying out for help.

“ I was in my kitchen and I heard what sounded like 
pounding on the walls,”  he said. “ I heard someone yelling, 
‘Help me,’ and they kept yelling for a few minutes I was

getting ready to call 911 (police emergency) when the fire 
trucks and an ambulance came.”

None of the six to eight people at the house mentioned 
the possibility of drug use, said Mike Meighan, supervisor 
for the ambulance crew.

“ On behalf of the Browns, I can only express shock and 
anguish at the sudden and tragic death of Don Rogers,”  
said Browns owner Art Modell.

Rogers was scheduled to be married Saturday in 
Sacramento to 22-year-old Leslie Nelson

Otis Nixon of the Cleveland Indians, who lives in the 
same Cleveland condominium complex as Rogers, said he 
had “ always known him as straight. I would have no idea 
of him doing drugs”

“ This really hits home,”  said Golic. “ You see this guy 
every day, anid all of a sudden he’s not around. It’s scary in 
a way.

“ Here’s a guy in top physical condition. He just had a 
physical back in May. ITiese are very complete exanru. 
How can a guy like that die?”

BALTIMORE (AP ) -  Trying to 
keep up with Boston pitcher Roger 
Clemens may have been too much 
for the speed gun used by the 
Baltimore Orioles.

It conked out in the ninth inning 
of Friday night's game after clock­
ing Clemens through 11 strikeouts 
enroute to his 14th victory of the 
season.

But the Orioles didn’t need the 
device to know that the 95 mile-an- 
hour fastball of the still unbeaten 
Red Sox ace was difficult to hit. 
Even when they know what’s com­
ing, the task of hitting the pitch is 
somewhat overwhelming.

Clemens, who needed relief help 
in the ninth inning, ran his league­
leading strikeout total to 125. With 
one of Baltimore’s runs unearned, 
Clemens maintained his earned 
run average at 2.18, also best in the 
league.

It was the fifth time this season 
that Clemens has struck out 10 or 
more batters in a game, and a walk 
he issued to Eddie Murray to <q>en 
the ninth was only his 3(>th in 123 
and two-thirds innings. He yielded 
consecutive hits for only the 
seventh time this season.

Murray hit two home runs, the 
only player to accomplish that feat 
against Clemens this season. His 
first solo shot in the second inning 
put Clemens behind in a game for 
the first time in eight starts.

Boston has averaged almost 
seven runs in the games started by 
Clemens, so there -was no need to 
panic over a 1-0 score.

Clemens now ranks fifth on the 
all-time list for best winning 
streaks at the start of the season.

Rube Marquard of the 1912 New 
York Giants holds the record of 19, 
followed by Elroy Face of the 1959 
Pittsburgh Pirates at 17. Dave 
McNally of the 1969 Orioles and 
Johrniy Allen of the 1937 Cleveland 
Indians share the American 
League record of 15.

For his postgame interview, 
Clemens was moved out of the 
clubhouse and into a room which 
houses replicas of lockers for 
players in the Orioles’ Hall of 
Fame.

By chance, he stood directly in 
front of the locker of McNally, one 
of the players whose record 
Clemens will attempt to tie in his 
next outing.

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Defending champs roll into fourth round
WIMBLEDON, England (A P ) — Defcndii% cham- 
iMuna Boris Becker and Martina Navratilova, their 
games as hot as the weather, charged into the fourth 
round as the Wunbledon championshiDB —vlpa
their first week Saturday

But the upsets that have haunted the townament 
continued on this sweltering day when the 
temperature soared to 100 degrees on Center Court.

Sweden’s Stefan Eldberg, the reigning Australian 
Open champion and No. 5 seed at the 100th 
Wimbledon, lost his third-round match to Miloslav 
Mecir of Czechoslovakia.

And, RaffaellaReggi shocked No. 4 Claudia Kohde- 
Kilsch of West Germany fr4, 6-1 to become the first 
Italian woman to reach the fourth round at the All 
England Club since 1965 and only the second since 
World War II.

Only seven seeds remained in men’s play and nine 
in the women’s singles. And an unaeeded player is 
guaranteed to reach the men’s semifinals for the 10th 
consecutive year, a string that began in 1977 when 
John McEnroe stormed out of the qualifyii^ with his 
brilliant play and brash manner.

