Rightist seeking clout
in a number of states
in Mexican election

CIUDAD JUAREZ, Mexico —
The leader of the National Action
Party (PAN) in this border city
talks about street lighting at bus
stops.

The mayoral candidate for the
Institutional Revolutionary Party
(PRI) talks about jobs.

Today, many Mexicans will par-
ticipate in elections occurring in
six states, including Chihuahua, in
what analysts portray as a
challenge to Mexico's system of
government.

The conservative PAN wants to
hold onto its mayoral seats, in-
cl Chihuahua’s largest city,
Ciudad Juarez across from EI
Paso, and has set its sights on the
governonhip. If the PAN can-

idate for governor wins in

Chihuahua takes office, it will
be a first in Mexitan history

The ruling PRI wants to main-
tain its 57-year-old dominance of
Mexico by retrieving City Hall in
Juarez (as the city is
known) and retaining the
governorship.

The PAN, often portrayed as the
conservative elite, has found,
however, a welcome audience
among the middle- and low- income
classes who are reeling under Mex-
ico’s current economic lems.
Pahistas, claiming the PRI has
stolen elecuom in the past and

plans to steal this one, have also
made electoral integrity a major
focus.

The PAN has called for using
civil disobedience as a leverage to
avoid a fixed election and two men
in Ciudad Juarez and the PAN
mayor of Chihuahua City began
fasting to publicize this issue.

PRI leaders blame the drop in oil
prices for the worsening economy
and to woo back disenchanted
voters in Chihuahua they have
fielded im ive candidates not
in the traditional mold of the party
machinery.

But below these political issues,
the mayor’s race also is one, as in
most local races, in which the par-
ties are trying to say who will pave
more streets, install more lights
and create more jobs.

Since 1983, the PAN has been in
control of the Juarez City Hall, and
has claimed great gains in city
improvements.

‘““No people live better in Mexico
than in Juarez,” said Albert J. Tor-
res, a city councilman and head of
the PAN in Juarez.

Two-way streets have been made
into one-way streets, street lights
have been added at bus s “for
the working giris at the ts,”
Torres said, and more streets have
been paved or widened,

Torres, however, said attempts
to improve the bus system have
been frustrated by plappers in
Mexico City who approve routes.

Now, he said, ‘“Some of our girls
have to get up at 4 in the morning to
catch a and make connections
to get to work at 7:30."”

But Jaime Bermudez Cuaron,
the PRI candidate for mayor of
Juarez, said the PAN’s promise of
honest government has not
materialized. Bermudez faces
another Ciudad Juarez
businessman, PAN's Gustavo
Elizondo Aguilar, in what is billed
as a tough race.

Bermudez said the PAN takes
credit for building new roads but
actually has assessed those nearby
for the cost of these roads. ‘‘This is
nothing new. This is the way it has
always been done,”’ Bermudez
said.

Bermudez, one of the ground-
floor architects of the twin-plant
program, said Juarez is on the
verge of an economic boon and that
the infrastructure must be in place
to handie it.

Around 90,000 persons, mostly
women, work at the twin-plant
units in Juarez, where goods from
United States companies are
assembiled.

Workers there earn the Mexican
equivalent of the minimum wage,
but laborers are in such demand,
many of the workers enjoy benefits
and bonuses not found in other
businesses.

“I've been attracting business
here all my life. I know to de it,”
Bermudez said.

America,” then added: ‘‘While it’s
good to talk about serious things, it

Europeans still leery

FRANKFURT, West Germany — Ten
weeks after the Chernobyl nuclear accident,
many Europeans still have to choose carefully
what they eat and are haunted by predictions
of increased cancer rates.

Since the Soviet reactor spewed a radioac-
tive cloud over central and western Europe
following an ex(glosion and fire on April 26, the
short-lived radioactive element iodine has
dissipated. But now some researchers are
warning about the long-term threat of cesium,
an element which can persist for decades in
the environment and is a known cause of
cancer.

Heinz Helmers, a physicist at West Ger-
many'’s Oldenburg University who helped test
soil and produce after the accident, said
cesium levels would have to be thousands of
times above normal to pose an ‘‘acute’’ health
hazard.

Pope at volcano site

CHINCHINA, Colombia (AP) — In his first
visit to a community struck by the deadly
volcanic eruption last November, Pope John
Paul II today called on survivors to employ
faith in facing their hardships and prayed for
eternal rest for those killed.

