Power plant
to be built
near Cosden

A cogeneration power plant to be
built in Big Spring will provide 20 to
25 permanent jobs with an annual
payroll of about $500,000, a
Chamber of Commerce spokesman
said this morning.

Troy Fraser, chairman of the
Chamber’s Industrial Team, which
recruits new businesses into the
area, said the figures were just
preliminary, but should be close to
the final ones.

Considerably more jobs will be
available during the construction
phase of the project, he added.

Falcon Seaboard Oil Co. of
Houston has contracted with Texas
Electric Service Co. to build the
$15- to $20-million plant.

TESCO has signed a 15-year con-
tract with Falcon to receive power
generated by the plant.

Cogeneration involves the
simultaneous production of elec-
tricity for TESCO and steam for in-
dustrial use.

Fina Oil and Chemical Co. plans
for the Cosden refinery to use the
generated steam.

Tom Puckett, Fina spokesman at
the corporate headquarters in
Dallas, said Cosden has not yet
signed a contract, but has
delivered a letter of intent to do so

Refinery manager Wally Whit-
tington said the plant is to be built
on the far west end of the Cosden
refinery property. It will occupy a
300-by-500-foot area, he said

Falcon spokesman David
Dewhurst could not be reached this
morning for additional details.

Hooper Sanders, Big Spring divi-
sion manager of TESCO, said con-
struction is expected to begin in
November.

WASHINGTON (AP) — For
more than 24 million couples
and individuals — about one of
every four who file returns —
‘“tax reform’’ will mean a tax in-
crease next year.

That’s the latest estimate of
the Joint Committee on Taxa-
tion, whose figures also show 70
million-plus taxpayers can ex-
pect to keep more money as a
result of the tax-overhaul plan
making its way through Con-
gress. About 10 million would
see no change.

The committee staff
estimates that efforts to protect

middle-income families from a
temporary tax increase in 1987
would penalize more than 2
million taxpayers with incomes
under $30,000 a year

The new figures are based on
an analysis of the sweeping tax-
overhaul plan passed by- the
Senate. Congressional
negotiators are using the Senate
bill as a model as they try to
write a compromise between it
and the version passed by the
House.

Either bill would repeal or
reduce several deductions and
slash tax rates significantly. But

the rate cuts would come six
months after the deductions
were taken away. So, taxpayers
would lose their deductions for
all of 1987 but would pay current
tax rates for half the year and
the new, lower rates for the last
six months

That would mean a temporary
tax increase even for those who,
under the bill, would get a tax
cut starting in 1988

Most of the impact of delaying
the rate cut to July 1 would fall
on couples and individuals with
incomes between $30,000 and

O’Neill backing Gramm-Rudman

WASHINGTON (AP) — House ker Thomas P
O’'Neill Jr. today endorsed the te decision to
restore the automatic spending cuts of the Gramm-
Rudman law as necessary to force Congress toward
its deficit-reduction targets.

O’Neill said other Democrats would oppose the
new plan, passed by the Senate 63-36 on W
because the authority to order the cutbacks
fall to President Reagan’s budget director

But he said Gramm-Rudman's current position —

. which would require the House and Senate to vote on
the across-the-board cuts — wouldn't work.

‘I don't think we could ever get to (make the cuts)
in the Howse in an election year,”” O'Neill told
reporters. Giving the power to the Office of Manage-
ment and Budget, to overcome a Supreme Court rul-

ing that voided the original cut-making scheme,
would be acceptable “‘if you can weave it (the law) in
such a manner’' that congressional priorities were
maintained

The court said the original scheme violated the
Constitution's separation-of-powers doctrine
because the comptroller general — an officer of Con
gress — would have ordered the executive branch's
spending cuts

Gramm-Rudman requires Congress and the presi
dent to keep next year's deficit below $144 billion
But few steps toward the goal have been taken — in
part, lawmakers say, because the Supreme Court
removed the threat of the across-the-board cuts

MONAHANS (AP) — A newly
ordained Lutheran minister who
told police his wife committed
suicide less than two weeks
after the family moved to Texas
has been charged with first-
degree murder in the case,
authorities said

Rev. Joseph Loduca Jr., 31
was denied bond after his ar-
raignment Wednesday before
Ward County Peace Justice L.A.
Wester.

