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Mennonite group granted citizenship

SEMINOLE (AP) — After years of strug-
gling to remain in the United States, a group
of 150 Mennonite immigrants today
celebrated their citizenship, which was
cleared by a bill written by U.S. Sen. Lloyd
Bentsen.

In remarks prepared for a swearing-in
ceremony at the Seminole Junior High
School auditorium, Bentsen praised the 150
Mennonites and 65 of their children for their
tenacity in battling for freedom and cifizen-
ship in the United States.

exemplify the pilgrim spirit which has
renewed and strengthened our nation
generation after generation,’’ said Bentsen,
D-Texas

Diedrich Harms, pastor at one of the four
Mennonite churches in Seminole, praised
Bentsen and others for their work on behalf
of the immigrants.

“For Sen. Bentsen, the ladies have made a
quilt with the map of Texas across it,”’
Harms said. ‘‘In each corner is a symbol. In
one corner is his name on a scroll, in another
the Texas flag, then a bible verse framed in

a book and the Texas mockingbird.”

A similar quilt went to the city fathers and
homemade plaques were passed out to Im-
migration and Naturalization Service of-
ficials, Harms said. Forty women in the
Mennonite community worked on the quilts,
he said.

The senator got involved with the Men-
nonites in 1977, the year they entered the
country through El Paso on 60-day visas.

The group members had fled their homes
in Mexico fearing the government planned to
confiscate them, and traveled to the base of

the Panhandle where they bought lands —
believing that would entitle them to stay, of-
ficials said.

Shortly afterward, the Mennonites,
evangelical Christians who follow a simple
w:g' of life, were told by U.S. Immigration
and Naturalization Service officials they had
to leave Texas.

Bentsen put together a bill granting them
permanent residency status and the right to
seek citizenship. In 1980, then-President
Jimmy Carter signed the bill into law.

Target date set for Stacy construction

HOUSTON (AP) — Texas Gov.
Mark White and Houston Mayor
Kathy Whitmire insist the nation’s
fourth-largest city is prepared to
host the 1988 Democratic National
Convention.

‘“‘We plan to convince the Site
Selection Committee there can be
no other choice,”” Mrs. Whitmire
said Thursday night at a $1,000-a-
plate fundraiser kicking off four
days of briefings and wining and
dining for 56 delegates from around
the country who will decide on a
site for the convention.

‘““We have full buildings and not
so full buildings,”” White said.
‘“We’re ready for you. You are in
the city of the future.

‘‘We also have the spirit that will
translate victory in that convention
to victory in November (1988),”’ he
said.

“It’s not just the civic leadership
of Houston, but the eyes of Houston
are upon you,” added U.S. Sen.
Lloyd Bentsen, D-Texas. ‘‘No state
in the union will extend more
hospitality. Even though times are

a bit tough, Houston has its head up
and colors flying.”’

Democratic National Committee
Chairman Paul Kirk said White’s
re-election to a second term next
week, while a factor in the deci-
sion, would not be the major item
in the process.

“It helps,” he said of White’s bid
for a second term. ‘‘But I think it
will be a moot point,”’ he added,
predicting a White victory over
Republican challenger Bill
Clements.

“Every city has its pros and
cons,”’ he said. ‘‘We’ll weigh all the -
factors and take an accounting.
Until that time the process is wide
open.”’

Kirk, however, criticized
Republicans for what he called a
limp-wristed policy -on trade,
callous policy on agriculture and
no policy on energy.

He said Clements was ‘‘looking

at the future through a rearview
mirror.”’

“I’d like to think Mark White is
making some tough choices today
to invest in the future,” Kirk said.

The

public is invited

Local offices sent
mixed drink taxes

Both the city and the county
received checks this week from
the state comptroller’s office as
their share of the state’s 12 per-
cent mixed drink tax collected
during the third quarter of 1986.

City Finance Director Tom
Ferguson said this morning his
office received a check Thurs-
day in the amount of $1,586.31.

The state’s alcoholic
beverage commission collected
$12,690.50 in mixed drink taxes
for Big Spring for the months of
July, August and September.

The county’s total mixed
drink tax revenue reported for
July, August and September
was $30,529.31.

County treasurer Bonnie
Franklin said this morning her
office received a check in the
amount of $3,816.16 on Monday.

The county’s total tax
revenue incorporates the city’s
tax revenue, said a spokesman
from the tax information sec-
tion of the comptroller’s office.

The Legislature changed the
mixed drink tax rate from 10
percent to 12 percent in 1984.

Cities and counties now each
receive a 12.5 percent share of
the tax collected on mixed
drinks sold within their boun-

daries under the law that
legalized the sale of mixed
drinks in Texas. Cities and
counties received 15 percent
rebates before the rate was
changed in 1984.

Revenues reported from sur-
rounding counties and cities
which allow sale of mixed
drinks include: Mitchell Coun-
ty reported $4,066.61 in total tax
revenue, of which the county
received $508.33 and $343.31 for
Colorado City; and Scurry
County that reported $23,563.04
of which the county received
$2,945.38 and $2,201.24 for
Snyder.

