Strohl figures the bond is 
worth $3.5 million, but state of 
ficials disagree.

State courts have ruled the 
state has limited liability for 
such old debts, said Paul 
Steiner, a lawyer for the state 
treasurer’s office.

The bond was first issued to 
Alice Worthington, believed by 
Strohl to be a granddaughter of 
Thomas Worthington, one of 
Ohio’s founding fathers. Strohl 
said he bought the bond recently 
from another stockbroker.

U.S. may have broken 
law with Iran dealings

WASHINGTON (A P ) -  The 
vice-chairman of the Senate In­
telligence Committee said Satur­
day the Reagan administration 
may have broken the law by order­
ing the CIA to keep Congress in the 
dark about its secret dealings with 
Iran.

Sen. Patrick Leahy, D-Vt., raised 
the question hours after a public 
report that President Reagan 
issued a written order to CIA direc­
tor William Casey on Jan. 17 to 
withhold information on arms 
shipments to Iran from congres­
sional intelligence committees.

The White House would not com­
ment on the report, made first in 
S a tu rd a y  e d it io n s  o f Th e 
Washington Post, but a govern­
ment source familiar with the issue

said, “ the story is accurate.”
It was the latest revelation in a 

series of disclosures about the 
White House’s attempt to woo Ira­
nian officials and perhaps win 
release of American hostages in 
Lebanon through diplomatic over­
tures and the transfer of military 
equipment to Iran.

When the operation began, the 
president issued the written order 
to Casey to protect him from subse­
quent complaints from Capitol Hill 
that the Central Intelligence Agen­
cy had failed to live up to a pledjge 
to keep relevant committees in­
formed about intelligence ac­
tivities, the Post reported.

That promise was made earlier 
in the administration after com­
mittee members complained their 
watchdog role in the intelligence 
field was being neutralized.

Leahy explained, “ There is a 
provision in the law which allows 
the White House to delay reporting 
of a covert action provided it is 
reported in a timely fashion. It 
would seem this is the provision 
they relied on.

“ If so, the director of the CIA 
would be bound by the order of the 
White House,” he said.

But Leahy noted that 11 months 
passed between the start of the 
operation and disclosure of the 
arms transfer. Word of the deal, 
moreover, came because of revela­
tions in Tehran and public 
acknowledgements by Reagan and 
his advisers, not in (firect notifica­
tion to the commitees, Leahy said.

AUSTIN (A P ) — Despite the attraction of two 
Hispanics on the statewide ballot, fewer Mexican- 
Americans voted in-the Nov. 4 statewide elections 
than in 1982, according to the Southwest Voter 
Registration Project.

Only 29 percent of the nearly 970,000 registered 
Hispanic voters went to the polls, said Bob Brischet- 
to, executive director of the non-partisan institute.

In the 1982 gubernatorial election, 38 percent of the 
more than 830,000 registered Hispanic voters cast 
ballots.

The institute examined election results from 222 
precincts with 80 percent or more Hispanics.

Institute spokesman Willie Velasquez said he did 
not know why the Hispanic turnout was low, but said 
he suspects it was due “ not to apathy but to condem­
nation of the political system.”

He noted ttot while the Republican Party had a 
Hispanic nominee — Roy Barrera Jr. for attorney

general — fewer Hispanics voted for Republicans 
last month than in 1982.

While 84 percent of Hispanics voted for Gov. Mark 
White and 92 percent voted for Texas Supreme Court 
.lustice Raul Gonzalez, both Democrats, only 28 per­
cent voted for Barrera, Brischetto said.

“ The results show that party is still an important 
consideration for many Hispanics,”  he said.

The 1978 and 1982 elections were benchmarks for 
Hispanics, as the difference between Hispanic tur­
nout and the turnout of all other voters narrowed.

Velasquez and others had predicted that in the 1986 
general election, the difference would drop to less 
than 10 percent.

“ But it looks like the difference may in fact be ap­
proaching 20 percent,”  which would be a throwback 
to the 1960s, when Hispanics not only failed to vote 
but failed even to register, “ since for them, the 
political process did not work,”  Velasquez said.

Bentsen enters realm of ‘pure power’

WASHINGTON -  Sen. Lloyd 
Bentsen Texas moves into the 
realm of pure power as chairman 
of the senate Finance Committee 
in January, where among his first 
acts will be a showdown with the 
Reagan administration over trade 
policy.

