Schools to file suit 
against asbestos firm

B ig  Spring School Board 
Trustees approved a resolution 
during Thursday night’s meeting 
that designates a Beaumont legal 
firm as its representative in an 
asbestos lawsuit.

“ The contention in this suit is 
that manufacturers of asbestos 
bear the financial responsibility of 
rem oving the m aterial from 
schools,”  said Don Crockett, assis­
tant superintendent for business in 
the Big Spring Independent School 
District.

Recent federal legislation re­
quires school districts to remove 
asbestos from  its facilities . 
Crockett said the removal must be 
done by a licensed contractor, who 
could charge from $2.50 to $10 a 
square foot.

It’s been estimated that the 
school district could face a charge 
from $90,000 to $400,000 to have 
asbestos removed from its six 
buildings, Crockett said.

He said board trustees allocated 
approximately $10,000 to $40,000 in 
this year’s budget to begin a three- 
stage removal process.

“ We’re using current funds in the 
budget so a bond issue will not have 
to be raised,’ ’ Crockett said.

Superintendent Lynn Hise told 
board trustees if the legal firm of 
Martin Dies in Beaumont wins the 
case, damages awarded by a 
federal judge could er the 
school district’s legal and tabor ex­
penses rela tin g to asbestos 
removal.

Crockett said the school district’s 
initial involvement dealing with 
asbestos began in June 1979 when 
school districts were required by 
federal law to inspect its facilities 
for asbestos.

“ As I understand it, i t ’s 
detrimental to your health to 
breathe asbestos fibers,”  Crockett 
said.

The district determined that its 
buildings constructed in the 1950s 
contained asbestos used as an

acoustical material in certaiq 
rooms, he said. :

According to Crockett, six room^ 
each in the Washington, College 
H e ig h t s ,  B o y d s tu n ,  a n a  
Kindergarten Center facilities conr 
tain asbestos materials in it$ 
ceilings. ^

The district spent approximately 
$16,000 to encapsulate thosé 
designated rooms, Crockett said. ;

“ We have not had any of ou$ 
asbestos in a falling or flaking coi( 
dition,”  he said. ;

The removal process will cover ̂  
two-to-three year period, he said. • 

'The district has spent approj^ 
imately $5,500 in legal fees^ 
Crockett told board trustees. : 

Litigation is expected to begiO 
February in a federal court; 
Crockett said. ;

The petition will name five 
school cUstricts as plaintiffs in thé 
suit. Crockett said those districts 
will be “ representative”  of aO 
state school districts who have paid 
legal fees to the law firm. :

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Education boards may be reduced Area briefs

AUSTIN — A plan to reduce the number of 

public university boards of regents to four won 
tentative approval Thursday from the Select 
Committee on H i^ e r  Education.

Texas A&M University aiKl the University of 
Texas systems would remain as is, but North 
Texas State University, Texas Woman’s 
University, Texas Tech, the University of 
Houston, Texas Southern and, possibly, a new 
South Texas University would be grouped 
under one board as the Texas Comprehensive 
University System.

All other public universities in Texas would 
be grouped under another board as the Texas 
Senior University System.

Most of the current boards of regents would 
be abolished under such a plan, except those for 
UT and A&M, noted committee Chairman 
Larry Temple of Austin.

“ You would create whole new boards,”  he 
said, “ and the governor would make new 
appointments.”

Temple noted that putting North Texas and 
Texas Woman’s under the same board of 
regents would allow those schools to coordinate 
higher education offerings in that North Texas 
area, especially Denton.

Creatnig fewer governing boards also will 
give those universities “ a stronger voice with 
the Legislature,”  he told reporters.

The committee, which has been meeting 
since the fall of 1965, is trying to wrap up its 
report to the Texas Legislature by early 
January. Members are charged with making 
recommendations on how to make public 
higher education in Texas more efficient, while 
increasing academic excellence.

Also winning tentative approval is a plan that 
calls for the state’s 49 junior colleges to retain 
their local boards. However, power to« coor­

dinate courses, testing, access, quality and 
enrollment limits would revert to a stronger 
Texas College and University Coordinating 
Board.

One suggestion that all junior colleges be con­
trolled by one statewide “ super board”  failed to 
attract favor among a majority of the 
committee.

Several related suggestions that the local 
boards have only advisory power under a super 
board prompted predictions that local taxpayer 
support would disappear if strong local 
representation was w ip ^  out.

Currently, local taxpayers provide about 35 
percent of junior college funding, while the 
state provid^ about 65 percent. Temple said.

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EL PASO (A P ) — A former day care teacher con­
victed of sexually molesting several of her students 
will have a new trial because the jury was shown im­
proper evidence during deliberations, a judge ruled.

Inflation on the rise
WASHINGTON — Wholesale prices edged 

up 0.2 percent in November as increases for a 
wide variety of goods more than offset 
declines in food prices, the government said 
today.

It was the fourth straight monthly gain and 
amounted to further evidence that inflation is 
once again on the rise

That reverses the trend of the last 12 mon­
ths. Wholesale prices, as recorded by the 
l..abor Department’s Producer Price Index, 
declined 1.9 percent over that period, a 
nosedive due almost entirely to falling oil and 
gasoline costs.

