City code now allows private 
clubs to remain opea.UOtil that 
hour, but prohibits public clubs 
from doing the same. 'The state will 
grant a public club a permit to con­
tinue selling alcoholic beverages 
until 2 a m. if the city ordinance 
allows it.

The proposed ordinance would 
allow the sale of mixed beverages, 
beer and wine until 2 afn. fo r' 
establishments with a mixed 
beverage permit. It would exclude 
establishments with a permit for 
beer and wine 8nly.

The issue was raised when a 
business owner complained that 
the law is unfair and causes him to 
lose business.

An ord inance setting the 
deadline at 2 a m for both types of 
businesses was on a previous Coun­
cil agenda. However, Councilmen 
decided then to change the 
deadline to midnight for private 
clubs as well, incurring the opposi­
tion of some local citizens and 
business owners

When Councilmen decided at the 
Jan. 12 work session to allow the 
sale until 2 a m , they said that the 
change in their decision reflects 
the wishes of their constituency.

On the insurance issue, the Coun­
cil decided at the Jan 12 work ses­
sion to search for a lower insurance 
premium when City Finance Direc­
tor Tom Ferguson revealed that 
the city’s premiums would jump by 
$100,000 this year.

The increase is for all types of in­
surance except health, he said, ad­
ding that the city pays approx­
imately $425,000 a year for the in­
surance.

BEIRUT, I^ebanon (A P ) — Gunmen today 

kidnapped two men in Moslem west Beirut and 
one witness said they were foreignmen in 
Moslem west Beirut and one witness said they 
were foreigners. Police said they had no indica­
tion that a group claming to hold three 
Americans and an Indian carried out its threat 
to kill a hostage.

Police said four gunmen snatched the two 
latest kidnap victims from an office equipment 
store in the Sanayeh residential district of west 
Beirut at 11:30 a.m. Police did not identify the 
victims or their nationalities.

A witness who spoke on condition of anonymi­
ty said two gunmen “ jumped out of a white

The witness said the victims spoke 
broken English.

An employee at the store who also spoke on 
condition of anonymity said the two victims 
were “ definitely foreigners.”

The Reagan administration today condemn­
ed the seizure of foreigners as hostages in 
Lebanon as a declaration of war against 
civilization, but told Americans there to get out, 
warning that “ there’s a limit to wtet our 
government can do”  for them.

Presidential spokesman Larry Speakes said 
the government “ will not make concessions to 
terrorist groups despite their threats.”

He said it would only endanger other

Americans “ to yield to their demands.” 
Speakes said President Reagan met with his 

advisers, including Chief of Staff Don Regan 
and national security adviser Frank Carlucci, 
to discuss the seizure of three more Americans 
over the weekend in Lebanon and “ certain deci­
sions”  were made. But he declined to go into 
specifics.

Speakes said the U.S. embassy in Beirut 
would not be closed. Some members of Con­
gress proposed such a measure in view of the 
danger to Americans.

“ Americans who ignored this warning clear­
ly did so at their own risk and their own respon­
sibility,” Speakes said.

Texas refineries end ’86 with low profits
DALLAS (A P ) — Texas crude oil refineries 

finished 1986 with an average profit margin of 
cents per barrel, according to a petroleum 

industry analyst.
The average Gulf Coast refinery had to cope 

with falling wholesale prices for refined pro­
ducts. Purvin & Gertz analyst Robert Hermes 
said. — ^

In addition to negative operating margins, 
most refiners also suffered losses from inven­
tory write-downs in the first quarter, Hermes 
said.

But after the fall in crude prices that occur­
red in the first quarter, demand for petroleum 
products picked up strongly, Hermes said.

The increase in demand and the relatively

low crude price led to an enormous jump in the 
average operating margin to $1.66 per barrel in 
the second quarter. It also led to a big increase 
in operating capacities.

“ During the second quarter, U.S. refineries 
operated at higher utilization rates than have 
been seen in a number of years in order to meet 
gasoline requirements,”  Hermes said.

“ The price increase appears to be ac­
celerating," Trilby Lundberg, publisher of the 
Lundberg Letter, said Sunday.

