Confusion hampering assistance to aliens

Confusion about the Immigration
and Reform Act of 1986 is hamper
ing efforts to assist illegal aliens in
seeking legalization, Sister Mary
Jean Audette of Midland toid Big
Spring residents Thursday

Because the U.S. Immigration
and Naturalization Service is con
stantly revising the law, what is
said one day may not be true the
next, Audette said. She assists il-
legal aliens at Midland’s Diocese of

San Angelo Social Action Office

She spoke to approximately 70
people including immigrants,
employers and volunteers at Im-
maculate Heart of Mary School

Audette later briefed eight
volunteers on changes in the law.

“Don't ever turn anyone away,"’
Audette said. Someone who might
be denied legalization if his ap-
plication were submitted today
might be accepted several months
from now if additional changes are
made in the law, she said

Tort reform package
nearing House vote

AUSTIN (AP) The Texas
House easily approved its own ver
sion of civil justice reform with a
tort reform package designed to
end the so-called crisis in the
availability and price of liability
insurance.

A final vote on several measures
in the package was expected today

The principal measure tentative-
ly approved on voice vote Thurs-
day night was an omnibus tort
reform bill revising civil justice
laws covering personal injury and
damage suits.

Also tentatively approved on a
non-record vote was a measure
that would make numerous
changes in state liability insurance
laws, including the creation of a
consumer protection division at the
State Board of Insurance

More issues have been approved
previously by the Senate, but
House changes likely will send
thenr to a 10-member conference
committee to iron out the Senate-
House differences.

Only two proposed amendments
were debated in the 114 hour con-
sideration of the omnibus bill that
included changes in law concern-
ing comparative responsibility,
punitive damages, governmental
liability and frivolous lawsuits.
Both proposals were defeated.

Gov. Bill Clements, who has
threatened to call a special session
on tort reform, praised the House
for its support of tort and insurance
reform. He did not say if he favored
the House or Senate version.

“It will take an effort such as this
to not only reform the state’s tort
laws, but also help bolster the state
economy,’’ Clements said.

The most crucial vote on an
amendment by Rep. David Cain,
D-Dallas, to make the House
measure conform to the Senate bill
was tabled 88-60.

“This reform is vitally needed to
return predictability to our civil
justice system which has con-
tributed to the liability insurance
crisis,’’ said Rep. Mike Toomey, R-
Houston, author of the House ver-
sion of the Senate approved bill.

Cain argued the Senate bill had
been a true compromise negotiated
by .legislators, trial lawyers and
the insurance industry.

Rep. Debra Danburg, D-
Houston, supported Cain saying
adoption of the Senate version
“means we would have a tort
reform bill this session.”

But “I predict if Cain’s amend-
ment is adopted we would have a
bill that would not be signed by the
governor,”’ said Rep. Bruce Gip-
son, D-Cleburne.

“The House of Representatives
is out of touch with the people of
Texas,”’ said Bill Rogers, director
of the Texans for Civil Justice.

Rogers claimed in a statement
the House bill would destroy the
rights of injured people and protect
drunken drivers because it tighten-
ed court procedures concerning
damage recoveries.

She told of a woman who doesn't
qualify for legalization under cur
rent regulations because she came
to the United States in 1983, after
the Jan. 1, 1982 cut-off date. Her
husband, however, qualified for
amnesty under the deadline, and
her three children are American
citizens because they were born
here

Audette has not yet sent the
family’s apg@lication to a legaliza
tion center. She hopes additional
changes in the law will allow

legalization for individuals under
such circumstances

Audette, who plans to fight to

customers are slightly higher than most, he said.
Customers may choose to pay an annual fee to the
company in a plan similar to insurance. They then
would not be charged when ambulance service is

needed, Dorton said.

Rural Metro and several other companies submit-

ted such plans.

Similar arrangements have provén satisfactory
elsewhere, with fees ranging from $18 to $27 a year,
and people enjoy the security that they are not assess-
ed a large fee in an emergency, he said.

The second lowest bid was from Med Care EMS of
Breckenridge, for $120,000 annually. Texas EMS Corp

of Houston bid $204,000.

Lee Ambulance’s bid was the highest from a private
company, for $360,000 a year, or $30,000 a month,
Hadley said. The company currently is being subsidiz-

ed about $98,000 a year.

