Texas debt issues on Nov. 3 ballot

AUSTIN — Officially, only two
statewide referenda appear on the
Nov. 3 ballot. But lurking in the
weighty list of constitutional
amendments is a third,

Five of 25 proposed changes seek
exceptions to the rule that the state
should not go into debt. If voters
approve the total $2 billion in
general obligation bonds, they will
sanction a departure to un-
precedented extremes from the
Texas tradition of ‘‘pay as you go.”

At the heart of the bond pro-
grams, proponents say, is Texas’
ability to recover from the one-two

punch of depression in its chief in-
dustries, energy and agriculture.
They foresee new jobs and
economic diversification, whether
in the ““Build Texas’’ program of
Amendments 7, 8 and 23; the public
fund created by Amendment 6 for
nurturing Texas products and
businesses, or Amendment 19’s in-
vestment in the superconducting
super collider.

*‘It may be the wisest investment
we ever made,” Lt. Gov. Bill Hob-
by said recently, plugging the pro-
grams before the Texas Associa-
tion of Taxpayers.

Many critics, however, raise a

single objection to the full slate:
Now, they say, is not the time to
add to the state’s already substan-

tial debt.

To date, Texas voters have
authorized just under $4 billion in
general obligation bond issues.
About half those bonds — $1.97
billion — have been sold to finance
veterans’ land and housing pro-
grams, college student loans, farm
and ranch loans, and park and

water development programs.

But unlike revenue bonds, which
must be retired with money
generated by the projects they
finance, general obligation bonds

are ultimately backed by ‘‘the full
faith and credit’” — the taxing
power — of the state. Taxpayers
could face paying not only the prin-
cipal amount, but interest costs
that equal or exceed it.

If voters approve all five amend-
ments, the state’s authorization to
borrow under such terms would in-
erease by about 50 percent. That
gives pause to some fiscal conser-
vatives. In addition, each specific
proposal faces opposition on its
merits.

Amendment 6 would provide $100
million to the Texas Agricultural
Finance Authority for agricultural

development and $25 million to the
new state Department of Com
merce — $15 million for develop-
ment of new products and $10
million for direct support of small
businesses.

Critics say temporary hard
times do not excuse the use of tax
money for private purposes
Fledgling businesses unable to get
capital from traditional sources,
they say, are unlikely to succeed in
any event.

Inmate Harding
‘Has no case’—
Assistant D.A.

Texas Department of Corrections inmate Arthur
Lee Harding, who filed a petition for writ of habeas
corpus this week in 118th District Court, hasn’t got a
case, Assistant District Attorney William Dupree,
said today.

Harding, serving a five-year sentence for forgery
by passing, claims he entered a guilty plea without
being aware of the consequences of his plea.

Harding was convicted July 7 after pleading guilty
to passing an $11,500 forged check.

According to Harding's petition, his attorney failed
to advise him that he had a right to appeal.

As a result, Harding seeks exoneration for the
“misdeeds,” according to the suit, which claims the
conviction ‘‘is constitutionally infirm and violative of
the Sixth and Fourteenth Amendments to the United
States Constitution.”

Dupree, who represented the state in the case, said
Harding was notified in writing of his rights and also
was admonished in court of the consequences of
pleading guilty.

It’s routine business to admonish anyone charged
with a crime about his rights, Dupree said.

‘“He doesn’t have any kind of case,’”” he said.

According to a ruling filed Wednesday by District
Judge James Gregg, the petition presents nothing for
review.

Harding was a previously convicted felon and not
eligible for probation, and the five-year plea bargain
agreement was negotiated as a result of effective
counsel, according to the findings-of-fact ruling.

In addition, Harding has repeatedly and consistent-
ly admitted his guilt and has abused the writ process
by making a false allegation about his exposure in the
proceeding, the ruling states.

Both the Texas Department of
Corrections and the Texas Depar-
ment of Mental Health and Mental
Retardation are under orders to
improve conditions for those in the
state’s charge.

Hobby, in his speech to the tax-
payers’ group, said the bond pro-
ceeds would allow state prison of-
ficials to end a yearlong cycle of
“closing the front doors to new ad-
missions and opening the back to
premature releases’’ by adding
more than 7,800 beds ta a critically
crowded system.