With McEnroe on a self-imposed hiatus from ten-

nis, there was no overwhelming favorite for the 
men’s siqgles this year, even though the field includ­
ed last year’s winner. Becker, and Czechoslovakia’s 
Ivan Loidl, the world’s top-ranked player who was 
coming off a victory in the French Ĉ pen.

E d h ^ , one of the few Swedes who seemed to be 
com fo rts^  on the fast grass surface, was one of 
those given a chance at winning. That chance was 
dashed Saturday by Medr, 6-4, 6-4, 6-4. The 
Czechoslovak has beaten Ecttwrg in all three of their 
career meetings.

“ He played very wdl, unfortunately,’ ’ Edberg 
said. “ He iriayed out of his mind and there wasn’t too 
much I could do today. He was too good.

“ I knew I had a g<md shot for the tournament if 1 
played very well. Unfortunatdy, 1 played Mecir.’ ’

Becker, seeded fourth, dropped a set for the first 
time in this year’s tournament as he defeated 
Australia’s Paul McNamee 6-4,64,4-6,6-4.

Second-seeded Mats Wilander of Sweden downed 
Australian Maik Kratzmann 64, 6-4, 2-6, 6-1; No. 7 
Henri Leconte of France stopped American Greg 
Hidmes 64,6-2,7-6; No. 12 Brad Gilbert of the United 
States riiminated Czechoslovakia’s Milan Srejber

7-5,6-7,6-3,6-3; and No. 13 Mikael Pemfors of Sweden 
ousted American Sammy Giammalva X4,64,6-3,6-1.

In the women’s singes, Navratilova, the No. 1 
seed, was joined in the fourth round hy No. 2 Chris 
E ve rt  L loyd , No. 3 Hana Mandlikova of 
Czechoslovakia , No. 7 Helena Sukova o f 
Czechoslovakia, No. 8 Manuria Maleeva of Bulgaria, 
No. 10 Gabriela Sabatini of Argentina, No. 11 Carting 
Bassett of Canada, No. 15 Catarina lindqvist of 
Sweden and No. 16Kathy Jordan of the United States.

for Wimbledon

WIMBLEDON, B i«land (A P ) - 
Sun dresses and short sleeve shirts 
have replaced umbrdlas and rain­
coats this year at the Wimbledon 
tennis tournament.

As play began Saturday, the 
temperature on O ntre Court was 
100 degrees, and fcnecasters were 
calling for a continuation of the 
week-long heat wave.

A ir temperatures were in the 
high 80s, with only a summertime 
haze to block the sun, and record 
crowds at the All-England Cham­
pionships were altering their 
habits about what to eat and drink.

“ With this heat, there’s bound to 
be s<mie change in what’s selling,’ ’ 
said Richard Tear, director oi 
Town and County, the conces­
sionaire for the tournament.

Hot weather means more people 
buying ice cream, soft drinks and 
lager bear. Tear said. Tliey stay 
away from the traditional English 
bitter, he said.

“ TTiat’s too heavy for warm 
weather,’ ’ according to Tear.

Strawberries and cream, the 
staple of WimUedon fiwd, are sell­
ing very well. Tear said. Even with 
the heat, the cream stays fresh, he 
added.

“ ’The straw berries go too fast for 
the cream to curdle,’ ’ said Derdc 
Johnson, chairman of Town and 
Country.

Officials reported no major heat- 
related problems. FtiCM May, 
superintendent at the St. John Am­
bulance Brigade and the head at 
first aid at the tournament, said 
about 70 percent of the 225 people 
treated at eight infirmaries on the 
ground by mid-aftemoon had suf­
fered from symptoms related to
fHgk Ufgktkfhgkr

“ No life-or-death stuff,’ ’ May 
said. “ The number is about 
average for the last few days. Peo­
ple are taking care of themselves."

Officials of both the Association 
of Tennis Professionals, which 
represents the men’s tour, and the 
Women’s International Tennis 
Association said they had not beard 
of any players having trouble with 
the hrat.

Late June and early July in 
southeast England can bring the 
best — and the worst — of weather.

Last year, torrential rains 
plagued the first week of the tour­
nament, flooding Centre Court at 
one point and forcing huge delays 
in the playing schedule.

Those kinds of conditions have 
occurred so often during TTie Fort­
night that they have become known 
as “ Wimbledon Weather.”

This year’s tournament got off to 
a sodden start, with heavy clouds 
Monday morning turning to 
downpours by mid-afternoon, 
washing out most of the first-day 
matches.