‘““‘We have to be always prepared, because
death can come unexpectedly,”’ the pontiff
said.

Thousands of people, including many
refugees, greeted the pope upon his arrival for
a 35-minute visit to Chinchina this morning.

10 questions explain how

Many readers, lacking a
familiarity with newspaper opera-
tions, will ask: ‘“What is news?
How do you decide what’s news and
what isn’t."”

Readers also want to know how
we decide what stories go on the
front page, whether they should be
long or short, and whether they
should get a big headline or a small
headline.

My effort to provide common
sense answers to those questions
began about 20 years ago, when I
was cub reporter at my home town
newspaper.

I' wént to our néws room ‘‘dean of
reporters,”’ a fellow who had many
years experience and at that time
was semi-retired, working only
half-days.

“‘Berky,” he said, “I begin by
asking three questions. How many
people are involved? How much
money is involved? And how
unusual is it?”’

He explained that the more peo-
ple involved — particularly the
more local people involved — the
more important the story and the
longer it should be with more
details provided.

On the money issue, he said ihe
more money — particularly if it’s
taxpayers’ money — the more
newsworthy the article is.

And it's obvious, he added, that
the more unusual it is, the more
people are interested in knowing
about.

As I continued to work with him,
we added a couple more factors to
the list. We agreed that the more
controversial an issue becomes,
the more its news value increases.

We also agreed that the more
prominent individuals or organiza-
tions are, the more newsworthy

their activities become.

Suppose, for example, that Bob
Hope was scheduled to speak in Big

Spring. That event would have con-

siderably more news value than if
a regional Lions Club official was
speaking to one of the local groups.

Those questions, then, became
ine first five faciors in my list of
how to judge the importance of
news.

But as I gained experience in this
work, the list grew, and I've doubl-
ed its length.

I added a sixth factor: how time-
1y ig it? Certainly if the event ha
pened within the past 24 hours, it's
more timely than if it happened
last week or last month.

The more people who already
know about an event, the more
stale the news is. That's why we
ask residents to be prompt in get-
ting information to the newspaper
about events that either have hap-
pened or are about to happen.

Another news judgment question
is: Does it have a heart-warming
subject of widespread human in-
terest? News workers sometimes
refer to these types of stories as
‘“tear-jerkers’’ because they tend

‘news judgments are made

to tug at the reader’s heart.

Next, does the information help
people solve or cope with a pro-
blem shared by many? Such infor-
mation, of course, can have con-
siderable value to readers.

These became the seventh and
eighth questions on my news value
list. ‘

I also ask: Is it in the public in-
terest? Is it something the public
needs to know to maintain our Con-
stitutional freedoms? This question
often involves actions taken or con-
templated by our local, state and
federal governmental agencies.

Finally, editors usually ask an in-
ternal question. Is it written well —
or does it have enough information
so that the reader can easily
understand it? If niot, do we have
time to improve it, rewrite it, or get
the additional information that
should be included?

If the deadline is near, this last
question sometimes forces respon-
sibie edilors (o delay a slory or give
it less prominence in the paper.

I believe that these 10 factors are
the basic questions that editors
should be using in deciding the im-
portance of stories, how long they
should be, and how big their
headlines should he

Unfortunately, I must admit that
the available space, time and man-
power also enter into the equation.
Sometimes we are forced to use
less or more of a story, or delay it,
simply because of these logistics.

It’s my contention, however, that
most news workers have high stan-
dards and strive to be responsible
people by doing the best job they
can within those constraints.

I’'m hoping this information helps
readers understand our news
judgments, and I plan to provide
related information in this column
from time to time.

Texas turmoil too puzzling

AUSTIN — A recent article from
one of those Latin American coun-
tries in turmoil told about a
reporter asking a woman which
side had killed her family.

Comptroller Bob Bullock
low the boom a week ago Fri-
day by revealing that the cash
shortfall for this year’s budget is
likely to be $2.3 billion — about $1
billion more than he previously
had forecast.

Until that time, Gov. Mark White
had been saying he didn’t see a
need for a special legislative ses-
sion to address the budget pro-
blems. Everything could wait until
the regular session begins in
January, the Democratic incum-
bent said repeatedly.

So, maybe White's decision will
improve his previously rather low
standing with voters, right?