LLoduca was accused of
murder in the asphyxiation
death of his wife, Mary Loduca,
32, whose body was found in her
bedroom in the West Texas town
of Monahans on July 12.

The Loducas and their three
children had moved to
Monahans on July 1 from St.
Louis, where he had been or-
dained as a minister in May
after attending Concordia
Seminary. Loduca had been in-
stalled as pastor of the St. Paul
Lutheran Church of Monahans.

Mrs. Loduca’s body was found
with a plastic trash bag pulled
tightly over her head,
authorities said. No suicide note
was found.

Monahans Police Chief David
Mills said he arrested Loduca
Tuesday night on a warrant
issued by Peace Justice Sue
Mullins. Mills said the arrest

“He said he returned home
about 3:30 p.m. July 12 and
found his wife in bed with a
plastic trash bag over her
head,” Mills said. An autopsy by
the Southwestern Institute of
Forensic Sciences in Dallas
determined Mrs. Loduca died of
asphyxia, Mills said.

““The suspect made a detailed
statement Tuesday afternoon,’’
Mills said. He declined to
elaborate on the statements.

Loduca’s children said he had
heard his mother screaming the
day of her death. Police said the
child’'s statement led to the
charge against Loduca, the
Post-Dispatch reported.

Ca(?lla James Humphreys of
the yton Police Department
in suburban St. Louis, where the
Loducas lived before moving,
said Loduca had a good reputa-
tion among church officials, but
that he changed when he was
alone with his family.

““He was a dictator and a
disciplinarian,”” Humphreys
said.

$50,000 — taxpayers who vote in
large numbers and, therefore,
are a special concern of
members of Congress.

A solution being considered by
negotiators would advance the
rate cut to Jan. 1. That would
reduce from 11.8 million to 8.2
million the number of tax
returns in the $30,000-to-$75,000
class facing a tax increase.

But it would raise from 12.4
million to 14.6 million the
humber of couples and in-
dividuals with income under
$30,000 whose taxes would go up.
The chief reason is that while
the present 50 percent max-
imum tax rate would be slashed
to 27 percent for most upper-
income people and 32.4 percent
for others, the present
minimum rate of 11 percent
would rise to 15 percent.

Regardless of when the rate
reductions take effect, the
analysis shows, the new tax
system would mean a tax in-
crease in 1987 for about 25
million couples and individuals,
compared with what they are
paying this year.

For 1987 the tax increase
would average $1,219 under the
earlier tax-rate reduction and
$1,379 if it took effect July 1.

Under the July 1 date, aimost
90 percent of people with in-
comes over $50,000 would pay
higher taxes next year; about 40
percent of those earning $20,000
to $50,000 would pay more, as
would about one-fifth of those
earning between $10,000 and
$20,000.

The

“winners’’ in the bill

Deficit

would get tax cuts averaging
$396 next year under the July 1
tax-rate reduction. Those reduc-
tions would range from $87 for
those earning less than $10,000 to
$50,201 for those with incomes
above $200,000. '

Another major element of the
tax plan — higher standard
deductions — would not take ef-
fect until Jan. 1, 1988. That
change would benefit only those
who do not itemize deductions,
but congressional experis have
not yet estimated how many
taxpayers would face perma-
nent tax increases under the bill
once the new standard deduc-
tions take effect.

President Ragan, who sup-
ports the Senate bill, has ex-

- pressed concern about the tax

increases resulting from the
delayed rate cut, as has Senate
Majority Leader Bob Dole, R-
Kan. Several Democratic
members of the House have
made correcting the problem a
top priority.

But there’s the problem of
how to pay for the fix. The tax
bill is being written under terms
that require the new tax system
to bring in the same amount of
revenue as present law. That
means any time a tax reduction
for one group is approved in one
part of the bill, it must be offset
by a tax increase in another
section.

It would cost more than $25
billion to advance the rate cut to
Jan. 1. Because of that cost, said
Sen. John Chafee, R-R.I., a
Senate negotiator, ‘‘maybe that
(the delayed rate reduction) is
something we’'ll have to
swallow.”