Of the total $48.3 million in
state collections, counties
received $6 million, down from
the $6.1 million received during
the third quarter in 1985. Cities
received $5.3 million, down
from the $5.7 million rebated to
cities last year during the third
quarter. The state’s general
revenue fund received the re-
maining $37 million.

State Comptroller Bob
Bullock said the $36.9 million
was deposited in the state's
general revenue fund from
third quarter collections, com-
pared to $37.5 million collected
in the third quarter 1985.

U.S. offers jet fighters

WASHINGTON — The Honduran govern-
ment, which has been edging toward a larger
role in supporting the Nicaraguan rebels, is
weighing an American offer to buy modern jet
fighters, a U.S. official says.

The official, who spoke on condition of
anonymity, said Thursday the United States
has offered Honduras a chance to buy either
the American-built F-5E fighter or the Israeli-
built Kfir fighter for the Central American na-
tion’s aging air force.

If the deal is made, the new plane would
replace the Hondurans’ 12 French Super
Mystere B-2 fighters, which are from the
1950s. American and Honduran leaders feel
there is a need to improve Honduras' air
defenses, the official said.

The F-5E and the Kfir can be used to attack
ground troops and defend against invading
aircraft.

UA jet has close call

LOS ANGELES — A government helicopter
that came within 100 feet of a United Airlines
jet may have been in restricted airspace, of-
ficials said.

United Flight 282, a Boeing 727 with 87
passengers and a crew of seven aboard, was
on final approach to Los Angeles International
Airport on a flight from Monterey on Wednes-
day when the incident occurred, airline
spokesman Joe Hopkins said Thursday.

The pilot of the United jet filed an incident
report with the Federal Aviation Administra-
tion saying the U.S. Drug Enforcement Ad-
ministration helicopter came within 100 feet
of his plane at an altitude of about 2,000 feet.
Investigators planned to interview the United
pilot today.

Waldheim explains

Austrian President Kurt Waldheim said he
never fought Yugoslav partisans during a
Nazi operation and denied that the Soviets
tried to blackmail him into becoming a spy by
threatening to charge him with war crimes,
his spokesman said.

Gerold Christian, the spokesman, made the
comments after The Washington Post
reported Thursday that Waldheim had
acmowledged after months of denial that he
served in Kozara, site of a brutal Nazi
‘“‘pacification’’ operation.

Thousands of Yugoslavs died in that pro-
vince during the 1942 operation. The Post said
Waldheim was recommended for a German
army medal for his role.

No warning for pilot

WASHINGTON — The pilot of an Aeromex-
ico jetliner apparently had no warning and no
time to avoid a collision with a private plane
in August over Cerritos, Calif., according to
documents released by the National
Transportation Safety Board.

Co-pilot Hector Valencia was at the controls
of Flight 498 and Capt. Arturo Valdes Prom,
who was handling the radio aboard the DC-9,
had just completed a routine exchange with
air traffic contol when tragedy struck.

“Oh (expletive deleted) this can’t be!”
Valdes, 46, said in Spanish. Investigators are
uncertain whether he was talking about the
impact or possible loss of the controls, but
they are convinced by then the two aircraft
had collided.

Child dies

Religious family accused of abuse

VIRGINIA BEACH, Va. (AP) —
A 13-year-old boy, in a coma for
five days, died Wednesday of in-
juries allegedly inflicted by the
adoptive parents with whom he and
16 other children shared a home in
a school bus.

An autopsy showed that the boy
died of acute head trauma, said
police Officer Lou Thurston.

Dominick Joseph Diehl, who was
called Andrew, died in Virginia
Beach General Hospital, police Lt.
J.W. Pritchard said.

‘“‘He was not taken off life sup-
port,”” Pritchard said at a news
conference. ‘‘He died as a result of
his injuries.”’

The boy’s adoptive parents,
Michael and Karen Diehl, were
told of his death at the City Jail,
where they were being held on
charges of child abuse.

Diehl, 41, was being held in lieu
of $25,000 bond on charges of
malicious assault and felony child
abuse. Mrs. Diehl, 36, was being
held in lieu of $10,000 bond on a
felony child abuse charge.

The Diehls’ attorney, Paul E.
Sutton II, said he would try to get
the couple released on bond before
a Thursday hearing at which the
prosecutor plans to ask for higher
or no bond. Additional charges also
were expected to be filed Thurs-
day, police said.

“Il don’t see that we're dealing
with Bonnie and Clyde,” Sutton
said. “I don’t see that these folks
are bad and terrible people. I've
seen worse crimes with less bond
and less media coverage.”

A search warrant filed by police
in Circuit Court said that when An-
drew arrived in the hospital
emergency room, his legs and
wrists showed signs of bondage.
The boy’s hands and feet were
swollen and his buttocks had open
sores, the warrant said.

Diehl told police that for about a
month he had been tying the boy to
the floor of the bus where the fami-
ly lived and beating him with a
wooden switch, the warrant said.
Police found a wooden stick, hand-
cuffs, a hose clamp, two ropes and
a homemade whip in the bus.