The d istingu ished-looking, 
65-year-old senator will be calling 
on all the guile gained in 40 years of 
political maneuvering — starting 
as a county judge at age 25 — to 
pull off a trade policy change. It un­
doubtedly will be opposed by Presi­

dent Reagan and his conservative 
Republican colleagues.

“ The administration has stiffed 
the Senate on trade for the past two 
years,”  Bentsen said in a recent

Although a trade bill is likely to 
be his first attack, all legislation 
dealing with taxes. Social Security 
and Medicare must pass through 
the Finance Committee, where 
their fate is ultimately determined 
by the chairman.

Bentsen says that with the 
Senate biack in Democratic control.

his plans to stimulate trade will 
have a far better chance at being 
passed and sent to Reagan’s desk 
where a veto is likely.

“ The immediate, knee-jerk reac­
tion on the part of the administra­
tion to any major trade bill is pro­
tectionism, often without even hav­
ing read the bill,”  Bentsen said. 
“ They want the Congress excluded 
from the process and that’s just not 
going to happen.”

With an annual U.S. trade deficit 
swelling toward a record $170 
billion, bipartisan support in Con­
gress is growing for the erection of 
some kind of trade barriers in the

United States.
Bentsen’s trade poUcy hinges on 

two major conditions that would 
significantly change the way the 
country handles its overseas 
business.

First, he would extend protection 
in the form of tariffs or allocations 
to ailing industries only after they 
submit a detailed plan showing 
how they would restructure for re- 
emergence as a global contender 
within a set time period.

Ronald J. McIntosh and Samantha Dorinda 
Lopez were taken into custody without inci­
dent at the Birdcage Walk shopping mall in 

-^Citrus Heights about 3:20 p.m., said Deputy 
U.S. Marshal Rick Damiano.

A nationwide manhunt for the couple was 
launched after McIntosh allegedly flew a hi­
jacked helicopter into a recreation yard at the 
Federal Correctional Institution in Pleasan­
ton, Calif., on Nov. 5, picked up Mrs. Lopez 
from the prison yard, and flew away.

Barefoot ant fighter dies
ENGLEWOOD, Fla. — A man trying to ter­

minate a troublesome colony of fire ants out­
side his home died from ant bites.

Edward F. Waterman died Monday 11 days 
after being hospitalized for anaphylactic 
shock, an allergic reaction, hospital officials 
said. He was buried in Cincinnati on Friday.

Waterman, 65, had gone out to his yard in 
this Gulf Coast city Oct. 30 armed with insect 
spray but barefoot. He was attacked by thfe 
fire ants after he stepped on, then sank into, 
an ant bed.

“ He was comatose in 10 seconds,”  said his 
cousin, Frank Andress of Cincinnati. “ It was 
unbelievable.”

Cross country in nine months

WASHINGTON (A P ) — Hundreds of balloon­
carrying marchers on the final leg of a cross-country 
trek for nuclear disarmament rallied Saturday at a 
park near the White House, where well-wishers 
serenaded them with “ This Land is Your Land.”

“ We made it !”  marcher Timothy Trujillo of Los 
Angeles shouted exuberantly in Lafayette Park, 
across the street from the White House. “They said it 
couldn’t be done. We did it. ... And just as they say we 
can’t have a world without nuclear weapons, we w ill! ”

The last stop on the arduous Great Peace March for 
Global Nuclear Disarmament was the Lincoln 
Memorial, where speeches, music and a candlelight 
vigil were on the program.

Trujillo and his fellow marchers crossed the 
Maryland border into the capital on Friday, capping a 
walk that for many began March 1 in California. It took 
them through the nation’s deserts, mountains, farms 
and cities, down interstates and main streets, 
preaching the gospel of disarmament to all who would 
listen.

Festivities marking the end of the 3,700-mile march 
began early Saturday with music and speeches in a 
midtown Washington park named after Malcolm X. 
The second stop was Lafayette Park, where crowds of 
local supporters and some bused in from as far away 
as Iowa were waiting to welcome them.

“ Blessed are the Peacemarchers”  read one huge 
sign in gothic lettering. Bobbing pastel balloons im­
printed with the words “ World Peace”  announced the 
approach of the marchers, who flowed into the park at 
noon as the sky lightened and the sun broke through for 
the first time that day.