But energy prices have stabilized and are no 
longer as significant a factor in the overall in 
dex as they have been

Last month, energy prices overall held flat 
Gasoline prices, after dipping 7.4 percent in 
(October, rose 0.9 percent while home heating 
oil prices rose 18 percent

Goetz trial to begin
NEW YORK — Bernhard Goetz is about to 

get his day in court, two years after gaining 
national attention for shooting four youths he 
said were trying to rob him on a subway.

Goetz, 39, is charged with attempted 
murder in the Dec. 22, 1984, shootings aboard 
a train filled with holiday shoppers. The case 
created a national sensation and sparked 
debate over the merits of vigilante justice.

Goetz, a white man who had been mugged 
three years before he shot the black youths 
with an unlicensed pistol, says he was 
justified in the shootings because he Indieved 
he was about to be robbed when one of them 
asked for $5.

Th e you ths ,  who w e r e  c a r r y in g  
screwdrivers, said they were panhandling 
money for video games

Asked Thursday what he has been doing in 
recent months. Goetz replied, Tve been 
working."

"The trial is going to cost a lot of money." 
said Goetz, an independent electronics con­
tractor. He said he would be unable to fulfill 
some contracts because of time spent in court

He asked his lawyers if there was a chance 
he would be excused during jury selection, but 
said he was told “ it was highly unlikely "

F^eactor to be shutdown
RICHLAND, Wash. -  The only U S reactor 

with a design similar to that used by the 
Soviets at the Chernobyl plant will be shut 
down for safety modifications, a federal ol 
ficial said.

The Department of Energy was scheduled 
to announce the six-month shutdown of the N ’ 
Reactor at the government's Hanford reser 
vation today, a department source who spoke 
on condition of anonymity said Thursday from 
Washington, D C.

The N Reactor is the only one of its kind in 
the Uvitefl States to use graphite to shield the 
reactor core and absorb heat, features also us­
ed at Chernobyl, site of the world s worst 
nuclear plant accident.

Israel
Officials investigate boy’s death

TEL AVIV, Israel — Defense Minister Yitzhak 
Rabin ordered an inquiry today into the shooting death 
of a 12-year-old Palestinian boy after determining that 
soldiers were not responsible.

The army said it was checking reports that Jewish 
extremists may have shot the boy, flamadan Moham­
med Daoud Zeitun, during disturbances Monday at the 
Batata refugee camp outside Nablus in the occupied 
West Bank.

Four Palestinians were killed and more than 33 in­
jured during a week of violent clashes in the territories 
Israel seized in the 1967 Middle East War.

Rabin told Parliament on Tuesday that Zeitun, who 
was shot in the head, died before soldiers opened fire at 
the camp to quell a disturbance. He said the caliber of 
bullet that killed the boy was not the type used by the 
army.

But Israel radio said coroners did not find the bullet. 
It said the inquiry was hampered by the fact that there 
were many shooting incidents at the camp the day the 
boy was killed.

The radio reported today that the army had recalled 
a unit of reserve soldiers who rode past Batata in buses 
that day. It quoted investigators as saying the soldiers 
opened fire at Palestinian protesters near the village 
of Sinjil, 20 miles to the south, before driving past the 
camp.

Tensions appeared to be lessening today in the oc­
cupied territories. An army spokesman reported only 
sporadic rock-throwing by Palestinian youths in the 
Bureij, Maghazi and Deir el-Balah refugee camps in 
the occupied Gaza Strip.

The spokesman, who spoke on condition of anonymi­
ty in keeping with official practice, said there were no 
injuries and no clashes with soldiers.

Israel radio said four cars bearing Palestinian 
license plates were stoned today in Jerusalem’s 
Shmuel Hanavi neighborhood, which is home to the 
family of a Jewish semiiutry student who was knifed to 
death last month.

On Thursday, soldiers threw tear gas cannisters and 
fired in the air to disperse a rally at a girls’ school in 
the occupied Gaza Strip, but there were no injuries, a 
school official said.

Also on 'Thursday, more than 150 Palestinian 
students held a peaceful rally at Bir Zeit University 
near the West Bank city o f Ramallah, to protest the 
closing of the campus. '

Hasenfus time upheld
MANAGUA, Nicaragua — A revolutionary 

appeals court has upheld the guilty verdict 
against Eugene Hasenfus and confirmed the 
30-year jail sentence imposed on the 
American mercenary for helping to deliver 
arms to Contra rebels.

“ This is the definitive sentence,”  the head 
of the three-member court, Arwengol Cuadra 
Lopez, said after the ruling was read Thurs­
day. “ The defendant Eugene Hasenfus must 
serve the maximum penalty of 30 years.”

Hasenfus, 45, of Marinette, Wis., who was 
escorted into and out of the courtroom by four 
soldiers, made no comment to reporters 
throughout the proceeding.

His Nicaraguan attorney, Enrique Sotelo 
Borgen, said he was “ not surprised”  by the 
ruling, because the appeals court has never 
reversed a decision by lower revolutionary 
tribunals.