The average retail price, including all 
grades and all taxes, was 90.96 cents a gallon 
in the just-completed Lundberg Survey of 
gasoline prices across the United States.

It was the second time in a row the increase 
in U.S. average wholesale prices exceeded 
retail by about 1 cent, Ms. Lundberg said.

“ Which tells us two things,”  she said. 
“ Retailers lost another 1 cent a gallon of their 
apparent gross margin, and ... there is moun­
ting pressure for wholesale increases to get 
passed through to motorists.”

Trade talks continue
WASHINGTON -  U.S. and European 

negotiators say ihey w iR  continue talks this 
week in hopes of averting a bitter trade war 
over American grain exports.

Willy de Clercq, top trade negotiator for the 
12-nation European Ckimmunity, said both 
sides would engage in “ necessary consulta­
tions”  and then “ resume contact within the 
next few days in the light o f these 
consultations.”

Talks broke off Saturday following a six- 
hour session with no agreement reached.

“ We have been unable to reach agreeement 
today,”  De Clercq said in a statement. 
However, he added that “ the positions of the 
two sides have moved closer together.”

Roger Bolton, a spokesman for U.S. Trade 
Representative Clayton Yeutter, agreed that 
the two sides had come closer together “ and 
that’s good.’ * f

Meanwhile, the Southern Christian Leadership Con­
ference has asked for a federal probe of racial 
discrimination in housing and employment in the coun­
ty, said the Rev. Joseph Lowery, president of the civil 
rights group.

Community leaders, intent on showing the world that 
most of the county’s residents are not racist, had 
strung a  “ Welcnme To Forsyth County"  banner across 
the route of Saturday’s march.

Philippines protest deaths
MANILA, Philippines (A P ) — 

Government forces fell back today 
as Cabinet ministers led more than 
15r,GvG niai'clicrs arni-in-ui iii ~pasr 
the presidential palace gates to de­
mand justice for at least 12 pro­
testers slain last week by the 
military. '

President Corazon Aquino, 
disregarding warnings from ad­
visers, agreed to let the marchers 
come near her office. She did not 
put in an appearance.

The protesters marched across 
Mendiola BilUge, tiie main ap­
proach to the palace where the pro­
testers were shot last Thursday. 
'Then, instead of turning down a 
side street as planned for a rally, 
they pressed forward toward the 
palace gate.

About 600 riot police and 1,000 
soldiers deployed in front of Mrs. 
Aquino’s office withdrew. Four 
firetrucks blocked the street 
leading to Mrs. Aquino’s residence, 
which is across the street from the 
palace.

The protesters had planned to 
hold a rally about 200 yards from 
the palace. But as their front ranks 
crossed the bridge. Agriculture 
Minister Ramon Mitra began 
shouting, “ You ’ re marching 
th rou gh , you ’ re  m arch in g  
throu^.”

Social Services Minister Mita 
Pardo de Tavera said Mrs. Aquino 
asked about a dozen Cabinet 
ministers to join the marchers and 
insure there would be no clash with 
the military.

Many of the protesters raised 
clinched fists, while others wepj 
and sang “ Bayan Ko*’ '  — “ My 
Country”  — the unofficial anthem 
of the struggle against former 
President Ferdinand E. Marcos 
20-year authoritarian reign.

After passing by the palace, the 
crowd dispersed without incident.

The government and hospitals 
have said 12 people were killed in 
Thursday’s shootíng when militant 
farmers demanding land reform 
tried to push through a police 
blockade on Mendiola Bridge. Op­
position groups put the toll as high 
as 18. In addition, 94 people were 
injured.

Presidential spokesman Teodoro 
Benigno said Mrs. Aquino met for 
90 minutes with the march 
organizers before today’s protest 
began and accepted their demands 
to remove troops and barriers from 
the bridge.

“ There will bf no soldiers, no 
barricadeB, no barbed wires,”  he 
said. *"nie march will be allowed to 
go through unimpeded.”

Benigno said Mrs. Aquino’s 
military advisers told her they 
could not guarantee her safety in 
the palace if the protesters were 
allowed to cross the bridge, but 
that she overruled them. However, 
the marchers were not expected to 
go through the palace gates.