A contract involving Lee Ambulance, the city and
county was re-negotiated early this year. It calls for
$62,280 annually in cash and services from the city and
a $36,000 annual cash subsidy from the county. About
$48,000 a year from the city is cash, City Manager

Mack Wofford has said.

A seventh firm, Alert Care of Hillsboro, declined

bidding, Hadley said.

The city began its ambulance service search in
April when Lee Ambulance owner Charles Ginn decid-

ed to end its contract with the city and county.

In a letter to Wofford April 15, Ginn said the com-
pany is giving the required 90-day notice to end the
contract. It said service will end at 12:01 a.m. July 15.

Too many uncollected debts is the reason Ginn is en-

ding the contract, he said.

He testified at a February Ambulance Advisory

Committee meeting that his business troubles stem

from difficulty collecting delinquent payments on
emergency services.

He said he is unable to collect 50 to 55 percent of the
payments. In addition to people who are too poor to
pay, many insurance companies won’t pay, he said.

Many customers don’t know their insurance won’t

pay until they receive a statement after the fact, he
explained. When that occurs, some of them refuse to
pay, stating their insurance companies owe the
money, he added.

The committee meeting was conducted to hear com-
ments on the proposed establishment of an ambulance
transfer service. The group concluded emergency
ambulance services would suffer if a transfer service
were allowed to compete with Lee Ambulance.

Ginn said at that time he would be forced to end his

services if he lost transfer business. He said he is able

to collect 98 percent of the money owed on transfers

Dorton projected it will not pro-
duce any revenues even after the
service is in operation for one year.

‘‘Based on the actual collections
of towns of our size, the history is
that once a city/county absorbs the
ambulance service and makes that
their business, it is almost impossi-
ble to collect from taxpayers who
utilize the service,’’ he said.

Dorton mentioned the city of
Pampa which took over the am-
bulance service temporarily
several years ago when the city’s
private service went out of opera-
tion. The city had difficulty making
collections, he said.

Big Spring City Manager Mack
Wofford was Pampa city manager

Confusion

at the time.

“Our collections were extremely
limited,”” Wofford said this morn-
ing, explaining that people who
were taxpaying citizens didn’t
think they should have to pay for
the service.

The city operated the ambulance
service from the fire department
for about three months until
another service was found, Wof-
ford said.

Owner of Lee Ambulance,
Charles Ginn, told the city and
county April 15 that he planned to
discontinue service July 15 because
he was unable to collect debts owed
for emergency services.

Ginn receives approximately
$98, 000 in city and county subsidies.

Ginn’s 1986 financial statement
shows he incurred $40,551 in bad
debts during the 12-month period.
He had a net income of $21,941.

City/county proposals call for a
$90 charge per emergency run plus
additional charges for supplies and
mileage costs.

Lee Ambulance currently
charges $80 per emergency run,
Dorton said.

Both of Dorton’s proposals call
for 10 employees: eight shift
workers, one supervisor and a bill-
ing clerk. Total personnel costs are
$249 800 for each proposal. Salaries
for shift workers are based on
basic fire fighter wage scales. Shift
workers would earn $21,000 annual-
ly plus benefits. The supervisor
would earn a $30,000 salary with
benefits and the clerk would be
paid $14.000.

A city/county service would not
provide transfer service as does
the current private ambulance ser-
vice because it would be too costly
and time consuming, Dorton said.

““My hope is that some of the
large organizations who are oppos-
ed to this and really care about peo-
ple will fight it,”’ she said.

Illegal aliens who receive food
stamps qualify for legalization
because the aid is not considered
cash assistance, she said.

Audette also warned volunteers
of confusion surrounding driving
while intoxicated convictions in
Texas. It is unknown whether the

convictions will be considered
felony or misdemeanor charges,
she said.

According to the Reform Act,
anyone with one felony or three
misdemeanor convictions is dis-
qualified from seeking
legalization.

If someone is sentenced to more
than one year, even if he doesn’t
serve the time, it might be con-
sidered a felony, she said.

Audette will be in Big Spring

again at 7 p.m. May 27 at Im-
maculate Heart of Mary School to
continue training volunteers and
helping immigrants with the com-
pletion of applications for
legalization.

Meanwhile, United States flags already are being flown at
half-staff in memory of those who are among the latest to
give their lives for our country — the 37 who died aboard the
USS Stark when it was hit Sunday by an Iraqi-fired missile.

The controversy and issues surrounding that tragedy
might continue for weeks and months. But its occurrence a
week before Memorial Day should serve as a strong
reminder of our need to honor those who have given so much
to guarantee our continued freedoms.