Assuming the bonds are sold at 7
percent interest and paid off over
20 years, as the Legislative Budget
Board did in its estimates, the an-
nual draw on the state treasury
would exceed $46.5 million. The
total amount paid would be more

than- $930 million — 86 percent
more than the $500 million cost of
the additional facilities.

“It’s deficit financing,” says
state Rep. Al Granoff, D-Dallas.
“It’s going into debt instead of
making decisions based on
resources available.”

Opponents also point beyond the
fiscal wisdom of using bonds to the
social issues that dog the criminal
justice system. For example,
Citizens United for Rehabilitation
of Errants (CURE),
group headquartered
Washington, D.C., would prefer
that the state make more effective
use of probation and parole and in-
struct judges to base sentencing
policies on prison capacity.

The best-publicized among the
bond proposals has been Amend-
ment 19, the $500 million in
assistance to the superconducting
supercollider — a massive $4.4
billion atom-smashing device plan-
ned by the federal government for
study of such forces as gravity,
radiation and the binding together
of matter.

Credit card rates may be public

WASHINGTON (AP) Con-
sumers would be able to compare
interest rates when applying for a
credit card under legislation ap-

proved overwhelmingly by the
House
The House voted 408-1 on

Wednesday in favor of a measure
which would require the
multimillion-dollar credit card in-
dustry to give consumers ‘‘full and
timely information’’ on its interest
rate

The measure, which would
supersede state laws, is aimed at
forcing down high credit card in-
terest rates through competition
and giving consumers a method of
comparing different cards. But it
does not place a nationwide cap on
credit card interest rates

The vote came after the House
rejected 356-56 an amendment by
Rep. Frank Annunzio, D-I11., which
would have tied interest rates to
what the federal government pays
to borrow money

charging interest on outstanding
balances at a rate more than 8
percentage points above the yield
on one-year Treasury securities,
adjusted quarterly.

Donald G. Oglivie, executive vice
president of the American Bankers
Association, said in a statement
that the defeat of the Annunzio
amendment was a triumph for
consumers

‘‘Placing price controls on such a
broadly competititive industry
would have only served to restrict
credit and increase the costs of ob-
taining credit for those still
qualified,”” Oglivie said. ‘“‘The
House approved the best pro-
consumer proposal and one we are
pleased to support: Meaningful
credit card disclosure so that con-
sumers can make intelligent and
informed choices.”

Joe Belew, president of the Con-
sumer Bankers Association, said in

a statement after the vote that the
Annunzio proposal was anti-
consumer, not pro-consumer, as
the Illinois Democrat claimed.

“Annual fees might have in-
creased,”” Belew said. ‘‘Grace
periods would probably have disap-
peared. And most importantly,
credit standards would have
tightened. Those with lower in-
comes, short job histories, and
those with even small blemishes on
their credit records would have
been penalized.”

He said, ‘‘Had such a law been in
place in 1981, when Treasury bills
were yielding more than 16 per-
cent, credit card rates would have
exceeded 24 percent.”

Annunzio said, however, the
American consumer wants a cap
on interest rates. ‘“The issue is
very clear,”’ he said. ‘“When the
American bankers need help, they
know where to go — the U.S. Con-
gress. And they usually get what
they want.”

HOUSTON (AP) — Showering in
:zero gravity is a tad different than
showering at home, says a Houston
homemaker testing the space
vagency’s new device for orbital
thygiene.
, "It becomes functional and not
pleasurable,”” Sue Eley, 36, said
Wednesday. “I like to stand in a
shower and let it beat down and
relax. And it’s not like that at all.”

Over the past 14 months, Ms.
Eley has soaped up about 40 times
at government expense to help
NASA test the new shower. For her
‘efforts, she earns about $10 per
hour.

During missions of up to three
months, astronauts need to keep
clean if they are to be at their best,
¢said Rafael Garcia, mechanical
engineer at the Johnson Space
‘Center’s Man-Systems Division.
He has been‘working on the shower
system for about three years.

Carrying water into space is an
expensive proposition at several
thousand dollars per pound, when a
gallon of water weighs 8.33 pounds.

“You probably wouldn’t have a
(space) station if you had to bring
up the water because it turns out
the each crewman needs about 52
or 55 pounds of water a day,” said
W.R. Humphries, chief of the life
support branch of the Marshall
Space Flight Center.