Since then, however, the weather 
has been near-perfect, with clear 
skies, warm temperatures and 
enough of a breeze to keep the heat 
from becoming too oppressive.

All of England is gripped by 
much-above-normal temperatures.

It’s not even the hottest ever for 
Wimbledon.

his is a year for celebrations. 
Not only is it the sesquicenten- 

nial celebration of Texas, but 
it’s the centennial celebration 
for the Knappe family.

“ My father (Alvis Knappe) 
moved to Big Spring in 1886,” 
says Carl Knappe, 61, who lives 
in the original family home at 
2007 Nolan.

In recognition of that anniver­
sary, the family gathered for for 
a reunion on June 21.

The Knappes came from Ger­
many to Texas in 1870 and first 
settled in the German communi­
ty called Marionfield, now 
known as Stanton.

Later the Knappes and many 
other Marionfield families mov­

ed to Big Spring “ because of the 
railroad,”  he said.

Know n  fo r  th e ir  m eat 
business, the Knappes built the 
first slaughterhouse in Howard 
County, he said. “ And it’s still in 
operation.”

“ Daddy started the meat 
business in 1906. He butchered 
cattle on tripods made from 
three four-by-fours.”

“ After he butchered the cat­
tle, he hauled them to Southern 
Ice House (in north Big Spring) 
to keep the meat cold. It was the 
only refrigeration they had at 
that time until 1916,”  Knappe 
said.

“ He delivered meat to his 
customers on Wednesdays and 
Saturdays in a hack.”

A hack is like a wagon, but it’s

lighter and smaller and is pulled 
by two horses, he explained.

“ We all grew up in the 
slaughterhouse,”  Knappe said. 
“ We”re all butchers. We worked 
all day and way into the night 
without lights — when it was 
freezin’ cold.”

The Knappes also were known 
for donating their butchering 
services at the annual Old Set­
tler’s Reunion for more than 30 
years.

They cooked beef, goat, beans 
and MHHrf-a-gun. Son-of-a-gun is 
a concoction of liver, sweet­
bread, mar gut (from the small 
intestbie), plus brains, heart 
and salt and pepper.

*Tt*a delicious,”  said Mrs. 
Lydia Knappe, 90.

years to go to the reunion,”  her 
son said.

In those days, the appearance 
of Big Spring was quite dif­
ferent. “ Everything was open. 
It was all ranch land,”  said Roy 
Knappe, 65, Carl’s brother.

Roy Knappe, who now lives in 
Little Rock, Ark., reported the 
cattle were slaughtered on 
ground near where the Big Spr­
ing State Hospital is now. The 
cattle were fed where First 
Christian Church, 21st and 
GoUad, is located, be added.

“ Everything is original in the 
slau^terhouse. Daddy built the 
builmng and the concrete was 
hand poured,”  Carl Knappe 
said.

During the ’40s the four 
Knappe boys went into the ser­

vice and their father worked the 
slaughterhouse by himself, he 
said.

“ I was so tickled. Four went 
in and four came back,”  Mrs. 
Knappe said.

At that time, the Knappe 
home was located by the 
railroad tracks.

The house was dismantled 
and moved “ room by room from 
the tracks up here,”  Carl said.

"There are lots of memories 
in this house,”  he said. “ I was 
bom in the middle room.”

" I  raised eight children in this 
house,”  Mrs. Knappe said. “ On­
ly six of them are living,”  she 
added.

Mrs. Knappe, originally from

Merkel, moved to Knott Com­
munity and then to Big Spring in 
1906. At 14, she married Alvis 
Knappe.

“ I helped butcher for 15 
years,”  she said. “ 1 didn’t mind 
skinnin’ the beef, but 1 didn’t 
like the sheep and the goats. 
You aren't supposed to cut the 
meat, either, or they’d dock ya 
(their pay) on that.”

“ Daddy always told us, if 
you’re gonna do a job, do it right 
or it ain’t worth doin’ it,”  Carl 
said.

Alvis Knappe died in 1968 
when Carl took over, he said.

“ I use the slaughterhouse for 
deer now,”  he said.

Temple movie buff turns collection into museum

M ovie buff Honry Allan Eatfarling racantly goaas 1« b it  Tem ple  Texas mevle moseem. Wfhen E a sterflwg was 
growing up, be didn’t get to see any picture shows, but he did get a chance to see the billboards. These movies 
and billboards fascinated him  and in 1970 he began collecting m ovie m em erabilia.