Maybe, but the governor hasn't
exactly taken a courageous stand
on the issue.

He put the entire burden of a
budget plan on the Legislature.
Some lawmakers were quick to,
comment that they’d like to see a
little more leadership from the
governor'’s office on the issue.

Some members of the House
Ways and Means Committee,
which must write any tax bill, said
Iast week were is no cnance Ior
agreeing on a tax increase in time
for An August special session.

That leaves the entire burden on
state cost-cutting, which could be a
bloody fight as legislators seek to
chop everything but their pet
projects.

The whole special session idea is
full of danger for both White and
Clements, and for some legislators
who are opposed in the November
election.

The northward immigration of
so dominates U.S. public
thinking about Mexico that we ig-
nore the southward flow of ideas in-
to Mexico.

In the long run, this southbound
influence may be the more impor-
tant of the two movements.

Unlike the Mexican immigrant
who comes into the U.S. and volun-
tarily learns U.S. customs and
norms, Mexican society is slowly,
almost unintentionally,
assimilating many aspects of U.S.
society.

Arguably, Mexico’s absorption of
U.S. culture exceeds that being im-
parted by Mexican immigrants —
if any — on the U.S.

Tangible pieces of evidence of
U.S. influence appear everywhere.
What Mexicans eat, how they live,
how they bank and how they shop
differ radically today from as
recently as 10 years ago.

But it is in the communications
industry where the U.S. may have
its most significant impact of Mex-
ican life.

The changes in the communica-
tions industry reflect the changing
tastes of Mexicans themselves, and
therefore foretell changes in the
direction not only of Mexican socie-
ty but of its government as well.

Newspapers, for example, have
taken on a distinctly U.S. look.
More importantly, Mexican
newspll

have strivi
for standards higher than the
nalism cticed.

Sensa listic murder and
m stories have lost space to

r analyses of the country’s
fiscal condition. More attention is
being paid to stories of governmen-
tal excess and abuse. Editorials
subtiy caii for reform.

But it is on television that one
sees the extent of U.S. influences.
Many TV programs are facsimilies
of U.S. programming.

Yet, the most important changes
can be seen in the news and sports
programs that have adonted 1] S
formats.

When an element as basic to a
society as communication
changes, the ideas newspapers and
television project cannot be far
behind.

Thus, the challenge to the
government party that has
dominated Mexican life for
decades comes simultaneously
with the growth of U.S. influence on
the Mexican media.

The expanding appetite of the
Mexican public for more televi-
sion, radio and print material
forces the Mexican media to buy —
or copy — more products created
outside Mexico. With the most pro-
lific producer of media products
worldwide just next door in Califor-
nia, U.S. influence on the Mexican
media will only grow.

It is hot surprising, then, that the
strongest pressures to the Mexican
government come from the nor-
thern states on the U.S.-Mexico
border.

1 S. televigsion airwaves do not
stop at the Rio Grande, and neither
does newspaper circulation. With
U.S. business continuing its intense
industrialization of the northern
states, the invasion of U.S. ideas
will take deeper root.

In time, these impulses in Mex-
ican society will project upward in-
to the governmental structure.

Mexicans — despite their
historical suspicion of the U.S. —
admire and envy the economic suc-
cess of the U.S. system. Not sur-
prisingly, many Mexicans connect
free and open elections with a free
enterprise system.

Keenly interested in a govern-
ment that is responsive and one
unai can gei lire economy moving
again, Mexicans are vibrant
capitalists, fully aware of the
benefits a productive, capitalistic
society can bestow.

As a result, the movement
toward U.S. values and meathods
accelerates as time passes,
perhaps having a far more impor-
tant meaning for Mexico than Mex-
ican immigration on the U.S.

Chiid gun deaths alarming

FORT WORTH, Texas (AP) —
An 8-year-old Arlington boy is shot
in the head and seriously injured
while holding a target for an
11-year-old playmate practicing
his skill with a rifle in the
backyard.

A 7-year-old Fort Worth boy
playing with a pistol he found in a
car and thought was a toy shoots
and kills an 11-year-old girl.

The Arlington shooting a week
ago and the June shooting of the
11-year-old in Forth Worth are the
latest accidents involving firearms
and children. .

Sine 1980, two juveniles in Arl-
ington have been killed in firearms
accidents, Arlington police records
show. In Tarrant County, medical
examiner’'s records show that at
least three deaths during the last 18
months have involved juveniles
and guns.