Restoring automatic cuts would
‘‘commit ourselves once again to
balance the budget, to make the
hard choices,” said Sen. Phil
Gramm, R-Texas.

Preliminary economic projec-
tions for fiscal 1987 were included
in the amendment, although Sen.
Pete V. Domenici, R-N.M., the
budget committee chairman, said
they would be updated before final
passage by Congress.

Based on information provided

by the Congressional Budget Office
and the president’s Office of
Management and Budget, the
legislation envisions 3.5 percent
average growth for the economy
for the fiscal year beginning Oct. 1,
with continued low inflation and an
average three-year Treasury bill
rate of 6.2 percent.

The OMB and CBO plan to
release their updated economic
forecasts in the next two weeks,
and then on Aug. 20 will release
their formal deficit projections
under Gramm-Rudman. The com-
ptroller general would still review
those reports, but hand over to
OMB the final certification of the
required spending cuts.

AUSTIN — Texa:3 prison
authorities are thinking about tak-
ing over the Rusk State .Hospital in
East Texas from the D epartment
of Mental Health and Mental
Retardation to house its own men-
tally troubled prisoners.

And MHMR officials have
discussed just about €wvery state
hospital in Texas as a possible loca-
tion for a new psychia tric facility
in case TDC takes the Rusk facili-
ty, said MHMR spokesman Bob
Good.

Only Austin and San Antonio
hospitals would not be considered
for the relocation, Good said,
because they are in urban areas.
Other state mental ho:spitals are in
Terrell, Wichita Falls, Vernon, Big
Spring and Kerrville.

‘““We went over and looked at it,”’
Al Hughes, chairmar| of the Texas
Board of Correction, said of the
Rusk facility. ““It (loesn’t really
lend itself ideally to what we need.
But it isn’t the time in this state for

TDC is under court order to build
a 300-bed psychiatric unit. A
spokeswoman for the attorney
general's office said there is no
court-ordered or agreed deadline
for completing sucla a facility.

Hughes said he! believes TDC
could take over ah existing struc-
ture, such as the: Rusk hospital,
rather than buildiing a new facility.

If the agency de:cided to take the
Rusk hospital, which has a max-
imum security unit for the
criminally accused, Hughes said,

A report from the group is ex-
pected in about two months,
Hughes said.

The Legislature would have to
make the final decision in transfer-
ring an institution from one agency-
to another.

MHMR’s Good said, ‘‘we have
heard that TDC would like:to pur-
chase Rusk and turn the thing into
a psychiatric unit and a minimum
security prisor.”’

However, Hughes said that he
really doesn’t know at this point if
the facility, if taken by TDC, would"
be just for psychiatric patients or
would also house minimum securi-
ty prisoners.

Good said MHMR would
not turn over the facility
‘“‘We would have to fipd room for
our patients elsewhere. We would
have to lay off a lot of people. A lot
of people probably ondn’t be in-
terested in transferring’’ to other
state hospitals.

Also, Good said about 70 percent
of the employees at the Rusk
hospital are women and may not be
good candidates to go to work for
TDC. “You can’t have a large
female population guarding a large
male convict population,” Good
said.

Instead, MHMR should be paid
by TDCtoruna psychiatric unit for
the troubled prisaners, Good said.

“We could locate it anywhere,

whether it would be expanding at
Rusk, putting it in another state
hospital, putting it into another
state facility, keeping it at Rugk
and moving a part of the Rusk
population elsewhere.”’

‘“We could provide the
psychiatric staff necessary to run
it. They (TDC) wouldn’t have to do
hiring and write standards and
make all the mistakes that would
entail getting it set up. The only
thing they would have to do is pay
for it and provide extra personnel
required to protect the psychiatric
workers,’’ he said.

Healthy baby born to comatose mother

SANTA CLARA, Calif. (AP) — A brain-dead woman
kept on life-support systems for 72 weeks until her
pregnancy neared term was disconnected and died
shortly after giving birth, hospital officials said.