The Diehls had been living since
March in a school bus at various
Virginia Beach campgrounds with
the children, ages 2 to 17. Four of
the children were born to the
Diehls and the other 13, some of
them physically disabled or emo-
tionally disturbed, had been
adopted.

The Diehls left their Post Falls,
Idaho, home two years ago and
have been traveling around the
country in the bus since then, Prit-
chard said.

‘“‘Apparently, they traveled to
spread the word of the Lord,” he
said. Since they arrived in Virginia
Beach, the Diehls had appeared on
“The 700 Club”’ on the Christian

Diehl said Monday that he and
his wife were not ashamed of the
way they treated their children and
that God had guided their actions.

“I can stand before my God with
a clear conscience,’’ Diehl told The
Virginian-Pilot and Ledger-Star of
Norfolk.

Diehl said he quit his job as a
carpenter to become a full-time
father and since 1982 has supported
the family with $2,200 a month in
subsidies from adoption agencies.

Paramedics who were called to
the bus Friday found that Andrew
had stopped breathing and had
bruises on his body, Pritchard said.

‘“There is some evidence at this
time that the child was restrain-
ed,”’ Pritchard said. Police found a
pair of handcuffs in the bus, he
said.

The parents were arrested Fri-
day night because of the boy’s con-
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dition, information gathered from
interviews with the other children
and the condition of the bus, Prit-
chard said. He said police found no
evidence that the other children
had been restrained and they were
placed in foster homes.

Pritchard said the Diehls had
described Andrew as a difficult,
disruptive child.

The boy was born in Minneapolis
and lived in a Chicago slum before
he was adopted by the Diehls about
five years ago. He was so
rebellious that another couple kept
his brother but returned him to an
adoption agency, Chris Boykin, ex-
ecutive director of a private adop-
tion agency in Post Falls, told the
Norfolk newspaper.

Ms. Boykin and other social ser-
vice officials said the Diehls taught
their children at home and
centered their social life on the
church.

Hasenfus to speak

MANAGUA, Nicaragua — U.S. mercenary
Eugene Hasenfus gets a chance today to tell
his side of the story to a revolutionary tribunal
trying him for terrorism and conspiracy for
his role in aiding Contra rebels.

The 45-yegr-old former Marine from
Marinette, Wisconsin appears before the Peo-
ple’s Tribunal, composed of a lawyer, truck
driver and laborer, to respond to the leftist
Sandinista government’s charges and to ex-
amine the evidence against him.

It is his first appearance at the tribunal of-
fices, a half mile from the U.S. Embassy,
since he was arraigned on Oct. 20. He is being
held in a prison outside Managua.

Police raid protest

SEOUL, South Korea — About 8,000 police
today stormed a university campus and
dislodged anti-government student protesters
who had occupied five buildings since Tues-
day. Police said they detained more than 1,200
students and that 78 people were injured.

Police helicopters dropped tear gas
canisters on the campus and leaflets urging
surrender as they surged onto the campus of
Konkuk University in Seoul.

Witnesses said they saw police swinging
clubs charge into groups of students as
residents stood near the campus gates
shouting, ‘“‘Don’t hit the kids, don’t hit them.”’

The confrontation began Tuesday when
about 2,000 students from 26 schools in Seoul
and provincial areas held a rally on the
Konkuk campus to protest what they called
the dictatorship of President Chun Doo-hwan
and U.S. support for his government.

Enrile backs off Cory

MANILA, Philippines — Defense Minister
Juan Ponce Enrile, whose outspoken
criticism of President Corazon Aquino’s
policies has raised fears of a government
crisis, said today he was cutting back on
speaking engagements to avoid stirring
controversy.

“We shouldn’t fight the president because
she is our president,”” Enrile said in a speech
to a civic club.

He expressed objections to an anti-nuclear
provision in the draft constitution, saying it
could endanger national security and render
American military bases in the Philippines
obsolete. But he refused to say whether he
would oppose the constitution, which is to be
approved or rejected in a plebiscite expected
by late January.

Pope denounces gays

VATICAN CITY — A Vatican letter to
bishops worldwide stressed that homosexual
acts are sins and accused pro-homosexual
groups of ‘‘deceitful propaganda’’ in trying to
gain a foothold in the Roman Catholic Church.

The letter, approved by Pope John Paul II
and made public Thursday, instructed bishops
to stamp out pro-homosexual views within the
810 million-member church and oppose any
attempt to condone homosexuality through
legislation or other means.

‘“Increasing numbers of people, even within
the church, are bringing enormous pressure
to bear on the church to accept the homosex-
ual condition as though it were not disordered
and to condone homosexual activity,” it said.

Water bills ‘explanation’ provided

To the editor:

Since Mayor Cotton Mize, Public
Works Director Tom Decell,
Finance Director Tom Ferguson
and City Manager Mack Wofford
cannot explain the jump in water
sales, I will explain.

In the Big Spring Herald front
page article of Tuesday, Oct. 28,
the city officials tried to confuse
the committee members along
with the citizens of Big Spring with
a few figures.