Jerry Rubin, a marcher from Santa Monica, Calif.,

(no relation to the 1960s protester of the same name), 
unrolled a “ Disarmament Declaration of In­
terdependence”  claiming as inalienable rights “ life, 
liberty and the pursuit of happiness in a nuclear-free 
world.”

“ It’s not necessary to walk across our country to 
show our commitment ... but it’s very important that 
every one of us at least do a little bit more,”  Rubin 
said, exhorting his audience to work for a nuclear 
freeze by 1990 and global nuclear disarmament by the 
year 2000.

Sen. Tom Harkin, D-Iowa, who had spoken to the 
marchers in July when they passed through Iowa City, 
outlined a more modest set of goals: forcing the ad­
ministration to adhere to the unratified SALT II treaty, 
reducing funds for the Strategic Defense Initiative, 
passing a binding ban on nuclear weapons tests and 
halting money for what he called the “ Gucci guer­
rillas”  — the Contras fighting the Nicaraguan 
government.

Other speaker included Rep. Ed Markey, D-Mass.; 
Eleanor Smeal, president of the National Organization 
for Women; pediatrician Benjamin Spock; and 
astronomer Carl Sagan. Folk singer Pete Seeger and 
others provided entertainment.

The Great Peace March left Los Angeles last March 
1 with 1,2(M) participants. It foundered 10 days later in 
the desert near Barstow, Calif., because of logistical 
problems.

But by the end of the month, a core of 510 people had 
reorganized the march, beguq fund-raising and resum­
ed the walk. As of Saturday, they had spent $825,000, 
according to a publicist.

TEL AVIV, Israel — A Jewish seminary 
student was stabbed to death Saturday, 
Israeli soldiers shot a Palestinian youth to 
death and three Arabs were wounded in a 
series of apparently unrelated incidents in 
East Jerusalem and the occupied territories.

Amedi Eliahu, 22, a student from the Shuvu 
Banim seminary, was stabbed to death by 
three Palestinians in East Jerusalem near the 
Moslem quarter of the Old City, said police 
spokesman Rafi Levy.

“ He fought back and succeeded in knifing 
one of them. They ran off and were chased by 
members of the border police who captured 
the three near the Church of the Holy 
Sepulcher,”  Levy told The Associated Press 
“ It was, without doubt, a terrorist attack.”

Last G .l. leaves Bolivia
SANTA CRUZ, Bolivia — The last con­

tingent of U.S. soldiers sent here last July to 
help in a crackdown on cocaine trafficking left 
Bolivia Saturday.

The soldiers provided logistical support to 
Bolivian anti-drug agents in raiding cocaine­
processing laboratories in the tropical 
flatlands of the mrthern Beni region.

U.S. officials said the crackdown would con­
tinue in full strength, with U.S.-trained Boli­
vians replacing the Americans.

Hasenfus gets 30 years
MANAGUA, Nicaragua — A three-member 

People’s Tribunal on Saturday convicted 
American mercenary Eugene Hasenfus of 
terrorism and other crimes against the state 
and sentenced him to a maximum 30 years in 
prison.

Hasenfus, who was brought to the cour­
troom to hear the verdict, acted as a cargo 
handler on a weapons supply flight to 
U .S .-backed Contra reb e ls  figh tin g  
Nicaragua’s leftist Sandinista government. 
He was captured a day after the plane was 
shot down last month.

Soviet reactor entombed
MOSCOW — The newspaper Pravda on 

Saturday said workers have finished building 
a giant concrete casing around the Chernobyl 
No. 4 atomic reactor, destroyed in last April’s 
nuclear disaster in the northern Ukraine.

The 198-foot-high structure, dubbed a tomb 
by Soviet news media, is intended to prevent 
radiation leaks.

Pravda, the Communist Party daily 
newspaper, said the structure is equipped 
with ventilation shafts containing equipment 
to monitor radiation levels and filters capable 
of trapping small particles of radioactive 
dust.

It gave no date for the completion of the 
structure, which Soviet media and officikls 
have said is a key element in the vast cleanup 
operation at the Chernobyl nuclear complex, 
aO/nites north of .Kiev. . 4 • 1 •.

It was 209 years ago yesterday 

when the United States really was 
born.

It was Nov. 15, 1777 — not July 4, 
1776, as most people believe.

And the majority of Americans 
don’t know which city was the first 
capital of our new nation.

Some will say Boston, and others 
w i l l  s u g g e s t  N e w  Y o r k .  
Washington did not exist then.