Police arrest activists
JOHANNESBURG, South Africa -  Police 

cracked down on government opponents to­
day, arresting several activists and con­
fiscating opposition literature But most 
details could not be reported under new cen­
sorship rules.

National Police Commissioner Gen. Johan 
Coetzee said the sweep resulted from in­
telligence information that African National 
Congress guerrillas and “ other violent 
elements”  planned “ deeds of terrorism ... 
countrywide during the festive season.”

The government also said two Swiss citizens 
were detained on suspicion of guerrilla ac­
tivities. The announcement came several 
hours after two Swiss nationals were abducted 
in neighboring Swaziland in a series of raids 
that left a 15-year-old boy dead and another 
black wounded and abducted.

Ileto accuses rebels
MANILA, Philippines — Defense Minister 

Rafael Ileto today said Communist rebels 
violated a 2-day-old cease-fire agreement by 
carrying weapons during a march called in 
support of the truce.

Officials also accused the rebels of eroding 
trust by propagandizing.

Ileto was commenting on a rally Thursday 
in a village 25 miles west of Manila during 
which New People’s Army guerrillas carried 
U.S. and Soviet assault rifles and chanted 
"Long Live the NPA."

“ That particular incident is a very clear 
violation of the agreement,”  Ileto said follow­
ing a speech to the American Chamber of 
Commerce.

It was the most open display of weapons by 
the guerrillas in a populated area since the 
60-day cease-fire went into effect Wednesday. 
The truce is the first in the 17-year-old leftist 
insurgency.

President Corazon Aquino did not issue a 
formal statement on the incident, but her 
spokesman, Teodoro Benigno, said the march 
was “ not of earth-shaking significance.”

The struggle for secure borders, a generous amnesty and 
for protection of fundamental rights is not over with the 
passage of immigration law. It is just beginning.

The Immigration and Naturalization Service must now 
write regulations to implement an exceedingly complex law.

The agency no longer will be dealing mainly with illegal 
aliens, who have had little power to protest reported abuse. It 
now must provide rules for employers and workers, many of 
whom are skeptical of government sticking its fingers in their 
workplaces. It also must deal with minority groups that fear 
discrimination as a result of employer sanctions.

The INS cannot do its joh alone. It needs the cooperation — 
and the advice — of those most affected by the law. It should 
not wait for things to go wrong — which they invariably will — 
to respond to needs that can be foreseen now.

An independent commission is needed to advise and monitor 
implementation of the immigration law. The commission 
should have representatives from state and local govern­
ments, as well as from employer groups, labor and minorities. 
It should be practical and must be solely consultative.

San Diego County Supervisor Brian Bilbray proposed a 
Presidential Task Force to do this job, in an interview on the 
“MacNeil-Lehrer Report” news program on the Public 
Broadcasting System.

We support his goal. But one lone voice calling from the 
border is not enough to convince President Reagan to take this 
farsighted approach.

We urge border-area local governments, the border-state 
governors, the U.S. Chamber of Commerce, Hispanic groups 
and the American Civil Liberties Union to add their voices in 
support of a commission on immigration law. It is in their in­
terests, and in the interest of the nation, to closely monitor a 
law that will not only a ff^ t  the border but the entire country.

The American people are confused about this law. The 
questions pour in: “Will the feds pay for impact on our county 
budget?” “Is it time to bring my mother out of hiding?” 
“Should I fire illegals?” “Will I have to carry an ID wherever 
I go?” “How do I protect myself from discrimination?” 
“Where can I go to legalize?”

So far, the response from the INS has been a guarded 
silence. Although the pressures on the INS are considerable, 
this does not bode well for smooth implementation.

Immigration law needs public support and cooperation to 
succeed. A Presidential Task Force on Immigration Law 
would help the INS bring control to our borders and promote 
justice within them.

WASHINGTON -  In a series of 
secret programs, the Pentagon and 
the CIA are developing and deploy­
ing nearly $3 billion worth of 
sophisticated flying drones (known 
formally as Remotely Piloted 
Vehicles or RPVs).

This flying transmitter may 
become the workhorse of the in 
telligence business. Already, some 
are operating as spy planes over El 
Salvador and Nicaragua.

The Israelis demonstrated the 
usefulness of RPVs in Lebanon 
where they provided “ live” televi­
sion coverage of Syrian and other 
forces, tricked anti-aircraft missile 
baUgri^ into turning on their 
r a d ^  (thus giving away their 
locations) and served other bat 
tlefi,( l̂d purposes.

Oddly enough, it was the 
Americans' use of drones in Viet 
nam that led to Israel’s interest 
Jet-powered target drones launch­
ed from transport planes flew more 
than 3,000 reconnaissance missions 
in Vietnam, and it was an 
American engineer, Alvin Ellis, 
who sold the Israeli military on 
RPVs in the early 1970s.

His concept was in effect an over­
s ized remote-control  model 
airplane equipped with a small TV 
camera.

The advantages of RPVs over 
manned aircraft are many and ob­
vious: They cost a relative pittance 
compared to the price of fighters 
and reconnaissance planes 
Needing none of the equipment that 
keeps pilots alilve, drones burn a 
fraction of the fuel used by manned 
planes and can also be maneuvered 
at speeds that no pilot could 
withstand.