Bayan, the nation’s largest leftist 
organziation; the May 1st Move­
ment, the laigest labor union; and 
several student groups took part in 
the nnarch.

Thousands of leftists set out from 
a rally at the post office carrying

telephones and a vacant storefront for use by 
reporters; members of the City Council and county 
commission, local religious leaders and others 
welcomed the march leaders at the courthouse.

But about 1,000 Ku Klux Klan members and sym­
pathizers jeered the marchers, waving Confederate 
flags and chanting, “ Nigger, go home."

A march a week earlier by about 75 people through 
the rural county where blacks were terrorized and 
driven out in 1912 was cut short by rocks and bottles 
hurled by a mob of about 400 whites.

That prompted the second demonstration, on Satur­
day, when about 600 police officers and 1,700 National 
Guardsmen protect^ the marchers. Three people 
were treated after being hit by flying objects, and 56 
counter-demonstrators were arrested.

Forsyth County will have to overcome the publicity 
if it wants to attract industry and jobs, said Roger 
Crow, president-elect of the Cumming-F'orsyth County 
Chamber of Commerce and community spokesman 
during the disturbances.

China blames reporter
PEKING — The Foreign Ministry today 

ordered the French news agency Agence 
France-Presse to transfer from China one of 
its reporters, an American who allegedly ac­
cepted information from a Chinese student.

The reporter, 32-year-old Lawrence Mac­
Donald, has been in Hong Kong for the last 
few days. It was not clear if he would be allow­
ed to return to Peking.

The action against MacDonald, announced 
by the official Xinhua News Agency, came 
one day after the government said a Chinese 
student was arrested for alleged “ secret collu­
sion" with MacDonald.

Xinhua on Sunday quoted the State Security 
Bureau, China’s intelligence agency, as say­
ing that the student, Lin Jie of Tianjin Univer­
sity, had provided intelligence information to 
MacDonald. Tianjin, a port city east of Pek­
ing, was one of at least 11 ciliés where 
students held pro-democracy demonstrations 
in December and early January

BONN, West Germany — Chancellor 

Helmut Kohl’s conservative coalition was 
elected to another four years in office despite 
his party’s worst showing since 1949 and im­
pressive gains by the anti-NATO Greens.

Kohl's conservative Christian Democrats 
and their Bavarian allies, the Christian Social 
Union, won just 44.3 percent of the vote in na­
tional elections Sunday, down 4.5 percentage 
points from 1983.

Critics of the secret arms deal 
have scoffed. But in fact Pentagon 
strategists have been warning for 
years of a possible Soviet invasion 
during the chaos that is expected to 
follow Khomeini’s deaths.

This is a contingency that must 
be Teekoned with — and planned 
against. As early as 1982, Defense 
Secretary Caspar Weinberger 
focused his secret “ Defense 
Guidance" on the assumption of 
just such a Soviet attack.

So White House apologists at 
least have the Pentagon’s scenario 
writers to point to. Whether the 
military’s fears are valid, and 
whether clandestine actions should 
have been taken on the basis of 
war-game scenarios, is open to 
debate.

In any case, details of the 
“ Defense Guidance”  documents 
make fascinating, if macabre, 
reading. Our associate Donald 
Goldberg has obtained some of the 
secret strategic planning papers, 
which are prepared annually to 
cover military planning for the 
following five years. The ^ m ed  
services use these guittes to 
allocate their people and material 
around the world.

The Pentagon’s concern over a 
Soviet invasion of Iran is nothing 
new. As we first reported in 1981, 
the Soviets staged a mock invasion 
of their neighbor in the fall of 1980, 
testing their command, control and 
communications system near the 
Iranian border.

The tinjing of the exercise sug­
gested that it may have been mere­
ly a show of strength intended to

dissuade President Carter from a 
second military attempt to rescue 
the Aniertcaii hoSiages in Tehran.

By 1984, when the Defense 
Guidance for the years 1985 
through 1989 was prepared, a 
Soviet invasion of Iran was the 
most important “ illustrative plan­
ning scenario... upon which to base 
force development planning for the 
1993 time frame and to assess risks 
in programmed forces.”