Monday also is the day to remember and honor those who
continue to be listed as Missing in Action — those about
whom little or nothing has been heard since they first

disappeared

In addition, it’s a day to remember and assist the families
who have suffered from the loss of loved ones taken while ser-

ving our nation.

Such are the reasons — the purpose — for the holiday that
first was designated nationally in 1868 by Gen. John A.
Logan, commander in chief of the Grand Old Army of the

Republic.

In subsequent years, the observance became known as
Declaration Day, and Congress officially designated the holi-

day as Memorial Day in 1971.

The holiday is not just part of a three-day weekend for fun
— for water sports, games, sun-bathing and relaxing.

At least a portion of Monday should be used hy all of us to
observe the purpose of the holiday — to honor  all who have
paid dearly so the rest of us can continue to enjoy such

holidays.

We can do that best by visiting gravesites, participating in
memorial ceremonies, and by comforting families who will
never stop missing those loved ones taken when in the prime

‘Made in Japan’ choice by
Agriculture Dept. blocked

WASHINGTON — The
Agriculture Department is only a
few blocks from the White House,
but apparently its purchasing peo-
ple didn’t get word that President
Reagan was declaring a trade war
against Japan.

On April 17, the very day the
president announced sanctions
against some Japanese imports, an
American computer manufacturer
was informed by an Agriculture
Department contract officer that it
had lost out on a multimillion-
dollar contract — to Hitachi, the
Japanese electronics giant.

The $48 million computer con-
tract, awarded to Hitachi’s
American distributor, ViON Corp.,
has been put on hold because of ap-
peals” by the American firm,
StorageTek, and another U.S. bid-
der, IBM.

According to corporate
documents obtained by our
reporter Karen Talley,
StorageTek's bid was at least $10
million less for the Agriculture con-
tract, while IBM’s bid was
“several”’ million dollars lower
than the winning Hitachi price.

The General Services Ad-
ministration is reviewing the bid-
ding, and a decision on the appeals
by StorageTek and IBM is ex-
pected in June.

The particular Hitachi equip-
ment that Agriculture wants to buy
from ViON is not subject to the
president’s trade sanctions. But
Hitachi is one of the Japanese com-
panies whose practice of dumping
computer chips on the U.S. market
at below-cost prices led to the sanc-
tions imposed last month, accor-
ding to Gary Holmes of the U.S.
Trade Representative’s office.

The idea behind the sanctions
was that a get-tough approach
would persuade the Japanese
government to eliminate some of
the trade barriers that have made
it difficult or impossible for U.S.
exporters to sell their goods in

Japan.

The Agriculture Department’s
get-soft approach to Japan
manifestly hasn't worked. At about
the same time that his procure-
ment division was awarding the
computer contract, Agriculture
Secretary Richard Lyng was in
Tokyo trying without success to get

import restrictions lifted on
American beef, rice and citrus
fruit.

Documents filed by StorageTek
pointedly state that its computer
“is manufactured in the United
States’’ while ViON'’s ‘‘is manufac-
tured by Hitachi in Japan.” While
StorageTek and IBM say their bids
were substantially lower than
ViON’s, neither firm would reveal
its exact bid, in case the contract is

reopened in response to their
appeal.
Agriculture officials said the

Hitachi system is better suited to
the department’s needs than either
IBM'’s or StorageTek’s. The equip-
ment is needed for a variety of ad-
ministrative functions, like finance
and payroll, for offices in
Washington and across the
country.

The department’s bid proposal
stated that ‘‘technical superiority
will be considered more important
than cost,” and added: ‘‘Award,
however, will go to the offerer
whose offer represents the com-

bination of technical merit and cost
most favorable to the
government.’’

Both IBM and StorageTek main-
tain that the Agriculture Depart-
ment judged their equipment im-
properly. Each said it would have
won the contract if the evaluation
had been done corectly.

“RACISM” REVISTED: Rep
Harold Ford, D-Tenn., the hand-
some, hot-tempered, black chair-
man of the House Ways and Means
Public Assistance Subcommittee,
is the fastest mouth on Capitol Hill
with charges of racism.

When he was indicted last month
on fraud and conspiracy charges
involving a $350,000 fund diversion,
he charged the federal prosecutors
with racism.