Humans drink about six pounds
of water per day, and use 45-50
pounds per day for hygiene. At
those rates, eight astronauts would
go through 20 tons of water over
three months, or the equivalent of
an entire space shuttle payload.

The 450 pound shower recovers
about 93 percent of water used, and
astronauts would be allowed to
shower every other day, Garcia
“said.

DALLAS — Invocations offered
at public high school sporting
events, the pregame prayers tradi-
tionally permitted in all suburban
school districts but discontinued in
Dallas last year, violate the Con-
stitution and could be challenged in
federal court, civil liberties of-
ficials say.

It is unconstitutional,’” said Ken
Gjemre, president of the Dallas
Civil Liberties Union. ““You cannot
use public facilities to promote any
religion. We have had a lot of com-
plaints and we could sue a whole
bunch of school districts tomorrow
if people had the courage to stand
the ostracism their kids would get
We'd like to sue if we could get a
plaintiff, but when we say what
they have to do, they don’t want to
suffer the consequences.”

A federal judge in Atlanta earlier
this year issued an unprecedented
ruling banning public prayers at
sporting events, but the ruling ap-
plies only to the 11th federal
district. Texas is in the jurisdiction
of the 5th U.S. Circuit Court based
in New Orleans.

Most area school officials say
they will continue the’ invocations
until banned by court order.

“We feel it helps set the tone for

the evening's activity,”’ Plano East
principal Archie McAfee said.
“Everyone has a certain religious
belief. We're not setting those
beliefs, but we feel it is an inspira-
tion when we give our invocation.”

Another school official, Irving
assistant Supt. Jack Singley, said
the issue of public prayer should be
decided by the community, not the
courts.

“*Unconstitutional or not, it
depends on how the community
feels about it,”’ Singley said. *‘I can
assure you we have prayers before
each game.”

A Times Herald survey of area
school districts showed all public
high schools in Arlington, Bedford,
Euless, Garland, Grand Prairie,
Hurst, Irving, Mesquite, Plano and
Richardson allow prayer before
football games.

Dallas school officials stopped
the practice last year because of
questions about its constitutionali-
ty, and the Carrollton-Farmers
Branch district is in the process of
phasing them out, athletic director
Jim Arnold said.

Pearce has also reduced the
number of its invocations, said
Allen Holladay, Richardson In-
dependent School District athletic
director.

Ranchers blast Bullock land lease

AUSTIN (AP) — Some Duval
County ranchers are branding as a
sweatheart deal the leasing of 1,880
aores of state'land by Comptroller
Bob Bullock, the Houston Chronicle
reports.

Both Bullock and Land Commis-
sioner Garry Mauro said there was
nothing wrong or unusual about the
10-year lease. They also said
Bullock is paying more than
anyone else offered.

However, the Chronicle reported
Wednesday, ‘‘Skeptics question
how Bullock could have wound up
with what turns out to be one of the
state's few hunting leases in South
Texas — without having received
special consideration from
Mauro's office.”’

The newspaper also said that
Bullock has fenced in the land,
closing off a road through the pro-
perty that once provided neighbor-
ing landowners easy access to their
own property.

“I think that he has caused con-
siderable trouble out there,’’ said
rancher Leroy Hardcastle of
Freer, who grazed cattle on the
property for more than two
decades before the state leased it to
Bullock.

“I think it's an inside deal, but 1

have no way to prove it,"”" Hardcas-
tle said. “I'm sure it had to go
through the land commissioner.”

George Taggart, a Rockport
businessman who owns land in the
vicinity, told the Chronicle he also
believes Bullock was given special
treatment by the General Land
Office.

The newspaper said the lease ac-
tually is in the name of George
Garland, a former associate depu-
ty comptroller for tax and ad-
ministration in Bullock's office,
who has been working as a lobbyist
since January, according to
Bullock. They split the lease cost,
Bullock said.

““George and I have been hunting
down there for years. Normally,
we hunt on (Clinton) Manges’
place,”” the comptroller said.
Manges, a Duval County rancher,
long has been a figure in Texas
politics and is a long-time acquain-
tance of Bullock.

Mauro said no special deal was
made

“He's not getting any special
treatment, period,” the land com-
missioner said. ““‘But he did come
in and offer the state the best deal
available.”

WASHINGTON Gatlingburg has the
“‘Bakker blues."