TEM PLE, Texas (A P ) — When Henry Allan 
Easterling was growing up between Hamilton and 
Evant, he dictai’t get to see any picture shows.

“ We went to town on Saturdays and didn’t have the 
time or the money to go to the show, but I looked at 
the billboards,”  Easterling said.

He saw his first movie — “ The Wizard of Oz”  — in 
the third grade. “ It was very impressive,”  he said.

“ I never saw another one until I came to Temple, 
and then I went bananas. I spent every dime I could 
get my hands on”  going to the movies, said Easterl­
ing, 39.

At that time, anyone under 12 could get in for 9 
cents at the old Temple 'Theater on Saturdays and 
see a serial, s «  cartoons an a movie. It went up to 15 
cents in 1964.

'niose movies and billboards fascinated Elasterl- 
ing, and about 1970 be started collecting movie 
memorabilia.

“ The first movie stuff I bought was Abbott and 
Costello,”  he said.

J.R. Stone, owner of the Temple Theater, got him 
interested. “ It’s all Mr. Stone’s fault,”  Easterling 
said. Another former theater owner, 'nilman Bond, 
helps him collect, also.

And it has snowballed fnim there.
“ I ’m what you call an ultimate collector,”  Easterl­

ing said. “ I (fon’t specialize in one thing and I collect 
other things, but inovie stuff is my main thing. I col­
lect anything to do with movies, but I like film knd 
posters the best.”

However, anytMag to do with Texas sspscially in­
terests Mm.

‘Ilrough his collecting and research, he has found 
42 movies in which Texas is the first word of the title.

Fifty other movies have Texas in the title.
He attributes this to the “ Texas mystique.”
“ Anything with Texas sells all over the world 

whether it has anyting to do with Texas,”  he said. 
“ I ’ve gone to movies with Texas in the title, and I ’d 
watch the whole show and Texas would never be 
mentioned.

“  Texas Chainsaw Massacre’ had nothing to do 
with Texas — suf^osedly (it was based on) someone 
in Kansas, but ‘Kansas Chainsaw Massacre' 
wouldn’t sell at all.”

In all his looking, he’s only found one movie — a 
silent one — with Temple in the title It was “ Miss 
Temple’s Telegram.”

“ I found it in a list in a silent movie book, but I ’ve 
never seen it or anything about it.”

From what Easterling calls a “ very complicated 
hobby”  has come quite a collection, and he now is in 
the process of making an old rent house into a 
museum called, “ Out o f the Past — The Great Texas 
Motion Picture Appreciation and Preservation 
Society and Historkau Museum.”

He already has five shelves about 20 feet long filled 
with books dealing with nothing but movie-related 
topics. Those shelves contain only half of the books 
he owns.

He has movie soundtracks, posters, autographed 
pictures, file cabinets foil of information on film 
stars and ok) movies and film reels.

“ I ’ve got 1,200 file foMen on stars,”  he said.

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Trenton woman, 68, still sings the blues
TRENTON. Texas (A P ) — 

Kate Reed Estes sits at the 
piano in her living room — her 
right foot operating the pedals, 
ha- left kicind aUghtly out to the 
side, tapping in time.

Her fingers glide effortlessly 
across the keyboard, and she 
smiles. Whether it’s one listener 
or one thousand, she still loves 
to entertain an audience.

And, after 68 years, the feel­
ing is mutual.

Tim e with Ms. Estes is 
guaranteed to be entertaining — 
a rich mixture o f fam ily history 
in Fannin County, scrappy 
Democratic politics or sublime 
renditionB of Jsn tunes im­
provised on her f^ n o .

In a recent interview at her 
rural farm home near Trenton, 
Ms. E^tes reminisced about how 
times and people have influenc­
ed her.

“ I ’ve sort of had a three- 
pronged career — politics, 
music and education,’ ’ she ex­
plained. “ I ’ve made my living in 
education and music. Mostly, 
my politics has been a sidelight 
— for fun.”

Her home, set on the 160-acre 
farm, is an obvious source of 
pride to her. Her grandfather 
purchased the farm in 18W, and 
her house was built in 1925.

Inside the house, family 
heirlooms abound — including 
antique furniture, family por­
traits and political volumes that 
evoke political giants such as 
Lyndon Johnson and Sam 
Rayburn, the longtime U.S. 
House spieaker who was a close 
friend of the family.

“ Everything out here is an an­
tique, including m e ,”  she 
quipped.