Many children who find guns and
play with them simply don’t realize
that they are handling lethal
weapons, said Harriett Amster, a
professor of psychology and a
specialist in developmental
psychology at the University of
Texas at Arlington.

“Children don't distinguish bet-
ween death as pu‘trayedon'l’\lnnd
the reality of death,” she told the
Fort Worth Star-Telegram.

‘“‘Children see death as accep-
table in their world of make-
believe.”

The National Safety Council
reported that 1,800 people — in-
cluding 280 children 14 years old or
younger — died in firearms ac-
cidents in 1984, the latest year
statistics are available.

‘“The death of one child a day is
too many,”’ he said.

In 1977, gun accidents were the
fifth-leading cause of death in the
United States for children 15 years
and younger, according to the
Coalition. In 1982, firearms’ ac-
cidents claimed more lives than all
other causes combined, and that
about 22,000 deaths a year involve
handguns in suicides, accidents
and homicides.

“This number tells us that the
belief that handguns can safely be
kept at home is a myth,” Ms. Bi-
jlefeld said. “When the firearm is
readily available, it's easy to grab
it and use — especially an
emotional moment. Doctors can
repair knife wounds, but guns kill
in a matter of seconds.”

Guerrilla leader says
vets may train rebeils

TEGUCIGALPA, Honduras
(AP) — Nicaraguan rebel leader
Arturo Cruz said Saturday the
United States is studying a request
to.send Vietnam War veterans to
train guerrillas seeking to over-
throw the Sandinista government.

Meanwhile, at least 100 U.S.
soldiers and officers who fought in
Vietnam are due to arrive this
week for military maneuvers with
Honduran troops, a U.S. Embassy
statement said.

But a U.S. military official in

Honduras said the soldiers would
not train the rebels, or Contras,
who operate from bases on the
Honduran side of the border with
Nicaragua.
_“The Green Berets will come to
Honduras, but to train military of
this country, not the so-called Con-
tras,” said the official, who spoke
on condition of anonymity.

‘““Any collaboration with the Viet-
nam veterans will be important for
our troops, although the North
American military is prohibited
from being stationed less than 20
miles from the border with
Nicaragua,” Cruz said. ‘“‘But that
is not a problem for UNO.”

He declined to give details, but
an official for the Nicaraguan
Democratic Force, the largest
rebel military group, said that if
the request was approved, he ex-
pected the training to be held in the
northeastern Honduran province of
Gracias a Dios.

My first rodeo

As an Alabama boy brought up on bicycles rather than
horses, I had never seen a rodeo — until two weeks ago.

To prepare myself, I had to ask questions. And in doing so
: had to admit to some that I hadn’t seen a rodeo.

I soon discovered that my revelation had the effect of
momentarily stunning the native Texan in front of me. The
reaction was an incredulous stare and a short period of
silence, as if the person I was about to interview wasn’t sure
he’d heard right.

“You what?”’

“I... I've never seen a rodeo.”’

“Where you from?”’ he asked, as if he expected me to say
Mars or New Jersey.

Alabama seemed to be a good answer. Still, I received a
quick, questioning glance.

After these preliminaries were out of the way I could
begin learning about rodeos.

I listened to explanations of events, and I listened to opi-
nions. The most often stated opinion did not vary one word
from one person to the next. It went — and this is verbatim
— “‘Once you’ve seen one rodeo, you've seen ‘em all.”’

On the other end of the spectrum, one rodeo lover told me
he watched rodeos on television. At the time, he was check-
ing out the stock on the Tuesday before the rodeo, and it ap-
peared that Wednesday night couldn’t come soon enough for
him.

The three nights I attended the rodeo convinced me that
the people who had said all rodeos were the same hadn’t
been paying attention. Rodeos are no more all alike than
football games.

I found the rodeo just as interesting the third time as the
first. Here are some reasons why, as well as some impres-
sions of a neophyte rodeo-goer:

The first surprise came at the concession stand. On the
bottom of the list, priced at a buck-and-a-half — chewing
tobacco and snuff. “‘I’d like a hot dog, a coke ... and some
snuff.”

Perched on the front row on opening night, my second
surpnse was the grand entry The horses and nders shot out

I recalled attending Camp Laney, early in my formative
years, and flying through the air after losing control of the
horse I tried to ride. Fifteen years later, horses remain a
phobia for me.