The baby, named Michele Odette Poole, was
delivered Wednesday by Caesarean section at Kaiser
Permanente Hospital here and was ‘‘raring to go,”
hospital officials said.

The baby'’s father, Derrick Poole, fiance of 34-year-
old Marie Odette Henderson, fought a legal battle with

Ms. Henderson's parents, Edna and Otis Henderson of -

Detroit, who wanted to disconnect their daughter’s
life-support systems.

Poole, 31, obtained a court order to keep the life-
support system connected, eventually reaching an
agreement with her parents to keep her alive until the
baby was born. He also was granted custody.

Ms. Henderson was six months pregnant when she
collapsed June 4 because of a stroke caused by a golf
ball-size brain tumor. She was declared legally dead
three days later.

Dr. Stephen Fernbach, director of the neonatal in-
tensive care unit at Kaiser, said the child is doing well
and probably will be ready to leave the hospital in

seven to 10 days.

‘‘She was more mature and more vigorous than I ex-
pected. She’s a real pretty baby,” said Fernbach. ‘‘She
was more active than many normal deliveries. She
was raring to go.”

After the baby’s birth, and the death of Ms. Hender-
son, Poole said Wednesday, ‘‘Knowing Odette, and how
bad she wanted to have this baby, maybe it was God’s
will that today was the time for her — the time to take
the baby.”

Michele was delivered by Dr. Donald Dyson, chief of
perinatology at Kaiser Permanente Hospital. She
weighed 4 pounds, 5 ounces and was 16'2 inches long.

Dyson said only 5 percent of all brain-dead people
survive more than two weeks on life support, adding
that he had read about only five cases of babies being
delivered to brain-dead mothers.

Doctors decided to deliver the 32-week-old fetus after
getting results of an amnigeentesis Tuesday that show-
ed the lungs were mature enough.

“I know how it feels to be a father now. She looked at
me and I looked at her. I only wish Odette were here,”’
said Poole, waiting outside the delivery room.

Jenco meets archbishop

LONDON — The Rev. Lawrence Martin
Jenco hugged a former companion-in-
captivity at a suprise reunion today and kept a
pledge to deliver a message from his
Lebanese Moslem kidnappers to the spiritual
leader of the Anglican Church.

Jenco, 51, of Joliet, Ill., was released Satur-
day in east Lebanon by the Shiite Moslem kid-
nappers of Islamic Jihad after 19 months of
captivity. He is scheduled to return to the
United States on Friday.

The Roman Catholic priest, who suffers
from a heart condition and appeared pale and
drawn, delivered the message to Archbishop
of Canterbury Robert Runcie during a private
meeting at Lambeth Palace, the prelate’s of-
ficial residence. Jenco had delivered the
message to Pope John Paul II at the Vatican
on Wednesday.

Oil output cuts uncertain

GENEVA — OPEC oil ministers today
resumed talks aimed at winning pledges from
more member nations of the cartel to make
voluntary cuts in petroleum output.

The president of the Organization of
Petroleum Exporting Countrjes, Nigerian 0Oil
Minister Rilwanu Lukman, said Wednesday
that “‘five or six’’ of the cartel’s 13 member
states had not yet made an offer of voluntary
cuts.

In Zimbabwe recently, the Reagan administration fired a

howitzer to humble a pesky gnat.

The United States suspended all its $13.5 million in aid to the
African country because a Zimbabwean foreign ministry of-

ficial showed bad manners at a Fourth of July party attended
by former president Jimmy Carter.

The slight came when David Karimanzira, Zimbabwe’s
minister of youth, sport and culture, got up at the U.S. Em-
bassy reception and harangued about the American refusal to
impose economic sanctions on South Africa.

Carter left before the speech ended, and he had good reason
to feel upset. The Carter administration had initiated much of
the American aid that flowed to that African country since a
black majority government assumed control in 1980.

Karimanzira was a boorish guest. He chose to criticize

American foreign policy at America’s birthday party. Even
Zimbabwean president Robert Mugabe must have realized
that, since he says he’s going to send Carter a personal
apology. But cutting ‘American aid — then demanding a
retraction of the offensive remarks to get it back — seems an

extreme reaction.