Decell used a comparison of 1985
and 1986 August water sales figures
to illustrate the situation. The city
purchased 260 million gallons of
water in Aug. 1986, and sold 236
million to its customers — nearly
91 percent. Twelve months earlier
the city purchased 353 million
gallons and sold 256 million
gallons, 72 percent. The figures are
misleading, because there is no

jump in sales.

There was a drop in sales of 20
million gallons — or about 7.8 per-
cent. Instead of a 20 percent jump,
it’s a 7.8 percent drop.

Why did the city purchase only
260 million gallons of water jn Aug.
19867 Maybe to keep the water
pressure down low enough to allow
them to work on the faulty valves.
But the reason really doesn’t mat-
ter becauise the amount purchased
does not give you the percentage
difference of the gallons used, or
sold. The difference in gallons sold
gives you the percentage dif-
ference in sales.

Seems like the city officials think
we are very dense, but the way
they figure this water business
shows that they are not very bright
and my opinion is they should be
replaced as soon as possible.

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Reserve Board has money
to burn on ‘goofy gizmos’

WASHINGTOIN — The Federal
Reserve Board apparently has
money to burn. It has wasted more
than $18 million on anti-
counterfeiting technology that it
tried to ram down the throats of the
Secret Service and the Bureau of
Engraving and Printing. '

Then, after stubborn Fed of-
ficials finally grasped that the anti-
counterfeiting experts wanted no
part of their goofy gizmos, they
sold the unused equipment back to
the dealer at a sizable loss. They
also canceled the remaining
technology contract, bringing on a
$4 million lawsuit from the
contractor.

Here’s the pitiful story of
bureaucratic bullheadedness:

Hoping to find a way to thwart
counterfeiters in an age of increas-
ingly sophisticated color copiers,
the Treasury Department set up a
task force of experts from the
Secret Service and the Bureau of
Engraving and Printing — plus
some people from the Federal
Reserve Board. Sources confided
to our associate Michael Binstein
that the only reason for including
the Fed was for its money. As an
agency that doesn’t have to get
money from Congress, the Fed has
a reputation for ‘‘deep pockets.”

Unfortunately, like the kid who
owns the baseball, the Fed insisted
on pitching — and the ideas it toss-
ed around appalled the real ex-
perts. The Fed gave a series of con-
tracts totaling $17 million to Op-
tical Coating Laboratories Inc. to
develop anti-counterfeit devices
They failed 90 percent to 96 percent
of the tests conducted by Engrav-
ing and Printing.

Among the items the Fed forced

on its reluctant task force col-
leagues were eight “hot stamp’
machines, which apply a unique,
hologram-like film to currency.

““The eight machines cost a total
of $2,022,820,”" an internal House
Banking Committee memo states,
‘‘even though the Bureau of
Engraving and Printing expressed
nointerest in the machines and had
not determined that thin-film
devices would be used as a
counterfeit deterrent.”

In fact, the Fed bought the first
two machines before the bureau
had run any tests at all. That was
bad enough. What was 'infinitely
worse was that after the
technology had flunked the
bureau’s tests, the Fed bought six
more.

The first twoi ‘‘hot stamp”
machines were bought in
December 1983 from the Swiss
manufacturer’s distributor. One
cost $370,040, the other $442 351.
The prices included a combined
commissioin to the middleman,
Optical Coatinig Laboratories, of
$150,723.

In April 1984, the Fed bought a
third machine directly from the

distributor for $271,204. A month
later, it bought five more, once
again going through Optical
Coating. The $1,939,225 total price
included a commission of $365,179.

By last December, the Fed
grudgingly conceded that the
Treasury wasn’t going to use the
machines. So it resold two of them
and put the rest in storage. When
the storage charges began moun-
ting inexorably, the Fed finally
sold the remaining six machines
back to the distributor.

A House Banking Committee
memo sums up the transactions:
“In total, the Fed paid $3,022,820
for eight Gietz hot stamp
umachines: All were reseld to (the
distributor) for a total of $1,249,204,
for a loss of $1,773,616."

As a final touch, the Fed then
tried to persuade the Bureau of
Engraving and Printing to take
over the Fed's contract with Op-
tical Coatiing Laboratories. When
the bureau laughed at the sugges-
tion, the Fed terminated the con-
tract, with the result that Optical
Coating is now suing for $4 million.

CIA CADDY: The CIA’s budget
is perhaps the most secret of all the
documents in Washington. Even
Congress doesn’t know exactly
what it’s putting up the money for.

So we can’t offer an explanation
for this particular item; all we can
report is that Associated Traders
Inc., the CIA arms company, spent
$88,000 last year to have a 1983
Cadillac Sedan de Ville overhauled
at a body shop in Gaithersburg,
Md., and that the car was original-
ly shipped to Maryland from
California. Must have been some
breakdown.

Baseball broadcast babbling unbearable

Baseball is a serene, pastoral
game that is in danger of being
ruined by the incessant noise of
human voices. The thinking fan’s
sport is awash in mindless
jabbering.