Many may believe it was 
Philadelphia because that is where 
Continental Congress approved the 
Declaration of Independence on Ju­
ly 2, 1776.

The Declaration, however, didn’t 
create the United States, although 
we date our nation’s founding to the 
Liberty Bell’s announcement of its 
signing that July 4th.

'The Declaration simply announc- 
e<nHM^ the 13 colonies declared 
they were 13 “ free and independent 
states,”  no longer to be governed 
by Great Britain — with each state 
assuming the right to do “ all acts 
and things which independent 
states may of right do.”

But the 13 colonies didn’t form a 
union until more than a year later.

'The story of how that happened 
sometimes is referred to as “ 'The 
Secret History of the Birth of the 
Nation.”  It’s called that particular­
ly by the people in the Penn­
sylvania city where it occurred.

“ ’The Secret History”  events 
began the summer of 1777 when the 
Second Continental Congress, then 
sitting in Philadelphia, received 
news that a great force of soldiers 
under British General Howe was 
approaching the city.

Bundling their public papers into 
guarded wagons, the represen­
tatives moved to Lancaster, about 
65 miles west of Philadelphia.

Congress stayed there only about 
three days because its members 
apparently considered themselves 
too vulnerable to a forced march

by the British troops. So Congress 
moved another 33 miles west, 
across the Susquehanna River to 
York Town, a community of about 
2(X) houses.

Although it may be hard for Tex­
ans to visualize, the Susquehanna 
River between York and Lancaster 
counties is a mile wide. So the 
river, about ts  miles east of York, 
provided an excellent geographic 
obstacle, giving lookouts along the 
river an opportunity to sound an 
early alarm should British troops 
attempt to cross.

Congress convened in York on 
Sept. 30, 1777, and quickly was in­
volved in daily debate over a draft 
of the Articles of Confederation.

On Nov. 15, the Articles officially 
were adopted, and Article 1 stated 
“ this confederacy shall be The 
United States of America.”

Until that moment, the United 
States did not exist.

'The Articles weren’t ratified un­
til March 1, 1781, when the 
delegates from Maryland were the 
last to sign. But all attorneys and 
historians know that ratification, 
by definition, means assent as of 
the original event.

So York, Pa., was the first 
capital when our nation was form­
ed. 'The event was recognized by a

commemorative stamp issued 200 
years later, in the autumn of 1977.

Congress continued to meet in 
York for nine months — until May 
27, 1778. And at least three other 
important historical events occur­
red during that time.

The first national 'Thanksgiving 
proclamation was adopted Nov. 1, 
1777, when Dec. 18 was selected for 
the observance that year.

The other two were the Conway 
Cabal and the signing of our na­
tion’s first treaty — the one 
negotiated by Benjamin Franklin 
with France.

The cabal involved Maj. Gen. 
Thomas Conway and others who 
p lo t t ed  to r e m o v e  G e o rg e  
Washington as cpmmander-in- 
chief. The scheme was discovered 
when a letter was intercepted.

If I recall my research some 
years ago into the incident, the con­
spirators thought they might have 
enough support for a resolution to 
remove Washington and were 
about to introduce it when Gen. 
Lafayette initiated a toast to 
Washington in York ’s Plough 
Tavern, where the group was 
meeting.

The toast eYfectively gave 
Washington a vote of confidence, 
serving to strengthen his position 
and killing the ouster attempt.

I know about these things partly 
because I was bom and raised in 
York, and partly because history — 
the news of  y e s t e r y e a r  — 
fascinates me.

In addition, I think it’s pertinent 
to recall these events on the eve of 
next year’s observance of the 200th 
anniversary of our U.S. Constitu­
tion. That document was adopted 
in 1787 because of the failure of the 
Articles of Confederation to ap­
propriately bind the states as a 
single nation.

Matters of religion are best left 

to preachers and bishops. But a 
meeting of U.S. (Jatholic bishops 
this week in Washington raised a 
fundamental question.

Can the Catholic Church, lately 
very preachy on everything from 
nuclear arms to the economy, set 
an example for others on basic 
human rights?

What the Catholic Church does 
on this issue is important to all 
Americans. But it especially is im­
portant to Hispanics, in whose 
cultural history individual human 
liberty has gotten short rift.

Because Hispanics comprise a 
growing share of the U.S. Catholic 
population, the church has a golden 
opportunity to teach a valuable 
lesson on tolerance and free 
thought to a people who have been 
stoically loyal for hundreds of 
years.