Their ground controllers are far 
cheaper to train than pilots — and 
of course when a drone is shot 
down, no one is killed or captured.

The RPV is extremely hard to 
knock down because of its tiny 
radar “ signature” — derived from 
its size of no more ihan about 14 
feet — and from its minimal heat 
output, which thwarts infra-red 
t ra ck e r s  and heat -seek ing  
missiles.

Its  s ing le ,  m u f f l e d  low- 
horsepower engine makes little 
noise, and at high altitudes the 
drone is practically invisible.

The Air F’orce plans to buy about 

2,50 mid-range RPVs for a sup­
plementary reconnaissance role, 
but is generally not enthusiastic 
about the little planes. The General 
Accounting Office, which favors 
wide use of the low-cost dronoes, 
attributes the Air Force’s lack of 
interest to a longstanding “ pro- 
pilot bias ” and a “ perception of 
RPVs as too drab and unexciting to 
generate much enthusiasm.” A 
GAO report adds:

•’Therefore, while RPVs are ac­
cepted during wartime for very 
high risk missions of mundane jobs 
such as chaff dispensing and leaflet 
dropping, during peacetime they 
are not regarded with as much 
favor as the high-technology mann­
ed aircraft.”

The Army, Navy and CIA are 
more enthusiastic about the RPV, 
and the Marines are experimenting 
with a remote-control helicopter.

The Soviets, alerted to the RPVs 
usefulness in Lebanon, have 
deployed dozens already with 
Syrian troops. A secret CIA report 
predicts that the Soviets will even­
tually produce hundreds, possibly 
thousands, for mass deployment in 
Eastern Europe.

Meanwhile the Israeli RPV pro­
ducer, Mazlat, is promoting the lit­
tle planes’ civilian potential. 
Among the missions that could be 
cheaply and effectively handled by 
an RPV are police observation of 
smuggling or other criminal activi­
ty; pipeline patrols checking for 
sabotage or natural threats; river 
patrols; disaster rescue coordina­
tion ; patrols of offshore oil rigs and 
livestock surveys over vast areas 
of open range.

D I S A P P E A R I N G  
DOCUMENTS: While the debate 
over Iran still rages, we can report 
that thq U.S. intelligence agencies 
at least learned something from 
the ear l ier  run-in with the 
Ayatollah Khomeini.

Many secret documents fed inito 
the shredders when Iranian 
militants were storming the U.S. 
Embassy in Tehran were later 
painstakingly pieced together by 
the Iranians.

Now we’re told that top-secret in­
formation is being printed on a 
type of paper that dissolves almost 
instantly when dunked in water. 
The Pentagon reportedly buys 20 
tons of the stuff each year.

CORRECTION: On Nov. 24, we 
reported that two former high-level 
government officials had been in­
volved in the secret arms/hostages 
negotiations with Iran. One of 
them, ex-CIA official Thomas 
Clines, we reported, had been in­
dicted in an arms scandal in 1964, 
had pleaded guilty to filing false in­
voices with the Defense Depart­
ment, and had been fined $10,000.

That is not correct. According to 
his attorney, John Ellsworth Stein 
of Washington, D.C., Thomas 
Clines has never been indicted for 
anything. Systems Services Inter­
national., a company in which he 
held stock, was indicted in the 
arms matter, however, and did pay 
a $10,000 fine.

Under the pressure of a widening 

scandal, some people in the White 
House have reverted sickeningly to 
the pathological, self-defeating 
patterns of behavior that once turn­
ed a third-rate burglary at the 
Watergate Hotel into a national 
crisis. I refer not to officials of the 
Reagan administration but to the 
press corps.

Once the news was out that the 
profits from the Iran arms deal had 
been funneled to the Nicaraguan 
rebels, it took the news media no 
more than an illisecond to conjure 
up Gordon Liddy, John Dean and 
the rest of the Nixon gang.

Washington Post columnist 
William Raspberry offered the 
novel proposition that the revela­
tions were “ reminiscent of nothing 
so much as the Watergate scan­
dal.”  He predicted, “ The reaction 
of the press is likely, to be similar 
as well.”

Likely? That’s like saying the 
sky is likely to be dark tonight.

Of all the crimes committed by 
President Nixon and his aides, 
none compares to the damage they 
wrought on American journalism. 
It brought out the prosecutor latent
— and in some cases not so latent
— in many reporters.

Why do reporters so love a scan­
dal? Well, why do dogs gnaw on 
bones? Because it satisfies some 
primal craving that is deep and 
irrespressible.

Not that many journalists try to 
repress it. Scandals fit too well the 
peculiar needs of their genre. The 
news media love the sort of con­
frontations that produce winners 
and losers, which is why they cover 
sports and elections so obsessively.

The presidential scandal is the 
perfect event. Like the latest 
episode of “ Dynasty”  it relies on 
the public’s familiarity with some 
well-known principals, while in­
t rodu c ing  m ys t e r i o u s  new 
characters in brief but important 
roles. Like the National Football 
Lelague seasons, it is guaranteed 
to produce plenty of victors and 
vanquished, with the survival of 
the administration serving as the 
ultimate stakes, the functional 
equivalent of the Super Bowl.