'The scenarios “ realistically por- 
tra.y enen))^ canahilit.ies as . iiv 
dicated by current intelligence 
estimates,”  although they were not 
intended as “ a prediction of future 
events.”

The chilling scenario used in that 
document supposes that 24 Soviet 
divisions would invade some two 
months after the central authority 
in Tehran begins to break down, 
presumably following Khomeini’s 
death or some disruption of equal 
magnitude. Full-scale — but not 
nuclear — engagement between 
Soviet and U.S. forces begins 30 to 
40 days after the Soviet invasion.

Meanwhile^ according to the 
war-game scenario, NATO and 
Warsaw Pact troops begin fighting 
in Central Europe, starting with a 
Soviet bloc attack by 90 divisions. 
Simultaneously, North Korea at­
tacks South Korea, necessitating a 
swift American infusion of rein­
forcements there.

The 1984-88 Defense Guidance

For 30 
minutes or so every morning 
before work, it would be nice to be 
able to catch up on events with a 
brisk, no-nonsense news program.
A run-through of the day’s top 
stories, an interview with a Cabinet 
officer or senator, a couple of 
reports from  overseas co r­
respondents, an update on the price 
of gold and the weather in Montana 
— it’s not much to ask, is it?

As far back as I can remember, 
anyone with that prefereiic.p could — 
tune in the CBS Morning News. 
Now, I am nothing if not loyal. I 
have watched the Morning News 
through a succession of anchors — 
Hughes Rudd, Sally Quinn, Morton 
Dean, Connie Chung, Charles 
Kuralt, Diane Sawyer, Bill Kurtis, 
Phyllis George and more. Some I 
liked, some I detested, buy my 
loyalty to the show was steadfast.

My reward is “ The Morning Pro- 
grarfi,'”  'tieBuleu rvcertily on 
CBS, taking over most of the time 
formerly occupied by the news. 
(The Morning News, in a ktripped- 
down form, airs earlier.) It is to the 
Morning News what the National 
Enquirer is to the Sunday Times of 
London.

It features a homey set, game 
show music, a dizzy blonde, a 
golden retriever and a comedian.
Or two comedians. Or three. Also 
news — about 13 seconds of it every 
half hour.

The irrepressible Phyllis George 
won notoriety by suggesting, at the 
end of an interview with Cathy 
Webb and Gary Dotson, that the 
two hug. (The suggestion was 
declined.) You ain’t seen nothin’ 
yet. The hostess of “ The Morning 
Program”  makes Phyllis George 
look about as warm as Richard 
Nixon.

“ Friendly”  is the relentless 
theme. “ We want to be your friend­
ly morning wakeup call,”  Mariette 
Hartley pleaded on the first day. 
Everyone who shows up on the set 
is “ a personal friend. Anyone who 
shrinks from public displays of af­
fection will find an appearance 
unpleasant.

That is apparently how Hartley’s 
co-host, Holland Smith, finds it. 
Assailed by Hartley’s dumb jokes 
and presumptuous questions, he 
maintains a tense smile, looking as 
uncomfortable as an Episcopalian 
at a nudist camp. The first day. 
Hartley said Smith is a “ newsman 
and journalist.”  From his de­
meanor, he probably knew what 
some viewers were thinking: “ Not 
anymore, he’s not.”

Journalists do not preside over 
shows which feature taped per­
sonal ads from people looking for 
mates. The only conclusion to be 
drawn from this innovation is that 
there is no limit to what some peo­
ple will endure in order to get on 
national TV.

Some of us got all the laughs we 
needed from the old show’s inter­
views with politicians. Now we 
have to sit through a daily comedy 
routine.

Loyal fans of CBS’ morning pro­
grams have put up with a lot. With

What’s alarming 
t^Konsider is that “ The Morning 
Program”  may not be the worst 
show CBS can produce Come 
back, Phyllis George All is 
forgiven.