The prosecutors may be relieved
to know they're not the first targets
of Ford’s hip-shooting. In 1976, we
caught the congressman using a
federal manpower training pro-
gram to provide himself with office
workers — a violation of federal
law that he first admitted to us,
then recanted. A Library of Con-
gress ruling backed up our charge.

Ford heatedly insisted that we
were going after him because he
was black. We were stunned, until
we learned that he had also cried
“Wolf!’’ at other reporters who had
done unfavorable storiés about
him, and at businesspeople who
had tried to collect on his unpaid
bills.

Two years later, Ford hauled out
the racism routine again, when we
reported that a federal agency had
vetoed a Ford constituent’s minori-
ty contract. Ford said the federal
contracting officer had ‘““a WASP
mentality.”

In the 1976 case, though we had
cited chapter and verse, the
Justice Department brought no
charges against Ford. Now 11
years later, the congressman has
been indicted. He'll finally have a
chance to prove in court whether
he is a victim of racism — or of his
own actions.

That garb signified the
graduates were involved in
something special, extraordinary,
and even once-in-a-lifetime.

Truthfully, though, I think the
tears were squeezed out by a chest
bursting with pride for their
accomplishments,

Afterward, I took countless pic-
stures of the new graduates in their
special wardrobe with the friends

they had made after years of
classes and late night study ses-
sions — and watched my sister as
she wept to say goodbye to them.

We felt closer than before, realiz-
ing that our relationship did not
end with the ceremony.

I heard the same reaction to the
Gary Hart story over and over.
Hart said his involvement with the
blonde actress included nothing
that was immoral.

“What does this guy think, we're
a bunch of idiots,’” a friend of mine
asked.

‘““He goes off on a yacht to Bimini
with a beautiful young woman and
then she flies to Washington to see
him.

‘““And we're supposed to believe
nothing was going on between
them?"”’

“If he is taking such risks with
his public image and his marriage
and he’s not doing anything im-
moral then I wouldn’t vote for him
for being a wimp and a stupid
wimp on top of that.”

But what if Hart had admitted
what we all knew was the truth in
the first place? What if he had
said:

“I'm guilty of adultery. I met her
in Aspen and she was very
beautiful and charming and I felt I
simply had to see her again.

““My marriage has not been on
firm ground for some time and, on
top of that, traveling and cam-
paigning can be a very lonely
proposition.

“We sailed to Bimini for a few
days; then I had her fly to
Washington to be with me for a
weekend.

“Under the strictest moral code,
what I did was wrong. But I am a
human being and I weakened at a
time I needed to be strong.

“But I refuse to lie and I humbly
ask you still support me as a can-
didate for the presidency.

“I am not lying now, and I will
not lie to you in the future. I made a
mistake, but I will not make it
again.”

I could go for that, and I could ad-
mire a man who would stand up
and admit he has been caught with
his pants down, even if the location
had been aboard a yacht called
Monkey Business.

But Hart tried to wiggle and
weasel his way out, and now we
have cast him overboard and he
has returned to his home. In
Troublesome Gulch, Colo., where
he belongs.

AUSTIN (AP) — Gov. Bill
Clements, accusing Lt. Gov. Bill
Hobby of standing in the way of a
budget splution, on Thursday said a
special legislative session now may
be inevitable.

“I don’t think anything is going
to happen in this session,’”’
Clements said.

The Legislature’'s 140-day
regular session ends June 1, and so
far the House and Senate have fail-
ed to agree on either a 1988-89 spen-
ding plan or a tax increase to pay
for it.

“I’m not resigned; I'm realistic.
[ certainly don’t see any alter-
native at this point to a special ses-
sion because I don’t believe that we
can do what we need to in the re-
maining days of this session,”
Clements said.

In some of his toughest talk yet,
the Republican governor placed
the blame for the impasse on the
Democratic lieutenant governor,
who presides over the Senate.

Senators have approved a $40
billion state budget. The House has
passed a $39.4 billion plan.
Clements said his bottom line is
$36.9 billion.

“I don’t think the problem is in
the House. The problem is in the
Senate. And the problem is Mr
Hobby. He is immovable,”’
Clements said

Hunter safety bill OKd

AUSTIN — The Texas House voted Thursday
to allow the Parks and Wildlife Department to
require young hunters to take a safety course.

The bill, which faces another House vote that
would send it back to the Senate with amend-
ments, exempts people who are at least 17 by
Sept. 1, 1988.

Texans who are not 17 by then would be re-
quired to take the eight- to 10-hour safety
course to get a certificate of completion that
would be needed to hunt.