The small eastern Tennessee resort com-
munity (pop. 3.500), gateway to Great Smoky
Mountains National Park, is hospitable
enough to defrocked televangelist Jim Bakker
and his wife, Tammy Faye.

But trying to satiate the hordes of curious
who have come to see the place where the
Bakkers decided to hole up has put something
of a strain on Gatl-
ingburg'’s residents.

Not, mind you, that the
hardworking, generally
religious people of ‘‘the
Burg,’” as they call it, will
come right out and ask
the notorious couple to
leave. But if the Bakkers
were to succeed in their
comeback attempt and
settle for good again in
their old South Carolinia
digs, there'd be few tears

shed in Gatlinburg.

When Dale Van Atta visited the town recent-
ly, the Bakkers were back on the front page
again. Rev. Jerry Falwell had just resigned as
head of the PTL empire, and Bakker seemed
more determined than ever to rise from the
ashes of adultery and disgrace.

Further fanfare greeted the appearance of
the latest Playboy magazine, for which
Jessica Hahn had bared all in print — and
almost all in the accompanying photographs

— about her famous sexual encounter with

Bakker several years ago.

Except for one brief press conference, Bak-
ker remained behind the fortress fence newly
erected around his mountain retreat overlook-
ing Gatlinburg. He refused to come to the
phone to answer Van Atta’s questions.

But the townfolks were talking, if one didn’t
appear to be a blatantly professional snoop.
Hundreds of tourists had overrun the town'’s
Alpine-motif motels and shops as they came
to catch the turning of the leaves, and
eavesdropping was no problem.

“They’re our own Ferdinand and Imelda,”
one local store owner remarked a bit ruefully.

A saleslady at one of the bookstores confid-
ed to an out-of-town couple that Bakker
himself had been in just a few days earlier to
make a special purchase: the current
Playboy. Though she said she hadn't sked for
an explanation, Bakker volunteered one
anyway. ‘I want to see what smut she’s
spreading now,”’ he told the clerk.

During their retreat in Gatlingburg — which
they left temporarily last week for North
Carolina to be near Jim's hospitalized father
— the Bakkers have spent their time enter-
taining friends and accepting petitions to
return to PTL.

The house, which they bought a couple of
vears ago for $148,000, was put up for sale
when the sex scandal brought hard times to
PTL and the high-living couple. But a
generous creditor bought it for Bakker and
paid for an estimated $300,000 worth of im-
provements, including a sun deck, a pool, the
security fence and a mammoth gate.

When they do venture out, they shop in Gatl-
ingburg and nearby Piegeon Forge. A

Gatlingburg doesn’t want Bakkerville

saleslady in a clothing store confided that it
was “a good thing” Tammy Faye bought
most of the duds she tried on, since ‘‘she gets
makeup all over the clothes.”

The Bakkers’ preferred spot for dining out
is a pizza parlor. . N

City Manager Jim Varner, polite but politic,
boasted freely about his town and its fine peo-
ple, but when asked about the Bakkers would
only say enigmatically, “‘I've had some good
folks coming in and some good folks going."’

A local reporter said the Bakkers had made
a great success of the fire department’s white
elephant sale by contributing “‘the usual
junk.”” The Bakkers' “junk’’ was snapped up
at high prices — by the townspeople, not the
outlanders.

One old-timer pointed out that Gatlinburg
had had more than its share of ‘‘characters,”
like the one-time philantropist whose mansion
is a town landmark, but who was indicted for
drug smuggling in Texas a few years back.

Then there was Raiford (or Radford)
Gatlin, who had the town, previously called
White Oak Flats, renamed for himself after
becoming storekeeper/postmaster in 1856.
Legend makes him a drunkard, a thief, a
Democrat and a Confederate in staunchly
Union/Republican eastern Tennessee, and the
owner of a female slave whom he may have
murdered. But as local author and publisher
George Aiken notes, all of this is hard to
prove.

“We've had a number of notorious
characters who have come and gone,”” Aiken
said cheerfully. As for the Bakkers: ““‘I'm no
great admirer of theirs, but I have nothing
against them, either.”
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Providence Seminary in Warwick.

While each of the candidates and their
supporters were quick to claim victory
after Wednesday night'’s forum, backers of
the vice president were clearly pleased
that he gave as good as he got in ex
changes with his rivals.