In the library are family 
relics, including 16 of her great 
grandknother’s diaries, records 
of one of state’s first women 
doctors.

“ She would have been a great 
women’s libber,”  Ms. ^ t e s  
said. “ She was about 150 years 
ahead of her time.”

Ms. Estes herself, if not ahead 
of her time, has certainly kept 
up with it. Her name appears in 
the first edition of Who’s Who in 
American Women, as well as in 
Who’s Who in the South and 
Southwest, Who’ s Who in 
American Politics, the Texas 
Women of Distinction and Per­
sonalities of the South.

Democratic politics has been 
her passiMi since the days 
before the REA brought elec­
tricity to the farm.

“ You know what I tell peo­
ple?”  she said. “ When I look at 
some of those people — and 
know that they’re getting in my 
pocketbook every day of tlmir 
life and my life — I'm  going to 
know what the hell’s g o i^  on.’ ’

She has attoided every state 
Democratic convention since 
1964, except the 1964 convention, 
and intends to go this year.

As the only child of Burgher 
Reed and Lucille Morrow R ^ ,  
Kate learned about hard work at 
an early  age. Her father 
operated a retail dairy at the 
farm from 1924 through 1934.

“ And we did it the hard way — 
without electricity,”  she said. 
So her father milked 30 cows by 
hand twice daily. Kate delivered 
milk house-to-house.

Her father helped organize 
the Fannin County Rural Elec­
trification Administration 49 
years ago. The arrival of elec­
tric lights at die Reed farm was 
an occasion for celebration.

“ We turned on every light in 
this farm and got in the car and 
drove up and ^ w n  the highway 
to see what it looked like,”  she 
recalled. “ We were so thrilled to 
get the lights.”

Ms. Elstes adored her parents 
and helped on the farm when 
she wasn’t attending classes at 
East Texas State. “ I ’ve always 
felt that everybody who’s a 
member of a family has to make 
his or her contribution to the 
good of the family,”  she said.

She eventually earned a 
bachelor’s degree in English 
and later with a master’s degree 
in elementary education ad­
ministration and supervision. 
She spent 18 years as cur­
riculum coordinator for all of 
Fannin County’s schools — ex­
cept for Bonham — before join­
ing a textbook publishing firm. 
She droiqped the consultant’s job 
because of the extensive travel. 
“ It was a real lonesome life,”  
she said.

But solitude wasn’t a problem 
for long. After leaving the con­
sultant’s job, Ms. Estes’ friend 
Dr. Gene Hall urged her to 
enroll in 1969 in the jazz pro­
gram he had originated at North 
Texas State University. She 
enrolled as a freshman — the

first woman to enroll in the 
school’s lab band.

Her reception? “ At first the 
kiite were sort of . . .’ ’ she clin­
ches her teeth and slinks back in 
her chair with mock uncertain­
ty. “ But they finally accepted 
me. And then I just had a ball 
with them.”

Ms. E^tes attended NTSU for 
just over a year and a half 
before leaving for Austin to 
work for then-State Sen. Ray 
Roberts.

Her last full-time job was a 
three-year stint as an elemen­
tary school music teacher in 
Tom Bean. She retired in 1974.

Always a jazz enthusiast, Ms. 
E^tes had played professionally 
for several years even before 
entering the NTSU program. 
She and several other area jazz 
musicians got together recently 
and backed the renowned Buddy 
Tate at his Sherman concert.

Tate, a Sherman native with a 
reputation as one of the world’s 
foremost jazz artists, came 
home to perform a free concert 
— two days after receiving an 
honorary doctoral degree in 
m u s ic  f r o m  N e w  Y o r k  
University.

The performance capped an 
exhausting weekend schedule 
for Ms. Elstes, who had played 
two preceding nights with the 
same group minus Tate; Dr. 
Gene Hall on saxophone; Bill 
Collins, trumpet; Perry San- 
difer, trombone; Zeke Camp­
bell, guitar; Frank Lively, 
drums; and Jack Stowe, bass.

Others she frequently plays 
with include Dr. Bob Houston, a 
drummer; Dr. Neill Humfeld, 
trombonist; Dr. Jim Deaton, 
clarinetist and saxophonist; and 
trumpet player David Ray.

Ms. Estes said she didn’t even 
see Tate until the performance, 
and the show was staged without 
any rehearsal.

“ ’That’s what we call jamm­
ing,”  she said.