But these toddlers, some of whom probably ate apple

rode the huge animals fast and fearlessly, and I was
amazed.

Then came the bulls, which announcer Randy Corley call-
ed ‘“2,000 pounds of pure muscle.”

I'd seen the bulls the day before, and was astounded by
both their bulk and muscles, but I wasn’t very impressed
with their demeanor. Lying on the ground with flies buzzing
around their heads, they looked lazy, and I couldn’t see
what the big deal was.

The big deal became apparent when the first gate opened,
and the bull shot out with a chip the size of a cowboy on its
shoulder. The cowboy soon was dumped, and the bull took to
stalking clowns. The bulls surely could have crushed a few
clowns had it not been for one obvious trait — a bull is as
dumb as a post.

On Friday night, two bull riders nearly were mangled.
Greg Hiner’s bull tossed him, but Hiner’s arm was caught
between the rope and the bull. With 2,000 pounds of meaness
and a few pounds of horn going berserk, Hiner, at 180
pounds, couldn’t get free.

For seconds that seemed like hours, the crowd watched in
horror as the bull threw the cowboy around like a peanut in
a blender.

Clown Michael Horton jumped in front of the bull and
somehow Hiner unhooked himself and crawled from the
fracas. The angry bull pinned Horton to the arena floor and
butted the scurrying clown a good 15 feet.

Horton tried to act as if it was nothing, but the crowd knew
better and applauded. The cowboy limped away, and the an-
nouncer cheerfully introduced the next bull and rider.

On with the show. No long commentaries from the booth
about the perils of men on bulls. Just more rides, more ex-
citement, and the quiet hope that nothing really bad would
happen.

Navratilova wins
Wimbledon title

WIMBLEDON, England (AP) —
Finding the touch and the power on
her serve and pumped up by a
chance to make make history,
Martina Navratilova captured her
fifth consecutive Wimbledon
women’s singles title Saturday,
defeating Hana Mandlikova 7-6,
6-3.

With her family watching on Cen-
tre Court, Navratilova became on-
ly the second woman to win five
consecutive championships at the
All England Club, tying the mark
set by Suzanne Lenglen of France
from 1919-23.

It also was her seventh triumph
at the world’s premier grass court
tournament, tying her with Bri-
tain's Dorothea Lambert
Chambers and one behind
American Helen Wills Moody.

“They give us a little silver
replica of the plate,’’ Navratilova
said of the Challenge Trophy
awarded the champion. “I have
them on my mantlepiece in my
bedroom, all lineq up. I want a set
of eight.”

The victory by the
Czechslovakian-born Navratilova
against Mandiikova, a
Czechoslovak, didn't come easily.
She was severely tested and was
forced to play her best tennis, the
type of game that has made
Navratilova the best in the world
and enabled her to win the cham-
pionship without losing a set.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: It is
discouraging for an athlete to be
thet speed is something you're
born with, and you can nmever
develop speed if you don’t have cer-
tain kinds of muscles. Isa’t it possi-

i

that permit fast movements.
Nevertheless, everyone can in-
crease speed. The secret lies in
recruitment.

Every muscle, including fast-
twitch muscle, is a bundle of in-
idividual fibers. When you begin to
learn a movement, not every fiber
of the muscle contracts. With train-
ing, your nervous system sends
more signals to the muscle. It
recruits more and more individual
fibers. It calls the whole gang into
the act. The more fibers recruited,
the more powerful the motion.
That's how training enhances
speed — by recruiting all the fast-
twitch muscle fibers nature has
given you. Recruitment is an in-
teresting physiological aspect of
training. It's a concept quite dif-
ferent from er enhancement

through muscle growth.

One way to recruit all the fast-
twitch fibers in your leg muscles is
with drills of running as fast as you
can over a distance of 30 to 60 yards
for 60 seconds. By repeating this
exercise you force your nervous
system to recruit all your fast-
twitch fibers.

Then progress is slower, but still
possible. For there are other fac-
tors that influence speed. These
are best answered by your coach.
Speed depends on running style,
which means stride frequency,
length and efficiency. You want to
learn to run with grace so you don’t
throw yourself off balance with
each step. That will-also make you
speedier.