We suspect that U.S. State Department officials had other
bones to pick with the Mugabe government. Nevertheless,
they chose to play their hand over a social faux pas.

That ignores the need to view U.S. aid as leverage against
more serious misbehavior by a foreign government. We no
longer can threaten to cut aid to Zimbabwe if that government
mistreats Americans or represses its own people. The Zim-
babwean government now has nothing to lose.

Women would lose
jewels in sanctions

Donald Regan, the President’s
chief of staff, gave the only sensi-
ble answer to the question of
economic sanctions against Sofith
Africa.

When asked by reporters about
using tough measures against
Pretoria Regan replied, ‘‘Are the
women of America prepared to
give up all their jewelry?”

Though not the key question
about South Africa, it certainly
ranks up there with the important
one. I hadn't realized this until
Regan raised the issue as to how
American women felt about their
jewelry.

As soon as the news article ap-
peared I took it down to the beach
and read it to some very attractive
women. Then [ asked, ‘‘Who
among you is prepared to give up
your jewelry to stop apartheid?”’

‘“‘Are we talking about the

. jewelry we already have, or the

jewelry we're going to get?”’

“It doesn’t say,”” I replied. “‘But I
would assume Regan was talking
about jewelry futures. My
understanding is that if we lay
sanctions on the South Africans it
means that we will not be able to
buy diamonds and gold for a very
long time. Women in this country
will suffer like they have never suf-
fered before."”

“‘Why is the White House picking
on us?"’ the lady asked.

“They’re not picking on you, but
Regan is trying to say that you
can’'t make an omelette without
cracking some eggs.”’

Why can’'t we go along with sanc-
tions for South Africa except for
diamonds, gold and platinum.”

“It's all or nothing. This is not
my decision but Donald Regan's
It’s one that the women of America
must decide.”

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Friends in Congress help
persistent billboard owner

WASHINGTON — Special in-
terests with the right connections
can thumb their noses at govern-
ment agencies, the courts and the
law of the land. All they need is a
little help from their friends in
Congress

Consider the mighty billboard in-
dustry, one of the biggest con
tributors of campaign funds and
speaking fees to members of Con-
gress, particularly these on such
key committees as House Public
Works. The industry’s demand is
simple, if outrageous: compensa-
tion for destruction of their
billboards, even though the owners
agreed not to ask for compensation
when they got permission to erect
thé gigrs.

Harold Newman may be the
most persistent billboard owner
around. He owns 119 billboards in
North Dakota, one of the states that
allowed the outdoor-advertising in-
dustry to continue putting up its
eyesores between 1965, when the
Highway Beautification Act was
passed, and 1972, when it took
effect.

Newman took advantage of this
grace period. But stamped on each
of his 119 billboard permits was
this condition: that he would not be
compensated when the state
ordered his signs torn down. In
1972, the state did just that — and
Newman launched a legal battle.

Since then, Newman has been
rebuffed by the state, courts, the
governor of North Dakota, the
state and federal departments of
transportation and the U.S.
Supreme Court. Was he discourag-
ed? Not at all. He went to Congress
for help — and got it

During the Public Works Com-
mittee’'s markup of the latest
federal highway bill on June 25,
Rep. Bud Shuster, R-Pa., offered
an amendment that will pay
Newman for removal of his signs.
The amendment sailed through
with the blessing of Rep. Jim
Howard, D-N.J., the silver-haired
water boy for the billboard in-
dustry, who is chairman of the
committee. The outdoor-
advertising moguls pamper
Howard with campaign donations,

speaking honoraria and junkets to
vacation spots like Palm Springs.

The Newman amendment and 17
others had been secretly discussed
and agreed to beforehand by the
committee’s Big Four: Howard,
Shuster and Reps. Glenn Anderson,
D-Calif., and Gene Snyder, R-Ky.
This is Standard Operating Pro-
cedure for the Public Works
Committee.

Ordinarily, the Cadillac-driving
Howard is careful not be directly
linked to billboard legislation, leav-
ing it to Shuster or others to take
responsibility for the special-
interest legislation.