Take the television broadcast of
the World Series. Television’s ef-
fect on this lovely pastime has been
roughly like that of the Moingol
hordes on Russia: terrifying and
destructive, leaving the landscape
unrecognizable.

It’s bad enough that the conve-
nience of the networks has extend-
ed the regular baseball season well
into the football season, and the
post-season playoffs to approx-
imately Thanksgiving. It's bad
enough that the games have to be
played not only at night, but in
weather cold enough to deter an
Arctic exploration team. It's bad
enough that the noble Shea
Stadium diamond has been
dragooned into service as a plat-
form for Tom Brokaw’s ‘News
Digest.”’

But once the game begins, the
fans should be allowed to enjoy it.
Instead, they are assaulted with an
endless barrage of useless infor-
mation that distracts the mind and
numbs the senses.

Trying to appreciate the
subtleties of baseball over the
drone of Vin Scully and Joe
Garagiola is like trying to enjoy a
ballet set to the music of Twisted
Sister. These two aren’t the worst
of the genre. What makes their per-
formance alarming is that it isn’t

unusual at all.

There are the silly redundancies:
‘“Keith Hernandez had an errorless
streak of 103 consecutive games
without an error.”’ ““The Mets don’t
have great running speed.”’

There are the exercises in the ob-
vious. In the second game, we were
told, ‘‘Make no mistake, if they lose
this one, the Mets are hurting.”
And no game would be complete
without a few solemn fatuities:
“All of New York is holding its col-
lecltive breath.”” ““If you like crowd
noise, if it does something to you,
you've come to the right place at
the right time.”’

Scully and Garagiola have a

special fondness for juvenile
nicknames — ‘‘Billy Buck,”
“Dewey,’”’ ‘‘Hojo,”” ‘‘Buddy,”

““Nails.”” You get the feeling that if
Scully ever meets the Prince of
Wales, he’ll greet him with ‘‘Hiya,
Chuck.”

They also love to indulge in
aimless reminiscing. A thought
that begins with the ball and strike
count will end its meandering
course in a recollection, apropos of
nothing, of Bob Gibson’s 1968
season.

Once these guys fasten their
teeth into a piece of information,
they hang on like snapping turtles.
Some Boston players, taking the
advice of the late Charlie Lau, end
their swings with only one hand on
the bat. This is mildly interesting,
but not worth the attention it got in
the first game, when it was the sub-
ject of roughly half the total words
uttered by Scully and Garagiola.

Modern technology is also at
fault, for creating new ways of in-
troducing inane trivia. After the
Mets’ second baseman let a crucial
groundball go through his legs, a
film clip was shown of yet another
Mets second baseman, in the 1969
series, letting yet another crucial
groundball go through his legs.
What's the point — that the Mets
recruit bowlegged infielders?

Some computer no doubt
disgorged the irrelevant informa-
tion, when the Red Sox’s No. 8 bat-
ter came up with the bases loaded,
that ‘‘the last grand slam in a
Series was by a pitcher.”

Sometimes things get downright
weird, as when Garagiola leaps in-
to one of his Faulknerian flights of
obscure rhetoric. In a disquisition
on Red Sox base running, he said,
“It’s station to station, keep mak-
ing those left turns. ... Move up %0
feet, get gas and look at the road

map.”” Of one player: ‘‘He’s runn-
ing on marbles.”” Sometimes
Garagiola sounds like a man who
has just smoked his first joint. But
unsuspecting viewers with clear
heads may wonder if they're at
fault for not knowing what in the
world he is talking about.

_ So far, the announcing has been
Just mediocre, without the glorious
gaffes that can redeem the klut-
ziest broadcasters — like Phil Riz-
zuto, whose comment on a bulletin
that Pope Paul VI had died was,
“Well, that kind of puts a damper
on even a Yankees win.”’

Or Jerry Coleman, who once
reported, ‘‘He slides into second
with a standup double.” Scully and
Garagiola aren’t good, but they
aren’t bad enough to be truly enter-
taining. Their mistake is to
assume, like most baseball an-
nouncers, that the viewer hates
baseball and will be bored to death
if his only diversion is the action on
the field. Just allow 10 seconds of
silence, they fear, and half of
American will doze off.

The effect is as nerve-jangling
as, heaven forbid, a football game.
Baseball fans love the sport partly
because of its aura of rural peace,
something that would be enhanced
by cutting down on all the babble
from the broadcast booth.

Maybe it's time to change the
last two words of the National An-
them from “play ball”’ to “‘shut
up.”

Physical therapisis and sports
medicine specialists have found
that running or walking
backward is effective in treating
injuries and teaching stroke vic-
tims how to walk again.

“It was suggested initially
that it might have the capacity
to reverse the kinds of things
that occur in forward running,”’
Armstrong said. ‘‘People who
do a lot of jogging develop mus-
cle imbalances that lead to in-
juries. Running backward can
counteract those imbalances
and decrease the likelihood of
injuries

“It was suggested the body’s
ability to deal with the force that
occurs when the foot hits the
ground might be enhanced. The
jarring that occurs is the
primary mechanism for produc-
ing injuries.”’