Far-sighted Texans and thinking 
Hispanics in the state share a keen 
interest in seeing that the (Catholic 
Church impart a respect for in­
dividual liberty to all its members.

Until Catholic bishops began tak­
ing stands on issues of war, peace 
and hunger, their annual meetings 
drew little attention. But this past 
week’s meeting has put the church 
on the defensive over two specific 
cases involving Vatican authority 
in the U.S.

One case involves the dismissal 
of a professor-priest at the Catholic 
U n i v e r s i t y  o f  A m e r i c a  in 
Washington, D.C., and the other 
the disciplining of the archbishop

of Seattle, Raymond Hunthausen
Firing of the priest, the Rev. 

Charles Curran, from his teaching 
position at the Vatican-chartered 
university, has triggered an old 
debate about free speech and 
thought within the church. Rev. 
Curran dissented from church 
teachings on abortion, homosexual 
relations and other controversial 
topics.

Hunthausen was penalized for 
some of the same errors. He was 
humiliated by a secret Vatican in­
vestigation and later had his 
authority stripped — without any 
semblance of due process.

While we may disagree with 
what either man believes, he 
should be entitled to fair hearings. 
But Hunthausen and Curam are 
not alone. Others, in Latin America 
and Europe, also have been 
censured.

The question remains — after all

these years — how far any Catholic 
can go to freely express him or 
herself.

What direction the church takes 
in these unfortunate confrontations 
has a lot to do with how Hispanics 
develop politically and socially.

For better or worse, the church 
has been one of the major ingre­
dients in the formation of the 
Hispanic character and personali­
ty. As such, the Catholic Church in 
the U.S. has a special responsibili­
ty to Hispanics to foster tolerance 
and to deepen freer thought.

Some Latin American bishops 
have done just that: In Brazil, the 
bishops took a strong stand against 
the Pope’s instrusion into what the 
locaf^bishops had approved as an 
appropriate mission for the church 
in Latin America — the use of the 
philosophy of liberation theology to 
minister to the faithful.

Liberation theology — the belief 
that the church should be an in­
tegral part in the social develop­
ment of man — had been sanction­
ed by the Latin American bishops 
as a body earlier. Vatican enfringe- 
ment on the bishops’ power to hold 
equal status as a Pope when 
meeting as a group was enough to 
make the Brazilian bishops draw 
the line. As a result, a compromise 
was reached with the Vatican.

But in the two cases involving 
Vatican authority in the U.S., the 
issue remalTB one of individual 
liberty, the cornerstone of our 
society.

Is it the old 
or the new 
Clements?

AUSTIN — Now that the election 
is over, do we have the “ old Bill 
Clements”  or the “ new Bill 
Clements”  as our future governor?

'The old one, political analysts 
tell us, was defeated in 1982 when 
he appeared too gruff and grumpy 
in seeking a second four-year term 
as governor. He tended to speak his 
mind without regard for the conse­
quences and growled openly when 
a reporter asked a question he con­
sidered trivial or unnecessary.

His opponent, the smiling and 
media-slick Mark White, won 
hands down.

'The new Clements appeared last 
year with the announcement of his 
campaign (perhaps crusade would 
be a better word) to make a 
political comeback and drive White 
from the Governor’s Mansion. 'This 
one came packaged with a smile — 
more a dependable, loveable 
grandfather Uian a tough-as-nails, 
self-made businessman.

He spoke seriously at times, but 
never gruffly. He confessed that 
his politically savvy wife, Rita, had 
issued a two-word suggestion for 
the 1986 campaign: “ Smile more.”  
And it was a suggestion he embrac­
ed as law.

Which is the real Bill Clements? 
And which one will we have for the 
next four years?

The answer: both.
Clements is one of the most 

down-to-earth people you’d ever 
want to meet. The old cliche about 
“ what you see is what you get”  was 
seldom truer.

The public’s perceptions of 
Clements in 1982 and then in 1986 
came mostly through the news 
media. Neither gave the whole 
picture.

A perception had developed that 
the governor talked tough, and the 
television cameras and newspaper 
reports frequently focused on that.

'The strange thing was that many 
of the reporters found Clements’ 
plain-talking manner refreshing

His news conferences frequently 
w e r e  con fronta t iona l ,  with 
reporters asking questions they 
knew the governor didn’t like and 
his rewarding them with obvious 
displeasure. But the exchanges 
mostly were good-natured, sprinkl­
ed with jokes and laughter.