Even better, the good guys and 
the bad guys may be conclusively 
identified — by a federal jury — 
and appropriately punished or 
rewarded. Best of all, if everything 
goes just right, as it did in 
Watergate, the true heroes will be 
the journalilsts, to whom a grateful 
nation will pay homage.

Contrast this with the more 
typical matters that preoccupy the 
government: the budget deficit, 
arms control. Middle East policy, 
mass transit. Issues like these may 
be the most important facing the 
country, but as news they suffer 
from several defects. They are am­
biguous, with plenty of room for 
reasonable people to disagree. And 
they are perpetual, continually 
demanding attention and seldom 
yielding durable solutions.

In short, they utterly lack 
romance. Nobody ever made a 
movie about two Washington Post 
reporters analyzing tax reform. 
Newspapers and networks cover 
these mundane stories because 
they have no choice — this is the 
primary business of government, 
like it or not — while endlessly 
straining to force them into the 
preferred mold.

There is no doubt that serious 
misdeeds have been committed by 
people in the Reagan administra­
tion, and the press is rightly deter­
mined to uncover them.

But some sense of proportion is 
in order. Few scandals warrant 
comparison with Watergate, and 
this one has a long way to go before 
it qualifies for that distinction.

Far from destroying Reagan’s 
presidency, it may amount to 
nothing more than a historical foot­
note. And it wouldn’t be surprising 
if the institution that comes out 
looking worst in the end is not the 
government but the press.

NRC: nuclear plant safety doubted

WASHINGTON — The Nuclear Regulatory Commisuon is considering
»r Iactions against officials at the Comanche Peak nuclear power plant who 

were accused in a government report of intimidating inspectors into 
upgrading negative findings at the Texas facility.

In a 47-page summary of the investigation by the NRC Office of Inspec­
tor and Auditor, dozens of witnesses, whose rtames were blotted to protect 
their identities, told of being threatened by superiors if they didn’t go 
along an allegeid fraudulent inspection system.

The report, released Thursday, concluded that the NRC’s safety inspec­
tion program at Comanche Peak, near Glen Rose southwest of Fort 
Worth, fails to verify that the plant is safely constructed and that infor­
mation in official reports on the plant was inaccurately reported.

“ This report is an indictment of the entire safety inspection p i^ram  
done by NRC field inspectors in a prime region of the country," said Rep. 
Edwai^ J. Markey, D-Mass., chairman of the House Subcommittee on 
Energy Conservation and Power.

Commanche Peak, about 80 miles southwest of Dallas, has a construc­
tion permit from the NRC and an application for an operator’s license is 
pending.

General Motors assembly plant at Arlington, Texas, will be idled starting 
Monday unitl Feb. 2.

Most of the 1,300 new layoffs are at GM parts and component plants 
throughout the country and are not concentrated in any region or divi­
sion, said GM spokesman Jerome Bishop He attributed the layoffs to 
changes in assembly plant production schedules

Who is more boring''

New studies Suggest it's Joe.

T i »  research is among the first 
in “ interpersonal boredom,” a line 
of studg that could lead to help for 
“ chronically and excessively bor­
ing persons,”  researchers wrote in 
the November issue of the Journal 
o f P e r s o n a l i t y  and Social  
Psychology.

“ We’re all boring sometimes and

we’re all interesting sometimes 
(but) some people are more boring 
than others,”  said Mark Leary, 
assistant psychology professor at 
Wake Fores t  Unive rs i ty  in 
Winston-Salem, N.C., who wrote 
the report with three students.

'The experiments were based on a 
survey of undergraduate students

and analyses of brief conversations 
between undergraduates who had 
just met. More work will be needed 
to see if the findings apply to other 
kinds of people and situations as 
well, Leary said.

In one experiment, 42 students 
suggested a total of 210 things other 
people do that bore them, which 
researchers distilled into 43 themes

for a second survey of 297 students.
'Hiat survey found that the most 

boring behaviors were banality, 
such as talking about trivial or 
superficial things or showing in­
terest in only one topic, and 
“ negative egocentrism,”  which 
essentially meant complaining 
about on ese lf and showing 
disinterest in others.

T h e  l e a s t  o b j e c t i o n a b l e

behaviors were “ boring ingratia­
tion,”  which meant trying to be 
funny and nice to impress others, 
and a mixture of distracting 
behaviors, such as going off on con­
versational tangents or overusing 
small talk or slang.

An example of slang is, “ Hey 
wow, man, this was far out, it was 
too cool,”  Leary said in a telephone 
interview. “ It gets a little old.”

MIDLAND (AF)  — Parents who 

say the Midland Independent 
School District violates their con 
stitutional rights and those of their 
children plan to repeal a request to 
the seven school board members to 
limit the district's 24-hour drug 
monitoring program 

■‘They are taking my parental 
guidance away from me What’s 
next’’ That’s what worries me. 
There’s got to be a stopping point I 
think they’ve overstepped their 
b o u n d s . ’ ’ R ay  M a r s h a l l ,  
spokesman for ’ Parents In Con­
trol," told the Midland Reporter 
Telegram

The board’s policy passed on 
Sept 9 imposes penalties ranging 
from mandatory work details, two- 
week suspensions and obligatory 
family counseling for students who 
participate in extracurricular ac 
tivities and who ¡are caught using, 
under the influence or in the 
possession of drugs, alcohol and 
tobacco

Parents claim the policy should 
only apply on school grounds and 
during times when students are 
participating in extracurricular 
activities.