Surgery tried in
DEAR DR. DONOHUE: I am a 

man, 45 years old, healthy and 
holding down a responsible posi­
tion. Things have become difficult 
for me, for I am one of those people 
who have the c lu ster-type  
headaches, so diagnosed several 
years ago. Of late (last year) they 
have become worse, happening 
just about daily. Medicine now 
does not help them, either in 
avoiding or alleviating the pains. 
My sympathetic doctor has refer­
red me to a well-known local 
neurologist, who is considering me 
for surgery. Do you know of 
surgery for this problem and how 
successful it is? — V.R.

The surgery is to deaden or 
destroy the nerves causing the 
pain. I am sure you are aware this 
surgery is not without potential 
after-effects, like chronic numb­
ness in nerve area. Nor can success 
in  e n d in g  th e  h e a d a ch es  
themselves be assured.

It’s an option for those in whom 
the headaches have become disabl­
ing. Your situation is not unusual. 
Some people experience cluster 
headache in two phases. In the 
ftrst, they have the headaches in 
clusters for weeks or months only 
to have them disappear entirely for 
extended periods. They then live in 
dread of die next episode. Some of 
these people subsequently enter a 
chronic phase, with headaches oc­
curring daily and continuously.

For these people, the surgery is 
considered. Many have suffered 
such headaches for years. I cannot 
cite for you chances of emerging 
from surgery pain-free. In a recent 
report, doctors at the Mayo Cliidc 
pcrtormed surgery on 26 cluster 
headache patients. Based on 
follow-up studies, they reported 
that results were excellent in about 
SO percent of them, good to fair in

15 percent, and poor in the rest.
DEAR DR. DONOHUE: It is a 

fact that women should take 
calcium for good health. I am 58 
and in excellent health except for 
some bursitis in the shoulder. Will 
calcium tablets help the bursitis, 
make it worse, or have no effect at 
all? — Mrs. O.B.

The calcium tablets will have no 
effect at all on the bursitis.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: I am 59. 
Recently, my doctor told me X- 
rSys showed some calcification of 
my aorta. He told me to go on a 
low-fat diet. Will you discuss 
calcification of the aorta and how 
rare it is? Will the diet correct It. or 
just keep it under control? — Mrs. 
H.

Plenty of 59-year-olds have some 
aortic calcification. It would be 
nice for all of us to have a clear 
arterial system, but some amount 
of calcification is inevitable.

Calcification is the body’s way of 
plastering over stress points, and 
the aorta, being the largest of the 
body’s arteries, gets its share of 
stress over the years.

Your low-fat diet will help 
minimize further calcification. If 
fatty buildups' occur in arteries, 
they, too, become calcified with 
time as the body continues its 
never-ending patch up work

Joint stiffness should not be at­

tributed to the normal aches of ag- 
ii^  unless a doctor confirms that 
diagnosis, according to an expert 
at the New York University 
Medical Center.

“ Although some stiffness may be 
associated with normal aging after 
age 50, it can also signal serious 
underlying disease, especially if 
pain occurs,”  reported Dr. Mar­
shall A. Mundheim, assistant pro­
fessor of clinical medicine and a 
rheumatology specialist at the 
center.

Mundheim explained that as we 
age, there is some loss of moisture 
and elasticity in the tissues that 
surround our joints. In particular, 
the back, shoulders and titps may 
become flexible and may feel stiff, 
especially in the morning. He 
stresses this should be painless.

However, Mundheim urges a 
complete evaluation for anyone

who experiences joint stiffness. “ It 
is important to determine whether 
joint symptoms are due solely to 
a g in g  or w h e th er  fu r th e r  
diagnostic studies are needed to 
identify the underlying cause of the 
problem,”  he said.

Stiffness without pain may be an 
early warning sign of neurological 
illness, such as Parkinson’s 
disease, or muscular disorder. 
When pain is present, Mundheim 
noted it often indicates there is 
some sort of rheumatic disorder, or 
a form of arthritis. He added that 
the same symptoms can indicate 
thryroid disease, a medication 
reaction, hidden infections of the 
heart or other organs, or cancer.