Rep. Phyllis Robinson, D-Gonzales and
House sponsor, said the Parks and Wildlife
Department has said it would require the
course if the legislation is approved.

But some House members said the bill in-
terferes with the state’s long hunting tradition.

Seat belt bill gutted

AUSTIN — A Senate-approved bill requiring
seat belts on school buses was gutted Thursday
when the House added an amendment leaving
the seat belt decision to local school boards.

The House also loaded down the bill with an
amendment that would make the state, instead
of local school districts, pay the $1,200-per-bus
cost of the seat belts.

The heavily amended version of the bill won
tentative House approval in a 7968 vote. Tt
faces a final House vote that would send it back
to the Senate for review of the House changes.

As originally drafted, the bill would have re-
quired school districts to put seat belts on buses
bought after Jan. 1. The bill does not apply to
buses already in use. Padded seat backs also
would be required on new buses.

Experienced Celtics take
2-0 advantage on Pistons

BOSTON (AP) The playoff
tested Boston Celtics knew what to
do when they got in trouble The
Detroit Pistons are learning the
hard way.

When Isiah Thomas and Adrian
Dantley were piling up points, the
Celtics changed their defense to
focus on them. When the game was
on the line in the fourth quarter, the
Celtics dominated.

When the Eastern Conference
final moves to Pontiac, Mich., for
games Saturday and Sunday, the
outlook might not improve much
for the Pistons

“The Celtics are a proud team,”
Detroit Coach Chuck Daly. said
after Boston’s 110-101 victory
Thursday night gave it a 2-0 advan-
tage in the best-of-seven series
“I’'m sure they feel they can win in
our building.”

Boston, the NBA's defending
champion, is seeking its 17th title
Detroit is in the third round of the
playoffs for the first time in its
history

“The Celtics did a good job ad-
justing to things we tried,”” Daly
said. ‘““We're learning in this
series.”’

“‘They made the shots when they
had to and kept their composure,”
Detroit guard Joe Dumars said
“We should have taken our time
and come down and executed. In
stead, we got careless.”

Dumars’ layup with 9:58 left in
the third quarter gave the Pistons
their biggest lead, 65-56, after they
led 59-54 at halftime. Thomas had
25 of those 65 points and Dantley
had 22. They would combine for
just three field goals the rest of the
way

“When we got down (by nine) we
came back with a vengeance,"
Boston forward Kevin McHale
said. “They were running away
with it. They were playing great,
dribbling between their legs, hav-
ing a good time. We said, ‘hey, we
can’t let th’s happen.’

So the Celtics took off on an 18-6
run that gave them a 74-71 lead
with 4:26 left in the third quarter

“We had good control of the
game early in the third period,”
said Thomas, who led all scorers
with 36 points. ““Then we took some
bad shots on the next four posses-
sions and the Celtics got back.”

The Celtics led 86-85, then got
nine of the next 10 points in a nearly
six-minute span to build the
margin to 95-86 with 5:15 remain-

ing. But the Pistons weren’t
finished

With Vinnie Johnson getting six
of its next 13 points, Detroit cut the
lead to 103-99 with 49 seconds left
Then Boston scored on a layup by
Greg Kite and two free throws by
McHale as the Celtics clinched the
victory by scoring seven of the last
nine points

“It's fun to score,” said the
seldom-used Kite, who was playing
because center Robert Parish had
fouled out. “*“That’s not necessarily
what we (Boston's substitutes)
have to do to help the team win
Playing good defense, taking care
of the ball, rebounding and getting
loose balls, that's what the bench
has to do.”

Larry Bird led Boston with 31
points, but was scoreless in the
fourth quarter. Thomas and
Dantley, who finished with 24
points, also had trouble scoring in
the second half and neither hit a
field goal in the final 14 minutes

““The Celtics were keying more
on me in the second half and I was
looking to make the pass,’ said
Thomas, who rebounded well from
a 6-for-24 shooting performance in
Tuesday night's 104-91 loss. ““We
were trying to get something
established inside."”

But the Pistons didn't get much
scoring help from their big men
Center Bill Laimbeer had just two
points and forward Ricky Mahorn
added three. Neither scored in the
first 44 minutes

“It doesn’t matter if you score
two or 20 if your team wins,’’ said
Laimbeer, whose team would have
won if he had scored 20. He was the
game's leading rebounder with 17

The Celtics got good production
from their big men — Parish had 20
points and McHale 19 — and from
their substitutes, who played well
early in the fourth quarter while
giving the starters a rest.