‘‘Someone needed to beat George Bush
and no one did,” said Lee Atwater, the
vice president’s campaign manager.

During a brief appearance before cheer-
ing supporters at a nearby hotel, Bush said
the debate ‘‘gave me a chance te make a
few points that I wanted to make about
leadership.”

For two hours, Bush, Senate GOP leader
Bob Dole of Kansas, Rep. Jack Kemp of

New York, former Delaware Gov. du
Pont, former Secretary of State Alexander
M. Haig Jr. and evangelist Pat Robertson
laid out their views under questioning
from conservative columnist William F.
Buckley Jr. and former Democratic Party
chairman Robert Strauss.

‘“This is the first time I've had the oppor-
tunity to face off with the vice president
and the other candidates,” said Kemp
after the forum. “‘I think we all gained on
the vice president.”’

The first hour was gentlemanly to the
point of being dull.

Then du Pont took out after Bush.

““The question is in a Bush presidency
where would he lead America,” said du
Pont, who was sitting on Bush'’s right on
the stage. ‘‘So far we haven’t seen any vi-
sion, any principles, any policy. We really
haven’t had it spelled out very
successfully.”

Many in the audience booed at this point.

Du Pont called the pending U.S.-Soviet

treaty to eliminate medium-range nuciear
missiles “a great example of that. We're
waiting for details and we're hearing
generalities.”

Bush has urged his GOP rivals to sup-
port the treaty, which is in the final stages
of negotiations. Du Pont, Kemp, Haig and
Robertson all have expressed varying
degrees of opposition to the agreement.

Bush turned to du Pont and took up the
Social Security issue first: ‘“Pierre (the
former governor’s full name is Pierre S.
du Pont IV), let me help you on some of
this. First, I think it’s a nutty idea to fool
around with the Social Security system
and run the risk of the people who've been
saving all their lives. We made this Social
Security trust fund solvent and it’s sol-
vent. So that may be a new idea but it's a
dumb one.”

On the missile treaty, the vice president
said, “I told you all these KEuropean
leaders are for it, I'm for it, the president
is for it, the joint chiefs are for it and I

The only thing the Los Angeles
Lakers haven’t accomplished in
the Magic Johnson era is win con-
secutive championships. No one in
the NBA has done that since the
1969 Boston Celtics, but this could
be the year.

Boston is a year older and will
play without the injured Kevin
McHale until December or
January, jeopardizing the
homecourt advantage the Celtics
needed so desperately last spring
in the playoffs. .

Dallas, Detroit and Atlanta have
the players to challenge, but they
did little to improve themselves in
the offseason and lack
championship-round experience.

Houston has Twin Towers Akeem
Olajuwon and Ralph Sampson sign-
ed and healthy, but the never-
ending search for a backcourt
continues.

Seattle and Chicago are stocked
with young talent and took big
steps to improve themselves, but
both lost more often than they won
last season and can’t be expected
to make the giant leap to the top.

So as the NBA opens its 42nd
season next Friday, Coach Pat
Riley is feeling frisky about the
Lakers’ chances of a fifth title in
this decade and a repeat of last
June’s championship.

“Repeating is the only thing left
for this team,” Riley said. “It’s
something that could make us
special. It's a two-year window we
have to face.”

After winning the 1987 title, Riley
said the Lakers would win again
this season.

“When we won in June, I
guaranteed that we would repeat,”’
Riley said. “‘I'm not a boaster as a
rule, but I still stand by that state-
ment because I believe we can rise
to the challenge.”

Riley is standing pat with the
lineup that won a league-best 65
games in the regular season.

Even if free agents Jeff Lamp
and Milt Wagner crack the roster,
they won't take playing time away
from the seven-man nucleus:

Ozzie Smith of the St. Louis Cardinalis at short-
stop 139-45 in voting results released today.

Eight American Leaguers and four National
Leaguers were selected for the team, which in
cluded eight position players, a designated hit-
ter, right-handed and left-handed starters and
ane reliever.

Wade Boggs of the Boston Red Sox was a
first-time selection at third base and Juan
Samuel of the Philadelphia Phillies was a first-
time pick at second.

George Bell of the Toronto Blue Jays was
named for the first time in left field and Andre
Dawson of the Chicago Cubs, an AP all-star in
1983, won the voting for right. Kirby Puckett of
the World Series champion Minnesota Twins
repeated in center.