But we tend
to remember only the total
amount we spend at the super-

Home economics researchers
at the U.S. Department of
Agriculture publish periodic
figures to help people plan food
purchases. The figures show the
cost of food at home at four cost
levels: the thrifty plan, the low-
cost plan, the moderate-cost
plan and the liberal plan.

people can budget from $19 to
$30 per week. Families with
school-age children need to
budget the most money for food.
A family of four with two school-
age children can plan to spend
from $65 to $115 per week.

White grubs damage turfgrass

The white grub is the larval form
of an insect commonly known as
the May or ‘June beetle. These
beetles feed ravenously on grass
roots. Severely damaged grass can
be lifted easily by hand or rolled off
of the ground.

The June Beetle requires 1 year
to complete its life cycle in most
sections of Texas (a 2-year cycle is
suspected in a portion of the grub
populations in North Texas). Once
a year adult beetles emerge from
the soil to mate.

Mated females tunnel into the
earth and lay eggs, which give rise
to small larvae. This results in
larger second and third instar lar-
vae that feed ravenously on grass
roots.

The pupal or resting stage is the
last immature phase of the insect’s
aeveiopiierii cycie and occurs just
before the adults emerge to initiate
the cycle anew.

Adults, known as May or June
beetles, are about 1/2 to 5/8 inch
long and light brown with a slight
reddish tinge just behind the head.

The flight period lasts about 1-1/2
weeks and frequently seems to be
triggered by rainfall. During flight
periods, large numbers of male
adults congregate around street
lights. Females are much less at-
tracted to lights. Therefore, eggs
are not necessarily deposited in
soil near lights, and infestations of
grubworms are not always
associated with lighted areas.

The egglaying period averages
30 days. The insect passes through
three larval stages. Stages one and
two require about three weeks and
the third stage is in the soil the rest
of the year.

During summer and fall, the
beetles cause the most lawn
damage by its root feeding.

For your garden

Feeding of large numbers of grubs
causes lawns to turn yellow and the
severely damaged grass can be
lifted easily by hand from the
ground or ‘“‘rolled up’’ because of
its shortage of roots. Third stage
larvae overwinter in the soil.

Lawns suspected of harboring
grubs shouid be examined during
the critical treatment period. In
Howard County, this is from mid-
July to mid-August.

Check the lawns by taking
several small- plug samples or
cores. The plugs should be at least
three to four inches in diameter
and four inches in depth.

Examine a total area of at least
one to two square feet. Take the
plugs from all parts of the lawn, be-
ing careful to include areas of
suspected grub damage. Tear the
plugs apart and thoroughly ex-
amine them for grubs.

Treatment usually is justified
when more than four grubs per
square foot arr found. Insecticides
recommended for grub control are
much less effective against eggs
and large grubs than against small
grubs.

The residual effectiveness of
these insecticides is greatly reduc-
ed one to three weeks following ap-
plication. Thus, insecticides ap-

ed too early may not be effective

the soil after the eggs hatch. In-
secticides applied after the critical
treatment period often prove inef-
fective because have become
large and very difficuit to Kill.

Use imsecticides containing
diazinon, os (Durshan® )
or trichlorfon (Dylox® , or Prox-
ol® ). A decline in the number of

should be observed about 30
days following treatment. If the
grubs are definitely restricted to
one area of the lawn, treat the in-
fested area only. )

Proper application procedure is
important. The key to control is
getting the chemical to the grubs in
the root zone at the proper time.
Granular formulations are easier
to apply and can be accurately and
quickly applied with a lawn fer-
tilizer spreader. Proper distribu-
tion of the granules is important.
Make sure that swaths overlap.
Immediately follow granular ap-
plications with a thorough lawn
sprinkling or watering (1/2 to 1
inch of water).

If spray formulations are used,
first water the lawn with about 1/4
inch of water. This will wet the
grass and allow the spray formula-
tion to better penetrate the soil. Ap-
ply at least 15 to 25 gallons of spray
solution per 1000 square feet. Wash
the insecticide into the soil im-
mediately with 1/2 to 1 inch of
water. Keep children, pets and
other animals off the lawn until the
insecticide has been thoroughly
watered into the sod and sprays
have dried.

Do not use fertilizer-insecticide
combinations any time other than
the critical treatment period. Ap-
plications at other times may con-
tribute to additional insecticide
resistance in the populations. When
applying these mixtures, make
sure that the proper amount of in-
secticide is applied.