On the Newman amendment,
however, Howard intervened per-
sonally, and in writing. Last Sept. 9
he tipped his hand in a letter to
North Dakota’s attorney general,
saying that ‘‘inequities do remain’’
in the state’s decision not to com-
pensate Newman and other
billboard owners holding the in-
terim permits.

I am, therefore, considering the
need to clarify the compensable
status of these signs,”” Howard
wrote.

His letter drew protests from
state and federal transportation of-
ficials, who mistakenly believed
they had convinced Howard of the
error of his ways. Nine months
later, they were astonished to see
the Newman amendment attached
to the highway bill — along with
five paragraphs of attempted
justificaton.

“Mr. Newman is just persis-
tent,”” a federal highway official
explained to our associate Stewart

Harris. ‘““He wants money for those
signs and he will do anything on the
books to get it. ... We are against it,
totally.”

‘“The issue has been in the courts
since 1973 and the question of com-
pensability has been ruled in favor
of the state,”” North Dakota
highway commissioner Walter
Hjelle complained in a letter to
Shuster asking him to butt out.

Footnote: Newman's 119
billboards are still standing.

FUDDLE FACTORY: It takes
the State Department 10 months on
average to declassify and release
documents that have been re-
quested under the Freedom of In-
formation Act, according to a re-
cent study by the inspector
general.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: My
children and 1 have just been
diagnosed as having Von
Willebrand's disease, which is also
called hemophilia — Type C. I am
wondering what other information
you could relate about this disease.
— M.M.

Von Willebrand’s disease is an
inherited defect in the blood’s clot-
ting ability. It is not the serious
problem that classic hemophilia is.

Among symptoms that may add
up to Von Willebrand’s are easy
bleeding, prolonged bleeding with
touch extraction, excessive
menstrual flow, and skin bruising.
The symptoms usually appear in
childhood and may decrease
somewhat as you get older.

In Von Willebrand’s there’s a
missing blood protein, one that nor-
mally helps platelets stick together
to form clots. There is also a less

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: Have
you heard of using steroids for
migraine headaches? Is this effec-
tive? — Mrs. T.P.

In certain situtions, steroids may
be used. If a headache lingers for
more than a couple of days, for ex-
ample, one of the contributing fac-
tors might be inflammation of the
head blood vessels. The vessel ex-
pansion of migraine may actually
have subsided, but the lingering in-
flammation might be causing the
residual pain. In such cases,
steroids can quiet things in a few
days, and the pain disappears. For

Clemens explodes as Sox falter;

USFL scurries
for survival

NEW YORK (AP) — The USFL,
which had hoped for, and expected,
a financial bonanza from a jury, is
trying to get quick relief from the
courts rather than depend on the
long and tedious appeal process.

“Obviously, time is not one of our
great luxuries,’’ Harvey Meyerson,
the league's lead attorney, said
Wednesday, outlining four possible
legal courses the USFL will follow
in its appeal of the jury's decision
to award $1 — trebled to $3 —
rather than the $1.69 billion the
league had sought in its antitrust
suit against the NFL.

Myerson and USFL Commis-
sioner Harry Usher assailed what
they saw as the contradiction bet-
ween the finding of the six jurors,
who ruled that the NFL monopoliz-
ed pro football in violation of an-
titrust laws, and the award of just
that single dollar, although Judge
Peter K. Leisure’s 155-page charge
specifically told the jurors they
could do ijust that.

Myerson said his alternatives
included:

— A request for a new trial solely
on the damages issue, probably
with a new jury. He said that is the
avenue he personally favors based
on the allegations by Miriam San-
chez, a juror who said outside the
courtroom that she favored
substantial damages but agreed on
the nominal dollar assuming that
Leisure could award more.

— A request for a new trial on all
issues

— A request that Leisure throw
out the jury's finding on damages
and make his own determination,
called a ‘“‘judgment in lieu of
verdict."”

— A direct plea to the Second Cir-
cuit Court of Appeals, the next
highest court.

Myerson, who met with Leisure
and NFL attorneys for 15 minutes
to set a timetable for the normal
post-trial motions, cited Sanchez’s
claim that she favored an award to
the USFL of between $200 million
and $300 million and that at least
one other juror agreed with her