The two say their studies show
that running in reverse burns
more calories, makes the car-
diovascular system work
harder, and gives the perception
that the body is working harder.

In terms of body mechanics,
the studies showed surprising
results.

Using high-speed

“There are particular im-
plications in the business of ab-
sorbing the shock every time the
foot hits the ground.”

The stress is absorbed dif-
ferently, but not necessarily bet-
ter, he said.

‘“The large muscles of the calf
help absorb the force. That may
be a very effective way to ab-
sorb the force,”” but it may be
several years before backward
runners develop injuries, he
said.

They expect to finish testing
this fall, and to present their fin-
dings at a sports medicine con-
ference next spring.

Physical benefits aside, one
obvious problem is how to see
where you’re going.

“I'm seeing potential for a
whole new line of jogging ap-
parel — padded shorts, a helmet
for when you hit your head when
you trip, rear view mirrors,”
Armstrong said.

“You have to pay very close
attention to where you're going.
Constantly turning and looking
around behind you does create a
problem.”

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Pharmacist questioned about Chelation

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: I am a
pharmacist. Chelation (‘‘bloed
purification’’) is an area of interest
to many of my older patrens. A
great many are taking the
treatment.

The theory is that they will
reduce plaque buildup in their
arteries. They ask questions and |
don’t have the answers. If it is ef-
fective, why do mest M.D.s frown
upon the method? If it is useless, a
greal many people are spending
money foolishly. Worse, they are
not getting proper treatment while
on this therapy.

This is a dangerous situation. It
has been around for years and we
should know whether it has merit
or not. | get plenty of heresay pro
and con om it, but no definite
answers. Please comment. —
T.R.F.

Chelators (KEE=late-ors) are
drugs that when introduced into the
body get hold of other substances
and take them to the kidneys for
elimination. An example is EDTA
and its successful use in lead
poisoning. )

Some theorize that if EDTA can
do this for lead it should be able to
work on other metals, like calcium,
which is a part of the arterial
buildup (plaque) that causes so
many problems for us.

The idea is appealing, but we
lack proof that it works. For one
thing, calcium is only a small part
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Dr. Donohue

of total plaque composition. One
study done in California suggests
EDTA might be helpful. We will
have to wait for other studies

On the other side, we have the
opinions of the American Heart
Association, the American College
of Cardiology, and the Food and
Drug Administration itself that
EDTA is ineffective and potentially
harmful. (It can cause kidney
damage.)

At this point, all I (and you) can
do is cite these simple facts. Per-
sonally, I continue to strongly
discourage people from spending
their money and valuable treat-
ment time on chelation therapy in
hopes of purifying their blood. Now
I must once again brace myself for
the onslaught of mail from pro-
ponents of this unproven idea

Granulomatous thyroiditis is
bemign inflammation of the gland,
usually from a viorus, the same
one that causes respiratory infec
ton (flu) or even a common cold.

The problem you had can also oc-
cur from mumps, measles, and
other virus-caused illnesses, and
women are most often affected.
The gland, besides being greatly
enlarged, is also quite tender to the
touch. It does return to normal in a
few months and it thereafter
resumes normal functioning.

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SIA\Iame worth a million dollars?

Ask Land Commissioner Garry
Mauro what a name’s worth, and
he’ll tell you it can be worth about
$1 million dollars.

That’s how much the 38-year-old
incumbent said he’s planning to
spend this year in a re-election
campaign where name identifica-
tion seems to be as big an issue as
Mauro’s operation of the state’s
General Land Office.

The land commission is one of
the oldest state departments,
dating back to the days of the
republic. Its commissioner
manages the state’s Veterans Land
Board as well as Texas’ oil- and
mineral-rich public lands, off-
shore property, highway rights of
way, the Capitol grounds in Austin
and much of the land used by the
Texas Department of Corrections.
Revenues generated from the
public lands are used to fund the
state’s permanent school and per-
manent university funds.

Political polls show Mauro’s
Republican opponent, M.D. Ander-
son Jr., a bar owner from Seven

Points, with almost 100 percent
name recognition and within strik
ing distance of the one-term incum-
bent in the Nov. 4 general election.

Anderson defeated two op-
ponents in this spring’s Republican
primary, although he spent virtual-
ly no money and made few cam-
paign appearances. While he
acknowledges that name recogni-
tion was clearly a factor in the win,
Anderson said he chose to use his
initials on the ballot because they
are less clumsy than his full name:
Marion Dudley Anderson Jr.

Liberterian candidate Honey Sue
Lanham said she isn’t running ‘“‘a
hard-core, issue-oriented cam-
paign.”’ Lanham is touting her par-
ty as the alternative to the state’s
two traditional political parties,
and said if elected, she would work
to implement the Liberterian
philosophy of fewer taxes and less
government.

As for Anderson using his initials
instead of his full name on the
ballot, Lanham said: “‘If that’s his
name, that’s fine. If he wants to run
as Godzilla, it doesn’t bother me.”’