But the evening news usually 
picked the serious parts for presen­
tation, partly because that’s where 
the hard news was and partly 
because the tough talking was what 
everyone expected from the 
governor.

That perception of a tough- 
talking Clements carried over into 
the 1986 campaign, and the can­
didate did little to relieve it. In 
reality, Clements probably smiled 
and laughed as much during the 
1982 campaign as he did in 1986, but 
he didn’t do it at the right times 
because he w asn ’ t a good 
politician.

He has a good sense of humor. 
But he also doesn’t hesitate to show 
his displeasure when the need 
arises.

Clements, at heart, is a problem­
solving technocrat. Like many 
others who started off with nothing 
and ended up with a successful 
business and millions of dollars, he 
doesn’t lack confidence. And that 
was part of his problem four years 
ago.

T o  C l e m e n t s ,  the  f i r s t  
Republican elected governor of 
Texas in more than a century, the 
1982 re-election effort was merely a 
necessary distraction in his drive 
to put state government on a more 
businesslike track.

All that campaign talk about be­
ing a businessman instead of a 
politician wasn’t just for the 
voters. Qements sees himself that 
way. He loves being a manager and 
solving problems. He really doesn’t 
like campaigning.

In many ways. White is just the 
opposite. He seemed exhilarated 
this year by the campaign, by the 
constant moving and speaking and 
shaking hands. He frequently 
seemed burdened the past four 
years by the demands of ad­
ministration and the weight of pro­
blems that seemed to grow no mat­
ter what he did.

‘Anti’ clinic’s deception practices are aborted
FORT WORTH (A P ) — A judge has ordered 

an anti-abortion clinic to stop deceiving 
women and to tell potential customers that 
abortions are not being performed there.

State District Judge (3wrge Crowley on Fri­
day fined the Pregnancy Problem Center 
$78,000 and issued an injunction forbidding the 
clinic from presenting itself as an abortion 
center.

Crowley’s decision came more than a month 
after a jury determined that the center broke 
state law by misleading women.

According to the jury’s finding, the center 
deceived women by avoiding questions from 
potential customers about whether abortions 
are performed there and by luring women into 
the center by making them think abortions 
were available.

Center employees said that was the only 
way to get women to listen to anti-abortipn in­
formation they would not otherwise hear.

Shelby Sharpe, the center’s attorney, said 
he was disappointed by the judge’s decision, 
but said employees will comply with it until an 
appeal is lifted.

*Tt’s a life-and-death matter for their (the 
customers') unborn babies,”  Sharpe said.

Jury says: 
$4 million 
in death

HOUSTON (A P ) -  A jury has 
recommended that a bank pay $4 
million to the parents of a teen­
ager who was killed as he made a 
deposit at a dimly lighted night 
depository.

Jurors returned the verdict Fri­
day against the Gulf Freeway Na­
tional Bank, now MBank, in the 
Oct. 22, 1960 killing of Russell Ed­
ward Austin, 19.

While working nights at an elec­
tronics store, Austin agreed to drop 
off the nightly receipts at the 
bank’s night depository, where he 
was robb^ and killed about 8:10 
p.m., said the Austins’ attorney, 
Michael Saunders.

'The decision against the bank 
came after a week-long trial over 
whether the bank failed to provide 
adequate lighting and safeguards 
which could have prevented the 
killing.

Attorneys for the teen-ager’s 
parents said the bank had not ad­
justed its lighting system after the 
switch from daylight savings time 
and the area around the depository 
and automatic teller was bathed in 
shadows.

Nearby residents testified they 
heard a shot and saw two men run­
ning, but no clear identification 
could be made. No arrests have 
been made.

The bank’s attorney, Edward 
Hennessey, aruged that lighting 
would likely not have prevented the 
crime. He noted that well-lighted 
convenience stores are prime 
tagets for robbers.

Dick Bryant, the bank’s public 
relations manager, said the judg­
ment likely will be appealed.

SAN DIEGO (AP )  — A1 

Saunders says he’s more in­
terested in lifting the San Diego 
Chargers from mediocrity than 
spoiling the Dallas Cowboys’ 
playoff chances.