The school board in October took 
no action on the parents’ request to 
reduce the drug enlorcement 
policy

" I  don’t think there is anything in 
the policy itself that abuses con- 
s t i t u t i o n a l  r i g h t s ,  ” sa id  
Superintendent of Schools Joe 
Baressi

He said the school board has 
been advised by its attorney and 
the School Board Association in 
Austin that the policy is legal 

Baressi said students caught off 
school grounds abusing the policy 
will only be suspended from ex 
tracurricular activities, not school 

Parents who object to the 24-hour 
policy said they are not condoning 
drug and alcohol abuse

”W'e are against drugs and we 
are against alcohol and we think 
kids should not smoke for health 
reasons," said Marshall, the father 
of three students.

Six Midland High School students 
were suspended for two weeks last 
month for alcohol and drug abuse, 
following an investigation after a 
weekend party.

('HICAGO (AP)  — Even an ex­
ceptional high school record can be 
sabotaged by mistakes made on a 
college application, cautions 
Charles J. Shields, counselor at 
Homewood-FIossmoor High School 
in suburban Chicago and author of 
“ The College Guide for Parents”  

“ With an average caseload of 150 
students, a high school counselor 
just doesn’t have the time to go 
over each application with a fine- 
tooth comb,”  says Shields, who 
suggests parents can help by offer­
ing their assistance before the ap­

plication is typed and mailed.
To help parents spot mistakes 

that would undermine a student’s 
best effort. Shields offers a list of 
what he considers the 10 most com­
mon errors made on applications:

— Allowing mistakes in gram­
mar and spelling to slip through on 
the application.

— Ending in an application mar­
red by erasures, crossed-out words 
and whited-over sentences. Shields 
advises practicing first on a copy of 
the original application.

— Selecting a major the institu­

tion doesn’t offer. Students can find 
out what majors a college does of­
fer by looking in the college
catalog.

- Exaggerating the amount of 
time spent working at a job versus 
the time spent studying, resulting 
in impossible totals.

— Mentioning every school- 
sponsored club or activity the ap­
plicant ever had contact with, in­
stead of only those he or she par­
ticipated in regularly.

— Failing to say in the personal 
essay what the applicant can con­

tribute to the institution.
— Not addressing, either in the 

personal essay or in a cover letter, 
why certain grades or semesters 
are poor.

— Not following up to make cer­
tain that all credentials required 
by the college have been received: 
transcript, recommendations and 
test scores, in particular.

— Failing to send the processing 
fee with the application.

— Submitting the application 
after the stated deadline.

CARSON, Calif. (AP)  -  Much of 
the blame for the failure to suc­
cessfully lose weight is the per­
vasiveness of a number of myths 
about dieting, according to Bobbi 
Mitzenmacher, who runs a weight 
control group at California State 
University, Dominguez Hills.

Mitzenmacher, a health educator 
and psychology instructor at the 
university, refutes these common 
misconceptions about dieting :

— F'ad diets work; Short-term 
plans such as living on just 
grapefruit or bananas are not the 
answer. When tlie person goes back 
to his or her previous eating habits, 
there’s a rebound effect. Then the 
body develops more fat cells.

— Exercise increases the ap­
petite: Moderate exercise doesn’t 
increase the appetite. When you 
decrease activity, that leads to put­
ting on weight.

— Skipping meals will lead to 
weight loss: When you miss a 
meal, what usually happens is 
you’re much hungrier the next 
time you eat and then you consume 
more It seems the body operates 
better  with food coming in 
regularly.

— Dieting will make you feel 
weak or fatigued; If you follow a

sensible diet plan, your energy 
level will remain normal.

— Most people need to lose 
weight: While there are an 
estimated 32 million overweight 
Americans, many more are taken 
in by society’s idea of what you 
should look like. Our country’s 
ideal of beauty is not realistic for 
many people’s body types, so we 
find many people obsessed with 
dieting who shouldn’t be.

— You should lose weight as 
quickly as possible: On the con­
trary, slow, steady weight loss is 
much longer lasting.

Knowing what not to do, 
however, is only part of the answer 
for those who need to slenderize. 
Mitzenmacher said, noting that 
dieting demands an approach 
which takes in multiple factors, in­
cluding exercise, psychological 
issues and nutrition.

Dieters should first consider the 
psychological reasons behind their 
obesity, she said.

“ A lot of people have to make the 
connection that food is used for 
comfort, nurturing, as a way of 
dealing with stress and as a way to 
deal with feelings,”  Mitzenmacher 
said. “This goes for both extremes 
— for the obese and for the anorex­

ic. Dealing with food is a way of not 
dealing with issues.”

Dieters must also realize they 
are losing weight for themselves, 
not for a husband, a mother or a 
boyfriend, she said.