In older people, the most com-' 
mon cause of joint stiffness, swell­
ing and pain is osteorarthritis, a 
degenerative joint disease that af­
fects almost everyone beyond a 
certain age.

you tell me passed the recent 
checkup with good marks. If that 
included a blood pressure well 
within limits, you can mark that as 
another plus factor *or aortic 
health. Hig.h blood pressure is a 
negative factor in connection with 
aortic calctification. I'll bet this 
never becomes a serious problem 
for you.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: In your 
booklet on fitness you explain how 
to take a p>ulse to measure aerobic 
exercise effectiveness. My ques­
tion is, can a person take that pulse 
at the neck artery? — Mrs. W.J.

Stick wiith the wrist artery to get 
your pulise. Compression of the 
neck artery can produce a reduced 
heart rate. Are you having trouble 
getting j'our wrist pulse? Many 
people d<3 and give up too easily. 
Keep it u p and you will get the hang 
of it.

BEAUMONT — About five of the 
26 present or former employees of 
marine-service companies who 
testified  against W illiam F'. 
Fredeman Jr. and Henry F. 
Fredeman were granted immuni­
ty, an assistant U.S. attorney said.

During closing arguments Fri­
day in the Fredemans’ trial, 
defense attorneys said prosecutors 
were misled by former Fredeman 
employees who hated their bosses 
or wanted to cover up their own 
misdeeds.

But some of those witnesses who 
said they knew of widespread fuel 
thefts from Fredeman customers 
still work for the family-owned 
companies on their own and had no 
reason to lie, said Assistant U.S. 
Attorney Mike Bradford.

Deliberations were set for today 
in the federal racketeering trial of 
the Fredeman brothers, their three 
towing companies and eight other

employees.
The jury in U.S. District Judge 

Sam Hall's court was to consider 
racketeering, obstruction of justice 
and mail fraud charges.

If jurors find William Jr., 49, and 
Henry, 46, both of Groves, and their 
companies guilty of racketeering 
they also will decide if the brothers 
must forfeit ownership in the com­
panies to tbe federal government.

Hall win assess any penalties 
against individual defendants. 
Each racketeering conviction has a 
possible penalty of up to 20 years in 
federal prison.

FORT WORTH -  Analysts 
predict a new provision in fedaral 
bankruptcy laws designed to hqlp 
farmers stay in business may have 
the negative effect of scaring away 
agriculture lenders.

Congress established Chapter 12 
o f the bankruptcy code in 
November to give farmers last- 
chance protection from creditors 
while the landowners reorganize 
their debts.

But some industry observers say 
the law may cause bankers to shy 
away from making new loans to 
farmers.

The Chapter 12 provision forces 
lenders for farmers with up to $1.3 
million in farm-related debts to

write off the difference between the 
face value of the debts owed and 
the depressed value of today's 
farm assets.

Experts say the write-offs pro­
bably will run in the tens of 
thousands of dollars, often into the 
hundreds of thousand of dollars on 
each loan.

“ We definitely w’ill take a 
stronger look at repayment abili­
ty," said Gary Vaughn, vice presi­
dent for loan administration at the 
Federal Land Bank of Texas in 
Austin. “ And that's not to say we 
haven’t already been doing so in 
the past.”

The Federal Land Bank has $2.3 
billion in farm real estate loans and

is one of three Farm Credit Banks 
of Texas, the largest single lender 
to farmers in the state.

Chapter 12 will not necessarily 
cause his institution to refuse farm 
loans, Vaughn said. But provisions 
of the chapter might cause the 
system to set limits on farm loans 
based on the Chapter 12 write­
downs for the value of the col­
lateral, he said.

Only seven of about 30,000 bor­
rowers in the Farm Credit Banks of 
Texas have filed Chapter 12 peti­
tions, Vaughn said.

About 30 West Texas Farmery 
are said to be in the process of fil­
ing Chapter 12 petitions, the Fort 
Worth Star-Telegram reported

Sunday. Officials at the U.S. 
Bankruptcy Court in Fort Worth 
say only two Chapter 12 petitions 
have been filed there, both from 
Wichita Falls-area farmers.