Even though a sprained right
knee kept starting guard Danny
Ainge out of action for the second
straight game, Boston won for the
34th time in its last 35 games at
Boston Garden. It is 16-0 there
against Detroit since losing Dec
19, 1982

“Two to zero is a huge advan
tage,”” McHale said. ‘‘The fact that
we held home court, now the
pressure comes to them to keep it
alive.”

Nationwide steroid ring uncovered

MIAMI (AP) — A University of
Miami football strength coach has
been implicated in a nationwide
ring trafficking in illegal body-
building steroids, but school of-
ficials doubt any of their players
are involved with the drug.

Coach Pat Jacobs was among 34
people indicted in San Diego on
Thursday for allegedly manufac-
turing, smuggling and distributing
70 percent of the steroids illegally
sold in the United States.

‘“We’re stunned,”’” Miami
Athletic Director Sam Jankovich
said. “But I would be even more
surprised -to learn any of our stu-
dent athletes are involved. I'm not
ruling out that possibility, but
we’'ve tested and we don’t have a
major problem with steroids.”

Jacobs was the only person in the
indictment directly tied to college
athletics, authorities said. He has
been suspended from the athletic
department pending the outcome
of his case.

Customs agents arrested Jacobs
on Thursday at his Miami apart-
ment after seizing boxes of liquid
and tablet steroids, hypodermic
needles and a stack of cash marked
“profits,”” authorities said.

“These are steroids manufac-
fured for use by yveterinarians on
animals to put more meat on
them,” said Customs spokesman
Patrick O'Brien, adding the drugs
were made at two laboratories in
Tijuana, Mexico, and stamped with
phony labels listing legitimate U.S.

manufacturers.

Police pried open the back of
Jacobs’ televison set and found a
green university notebook that ap-
parently lists customers’ names,
O’Brien said. He said university of-
ficials were cooperating in track-
ing down the names

‘“‘He was a small-time guy who
got caught in the wrong place at the
wrong time,” O’Brien said. “We
have no reason to believe at this
time that Jacobs was passing the

‘drugs on to athletes.”

Jacobs was freed Thursday on a
Fersonal bond of $100,000 by a
ederal magistrate in Miami, and a
removal hearing was set for June 8
on-the San Diego warrant.

Lesbian mmlster comes out of closet

PORTLAND, Maine (AP) —
A United Methodist minister
who supported banning
homosexuals from her
denomination’s clergy before
accepting her own lesbianism
says she will fight her ouster by
the church on principle.

The Rev. Rose Mary Den-
man, who says she is a practic-
ing lesbian, is on leave of
absence from parishes in Con-
way and Center Conway, N.H.,
and lives with her lover.

The 39-year-old cleric plans
to present her case tonight at
the church’s New Hampshire
Annual Conference in
Groveton.

Denman said that while she
expects to be defrocked, she
decided to go ahead with her
challenge as a matter of
principle.

“I think it's a justice issue,”
she said, explaining that she
wants to draw public attention
to what she sees as misplaced
discrimination by the church
against homosexuals.

Regardless of the outcome,
Denman intends to switch in
November to the Unitarian

Universalist Association. She
hopes to expand her part-time
counseling practice and to fill
in at the pulpit on a temporary
basis.

The ordination or .appoint-
ment of self-avowed, practicing
homosexuals is barred under
United Methodist law that was
refined in 1984 at the denomina-

tion’s quadrennial General
Conference.

Before 1984, when Denman
says she learned she was
homosexual, church striptures
against allowing practicing
homosexuals in the clergy were
implied rather than explicit,
said her superior, Bishop
George W. Bashore of Boston.

The rule is based on the
church’s belief that homosex-
uality is contrary to Christian
teachings, Bashore said. ‘‘Sex-
ual relationships are a gift
from God, given within a
covenantal relationship bet-
ween a man and a woman,’’ he
said.

Just before the 1984 General
Conference, Denman told
Bashore she supported banning
homosexuals, telling him she
might go so far as to leave the
denomination if they were per-
mitted to become pastors.

Looking back, she
characterizes her outlook at
that time, just months before
the shift in her own sexual
orientation, as ‘‘blatant, raw,
fear-filled homophobia.”

Months later she discovered
she was a lesbian, obtained a
leave of absence and moved to