Mauro, who cut his political teeth

directing former U.S. Rep. Bob
Krueger’'s near-upset of U.S. Sen
John Tower in 1978, is no stranger
to the Texas tradition of tough, ag-
gressive campaigning. And he said
he is not buying Anderson’s story

“My opponent is trying to trick
people,”’” Mauro said. ‘‘He doesn’t
serve the sick; he serves drinks at
his saloon in Seven Points. He's
staying in Seven Points so people
don't find out he’s Dudley Ander-
son and not related to the famous
hospital.”

In 1982, Mauro said he expanded
the state’s veterans programs
while at the same time streamlin-
ing the operation of the land office
Mauro said he pushed for a con-
stitutional amendment to provide a
veterans’ housing program without
creating more bureaucracy.

Mauro points to statistics that
show during the last three years,
while oil and gas prices have
decreased almost 7 percent,
revenues at the land office have
increased.

Anderson has centered his cam-
paign around claims that Mauro,
who is considered a long-term fix-

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Red tide seems to be dissipating

CORPUS CHRISTI — An aerial
survey showed few traces of the
red tide that has plagued Texas’
Gulf Coast for two months, pro-
mpting some state officials to say
conditions are returning to normal.

‘“We're reluctant to say it’s over
but the sea is clear and green,”
said Hal Osburn, harvest program
leader with the Coastal Fisheries
Branch of the Texas Parks and
wildlife Department. ‘““Things are
looking a lot better in the bays.”

The aerial survey on Thursday
from Matagorda Bay to Port

Mansfield showed only traces of
the red tide in the Corpus Christi
Bay and the Upper Laguna Madre
Bay, just south of Corpus Christi,
Osburn said. Some blooms of the
red tide also were found in Port
Mansfield, he said.

“It could have basically run its
course, used up its nutrients, other
organisms could have been preying
on it,” Osburn said. ‘“There are a
number of things that could have
caused its demise, A little bit
cooler temperatures ocould have

WBA suspends South Africa

RENO, Nv. (AP) — A divided
and emotional World Boxing
Association has suspended South
Africa from its organization until
the country abandons its policy of
racial apartheid.

“From the bottom of my heart, I
can tell you it has been a very pain-
ful decision,”” WBA President
Gilberto Mendoza told the. South
African delegation following
Thursday’s 30-18 vote.

Under the suspension, Mendoza
said South African boxers would
continue to be ranked by the
association and would be able to
have options to WBA title fights
outside South Africa, but no bouts
would be sanctioned in that
country.

The ouster followed impassioned
speeches by boxing promoters Don
King and Butch Lewis in favor of
the action and equally strong pleas
by South African association
members asking to remain a part
of the organization.

‘“We can no longer hide our eyes
to the horror of apartheid,” King
told the delegates. ‘“We must take
this step toward the total abolish-
ment of this inhuman form of

human degredation.

‘‘Apartheid has been tried, found
guilty and sentenced to death. It
only awaits its execution. We want
to be one of its pallbearers.”

Lewis, who urged outright expul-
sion of South Africa rather than
suspension, told the group: “If we
cannot convince the WBA to rid
itself of South Africa, the WBA sub-
jects itself to total self-destruction.
It is an issue that has absolutely no
room for compromise.”’

Michael Mortimer, one of South
Africa’s representatives at the
meeting, said the country’s boxing
association had been a leader in the
fight against apartheid and had
provided hope for the nation’s box-
ers, 80 percent of whom are black.

He said South African boxing had
not only pioneered blacks and
whites together in the ring, but at
the judging table and in the au-
dience as well. Lewis ‘‘wants to cut
off the legs of our black boxers ..
on political principles,’” he said

“It’s boxing that has abolished
apartheid,”” Mortimer continued.
“Our boxing represents the very
standards which persons outside
wish to see in South Africa, a socie-
ty free of discrimination.”
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‘“Again though, for the Pistons,
the key will be Isiah Thomas. He
is our floor leader and catalyst,
so the adjustment of our new
players will be much easier with
Isiah’s presence.”’

“Outside of Chuck (Daly),
when it comes right down to it,

I'm the one that has to make
everything work,”” Thomas said.
“I'm the one that goes on the
court and has to make it come
together.

‘““‘And if it doesn’'t come
together this season, it’s my
fault.”

“The forces sweeping America
are not really interested in what
our boxing is doing and has been
doing. It’s open season on us,”
Mortimer said.

His voice quavering with emo-
tion, he concluded, ‘‘Good God, we
deserve your approval and your
encouragement.”’

But in response to several
delegates who urged that the box-
ing family not be shattered in
response to the politics of apar-
theid, Lewis responded, ‘‘Friends
disagree. Family members
disagree. In any struggle there are
sacrifices.”

And echoing the warning of Jim-
my Binns, the WBA'’s legal counsel,
that failure to impose the suspen-
sion ‘‘will be the end of the WBA,"”’
Nevada Athletic Commission vice
chairman Duane Ford threatened
to launch a pullout effort.

‘“Unless we dissasociate from
South Africa, the Nevada Athletic
Commission will dissasociate itself
from the World Boxing Associa-
tion,”” Ford told the delegates.