“ W e ’ ve got to improve 
ourselves. We can’t worry about 
spoiling other people’s oppor­
tunities to win a division title or 
anything like that, ’ ’ said 
Saunders, who replaced Don 
Coryell two weeks ago as the 
Cliargers head coach.

The Chargers, 2-8, ended an 
eight-game losing streak and 
gave Saunders his first career 
victory as head coach last week 
when they beat AFC West­
leading Denver, 9-3.

On Sunday, the Chargers 
meet the 6-4 Chwboys, losers of 
two straight but still in conten­
tion for a postseason berth.

A third consecutive loss, 
something that has not happen­
ed to Dallas since November 
1979, would make it difficult to 
catch the Washington Redskins 
and New York Giants, who are 
leading the NFC East by two 
games with 8-2 records.

The spoiler’s role often is the 
last refuge of coaches of a last- 
place team, but it is no interest 
to Saunders.

“ I guess some people might 
think that way in terms of their 
direction,”  Saunders said. “ My 
concern is the San Diego 
Chargers. We’ve got a long way 
to go to make some progress to 
be an outstanding team and 
we’re trying to take a step every 
day. We could care less what the 
record of our opponents are. The 
most important thing to us is to 
win the game, not what happens 
to other people if we win the 
ballgame.”

A t 39, Saunders is the 
youngest head coach in the 
NFL. Believing the Chargers 
su f f ered  from a lack o f 
discipline, he has lectured 
players on the importance of at­
tention to detail as well as play­
ing emotional, physical football 
for 60 minutes.

In practice, players now must 
run everywhere  they go. 
Helmets stay on their heads 
throughout practice and they 
bend to one knee when Saunders 
addresses them as a group.

On the field, the Chargers also 
are reflecting the influence of 
their new head coach, who has 
employed a more conservative 
offense and stressed the impor­
tance of a physical, oppor­
tunistic defense.

Minnesota dealt second-ranked 
Michigan’s national title hopes a 
severe blow Saturday with a last- 
second 20-17 Big Ten victory as 
many teams throughout the nation 
jockeyed for bowl position.

Chip Lohmiller kicked a 30-yard 
field goal as time ran out to give 
the Gophers the victory over 
Michigan.

T h i rd - rank ed  Penn State 
defeated Notre Dame 24-19 at South 
Bend and seems assured of moving 
from No. 3 to at least No. 2 in the 
next Associated Press poll thanks 
to Minnesota’s victory.

Indications are that Penn State 
and No. 1 Miami, Fla., the nation’s 
only unbeaten-untied teams, will 
meet in the Fiesta Bowl on New 
Year’s Day. It would be the 21st 
pairing of No. 1 vs. No. 2 since the 
AP poll began in 1936.

Miami hosted Tulsa Saturday 
night.

The defeat snapped Michigan’s 
unbeaten streak at 15 games. The 
Wolverines dropped to 9-1 for the 
season, 6-1 in the Big Ten, as Ohio 
State took over first place in the 
conference.

Minnesota, which beat Michigan 
under similar circumstances to 
spoil the Wolverines’ 1977 season, 
improved to 6-4 and 5-2. The two 
upsets represent the only times 
Minnesota has beaten a Michigan 
t e a m  c o a c h e d  b y  B o  
Schembechler.

Quarterback Rickey Foggie led 
the Minnesota attack, passing for 
one touchdown and running for 
another. Foggie’s 31-yard run to 
the Michigan 17-yard line on a 
third-and-5 set up Lohmiller’s win­
ning field goal.

Making clocks helps J.C. 

Eudy pass the time.
The 71-year-old and his 

wife, Ellen, 68, have been 
making clocks as a hobby 
for the past six years.

When Eudy retired in 
1980, he realized that he 
needed to stay busy to 
avoid getting “fidgety,” he 
said.

He had worked as a parts 
manager at Crawford Pon­
tiac for 41 years and for 21 
years worked for Cecil 
McDonald and handled 
Studebaker cars, Eudy 
recollected.

The couple has made 
clocks on hand paintings, 
poster pictures, wooden 
boards, skillets, plates and 
wash boards. Others are 
featured with numerals 
m ade from  dom ipoes, 
r om an  nume ra l s  and  
regular numbers.

LOS A N G E L E S  ( A P )  -  
M e r e d i t h  B a x t e r  B i r n e y  
acknowledges she knew little 
about eating disorders when she 
first agreed to play a housewife 
suffering from bulimia.