She suggests dieters keep a “ food 
diary ” describing what was eaten, 
when it was eaten, the setting and 
the feelings the person had while 
eating, as a means of gaining in­
sight into the psychological causes 
of overeating.

“ Often people don’t eat because 
they’ re hungry, but because 
they’re depress^, angry or lone­
ly,”  Mitzenmacher said.

In order to lose weight suc­
cessfully, dieters also heed a sup­
port system such as a weight loss 
group.

“ When you don’t use fad diets, 
dieting is a long, slow process. You 
need the help of others to keep 
m o t i v a t e d , ’ ’ s h e  s a i d .  
“ Remember, even if you lose one 
pound a week — you’ve lost 52 
pounds in a year.

Exercise is another essential 
component to successfully shed­
ding weight. Mitzenmacher points 
out.

“ Look for something you enjoy 
doing,”  she advises. “ You don’t

have to jog. You can walk. If you 
enjoy going to a gym, do that. It 
can be stationary bicycles. It’s not 
just what you eat, but how many 
calories you burn, and increasing 
the activity level seems to help 
change the metabolism.

“ There’s a set point, which is a 
weight your body is comfortable at. 
Your body works to keep the set 
point. A combination of reduced 
food intake with increased exercise 
helps to change the set point. This 
takes time.”

Another weapon in the war on fat 
is behavior modification. A dieter 
needs to learn such behaviors as 
how to eat more slowly, to eat at 
regular times, to control the size of 
food portions and how to order in 
restaurants, she explains.

Peripheral Neuropathy presents challenge
DEAR DR. DONOHUE: Each 

day, I can hardly wait to see if you 
have  said something about 
neuritis. My doctor has said i have 
it in my legs, from ankles to knees. 
I exercise, walk two miles a day, 
and rub my legs daily, mostly with 
plain Vaseline. I bathe my legs in 
w arm  water ,  then in cold 
sometimes. I take Encaprin and 
Ativan. My legs burn so badly, 
some days worse than others. Do 
you feel the things I am doing are 
right? Do you have any sugges­
tions? — Mrs. E.N.

The neuritis you have is also call­
ed peripheral neuropathy. That 
means something is causing nerves 
in the legs to send garbled pain 
messages to the brain. Your exer­
cise, massage and contrast baths 
are good measures.

Dr. Donohue

The steps you are taking are all 
part of generalized treatment. It 
would be great if you could find out 
just why those nerve messages are 
garbled. Many systemaic causes 
may be contributing to such distur-

Two others — amitriptyline 
and fluphenazine — are helpful 
sometimes, especially if there is 
diabetes in the background.

I don’t know what more I can 
say. The electrical unit, called 
TENS (transdermaj elect' ' !c' l  
neural stimulation) gets ingh 
marks from some people with your

neuritis. It’s a device worn over the 
painful area to deliver a small elec­
tric current. I f it interrupts 
transmissiosn of the nerve signals I 
mentioned, it can afford dramatic 
relief. If I were you. I ’d check out 
the diabetes connection as a 
starter.

Local cowboy faring well 
in National Finals Rodeo

Hawks win two out o f three  
despite efforts o f W TC's Lee

The Howard College Hawks and 
the Western Texas  Col lege 
Westerners hooked up in a best two 
out of three basketball match 
Thursday n i^ t  in Dorothy Garrett 
Coliseum, with the Hawks winning 
the pivotal third game to take the 
match by a 107-100 tally.

The Hawks played perhaps their 
best half of the season in the first 
half to take game one 54-36. The 
Westerners, not to be outdone, 
roared back to stomp the Hawks 
45-26 in game two, otherwise known 
as the furst 12 minutes of the second 
half.

At the 7:45 mark, with the overall 
score 81-60 in favor of the Hawks 
and a Westerner at the foul line, 
game three mercifully got under 
way.

The Westerner player missed the 
foul shot, and with it the opportuni­
ty to take their first lead since the 
first minute of the game. On the 
Hawks’ following possession, Sam 
Williams lofted a three-pointer that 
went so high it appear^ he’d tried 
to bank it off the coliseum roof. 
Moments later the bomb swooshed 
through the net.

The Westerners answered with a 
bucket, but the Hawks were play­
ing three-point ball at this point. 
Kevin Bradsher dribbled down the 
floor, made sure his feet were 
behind the extra-point arc, and se­
ed the Hawks’ second three-pointer 
in a minute.

Williams and Bradsher each 
landed three point shots in the re­
maining six minutes as the Hawks

protected their cushion to win by 
seven.

“ Sam had a good game. He’s a 
shooter, that’s his game. He was 
one of the keys to the game,’ ’ 
Howard coach Larry Brown said 
about his 6-4 sophomore with the 
sweet jumper. Williams finished 
with 24 points and five rebounds.

After the Westerners first shot of 
the game, the rest of the half was 
all Hawks. Alvin Lee, who is 
leading the Western Junior College 
Athletic with a stunning 36 points 
per game average, nailed a three- 
pointer with just 15 seconds elaps­
ed for an ominous start.

Then the Hawks went un­
conscious, which is basketball 
lingo for getting into the flow and 
doing everything right without hav­
ing to think about it. With Bradsher 
hitting his first three shots, Myron 
Wright and Mitchell Porter clean­
ing the boards, and Dennis Rhodes 
dishing six assists in the first ten 
minutes, the Hawks scored the 
next 14 points to lead 14-3 at the 
14:59 mark.