Bruce Magness, a Lubbock 
lawyer who specializes in farmers’ 
legal problems, says only about 5 
percent of the nation’s bankrupt 
farmers have been able to get the 
required creditors’ approval to 
reorganize and continue under the 
Chapter 11 bankruptcy code.

Chapter 11 is the common route 
for troubled businesses seeking 
protection from creditors.

Chapter 12, like Chapter 11, 
forces the farmer to develop a plan 
to reorganize debt.

New York Giants had it all. They 
were relentless. They were in­
novative. They were lucky. And 
they had the one ingredient that 
was doubted; the quarterback.

In the Super Bowl which would 
certify John Elway’s status as foot- 
b a l l ’ s m ost d yn a m ic  and 
dangerous quarterback, it was Phil 
Simms who starred. He merely

They did it with a big-play of­
fense bolstered by some trickery 
and piloted by Simms, a quarter­
back who silenced his critics with a 
hear-perfect passing performance.

“ This dispelled for the last time 
any myth about Phil Simms,’ ’ 
Giants Coach Bill Parcells said. 
‘He was ateolutdy magnificent to­

day. ... He quarterbacked as good a 
game as ever had been played.’ ’

Simms passed for 268 yards and 
three touchdowns. He dueled 
Elway on nearly even terms in the 
first half, then led a Giants assault 
in the second half by hitting a 
Super Bowl-record 10 straight 
passes.

“ In my wildest dreams, I 
couldn’t have hoped it would work 
out this w ay,’ ’ Simms said. 
“ Everything we tried I felt was 
there. I didn’t throw one bail today 
where I said, ‘I wish I had that one 
back.’

“ It was really close to perfect.’!

Breakdowns doom Broncos
PASADENA, Calif. (A P ) — Leading 10-7 in 

the second quarter, Denver had first-and-goal 
at the Giants 1-yard line. The Broncos were 
poised to take command of the Super Bowl and 
force New York out of its game plan.

Then the Broncos broke down.
Denver didn’t get the touchdown, failing on 

three running plays. Worse still, they didn’t 
even manage a field goal as Rich Karlis was 
wide right from 23 yards.

And as if that weren’t enough to kill their 
-momentum, moments later quarterback John 
Elway was sacked in the en(l zone by George 
Martin for a safety. Then Karlis missed yet 
another field goal, also to the right, from 34 
yards.

Denver, although up iO-9 at halftime Sunday, 
was left to ponder in the locker room what 
might have been.

With scarcely a dissenting voice, the under­
dog Broncos had proclaimed all week the 
necessity of playing a perfect game if they 
were to defeat New York. What they got in­
stead was a series of decidedly imperfect 
breakdowns that spelled a 39-20 Giants’ victory 
for the N FL championship.

In approximate order of importance, the er­
rors were;

— The two missed field goals by Karlis, who 
ironically had been the hero of Denver’s 23-20 
AFC  championship gam e v ic to ry  over 
Cleveland.

— Faulty execution on the first-and-goal at 
the 1.

— Only two net yards on their first three 
possessions of the second half.

The Broncos even lost a pair of instant- 
replay decisions.

“ To have a chance, we knew we had to do 
something with every scoring opportunity,’ ’ 
Denver Ck>ach Dan Reeves said. “ We had a 
first-and-goal at the 1, and instead of seven 
points (or three) we came away with none.

“ I called those three plays and I felt good 
about each one. I ’d like to have them back. I 
don’t know what happened. On the first-down 
play, the fullback and guard are supposed to be 
out front. That was really disappointing.’ ’

On their next series, Elway was dumped for 
the safety. On the previous play, t i^ t  end 
Clarence Kay dived for a low pass, which the 
officials ruled he trapped.

“ Certainly the missed field goals hurt us,”

“ They took many more chances 
and they were more wide open with 
their offense.”  Broncos All-Pro 
linebacker Karl Mecklenburg said. 
“ It wasn’t anything we couldn't 
handle on defense. They just 
outplayed us.”

Trailing 10-9 entering the second 
half, the Giants gambled with a 
fake punt on fourth-and-1 from 
their 46 Backup quarterback Jeff 
Rutledge sneaked for two yards.