‘““The Nevada Athletic Commis-
sion will not allow WBA fights in
the state and will solicit the help of
California, Arizona and other com-
missions within the United States
to do the same thing,”’ he said.

The vote to suspend the country
from the WBA followed more than
five hours of debate in both Spanish
and English and a parliamentary
effort by Mortimer and fellow
South African delegate H.W.O.
Klopper to force a unanimous vote
to approve the motion, rather than
a simple majority. The effort was
overruled by Binns.

vote on the suspension, but that

‘was rejected 23-22 and the question
was decided by secret ballot. South
Africa was not eligible to vote on its
future.

New Mexico was the lone U.S.
delegation to call for the secret
ballot, a vote George Chavez
defended as “‘a right we have.” He
also would not say how he voted on
the suspension, saying, ‘‘That’s one
of the reasons we have the secret
vote.”

After the vote was counted, Men-
doza told the South Africans he
would welcome the day when apar-
theid would end and the country’s
delegates would return to the
association.

Mortimer said that because of
his Christian commitment, he bore
no resentment against those who
voted against his country.

And Klopper added, “I still ap-
preciate the good work, the ex-
cellent wq;:t this organization is do-
ing for boxing. I can only tell you I
hope we will be back within a very
short time.”’

Church members teach illiterates

RICHWOOD (AP) — Surrounded
by charts of vowels and letters of
the alphabet, Johnnie Tauber leads
a dozen or so adults in song.

‘“‘Aa-aa-apple and bb-bb-ball,”
the group sings. ‘‘Cc-cc-cat and dd-
dd-doll.”

What looks like a first-grade
phonics lesson is just that, although
some of these adults are training to
reteach older students and adults
to read.

The 36-week program ‘‘Sing and
Say, Read and Write,” was
developed by a teacher in New
Jersey public schools over a
17-year period and is distributed all
over the United States by the Chris-
tian Broadcasting Network.

Sponsors of the program say it
does not promote any particular
religious doctrine, but strictly
teaches students to read and write.

Statistics show that one of every
five adults in the nation is func-
tionally illiterate, a figure that
may be higher in oil-producing
states like Louisiana and Texas
where many drop out of high school
to take advantage of high wages
available in industry.

Charles Logan, pastor of the Liv-
ing Word Fellowship, an inter-
denominational church, became
aware of the program and the pro-
blem of illiteracy through CBN
programming.

Six months ago, he started train-
ing to teach the literacy program.
Now he is looking for others to
teach and assist with reading and
writing classes for adults and
children.

Anyone who knows how to read
can teach someone else the skill,
Tauber said. Students see, hear
and write the letters they eventual-
ly will put together as words and
sentences, mastering each step
before they move on.

‘“Time is not an element,”

Johnnie Tauber indoctrinates prospective teachers and assistants in the
‘’Sing and Say, Read and Write’’ literacy program. The program is
designed to reteach older students and adults to read.

Tauber said of the program, which
stresses thorough learning of
material rather than getting to the
next lesson.

Tauber, who traveled from Beau-
mont to give training sessions at
the church recently, said the suc-
cess of the program depends on the
involvement of the community.

First, those who need the pro-
gram have to be located and told
about it.

‘“Everybody knows someone who
needs this program,”’ he said, ad-
ding since those in need probably
can’t read about it, organizers are
counting on word of mouth.

Church briefs

Then details like scheduling,
transportation, program funding
and staffing have to be worked out.

Logan currently plans to conduct
adult classes in two 45-minute ses-
sions on Tuesday nights starting
Jan. 6 at his church, located east of
Highway 288 on County Road 233 in
Richwood.

Classes for children also are
planned during the day.

Program developers recommend
cutting off enrollment in adult
classes at the junior high level,
since adults are capable of com-
prehending more and moving
faster.

When Lois Dittfurth heard about
the program through her church,
His Grace Assembly of God in
Sweeny, she thought of two elemen-
tary school girls she knows who are
having trouble reading.

She has talked to one of the girls’
mothers about placing the fifth-
grader in special education
classes, but the youngster resists,
saying other kids will make fun of
her.

Ms. Dittfurth thinks she might be
able to help, particularly because
she can relate personally to the
struggle to read.

Having never learned to read
phonetically, Ms. Dittfurth
graduated from high school with
minimal reading ability and spent
years reteaching herself the
basics.

With Ms. Dittfurth at a recent
training session was her pastor’s
wife, Debbie Abate, who is con-
cerned about illiteracy in her
community.

She said the catchy tune used to
teach students the sounds of the
alphabet helps them learn without
the stress of memorization and
repetition.

The program may seem elemen-
tary, but Tauber said someone who
has trouble reading recognizes the
need for reviewing the basics.

One child reported he knew his
father was making progress in the
program because he heard Dad

singing the alphabet while shaving .

in the bathroom.

Organizers say the program is
not a replacement for basic educa-
tion, but an enhancement to what’s
being taught in school.

Tauber points out that teaching
adults to read benefits everyone.