“ I didn’t know much about it,”  
she said. “ I thought it was about 
vomiting. I thought it was a 
bizarre method to maintain 
weight. I didn’t realize it was a 
compulsion. I thought it was 
something people had control 
over.” !

Baxter Birney stars in NBC’s 
“ Kate’s Secret”  as a housewife 
and mother whose life and mar­
riage are falling apart because of 
her eating disorder. The two- 
hour movie, which will be 
telecast Monday, also stars Ed­
ward Asner, Sheri Belafonte- 
Harper and Ben Masters.

Prior to filming last July, Ms. 
Birney met with Dr. Murray L. 
Zucker, medical director of the 
Eating Disorders Program at 
Northridge Medical Center in 
Los Angeles. She spent time at 
the hospital talking to members 
of the staff and to patients.

Bulimia, commonly referred to

as “ binge and purge,”  is an 
eating disorder in which a per­
son, usually a young woman, 
repeatedly gorges on food and 
then forces herself to vomit. 
Severe cases can cause such 
fatal problems as stomach rup­
ture, heart attack or abnormal 
heart rhythm.

“ Bulimics eat a large amount 
of food, not to fill a hunger but to 
fill an emptiness,”  said Ms. 
Birney. “ The oral aspects are 
sensual. You eat and eat until 
you reach a point where it’s too 
much. The Romans used to do it. 
They had vomitoriums. I talked 
to women who would cry and say, 
‘ I can’t believe I ’ve eaten so 
much. But, (jod, I love it.’ Then 
they would vomit, which releases 
a chemical that is a sedative.”

She plays Kate Stark, a young 
h o u s e w i f e  who hides her 
problem.

“ It’s very private,”  she said. 
“ You would no more tell anyone 
than engage in a sexual activity 
in front of people. It’s done 
privately. But I heard some 
bizarre stories. It ’s not really 
about eating. It’s a voracious 
need.”

She talked about the movie 
during ^unch break from NBC’s 
“ Famil^/Ties.”  The trim actress 
ate a vegetarian lunch in her 
dressing room.

She had just come from 

rehearsing a scene in the family^ 
living room with Michael Gross, 
who plays her husband, and 
Justine Bateman, who plays 
their daughter Mallory. There, 
with a blue-covered script in 
hand, she had gone through a 
scene in which Mallory announc­
ed her intention to marry Nick.

She said she was pleased that 
she was cast in the movie five 
weeks before filming.

“ I ’ve never had the luxury of 
that much lead-time before,”  she 
said. “ It gives me time to 
research the role and talk to peo­
ple. It ’s nice, too, to be called in 
early and not after Meryl Streep 
has turned it down.”

The hit comedy “ Family Ties” 
is now in its fifth year. Ms.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE^ I play 
softball. Iliis past seaacn 1 was 
plagued with heel trouble. After 
runglng around the bases a couple 
of times I develop excruciating 
pain in the right heel. I have to rest 
and leave the game. Sometimes 
I ’m out for a couple of games 
because of it. 1 have jogged aud not 
hpd the problem, but I tried it 
recently, and had the same heel 
trouble. Comment please? — J.S.

'Time and use or abuse catch up 
with many heels. I can’t list all the 
possible causes. Plantar fascitis 
can do it. That’s inflammation of 
the tough sling of tissue attached to 
the undersurface of the heelbone. 
Overuse causes it.

If you have plantar fascitis,, the 
treatment is usually forced on you 
— rest. Heel pads or special plastic 
heel cups may help, and aspirin

can ease' the inflammation. 
Sometimes a shot of cortisone will 
be needed.

A heel bruise is another cause 
Aspirin and warm soaks along with 
rest can be all that’s needed for a 
return to action. Another explana 
tion is inflammation of a bursa 
near the heel bone. That can be a 
tough problem, requiring special 
attention. A doctor can diagnose it

In all of these conditions, certain 
universal treatments aply. After 
rest has eased the inflammation, 
warm soaks and leg elevation will 
help. And (if you don’t have any 
circulation problem) you can try 
contrast baths. Get two buckets 
Fill one with hand-hot water, the

other with water into which you 
dump a tray of ice cubes Alternate 
immersion of the entire foot into 
the two buckets, a minute and a 
half in each for a 10-minute session

Your best bet now is to let a dot- 
tor examine the heel and make a 
diagnosis of just which of the 
various problems is causing 
disruption of your softball career.