’The run included a Rhodes theft 
and pass to a flying Bradsher, who 
fired up the crowd with a reverse 
slam. Moments later, in the half 
court offense, Myron Wright faked 
left, blew by his man and rocked a 
lunging two-handed jam that stun­
ned the Westerners.

Wright, who would slam again 
later in the half, went to the dress­
ing room with eight rebounds and 
12 points. Bradsher, now averaging 
over 24 points per game, had 17 
points and five rebounds at the 
lialf. He finished with a game high

33 points, and wa.s instrumental in 
fouling out the Westerners’ Kevin 
Kendrick. Kendriok finished with 
18, but left early after covering 
Bradsher too closely for too long.

Lee, the Westerners scoring 
machine, had ten first half p<vnts 
Perhaps more im f ortantly, m had 
three fouls.

“ Every th ing  was f lowing 
Everything seemini to go our wa> 
that first half. It was one of things 
were you feel like everything s 
coming off the rim your way.”  said 
Porter, who had five first half re 
bounds and finished with 13. a 
game high.

“ I think it was the best half we vc 
played this year. The good thing 
about it was our defense, which in 
itiated some of our fast break op 
portunities, and we were hitting the 
boards pretty good too.

“ We did good and we just about 
had them put away, but you never 
really have people put away with 
that three point play and shooter^ 
like that,”  Brown naid.

Hawks’ fai.s who prepa'cd to 
lean back and savour the rout 
found out how right Brown was 
"rhe Westerners came out in i 
ferocious full court press and did to 
the Hawks what had been done to 
them in half one. Where in the first 
half the loose balls seemed to find 
their way into Hawk hands, in the 
second half it was the Westerners 
who got the breaks.

And the Westerners found then 
shooting touch. Lee, shooting like a 
36 points per game scorer, scorch

LAS VEGAS, Nev. (AP)  — Big Spring cowboy 
Wacey Cathey had another gocxl n i^ t  on the bull and 
Steve Duhon, in only his second year on the pro rodeo 
tour, captured the steer wrestling ’Thursday for the 
third time this week to maintain his overall lead in 
the event in the $1.8 million National Finals Rodeo

In bull riding, defending champion Ted Nuce of 
Manteca, Calif., won while Cathey finished second. 
Cathey also finished second in his ride Monday night.

Nuce moved to within $1,600 of ’Tuff Hedeman of 
Gainesville, Texas, in the race for the bull riding ti­
tle. Charles Sampson of Casa Grande Arizona finish­
ed out of the money, but still managed to remain the 
only rider to ride all his bulls in the rodeo.

Eluhon, who won only $22,864 all last year, pushed 
his season earings to $96,265 with the win — with 
$23,100 of that coming this week in the world’s richest 
rodeo.

Duhon, a 24-year-old from Opelousas, La., wrestl­
ed his steer to the ground in only 3.4 seconds to edge 
Ote Berry of Gordon, Neb., by one-tenth of a second 
and capture top prize money of $8,400.

With only two sessions of the 10-session rodeo re­
maining, Duhon also led to the average which pays 
an additional $18,270 to the overall winner of each 
event after Saturday’s final round.

A total of 115 cowboys qualified for the finals, held 
in Las Vegas for the second year after being lured 
from Oklahoma City by a doubling of the prize 
money. Thursday’s session was a sellout at the 
16,500-seat campus arena at the University of 
Nevada-Las Vegas.

Defending champions Jake Barnes of Bloomfield, 
N.M., and Clay O’Brien Cooper of Gilbert, Ariz.,won 
the team roping with a time of 4.3 seconds to keep 
their lead for another world title in the event. Barnes 
and Cooper have won three times and finished se­
cond twice in eight NFR sessions.

Finishing second in the team roping was Dee 
Pickett of Caldwell, Ida., and Mike Beers of Rufus, 
Ore., who were timed in 5.0 seconds.

Skeeter Thurston of Hyannis, Neb., and Bud 
Munroe of Valley Mills, Texas, tied for first place in 
the saddle bronc riding with scores of 77. Finishing 
second was Butch Small of Dubois, Ida., with a 76.

Winning the bareback riding was Clint Corey, who 
used the victory to vault past Lewis Feild of Elk 
Ridge, Utah, for the overall lead in the event. Corey, 
of Silverdale, Wash., has earned $94,255 in bareback 
riding this year, including $19,950 in the NFR.

Feild retained his lead, however, in the race for the 
coveted all around cowboy given to the top money 
winner who competes in at least two events. Feild 
won $1,050 in bareback but was shut out in saddle 
bronc to push his overall earnings to $137,272, vir­
tually assuring himself of the overall crown for the 
second straight year.

Rabe Rabón of Doole, Texas, turned in the fastest 
time of the rodeo so far in calf roping with a 7.5 se­
cond clocking. Paul Tierney of Rapid City, S.D., 
finished second at 8.1 seconds followed by Chris Lyb- 
bert of Argyle, Texas, who was timed in 8.3 seconds.