“ I think that was a big play,”  
Rutledge said. “ It was really 
minor on my part. I was really sur­
prised they called it. That’s the 
first time I ’ve ever done it.”

From there, the Giants moved to 
the go-ahead touchdown, a 13-yard 
pass to Mark Bavaro.

“ Bill is so conservative," Morris 
said of Parcells’ approach to such 
skullduggery. “ If we don’t make it 
every time in practice, he won't 
use it But we tried i f  12 times this 
week and made it all 12 times.

McConkey served a five-year 
hitch in the Navy before joining the 
Giants, was cut in training camp, 
then reacquired after the fourth 
game when Lionel Manuel hurt his 
knee.

“ You think about this your whole 
life.”  he said. “ Every pushup you 
do. every game you play, every 
catch you make, it’s all for a goal 
— to be the best.”

The game was a culmination of 
the Giants’ greatest season in three 
decades. They hadn’t been in an 
NFL championship game since los­
ing their third straight in 1963.

But they have been in th- 
playoffs four of the last six years, 
including the last three seasons. In 
1984 and ’85, they lost playoff 
games to the eventual Super Bowl 
winners, San Francisco and 
Chicago, respectively.

All of which made this victory 
even more satisfying.

“ It’s the realization of a dream 
come true for not only me but the 
who l e  o r g a n i z a t i o n , ”  said 
linebacker Harry Carson, a 12-year 
veteran whom teammates call the 
soul of the Giants. “ It has been a 
long time coming.”

ITirough 30 minutes, it didn’t

seem to be coming at all. Elway 
had taken the Broncos on drives of 
45, 58, 74 and 47 yards in the first 
half.

When (^ r g e  Martin tackled 

Denver quarterback John Elway in 
the end zone in the second quarter, 
it was the fourth safety recorded in 
a Super Bowl. The others were 
scored by Pittsburgh’s Dwight 
White against Fran Tarkenton in 
the 1975 Super Bowl, Pittsburgh’s 
Reggie Harrison against Dallas 
punter Mitch Hoopes in the 1976 
Super Bowl and (Chicago’s Henry 
Waechter against Steve Grogan 
last year.

A late arrival at the Rose Bowl 
was Washington Redskins defen 
sive end Dexter Manley, who sat on 
a stairway near the top of the 
stadium with some Giants fans and 
signed auU^raphs for about 20 
minutes until ushers finally helped 
him l(x:ate his seat.

All 13 passes in the first quarter 
were completed by Phil Simms and 
John Elway, but both quarter­
backs’ streaks ended on their first 
attempts of the second quarter. 
Simms finished with 22 comple­
tions in 25 attempts, an NFL 
playoff-record 88 percent comple­
tion rate. The previous record of 
84.2 was set in the 1983 AFC cham­
pionship game against New 
England by Miami’s David 
Woodley, who completed 16 of 19 
passes.

The Giants’ 39 points against 
Denver gave New York a 105-23 
scoring margin for its three playoff 
games this season. The Giants'

82-point margin was one better 
than the record set by the Clu<»go 
Bears last season. New York’s 105 
points fell seven shy of Giicago’s 
total.

Despite missing field g(Mls of 23 
and 34 yards. Rich Kariis tied the 
Super Bowl record for the longest 
field goal when he hit a 48-yarder to 
open the scoring. The 23-yard miss 
w a ^  Super Bowl record for the 
shdriest failed three-point attempt. 
Baltimore's Lou Michaels missed a 
27-yarder in the 1969 Super Bowl.

The crowd of 101,063 was the 
smallest of the four Super B4«wls 
contested at the Rose Bowl. The 
largest Rose Bowl crowd was 
103,985 for the 1980 Super Bowl bet­
ween the Pittsburgh Steelers and 
Los Angeles Rams.

New York (Hants owner Wefr- 
ington Mara aixepted a Super 
Bowl championship trophy named 
for an old college classmate. Both 
Mara and Vince Lombardi, the 
coach whose Green Bay Packers 
won the first two Super Bowls, 
graduated from Fordham Univer­
sity in 1937.
